McConnell said
he “couldn’t ict” what amend-
ments would be made to the bill be-
fore it is voted upon.

MILK RUN IS OVER FOR
AIRBORNEDRUG SMUGGLERS

Picture this: A Customs’ aircraftis
shadowing a suspected drug smug-
gling aircraft whose flightoriginated
inColombia. As theaircraft makesits
way into US airspace, the side door
opensand water proof packages begin
dropping to a small cluster of high-
speed boats waiting below. Within
minutes, the packages are picked up
and thel:nalsgegintheirtripto shore,
With its delivery completed, the air-
craft turns and heads south, back to
its home base. With luck, the boats
and their crew will be apprehended,
but the aircraft will get away scot
free, This scenario isa regular occur-
rence for the men and women who
are charged with intercepting drug
shipments into this country.

The reason the plane escaped is
thatfederal law-enforcementofficials
have no authority to force suspected
drug-smuggling air-craft to land for
inspection. Even when caught red-
handed dropping drugs, the smug-
glers know that unless they land on
US territory they are immune from
K;cs-ccution.'lhisis why thesea-drop

s become one of their favorite tac-
tics, Hopefully, thissituationisabout
to change. On August 1, 54 senators
joined me in passing anamendment
| authored which will give federal
anti-drug agencies the authority to
use disabling and, if absolutely nec-
essary, deadly force in stopping air-
borne drug smugglers who refuse
repeated radioand visual requests to
land their aircraft.

The passage of this legislation can
notcomeata morecritical time in our
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war against drugs. According to At-
torney General Richard Thornburgh,
eachdayapproximately 5,000 Ameri-
cans try cocaine for the first time —
5,000 people. Many will be children,
some will be Kentuckians. This same
tragedy occurred yesterday and will
occuragain tomorrow unless weback
up our tough talk with tough action.
It is a fact that over half the cocaine
flooding our streets is flown in by
small, private aircraft from South
Americancountries. [f weareserious
aboutwaginga true war ondrugs we
will act now to shut down this last
avenue where drug smugglers roam
free with totalimpunity from thelaw.

Critics of this legislation cringe at
the thought of using force to compel
a suspect to land. They say that this
policy would pose an unnecessary
threat to legitimate civil aviation, |
disagree. Using deadly force in the
drug war is not new. Congress gave
the Coast Guard this authority over
nine years ago. Out of more than
1,500 sea interdictions that have been
conducted since 1980, the Coast
Guard has only had to use force,
meaning firing their weapons at a
fleeing boat, only 18 times, The Coast
Guard hasdemonsirated itsability to
exercise the authority consistent with
safeguards which could easily be
extended to aerial law enforcement.

The biggest threat our country
faces today is not from a foreign
government’s army, it is the drug
abuse that, if not stopped, will cripple
an entire generation, As cocaine and
itsdeadlyderivative “crack” continue
to inundate our shores, as its price
decreases while the purity increases,

as the age of drug abusers continues
to'decline, as drug related crime sky-
rockets; there is no one safe from this
terrible epidemic. Make no mistake
about it, we are at war. We can not

afford to wait any longer ta give our
law-enforcement officers thiscritical
tool if we are serious about shutting
down the flow of cocaine-carrying
aircraft flying into this country.

The GFWC/KFWC Lackey-Gar-
rett-Wayland Woman's Cluz was
organized at Lackey in 1926 as a
mothers’ club, and was federated in
1934 as the Lackey-Garrett Woman's
Club.

Later, asits membership spread to
E:ints between the communities of

ckey and Garrett and beyond to
Wayland, the name was changed to
what itis today. The GFWC/KFWC
preceding its name signifies the club
as a part of the Kentucky Federation
and General Federation of Women's
Clubs, which celebrated its 50th anni-
versary the same year the nationcele-
brated its bicentennial.

The club’s pu is to unite
women for self—gn;Poserowmentand for
the promotion of education, civic
improvement, moral values and the
arts. The club presently has 19 mem-
bers who met once a month in each
members’ homes. At one time, the
organization had 50 members before
the exodus of so many of the area
population when the Elk Horn Coal
Corporation shut down.

Some of the club’s projects during
the years have been sponsorship of
bloodmobile and x-ray mobile units
when in the area; collection of cloth-
ing and food for the needy; active
Ezraﬁcipation in the Floyd County

kmobile; sponsorship of classes
in civil defense, driver refresher
courses and CPR; clean-up cam-
paigns; studentessays;art, musicand
sewing contests. Also, club members
bake cupcakes each Valentine’s Day
for the Golden Years Rest Home pa-
tients at Lackey.

The club has contributed through
the years to both Prestonsburg Com-
munityand Alice Lioyd colleges, and
in the past to Pikeville College; given
anannual award of $100 toagraduat-
ing senior at Allen Central High
School, based onscholarshipand citi-
zenship; purchased and placed safety
signs at both Wayland and Garrett
Elementary Schools;boughtflagsand
poles for area communities; helped
in the purchase of a fire truck for the
areavolunteer firedepartments, with
smaller contributions to Care, heart,
arthritis, cancer, kidney disease, Red

Where can you hike mountain
trails, delve into an all-but-forgotten
American culture and come home
with authentic works of art?

Only in the hills of Eastern Ken-
tucky, where one finds Appalachian
heritage and southern hospitality.

Jenny Wiley State Resort Park in
Prestonsburg provides a home base,
a variety of park activities and of
course, the theater. Set snugly in the
mountains, this is the only outdoor
stage in the nation where, in season,
you can see four plays in four days.

Firststop for day-trips is the Hind-
man SettlementSchool atthe Forks of
Troublesome Creek in Hindman.
Mike Mullins, the school’s director,
will introduce visitors to the school
witha video history. The story of the
school's fundingand developmentis
a glance at the unconquerable spirit
of Kentucky's early settlers.

From Sol Everage, who walked
from Troublesome Creek to Hazard
in order to convince May Stone and
Katherine Pettit to come teach in
Hindman, toJames Still, “the original
bookmobile” and current writer-in-
residence, the school has inspired
commitment from those who have
become involved with its programs.
The school also has a history of tre-
mendous community support, hav-
ing twice burned and been rebuilt by
the townspeople.

The school’s modern goal to pre-
serve the area’s rich folk heritage is
born of the same determination that
built the school. Festivals and work-
shopsin withregularclasses,
adult education, early childhood
developmentand a program for chil-
dren with dyslexic tendencies. Spe-
cial events are open to the publicand
celebrate traditional waysoflife. Two
of the most popular are the Appala-
chian Family Folk Week, held inJune,
and the Appalachian Writers Work-
shop, helg in early August. Family
Folk Week is a chance to learn about

The next day’s trip is to Appal-
shop, in Whitesburg. This arts and
education center is also devoted to
preserving the culture and heritage
of Eastern Kentucky. Visitors can
expect a tour of the facilities which
outlines the history of the center, as
well as art exhibits and film screen-
ing. Festivalsdelving into traditional
Appalachian music and folklore mix
with festivals promoting cultural
exchange.

Taken together, Appalshop and
the Hindman Settlement School offer
an informative view of Appalachia

chian Crafts is worth the trip. Quilts,
split oak baskets and woodcrafts are
among thelocally made works ofart.

Most of the Meads of Loudoun,
Bedford, and other counties of Vir-
ginia are descended from one (#A)
Richard Mead, of Mursley, Bucking-
hamshire, England, by his wife Joane,
through his second son, (#B) the Rev.
Matthew Mead of Stepney. Matthew
was born in 1629 at Leighton Buz-
zard, Bedfordshire, England, died
Oct, 16, 1699, and is buried in Step-
ney. Matthew married Elizabeth
Walton in 1654 in the St. Mary
Woolnoth Church in London, Eng-
land.

The Rev. Mead (#B) was a promi-
nent clergyman of the Church of
England and a man of very liberal
views, He was ejected from hischarge
for nonconformity in 1662, He seems
to have been implicated inthe House
of Rye conspiracy and was impris-

oned for some time. He was later set
free by the king.

The Rev. Mead had 15 children.
Fromchristening records atBull Lane
IndependentChurchinStepneycome
some of the names: (#1) William
Mead, born Jan. 8, 1658, died 1716;
(#1-A) Rebecca Mead, born Oct, 1,
1660;(#1-B) Richard Mead, born Aug.
22,1673; (#1<) James Mead, May 3%,
1675; (#1-D) Elizabeth Mead, Feb. 10,
1679; (#1-E) Nathaniel Mead.

William (#1) married, and some of
hischildren were: (#2) John Mead; (2-
A) William Mead; (2-B) Robert Mead;
(2-C) Samuel Mead; (2-D) Pleasant
Mead, and (2-E) Sarah Mead,

Theyounger William (Jr. perhaps),
born around 1700, married Ellen
Worrell in Bucks County, Pa., and
moved to Bedford County in 1746
(Fairfax County, Va,). Among his
children was Mary Mead, who first
married Moses Rhodesand then John
Brown. Mary's daughter Hannah
Rhodes married a Robert Mead (#3).

Our chief concern from here is
with the line of (#2) John Mead, for it
was through him that the Meade

family of the Big Sand y Valleyarea of
Eastern Kentucky isdescended. John
was born around 1693 in Cecil
County, Md. He was married on
March 2, 1726, in Bucks County to
Mary Abrell, thedaughter of Richard
Abrell (Abrahall) of Cecil County.

John and his wife were Quakers

and in order to marry, certain re-

uirements were made, One was “that
the young man is desired to bring a
certificate of his conversation and
clearness.”

The couple and John’s brother
Samuel moved to that part of Prince
William County, Va., that later be-
came Loudoun County in 1746, He
died th;areinl?S‘land isburied iIr:Ithe
Mead family graveyard near New
London in Becﬁ'l:rd éounly, Va. His
named appeared in 1741 on the poll
listof those voting for members of the
House of Burgesses in Prince WII-
liam County,

While John was a landowner, his
vocation was carpenter, as was that
of his son William.

John and Mary's known children
were (#3) Robert Mead, 1750-1825;

(3-A) Abrell Mead,?; (#4) William
Mead, 1725-1805.

Robert (#3) was born in Bedford
County, Va,, and died at the present
site of Harold in Floyd County. He
married Hanna Rhodes, a distant
cousin, in Bedford County on Dec.
30, 1769,

Hedealtinreal estate from1785to
1801, when he came to Floyd County.
His lands lay on Goose Creek or its
tributaries in Bedford County, Hehad
bought 1,600 acres from his brother
William for 16,000 pounds of tobacco.
Near theend of the century, hebegan
to sell his vast acreage, evidently for
the purpose of moving to Kentucky.
Hehad earlier ventured into the east-
ern part of Kentucky and evidently
saw promise in the new land.

Robert moved to Big Mud Creek,
where, tradition says, he brought his
slaves to do prelimi work to es-
tablish a plantation before bringing
his family tothearea. The Pike County
Historical Papers, NumberFive, states
that Robert Mead in the 1810 Floyd
County census had nine free “col-
ored” workers and 14 slaves at his

residence. The 1820 census by Norva
and Norman Dixon shows Robert
with 14 slaves.

The firstorder of courtreferring to
Robert Mead was in 1810, when he
was appointed as surveyor of a road
from Graham's Shoals to the gap of
Mud Creek. Ordered to helphim were
two sons, Robert Mead Jr. (#6) and
Rhodes Mead (#7); Jacob Slusher,
IchabobMcBrayer, Robert Toler, John
Casebolt, and Christopher Toler. The
latter, from whom Toler Creek gets
itsname, had married Robert’sdaugh-
ter Edy Mead.

Robert Mead died in 1825 without
a will of record, and at a February
term of court, a son-in-law Jonathan
Akers was qualified as administra-
tor. His sureties were Solomon Ak-
ers, another son-in-law, and Thomas
Owens, a close friend.

After Robert's death, his sons
began tomoveon to theirownchoices
of the great new lands that lay wait-
ing for those that had the courageand

foresight to venture forth and claim
them. Some sons stopped in present
Johnson County and others went to

the banks of the Ohio River. It wasa
restlessdayand theurgeofthe people
was westward. (Part of the above

Like he has for the past 23
years, Jerry Lewis will help
raise funds for the Muscular
Dystrophy Association in
the Jerry Lewis Labor Day
Teiethon to air from 9 p.m.
Sunday, Sept. 3, 10 6:30 p.m.
Monday, Sept. 4, ona “Love
Network™ of more than 200
stations coast 10 coast,

The show will originate
from the Jerry Lewis Theatre
Cashman Field Center in
Las Vegas, and will feature a
variety of entertainers who
not only perform, but also
help Lewis by hosting the
event,

With help from Ed
McMahon, Sammy Davis
Jr., Casey Kasem, Tony
Orlando and Julius LaRose
as well as dozens of other
show business favorites,
Lewas will attempt to top last
year's pledges.

The telethon was inaugur-
ated in 1966 when it was
broadcast by only one sta-
tion in New York City. That
initial show was the first
televised fund-raising event
of its kind to raise more than
$1 million in pledges.

Inthe 17 years in which the
A.C. Nielsen Company has
been measuring the viewer-
ship of the Jerry Lewis MDA
Labor Day Telethon, the
viewing levels for the show
have grown by more than 50
percent. According to the
Nielsens, the 1988 telethon
was viewed by more than 90
million people.

Money raised duning the
show helps the association
carcy on its fight aganst 40
neuromuscular diseases by
supporting basic and applied
research, a comprehensive
program of medical services
for patients and their
families, and far-reaching
professional and public
education.

One of the most recent
major discovernies about the
disease happened latc in
1987, when a research team
identified the crucial

protein—dystrophin—that
15 missing in boys with the
fatal Duchenne muscular
dystrophy. The discovery
has helped scientists under-
stand the cause of the once-
mysterious disease.

the telethon’s host, Jerry
Lewis is MDA's No. |
volunteer.

His commiiment to the
cause remains firm, “Each
man muslt choose the cause
closest to his heart, and I've
chosen mine,” the performer
said.

What keeps him fighting
for a cure for MD is seeing
the disease’s alfects,
especially on children, who
have affectionately become
known as Jerry's Kids.

Each vear, the association
selects a child afflicied with
a neuromuscular disease to
represent the organization's
efforts on promotional pos-
ters. This year's Poster Child

Antolak. Ashley has inter-
mediate spinal muscular
atrophy, a condition diag-
nosed when she was 3 years
old.
