Board Expels Student For Hitting Teacher

At the close of a lengthy public
due process hearing Wednesday
night, the Floyd County School Board
expelled a 15-year-old Betsy Layne
High School student for the remain-
derof the year because he hita teacher.

The hearing was open to the pub~
lic at the request of the student, his
parentsand attorney.

Anumberof parentsand students
from the Betsy Layne area who are
concerned aboutescalating discipline
problems at violence at the school
also attenided the meeting.

Flanked by his parents and attor-
ney Janice Porter, Joey Luster, a jun-
ior at BLHS, told the school board
that he was only protecting himself
when he hit teacher Georgia Lewis
Blackburn on Aug. 30.

However, Blackburn denied that
she struck the junior.

School principal Adrian Bentley
Sr., who was not present when the
altercation occurred, also testified.

Blackburn, who has taught seven
years in Floyd County, read from a
written statement during her testi-

mony.
. Luster “came in my room, behind
thedesk, and started pilfering through
papers on the desk. I asked him to
stog and move and take his seat.”
lackburn, whohas Lusteronly in
homercom, said he answered for
himself and another student during
roll call, and “seemed to be frying to
needle” her.

Sheadded thathealsosaid, “Bang,
bang. Look out — she’s got a gun.”

After sending a note to the princi-
pal, Blackburn said, she continued
with homeroom duties, but Luster
kept disrupting the class.

Blackburn testified that Luster
initially would not leave, but that
later, she walked to the door and
opened it, and he left,

“He tried tobeargumentativeand
his tone was getting nasty.I turned to

back into the classroom and told

im to go to the office. As | turned,
Joeyused profanity. After] wentback
to the classroom | went to my desk

and wrote down the words and sent
a second note to Mr. Bentley.”

After home room ended, Black-
burn said, she locked her classroom

door and started to go to the office,
but changed her mind because of the
crowded hallways.

As she turned to go to her next
class, Blackburn said, Luster “lurched
out of the crowd and started mouth-
ing more profanities at me. I raised
my right hand in the air about the
time he swung at me.” Blackburn
said she also tried to defend herself
with her purse.

“He pounded me in the right side
of the head at least two times with his
fist. | fell to the floor with one le
under me, and | was unable to sta
up.”
¥ After going toa doctor, said Black-
burn, she filed a juvenile petition
against Luster.

Blackburn has not returned to
school since the incident.

Luster, however, testified that
Blackburn struck him first, and that
he hit her only in self-defense.

Admitting that he had answered
roll for another student, the 15-year-
old said he did “aggravate her and
joke around with her once or twice.”

He also testified that when he left
the class, Blackburn cussed at him.

Feds To Spend $2.3 Million
On Floyd Abandoned Mines

Ten projects, encompassing about
30 individual sites in Fg:yd County,
are among 41 projects in Kentucky
funded for reclamation underagrant
of more than $12.2 million from the
USDepartmentof Interior,according
to an announcement this week from
Sen. Mitch McConnell’s office.

The allocation comes from aban-
doned coal mine funds provided for
by the Surface Mining and Control
Act of 1977. “This money will play a
big part in helping reclaim areas of
ourstate ravaged by mining prior (to
1977)," McConnell said.

According to John Smiley of the
state’s Office of Surface Mining, the
totalamount of money tobe spenton
Floyd County projects is more than
$2.3 million. The 10 Jocal projects,

Hall also said he and other stu-
dents at the school are scared of the
teacher, and that several students
have, in the past, asked to be trans-
ferred from her classes. '

Corroborating Luster and Hall's
testimony were two other students.

After a brief closed session, the

school board voted unanimously to
expel Luster.

After thedecision, Luster’smother,
Phoebe, said she planned to file as-
sault charges against Blackburn and
pursue the matter in court.

Local Coal Town Existed Before Mining

Longbefore much of EasternKen-
tucky was settled, the seeds of the
community of Auxier were taking
root.

Inthe mid-1700s, settlers from Vir-
ginia, particularly Tazewell County,
made trips to the flat area across the
river from present-day Auxier tohunt.
Names such as Skages, Damron,
Greathouse, Castle, Harmon and
others appear on records from the
time as having made forays into the
large, lush bottom, according to
RobertCastle,an Auxierresident who
has done exfensive research on the
community.

Infact, the huntersarebelieved to
havebuilta hunting cabin at the con-
fluenceof Johns Creek and the Levisa
Fork of the Big Sandy River.

In 1789, Tyce Harmonbuiltablock-
house, or small fort, in the bottom.
Castle's research indicates that Har-
mon was an agent for John Preston
and was trying to establish settle-
ments to sell part of Preston’s land
grant. Harmon, whobymostaccounts
was an unpleasant person, was most
likely unscrupulous, as well, Castle
says, since evidence indicates that
some parcels hesold asPreston’s grant
actually were part of a Shepherd
grant.

Before the Civil War, the Auxiers
had already to mine coal in
small ::::u ::ll itto rlvml-::oals.
They operated a sawmill, and
records from the Civil War period

With coal activity already heavy
in Lawrence and Johnson counties,
geologistHarry LaViers began to ex-

lore for coal around Auxier in the

te 1800s for Superior Coal Co,, which
later split into Northeast Coal and
Southeast Coal. Better quality coal,
however, was found on the Johns
Creek sideand the Auxier seams were
bypassed for a time.

By 1903, Auxier had become a
small community, Castle says. A
depot, called Auxier Station, wasbuilt
and the post office was moved from
Johns Creek. The first Auxier post-
master, saysCastle, was Joseph Wood.
“The community had at least one
store, a post office, depotand amine,”
he says.

The present town location was
owned by John W. Auxier, when he
sold itin Noyember of 1909 to Henry
Litteral, apparentlyaspeculator, since
he sold ita month later to coal baron
John C.C. Mayo. By early 1910, the
site belonged to Northeast Coal Co,,
which was already operating mines
across theriver onJohns Creek. Castle
says many of the houses now stand-
ing in the town were built by the
company within two months of its

ownership.

Castle says that from what he has
gathered from older residents,
“Auxier grew so fast, it was lawless.
There was no order.” Tales of rowdi-
ness abound, he says.

Patrick May, who grew up al
with Auxier, reymembgrrs' them
tion of the 1917 flu epidemic. “Five
women died in one night, all of them
pregnant. My aunt was one,” sa
May. “People just died like flies.”

The miners union, after repeated
tries, finally succeededin
Auxier's workers in the late 1930s,

s. Castle reports that a man
who was related to a mine superin-
tendent tried to convince the miners
not to affiliate with UMW, but to start

their own union. “He got shot,
wounded,” says Castle. “Idon’tknow
if there was a relation.”

Mine production went up in the
early ‘40s because of World War Il
demands, but if anyone was banking
on continued prosperity, he was
wrong. Early in 1945, Northeast Coal
Co. shut down its Auxier and Johns
Creek operations. Superintendent
Richard Thomas, who had come in
with thgcompan{more than30 years
earlier, died while trying to close out
the business.

The huge coal tipple burned in
1948, Castle says, the adjoining

Dramatically Since '60's

Last week, we talked about poli-

tics, religion and how long people-

havelived in thisarea. Our survey, as
well as other studies, shows we can
expect to see more and more indi-
viduals coming to Floyd County from
other areas. This week, we will look
at church attendance and member-

ship.

Fn Night Comes to the Cumber-
lands, Harry Caudill suggests thata
large percentage of the populationin
Floyd County, the Big Sandy, and the
Cumberland Plateauarea have tradi-
tionally remained "unchurched.” He
reports that in the early 1960s, less

than 15 percent of the mountain
dwellers claimed any kind of church
affiliaion. However, Caudill wenton
to say that there has been modest
success in church recruitment in the
county seats and towns.

said never, 30 percent said weekly, 14
percent said monthly, and 8 percent
said at least once a year.

Even though Prestonsburg and
Floyd County have made gains in
churchaffiliation, attendancestill lags
behind the rate of the nation as a
whole. A Gallop poll shows that 40
percent of all Americans attends
church weekly; this compares to the
30 percent in the local survey. A
positive note forlocal churchesis that
even though the county is below the
national average for weekly atten-
dance, the trend since the 1950s is

toward attending more often. Nation-
wide, the trend since the ‘50s has
been the opposite.

How can we account for an in-
crease in church attendance and af-
filiabon in our area? An obvious
answer would be the conversion of
local "unchurched” residents to or-
ganized religion. If we look at church
affiliation for people who have lived
here all of their lives, we see that 41
percent claim church affiliation —
quitean increase from the 15 percent
reported in 1962. But what about

plewhohavemoved intothearea?

ow do they compare?

People notborn here,but whohave
lived here more than 10 years, report
a 58 percent church affiliation. Those
living hereless than 10 years reporta
60 percent rate. Both of these num-
bersare well above the national aver-
age. This is also good news for local
churches, because weex toseean
influx of more people from outside
areas, and most of them tend to be
strong churchgoers.

My own prediction would be that
we will continue to seean increasein
church affiliation and attendance in
this area, and be slightly above the
national average. This would be be-
cause the south and midwest as re-
glons are heavier churchgoers than
therestof the country. Afterthisarea
has caught up with other parts, we
should see church attendance begin
to follow national trends.

Floyd County School Board
members were told Wednesday night
thata 268-studentdropinenrollment
may meanasmuchas $400,694 lessin
funds for the next school year.

Pete Grigsby Jr,, administrative
assistant to the superintendent, told
the board that the district’s enroll-
ment at this time last year was 9,251,
whilethis yearithasdropped to 8,983,

Grigsbyalso pointed out that while
the district has cut its teaching staff
by 10 positions, thelower enrollment
means the district “is back where it
started.”

The district had reduced the
number of teachers from 90.2 to 80.4
units, but because of lower enroll-
ment, state formulas call for the dis-
tricttohave 10 less teachers yetagain.

On a brighter note, reported
Grigsby, the district’s overall aver-
age daily attendance this year has
been 964, several points above the
state-mandated minimum. Insuffi-
cient attendance was one of three
charges leveled against the Floyd
system when the state assumed con-
trol of its operation earlier this year

Grigsby said thedistrict’s goal this
year is to increase elementary atten-
dance by 15 percent, and to raise

How those who will shape the
future of Kentucky’s public educa-
tion system go about their task may
haveas muchtodo withitslong-term
success or failure asany specific pro-
gram or policy,

To be effective, the process must
be democratic and involve wide-
spread participation. The new sys-
tern must likewise bedemocraticand
hold as one of its essential elements
the ongoing participation of those
mostcriticallyinvolved ineducation:
teachers, parents and students.

The trend since the recent Supreme
Court ruling has not been in this di-
rection. From a handful of judgestoa
handfulof political leaders whoiniti-
ated this vasteffort, decision-making
has been concentrated among a very
few. Leaving the future of ourschools
to the governor’s 21-member(19men
and two women, no minorities, all
legislators or political appointees)
commission or even to the 138-mem-
ber (130 men and eight women)
General Assembly, despite their ca-
pabilitiesand commitment, does not
allow critical decisions to be made by
or even significantly shaped by a
%oufrepresentativeofl(entuckians.

e fact that Gov. Wilkinson is al-
ready raising PACmoney to promote
“his” educational planisa slap in the
face to all Kentuckians who have a

contribution to make to educationin
Kentucky.

Ifcommission members and legis-
lators see themselvesas facilitators of
a statewide process for soliciting
input, gathering information, formu-
lating ideas and developing public
consensus, then their roles begin to
gain credibility. As the new system
takes shape, they should go back to
the publicasmany times asneeded to
allow full community participation
in each step of the process. All Ken-
tuckians should be encouraged to get
involved, and those who do should
be listened to. and they should be
able to do so on the community level
— the level on which our schools are
operated — and not have to travel to
Frankfort tobe heard.

Ultimately, of course, the burden

falls on legislators to pass the laws
and make the appropriations neces-
sary. But wouldn’tit bea revolution-
ary achievement if this system were
truly shaped by the people most af-
fected, and legislators simply listed
and acted accordingly to bring about
the will of the people? the political
wrangling and compromise that
many are predicting could be
avoided. 3

This same type of democratic

process used for forming Kentucky’s
new system of public education must
also be built into that new system.
Education is most valuable when it
evolves with the times, and our
schools must continually be chal-
lenged in the way that only can be
done when all parties involved —
teachers, students, parents, adminis-
trators and the community — are
given active roles in their ongoing
development.

In too many decisions, teachers
areinvolved only whenthey demand
that they be; parentsand studentsare
an afterthought, at most. Teachers
need tobeinvolved inrunningschools
and in many more academic deci-
sions than they participate in now.
Accomplished teachers need more
academic freedoms.

Parents now are encouraged to
getinvolved only incertainactivities,
such as parent-teacher organizations.
But in many counties, PTAs do little
beside raise money for inadequately
funded schools, and then have little
control over how that money is spent.
Involving parents and students in
critical program and policy decisions
is a must.

Members of the community who
donot havechildreninschool should
no be left out. Our children represent

a future we will all share. What chil-
drenare taughtisaconcern to every-
one. Schools are a community re-
source and should be available to
many activities beyond classroom
instruction.

While discussions in the coming
months will focus on improving
children’s learning, we adults also
have much learning to do. Public
participation frightens many of our
local and state school officials. Shar-
ing responsibilities and power is a
foreignconcept tomany. Butobstacles
like these must change as much as
any funding formulaand curriculum

ifour “new” educational system is to
ultimately be any better than the
present. ocracy does not work

when its participants are silent — or
are not given opportunities to con-
tribute to its functions. It is hard to
legislate these kids of changes.

Ifa democraticapproachisimple-
mented, notonly will our educational
system be stronger and more equi-
table, itwill havea much better chance
of remaining that way. And the op-
eration of the system itself can per-
haps teach students (and the rest of
us) moreaboutdemocracy than could
be gleaned from any classroom les-
SOM.

Concrete block and brick are cre-
atinéu,ﬁbesquamfutofspacecalled
the Family Life Center on a former
Front Street parking lot in
Prestonsburg,.

“God conceived it, we believed it
and with God, we'll achieve it,” says
Dr. Quentin Scholtz, minister of the
First United Methodist Church, about
the project.

“God prompted it in a variety of
ways,” Dr, SCEO](Z explains. “God
showed us the need through mem-
bership growth; God showed us our
mission to the community; and God
showed usour responsibi ﬁty tothose
who seck to grow spiritually.

“I'm very thankful that God has
given us the opportunity and the
responsibility to do this. I'm equally
thankful that this church hasaccepted
it” continued Dr.Scholtz. “The neigh-
bors have been very supportive and
very tolerant of the mess, They've
been very kind and gracious.”

Plans call for the construction to
be finished by mid-October. The
bishop will attend the consecration
scheduled for Sunday, October 15.

Rain, however, has slowed the
construction Emcess somewhat. Bud
Glenn, the church’s building com-
mittee chairperson, says he expects
the building to be “totally” finished
by Thanksgiving.

Glenn and others are quick to
qualify “totally.” The present project
calls for the second floor to be left
unfinished until needs and funds
provide for its completion.

The new building adjoins the First

She was the
daughter of John Newton Newlon Sr.
(1759-1833) of Bedford County,
Va,who was a private in Capt. Van
Anderson’s Company, Chester
County Militia, 1780.

All the Mead family in Washing-
ton County, Ind., are descendex from
Rhodes Mead. He emigrated from
Pike County, Ky., about 1830 to Indi-
ana because of hisopposition toslav-
ery. However, in the 1820 Floyd cen-
sus, by Norva and Norma Dixon,
Rhodes is shown as owning two
slaves. The accuracy of this has not
been proven to this writer, Rhodes
was a Baptist minister.

Rhodes and Priscilla are thought
to have had 16 children, two of them
dyins ininfancy. Several of them went
to Indiana with their parents. Rhodes
left a will in Washington County,
dated June 21, 1843, but it does not
name his children specifically, but
does name his heirs. The will is re-
corded in Probate Book D, page 349,
dated Sept. 21, 1843.

Part of this information was ex-
tracted from the magazine “The East

Kentuckian” (referred to hereafteras
TEK) by Henry Scalf, Other informa-
tion pertaini tothis family hasbéen
received by this writer from several
sources throughout the entire coun-
try, including historical societies and
direct descendants. Lettersare inmy
possession.

It being duly proved by the oaths of
William Newlonand Alexander Wats
to be the last will and testament of
Rhodes Mead late of said county,
deceased and the said will is in the
words and figures following, to wit:

“In the name of God amen. I,
Rhodes Mead-E of the county of
Washington, state of Indiana, being
weak in body but through the mercy
of God sound in mind considering
the certainty of death and the uncer-
tainty of the time thereof and being
desirous to settle my worldly affairs
and thereby tobe the better prepared
toleave this world whenitshall please
God to call me hence do therefore
make and publish this my last will
and testament in manner and form
following that is to say.

Kelly: U.S. Government Checks
Must Be Cashed Within One Year

The Department of the Treasury,
incarryingouta new federal law, will
require all government checks to be
cashed within 12 months of the time
they are issued or they will be can-
celed, according to Jim Kelly, Social
Security district director for the Big
Sandy area.

“Presently, there is no time limit
for cashinga U.S.Governmentcheck.
Government checks issued on or af-
ter Oct, 1, 1989, will contain a nota-
tion, 'Void After One year.” Checks
issued prior to Oct. 1, 1989, will be
good until Sept. 30, 1990.

The recipient
will be required to go to the Social
Security office which authorized the
original payment torequest a second
check, causing a delay in receiving
payment.
