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Sewage Grant Funds May Be Headed Down Drain

Several landowners and public
officials met Wednesday in Martin to
discuss the status of a sewage treat-
ment plant for the city.

Residents, City Clerk Johnnie
Stephens and representatives of Big
Sandy Area Development district
were told by property owner Clar-
ence Crisp that his pro is no
longer available as a site for the proj-
ect.

The Environmental Protection
Agency will notallow any repairs or

construction on the present plant
because ifisin the ﬂoodwa{iet
Crisp informed Roger Reckten-
wald, executive director of BigSandy
ADD, that his land was "nodlon er
available,” citing property devalu-
ationand the proximity of neighbor’s
homes as his reasons. g
Apparently, Crisp en ap-
proaf}?:d over a year ago about this
site, and he had indicated he would
sell the property to the developers.
About six weeks ago, according to
Crisp, Raymond Criffith, mayor of
Martin, visited his home and in-

formed him if he did notsell he would
havetotake thematter tocourt. Reck-
tenwald explained thatif another site
cannot be found, the Crisp property
wotld have to be used and the city
could exert eminent domain to ac-
quireit.

The home of Denver and Renee
Bushis “a stone’s throw away” from
the proposed site. The Bushes and
Crisp said an easement for a line
would “be no problem,” but added
they wanted the plant located else-
where.

A site located near WDM] radio

station, about half a mile away from
the Crisp site, was suggested as a
more appropriate place since there
are no neig.g:orirég houses. Repre-
sentatives of Big Sandy ADD were
scheduled to look at this property
late Thursday afternoon.

“Either way, the matter must be
settled by next week,” Recktenwald
stressed. He explained that the EPA
grant for $476,000, which Martin has
pending, would belostifactionis not
takenimmediately to obtain the ease-
ments and get site approval. Healso
said the Community Development

Building Grant for $721,000, whichis
only granted on the condition that
funding is available through other
sources, would be lost as well.
Headded, “thecity would haveto
finance the entire $1.5 millioninstead
of the $350,000 it is presently financ-
ing” through Farmers Home Admini-
stration at a rate of 5 percent. “The
finance rate to finance that large of a
sum would be ash-omnﬂeabsslgack-
tenwald said, “but it would have to
be done because this project is de-
signed to bring the city into compli-

Professionals Discuss Health Care

Provided In Eastern Kentucky Region |

One billion dollars is spent every
day in the United States for health
care services, according to Dr. Carlos
Hernandez, commissioner for
Kentucky’s Department for Health
Services. However, this spendi
hasn't translated intoadequate healr;ﬁ
care for lower income citizens in
Eastern Kentucky, where it is esti-
mated that over half the population
isn’t covered by health insurance.

nSrpcaking in Presto at a
conference examining health care
issues in Kentucky yesterday, Her-
nandez was one of seven specialists
addressing state and local health offi-
cials and politicians, who seek to
improve the quality of and access to
medical carein theregion. Mosta
that serious problems currently face

many Eastern Kentuckians who seek
basic health care.

In the 49 counties of Eastern Ken-
tucky, there is one doctor for every
2,100 people, compared to a national
average of one doctor per 1,500. In
Floyd County, there are 2,062 ple
for every doctor, an only slightly
better average than the rest of the
region. This shortage, combined with
the inability to pay for needed care,
prevents many Kentuckians from
receiving regu{ar medical attention.
Dr. Harvey Sloane, judge-executive
of Jefferson County, blames theshort-
age of doctors on the reluctance of
youngdoctors tosettle in rural areas,
which often lack the well equipped
medical facilities needed to attract
them, This problem has been further
aggravated, says Sloane, by the fed-
eral government’s refusal to accept

responsibility for the nation’s heaith
care by shifting responsibility onto
state and county authorities.

“We need a national health
policy,”states Sloane, “which will
provide universal access for care to
all citizens, not just some of them.”

The shortage of doctors and lack
of federal support for medical care
can be linked to specific health prob-
lems in the region. Dr. Hernandez
pointed to state medical surveys to
support this argument.

“Twenty-nine percent of all citj-
zens in this region have an income
below the poverty level. There are
11.9 percent morecases of tuberculo-
sis compared to the rest of the nation.
Thereare over 30 percent more cases
of cervical cancer among women.
Teen pregnancy is very high. These

“I got tired of sitting around grip-
ingaboutwhat wasbeing doneor not
being done in Wa;ﬁmd," said
Murphy.

Murphy recognized before taking
office that basic issues such as police
protection and street repair would
take much of her time. However, she
did place one key issue on her public
agenda.

“Foremost in my mind was that |
wanted to get federal grant money to
cleanup what was left by the Elkhorn
Coal Company,” said Murphy. “We
havemajor problems with fumes from
mine fires and drainage systems
blocked by mine debris washouts that
cause flooding.”

In response to the problem,
Murphy, the town board and con-
cerned citizens took action.

“We applied for any funds avail-
able and agencies have sent people
down here to look at the pmcf: i
explains the mayor. “We tromped
through mud and took pictures and

worked to get those cleanup funds.
But then, when we thought we had
the funds three different times, there
always came something to block it.

“T'o come so close so many times,
and to still have the burning and
smoking and washouts, and know-
ing thatit could have been improved
— that's the biggest disappointment
I've had as mayor."

Murphy calls her working rela-
tionship with town board members
“harmonious.”

“I’ve never had any real trouble
among the council members. We're
all focused onthesame effort—todo
anything wecantomake thecommu-
nity better.”

Inherdecisionnotto fileforreelec-
tion in November, Murphy noted
several factors came into play.

“I’m on the Floyd County Educa-
tion Association’s Board of Directors,
and I'm involved with Big Sandy Area
Development Districtand the Floyd
County Chamber of Commerce. I've
found myself doing too many things
and not having time with my family.
When you try todo too many things,
youdon’tdoanything well. Twoother
people are going to run for mayor,
and they’ll carry on what needs to be
done.”

Drawing from her 10 years of
experience, Murphy noted some of
the issues facing the next mayor of

Wayland.

ou’ve got to deal with day-to-
day problems with limited func{ing.
We don't have a lot to work with,
However, we have to talk about cut-
ting back on some of our activities.
Hopefully a way can be found to
keep our policeman and our
lightsonand maintain the streetsand
et the cleanup done ona majorlevel.
t's what the next mayor is going

to have to worry about.”

Murphy plans to remain active in
the community once she leaves of-
fice. Her primaryinterestsaredirected
towardsimproving local schoolsand
stimulating economic development
in the area.

“The children that I teach don't
usually stay in Floyd County,” said
Murphy. “The majority of them have
to ngo somewhereelsetoearnaliving,
and they’re out enriching other com-
munities. If we don’t develop eco-
nomically, they’re never going to be
able tostay.”

In a I-I;nal reflection, Murphy
added, “It's been time~consuming to
serve, but | felt that, as a citizen, you
owe something to your community,
and | haven’t regretted it. Hopefully
I can still contribute in the future.

Coming, Says

school training. The middle school
training was conducted to provide
teachers teachingat themiddle school
level with training dealing with new
approaches in educating children of
this age level. The training also pro-
vided teachersworking atthemiddle
school level, butholding a secondary
certificate, with an extension of their
certificationdown through grade five.

The training was conducted with
the promise of grant money from the
Kentucky Department of Education.
At the completion of the training
Kay Freeland, director of curriculum
and staff development for the Ken-
tucky Department of Education,
stated thatthe grantmoney would be
sent only when all corrections were
made to the curriculum guides, which
were prepared by teachers earlier in
the summer. The instruction from
Mrs. Freeland did not arrive in this
office until the second week in Sep-
tember.

Ihavestated my objections toMrs.
Freeland and to Dr, Steve Hender-
son, associate superintendent for
instruction, Kentucky Departmentof
Education. | feel that the work done
by the individuals participating in
themiddle school trainingsﬁou] not
be affected by the work done on a
completely separate project. | have
been assured by Dr, Henderson that

the Department of Education regrets

thedelayand thatacheck tocover the
cost will be sent to the Floyd County
Schoolsinapproximately two weeks.
Atthat time, checks will be sent toall
teachers who were required toattend
the fraining.

I fully understand that the indi-
vidualsinvolved in the middle school
training want to bé paid the $200 they
were told they would receive. How-
ever, [ do takeissue with the manner
in which the anonymous writers
pursued the matter. If they had cho-
sen toread their September edition of
Instructional Notes, the newsletter
from the Floyd County Board of
Education’s Office of Instruction, they
were told that the checks would be
sent as soon as the money was re-
ceived from the state. Also, their prin-
cipal wasawareof the circumstances
and fully understood the reason for
the delay, Additionally, at no time
did any of these individuals contact
me to discuss the matter. That being
the case, | have fo question their
motives for using a public forum to
seek information thathad previously
been suEplied and was readily avail-
ableif they chose to ask!

Finally, theseindividuals could not
be paid from the general fund be-
cause no written assurances had been
received from the Kentucky Depart-
ment of Education that the money
would be forthcoming,

Kentucky, as you ma
know, has the highest rate of h_li_iz
school dropouts in the nation. The
vast majority of these people are
among the over six million persons
whoarecurrently unemployedinour
nation. The Job Training Partnership
Actwasdesigned to help these people
obtain the employment that will al-
low them to support themselves.

Many training programs which
serve the people of Eastern Kentucky
are funded through the Job Training
Partnership Act. Infact, the JTPA has
been more successful thanany earlier
program in actually placing partici-

nts in jobs. However, the program

s not been as successful in its tar-
getingof the most needy individuals.
School dropouts have been underser-
ved and receive little remedial atten-
tion. In addition, the programs have
been geared more towards short-term
placements thanlong-term work, but
training someone for a job that will
end in six months does M’It’h serve the

rpose of the program. These pro-
gr‘::ms need to teachmorebasic read-
ing, math and communication skills
that will prepare one for a lifetime of
gainful employment. However, the
persons who need the skills the most
are the hardest to teach and the most
difficult to employ. And there have
been few incentivesin theﬁerogram to
provide these services to the neediest
people. \ :

The Committee on Educationand

Labor Committee is currently con-
sidering several amendments to the
JTPA Act that will better target those
mostin need. Thereauthorization bill
keeps the program’s summer youth
employment programs while also
creatinga separate year-round youth
intervention program with special
emphasis on school dropouts and at-
risk youth. In addition, the amend-
ments provide better incentives to
ensure quality programs and higher
performance standards. Mostim por-
tant, the bill provides more funds for
these purposes. | believe these
changes are especially important to
Eastern Kentucky,

The Job Training Partnership Act
is a crucial element in our efforts to
build a more competitive workforce
in our nation. But we cannot simply
rely on the short-term solution of
temporary jobs. We must work hard
to provide long-term solutions and
quality skills. In these tense times as
drugs, teenage pregnancy, and fam-
ily crisis ravage our youth, our mis-
sionbecomesall the more urgent.

Grading Our Schools

by T. Mark Miller,

Lastweek wedisclosed thataclear
majority of Floyd Countians (70 per-
cent) did support the state school
intervention. However, we went on
to say that opinions are still varied
a different groupsand between
specific issues. This week we look at
more issues concerning education in
this area.

When doing the survey, 'we
wanted to find out if peoFle thought
some areas within local education
were more in need of change than
others. We broke up local education
into three basic area: Primary (ele-
mentary), secondary (high school)
and post-secondary (college). Foreach
of areas, we asked people to
give a grade, much the same wa
teachers grade students, “A” is excel-
lent, “B" aboveaverage, “C" average,
“Dr below average, and “F” failing.

Of the three types of schools, the
local college (PCC) got the highest
a al rating. The Floyd County
eﬂpn':nv schgolswereinythcmiddle
and the local high schools at the bot-
tom. The majority (60 percent) sur-
veyed, rated PCC witha “B" average.
Mostof theremaining 40 percentrated
PCC with an “A” or “C.*

When welookatthelocal elemen-
tary schools, we find 90 percent
equally divided between "B,” “C”
and “D," while the remaining 10
percent ranked it as failing, Thisisa
very wide response pattern with no
clear indication as to how Floyd
Countians feel about their elemen-
tary schools, 1 think this is true be-
cause of the variety of competence
among our elementary schools. One
of the major indictments against the
Floyd County School System by the
state was its loss of control within
individual schools. Thestatesaid that
Floyd County was only a system in
name and that the 22 schools acted
like 22 school districts. Because of

this, some elementary schools are
average, some above and some be-
low, How the spread fell seemed to
be related to where the surveyed
le lived within the county.

pen’ﬁw pattern for the high sch)(’)ois is
moreclear-cut. Abouthalf the people
gave the local high schools a “C,” 20
percent gave them an "A,” and the
remaining 30 percent graded them
failing and below average. The high
schools got the lowest grade average
among all the local schools. If there
tends to be a consensus as to how
Floyd Countians feel, the biggest
problem is with the high schools.

Next, we turn to an issue within
education that is important: Drug
education. Whenasked whether there
is adequate education about sub-
stance abuse in our schools, the ma-
jority (86 percent) said no, 12 said yes
and 2 percent didn’t know. Floyd
Countians are worried about drug
education,and rightly so. Every week
ourcourts are filled withdrunk driv-
ers (justcheck the weekly courthouse
happenings in this paper). The Harris

Isuggests that onein three house-

olds have someone with a drinking
problem and well over 28 million
Americans are alcoholic. This is only
the problemsassociated with thelegal
drug of choice.

The National Institute on Drug
Abuse (NIDA) reports that four out
of every 10 high school seniors regu-
larly use marijuana. Almost one in
every fiveuses stimulants and onein
nine uses cocaine. Most drug use has
been on the decline this past decade
exceptfor cocaine. Sincethe 1970s the
number of high school students who
regularly use cocaine has more than
doubled. Our survey suggests that
Floyd Countians are concerned with
theirschools, and they areconcerned
with what is taught. These are both
good signs if we are going to correct
the problems facing our community.

“We must be
coldly realisticabout the possibilities
for outside help. It often doesn't
come.”

Instead, Johnsonadvocatesa plan
of networking and cooperative ac-
tion among rural areas. “These areas
have to pull their resources together
and seek to servea combined popula-
tion of traditionally separate areas.

Guide for County Governments issued by the Auditor of Public Accounts, Commonwealth of Kentucky. These
standards require that we plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable assurance about whether the financial
statements are free of material misstatement. An audit includes examining, on a test basis, avidence supporting
the amounts and disclosures in the financial statements. An audit also includes assessing the accounting
principles used and significant estimates made by managemant, as well as evaluating the overall financial
statement presentation. We belleve that our audit provides a reasonable basis for our opinion,

KINDERGARTEN

Chiidren are required to successfully complete
kindergarten before they can enter the first grade.
The following are entrance requirements for kinder-

1. Must be five (5) years of age by October 1.

2. Anofficial copy of the student's birth certificate.

3. A valid immunization certificate (EPID-230 or
230A)

4. A medical examination on the Kentucky Depart-
ment of Education approved form (KDE 1671-
000-003).

5. A tuberculin skin test (CH-91A)

ADMISSION TO HIGH SCHOOL
A student will be admitted to high school when he/
she has completed the prescribed elementary pro-

gram of studies and has received a certificate of
completion from either a public, private, or paro-
chial school.

' ATTENDANCE I

The Kentucky Revised Code (Section 158.070) re-
quires that schools be in session with pupils in
attendance not less than 175 days. The law also
siates that & person between 6 and 16 is of compul-
sory school age and that every parent, guardian or
other person having charge of any child of compul-
sory school age, must send the child to a school
which conforms to the state minimum standards.

Regular school attendance Is essential for a stu-
dent to achleve maximum progress. Parents are
urged to make every effort to see that their child
attends regularly and on time.

The Floyd County School System offers a wide
range of special education programs and services
for handicapped students of school age. Programs
are avallable for students with physical, mental,
emotional/behavioral, communication and learning
disabilities.

Between January and May nearly 20,000 siudents and teachers
from about 2,600 schools across the natlon will visit Washington,
D.C. with Clese Up. The Closs Up Foundation encourages citizen in-
volvement In our democracy. lt |s a nonprofit, non-partisan organiza-
tion that conducts the largest government studies program in the
country. Since 1971, Close Up has brought more than 250,000
students and teachera to Washington, D.C.te acquaint them with the
federal system of government. Closs Up's Washington Program
brings high scheol students from ail filty states, the U.S. Territories,
the Commonwsealth of Puario Rico, and twenty-five foreign countries
for a weeklong clvics educational program. Students prepare for
their wesk in Washington by using Clese Up publications and local
and national newspapers (o ine American history and current
aftairs.

During their week in Washington, students and their teachers see
the democratic system in action. Close Up refiects the belief that a
“closa up" look at our government encourages students to grow in
their understanding of the democratic process. Studants attend
seminars with Weshingten's Insiders and visit Capitol Hill, federal
agencias, special Intarast organizations, the media, and forelgn em-
bassies. Thay gather In small group workshops to debate various
sides of issues. Teachars participats inthelr own program, which s
designed to heip them learn more about civics and new teaching
resources that they can take back to their classroom.

Closa Up also offars academic publications, public affairs pro-
gramming through the Cable Sataliite Public Affairs Network (C-
SPAN), saminars on state and local government, the Civic Achisva-
mant Award Pragram for fifth through aighth grade students, and
spacial programs for new Americans, hearing and visually impaired
students, older Amaricans, and Intergenerational groups.

Through the Alien J. Eliender Fallowship Fund, established by
Congreas In 1872, and supplemented by grants from corporations
and foundations, Close Up Is able 1o reach oul to students in every
part of the nation, making It possible for students from low to

moderats income families lo participate in the Washington Program.

Closa Up Program are sndorsed by its Board of Advisors, which
includes members of Congress, the U.S, Department of Education,
the National Education Assoclation, the American Federation of
Teachers, snd the National School Boards Assoclation. Close Up
Programs also have been placed on the National Association of
Secondary School Princlpals’ National Advisory List of Contests and
Activities, and have baan officlally recognized by the Commissionon
the Bicentennial of the United States Constitution.

For tha ninth year, the Closa Up Foundation has invited McDowall
High Scheol 1o participate. In 1982, while teaching at McDowell, Mr.
Gary Frazler took the first seven studenis from McDowell to Wash-
ington. Mrs. Ogle Siona was tha Close Up teacher the next thres
yoars, In 1985 Mrs. Slone was given a participation award for McDow-
oll. This award honerad McDowell for having the most students from
the Tri-State area (Ohlo, West Virginia, and Kentucky). This distinc-
tion has baen McDowaell's for five years.

In addition, time will be allowed for a tour of the
city and for such social activities as attending a theater performance
and a final banquet and dance, During the 1389 irip, Miss Mary Sione
was selectod as one of 75 students to meet with President Bush for
an hous quastion and answar session on education. Inthe past four
ysars McDowell students have been seen on C-SPAN. A C-SPAN
taping gives the siudents an opportunily lo question a variety of
people on a variety of subjects. Students have also been taken to
Willlamsburg, Virginia for a first-hand look at the foundation of our
government.Tha sbove are just a few of the numerous opportunities

given to the students while in Washington.

Floyd County Park of KET Star Channels

After more than two years of planning, the KET Star
Channels have begun operation in Floyd County. The
inovative teaching program is being heralded by area
teachers and principals as having unlimited potential.

WHAT ARE THE KET STAR CHANNELS?

The KET Star Channels are additional KET channels
delivered directly to schools by sateliite. The new
channels will carry a complete schedule of instruc-
tional enrichment programs for local classroom leach-
ers 1o integrate into their daily lessons. They also will
provide daily instruction to high school students for
credit through live, interactive courses taught by 2
satellite classroom teacher, Theinteractive high school
courses will be particularly helpful to students in rural
or disadvantaged school districts. In addition, the same
satellite signal can be received and used by selected
schools across the country.

HOW DOES A KET SATELLITE CLASSROOM WORK?
The daily lesson is taught from the television studio,
uplinked from the KET Network Center to the satellite,
and downlinked by schools. Students watch the trans-
mission and interact with the teacher using individual
keypads and classr telephones connected to the
studio by regular telephone lines. The teacher moni-
tors the students’ responses (voice and data) and can
immediately modify the instruction accordingly.

WHAT WILL THE SYSTEM DO FOR FLOYD COUNTY
AND KENTUCKY?

“We want the KET Star Channels to help equalize
access to education in Kentucky," said KET Deputy
Executive Director Sandra H. Weich, "The Star Chan-
nels can make advanced courses - taught by outstand-
ing teachers - available where never before possible.
We are beginning with math and science courses and,
evenlually, will add courses in foreign language. Al-
though it will be some time before KET'S system is
totally operational,” Welch added, "these first years are
very exciting ones, not just for the pilot schools but for
all of Kentucky's schools.”

For the 1989-90 school year, KET will offer Floyd
County high schools Physics |, a year-long course. In

addition, KET will offer a semester of Probabllity &
Statistics foliowed by a semester of Discrete Mathe-
matics.

Kentucky high schools selected to participate in the
interactive distance learning program for this demon-
stration year have agreed to pay one-half of the $6,000
equipment cost. A $300 fee per student, per coursealso
will be instituted to cover long-distance phone charges,
instructional salaries, printing, postage, etc.

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Floyd County Technical High School Begins Operation

The Floyd County Technlcal High School (formerly
Garth Vocatlonal Center) has a new concepl and curricu-
lum this school year. in sddition to the existing voca-
tional programs now offered at the center, five new
courses have been added. The school has 25 senlors
from four of the eounty high schools spending the entire
day focusing not only on thelr vocational training but
pursuing thelr academic subjects as well.

The new academic curriculum consists of:

1. Applied Communications-A comprehensive sat of
learning materials designed 1o help all students deveiop
and refine career-related communication skills. The stu-
dent competencies on which the course Is based have
been verified by vocational educators, Language Aris
teachers, administrators and work place specialists.

2. Applied Mathematics-This course also follows the
approach of Applied Communications. Mathematics Is
made relevant by showing how the skliis are used in the
workplace by teaching problem-solving through “hands-
on,” activity-centered environments. The program re-
duces mathemalics anxlely, siresses “real world" Job
situations and emphasizes more than a “paper and
pencil” level of learning. The Applled Mathematics
materials focus on doing srithmetic operations (with
scientific calculators), problem solving and the develop-
ment of measurement skills through the use of geome-
iry, data-handling, simple siatistics, trigonometry and
algebraic formulas.

3. Principles of Technology-This course is designed _
to prepare students more effectively for lechnical ca- ¢

reers. The complexity and rapid change of modern |

technology requires training that is applicable lo more
than a single job. The program Is designed 1o be both
academically rigorous and practical for students plan-
ning technical careers. The course provides not only an
understanding of the principles ol technology but also
the mathematics assoclated with them.

The Fioyd County Technical High School is also the |

selected lo be partof

the KET Star Channel Interactive learning system. With

the satellite dish and interactive equipment already in
place, three courses (Probability & Statistics, Discrete
Mathematics and Conceplual Physics) have been added
to the curriculum.

An articulation agreement with Mayo State Technical
School hes been established for the students attending
Floyd County Technical High School. After attending
FCTHS, s student planning on entering Mayo will have:

1. All hours, competencies, tasks and courses com-
pleted will automatically transfer, which will shorten the
length of the Mayo program.

2. Top priority on entrance Instead of being placed on
an extremely long walling list.

3. All registration, entrance test and financial applica-
tions will be processed al FCTHS instead of the student
reporting to Mayo prior to the beginning of school.

Additional opanings will be available at the beginning
of the second semester lor junlors interested in attend-
ing half of the school day or seniors considering the all
day program, For more information contact: Libbl Hali-
Special/Vacational Liaison at the Floyd County Techni-
cal High School, 285-3088.
