Wednesday morning, Cov, Wal-
lace Wilkinson signed into law the
Education Reform. Act of 1990 —an
act that even the most skeptical are
calling “historic.”

If the act, fashioned by a team of
state legisiators and the governor’s
staff, works, Floyd County schools
and all the public schools in Ken-
tucky will change drastically.

However, at a press briefing
Wednesday afternoon in Frankfort,
State Sen. David Karem warned that
Kentuckians “need tobe patient with
the process” of change.

Karem estimated it will take “three
tofive years toseesignificantchanges,
and even beyond tﬁat"

Sewage treatment plan
considered for Wayland

Sewagedisposalis well recognized
problem in Wayland, as it is in s0
many Floyd County communities.
Muc{ of the wastewater in and
around the town empties directly into
local streams without treatinent, and
some residents have reported raw
sewage flowingdown road ways from
backed-up seplic tanks and poor
drainage in the arca.

In an effort toaddress the prob,
lem, Wayland town council is consid-
eringmethodsof funding a wastewa-
ter treatment projéct which could be
tatlored to meet the needs of thesmall,
isolated Right Beaver community.

Attherequestof councilmanJerry
Fultz, Don Daniels, Allen Central
High School principal and former
mayor of Wheelwright, has been
asked to formulate a workable plan
to deal with wastewater in Wayland,

Dznpiels, who has completed
graduate work in community plan-
ning, warked on a similar wastewa-

ter projectin Wheelwrightduring his
years as mayor of the city and has
developed a tentative gorgrr}sal that
could solye thespecial problems faced
by Wayland and otheér mountin
communities that are short on fund-
ing butlongonwastewater treatment
problems.

“What we're considering is plac-
ing self-contained, mini-sewage sys-
tems in Wayland,” said Daniels. “It's
all pretiminary atthis time, but we're
hoping this innovation could work.”

Wayland faces a number of prob-
lems common to most Eastern Ken-
tucky towns when it comes to waste-
water treatment, Because of the dis-
tances between many residents and
communities, combined with the
great variations in geographical ele-
vation causéd by the mountains, the
placement of large, traditional sew-
age treatment facilities tends to be
impracticaland prohibitively expen-
sive, says Dandels.

Inthe Wayland area, a single, large

originators, the Task Forceon Educa-
tion Reform, each part of the act is
aimeddirectly atimproving the lot of
Kentucky students, with ultimate
assessment of schools being their
success in preparing students for
college, post-secondary training or
work.

The act responds to the mandate
of judge Ray Corns that the governor
and General Assembly provide an
efficientsystem of publicschools with
equitable funding,

David residents seek end
to neighborhood disturbances

Cars speed up to a house, stop
briefly, and then squeal their tires
and roar off. Loud threats and curdes
cut through the air. Drunken men
urinate on lawns and street. Drugs
are smoked openly. Neighbors who
complain to palice are followed and
threatened. Families move oul, bired
and frightened by the constant dis-
turbances.

According to some residents of
School House Hollow in David, the
above incidents have become com-
mon occurrences, disrupting their
daily lives and creating an atmos-
phereof fear in the smallcommunity,
Calls to county and state palice offi-
cials have failed to end the problem,
they say. Two families have report-
edly left the neighborhood asa direct
resultofthealmostdaily disturbances;
residents contend.

“This hasbeen going on for a year
and a half,” said Carol Hall, a School

House Hollow resident and a mem-
ber of the David Community Devel-
opment Corporation (DCDC).
“There’s drunk men around all the
time, men urinating in public, bad
language in the street, It's unbeliev-
able.”

According to Hall and other resi-
dents, the problem began about 18
months ago when-a family moved
into a house in the hollow. “Suspi-
clous” persons began frequenting t
hollow, and frequent parties and
disturbances occurred at the house.
Residents who complained were
verbally abused and occasionally
threatened, they said.

“Thursda ﬁmughﬁundayis!he
heaviest traffic time,” said Marty
Creen, a hollow resident. “Cars asu-
ally stop for a short time, then leave.
There're usually seven or eight cars
moving through the hollow or parked
at the F%ﬂm.u’-«z at one time. Unfortu-

nately, I think it's common knowl-
edge in the county that peoplecome
to this area for drugs.”

Danny Greene, director of the
David School, agreed.

“The David communityin thelast
few years has been incrnasin;ly a
haven foralcohol and drug traffick-
ing,” alleged Greene.

“Cars don‘tjust pull up and leave
after a few minutes,” ‘said Hall. “I
know what drug dealing is. People
know what's going on.”

Kevin Antle, the Floyd County
Supervisor for the federal Farmers
Home Administration{FHA), which
carries loans on many houses in
School House Hollow, noted that two
families in recent months have left
thehollow, citing the constant distur-
bances coming from a particular
house as the reason for their moves,

Antle said that the neighborhood
has had a high turnover of residents
and that the FHA was no lon,
providing loans to the hollow. He
said the FHA was moving to termi-
nate its involvement in the area.

School.

Reiba Salisbury, a McDowell
parent, addressed the board, askin
when classes at both MeDowe
schools would begin again, follow-
ing Monday’s rencwed rash out-
break.

School SuperintendentRon Hager
explained thatclasses could beginas
early as Friday, but he said he ex-
pected that work to prepare the high
schoolfor uniorhighstudentswould
not be completed before the week-
end.

Hager noted that the high school
had becn closed, along with theele-
mentary school, in order to prepare
it to house the sixth, seventh, and
eighth grade students, who were
being removed from their building
because of the rash outbreak.

Hager agreed to provide to par-
ents a copy of the report from AMI
Co. of Lexington, which conducted
air tests at the school. No answer
was forthcoming from the board
when Salisbury asked where other
students in the elementary school
could be housed if the outbreak

Gardner estimated that about 180
non-incustrial treatment units have
been installed for schools, hospitals
and housing projects. Of those, Gard-
ner says, about 100 are not operated
or maintained properly.

Despite this record of trouble,
Gardner did not discourage
Wayland’s examination of the pro-
poesal, saying that it would require
thorough study before a funding
search could be conducted.

“Action has to be taken,” said
councilman Jerry Fultz, “For most
people in Wayland, our sewage and
drainage problems area number one
issue: The current system of sewage
disposal isn’t working.”

Meanwhile, all our mothers foughta
losing battle against the black grime
of thecoal camp. Grime and poverty.

The ever present poverty, the
hardships ther faced — having ba-
bies at home, losing children to dis-
ease, never knowing if the miner
crushed and killed beneath falling
slate was their man or some other
wife’s man—all of these werecruelly
etched into our mothers’ faces.

The few rare times the officials’
wives dropped in, they were always
nicely dressed, and whether deliber-
ate or not, our mothers were putata
disadvantage. These visits never
lasted long, and the visitors were
careful to avert their eyes when they
spied usolder children lugging buck-
etsof water for the family wash. They
tried hard not to stare at the naked
lightbulband fly paper danglingside
by side from the center of the ceiling,
and they were much too polite to
remark upon the dark and dreary
TOOmS.

We stayed a proper time, enjoyed
a drop in visit by Aunt Sarah’s niece
and got a kick out of seeing the an-
cient lady still chewing her tobacco.

Butwe wereall sorry for themissed
optportunity of seeing Aunt Sarah
betore her illness. We missed out on
learning the family tales she hasstored
away in her mind — probably never
to be unlocked again. We missed the
little pieces that would have helped
us shape a better understanding of
whoweareand the type of people we
come from.

After the visit, we drove on into
thecountry, to Tom’sCreekand River
where my grandmother’s ancestors
settled when Johnson was still a part

of Lawrence and Floyd counties,
where Jenny Wiley died and where
her niece Rutha Sellards married into
the prolific Castle family that gave us
a set of genes,

Driving past cleared, cultivated

An unspecihed number of non-
tenured teachers will not be rehired
for next year because of the decrease
in studentenroliment. Special educa-
tion and science teachers were ex-
empted from thereduction. Thedeci-
sion is expected to affect four or five
teachers.

Russell Frazier, assistant school
superintendent, noted that the notifi-
cation of possible demotions and
hiring cuts was required by the state
to be given to school administrators
by May 15 and to teachers by April
30. No final decisions have been made
on the recommendations, said Fra-
Zier.

In other board action, Catherine
Frazier of the Floyd County Retired
Teachers Association requested as-
sistance from the board to preservea
one-room schoolhouse in Daniel’s
Creek, believed to be the last such
structure constructed in Kentucky.
Frazier noted that the building could
be moved to the Prestonsburg Com-
munity College campus, where it
could ﬁe converted into a museum,

Said Martin, “I thought
I would coach a couple more years,
butnow lam thinkingabout retiring,
I don’t know what else 1 will do but

to.”

Martin made no secret of his love
for the school wherehe has been coach
for the past 38 years and the game
that has been so good to him. But
Garnis Martin has been good for the
game.

Martin coached football at Way-
land in 1951. Before that he was head
basketball and baseball coach at
Prestonsburg High School where he
took his Blackcat basketball team to
the semifinals of the 15th Regional
tournament in 1950.

In 1986 and again in 1989 Martin
was chosen the Region Three (South-
eastern United States) Coach of the
Year by the National High School
Coaches Association.

volces. The American Indians also
invented the peg-and-slate calls,
wingbone yelpersand turkey decoys,
all'of which are still used today.
Today, turkey calling is a multi-
million dollar business, and over 200
companies manufacture thousands of
different turkey calls
Withthe glutof turkey calls on the
market coupled with the variety of
potses made by the wild turkey, many
hunters are, unfortunately, be-
fuddled. The beginning hunter will
r!obably ask himself: “What callsdo
need? What noises should | make?”
David Hale, co-owner of Knight &
HaleGameCallsinCadiz, says, “Most
turkeys are lured into gunrange with
two very simple calls, the yelp and
the cluck. If you learn these two calls
you can become a successful turkey

hunter.

Other calls, primarily the cackle,
purr, kee kee runand the gobble, are
maore advanced calls that are used to
help the hunter bag older, wiser
gobblers that may need a little more
persuasion.

The Yelp: Wild turkeys “yelp” in
a variety of situations. Most often,
theydosowhentrying to locate other
turkeys. Inthespring, hens yelp tolet
cobblers know where theyare, Inthe
tall, hens yelp to collect their brood.

Typically, hens yelp in a series of
about iive soft notes which sound
like "yoke-yoke-yoke-yoke-yoke”
Some expertcallers, however, believe
that the yelp is a two-syallable sound
proncunced “kee-YOKE". There are
vanations in the yelp,

The yelpsol a lost turkey are 10-20
loud and raspy calls, while the tree
yelp, made from roost al first light, is
only twoor threebarely audible notes.

Since hens make this noise in the
spring to tell the gobblers where they
are, the yelr is the turkey hunter’s
most useful call. In usini the yelp
call, remember that turkeys yelp
sparingly. Don't overdo it. Too, you
should w that virtually every
turkey call will faithfully reproduce
the yelp of a hen turkey.

The Cluck {and putt): A turkey
clucks to express contentment, or to
reassure the flock thatallis well. The
cluck is also used by a bird trying to
regroup with the flock. When cluck-
ing, make only one or two at a time
and try to sound content. A cluck
sounds just like “cluck”.

A “putt’, in turkey vernacular,

means virtually the ite of a
cluck, and itis uJ;cd Iogfppr:sss alarm.
Putts are sharp, quick noises which
are very similar toa cluck except that
they are more urgentand quick. When
hunting, take care not to duplicate a
putt or you will alarm the birds and
cause them lo disperse

As David Hale noted, a turkey
hunter can be successful with theuse
of just the yelp and the cluck. To his
credit, David and his partner, Harold
Knight, developed a push-pull type
box call which perfectly (and easily)
reproduces the yelp and the cluck.

Local schools to participate
in site-based management

The Floyd County Board of Edu-
cation has been notified that the Of-
fice of Instruction will receive a grant
from the Kentucky Department of
Educationfor$10,200t0 partially fund
the development and implementa-
tion of a program to pilot models of
site-based management in two
schools.

The program willbedeveloped in
conjunction with TheCenter for Lead-
ership in School Reform, based in
Louisville.

Participatory leadership differs
from a “top down” management
system and necessitates anorganiza-
tionstructure where thereare oppor-
tunities to work for leaders who lis-
ten to the ideas of individuals, to
think independently as opposed to
simply carrying out instructions, to
grow personally by providing chal-
lenging work assignments and to
recognize and be recognized for indi-
vidual contributions to the effective-
ness of the organization.

To become involved in this pilot,
the faculty of a school will need to
conduct a secret ballot of certified
employees. The one high school and
one elementary/middle school with
the highest percentage of faculty
supporting theirinvolvement will be
selected.

During the spring, summer and
fall of the 1990-91 school year; the
faculties of those two pilot schools
will receive technical assistance from
The Center for Leadership in School
Reform and develop and implement
participatory leadership models.

What these two schools learn will
be used to further develop the
district’smodelsof participatory lead-
ership for future years.

Principals and teachers have re-
ceived morespecificinformationina
packet sent to the school. A kickoff
presentation is scheduled for all cer-
tified staff of theFloyd County schools
