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Although only about a third of the 
almost 500teachers showed up, those 
who did attend revealed no shortage 
of enthusiasm. Applause and stand­
ing ovations greeted the roster of 
speakers who attempted to buoy the 
Floyd County Education 
Association's resolve to continue to 
fight for a 20 percent salary increase 
in the school system's 1990-91 budget. 

Slightly veiled references to a 
possible strike punctuated the 
speeches. The decision on a "job ac-

tion" hinges on the response the teach­
ers get tonight from the Floyd County 
Board of Education at its regular 
August meeting. The board has al­
readyproposed a 15 percent pay hike, 
10 percent from state funds and five 
from local . 

In the face of a strike threat, Super­
intendent Ron Hager has said that 
teachers' strikes are illegal in Ken­
tucky. But Prestonsburg Attorney 
Ned Pillesdorf told the assembled 

teachers Friday night that state law 
gives them the rightto strike "if peace­
able." However, the attorney added 
that the Court of Appeals has "made 
several opinions that you can get 
fired."

Coal haulers say rates 
need to be increased 

An estimated crowd of 300 inde­
pendent truck operators met Sunday 
afternoon at Archer Park to discuss 
forming a union-like organization in 
an attempt to increase the per ton 
haul rate paid by coal companies. 

"We want to run legal," said Th ur­
man West, owner of eight coal trucks. 
"We don't want to be overweight 
anymore, but to do that we have to 
have an increase in the haul rate." 

West explained that he would be 
able to haul only a 60-ton load if the 
haul rate were increased by $1 per 
ton, "One dollar more on the ton 
would work for me- I don't know 
about other drivers-but that would 
allow me to get back to where we 
were when the trucks were hauling 
illegal loads." 

"People think that we make a lot 
of money," said one trucker who 
asked not to be identified. 'They read 
that we make $400 a day and so on, 
buttheydon'tknowthatittakesabout 
$700 a day just to keep the truck on 
the road. 

"Five years ago I made good 
money with mytruck, now I am lucky 
to break even. Last year alone I went 
over $66,000 in the hole, truckers just 

don't stand a chance as it is," he said. 
Most truckers say that they would 

prefer to run legal weight loads, but 
are forced to haul heavier loads be­
cause of the low haul rate, "When 
you run heavy all the time," said the 
unidentified trucker, "you go through 
more tires, more fuel and higher repair 
costs. Most all of us who are out there 
hauling every day would rather haul 
a legal load, and the ones who think 
they are making more by running 
heavy are only fooling themselves 
into thinking they're making more 
money. In the long run it will cost 
them more." 

The independent truckers did 
form an organization at Sunday's 
rally, and have had office space and 
telephone service donated for their 
cause. 

The group is still without an offi­
cial name or elected officials. How­
ever, they have made an appoint­
ment to speak with Kentucky Secre­
tary of Transportation Milo Bryant 
today at 2:30 p.m. in Frankfort. 

Another independent truckers 
rally is planned for the near future, 
however no final plans are available 
at this time. 

"We will continue to fight in this 
county until teachers are treated with 
the respect that they deserve," said 
Bud Reynolds, president oftheFCEA. 

In his rousing opening remarks, 
Reynolds urged teachers not to be 

afraid or intimidated. He alluded to 
rumors of "mass firings'' if teachers 
do strike. 

"If that happens, we want the rest 
of the state to recognize it for what it 
is- the attempt on the part of a few

With new Title III monies coming 

in, the home care programs for the 
elderly in the Big Sandy area have 
doubled. What that means for those 
in the area is that more home care 
aides and four additional case man­
agers will be added, home delivered 
meals will be provided in areas not 
previously covered and two new 
Adult Day Care Centers will be 
opened. 

A total of$630,000 is to be spent on 
the home care program, said Bonnie 
Hale, aging planner for the Big Sandy 
Area Development District. She 
emphasized that the McDowell, 
Wayland and Mud Creek areas will 

see an increase in services for the 
elderly. 

Home care aides are those people 
who enter people's homes and pro­
vide personal care and help with 
household chores to elderly people to 
stay in their homes longer and out of 
nursing homes. The case managers 
are the people who do the assess­
ments to determine what type of care 
is needed. 

Hale said that national studies 
have shown that people prefer to stay 
at home as long as possible, therefore 
the program has been geared to re­
flect that attitude. 

program. This program will enable 
care takers to get some respite by 
bringing their person to the Adult 
Day Care Center. 

The new center will be located in a 
doublewide trailer behind the

Riverfront study team coming to Ashland 
ASHLAND -The city of Ashland won out over three other Ken­

tucky cities by securing a September visit of a team of architects and 
engineers who will advise city leaders on riverfront development, 
downtown revitalization and Central Park. The engineers and archi­
tects from the University of Kentucky will meet with community 
groups and individuals and go door to door to talk with residents about 
the plan before filing the final report. (Ashland Daily Independent) 

Betty Rowland, coordinator ofthe 
local office of Kentucky Education 
Association, explained how the local 
system can afford the teachers' pro­
posed 20 percent increase. One way, 
she said, is by doing away with a 
proposed contingency fund for the 
school system, which she said will sit 
in the bank "drawing interest with­
out doing any good to teachers and 
students." 

She also said the board of educa­
tion, under the new Education Re­
~orm Law, has the opportunity to 
mcrease taxes "without any fear of 
recall or referendum." 

Teachers stood to show their 
approval when Rowland said that 
teachers are "in public service, not 
public servitude." 

KEAdirector David Allen pledged 
the support of the statewide teachers 
organization. "The Commonwealth 
is watching places like Aoyd County 
where school employees feel increas­
ingly frustrated ... where the board 
denies a crisis," Allen said. 

He told teachers that whatever 
they do "is going to take courage," 

that they need community support 
and solidarity. 

Representatives of teachers organi­
zations in Boyd and Pike counties 
also drew enthusiastic applause. 

"If you think you deserve more 
money and are willing to fight for it, 
we're willing to support you," said 
Vivian Birchfield, president of the 
Pike County Education Association. 

Barbara Morroe, leader of Boyd 
County teachers, related stories of 
threatening phone calls and letters 
she and other activist teachers in Boyd 
have received. "We do not have to 
roll over and play dead," Morroe said. 
"We are the backbone of this system, 
not the administrators. 

"If you believe in something, you 
have to stand up. What happens in 
Floyd County or Boyd County will 
have an impact on therestofthe state. 
.. Eventually, right is going to win 
out," Morroe said, adding that Boyd 
teachers are prepared for a strike later 
this month with community support. 

Floyd County teacher Patricia 
Murphy updated the crowd on FCEA 

leadership's attempts to meet with 
individual board members. She said 
that board member Tommy Boyd 
agreed tomakethemotion in tonight's 
meeting for a 20 percent pay raise for 
teachers. 

Boyd confirmed in a telephone 

interview yesterday that he plans to 
introduce the motion. A former 
teacher himself, Boyd said, "A lot of 
people have the wrong impression. 
They think teachers teach six-and-a­
half hours and go home. That's not 
true. They may put in nine to 10 to 12 
hours a day. I know what they do." 

Board member Arville Duff, ac­
cording to Murphy, did not want to 
make such a motion, but told the 
teachers he could support an 18 per­
cent increase for teachers and 10 per­
cent for administrators.

New taxes for schools aired at public meet 

More than 300 people turned out 
Saturday in the Clear Creek precinct 
to vote on the issue of legal sale of 
alcoholic beverages in the area. 

The "wet" forces won the election 
by a narrow margin of 22 votes. Rec­
ords show that 178 votes were cast to 
continue legal sale of alcohol, while 
only 146 people voted in opposition. 

"I was very disappointed by the 
turnout for the dry vote," said Sheri 
Isaac of Hi Hat. "We expected more 
because there are nine churches in 
the precinct. If they would have 
turned out, I'm sure it would have 
gone the other way." 

Isaac, who was one of the strong­
est supporters of the "dry" issue, said 
she has heard that other bars had 
been proposed for the area. "I just 
hate to see other people go through 
what we went through, with a bar 
next door and a church across the 
street." 

The Clear Creek precinct has only 

one alcoholic beverage outlet at this 
time, a small carry out store located 
in Ligon. "Dry" forces had originally 
focused on alleged misconduct and 
other problems associated with the 
Hi Hat Entertainment Center, other­
wise known as The Watering Hole. 

Arlene Hall, who could not be 
reached for comment after Saturday's 
election, was the proprietor of The Hi 
Hat Entertainment Center which 
closed June 30. Hall stated before the 
election that there were some of the 
usual problems associated with the 
operation of any bar, but denied that 
the bar had been a source of trouble. 

Hall also pointed out that the bar 
was always closed whenever the Little 
Nancy Baptist Church, located across 
from the bar, was open for services or 
funerals. 

Before the election, Hall stated that 
the Hi Hat Entertainment Center, or 
The Watering Hole, would be reo­
pened if the precinct voted to remain

a citizen of Kentucky for at least three 
years prior to the election and a voter 
of the district for which he is elected. 
They must also have a high school 
diploma or equivalency. 

Any potential board member 
would be disqualified if he has any 
connection with any agency inter­
ested in selling any form of school 
supplies to the board of education, or 
if he holds a state office, is a deputy, 
or holds any political office, accord­
ing to state regulations. 

As mandated by the Education 
Reform Act of 1990, except in limited 
circumstances, a candidate is ineli­
gible for election if he has a relative 
employed by the school district. 

The election for members of the 
Floyd County Board of Education will 
be Tuesday, Nov. 6.

Prestonsburg Senior Citizens Center 
and will provide up to 10 persons a 
day with care. Hale noted that this 
meant that an average of 25 people 
will be served on a part-time basis. 
Pikeville will also get a similar center. 

If a person is not able to come to 
the Adult Day Care Center, some 
home visits will also be provided on 
occasion. The Day Care Center will 
be staffed by one full-time and one 
part-time person at all times.

cabinet's plan for achieving and 
maintaining the National Ambient 
Air Quality Standards. 

Four of the regulations are pro­
posed in response to the governor's 
moratorium on permitting of incin­
erators and his directive to imple­
ment adequate standards for incin­
erators. They propose emission and 
operational standards for new and 
existing solid waste, medical and 
hazardous waste incinerators. 

Another proposed regulation 
amends the definition of volatile 
organic compounds, and the sixth 

AG clarifies state law

The "no pass, no drive" Ia w (House 

Bill43) aimed at withholding driver's 
licenses from minors not enrolled in 
school was passed by the 1990 Ken­
tuckyGeneralAssembly. But, accord­
ing to the Attorney General Fred 
Cowan, only one portion of the three­
part law should take effect immedi­
ately. The other two segments cannot 
be implemented until Jan. 31, 1991. 

If an applicant for a driver's per­
mit or license is under age 18, the new 
law requires himorherto be enrolled 
in school and to pass the majority of 
his or her classes. This also applies to 
those students who already have their 
operator's license. 

Since the Circuit Court Oerk is 
responsible for collecting proof of 
applicants' enrollment and academic 
standing from schools, Jefferson 
County Circuit Court Clerk Tony 
Miller wrote to Cowan to ensure that 
the court would begin enforcing the 
provisions of the law at the proper 
times. 

House Bill 43 did not expressly 
provide that the provisions should be 
applied retroactively to students. This 
fact is the determining factor in the 
Attorney General's analysis of the 
"no pass, no drive" law, which went 
into effect July 13. 

The conditions ofthe lawmayonly 
go into effect when enforcing them 
will not impose new obligations or 
"disabilities" on past actions of stu­
dents. In other words, students should 
not be punished for past actions if 
they are not able to rectify them. 

The Attorney General's Opinion 
addresses three main points within 
the law: 

• The law states the students who 
have withdrawn from school are 

"I don't see it as a major factor to 
get students to stay in school," 
Grigsby said. "It's going to take a 
larger community involvement and 
a program to focus in on potentia! 
dropouts. It is not a major focus but 
certainly a tool to use." 

Grigsby did say there would be 
problems with the defining of drop­
out since, with the new attendance 
policy adopted last year, that term 
refers to students who have left the 
school system (and did not enter 
another). He also said that students 
who miss three days of school are 
considered truants by the policy and 
somethingsmayhavetobereworded. 

''The 'withdrawn' portion is good 
because students will now think twice 
before dropping out and its a good 
incentive to re-enter," he said. ''There 
should be a penalty for dropping out 
before the legal age and this shows 
thatthe state is calling attention to the 
importance of a public school educa­
tion." 

Grigsby said that the new law and 
its consequences would be published 
in the student handbooks and all 
principals, teachers and faculty will 
be informed of the attendance poli­
cies. The regulations will also be run 
in the newspapers and on the radio. 

He added that with the new policy 
the dropout rate fell from 4.22 per­
cent in 1988-89 to 2.79 in 1989-90 which 
is just below average on the state 
level. 

He also emphasized the need for 
getting dropout prevention pro­
grams, such as the TOUCHDOWN 
program at Prestonsburg High 
School, started in all schools through­
out the county. ''This dropout pre­
vention program is veryeffectiveand 
if we can get this program in more 
schools I believe people will see a 
definite benefit from it," he said. 

ineligible to receive permits or li-r----------------, 
censes. Since anyone under the age of 
21 who has withdrawn from school 
may re-enroll at any time, the Attor­
ney General asserts, a young person's 
choice not to be enrolled constitutes a 
"present choice." 

Therefore, the" disability" of being 
ineligible for a permit or license placed 
on students who have withdrawn 
from school is not dependent on the 
past actions of withdrawal, but on 
their current decisions not to re-en­
roll. This section of the law is not 
retroactive, and therefore may be 
implemented immediately . 

• The law requires that applicants 
who are "dropped out" of school be 
ineligible for permits and licenses. 
"To drop out," however, is not le­
gally the same as "to withdraw{' 
according to this law, "dropping out" 
specifically consists of having "nine 
or more unexcused absences in the 
preceding semester." If this segment 
of the law were enforced immedi­
ately, the "preceding semester'' 
would be the one which ended in 
May1990. 

To apply this section of the law 
today to the applicant's actions dur­
ing the 1990 spring semester, which 
obviously pre-dated July 13, would 
be to apply the law to acts concluded 
in the past, or retroactively. 

Therefore, this part of the law 
should not be enforced until Jan. 31, 
1991, when the "preceding semester" 
will have elapsed while the law was 
in effect. 

•The law requires students to have 
passed the majority of their classes 
"in the preceding semester." Since 
judging the current applicant on the 
basis of his or her academic standing 
during the May 1990 semester would 
be retroactive, this portion of the law 
may not be enforced until Jan. 31, 
1991.

Making a difference

(These remarks were presented to 
participants in a rally last week by 
Floyd County teachers.) 

In March of 1990, Rep. Greg 
Stumbo stood in front of the Ken­
tucky House and with tears in his 
eyes spoke about the promise of 
House Bill940. He talked about how 
he hoped the legislation would 
change the lives of the young people 
in Eastern Kentucky and how he 
hoped that one day another young 
person would stand where he stood. 
House Bill940 is now a reality. When 
Judge Ray Corns ruled that 
Kentucky's educational system was 
unconstitutional because it denied the 
children of Kentucky an equaled uca­
tion, he based his decision on what 
was happening to the children of 
Eastern Kentucky. 

As teachers, we have known for a 
long time that what was happening 
to our children was not fair. We know 
the buildings that some of our chil­
dren go to school inarenotthekind of 
place than anyone can learn in. We 
know that there have never been 
enough teaching materials - not 
enoughduplicatingpaperorchalkor 
money to go on field trips and that 
makes a difference in what children 
can learn and do. 

We have an opportunity to correct 
a great wrong in the state of Ken­
tucky and we cannot fail. House Bill 
940 contains one message that we 
have to understand if we are to suc­
ceed. For the first time in the history 
of the state, the Kentucky legislature 
has said to teachers, "We think you 
have the answers to some of the 
educational problems in this country 
and we are going to trust you. We are 
going to put some of the educational 
decisions, not in the hands of princi­
pals or administrators, but in the 
hands of teachers and citizens of this 
state because we think that you can 
make it work." Can we do that? 

I think the answer to that question 
will be found here. The place that 
needs to be watched as House Bi11940 
is implemented is not Fayette or Jef­
ferson counties. The real test of the 
new law will not occur there. It will 
happen in Eastern Kentucky. Ironi­
cally, this is the place where it is most 
important but where it will also face 
its strongest test. 

In 1968, when Robert Kennedy 
visited the mountains of Eastern 
Kentucky and saw firsthand some of 
the problems that confronted the 
region, he was angered. "Riches still 
flow from these hills but they do not 
benefit the vast majority of those who 
live here and I think that situation is 
intolerable," Kennedy said as he 
talked about the money from coal 
and how it flowed out of this region. 

What will happen to the new 
money that will come into Floyd 
County as a result of House Bill 940? 
Will it be used to pay outrageous fees 
to architects and contractors? Will it 
be used to pad payrolls so that people 
who want power over others can keep 
that power? 

There 1s a hard answer to that 
question. If it is stopped from hap­
pening, teachers will have to do 1t. 
For most of the summer, the execu­
tive committee (of FCEA) has worked 
very hard to get a raise for the teach­
ers of Floyd County. One politician 
has told us that our actions to im­
prove salaries of teachers is "self­
serving." He meant that as a hard 
criticism. 

We agree with him. It's about time 

(which will remain nameless) was 
one of the most inhospitable places I 
have ever been. Judy and I spent 22 
long, lousy months there before we 
got the chance to come back to East­
ern Kentucky, Prestonsburg. 

The Floyd County Times was going 
through change in ownership, em­
ployees were apprehensive about 
their new boss, and their boss was 
apprehensive about him, too. 

Despite the shock of change, the 
folks of Floyd County went out of 
their way to welcome us to their 
community. We were included, we 
were accepted and, most of all, we 
were happy. 

I was content in this county. This 
was going to be my home for life, or at 
least as long as I was able to do a good 
jobatthepaper.However, who could 
forecast an offer to a bigger paper and 
one where the family was? 

The move, as I said, is just up the 
river, and the Backuses will still be 
living in Prestonsburg until we can 
sell our house. So it's not like we're 
leaving the area, just up the road a bit. 

Thanks, Floyd County,and thanks 
to the great crew here at the paper. 

that teachers in Floyd County become 
self-serving. We believe that teachers 
in this county deserve to be paid well. 
We have fought hard for this because 
we know that there is nothing else 
about this system that places any 
value on what you do. You have 
worked often without adequate ma­
terials. Many of you over the years 
have bought your own because you 
cared about your students. You have 
wanted them to learn. You have 
learned to work without encourage­
ment or supervision. You aren't 
praised for the work that you do. 

And people in this system have 
told us that we should be willing to 
continue to do that. Theyhavetold us 
that for so long, that we have begun 
to accept it -that our role is to con­
tinue to sacrifice and sacrifice. When 
you pay people well, they begin to 
think that what they do is important. 
They begin to hold their heads up 
and take pride in what they do. When 
teachers stop feeling fear, they also 
become a different kind of teacher. 
They can teach students how to be 
independent and fight back. That is 
the challenge before us in Floyd 
County. Wehavetostartsaying"No." 
"No, you are not paying us well 
enough. No, it is not right to spend 
themoneyin thiscountyon excessive 
construction costs or administrators 
who don't help us do our jobs better." 

On that same trip that Kennedy 
made to Kentucky, he reminded the 
students at Alice Lloyd College, "With 
your training comes responsibility to 
help others. You can make a differ­
ence. One person fighting for his 
people, his community, his state, his 
cause, can make a difference." 

Teachers in this county can make a 
difference, but we have to start fight­
ing back and the place to begin is with 
ourselves.Manyofushavebeenaway 
to school and have come back here to 
teach and we have learned to say, "It 
won't do any good. You can't fight 
the system." 

We have to stop doing that. If we 
can learn to fight, we can teach the 
students in our classrooms more than 
just math and science. One West Vir­
ginia miner talked about the hard life 
that he had and how he was able to 
endure it. He found his strength in 
his children. "I need some hope, and 
they have it, in their young age and 
the future they have." We need to be 
teaching those children not how to 
accept or learn to endure, but to fight 
for that future. Parents trust us with 
that "hope" and we need to think that 
what we do is important. We should 
not accept any less. It is one thing to 
talk about "hope" on the floor of the 
Capitol building in Frankfort. It is 
another thing to make it work where 
power has always been in the hands 
of a few. 

What we will be asking of you in 
the next couple of weeks is not going 
to be easy. We cannot tell you that if 
we have to take a job action that there 
is nothing to fear. You know this 
system. You know that there are 
things that can be done to teachers. 
We saw anexampleofthat in October 
of 1988, when administrators from 
the central office were sent through­
out this district to collect "sick cards" 
and have teachers read a statement 
from the central office. You watched 
as a policy meant to silenc~ and 
frighten you was adopted while the 
state Department of Education was 
present in this county. You watched 
as teachers were dismissed or trans­
ferred. 

Now there are rumors being cir­
culated throughout this county that 
mass firings will take place if teachers

Mayor addresses 
bridge problem 

Dear Editor, 
Some of the coal truck operators 

who are calling for a boycott of 
Prestonsburg due to the closing of 
the Bert Combs Bridge to extended 
weight vehicles have unfortunately 
misunderstood the city's position. 

The hardest part about the clos­
ing, for everyone connected with it, 
was the knowledge of the hardship 
it would work on the coal truck op­
erators. 

The first job I ever had was 
doing public relations for a trucking 
company that operated across the 
eastern half of the United States. I 
learned then that trucks are the 
backbone of this country's trade 
and commerce. I have the greatest 
respect for the men and women 
who haul goods -it's a hard job 
and without them the cost of 
everything we eat, drink, drive, 
wear, sit on and heat with would be 
far greater. 

Unfortunately for all of us, the 
bridge that was built across the Big 
Sandy River here 26 years ago has a 
maximum weight capacity of 54 
tons. Extended weight coal haul 
trucks can run up to 60 tons or 
more. When the light backs up 
traffic across the bridge, which it 
does for most of the day, there can 
be several extended weight trucks 
sitting on the bridge at one time. 

Our concern was for the people 
who are on the bridge. That concern 
had to outweigh any other factors 
involved. 

I want to thank all of those who 
have recognized our worries about 
the bridge and accepted the 
decision to reroute extended weight 
trucks in order to provide greater 
safety to everyone. The bridge, of 
course, is still open to vehicles 
under 80,000 pounds, which 
includes empties making their 
return runs.

The issue is not simply one of 
money, but whether this Board and 
Superintendent will recognize 
teachers for the professionals that 
they are- the backbone of the 
school system and the people to 
whom the education of our children 
is entrusted. 

This Board and its,superinten­
dents have not hesitated to see that 
administrative salaries moved to 
the top third of the state while 
teacher's salaries languished. A 
current 20 percent raise in teacher 
salaries would hardly make up for 
past inequities, but it is a step in the 
right direction. Equally important, 
if not more so, the Board should 
respond to the other demands of 
the teachers and make them true 
partners in our educational process. 
The children of Floyd County de­
serve no less.

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Advises not 
to be intitnidated 

Dear Editor, 
Please allow me to use your 

forum for one more letter. 
If I were to title this letter, I 

guess I would call it ''The Trials and 
Tribulations of a Floyd County 
Teacher." Please allow me to 
explain. My name is Ernie Johnson. 
For four years I taught social 
studies classes at Wheelwright 
High School. For three of those 
years, I acted in the interests of my 
students by going to class, teaching.. 
attending activities, helping with 
the prom, raising funds for senior 
trips, trying to get students to stay 
in school, providing students with 
the necessary means to succeed and 
trying to convince them that since 
they were from Wheelwright, Floyd 
County and Kentucky, that they 
could make it in the real world. 
This 1s what teachers do, isn't it? 

Well, during my fourth year of 
teaching, I did the aforementioned 
activities, but I added one more. I 
asked the Floyd County Board of 
Education for a httle respect, appre­
ciation and additional pay for what 
I was doing. Did I get the respect 
that I asked for? Not from the 
board. But I feel I earned the respect 
of my students. You see, day after 
day, I taught my students that they 
had the RIGHT to say what they 
pleased as long as they were 
responsible in what they were 
saying and they said the truth. I 
said a lot of truths during that 
fourth year of teaching. 

I spoke publicly at rallies for 
teachers. I wrote letters to editors of 
newspapers. I even stood up at 
board meetings and asked for 
respect and additional pay for 
teachers. How did the board 
respond? In April of 1989, I got a 
letter from Chairman Qames) 
Adams stating that the Floyd 
County Board of Education was 
overstaffed, thus I would not be 
reemployed for the coming year. I 
was non-tenured. They did state 
that I would ''be given first consid­
eration for any job which you are 
qualified for." I was a teacher with 
four years experience, qualified in 
social studies 7-12 AND all areas 
grades 1-8! Does anyone know a 
teacher in Floyd County with less 
than four years experience teaching 
1-8? If you answered ye::., and there 
arc some, then that should have 
been my job. 

But it wasn't. So, on my behalf 
the Kentucky Education Associa­
tion filed a lawsuit against the 
board. At this point, we are 
awaiting a court dat~. It will go to 
court! They will have to answer the 
question "Why was Ernie Johnson 
not hired?" So, did Ernie Johnson 
roll over and die? NO WAY! 

For the past year I have held 
three part-time jobs, working for 
the Floyd County Education 
Forum, doing independent contract 
work for the Kentucky Department 
of Education, National Geographic 
Society, Kentucky Geographic 
Alliance and Kentucky Education 
Foundation. The way I have come 
to look at it is this, 1 wasn't good 
enough to teach in Floyd County, a 
system under Phase III of the 
Academic Bankruptcy Law, yet I 
was good enough to work for Na­
tional Geographic and the Depart­
ment of Education. 

Yes, at times it has been hard. 
Financially, it was difficult in the 
beginning. But in the long run, I 
have been much better off. I earned . 
more money this year than I would · 
have if I were teaching in Floyd 
County. I have been appreciated for 
the work that I have done. I even 
have the necessary equipment to do 
my job efficiently. So why would I 
want to leave such an atmosphere"? 

I miss the daily contact with stu­
dents. I entered the teaching profes­
sion because I liked the students. 
Yes, I want to go back to the 
classroom, but with respect and the 

materials and supplies needed to 
do the job properly. 

Teachers, please don't let what 
happened to me intimidate you. I 
am better because of what THEY 
(the board) did. I have self respect! I 
feel I have the respect of parents in 
my area and the respect of my 
students. If you want respect, stand 
up for what is right and what you 
believe in. Then, no matter what 
else might happen, you will be 
happy.

Dear Editor, 

I AM OUfRACED! Teachers 
enough is enough. In reference to 
the letter Mrs. Luxmore wrote on 8-
1-90 and in reference to the teachers 
salary that was posted in the Floyd 
County Times on 6-22-90 ... your 
GREED DISGUSTS ME! 

I have tried to listen and read 
your complaints with an open 
mind; however, your continuing 
persistence for disruption and plea 
for more and more ... and still yet 
more ... money has left me 
OUTRAGED! 

If I may compare your working 
regime to the working regime of the 
typical student's parent, I have 
found the following: Teachers 
benefit every weekend off, every 
major holiday off, compensated 
clamity days plus a minimum of a 
3-month summer vacation. You 
teach an approximate amount of 
165 days per year and excluding 
their lunch period and planning 
period -YOU teach only 6 hours 
of the day. This is a total of 990 
working hours (or to give you the 
benefit of a doubt) 1000 working 
hours per year.

Rural housing amendment gets nod from House 
An amendment proposed by 

Congressman Chris Perkins that 
would give residents of rural areas 
greater access to federal loans by 
revamping the Farmers Home 
Administration's method of apprais­
ing rural property passed overwhelm­
ingly last week in the House of Rep­
resentatives, Perkins' office an­
nounced. 

Perkins, arguing on the House 
floor in support of the amendment, 
said that FmHA' s current practice 

discriminates against rural residents 
by requiring that loans be based on 
market demand when, in fact, there is 
little public interest for property in 
rural areas . 

'This amendment will permit 
remote, rural areas to fully benefit 
from the rural housing program by 
prohibiting the Farmers Home 
Administration from turning down 
loan applications for housing located 
in areas that may be considered to be

too rural," Perkins said. 
The Congressman's amendment, 

part of the Omnibus Housing Au­
thorization bill (HR 1180), stipulates 
that the sole requirements for a loan 
be the cost of the land and the struc­
ture. Previous FmHA policy had 
based its loan qualifications for rural 
residents on two requirements: 1) cost 
of the land and the structure, and 2) 
market demand. 

The net effect of the amendment 
according to Perkins, would giv~ 
people in .rural areas an equal chance 
m secunng FmHA-administered 
loans as those residing in more urban 
areas. 

"FmHA had an unintended bias 
against rural property owners by 
basing its loan guarantee on market 
demand in areas where there is sel­
dom interest to buy land," Perkins 
said. "All I wanted to do with this 
amendment is assure that rural land­
owners have the same fighting chance 
as others in securing loans."

Environmental crime and marital

Gas prices 
protested 

Congressman Chris Perkins an· 
nounced Tuesday that he sent a tele­
gram to President George Bush ask· 
ing him to invoke his emergency 
powers to curb "price gouging" at 
the pump. 

Perkins said that he petitioned 
Bush to invoke his executive powers 
because oil companies charging in­
flated gas prices are having a nega· 
tive impact on his constituents. 

Perkins also mentioned in his let­
ter to Bush that related industries in 
Eastern Kentucky such as coal truck­
ers and farmers transporting their 
~ps from harvest would be nega­
tively affected by the surge in gas 
prices. The presidential authority to 
which the Congressman is referring 
falls under the Emergency Petroleum 
Allocation Act, 15 USC Section 751, 
and related statutes. 

''I want the President to invoke 
this power because, to date, we 
haven't seen any shortage in oil im­
ports, yet oil companies are jacking 
up gasoline prices at runaway lev­
els," Perkins said. ''This kind of specu­
lation at this point is not warranted 
and will only be appropriate if events 
[in the Middle East]lead to a real cut 
in oil imports and supply."

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Life-cycle costing saves energy and money 
People today are always looking 

for a bargain, whether in a wholesale 
warehouse, a discount store, or 
through home shopping television 
shows. However, there is one bar­
&ain the public isn't snatching up -
hfe-cycle costing. 

Life-cycle costing requires the 
consumer to look at more than the 
initial price when deciding on a pur­
chase. The buyer also considers the 
product's life span and how much it 
Will cost to maintain the product. 

There are many products on the 
market today that have a higher ini­
tial cost, but they last longer and 
conserve more energy than other 
products. The Division of Energy in 
the Natural Resources and Environ­
mental Protection Cabinet is work­
ing to inform the public of these prod­
ucts and promote their use. 

One example is the energy-effi­
cient light bulb. For instance, a nor­
mal 75-watt incandescent bulb will 
cost around $1, while an energy-sav­
ing screw-in compact fluorescent bulb 
Will cost from $13 to $15 . 

However, the more expensive bulb 
Will save energy by using only 18 
watts to operate while providing the 
same amount oflighting and will last 
10 to 13 times longer than the cheaper 

bulb. 
This 57-watt difference translates 

into a $31.92 savings (based on the 5.6 
cents per kilowatts per hour average 
residential rate in Kentucky) over the 
10,000 hour life of the compact fluo­
rescent bulb. 

''The initial cost of an energy-sav­
ing product is sometimes higher than 
other products, but the energy-saver 
lasts longer," Lana Rogers, Division 
of Energy director, said. 

"Also, it utilizes less energy than 
the other product would. So when 
you put the life<ycle costing together 
with what you're saving in utility 
costs, in the long run it's cheaper to 
buy the higher-priced product. 

"Our barrier is getting people to 
look long-term, instead of just at the 
initial price tag." 

An energy-efficient shower head 
that costs $10 to $20 more than a 
normal shower head is another ex­
ample. It saves water and energy, has 
a "payback" period of 18 months, 
and performs the same as a regular 
shower head. 

Payback refers to the amount of 
time it takes a product to pay for itself 
through the savings it provides. 
Payback is a major consideration 
when purchasing a more expensive,

every pint of blood donated with the 
results sent to the donor. 

but energy saving, product. 
"Consumers should take today's 

technology and consider how long 
the payback is for that technology," 
OwenLawsonjr.,DivisionofEnergy 
technical coordinator, said. '1f that 
payback is less than seven years, 
consumers should buy those items." 

Besides purchasing energy-saving 
devices, there are other ways to save 
energy and money and increase prod­
ucts' life spans. Good operating prac­
tices and maintenance of equipment 
can reduce energy costs by at least 10 
percent. 

Turning off lights when notin use 
and cleaning fixtures are other ex­
amples. During the heating season, 
setting thermostats one degree lower 
than usual will result in a three per­
cent savings. 

"We're not asking people to sacri­
fice their comfort," Rogers said. "We 
all wantto be comfortable. Often there 
is an opportunity to be comfortable 
and to make the most efficient use of 
what we've got. It's very simple to do 
that. 

"If your car's not running, it isn't 
using any gas. Likewise, if you're not 
in an office building at night, the lights 
don't need to be on and the thermo­
stat doesn't need to be set at a normal 
comfort level." 

Life-cycle costing is important on 
an even bigger scale-the construc­
tion and maintenance of buildings. 
Insulation, caulking and double-pane 
windows are all provisions that pro­
vide excellent payback. 

"When buildings are built, only 
the initial cost is usually considered," 
Lawson said. "However, the cheap­
est-built building is not the best buy 

overtime. 
"We need to convert our thinking 

to life<ycle costing so we will know 
before construction begins how much 
it will cost a year to maintain the 
building its entire life." 

The Division of Energy would like 
for all state government buildings to 
use energy-efficient technology that 
has a good payback. 

"When buildings are repaired or 
reinforced, we'd like state govern­
ment to avoid putting the same equip­
ment back in that they removed if 
there's a better product available. If 
this is done as part of normal mainte­
nance, a lot of energy and money 
wo~d be saved," Lawson said.

Congressman Chris Perkins an­
nounced Friday the introduction of 
legislation aimed at amending the 
Black Lung Benefits program. 

An original co-sponsor of the new 
bill, Perkins said that it Will address 
many of the concerns raised by Con­
gress over the effectiveness of the 
Black Lung program and proposes a 
series of provisions designed to im­
prove the overall structure of the 
benefits system. 

Provisions included in the intro­
duCed bill are: 

1) Creation of a presumptipn of 
eligibility for those who filed claims· 
between 1973 and 1980, providing 
that medical evidence ofblack lung is 
proven. 

2) Mandates a review of claims 

filed before April1, 1990, based on 
pre-1980 revisions of the law. 

3) Protects claimants from having 
to repay benefits that they have re­
ceived for at least two years. 

4) Creates a contingency fee ar­
rangement for attorneys. 

Perkins said he will pursue the 
inclusion of other provisions when 
consideration of the bill begins. 

Perkins' proposals include: 
1)Lirnitingthenumberofmedical 

tests and X-rays that companies can 
enter as evidence. 

2) A funding increase of the Bene­
fits Review Board in order to expe­
dite claims. 

3) An elimination of claimants' 
need to defend claims against mul­
tiple operators.

Without corporate sponsorship, 
there would be fewer events and 
fewer cars on the field. The sport 
would become less competitive and 
far less exciting.

Phillip Morris sponsors three 
CART Indy Car events - The 
Marlboro Grand Prix, the Marlboro

Phillip Morris also sponsors some 
of Indy's finest drivers, including 
Danny Sullivan and 1989 Indy win­
ner Emerson Fittipaldi. 

Unfortunately, there are propos­
als beingdebatedin Washington right 
now that would put an end to all of 
that. For example, if US Rep. Thomas 
Luken (0-0hio) has his way, tobacco 
company sponsorship of races, teams 
and drivers would become illegal. 

Rep Luken, who has stated for the 
record that his ultimate goal is to see 
cigarettes illegal, has proposed a bill 
that would eliminate tobacco brand 
sponsorship of sporting events, as 
well as tobacco advertising at these 
events.

Bluegrass State Gatnes 
hand out 2,892 tnedals 

More than 15,500 Kentuckians 
participated in the sixth annual Blue­
grass State Games the weekend of 
July27-29. 

A total of 2,892 medals were pre­
sented to athletes from around the 
state. Fayette Countians won the most 
medals, 502, and Jefferson County 
came in second with 392. Last year 
2,815 medals were awarded. 

The leading medal winner was 
Fred Tuttle of Scott County with 11. 
James D. Hill of Estill County and 
Amy Tuttle of Scott County tied for 
second with nine each. Bradley Mayo 
of Floyd placed 22 on the list of win­
ners with six medals. Fayette won the 
most Gold with 192, Silver with 169 
and Bronze with 141. 

Here in Floyd County athletes took 
home five gold medals, three silver 
medals ancf 15 bronze medals. 

Games are open to all ages, the major­
ity of this year's individual partici­
pants were from ages six to 12. 

Track and field was the most 
popular individual competition with 
more than 600 participants, followed 
by tennis which attracted about 450 
athletes. 

Softball was the favored team 
event, drawing over 4,000 individu­
als. Soccer was second with around 
3,000 participants.

tivities? Aconcemexpressedbysome 
legislators is that tobacco sponsor­
ships influence people to begin smok­
ing. 

The fact is, there is no evidence to 
suggest that people take up smoking 
because they see cigarette brand lo­
gos on the sides of racing cars, or 
indeed, as the result of any tobacco 
industry advertising or event spon­
sorships. Even former Surgeon Gen­
eral Koop admitted as much in his 
last report on smoking and health 
when he stated, "There is no scientifi­
cally rigorous study available to the 
public that provides a definitive an­
swer to the basic question of whether 
advertisingand promotion increased 
the level of tobacco consumption." 

One has only to think about it for 
a moment to see how absurd the 
whole idea is. Who believes for a 
moment that a non-smoker will sud­
denly develop a desire to smoke 
simply because he sees a Marlboro 
logo on a race car? That's like sug­
gesting that a person who does not 
own a car will suddenly develop a 
burning desire to buy Bosch spark 
plugs, simply because they attend 
the Bosch Spark Plug Grand Prix. The 
whole thing would be funny, if it 
werenotsuchaserious threat, both to 
professional racing and to other sports 
and cultural events that have come to 
depend on corporate sponsorship to 
survive. 

Once legislators put themselves in 
the business of deciding which com­
panies can engage in promotio~al 
activities, the question necessanly 
becomes, "Where will it stop?" Will 
beer be next? Other alcoholic bever­
ages?Whataboutsnackfoods?There 
is virtually no limit to the number of 
products that some groups find ob~ 
jectionable. 

ln the end, of course, it is the fans 
who will suffer the most. Fan dedica~ 
tion and excitement is the heart and

soul of Indy Car racing. Banning or 
restricting corporate sponsorship will 
drive tickets pricesfaroutofthereach 
of many fans. 

As long as tobacco companies 
manufacture a legal product that 
millions of American adults choose 
to purchase and enjoy, they should 
have every right to promote their 
products - right alongside Bosch 
spark plugs and Pennzoil - by spon­
soring Indy race cars and drivers.

Unusual Features Often 
Attract Bass 

When Linda England and Fredda 
Lee look for bass, they often begin by 
looking not for the fish themselves 
but rather, forsomethingdifferentor 
unusual in the water. 

"No one knows why bass are at­
tracted to something different," ex­
plains England, am ultiple winner of 
women's professional fishing tour­
namentsandamemberoftheJohnson 
Outboards Pro Staff, "but they are." 

"I always look for a different type 
of tree, a change in vegetation, or a 
variation in a shoreline. If there are a 
hundred pine trees and one oak tree 
standing in the water, the bass will 
probably find that oak." 

Lee, a former fashion model and 
movie actress who left the glamour 
to fish professional tournaments and, 
like England, a member of the 
Johnson Outboards Pro Staff, readily 
concurs. 

"At times, you may not even real­
ize how a particular piece of struc­
ture is different when you catch bass, 
but if you study it carefully, you'll 
nearly always find something that 
distinguishes it from its surround­
ings." 

Bass Club's 
open tourney 
to be Aug. 25 

The Louisa Bass Club will be con­
ducting an "Open Bass Fishing Tour­
nament" at the Paintsville Lake on 
Saturday, Aug. 25 from 7 p.m until7 
a.mSundaymorning. 

The event is open to the entire 
public. The tournament will be a 
buddy type tournament with an en­
try fee of $50 per boat. There will also 
be an optional $5 per fisherman side 
pot for the largest bass of the tourna­
ment. 

Seventy-five percent of the tour­
nament entry fees will be paid out to 
the top five teams. Drawings for prizes 
also will take place after the weigh-in 
at 7 a.m. Sunday.

Both Lee and England begin their 
search for something different by 
studying topographic maps of the 
lake they plan to fish. This is usually 
a time-<:onsuming event, because 
such a map may show hundreds of 
places bass might be. 

"When you're studying a map," 
notes England, "some ofthethings to 
concentrate on include drop-offs, 
depth changes, channel bends or 
points. 

"Keep in mind the basic require­
ments bass have, such as cover and a 
close proximity to shallow water and 
you'll usually find something a little 
different the fish might be attracted 
to." 

"Some differences may not be­
come apparent until you're actually 
out on the water," adds Lee. "Study­
ing the shoreline can often tell you a 
lotaboutwhat'sunderthewaterand 
may be a clue to finding something 
different." 

One example, says the Johnson 
Pro, is an underwater roadbed. 
Flooded roads often attract bass, but 
certain roads seem to be more attrac­
tive than others, particularly those 

with ditches or drop-offs along each 
side. 

"By studying what's left of the 
road on the shore, you can tell what 
type of road it is," says Lee, "and if it 
is likely to have bass on il Then, 
using your depth finder, you should 
beabletofollowtheroad. You don't 
even have to start fishing it until you 
findadistinctdepthchangeora bend 
in that road, something different bass 
would use." 

When England and Lee arc fish­
ing vegetation, they look for an area 
that has a mixture of several different 
types. When they're fishing reeds, 
they fish the standing vegetation, 
rather than reeds that have been 
broken and are bent. When they're 
fishing milfoil, they look for places 
where logsortreesaremixed with it. 

"One of the most unusual fea­
tures we've found that seems to 
produce fish consistent~y occurs in 
standing timber," explair.c; England. 
''We look for a formation of trees ina 
circle, almost like a corral. 

"For some reason, bass relate to 
formations like this, almost like cattle 
or horses."

Bradley inducted into Hall of Fatne 
Hiram Bradley of Mousie has had 

some great days, particularly in the 
sport of trapshooting. On Aug. 14 at 
the World Trapshooting Tournament 
in Dayton, Ohio, Bradley· will be 
inducted into the World Trapshoot­
ing Hall of Fame. 

Bradley, a Kentuckian by birth, 
was a high school English teacher in 
Greenville, Ohio, when he began 
registered trapshooting in 1963. 

When he rdired from the sport 17 
seasons later, he had collected 21 
Grand American trophies, won 16 
State championships, captured four 
zone titles, been named to 13 All­
American teams, set a 16-yard long 
record, shot on a 500x500 squad, 
earned two Trap and Field magazine 
All-Around Awards and led men's 
or industry yearly averages tandings 
on five occasions. 

Bradley registered 400 singles and 
400handicap targets in 1963,and from 
late March 1964 to the Grand Ameri­
can of that year, he went from 20 to 26 
yards, endinghisfirstfull season with 
a .9817 singles average on 4,150 tar­
gets, .9272 on2,500handicap and .9133 
on 900 doubles. He was just 700 tar­
gets into the 1965 target year before 
reaching the maximum 27-yard line. 

In 1966 Bradley won the first shoot­
off held under lights at the Grand 
American. In a 19-way tie of 100s for 
t~p. honor~ during Saturday'spre­
hmmary smgles, he prevailed with 
150-23. This same year his .9638 All­
Around average set a Trap and Field 
average award record.

During the 1967 Grand, he ended 
a record singles run of 1,469, eclips­
ing by 35 the eight-year-old mark 
held by Arnold Riegger (1975 Hall of 
Fame Inductee).

GETTING AN ACCURATE READING 

When the onset of fever makes It necessary to 
take one's temperature, cooler heads are required 
to read the results. While normal body tempera­
ture is said to be 98.6 degrees F., doctors seldom 
worry as long as oral readings reside in the 97.6 to 
99.6 degrees F. range. Body temperatures tend to 
register about a degree warmer when taken rec­
tally, and a degree cooler when taken under the 
armpit. The time of day also extends into the 
picture when taking body temperature. Morning 
temperatures tend to be a degree or two cooler 
than those taken it the evening. It Is wise, there­
fore, to take all these factors into account when 
figuring a temperature and assessing the need to 
call a doctor.

Most would think that a hunter eight-year-old daughter has been

dictory goals. But one man in Floyd 
County has combined the two roles. 
Bill White and his wife Julie have 
taken their love of animals to an ex­
tentbeyondmost-theyhavestarted 
a deer ranch in order to repopulate 
their area with the gentle creatures. 

"I just think they are really special 
animals," Bill said, "and I want to see 
these hills alive with them again .. .! 
like having them because I like to 
watch them and see what they do." 

About five years ago, the Whites 
decided thattheywanted to raise deer. 
After getting a l.icense to do so, they 
headed to Western Kentucky and 
bought a full-grown buck and doe. 
After drugging the animals, they 
loaded them in the back of their 
pickup truck and began the long trek 
home. 

'1t was the stormiest night I'd seen 
in a long time," Julie said. 'We were 
so afraid that those deer would wake 
upbeforewegothomeandstartkick­
ing or something." As it turned out, 
the deer slept until the next day, and 
woke up perfectly healthy to the 
beginning of the long term deer ranch 
project. 

Every year the couple adds two 
mcrebabydeertotheherd.,notcount­
ingwhatisproducedbythedeerthey 
already have. The Whites always buy 
their deer from a licensed seller in 
Pulaski County where they can pick 
up a fawn for about $150. 

"All these deer I got in here are 
really just pet deer, I can handle most 
of them -l can, but theywon'tcome 
downifsomebodystrangeisaround," 
Bill said. "I can reach in and touch 
them and pet them." 

Julie admitted that Bill knows 
each of their 19 deer by sight, al­
though she can only identify a few. 
"He spends a lot of his time with 
those deer," she said. Bill said he is 
usually on the hill, where he has 
three lots fenced off, from 7 in the 
evening until dark and most of the 
weekend. 

He is now working on a fourth lot 
closer to the house where he has 
been growing alfalfa which the deer 
love, Bill said. He also feeds them 
chopped horse and mule feed and 
soybeans and apples. He said he 
spends about$30 a week feeding the 
deer. 

Bill's hobby hasn't come cheap. 
He and his wife estimate they've 
spentaround$5000onfencing, feed­
ing and other fixtures for the project.

Prevent electrocutions at home 
A Kentucky man was electrocuted 

when he accidentally drilled into the 
~iringofhishomewhileremodeling 
lt. 

A Kentucky teenager stepped out 
of the shower and turned on the TV 
while still wet. Electrocution resulted. 

A Kentucky infant died when a 
turned-off radio fell into her bath 
water. 

These deaths were among the 12 
electrocutions that occurred in or 
around Kentucky homes last year, 
according to Department of Health 
Services safety experts. During the 
May observance of National Electri­
cal Safety Month, officials warn that 
basic precautions could prevent most 
electrocutions. 

"We tend to take electricity for 
granted because we use it daily and 
the majority of us never have any 
problems with it," said Terry M. 
Wescott, product safety branch man­
ager with the Department for Health 
Services. 

"But electricity can be extremely 
dangerous if we don't have the proper 
respect for it," he said. 

Bathrooms and kitchens have 
considerable potential for electrocu­
tions, he said, because of the mix of 
water and electrical appliances. 

"A device called 'ground fault 
circuit interrupter' (GFCI) can pre­
vent electrocutions involving water 
and electricity," Wescott said. 

GFCis are installed in electrical 
outlets and sense when an electrical 
appliance comes into contact with 
water, and it cuts off the electrical 
currenttotheappliancebeforeinjury 
occurs. 

New nomes are required to have 
GFCis in kitchen, bathroom and exte­
rior outlets. Wescott recommends 
installing GFCis, which can be pur­
chasedinhardwareorhomeimprove­
ment stores, on outlets within three 
feet of sinks and on all bathroom and 
outside outlets. 

"Many people are under the as­
sumption that appliances aren't dan­
gerous if they're turned off," he said. 

"Thts is definitely untrue. If an appli­
ance is plugged in and comes into 
contact with water, an electrocution 
can result." 

Wescott says that if you drop "a 
plugged-in appliance into water, the 
best course of action is to cut off the 
electricity at the fuse or breaker box 
and then remove the item from the 
water. 

"Under no circumstance should 
you attempt to remove the item or 
touch a person in the water before the 
electrical circuit has been disrupted," 
he said. 

Repairing electrical products or 
wiring should be left to experts be­
cause of possible electrocution dan­
gers, he said. 

"Many people believe that they 
can safely work on an appliance's 
wiring if they unplug the appliance 
first," Wescott said. "The danger 
comeswhentheyplugitin-ifthere's 
a short in the item, the person can be 
electrocuted." 

W escottsaid another electrocution 
danger around the house is coming 
into contact with a high-voltage 
power line. Make sure when working 
on a house's exterior that ladders, 
antennasandotheritemsdonotcome 
into contact with power lines, he said. 

To check your home for electrical 
safety, Wescott recotnmends the fol­
lowing: 

- Electrical cords should be re­
placed if they are frayed or worn. 
Cords should not be nailed or stapled 
to the wall or to other objects. 

-Outlets and switches should be 
cool to the touch. Unused outlets 
should have safety covers to protect 
children. 

-Counter-top appliances should 
be placed so that their cords are away 
from hot surfaces that could burn 
through them. Appliances should not 
be near sinks. 

-Make sure fuses are the correct 
sizes. Once a year, "exercise" circuit 
breakers for flipping each breaker off 
and on three times. Turn off the 
freezer, refrigerator and air condi­
tioner first.
