Floyd County Superintendent Ron
Hager paid a tearful tribute to outgo-
ing board chairman James D. Adams
at Wednesday’s board meeting.

Hager, whose voice quivered in
the emotional salute, called Adamsa
man (o be “cherished” for his dedica-
tion and commitment (o the school
children of Floyd County.

Adams was defeated in Novem-
ber in his race for re-election and
newcomer Eddie Billips will take
office January 1.

“This is the end of an era," Hager
said, “James D. Adams leaves this
system as board chairman and board
member after serving this system for
20 years and serving as chairman for

order Wednesday to stop the Floyd
County Board of Education from
expending any more money on the
controversial site of the new
Prestonsburg High School and to
determine the legality of a deed for
the property from David and Lois
May.

The school board directed its at-
torney William Francis to begin pro-
ceedings to obtain a dissolution of
the restraining order.

A hearing on the matter is sched-
uled in Floyd County Circuit Courtat
9 a.m. loday (Friday). The circuit
clerk’s office said the case has been
assigned to special Judge Stephen
Nick Frazier.

The restraining order, signed by
District Judge Harold Stumbo, states
that Billips’ “rightsasanewly elected
member of the Floyd County Board
of Education and as a citizen and
taxpayer are or will be violated” by

the board and Billips “will suffer
inmediate and irreparable injury, loss
or damage before a hearing can been
held.”

The order also says by granting
the restraining order “the public and
taxpayers will have a better opportu-
nity (o gauge the merits of the pro-
posed actions of the Floyd County
Board" and “public interest will be
served by a full disclosure concern-
ing all the facts related to the pro-

School sewage problems cited

An emergency was declared
Wednesday at three Floyd County
schools by the board of education in
order to secure funds 1o correct sew-
age treatment problems cited by the
state Environmental Protection
Agency.

Floyd Superintendent Ron Hager
told board members that problems at
Allen Elementary, Allen Central High
School and Betsy Layne Elementary
had to be corrected by January 4 or
the school system could face fines of
$25,000 a day from the E.P.A.

Gene Blair, regional supervisor
for the state Division of Water, said
Allen school was declared “a major
problem” because unireaied sewage
was being dumped in Beaver Creek.
The school has no sewage treatment
plantand the untreated waste is being
discharged directly in the waterway.

Hager said it would cost about
$100,000 1o correct the problem and
he declared an emergency in order 10
get necessary funds 1o rectify the
violation.

“This is a situation that's existed
since 1920 and they want us to cor-
rect it now,” Hager told the board.
“We're going to spend about

$100,000 to fix i."

“Boys, they're (E.P.A.) worse than
the fire marshal,” said Board Chair-
man James D, Adams. “They’ll take
your money and close your school in
a heartbeal.”

Blair said the Betsy Layne Ele-
mentary system was in “pretty rough
shape” because a sludge return was
not working and mechanical prob-
lems existed at the school.

Problems at Allen Central stem
from a full septic system and it was
recommended that a pumper truck be
dispatched to the school pump solids

out to allow the system to operate
correctly.

Prater Elementary was cited be-
cause its septic system is not work-
ing. “Something's wrong with thal
system,” Blair said. “It"snotdoing its
job. The sludge retumn is not operat-
ing and a black or gray discharge is
being released into the stream. This is
not good.”

The board must submit a letter o
the department by January 1 10 out-
line its plan to correct the problems,
The Allen Central, Prater and Betsy

Boil-water advisory remains in effect:

Water woes
are reduced

The Prestonsburg Utility
Commission’s precautionary water
advisory waslifted Wednesday mom-
ing, but Floyd County residents liv-
ing south of Allen are still advised (o
boil water before drinking it

Prestonsburg  Utilities assistant
supervisor Seldon Horne said Thurs-
day that the boil water advisory was
a precautionary measure which will
remain in effect until water tests are
confirmed. “We never did have any
signs of diesel fuelin our water," said
Horne.

Horre explained that the water
tank serving customers south of Al-
len had been drained by consumers
after river intake valves were shut off
and that regulations required tésting
of the water now in the tank. Test
results are expected within 24 hours.

Paintsville residents experienced
similar water problems this week as
the fuel spill made its way north from
Floyd County.

ClassesinJohnsonCounty schools
were canceled yesterday and
Paintsville residents remain under a
boil water advisory.

Paintsville Utilities Superinten-

dent Jim Hopson said Thursday that

the advisory would be lifted as soon
as test results confirmed that no die-
sel contamination was present in the
Paintsville water system.

Louisa, which is approximately
50 miles north of Allen, was more
fortunate according to city officials.
Homer Cantrell, an employee of the
Louisa water system said Thursday
that EPA testsconfirmed thatno diesel
had gotten into that city’s water Sup-

An attormey for a black state
trooper accused of engaging in sod-

omy while on duty said the key wit-
ness in the incident may be preju-
diced, because her second husband
was murdered by a black man.

Earl C. Mullins of Louisville told
the Kentucky Statwe Police Trial Board
Thursday, during his opening state-
ments for the defense, “It is amazing
to me that the testimony (o this point
did not bring forth one significant
event in the life of Doris Ray.

“It has been alluded 1o only in the

most indirect way,” Mulling said.
“Doris Ray has been married three
times. Her first husband was the fa-
ther of Trooper Terry Thompson. Her
second husband waskilled ina theft—
by a black man,”

Mullins told the board he couldn 't
prove what was in Mrs. Ray's mind,
but the incident in Mrs. Ray's life
may have affected her racial views.

A federal age discrimination law-
suit filed against the Floyd County
Board of Education by a former cook
has been settled out of court after the
board voied to accept a seitlement
Wednesday.

Clara Pack, 76, will receive
“$12,000 or §13,500" in the settle-
ment offered 1o the board, said her
attomey, Ned Pillersdorf. Pillersdorf
said the settlement was offered to the
board because Pack could not seek
punitive damages in the discrimina-
tion lawsuit.

“This is about two year's salary
for her,” Pillersdorf said. I think it’s
a shame you can't collect punitive
damages in an age discrimination
case. That's why we didn’t take it to
trial. That's about the maximum she
could’ve received if we had taken it
to court."

The board voted o accept the
seitlement at Wednesday's meeting
after an executive session discussion.
Superiniendent Hager announced the
decision, citing it would be at “no
cost 1o the board.”

Pack alleged in her suit that she
was not re-hired as cafeteria manager
at Garrett Elementary because of her
age. Pack said she had been an em-
ployee in the district for 37 years,
working as cafeteria manager for 21
YEars.

Pack originally named Garrent
Principal Ralph O'Quinn in the suit
but Federal Judge Joseph Hood dis-
missed O'Quinn from the action at a
hearing in September.

Board membersalso voled o give
attorney William Francis a pay hike.
The attorney’s monthly salary raised
from $400 per month to $650 per
month, beginning January 1, 1990.

“That’s a bargain,” said Duff,

Inamove to increase revenue, the
board set vehicle and property tax
rates which totaled 58.6 cents per
$100 assessment, Vehicle tax was
placed at seven cents per $100 as-
sessment and property tax at 51,6
cents. Because the county this cur-
rently going through property reas-
sessment and tax bills have not been
prepared, the board ol educalion is
currently expeniencing cash flow
problems, Hager said

“It's really put a burden on the
district,” Hager said. “We're experi-
encing some cash flow problems.”

Adams scolded the board for not
levying a three percent utility tax in
October, “We messed up when we
didn't pass the utility tax,” Adams
said. “This ax will hit the homeown-
ers bad and if we had passed the
utility tax we could've put taxes on
people who don’t own property, We
did wrong."

Hager said the state recommended
the board levy a total 64.6 cent in-
crease bul he said he felt that was too
much.

Board member Duff voted against
the 1ax increase.

In another issue, classes were
canceled at Betsy Layne Elementary
for Thursday and Friday after two
parents from Betsy Layne addressed
the board about a fire at the school
Wednesday and the detenorating
condition of the school.

The list
dictates what new facilities are built
according to its priority,

“It's desperately needed,” said
Adams,

In money matters, Superinten-
dent Hager told the board it will have
to pay an additional $86,518 to the
federal government for cleanup after
the 1989 flood. Hager said the board
owes over $400,000 to the federal
government because it did not have
flood insurance at the time of the
flood and the federal government
would not reimburse those funds.

"Did we ever find out what we did
with that $400,000?7" asked Adams.
"Did we ever find out what happened
to it or how it was speat?"

Hager said no.

“That’s bad business,” Adams
said.

After a privale hearing, it was
recommended two students be ex-
pelled for the remainder of the year
for selling controlled substances at
the school.

He waited until
she was dismissed from the hearing
to introduce the evidence.

Mullins told the trial board that he
hadn’t leamed of the murder, which
occurred about 10 years ago, until
Thursday moming, and was surprised
by the information.

The hearing will resume this
mormning at 9 a.m, with Martin taking
the stand in his own defense. The
trooper has already testified several
hours, when called by the KSP'sLegal
Office, the prosecution in the case,

Jean Allara, with the Division of
Unemployment Insurance in Pikev-
ille, provided the records of Martin's
unemployment claim to the board
Thursday, but was not allowed to
testify, due to the state law prohibit-
ing her from from discussing such
matters without permission of both
the employee and employer. The
state—Martin's employer in this
case—would not grant permission
for her to testify.

One documentin particular, cause
considerable debate but it was al-
lowed to become part of the record.
Allara was not allowed to read to the
court the “fact-finding report” from
her investigation of Martin's unem-
ployment claim, The document was
Allara’s record of two phone conver-
sations with Trooper James Daley,
who is prosecuting the case for the
KSP Legal Office,

In the first conversation, Daley
said atestof the front seat of Martin’s
cruiser, which found an enzyme pres-
ent in seminal fluid, was performed a
couple of weeks afier the alleged
incident took place. Previous (esti-
mony in the case had indicated the
test was performed September 21,
nearly four months after the alleged
incident.

In the second conversation, Daley
corrected the date the test had been
administered. Allara told him that
she had a swormn statement from
Martin that he didn't commit the aclL.

Daley also told Allara that the
KSP did have statements by both Mr.
and Mrs. Ray, butthey were not swom
statements, The KSP has maintained
that Mrs. Ray’s videotaped statement
was sufficient Lo represent a signed,
sworn statement. The official “com-
plaint” against Trooper Martin was
ultimately signed by the post com-
mander, Captain Gary Rose.

Six people took the stand Wednes-
day, including Mrs. Ray, who told
the board she saw Martin, 28, sitting
in hiscruiser on aremote road in Pike
County with his pants down around
his knees and another man’s face in
his Iap.

Mrs. Ray, 61, testified she and her
husband were going to decorate a
grave al the Pinson Cemelery near
Metd, just off US. 119 between
Pikeville and Williamson, West Vir-
ginia, Mrs. Ray said she looked in the
KSP cruiser marked with the numer-
als 408" on the back bumper, and
saw a white man's face in the black
trooper’s lap.

Mrs. Ray admitted she didn’t ac-
tually see the trooper’s genitals in the
other man's mouth, but said that from
what she saw, she concluded that the
two were engaging in a homosexual
act.”

“The trooper had his pants down
and the other guy had his head be-
tween hislegs, face-down,” said Mrs.
Ray,

The woman said she was embar-
rassed, humiliated and nervous after
the incident. She told her son “in the
strictest of confidence” and Trooper
Terry Thompson then told her she
should call a supervisor at the Pikev-
ille Post and report the incident.

Martin’s counsel played a video-
tape of an interview Licutenant Phil
Woods, head of the KSP’s polygraph
department, had with Mrs. Ray, be-
fore she started to take a polygraph
test a few days after the incident
allegedly occurred. During the inter-
view, Mrs. Ray expressed reserva-
tions about taking the test, saying she
knew whal was going on when she
looked in the cruiser, but never actu-
ally saw the oral sex.

“As w whether he was doing
something. . .I thought that's what he
was doing,” said Mrs, Ray. “But I
didn’t stand there and watch. His
head was down on the trooper’s lap.”

Woods told Mrs. Ray in the inter-
view she would be “helping us con-
firm something we fairly well know
already,” about Martin.

Woods also told Mrs. Ray her
assumption that oral sex was being
performed was a logical conclusion.
“If it looks like a duck, and it quacks
like a duck, then it's a duck,” rea-

soned Woods.

Woods also commented 1o Mrs.
Ray, during the course of the inter-
view, “I don’t recall ever having to
take my pants down Lo talk o any-
body.”

During the test, Mrs. Ray said she
felt sick, and asked to quit. Woods
talked her into continuing a minute,
but eventually she left, and didn’t
finish the polygraph exam that day.
Woods determined that she was a
“nervous and hostile” subject, but
told Lieutenant Ed Shemelya he
thought she was probably telling the
truth.

Mrs. Ray told Woods, “Tjustdon’t
want to do it. I don't want to be
involv

A few months later, however, both
Mrs. Ray and Mr. Ray passed the test.

On the same day that Mrs, Ray
didn’t finish the polygraph exam,
Woods administered the test to Mar-
tin, and determined the trooper was
not truthful. Later-on, Martin ook
another polygraph and passed, said
Mullins.

Although polygraphresultsare not
admissible as evidence in criminal
court, the board ruled they would be
admissible in this administrative
hearing. Mullins objected.

Mrs. Ray told the trial board she
didn’t finish the first polygraph ex-
amination becanse, "'l was torn all o
pieces. Here are two professional
people, one who has been around
kids for many years, I was shocked,
and very disappointed with him.”

Mullins introduced a videotape of
Agnes Benfield, a Lexington poly-
graph examiner, as evidence. The
trial board admitted the tape into
evidence, despite strong objections
from the KSP. Benfield said in the
video, Martin took a polygraph ex-
amination on August 28, and he
passed. She stated, in her opinion,
there was no deception by the de-
fense Lo the relevant questions.

She also examined the results of
the polygraph the KSP had given
Martin, and said she found deception
on one guestion, but found inconcly-
sive results on the other two ques-
tions.

Benfield said Martin could have
been angry when the KSP fest was
administered, or anxiety could have
caused the negative reaction.

Mullins questioned Mrs. Ray ex-
tensively on how long she looked in
the cruiser. She said she wasn't sure,
but added, “I was there long enough
to know what 1 saw. . .I saw what |
saw, | didn't wanl [0 See any more,
and T walked away.”

Mrs. Ray said she was scared, and
*didn’t know bul what someone was
gonna come out of that car shooting
at me, or what.”" Since the incident,
she said she has feared she may be
killed, because of what she saw,

John Ray, 59, of Lexington, Mrs.
Ray’s husband, said hesaw two heads
pop-up in the cruiser shortly after his
wife had looked in the window, and
the car sped away. After the Rays
drove on up the road to the cemetery,
they identified the man with Trooper
Martin as being Tim Branham, a
former assistant principal at Johns
Creek High School, and a man the
Rays said they have known “for 40
years.”

Mr. and Mrs. Ray both testified
they have no racial bias. Mr. Ray said
his supervisor at the Veterans Ad-
ministration Hospital in Lexington is
a black man, “and an upstanding and
fine gentleman.” He said the Rays
have entertained his boss at their
home, as recently as a month ago.

A forensic expert with the state
crime lab in Frankfort lestified he
found an enzyme present in seminal
fluid on the seat of Martin’s cruiser,
underneath the steering wheel. But
Edward Taylor Jr., the expert, said
notenough of the fluid was still pres-
ent when the sample was taken (o
determine the blood type.

Two troopers who had formerly
driven the car testified they did not
engage in sex in the vehicle.

Lieutenant Ed Shemelya testified
until nearly 10:30 p.m. Wednesday
night about his investigation.
Shemelya, the number two ranked
officer at the Pikeville Post, oversaw
the investigation, first for the post,
and later for the KSP Intemal Affairs
Section.

“T was hoping that it didn’t hap-
pen,” said Shemelya. “When Sgt.
Todd Henson called and told me about
it, I laughed. He said, ‘I'm serious."”

Shemelya said his suspicion was
first aroused when found discrepan-
cies in Martin's daily activity report
and a memorandum he wrote (o the
postcommander. He said his investi-
gation also revealed discrepancies in
the statements made by Branham, his
wife, and Martin, on how the trooper
and former assistant principal came
to meet on the remote road.

Shemelya listed six factors which
caused him to conclude the incident
had occurred.

The firstwas theeyewitness (Mrs.
Ray) to the act; the second being
another witness (Mr. Ray) who ob-
served two subjects raising up in the
frontseal; thethird being polygraphs;

the fourth, irregularities in the state-
ments by Martin and the Branhams;
the fifth, Martin had known Branham
prior to the incident, buttold the KSP
he had only known Branham two
weeks: and the sixth, differences in
Martin’s daily activity report and his
memo.

Martin's memo said he received
the call to go investigate a burglary at
Branham's house around noon, while
he was in aroad-check at Collins. But
the KSP dispaicher’s records indi-
cated Branham didn't call in the re-
port until 1:34 p,m., and Martin was

dispaiched at 1:36 p.m., said
Shemelya.
Martin also didn’t call in “10-97,"

or arriving al the scene, until more
than an hour Iater, and then asked the
dispatcher to wrile in the correct arri-
val time as 1:47 p.m.

Shemelya testified, “I believe in
what I have written. And | stand by
what I have writien," He said he was
convinced the incident did occur.

When asked why criminal charges
haven’t been brought against Bra-
nham and Martin, Shemelya said the
decision was made by the KSP Legal
Office to pursue dismissal of the
trooper first, then pursué criminal
charges,

Bruce Branham, a former part-
time deputy sheriff with the Pike
County Steriff's Office, testified Sgt.
Todd Henson called him before the
allegation to check on Martin’s ac-
tions at a road-check. “"He wanted to
know exactly what wenton the night
we were road-checking. He wanted
to know about Trooper Martin’s
performance,” said Branham, who is
a nephew of Truman Elswick, Mrs.
Ray's husband who was murdered.

Trooper Evan Herrod, a former
roommate of Martin's testified there
was some talk around the post about
Martin dating while women. He said
he couldn’t recall specific troopers
who had discussed the matter, or
specific comments.

Herrod said he had no knowledge
if Martin engaged in homosexual
activity. He said the trooper dated
women—mogtly white—regularly.

The trial board made a trip to the
site at Meta where the incident alleg-
edly occurred. A cruiser of the same
make and model as the one Martin
was assigned was taken to thesite, 10
determine if there would have been
enough room beside the cruiser for
Mrs. Ray to walk around and look in
the passenger window.

After Martin’s testimony today,
only Branham will remain as a wil-
ness. Branham broke his leg last
weekend, Mullins said, and will not
be able to testify today. The trial
board will probably grant a continu-
ance, then reconvene when Branham
is able to testify.

After all testimony and closing
argument are heard, the six-member
board will decide whether or not to
recommend Martin’s dismissal (o
Acting KSP Comimissioner W. Mi-
chael Troop.

Improving

Once trained at IRS workshops,
volunieers prepare relatively simple
tax refurns, answer lax questions,
organize, coordinate and publicize
VITA assistance sites where the free
tax help is provided. Usually VITA
sites are centrally located at schools,
churches, libraries, and other con-
venient neighborhood locations.

In 1990, some 52,000 VITA vol-
unteers assisted 1,193,000 taxpayers
nationwide atover 7,000 VITA sites.
In Kentucky, there were 839 VITA
volunteers who assisted over 29,000
taxpayers at 97 different sites.

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Childhood diabetes requires special care

Diabetes is most often thought of
as an adult problem, but the discase
can also affect children., When it
does, it 1s always serious. Therefore,
special atlention and care are required
when dealing with the child who has
diabetes.

[tistrue that the earliera disease is
diagnosed, and the better it is man-
aged, the beuer the outcome will be
for the patient. Thig is especially true
of diabetes in children,

The typical child diabetic lacks a
certain hormone called insulin de-
pendent diabetic, or type 1 diabetic.
The basic problem the child with the
diabetes has is the same as with the
adult with diabetes, neither of themis
abletoeffectively handle the sugar in

the bloodstream. All the factors
causing the lack of insulin in the child
diabetic are not yet known. How-
ever, it's believed that certain kinds
of infectionsin the pancreas, the gland
which makes insulin, may be one of
the most important causes,

The beginning of diabetes in chil-
dren may follow a patiern similar (0
this. Parents may notice their child
has an increased appetite, an unusual
thirst, frequent urination and weight
loss. The child may also become
weak and lose the ability to stand
stress, fatigne and pain, The child
may complain of leg cramps or head-
aches. Heor she may alsobe grouchy
and nervous, If these symptoms
continue to go unrecognized or un-

treated, the child may begin 1o lose
appetite and have little interest in
what is going on. He or she may feel
sick 10 the stomach and begin vomit-
ing. This may be associated with
pain in the abdomen and drowsiness.
The symptoms of diabetes may ap-
pearafteraninfection or another kind
of severe stress to the child. This may
confuse the diagnosis. !
When the child has been diag-
nosed as having diabetes, the physi-
cian and the health care team will
also begin to weach the child and the
family about the disease,andits added
responsibility in caring for himself or
herself. The main goal in treating
diabetes is to control it in a way that
allows the child to grow and develop

Psychological
treatment can help considerably in
reducing anxiety, The treaiment
approach selected usually depends
upon the particular personality char-
actenistics and background of the
patient. Generally, psychological
treatment involves helping these
anxious individuals achieve greater
knowledge and understanding of
themselves and their problems.

Exercise reduces back pain

Exercising regularly and properly
i5 one of the best ways to prevent or
alleviate back pain, according to
experts, “Regular exercise tones and
strengthens not only your back
muscles, but also the muscles that
support the back,” says Diane De-
Marco, executive director of The
National Exercise For Life Institute.

With as many as eight out of 10
Americans likely 1o develop back
pain at some time in their lives, and
the greatest risk occurring between
the ages of 35 and 55, half the work-
ing population will be affected dur-
ing their most productive years, ac-
cording 1o a recent article by Steven
R. Weiner M.D., chief of the Rheu-
matology Division of Olive View
Medical Center, Los Angeles.

Why do so many people suffer
from back pain? The causes can be

related to any one of several reasons,
including poor health, lack of fitness,
stress, smoking and drug abuse,

Certain job categories can also cause
employees to be more prone to back
problems. “The bad news for white
collar executives is that prolonged
sitting ¢an also promote back injury.
Indeed, where lower back pressure is
concerned, sitting is the worst pos-
sible position,” Dr. Weiner says.

Ifignored, Dr, Weiner notes, back
pains are burdensome to both the
patient and his or her company. A
1980 analysis by the Mine Safety and
Health Administration found that 60
percent of all dollars spent on indus-
trial injuries go to resolving back
injuries. That year, an estimated 93
million work daysinthe United States
were lost due to lower back pain.

The good news for back pain suf-
ferers is that, when tackled early,
back problems are usually curable,
Long-term preventative measures
against back pain should include daily
warm-up, stretiching and condition-

ous training programs. Thesecourses
better prepare students for their aca-
demic programs after high school.

One of the most important things
in treating diabetes is that the child
eata proper diel. A diet fora diabetic
child restricts the intake of free sug-
ars such as candy bars and ice cream.
The total number of calories is re-
strictedonly if the childis overweight.
If his or her weight is normal, the
number ofallowable calories and their
distribution are similar 1o those in the
diet of a person without diabetes,

The diabetic diet requires eating
the right kinds of food at the rights
times each day. What are the right
kinds of food? A good diabetic diet
means a well-balanced diet with a
limited number of free sugars and
refined foods. Your doctor or dieti-

tian should tell youthe right amounts |

of the kinds of food that your child
should cat. Whatabout eating food at
the right umes? The right times are
breakfast, lunch, dinner and in be-

tween snacks when needed. Again,

let your doctor or dietitian decide
which foods and snacks are best for
your child and when they should be
gaten, .

In addition to proper diet, insulin
is used in treatment of childhood
diabetes. This insulin helps the body
to burn up food. If too much insulin
is givenorif too little food is eaten, a
situationcalled “insulin reaction™ may
occur. This may happen when ameal
is skipped or put off; when achild has
worked or exercised too hard and
hasn't eaten extra food; or when a
conditionexists which interferes with
the digestion and absorption of food
in the body, such as vomiting. An
insulin reaction occurs whenthe level
of sugar in the blood drops danger-
ously low due to the amount and
action of insulin in the body. In the
early stages of insulin reaction, a
child may appear to be just weak and
tired. IF this situation becomes se-
vere, however, he or she may lose
consciousness, [f the child should
have a headache, become drowsy or
feel sick to the stomach, immediately
see that a sugar food which will be
quickly absorbed into the bloodstream
is eaten, This would include foods
such as candy, sugar, fruit juice or
soda pop. These foods are not usu-
ally part of the diabetic child's nor-
mal diet, but during an mmlmmc
tion, they can prevent more:
problems from developing.

Remember, if your child has been
losing weight, showing unusual eat-
ing or urination patterns, complain-
ing of weakness or leg cramps, check
with your doctor, If these symptoms
are due to diabetes, you will want to
gel treatment started as soon as pos-
sible so that yourchild canlive along

Extra calcium in

diet is shown to

reduce bone loss in older women

Older women who get less than
half the recommended amount of
calcium can significantly slow bone
loss by cating three servings of cal-
cium-rich foods each day.

That’s the finding of a two-year
study of 361 women past menopause
conducted at the U.S. Department of
Agriculture's Human Nutrition Re-
search Center on Aging at Tufts,
Boston. Low-fat milk, yogurt and
cheeses are the richest sources of
caleium,

Women in the study who nor-
mally consumed less than 400 milli-
grams of calcium daily lost twe or
three percent of their bone density at
the hip, wrist and spine during the
two years if they got a placebo in-
stead of a calcium supplement, said
Bess Dawson-Hughes, a physician
and leader of the study.

A calcium supplement Jowered
the bone loss in women who reached
menopause six or more years before
the study began. Getting a daily S00-
mg supplement—which raised total
calcium intake to the recommended
800 mg a day—reduced bone loss 1o
one percent or less.

But, the supplement did not slow
bone loss in those who had stopped
menstruating within five years of the
study's beginning, Dawson-Hughes
said,

She said this wasn't surprising.
Studies have shown that the loss of
estrogen prompis rapid loss of bone
mineral, especially from the spine,
regardless of the calcium intake dur-
ing this period. “But we don’t under-
stand how estrogen affects bone,”
she noted.

Among the women in the study
whonormally consumed between400
and 650 mg of calcium each day, the
500-mg supplement didn’t provide
any extra benefit,

“It appears there is a threshold of
calcium intake, below which skeletal
reserves may be used to meet daily

calcium needs,” said Dawson-
Hughes, who heads calcium and bone
metabolism research at this center
funded by USDA's Agricultural
Research Service.

It also appears that all calcium
supplements are not equal in curbing
bone loss. Calcium citrate malate—
currently available only in fortified
orange and grapefruit juices—pre-
vented loss of spine bone in the older
members of the low-intake group.
The most commonly sold form—
calcium carbonate—did notcurbbone
loss, she said,

The study did not address whether
a bigger daily dose of calcium—
enough to boost intake over 1,000
mg—would have retained more bone,
she said,

She said any women fail to get the
recommended daily 800 mg. Accord-
ing (o the latest USDA estimates,
which do not take supplement use
into account, the average calcium
intake for women 50 years and older
is between 560 and 600 mg a day
from food sources.

“It’s safe 1o say there are millions

of women with inadequate intakes,"
said Dawson-Hughes,

Care of real Christmas trees
For safety and a happy holiday

“Buying it fresh and keeping it
fresh are the most important things to
remember about selecting and caring
for your Christmas tree,” says Lloyd
Vander Streek, president of the Na-
tional Christmas Tree Association
(NCTA). He suggests a few simpie
tests for checking a tree's freshness,

First, gently grasp a branch be-
tween your thumb and forefingerand
pull it gently towards you. Few
needles should come off in your hand
if the tree is fresh. Second, take alook
at the ground around the tree. You
shouldn't see an excessive amountof
green needles on the ground. Some
loss of brown needles is normal.

Once you've chosen your tree,
keep it in a sheltered, unheated area,
such as a porch or garage, until you
are ready to decorate iL.

Before you set up your treg, make
a fresh, straight cut across the base of
the trunk (about a quarter of an inch

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Holiday foods

Have you noticed that we eat cer-
tain food items during the holidays?
The term “holidays” has come to
mean Thanksgiving and Christmas,
and we eat foods during these times
thatare, for the most part, ignored the
rest of the year. [ suppose we “save”
these items to make our holidays more
special. If that is the case, it works,

Walk into any store after Thanks-
giving and you will be greeted by a
huge stack of English walnuts. If
your family eats them as much as we
do, you will need to purchase five or

six bags to get you through the Christ-
mas season,

Al our house, we eat them all
during the holiday, but we hardly
ever buy them atany other time of the
year. Since we buy the walnuts only
during the Christmas season, it has a
positive psychological effect on us.
We begin to crack a few walnuts and
we say to ourselves, “Oh, it's Christ-

mas time.” Only a Scrooge would be
sad at such a special time; so we perk
up our feelings and attitude.

The same attitude seems 1o apply

Plan ahead when driving
after drinking, says AAA

AAA urgesdriversto*plan ahead”
if they are going to drive after drink-
ing alcoholic beverages. “It’s impor-
tant to decide beforehand how much
and how ofien you're going to drink,
and stick to the plan,” says Lilla
Mason, of AAA's Safety Founda-
tion. “If you wait until you’ve had a
few drinks to decide, your decision is
muddled and you're likely to drink
more than you can handle.”

After just one drink, a person’s
judgment can be impaired enough to
affect vision, hearing, reaction time
and balance, And, after four drinks, a
person is ten times as likely as a non-
drinker 10 have an accident.

In addition, the amount of alcohol
in the bloodstream does not start o
decline the moment a person stops
drinking. A good rule of thumb is to
drink no more than one alcoholic
beverage per hour. Mason encour-
ages drivers to consult a Blood Alco-
hol Concentration table to determine
how much they can safely drink over
a period of time,

Mason dispels some myths about
drinking, “Some people think it’s
possible for a drinker to get sober
quickly by drinking coffee, taking a
cold shower or exercising vigorously

— that’s simply not true. The body
burns up one-half ounce of alcohol
per hour. And, although food in the
stomach slows the absorption of al-
cohol, one can still become intoxi-
cated on a full stomach.

AAA offers the following tips for
those planning to drive after attend-
ing a party where alcohol is served:

* Don’tdrink alcoholic beverages
unless you really want to, If you feel
awkward about refusing a drink,
accept it and set it down after awhile.
Get a soft drink instead.

* If you do decide 1o drink, set a
limit of how many you’ll have and
stick to it. No one else is counting,

* Sip your drink slowly. Your
glass will never become empty and
you won't be tempted to fill it.

* Don’t let others pressure you
into drinking. Only you know what is
best for you.

* Even if you've had only one or
two drinks, wait an hour or two be-
fore driving.

* If you drink too heavily, plan to
stay with a friend or have someone
else drive you home, Or, rely on a

“designated driver” in the group.

Making holiday playthings
safer is goal of state inspectors

To help make sure Santa’s bag
doesn't contain unsafe toys, six
Kentucky product inspectors are
going shopping this month — meas-
uring, testing and scrutinizing play-
things in retail stores.

In particular, the inspectors are
looking 1o ensure that 90 children’s
products recalled by the federal
Consumer Product Safety Commis-
sion are not on shelves in Kentucky.
In general, they are checking for any
toy, pacifier or rattle that might be
harmful to children.

Terry Wescout, product safety
branch manager in the state Depart-
ment for Health Services, says that
the majority of the recalled toys in-
volve items with “small parts.”

“Toys with small parts pose a
choking hazard for young children,"
said Wescott, “and, therefore, can be
life-threatening. That's why it's
important for us (o catch these items
and have them removed from the
shelves."”

To determine whether a toy or part
of a toy passes the “small parts” test,
an inspector places the piece in ques-
tion into a cylinder with a 1.25-inch
diameter. If the part fits inside the
cylinder, it's too small and fails.
Questionable ilems are also sent to
Frankfort for testing.

“Most of the other toys on the
recalled listinvolve painted toys with
high lead levels,” Wescont said.
“These can be dangerous because
young children tend to chew on toys.
Our inspectors can send painted toys
to the 1ab in Frankfort 1o test the lead
content.”

Wescott says that inspectors also
look for toys with sharp points and
edges, loose buttons and eyes and
waming labels on electrical loys.

Most of the toys on the recalled
list are imported items, according to
Wescott.,

“This isn't 1o say that all imported
toys are unsafe,” he cautioned.
“Consumers can find many quality,
safe imported toys on the market.

“The important thing for consum-
ers Lo remember in buying any loy is
the importance of them doing their
own inspections before making pur-
chases.”

Wescolt says that parents and
others purchasing toys for the holi-
day season should look for the same

problems that state inspectors check
for — small parts, sharp edges and
points, quality construction and warn-
ing labels. He offered the following
tips also to be used by consumers.

* Pay attention to age guidelines
listed on toys but also consider the
individual child’s ability to use that
particular toy. For example, just
because a toy is labeled for a three
year old does not mean that every
child of that age will be mature to use

it properly.

* When shopping, keep in mind
all children in the home. A chemisiry
set might be appropriate for an older
child but only if it can be used and
stored out of the reach of young chil-
dren.
* Check any instructions to make
sure they are clear to you and, when
necessary, to the child.

Wescott reminds parents that oy
safety does not end with the holiday
shopping season.

“Many injuries caused by toys
occur when a toy is misused or when
a broken toy is played with,” he said.
“Parents should periodically check
their children's playthings to look for
items that need to be repaired or dis-
carded.”

Parents who spot a toy, or other
product, that appears to be unsafe can
report it 1o Wescott, Product Safety
Branch, Department for Health Serv-
ices, 275 E. Main St., Frankfort, KY

*Knead in '/« cup ground cmnamon.

=To make the bears or other shapes,
tape waxed paper to the work surface.
Let your children roll out the clay to
about 's:-inch thickness, Use cookie

cutters to make shapes. Poke a hole
for a hanger with a toothpick.

*The ornaments may take from a
few hours to a day to air-dry, To speed

drying, place the ornaments on a bak-
ing sheet in a 300 degree oven for 30
minutes. Shut off oven and let cool for
one hour. Continue fo air-dry uniil
omaments harden.

*Unused clay can be wrapped and
placed in a refrigerator or freezer.
Thaw frozen clay at roomn temperature
and, if necessary, knead before using.

= Upholstery braid or “silk” cord
twisted around an evergreen wreath
or gariand adds a rich Renaissance
touch. Finish off with tasselled tie-
backs made into a bow.

* Replace “year-round” family
pictures with a montage of snap-
shots from past holiday festivities.

* Add dramatic architectural de-
tail to evergreen garlands by an-
choring them with wood rosette
moldings, sprayed silver or gold,

* Decorate your holiday table
with strips of two-inch wide ribbon
laid end to end and across the table
between place settings. Color coor-
dinate with dishes and table linen.

¢ For added sparkle and scale,
place table centerpiece, including
candles, on a mirrored placemat.
