Combs, like many of the other 
students, takessomeofhisclasscs via 
satellite television. Students gather 
to watch the broadcast of a live class, 
and though more than a hundred 

miles from the teacher, they can still 
interact by phone. Later, if they want 
to review, they simply take a vide· 
otape of the class home and play It 
over as many times as they like·. 

Gary Frazier, a~;~istant county 
superintendent, calls the ll>ehnical 
high school "the best kept secret in 
Floyd County." Frazier adds that the 
school'sprogramistheonlyoncofits 
kind in the state. "People are begin­
ning to rome here from all over the 
state to look at what we' re doing, 
instead of to criticize," the adminis­
trator says. 

'1t's hard to tum around the idea 
of this as a dumping ground, .. Hall 
says, referring to the stigma that hac 
been traditionally attached to voca­
tional schools in academic circles. 
"This school has turned some kids' 
lives around." 

The vocational options include 
electronics, machine shop, busincso: 
and office, welding, auto mcc:hanics, 
carpentry and mlne maintenance. 
Each area emphasizes a hands-on 
approach. 

For instance, carpentry students 
arc now remodeling the reception 
area in Principal Ronald Turner's 
office. With a casual, concerned at~· 
tude that helps to set tne tone ~or the 
school, Turner compliments the stu­
dents and allows them a great deal of 
freedom as they learn by doing.

In 
addition, the Governor a&lin spoke 
to a joint session of the Legislature, 
this time in his State of the Common­
wealth address.

Under the bill, adults would be al­
lowed to state their desire in writing 
that they not be attached to mechani· 
cal life-support systems in the event 
of a clearly terminal condition.

The Elections and Constitutional 
Amendments Committee last week 
sent to the floor a measure allowing 
the General Assembly to call itself 
into special session if two-thirds of 
the membership signs a petition. 

The bill takes the form of a consti­
tutional amendment, which would 
have to be approved by voters in a 
referendum. Thecurrentconstitution 
allows only the governor to call an 

in ta"<es, ofwhicha majority is depos­
ited into the General Fund. Further­
more, the Kentucky Constitution 
plainly places responsibility for state 
government spending to members of 
the Kentucky General Assembly, the 
public officials elected by the resi­
dents of the Commonwealth to rep­
resent their interests in Frankfort. 

No decision has been made at this 
point in the legislative ~ession as to 
where lottery proceeds are to be util­
ized. 

As members of the House of Rep· 
resent a tives, w~ recognize our role in 
the budget process and are ready and 

extraordinary session of the Legisla­
ture and to set the agenda. 

The same committee also ap­
proved a second bill to change the 
constitution. House Bill 16 would 
allow the General Assembly toestab­
lish a legislative mechanism for re­
viewing, approving or rejecting 
administrative regulations during or 
between legislative sessions.

1990 outlook good for state farmers 

An article in the Friday, Feb. 2, 
edition of the Floyd County Times and 
a letter to the editot" in the same edi­
tion furnishes some misleading in­
formation about a piece of legisla­
tion introduced by Sen. Joe Meyer 
and passed by the Kentucky State 
Senate on Thursday, Feb. 1. 

I received a call from Fred James, 
Prestonsburg City Manager, on 
Thursday and was told of his concern 
about the legislation which he inter­
preted to harm the monies going to 
development and renovations at 
Archer Park. I talked to Sen. Meyer 
and expressed these concerns to him. 

Sen. Meyer told me he had talked 
to Mayor Ann Latta and assured her 
that this legislation will not affect the 
monies the Qty of Prestonsburg is 
collecting from the motel and restau­
rant tax. Sen. Meyer's legislation al­
lows for the expenditure of this tax 
money on any project "relative" to 
tourism. 

When the legislation was called 
for a vote on the Senate floor, I asked 
Sen. Meyer to reaffirm for me the 
conversation we had earlier that the 
legislation wouldnotaffectthemotel 
and restaurant tax revenues the City 
ofPrestonsburgisspendingon Archer 
Park. Sen. Meyer reaffirmed this. 

After the session, I called City 
Manager Fred James and told him 
that the legislation would not affect 
funding of Archer Park from the motel 
and restaurant tax rever1uessince the 
Park encourages tourism in Floyd 
County and Prestonsburg. Mr.James 
agreed with Sen. Meyers' and my 
interpretation of the legislation.

Econom1stsat the recent Kentucky 
Agriculture Outlook conference in 
Lexington said farmers should ex­
pect another good year in 1990. 

"Wearelookingatafinancialsitu­
ation that will be stronger in 1990 
than in any other time since the early 
part of the 1990s/' said Larry Jones, 
chairman of the University of 
Kentucky's agriculture economics 
deparbnent. 

Jones said the strength can be 
linked tocautiousinvestmentbehav­
ior, effective controlling of costs, in­
creased cash financing, and a contin­
ued restructuring and write-off of 
outstanding debts. He said net cash 
income for farmers should reach near 
$55 billion in 1990. 

"Still, the government estimates 
that one out of every 10 commercial 
farmers is still in financial distress or 
is at least financially vulnerable," he 
said. 

Jones said farmers can expect to 
seefarmcommoditysalesexceed$160 
billion nationally this year as a result 
ofwhatcould be record crop produc­
tions. 

The next five years should con­
tinue to be stable forfarmers because 
grain stocks are staying at a more 
controllable level, farmers have 
learned to control costs, and because 
of soaring exports.

Formation of a local users' group 
has been the sub)Cct of discussion 
amongmanyareacomputerusersfor 
some time. But the lack of meeting 
facility with access to computers for 
copying files prevented such an or· 
ganization from forming. 

However, last October,local hob­
byist jim Daniels of Auxier was con­
tacted by personnel at the Floyd 
County Library. They were interested 
in starting a shareware software col­
lection for patron use. (To those that 
are not familiar with computers, soft­
ware is the set of instructions that 
tells the computer how to do a spe­
cific task). 

Shareware is computer software 
that is copyrighted by the au thor, but 
that is made available to anyone to 
"try before you buy." In other words, 
a person may take it home, put it in 
the computer, and see how well it 
performs the function for which it 
was intended. Then, if the person 
decides that the software will be 
useful, he or she pays for it 

Each software disk contains regis­
tration information,including price, 
as requested by theauthor. lf the user 
chooses to keep the program, pay­
ment of the suggestedamountissent 
to the author. Theauthorwillusually 
then send the user a more detailed 
instruction manual, a more recent 
version of the software, often both of 
the above, or will at least inform the 
user when a new version of the prod­
uct is available. 

As Daniels and library represen­
tatives discussed computers, the 
prospect of installing an electronic 
bulletin board was broached. At a 
later meeting, it was agreed that, since 
both the computer users and the li­
brary desire to make information 
available to the public, a joint venture 
could be agreed upon. 

Theresul twas that Daniels agreed 
to supply the hardware, and David 
Allen of Alarm Service Company, 
Prestonsburg, would do the set-up 
and programming and train library 
staff in system operations. The Floyd 
County Library would supply a 
working area in which the computer 
could be set up and then install a 
dedicated telephone line solely for 
the use of the bulletin board. 

In addition, the library will be the 
locationatwhichtheusersgroupwill 
meet, atld will allow access to its 
computer so that members will be 
able to exchange files. 

ThePACE/Librarybulletinboard 
uses RBBS, the industry standard for 
bulletin boards, and has been in beta~ 
testingstatesincejan.lO. Though not 
yeti nits fi na 1 form, it is now ready for 
operation, and many of its functions 
are already available. ProtocoJs are 
1200 baud no parity, 8 bits, one stop 
bit. The telephone number is 886-
8403. This is not a voice number. 

Acallermaynowleavemessages, 
read messages left in his or her name, 
make comments, join conferences on 
a variety of topics, read bulletins, 
obtain information on joining PACE, 
down-load /up-load files, open doors 
to various topics, obtain current li­
brary notices and information and 
much more. 

If this spunds too confusing, don't 
worry. The PACE group exists to 
share information on computers of 
every type, and each meeting has 
something for everyone, whether 
novice or professional user. Experi­
enced users will gladly answer any 
questions you may have, and will 
giveusefulshortcutsandtipsforusers 
ofalllevels.Noquestion will besmal~ 
and if not one knows the answer, 
other groups will be contacted for 
that information. 

Also, from time to time, special 
speakers will give talks on various 
topics. Special fnterest Groups (or 
SICS) will form and will cover many 
different subjects. These will include 
groups on various computer types, 
such as IBM and compatibles, Apple, 
Mcintosh, Commodore, Amiga, 
Tandy /Radio Shack, and others. 

Programming. software and many 
other topics will be the central idea 
behind other conference groups. 
These SICs will meet immediately 
after the primary activities of the 
evening.

They believe the girl should just quit 
school and go home.llooka titdiffer­
ently. My goal is to get students to 
graduate, whatever their situation," 
Huffman said. 

So the nursery was located at Betsy 
Layne High School and has since 
served 13 parents and five babies. 
Two mothers graduated in Decem­
ber and one is slated to get her di­
ploma this spring. 

"The women who come back are 
workers and theyaresomeofthe best 
women that Floyd County has for the 
future," Huffman stressed. 'They 

made a m.~stakCt but it's not worth 
throwing them on the trash heap and 
saying 'all right, you made one mis­
take, now we are not going to give 
you another chance.' These arc fine 
girls and I'm very, vety proud of 
them." 

Huffman said the mothers who 
comebackaretopnotchstudentsand 
often face a lot of obstacles upon their 
return, from their husbands, parents, 
teachers and thecommunity. 

'These girls are very determined. 
They are real workers, and they don't 
want to be on welfare. They need a lot 
of support and need people to tell 
them this is the right thing to do, and 
they don't a.! ways get it," she contin­
ued. 

The nursery doesn't cater solely 
to BLHSstudents,as Huffman ppints 
out. This high school does not have 
the highest pregnancy rate in the 
county, and the only reason it was 

located at BLHS is that she was the 
only teacher willing to take it. 

Huffman has sent letters to girls 
she knows have dropped out because 
of pregnancy and invites them to 
transfer to BLHS.Alsootherstudents 
recruit for her, telling their friends 
and relatives about the program. 

'1 think it's having a positive ef­
fect on the other students,'' Huffman 
said. "These parents, both mothers 
and fathers, are very vocal and tell 
the others just what it's like having a

child. The students see them coming 
to school hauling a book bag in one 
armand a baby in theother,and with 
no money in their pockets and they 
realize the realities of parenthood." 

A specially contracted driver is 
supplied bytheschoolsystem to drive 
these mothers and babies to school 
and the nursery is staffed with a full­
time teachers aide and a part-tlme 
volunteer. 

Even with all the benefits to the 
program though, mothers are reluc­
tanttocometoBetsy Layne. Huffman 
sites the school's negative image as 
the reason, but adds that this reputa­
tionis magnified aod things aren't as 
bad as is rumored. 

Because of this, Huffman thought 
of moving the nursery to Floyd 
County Technical High School (for­
merly Garth Vocational School). 
"After some discussion we deter­
mined this was not a viable option. 

They want to get a regular education 
from their r~lar school, and I don't 
blame them, 'she said. 

Huffman noted that since the 
nurserywasopened,therehavebeen 
fewer pregnant students at Betsy 
Layne. This is why she has sentletters 
to other schools. She feared that the 
day care could not justify itself for 
next year. But just this week she was 
notified from Frankfort that the nurs­
ery had operating funds for another

the Allens, Meades, Strnttons, and 
many other family groups. 
Typical oftheimpendingcrisis was

son, Lincoln. He received only 1366 
votes state wide. Here lived the 
La ynes, Mea des, Hatchers, and other 
pioneer families, some adherent to 
the north, most sympathizing with 
the south. At the mouth of Coldwa­
ter, lived Lindsay Layne, a son-in­
law of Moses Meade. Layne was a 
union protagonist. He was told not 
to attempt to vote for Lincoln, as 
guns would bar his way. He went to 
the polls, accompanied by his son 
Mbses. When Layne entered the 
votingplaceheca lled out to the clerk, 
''Mark one down for old Abe.'' Moses 
did likewise. Thus Lincoln received 
two votes at Laynesvillc, two votes 
cast in the face of unfired guns be­
cause men respect courage every­
where. It is interesting now to ob· 
serve that descendants of the pio­
neerMeade, whobroughtslavesinto 
the valley, split in their opinions, as 
Meade brother::; went into opposite 
camps. (The following history and 
comments are taken from Henry 
Scalf's book, "Kentucky's Last Fron­
tier").

Over 40 years of progress in den­
tistry has resulted in dramatic im­
provements in the oral health of 
Americansandenormoussavingson 
dental health care costs, according to 
the Kenhtcky Mountain Dental Soci­
ety. 

Scientific breakthroughs, im­
proved dental equipment and tech­
niques, and increased consumer in­
formation efforts are responsible for 
these benefits. Following are among 
the major innovations which have 
marked the past four decades and 
some directions for the future. 

FLUORIDE is considered to be the 
single most effective weapon against 
tooth decay. In 1948, the mineral was 
proved to prevent cavities by 
strengthening tooth enamel. Now it 
is available in toothpastes, mouth 
rinses, tablets, topical applications 
and fluoridated water supplies. To­
day, about 60 percent of Americans 
drink fluoridated water and half of 
school age children have never had a 
cavity. Currently, scientists are re­
searching a time-release fluoride 
pellet which would bond to a tooth 
and allow continuous absorption of

fluoride over six months. 
PLAQUE REMOVAL became 

paramount in the 1960s, when re­
searchers isolated the bacteria in 
plaque as the cause of tooth decay 
and periodontal (gum) diseases. Pre­
ventive techniques include physical 
removal of plaque by brushing and 
flossing and use of chemical anti­
plaque toothpastes and mouthrinses 
to control infections. Today dentists 
arealsousingantibioticstotreatsome 
forms ~f periodontal disease and 
dental scientists are seeking a vaccine 
to prevent tooth decay - similar to 
vaccinesagainstmeasles, mumps and 
polio. 

SEALANTsareadditional preven­
tive measures that were created in 
the early 1970s and arc strongly rec­
ommended by the ADA. Sealants are 
plastic coatings applied to the tooth's 
c~ewing surfaces to fill microscopic 
p1ts ancf fissures in children's devel­
oping permanent molars. Recently, 
sealants have been combined with 
time-release fluoride to strengthen 
tooth enamel and remineralize areas 
which show early signs of decay. 

HIGH SPEED DRILLS have been 
important innovations in dentistry, 
and when coupled with fast-acting 
anesthetics, have removed the pain, 
and accompanying fear, of a trip to 
the dentist. In 1950, ball-bearing 
handpieces introduced in 1957 
reached 300,(XX>rpms. Today' s drills 
make quick work of decay, reaching 
speeds of 800,(XX) rpms. There are 
also chemical compounds which can 
dissolve small areas of decay now in 
use in a few dental offices. Lasers 
may replace drills in the future. Ex­
perimentally, concentrated laser 
beams are being used to eradicate 
decay, smooth pits and fissures and 
clean root canals. 

PATIENT INFORMATION and 
education havemadeimportantcon­
tributions to the decrease in tooth 
decay and are now being employed 
to fight gum diseases. Programs like 
ADA's National Children's Dental 
Health Month, now celebrating its 
.1styear,havemadethepublicaware 
of the importance of goOd daily hy­
giene and regular professional care, 
according to the Kentucky Mountain 
Dental Society. 

Today, the majority of Americans 
understand that teeth are intended to 
last a lifetime and, with good habits, 
developed early in life, they will.

Jt is 
computers, teen pregnancy, family 
violence, consumer education, how 
to manage a home, family and job," 
she stressed . "We don't teach them 
how to bake cookies because they can 
buycookies,andwhosewsanymore? 
We also have the h1ghest percentage 
of boys in home ec in the s1ate, mostly 
due to the family life curriculum." 

She noted that the curriculum she 
uses is the most popular in the coun­
try and one that the state can't keep 
enough of in print. She also instructs

'The year 
before last only two girls were re­
ported as dropping out because of 
pregnancy and I reported 1both of 
those. So our statistics aren't accu­
rate."

In 
addition, the Governor a&lin spoke 
to a joint session of the Legislature, 
this time in his State of the Common­
wealth address. 

But, even before legislators re­
turned to the Capitol, the Governor 
launched a television ad campaign 
whichcreatedseriousmisconceptions 
aboutthe state's General Fund and its 
relationship to the General Assem­
bly.

The "liVing will," annualleSisla­
tive sessions and a plan to prevent 
high-school dropouts from obtaining 
a driver's license were just a few of 
the issues tackled last week by the 
House of Representatives and its 
committees. 

In a week marked by the 
governor's State of the Common­
wealth address and action on many 
high-profileissues, several important 
bills advanced a step along the legis­
lative process.

Supportersofthemeasuresaid 
it was necessary to give people a 
degree of control over their 6nalda ys. 
Under the bill, adults would be al­
lowed to state their desire in writing 
that they not be attached to mechani· 
cal life-support systems in the event 
of a clearly terminal condition. 

eral Fund for some sort of "slush 
fund" and possibly use the fund for 
something other than government­
related purposes.

Sponsors of House Bill 113 em­
phasized the legislation would not 
permit the withholding of food, wa­
ter or medicine, and would not apply 
to pregnant women.

One amendment attached to the 
legislation would prohibit doctors, 
nursesorhealth-careemployeesfrom 
beingdemoted,disciplinedorpassed 
over for promotion if they refuse to 
comply with a patient's living will 
declaration on moral, religious or 
professional grounds. 

The measure now goes to the 
Senate for consideration. 

The Elections and Constitutional 
Amendments Committee last week 
sent to the floor a measure allowing 
the General Assembly to call itself 
into special session if two-thirds of 
the membership signs a petition. 

The bill takes the form of a consti­
tutional amendment, which would 
have to be approved by voters in a 
referendum. Thecurrentconstitution 
allows only the governor to call an 

in ta"<es, ofwhicha majority is depos­
ited into the General Fund. Further­
more, the Kentucky Constitution 
plainly places responsibility for state 
government spending to members of 
the Kentucky General Assembly, the 
public officials elected by the resi­
dents of the Commonwealth to rep­
resent their interests in Frankfort. 

No decision has been made at this 
point in the legislative ~ession as to 
where lottery proceeds are to be util­
ized. 

As members of the House of Rep· 
resent a tives, w~ recognize our role in 
the budget process and are ready and 

extraordinary session of the Legisla­
ture and to set the agenda. 

The same committee also ap­
proved a second bill to change the 
constitution. House Bill 16 would 
allow the General Assembly toestab­
lish a legislative mechanism for re­
viewing, approving or rejecting 
administrative regulations during or 
between legislative sessions. 

Regulationsarenotreally laws but 
have essentially the same force. Some

1990 outlook good for state farmers 

An article in the Friday, Feb. 2, 
edition of the Floyd County Times and 
a letter to the editot" in the same edi­
tion furnishes some misleading in­
formation about a piece of legisla­
tion introduced by Sen.

I received a call from Fred James, 
Prestonsburg City Manager, on 
Thursday and was told of his concern 
about the legislation which he inter­
preted to harm the monies going to 
development and renovations at 
Archer Park. I talked to Sen. Meyer 
and expressed these concerns to him. 

Sen. Meyer told me he had talked 
to Mayor Ann Latta and assured her 
that this legislation will not affect the 
monies the Qty of Prestonsburg is 
collecting from the motel and restau­
rant tax. Sen. Meyer's legislation al­
lows for the expenditure of this tax 
money on any project "relative" to 
tourism. 

When the legislation was called 
for a vote on the Senate floor, I asked 
Sen. Meyer to reaffirm for me the 
conversation we had earlier that the 
legislation wouldnotaffectthemotel 
and restaurant tax revenues the City 
ofPrestonsburgisspendingon Archer 
Park. Sen. Meyer reaffirmed this. 

After the session, I called City 
Manager Fred James and told him 
that the legislation would not affect 
funding of Archer Park from the motel 
and restaurant tax rever1uessince the 
Park encourages tourism in Floyd 
County and Prestonsburg. Mr.James 
agreed with Sen. Meyers' and my 
interpretation of the legislation.

Econom1stsat the recent Kentucky 
Agriculture Outlook conference in 
Lexington said farmers should ex­
pect another good year in 1990. 

"Wearelookingatafinancialsitu­
ation that will be stronger in 1990 
than in any other time since the early 
part of the 1990s/' said Larry Jones, 
chairman of the University of 
Kentucky's agriculture economics 
deparbnent. 

Jones said the strength can be 
linked tocautiousinvestmentbehav­
ior, effective controlling of costs, in­
creased cash financing, and a contin­
ued restructuring and write-off of 
outstanding debts. He said net cash 
income for farmers should reach near 
$55 billion in 1990. 

"Still, the government estimates 
that one out of every 10 commercial 
farmers is still in financial distress or 
is at least financially vulnerable," he 
said. 

Jones said farmers can expect to 
seefarmcommoditysalesexceed$160 
billion nationally this year as a result 
ofwhatcould be record crop produc­
tions. 

The next five years should con­
tinue to be stable forfarmers because 
grain stocks are staying at a more 
controllable level, farmers have 
learned to control costs, and because 
of soaring exports.

Formation of a local users' group 
has been the sub)Cct of discussion 
amongmanyareacomputerusersfor 
some time. But the lack of meeting 
facility with access to computers for 
copying files prevented such an or· 
ganization from forming. 

However, last October,local hob­
byist jim Daniels of Auxier was con­
tacted by personnel at the Floyd 
County Library. They were interested 
in starting a shareware software col­
lection for patron use. (To those that 
are not familiar with computers, soft­
ware is the set of instructions that 
tells the computer how to do a spe­
cific task). 

Shareware is computer software 
that is copyrighted by the au thor, but 
that is made available to anyone to 
"try before you buy." In other words, 
a person may take it home, put it in 
the computer, and see how well it 
performs the function for which it 
was intended. Then, if the person 
decides that the software will be 
useful, he or she pays for it 

Each software disk contains regis­
tration information,including price, 
as requested by theauthor. lf the user 
chooses to keep the program, pay­
ment of the suggestedamountissent 
to the author. Theauthorwillusually 
then send the user a more detailed 
instruction manual, a more recent 
version of the software, often both of 
the above, or will at least inform the 
user when a new version of the prod­
uct is available. 

As Daniels and library represen­
tatives discussed computers, the 
prospect of installing an electronic 
bulletin board was broached. At a 
later meeting, it was agreed that, since 
both the computer users and the li­
brary desire to make information 
available to the public, a joint venture 
could be agreed upon. 

Theresul twas that Daniels agreed 
to supply the hardware, and David 
Allen of Alarm Service Company, 
Prestonsburg, would do the set-up 
and programming and train library 
staff in system operations. The Floyd 
County Library would supply a 
working area in which the computer 
could be set up and then install a 
dedicated telephone line solely for 
the use of the bulletin board. 

In addition, the library will be the 
locationatwhichtheusersgroupwill 
meet, atld will allow access to its 
computer so that members will be 
able to exchange files. 

ThePACE/Librarybulletinboard 
uses RBBS, the industry standard for 
bulletin boards, and has been in beta~ 
testingstatesincejan.lO. Though not 
yeti nits fi na 1 form, it is now ready for 
operation, and many of its functions 
are already available. ProtocoJs are 
1200 baud no parity, 8 bits, one stop 
bit. The telephone number is 886-
8403. This is not a voice number. 

Acallermaynowleavemessages, 
read messages left in his or her name, 
make comments, join conferences on 
a variety of topics, read bulletins, 
obtain information on joining PACE, 
down-load /up-load files, open doors 
to various topics, obtain current li­
brary notices and information and 
much more. 

If this spunds too confusing, don't 
worry. The PACE group exists to 
share information on computers of 
every type, and each meeting has 
something for everyone, whether 
novice or professional user. Experi­
enced users will gladly answer any 
questions you may have, and will 
giveusefulshortcutsandtipsforusers 
ofalllevels.Noquestion will besmal~ 
and if not one knows the answer, 
other groups will be contacted for 
that information. 

Also, from time to time, special 
speakers will give talks on various 
topics. Special fnterest Groups (or 
SICS) will form and will cover many 
different subjects. These will include 
groups on various computer types, 
such as IBM and compatibles, Apple, 
Mcintosh, Commodore, Amiga, 
Tandy /Radio Shack, and others. 

Programming. software and many 
other topics will be the central idea 
behind other conference groups. 
These SICs will meet immediately 
after the primary activities of the 
evening.

story. The professor agreed to enroll 
him in school and take him in.lf he 
would study hard enough to pass 
the exam at theendof the term. They 
werealways gwen an exam and those 
who passed were given a certificate 
to teach and Alex could pay him 
backthatFall whenhetaughtschool.

proposed for the old Mountain Chris­
tian Academy, said Patricia Huffman, 
home economics teacher at BLHS. 
Originally Huffman sought the funds 
for the nursery for that proposed 
school. She received two grants from 
theDepartmentofVocationalEduca­
tion:onefora nursery and the second 
for building students' self-esteem. 

Unfortunately, the Floyd County 
School Board did not get the funding 
for the school, so the nursery went 
"begging," according to Huffman. 

Noone wanted the nursery at their 
highschool, Huffman noted. The extra 
workand noise and the factthatmany 
teachers wereagainstthejdea played 
a key role in the decision. 

''Many teachers arenotinterested 
in teen parents and their problems. 
They believe the girl should just quit 
school and go home.llooka titdiffer­
ently. My goal is to get students to 
graduate, whatever their situation," 
Huffman said. 

So the nursery was located at Betsy 
Layne High School and has since 
served 13 parents and five babies. 
Two mothers graduated in Decem­
ber and one is slated to get her di­
ploma this spring. 

"The women who come back are 
workers and theyaresomeofthe best 
women that Floyd County has for the 
future," Huffman stressed. 'They 

made a m.~stakCt but it's not worth 
throwing them on the trash heap and 
saying 'all right, you made one mis­
take, now we are not going to give 
you another chance.' These arc fine 
girls and I'm very, vety proud of 
them." 

Huffman said the mothers who 
comebackaretopnotchstudentsand 
often face a lot of obstacles upon their 
return, from their husbands, parents, 
teachers and thecommunity. 

'These girls are very determined. 
They are real workers, and they don't 
want to be on welfare. They need a lot 
of support and need people to tell 
them this is the right thing to do, and 
they don't a.! ways get it," she contin­
ued. 

The nursery doesn't cater solely 
to BLHSstudents,as Huffman ppints 
out. This high school does not have 
the highest pregnancy rate in the 
county, and the only reason it was 

located at BLHS is that she was the 
only teacher willing to take it. 

Huffman has sent letters to girls 
she knows have dropped out because 
of pregnancy and invites them to 
transfer to BLHS.Alsootherstudents 
recruit for her, telling their friends 
and relatives about the program. 

'1 think it's having a positive ef­
fect on the other students,'' Huffman 
said. "These parents, both mothers 
and fathers, are very vocal and tell 
the others just what it's like having a

child. The students see them coming 
to school hauling a book bag in one 
armand a baby in theother,and with 
no money in their pockets and they 
realize the realities of parenthood." 

A specially contracted driver is 
supplied bytheschoolsystem to drive 
these mothers and babies to school 
and the nursery is staffed with a full­
time teachers aide and a part-tlme 
volunteer. 

Even with all the benefits to the 
program though, mothers are reluc­
tanttocometoBetsy Layne. Huffman 
sites the school's negative image as 
the reason, but adds that this reputa­
tionis magnified aod things aren't as 
bad as is rumored. 

Because of this, Huffman thought 
of moving the nursery to Floyd 
County Technical High School (for­
merly Garth Vocational School). 
"After some discussion we deter­
mined this was not a viable option. 

They want to get a regular education 
from their r~lar school, and I don't 
blame them, 'she said. 

Huffman noted that since the 
nurserywasopened,therehavebeen 
fewer pregnant students at Betsy 
Layne. This is why she has sentletters 
to other schools. She feared that the 
day care could not justify itself for 
next year. But just this week she was 
notified from Frankfort that the nurs­
ery had operating funds for another

His 
brother, Rhodes, enlisted in the Un­
ion Army March 10, 1864 on Mud 
Creek, in Floyd County, as a private 
in Co.K.39th. KY. INF. Robert, john 
P. and McDonald, all brothers to 
Rhodes Jr., served in this same 39th 
I<.INF. Robert wasinCo. B, but John 
P.andMcDonald were in Co. K with 

Rhodes. They were in the battle of 
Puncheon, April14, 1864 and were 
sent to Tug River, in pursuit of the 
confederate Col. Smith's forces, and 
later put down the guerrillas on Li tlle 
Sandy River.Rhodesserved as a scout 
during most of his term in the army. 
While on furlough in the spring of 
1864, he was captured on Beaver 
Creek by Col. Diamond's Cavalry, 
and spent two months in prison at 
Christiansburg, Virginia. Upon being 
paroled, herejoincdhiscommandat 
Paintsville, Ky. 
He was discharged, September 15, 

1865, and returned to his avocation 
offarmer in Floyd County near Lay­
ncsville, the present Harold, K y 
Pike County was unionist, almost 

totheman,aswasjohnsonCo.butin 
Floyd County, there was de a vage in 
the Allens, Meades, Strnttons, and 
many other family groups. 
Typical oftheimpendingcrisis was 

the election day voting at Layncsville 

precinct in Floyd County, in the 
Presidential Election of 1860, when 
the entire state reJected their native 
son, Lincoln. He received only 1366 
votes state wide. Here lived the 
La ynes, Mea des, Hatchers, and other 
pioneer families, some adherent to 
the north, most sympathizing with 
the south. At the mouth of Coldwa­
ter, lived Lindsay Layne, a son-in­
law of Moses Meade. Layne was a 
union protagonist. He was told not 
to attempt to vote for Lincoln, as 
guns would bar his way. He went to 
the polls, accompanied by his son 
Mbses. When Layne entered the 
votingplaceheca lled out to the clerk, 
''Mark one down for old Abe.'' Moses 
did likewise. Thus Lincoln received 
two votes at Laynesvillc, two votes 
cast in the face of unfired guns be­
cause men respect courage every­
where. It is interesting now to ob· 
serve that descendants of the pio­
neerMeade, whobroughtslavesinto 
the valley, split in their opinions, as 
Meade brother::; went into opposite 
camps. (The following history and 
comments are taken from Henry 
Scalf's book, "Kentucky's Last Fron­
tier").

There are very few 
accidental pregnancies. They do it to 

get out of the house, to get their par­
ents to allow them tobemarried,orto 
quit school." 

Huffman notes that she also acts 
as an information and referral source 
for many students. "A lot of girls will 
come to me crying, thinking their 
pregnant. f immediately get them to 
go to the clinic and get tested and 
then if they are not pregnant I give 
them further information on contra­
ceptives, sexually transmitted dis­
eases and the like."

Over 40 years of progress in den­
tistry has resulted in dramatic im­
provements in the oral health of 
Americansandenormoussavingson 
dental health care costs, according to 
the Kenhtcky Mountain Dental Soci­
ety. 

Scientific breakthroughs, im­
proved dental equipment and tech­
niques, and increased consumer in­
formation efforts are responsible for 
these benefits. Following are among 
the major innovations which have 
marked the past four decades and 
some directions for the future. 

FLUORIDE is considered to be the 
single most effective weapon against 
tooth decay. In 1948, the mineral was 
proved to prevent cavities by 
strengthening tooth enamel. Now it 
is available in toothpastes, mouth 
rinses, tablets, topical applications 
and fluoridated water supplies. To­
day, about 60 percent of Americans 
drink fluoridated water and half of 
school age children have never had a 
cavity. Currently, scientists are re­
searching a time-release fluoride 
pellet which would bond to a tooth 
and allow continuous absorption of

PLAQUE REMOVAL became 

paramount in the 1960s, when re­
searchers isolated the bacteria in 
plaque as the cause of tooth decay 
and periodontal (gum) diseases. Pre­
ventive techniques include physical 
removal of plaque by brushing and 
flossing and use of chemical anti­
plaque toothpastes and mouthrinses 
to control infections. Today dentists 
arealsousingantibioticstotreatsome 
forms ~f periodontal disease and 
dental scientists are seeking a vaccine 
to prevent tooth decay - similar to 
vaccinesagainstmeasles, mumps and 
polio. 

SEALANTsareadditional preven­
tive measures that were created in 
the early 1970s and arc strongly rec­
ommended by the ADA. Sealants are 
plastic coatings applied to the tooth's 
c~ewing surfaces to fill microscopic 
p1ts ancf fissures in children's devel­
oping permanent molars. Recently, 
sealants have been combined with 
time-release fluoride to strengthen 
tooth enamel and remineralize areas 
which show early signs of decay. 

HIGH SPEED DRILLS have been 
important innovations in dentistry, 
and when coupled with fast-acting 
anesthetics, have removed the pain, 
and accompanying fear, of a trip to 
the dentist. In 1950, ball-bearing 
handpieces introduced in 1957 
reached 300,(XX>rpms. Today' s drills 
make quick work of decay, reaching 
speeds of 800,(XX) rpms. There are 
also chemical compounds which can 
dissolve small areas of decay now in 
use in a few dental offices. Lasers 
may replace drills in the future. Ex­
perimentally, concentrated laser 
beams are being used to eradicate 
decay, smooth pits and fissures and 
clean root canals. 

PATIENT INFORMATION and 
education havemadeimportantcon­
tributions to the decrease in tooth 
decay and are now being employed 
to fight gum diseases. Programs like 
ADA's National Children's Dental 
Health Month, now celebrating its 
.1styear,havemadethepublicaware 
of the importance of goOd daily hy­
giene and regular professional care, 
according to the Kentucky Mountain 
Dental Society. 

Today, the majority of Americans 
understand that teeth are intended to 
last a lifetime and, with good habits, 
developed early in life, they will.
