Firefighter "housewarming" develops skills 
ers."

It's not often that firefighters have 
the opportunity to spend four or five 
hours burning a house down. 

That's what the Prestonsburg Fire 
Department did Monday afternoon, 
as in-depth, fire fightingtraining was 
conducted for full-time and volun­
teer city firefighters, using an aban­
doned house behind Highlands Re­
gional Medical Center. The hospital 
owns the house and land and wished 
to have the structure removed. 

"We've asked thefiredepartmcnt 
to do this for two reasons," said Robert 
Ford, safety and security director for 
Highlands. "First, this house is apan­
doned and presents a liability to the 
hospital, if someone went in and hurt 
themselves in it. Secondly, we try to 
work closely with the city fire depart­
ment to tmprove safety in the area 
Training on this house will improve 

the firefighters' skills and benefit the 
community." 

"[t's not often that we get the 
opportunity to use a quality house to 
train in," said Fire MarshaU Larry 
Adams oft he single storywhite house, 
which had clearly seen better days. 
"We plan to put it to good use.'' 

Thefirefightersparticipatingin the 
training donned their bulky protec­
tive gear and received an informa­
tional and safety briefing from 
Adams, including a walk-through of 
the structure. 

"It's important that you don't get 
scared and that you staycalmduring 
the exercise," said Adams to the train­
ees, as they crowded into thesoon:to­
beignited house."[ want you to thmk 
safety at all times. You need to trust 
your partners who are working with 
you. When you're in a burning build· 
ing, filled with heat and smoke, your 
life depends on your fellow firefight-

Capt. Kenny Crisp ignited the first 
exercise, which required teams of 
three to conduct a search and rescue 
operation through the smoke-filled 
house. Crisp built a fire in a wash tub 
in the most structurally sound room 
of the house, billowing smoke and 
creating a low visibility environment. 
Firefighters crawled, wearing oxygen 
tanks, through the house, in a pattern 
designed to find anyone trapped or 
disabled by smoke. 

"We want to get all of our fire­
fighters used to heat and smoke/' 
said Adams. ''The first time you're in 
a burning house, it's really hard on 
you. This practice will make our fire­
fighters better able to handle the real 
thing." 

Following the search and rescue 
training, separate fires were built, and 
trainees were required to enter the

As 
stated in Friday's letter," ... in view of 
the deficiencies and Floyd County's 
continued request of waivers, I (Cor­
rection Cabinet Secretary John Wig· 
ginton) feel I have no choice but to 
order the Floyd County J at! serve only 
as a holdover." 

"It's been eight years since the 
standards were enacted," said Pow­
ell. "Wecan'tcontinuetogrant waiv­
ers. Unfortunately, this is a common 
problem throughout the state." 

The impact of turning the current 
jail into a 96-hour holdover facility 
will be costly to the county, say both 
Stumbo and Floyd County Sheriff 
Paul Hunt Thompson. 

"If this goes through, my depart­
ment will have to spend more time 
handling prisoners, rather than being 
out trying to capture them," said 
Thompson. ''Depending on where we 
had to transport them, we'd be rais· 
ing the costs for fuel, as well as tying 
up deputies. We might need another 
full time deputy just to deal with

Health care tops 
labor/management 
negotiations 

Health care is the current key is­
sue in labor/management negotia­
tions, says Earl Leondhardt,a federal 
mediator based in Cincinnati. 

Leonlhardt spoke last Thursday 
at a dinner/seminar sponsored by 
the Big Sandy Area Labor Manage­
ment Committee (BSALMC) at May 
Lodge in Jenny Wiley State Resort 
Park. The purpose of the seminar, as 
are all BSALMC activities, is to im­
prove communication and under­
standingbetweenlaborandmanage­
ment in the region. 

"At the bargaining table, heallh 
care is the number one issue," said 
Leondhardt. "Health care costs 
jumped 20.4 percent in 1989 and 
medical plans on average increased 
in cost from $2100 to $2600 in 1988. 
These costs tend to take away any 
raises of workers. I don'tknow where 
the price increases will end."

In short, no 
overt politician or behind-the­
scenes politico pulls our strings. 

Second, The Times does not in­
tend to endorse editorially, either 
outright or by inuendo, any can· 
didate for public office· unless 
the choices seem so outrageous as 
to warrant a conscience-driven en­
dorsement and unless we believe 
that our blessing will truly make 
a difference. Persons wishillg to 
make a political statement may 
do so by paying for advertising 
space which gives them the right 
to say what they v.ant and'" here 
they want it, with some obvious 
hmitations. They may also sub­
mit a letter to the editor, which 
will be published for free, as long 
as the letter is signed, is not libel· 
ous and adheres to reasonable 
standards of good taste. 

Trurd, this newspaper stands 
for and practices, as far as is 
humanly possible, the concept of 
fairness. Many is the time that 
reporters have stayed on the 

phone late into the night, holding 
up the press at times, in attempts 
to reach all parties involved in 
controvers1al issues. Many is the 
time potentia 11y important stories 
have been held for later publica· 
tion or killed bccau~e a reporter 
could not get the other side of an 
issue. Many is the hme when what 
appeared to be a big story fizzled 
when all sides were examined or 
the moti vesof the informer.:; were 
found questionable. That's not to 
say, \"\'e haven't occasionally been 
hoodwinked, but we try not to 
fall for the same manipulator 
twice. 

Of course, the meaning of the 
word "fair" is sometimes called 
into question. Too many times, 
folksconsidersomethmg fair only 
when it puts them in a good light 
or when it reinforces their own 
deep-seated insecurities and 
prejudices. When wespeakoffair, 
we refer to the basic philosophy 
that every issue has at least two 
sides, sometimes many more, and 
that each reasonable side deserves 
to be considered and prcscn ted. 

Our goal is to ferret out those 
aspects ot an 1ssuc and prcS('nt as 
many as possible or reasonable, 
without passing Judgment. We 
believe that most of our readers 
are capable of judging for them­
selves once they have a better 
understanding of an 1ssuc and 
have access to factuiil informa­
tion. 

We admit to a heap of cynicism 
- just like most Eastern Ken­
tuckians. Perhaps we've S<'Cn one

Two possible changes in 
Kentucky's constitution were ap­
proved last week in the House of 
Representatives, alongwitha bill that 
would change the way trustees and 
council members are appointed to 
the state's hlgher education boards. 

Several substantive issues were 
addressed in the House as the 1990 
sessionofthcGencralAs.semblynears 
its halfway point. 

House Bill 16 would grant the 
General A!'sembly power to veto 
executive regulations, if approved 
first by the Senate and then the citi· 
zenso!Kentucky. Thepurposeofthls 
is to give us a way to block regula­
tions which do not m~t legislative 
intent. Currently, theGeneralAssem· 
blymayonly acton ther-e regulations 
durmg regular sessions every two 
yl!ars. 

House Bill 13, which passed the 
House by a vote of91-l, would allow 
the General Assembly to call itself 
into session, provided that there ts a 
petition signed by two-thtrds of the 
General Assembly. 

Presently only the governor can 
call a special session and this amend· 
ment should provide for much· 
needed balances between the 
branches of government. If this con· 
stitutional amendment 1S approved 
by the Senate, it, too, will be placed 
before the voters of Kentucky in 
November. 

The General Assembly is allowed 
to present up to four constitutional 

amendments during any session. 
C~>nstitutional amendments, if passed 
by both houses, then go to the Secre­
tary of State to be placed on the ballot 
so you, the citizens of Kentucky, can 
make the ultimate decision. 

Another im porlant measure which 
gained Houseapprovallastweek was 
a bill that would restrict the 
governor's control of the university 
governing boards. 

House Bill136 calls for the e!>lab­
lishment of a citizens' commission 
whlch would screen gubernatorial 
appointees to university boards and 
the Council on Higher Education. The 
commission would have seven 
members, one for each Supreme Court 
dsstrict, appointed by the governor 
and confirmed by the Legislature. 

Once established, the committee 
would receive nominations and re· 
ci'Wt candidates for each university 
board vacancy, then submit three 
names to the governor, who would 

then make the final appointment. 
Under current law, there arc no 

limits on the governor'~ power to 
appoint board members. 

Students' driver's licenses would 
be revoked under House Bill 43 if 
they decide to drop out of school, 
have an excessive number of uncx· 
cused abseuces, or fail fourcou~cs in 
one semester. This dropout·prcven· 
tion legislation wtll now go to thl! 
Senate lor consideration. 

In commattee action, a ball that 

too many broken promises and 
one too many crumbled idol.

"the more: thingschange, the more 
they stay the same." We tend to 
be cynical when weconsid<'rwhat 
it takes to be elected to public 
office. We're cynical when we con­
sider the animosity that develops 
when an election is lost. We're 
cynical when we consider what 
an addiction power can be, and 
we're likewise cynical when we 
consider how vicious folks can 
become when the power pendu­
lum swmgs away from them. 
We've seen, unfortunately, too 
many people with the noblest of 
goals be sucked into power's 
whirlpool. 

Nonetheless, The Floyd County 
Times a ttcmpts not to let cynicism 
override fairness. It's a goal we 
perhaps don't always reach, but 
we continue the quest. 

Overall, what The Times does 
-or attempts to do-ts to in­
fom1 the public of activities, is­
sues and events in Aoyd County. 
We try to do this with fairness, 
objectivity and integrity. Some­
times our attempts hurt, some­
times they liberate. The newspa­
per also attempts to provide a 
public forum for debate of public 
issues. There arc no sacred cows, 
no strings being pulled from out­
side the walls of this building, no 
vendettas to be played out, no 
axes to grind. 

And our readers can count on 
this policy.

During the course of a legislative 
session, issues as varied as the weather 
in the Commonwealth come before 
the General Assembly. As bills make 
theirsometimesrapidmarchthrough 
the process, groups that possess in­
tense feelings for certain issues crowd 
into the Capitol to lobby for legisla­
tive votes, 

Last week "Miss America" 1990 
topped the Jist of visitors to the Gen· 
eralAssembly. She encouraged legis­
lators to use their influence to moti­
vate the young people of Kentucky. 
Hundreds of Farm Bureau represen­
tatives, retailers and restaurant own­
ers sandwiched themselves into the 
halls of the Capitol, as did Mothers 
Against Drunk Driving to support 
stricter drunk driving laws. 

Two Constitutional amendments 
were approved by members of the 
House last week. House Bill13, which 
passed 91-1, allows the General As­
sembly to call itself into special ses­
sion. That power now belongs solely 
to the Governor. The proposal allows 
the Speaker of the House and the 
President Pro Tern to convene a spe­
cial session if two-thirds of the mem­
bers of each chamber request it.

Report on Nutrition and Health has 
been widely discussed in the media 
and publicized in TV commercials 
for its formulations ofDictaryGuide­
lines for Americans. Another subject 
mentioned in this report is the wide 
availability in the marketplace of 
fraudulent products and services. 
Many of these are described as "very 
costly yet are promoted as having 
nutrition or health benefits that have 
not been substantiated in the scien­
ti fie literature". (References arc given; 
page 705.) Some examples of these 
fraudulent products and services are: 

Bee pollen as a source of youth 
and health or as an energy pill for 
athletes; lecithin as a diet aid, or in 
combination with vinegar, kelp and 
vitamin B6 for the prevention and 
cure of heart disease; aloe V<'ra for 
treatment of an array of unrelated 
medical conditions; hair analysis for 
determination of nutritional status. 

Consumers should be aware that 
bottles and packages containing these 
products will not have h<'alth claims 
on the labels, as label claim' are ron· 
trolled by the Food and Drug Ad· 
ministration and must b<' verified, 
The unproven claims arc made in 
leaflets, brochures and books which 
arc always nearby. Because of our 
cherished freedom of <:p<"Xh, the 
manufacturers and promoters know 
they can say anything they want in 
the~e pubhcatsons, and in this way 
the public is defr.:ludcd 

The Registered Dietitians in Ken­
tucky strongly urge the citizens of 
ourstateto purchase nourishing foods 
and dependable !;cicntific advice 
rather than the fraudulent products 
<tnd service" mcntium'<i in the Sur· 
goon General's Report.

This measure could be 
used as pTolection from bad regula­
tions that do not comply with legisla­
tive intenl Both bills require a public 
referendum vote if passed by the 
Senate. 

We also unanimously approved a 
biU topermiteligibleveterans to apply 
for the Vietnam Veterans Bonus.

CLEAN AIR LEGISLATION 
WILL AFFECT 

MANY KENTUCKY 
INDUSTRIES 

One of the most important issues 
that the Senate will deal with this 
year is clean air legislation. When a 
final bill is passed, it will not just 
affect one or two individual indus­
tries but will cut aaoss economic 
boundaries and impact, one way or 
another, virtually every home and 
business in the nation. lt is critical 
that any legislation signed into law 
balance the needs of theenvironment, 
the energy industry and the econ­
omy. 

The clean air proposal currently 
before the Senate, 5.1630, a bill spon· 
sored by Senator Max Baucus (0-
Mn would, in its present form, be 
damagmg to many states and par­
ticularly Kentucky. For example, the 
bill contains provissons that 

• C"ould preclude the u-;e of much 
of Kentucky coal because of sulphur 
dioxide limits; 

• would increase the cost of clec· 
tricity purchased by the Paducah 
uranium enrichment plant to the point 
where its survival would be in JOOP· 

budget proposal, the Governor has 
earmarked $2.50,000 to be used in 
conjunction with private contribu­
tions to develop a multi-county Jobs 
Creation Authority. I envision the 
authority acting as a mini version of 
the state's Economic Development 
Cabinet with its development focus 
in East Kentucky.

"Foster families deserve the re­
spect and admiration of all Ken­
tuckians," said Social Service Com­
missioner Larry Michalczyk, ''be­
cause they give thousands of Ken­
tucky children a second chance at a 
stable home life. 

'1'oday, social workers, counsel­
ors and other child protection profes-­
sionals know that foster parents must 
be part of the treatment team, whether 
the youth involved has been abused 
or neglected or has a behavior or 
delinquency problem. 

"Annually more than 2500 Ken­
tucky childrenareremoved from their 
families by court order due to abuse 
or neglect and need the stability of a 
foster home. And because our resi­
dential treatmentsystemisover taxed, 
we sometimes must ask foster par­
ents to temporarily open their homes 

to youth with more severe needs."' 
Michalczyk said that the public 

too often gets only the image of a 
foster parent giving out hugs and 
kisses, helping with homework and 
wiping away tears. 

"Yet foster parents also sit up all 
night with a frightened, confused 
child reliving an incident of abuse. 
They attend school conferences in· 
volving troubled children acting out 
in class," he said. 

''They buy show tickets one day 

and call back for more the next day, 
after a social worker calls about a 
child and the foster parent says, 1'll 
take him'." 

In addition to the various activi­
ties saluting Kentucky's foster par­
ents, the Department for Social Serv­
ice will also use the observation as an . 
opportunity to showcase tlle state's 
needs for additional foster homes. 

"For example, last year we were 
able to complete the screening and 
training requirements to open 201 

new foster homes," Michalczyk said. 
"However, we had to close another 
227 homes due to withdrawals, rel<r 
cations and failure to adhere to our 
child care policies. 

"Right now we have no foster 
families in Hickman, Nicholas and 
Owsley counties, and only a single 
foster home available in Caldwell, 
Livingston, Robertson, Spencer and 
Trimble counties. And we have black 
foster families in fewer than one-third 
of Kentucky's counties," he said. 

"Oearly, our recruitment efforts 
have to be year-round process. We 
hope that, by putting our current 
foster parents before the public for 
praise and recognition, we may be 
able to encourage other families to 
check into the program in their own 
county."

In excerpts from j. Cy Rowell's 
article on 'The Five Rights of Par­
P-nts", Right One - to be informed 
about teachers and principals- he 
states: "Each September school offi­
cials want detailed information about 
the students. Parentsarerequested to 
complete registration forms and to 
submit last year's report cards. Nurses 
want health records. Teachers ask 
aboutthe hobbtes and interests of the 
children. And administrators want to 
know which parents Uveon federally 
owned property and which parental 
incomes qualify the children for free 
lunches." 

However, how many of you read­
ing this column know where your 
child's teacher got his/her degree, 
what their education emphasis was, 

what evaluation they received from 
the educational supervisor. How 
many years of experience does your 
child's teacher have? Has he/she 
attended special workshops? Has he/ 
shereceivedanyawardsforoutsta.nd­
ingwork? 

The same questions could and 
should apply to the principal of the 
school your child attends. 

Teachers and principals through­
out this county know about your 
chi.ld' s bealtlvlikesand dislikes, home 
life(ifyourchild is the least bitoutg~ 
ing) and they probably know a lot 
about your financial situation, too. 

In my opinion, you should know 
more about your child's teacher's 
professional background than you do 
now. 

One of the biggest problems Floyd 
County's school system has faced, 
through the years of community and 
state scrutiny, is communication. 
Communication betweenandamong 
teachers/ student, parent/teacher, 
administration/parent and admini­
stration/ community. (see the "right 
to be informed about your child's 
teacher and principal" as a starting 
point to remedy this ongoing and 
often frustrating problem. 

In conclusion, Rowell tells us: 'The 
distribution to parents of biographi­
cal sketches and data about the staff 
should be an intentional and routine 
practice. Just as the schools need cer­
taininformationonstudents,parents 
have a right to expect and to receive 
comparable information on the 
school's personnel. The parental right 
to be informed about the teachers 
and principal is the essential starting 
pointin buildingparentalconfidence 
in a school."

FLOYD COUNTY SCHOOLS 

The challenges facing the Floyd County Schools 
are enormous and the fiscal resources available to 
them are severely limited. Even more crippling to 
their educational progress, is the maneuvering of 
those individuals and groups ''out of power'' to 
subvert the actions of those empowered to move 
the district forward. Oftentimes, in this struggle, 
sight of developing educational programs for chil­
dren is dimmed. 

In the search for a realistic view of the Floyd 
County School System, one must look at both its 
negative and positive aspects. If one only sees the 
schools from the negative perspective taken by 
some outspoken citizen and employee groups, this 
will not result in lasting improvements that are 
necessary to achieve the excellence referred to in 
the curriculum audit and in other published studies 
of recent months. In any event, if long-term im­
provements are to be realized they must come from 
within the local structure itself and not from interve­
nors. 

Both research and experience indicate that to 
have quality schools there must be an effective 
leader in each school. The principal is usually that 
designated person. Therefore, those who are serv­
ing as principals must be fully trained and efforts 
made to elevate them to the fifth level of Maslow's 
heriarachy-self-actualization. When they are func­
tioning at this level of effectiveness, coupled with 
the proper support and supervision oi their superi­
ors and adequacy in financing, an appropriate level 
of pupil growth and achievement can be expected.

Study on marital rape releases findings 
Forty-five percent of 666 women 

interviewed in Kentucky Spouse 
Abuse Centers in 1989hadbeenraped 
by theirhus~ndc;orlive-in partners, 
according to preliminary survey r~ 
suits released recently by the Ken­
tucky Domestic ViolenceAssociat:ion. 

In one of the mostextensivestud­
ies of spousal rape ever condllt'ted, 
Kentucky Spouse Abuse Programs 
interviewed shelter residents and 
non-reo;ident counseling clients to 
determine the extent and severity of 
sexual abuse in client populations. 

Women were interviewed within 
72 hours of entering shelter or prior 
to their sixth non-resident counsel­
ing session. Since clients entering 
shelter were in cnsis, interviews were 
not conducted during the first 24 
hours of residence. During the one­
year study period beginning Jan. 1, 
1989, shelter staff interviewed about 
30 percent of the women entering the 
shelter for the first time that year. 

Victims identified by this year­
long study of marital rape, ranged in 
age from 16 to 72. Of 299 women 
responding that their current spouse 
or liv~in partner had forced sexual 
relations, 57 percent were forced to 
have sex after being beaten, 30 per­
cent were forced to have oral-genital

sex, 30 percent were forced to have 
anal intercourse, and 48 women (16 
percent) described being penetrated 
by a vanety of objects including 
bottles, plastic toy-., wooden spoons, 
belt buckles and, in one instance, a 
lead pipe. (Percentages exceed 100 
because women reported multiple 
assaults and multifle "exual acts.) 

Eight percent o the women were 
forcoo to have sex in the presence of 
others, including their children and 
husband's. relatives and friends. Sev­
enty-eight percent of the women had 
children living In the home at the 
time o( the assault. 

"I believe that these findings are 
indicative of the scope and seriou~ 
ness of sexual assault in marriage," 
commented Helen Kinton, president 
of the Kentucky Domestic Violence 
Association. "It Is clear that we must 
take immecliate action to protect the 
health and safety of women and chil­
dren 1n the Commonwealth." 

Kentucky is one of the only 12 
states that do not recognize marital 
rape as a crime. Rep. Marshall Long 
(0-Shelbyvi lle) has antroduced legis­
lation (H.B.38) to remove the marital 

rape exemption from Kentucky's 
sexual assault statutes.

Kentucky, as of June 30, 1989, and the 
related statement of cash reoeipts, cash disbursements, and changes in fund 
balanoes for the year then ended. These financial statements are the respon­
sibility of Floyd County. Our responsibility is to express an opinion on these 
financial statements based on our audit 

We conducted our audit in accordance with generally accepted government 
auditing standards, the Single Audit Act of 1984, the provisions of OMB Circular 
A-128, Au.dils.~ and Local Governments and the Audit Gujde for~ 
Governments issued by the Auditor of Public Accounts, Commonwealth of 
Kentucky These standards require that we plan and perform the audit to obtain 
reasonable assurance about whether the financial statements are free of 
material misstatement. An audit includes examining, on a test basis, evidence 
supporting the amounts and disclosures in the financial statements. An audit 
also includes assessing the accounting principles used and significant esti­
mates made by management, as well as evaluating the overall financial 
statement presentation. We believe that our audit provides a reasonable basis 
for our opinion. 

As recommended by the State Local Finanoe Officer, pursuant to Kentucky 
Revised Statute {KRS) 68.210, the accompanying financial statements are pre­
pared on a cash basis. ConsequenUy, oertain revenues and the related assets 
are recognized when received rather than when earned, and certain expenses 
are recognized when paid rather than when a liability is incurred. This cash baSis 
system does not require the maintenanoe of a general fixed asset group or 
general long-term debt group of accounts. Accordingly, the accompanying 
financial statements are not intended to present financial position and results of 
operations in conformity with generally accepted accounting principles. 

In our opinion, the accompanying financial statements present fairly, in all 
material respects, the assets, liabilities, and fund balanoes arising from cash 
transactions of Floyd County at June 30, 1989, and the related statement of cash 
reoeipts, cash disbursements, and changes in fund balances for the year then 
ended, in conformity with the cash accounting basis described above. 

The accompanying additional information, provided on Schedules A through 
E. including the schedule of federal financial assistanoe programs, is not 
necessary for a fair presentation of the financial statements, but is presented as 
additional analytical data. This information has been subjected to tests and other 
audit procedures applied In the examination of the financial statements men­
tioned above and. in our opinion. is fairly stated in all material respects in relation 
to the financial statements taken as a whole.

Current Year Comment and Recommendation 
Compliaooe With Laws and Regulations of All County Programs. 
The Solid Waste, Inc. Fund Was Not In Complianoe WJth The Uniform System 

Ot Accounts Becord-Keeoina Requirements Established Bv KAS 68 210 Mini­
mal accounting reoords required by the Uniform System of Accounts, as 
authorized by KRS 68.210, were not maintained by the Solid Waste,lnc. Fund. 
These include a receipts ledger and disbursements ledger. We recommend the 
Solid Waste Board of Directors lake the neoessary action to ensure minimum 
accounting records are maintained by the Solid Waste, Inc. Fund. 

We are confident the above findings and recommendations will be useful to 
you in managing the operations of the county in a matter consistent with effective 
accounting and compliance controls.

A time to remember romance, 
Valentine's Day provokes all kinds 
of amorous actiVity. But, whether 
sending sentiments on perfume 
scented paper, a dozen roses or 
sharing a candlelight dinner for 
two, keep in mind that sweets for 
the sweet - particularly choco­
late - is a tradition that's tried 
and true! 

Thought to be an aphrodisiac 
by the early Aztecs and later by 
Casanova, chocolate is cited by 
candy manufacturers as a top seller 
during holidays such as 
Valentine's Day. Racking up 
nearly $4.2 billion in sales last year, 
manufacturersattribute$348mil­
lionofthattotal to premium prod­
ucts like the truffle. 

Considered to be the "Cadillac 
of the candy business," truffles 
come in dozens of varieties. In fact, 
new anct different flavors- such 
as the "Earl Grey 'Be My Valen­
tine' Truffles" - are constantly 
being created. 

Named by coincidence, this 
creme de Ia creme of chocolates 
originated in France in the 1940s. 
Confectioners claim that a Pari­
sian chocolatier mixed together 
chocolate and butter, rolled it into 
a ball and decided to call ita truffle 
because of its resemblance to the 
real thing. 

Although quite different from 
their candy cousins, true truffles 
ironically possess a similar culi­
nary status. Known as the "black 
diamond of haute cuisine," a 
truffle is a mushroom-like fungus 
that sells for as much as $2,000 per 
pound. Thisdelicacyismostoften 
found about 12 inches under­
ground near the roots of oak trees 
in several European countries and 
the US. The most prized ones, 
however, are found in northern 
and central Italy and the south­
western Perigord region in France. 
And, because of their subterranean 
locale, truffles can only be traced 

with the help of dogs' and pigs' 
sense of smell. 

Wild truffleshavebecomevery 
rare, and most attempts to grow 
the plants commercially have 
fa1led. As a result, a great deal of 
secrecy shrouds the entire busi~ 
ness. Truffle finding maps are 
passed down from father to son or 
are bequeathed as potential riches. 
Also, to protect their routes and 
methods, many of the industry's 
hunters do their truffle tracing at 
night or l!arly dawn, making it 
difficult to be followed 

In addition to its exclusive 
availability, the truffle has anaris· 
tocratic history. Its use in exqui­
site dishes dales back to Babylo­
nian times where it was regarded 
as a delicacy and dispatchoo to the 
re.~gning king by the basketful. 
1bought tohaveaphrodislacquali­
ties, truffles were adored by the 
Romans. In fact, the great Roman 
scholarPlinytheEiderwrotein60 
AD, "Better to suffer a wheat 

famine than a shortageoftruffles."

Bake it for 40 to 45 minutes, or 
until lightly brown. Cool for five 
minutes and slice it into 60 picces: 
make 15 cuts across the pan and 
four lengthwise.
