Bailey proposes 
legalized cockfighting 

LegiS! a ti veaction in Frankfort 
last week brought some good 
news forchickenfightersin Ken­
tucky, but potentiallr bad news 
for scrappy loca fighting 
chickcns.State Sen. Benny Ray 
Bailey introduced Senate Bill283 
Thursday, which would decrimi­
nalize cockfighting in the state. 

The bill states in part, "Caus­
ing fowl to fight for pleasure or 
profitisnotanoffense under this 
section," opening the door to 
legalize the centuries-old 
sport.Monday Bailey said, "It 
grants to chickens the same rights 
we grant to human beings. It lets 
th#lm box and wrestle and pro­
vides for a referee so it's a fair 
fight." 

On Jan. 13 of this year, 23 state 
police officers raided a cockfight­
ing establishment in Floyd 
County. Thlrty-eightpeoplefrom 
sixstatcswerearrestedattheDoty 
Creek Sports Club, near Minnie, 
owned by Kelly and Ray Slone of 
McDowell. 

Allarrested were charged with 
second degree cruelty to animals 
or complicity to commit second 
degree cruelty to animals. These 
charges are considered Class A 
misdemeanors andean be penal­
ized with up to one year in jail 
and $500 fines. SB 283 would 
eliminate these penalties and 
charges. 

"There are presen t1 y six states 
in which chicken fighting is legal, 
including our neighboring state 
of Virginia," said Bailey. "There's 
nothing in this legislation that says 
anything about gambling, or 
about putting 40-foot long spurs 
on these chickens. All it does is 
decriminalize chicken fighting."

Clean groundwater vs. higher disposal costs

How much are you willing to pay 
for garbage disposal in Floyd County? 
How important is clean groundwater 
to you? Are you willing to foot the 
costs of an ecological bill which may 
exist in 10 years if strict controls to 
keep the groundwater dean are not 
implemented? 

These are three of themoreimpor­
tant questions that Floyd Countians 
and all citizens of Kentucky must 
answer when deciding whether to 
support or oppose new solid waste 
regulations proposed by Gov. Wal­
lace Wilkinson and the Division of 
Waste Management 

According to Judge-Executive 
John M. Stumbo and Prestonsburg 
Community College professor and 
local solid waste expert Bob McAn­
inch, the new regulations could re­
quire an increase in monthly trash 

pickup rates from $8 to$20 for county 
residents. McAninch also expressed 
concern about theeconomicability of 
the county to upgrade its landfill to 
meetthe new regulations, or the need 
for such an upgrade. 

''The groundwater under the site 
is purer now than when we began 
using the site," said McAninch. 

The newly proposed emergency 
solid waste regulations are among 
thestrictestin the country, according 
to Annette Hayden, spokesperson for 
the Division of Waste Manap;ement. 

"These regulations were based on 
regulations enacted in other states, 

Landfill specifications newly re­
quired by the state arc extensive, 
according to the Division of Waste 
Management's recent report. An 
elaborate primaryand secondary liner 
underneath the fill is required, as well 
as a specially constructed cap over 
the site, once the landfill is filled. 

The secondary liner rna y be com-

posed of naturally occurring rock 
Ia yers or be constructed of one foot of 
compacted clay, a thick plastic mate­
rial layer, a filter and drainage layer, 
and a system of collection pipes to 
funnelgarbage·pollutedrainwaterto 
an appropriate area. 

The primary liner is similar to the 
secondary layer, with the exception 
that the clay layer must be three feet 
thick. The estimated cost for placing 
these layers under a single acre of a 
landfill is between $128,000 and 
$224,000. 

Once a landfill site is filled,a cap is 
then required over the fill, serving to 
deflect rainfall which could mix with 
the waste and forma pollutantcalled 
leachate, that can eventua!Jy enter 
the groundwater. The cap, which 
would includela yers for gas venting, 
filtering and drainage pipes, 1-1/2

Stan ding room only at Fiscal Court Meeting

Despite a public survey and nega­

tive publicity campaign conducted 
recently by a local radio station, the 
Floyd County Fiscal Court went 
ahead with accepting of bids on hotly 
disputed four maintenance vehicles 
during its Feb. 16 meeting. 

"I don't see anything wrong with 
the Magistrates being provided a 
vehicle to do their jobs," said County 
Attorney Jim Hammond. '1t is not a 
rarity for a person working on the 
state road crews to have pickup trucks 
and blazers. You see them aiJ over the 
place, so why shouldn't the county 
do the same?'' 

Hammond did recommend that 
the court be frugal in its purchase and 
get trucks with the bare necessities 
for performing the job. 

Four dealars b:-ought sealed bids· 
Johnson Motors, Music-Carter­
Hughes, Deskins Motors and Ed 
Walters. The lowest bid for a four­
wheel drive vehicle came from 
Johnson Motors, $14,304 for a 3/5 ton 
pickup, and $15,455 for a blazer. The 
court agreed to review the bids and 
accept the lowest and the best at the 
March meeting. 

Also up for bid was the construc­
tion of a bridge on the left fork of 
Abbott. The lowest bid for the project 
came from Bush and Burchett at 
$55,000; the bid was certified by the 
State Transportation Department. 
That bid was accepted, coming in 
$4350 lower then the nearest com­
petitor. The county's portion of the 
bill amounts to $11,000, with the state 
paying the other 80 percent. 

Also in old business was the ac­
ceptance of a letter of intent( submit­
ted by the County Attorney, to get the 
911 Emergency Service underway. 
The letter outlined in detail and 
number of facets of the service appli­
cation, but was not binding and was 
only to be used as the next step in 
beginning the process. 

Magistrate of District Two, Jackie 
Edford Owens, objected to voting on 
the letter, stating he had only rt.>ceived 
it that morning and hadn't had time 
to review it. Owens proposed wait­
ing for the March meeting before 

approving the letter. Owens also 
stated he was confused about the 
proposed service charge of 89 cents 
per month to each customer.

Federal ruling may solve 
Hueysville tipple trouble

A federal court ruling last week 
may prevent the future operation of a 
Hueysville coal tipple which plagued 
nearby residents with dust and noise 
for many years, and resulted in a 1988 
courlcasebrought againstthe Natu­
ral Resources and Environmental 
Protection Cabinet by local citizens. 

U.S. District Judge Thomas Flan­
nery ruled last week on the earlier 
Kentucky federal court decision, 
which had determined that tipples 
operating before 1984 were exempt 
from a provision of the 1977 Surface 
Mine Act. That act limits mine opera­
tions within 300 feet of homes and 
public buildings. 

Rannery disagreed with this find­
ing and overturned the decision, 
saying that the law applied to some 
tipples operating since 1977. In 
Hueysville, some residents live within 
170 feet of the tipple operation, which 
had allegedly restarted under new 
management in 1979. 

''We probably are going to win 
our case, now, unless lhestateis will-

ing to take on a federal judge's deci-­
sion." said Ned Pillersdorf, the 
Prestonsburg attorney representing 
three Hueysville families involved in 
the suit. 

According to case records, a coal 
tipple had operated on the land, cur­
rent) yawned by the C. C. Craft Estate 
and located in the center of the 
Hueysville community, on and off 
formanyyears.Coaldust, rising from 
the operation, had created a health 
hazard, as well as property damage, 
for nearby residents. 

"The tipple was way too close to 
our home," said Talmadge Allen, a 
lifetime resident of Hueysville and a 
retired miner suffering from Black 
Lung. "The operation down there 
kept getting bigger and bigger, and 
the dust made my health condiHon 
worse and worse." 

"You could hardly see to the rail­
road tracks, when they were work­
ing,'' said Mae Allen, Talmadge's 
wife. "r'd have to spray my outside 
walls to try and clean them, and the 
dust and dirt would just run off. It

Forest fire season is here 
Natural Resources Secretary Carl 

Bradley reminds Kentuckians that 
Kentucky Law desigTlates March 1 
though May 15 as "Forest Fire Haz­
ard Season." 

During the period, the law pro­
hibits burning anything capable of 
spreading fire within 150 feet of the 
woods. The no-burning provisions 
are in force throughout the day ex­
cept between the hours of 4:30 p.m. 
and midnight. 

The cabinet's Division of Forestry 
advises that even after 4:30 p.m., no 
one should bum unless the wind is 
calm. It is also illegal to start a fire at 
any timP. on or near one's timberland 
withouttakingallreasonableprecau­
tions to prevent the fire from spread­
ing. The law requires that aU outdoor 
fires be attended until extinguished. 

Forestry Director Donald Hamm 
explained that reasonable precautions 
include: The ground should be cleared 
around a fire, tools should be handy, 
the fire should be fed slowly, and it 
should be manned until it is com­
pletely out. 

"Durning only in late evening and 
taking adequate precautions would 
rid Kentucky of one of the leading 
causes of forest fires," Hamm said, 
referring to the fires that accidentally 
spread when people bum trash and 
other unwanted material. 

Hamm said that the division field 
personnel are now making final 
preparations for the spring fire sea­
son with the hiring, training and 
equipping of emergency fire fighting 
crews.

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Colllntissioner King speaks about Social Security 
Sen. Daniel Moynihan's proposal 

to reduce Social Security tax and 
therefore reduce the amount of the 
reserves prompted a testimony by 
Social Security Commissioner Gwen­
dolyn S. King before the Senate 
Committee on Finance regarding the 
need for preservation of a large Social 
Security Trust Fund reserves. 

The following testimonial from 
King may help the reader to under­
stand the issue, as well as reduce their 
fear and concern about the future, 
according to Jim Kelly of the local 
Social Security Ad ministration office. 

"Do we keep this program on the 
steady track toward long-tenn sol­
vency and dependability, or do we 
put Social Security's taxpayers and 

bencfictaric.<:. through yet another 
round of major surgery to the :.ys­
tern?," Commissioner King que!>­
tioned members of the committee. 
"As the person mandated by the 
President and Congress to assure the 
health and well-being of Social Secu­
rity, T believe such surgery would be 
both unnecessary and ill-advised. 

''We each seek to uphold and 
strengthen a program that has fatth­
fully served millions of Americans 
well for over five decades. The sched­
uled buildup of the trust fund re­
serves will ensure that Social Secu­
rity can make good on its commit­
ment to pay monthly benefits to fu­
ture generations of retirees." 

King attributed the current health 

of Social Security to the recommen­
dations of the bipartisan National 
Commission on SOcial Security Re­
form that laid the foundation for the 
1983 Social Security Amendments. 
Those amendments changed Social 
Security from a pay-as~you-go sys­
tem to one that accumulated reserves 
tohelppayfuturebenefits. Kingnoted 
that four members of the Senate 
Committee served on the National 
Commission. 

King cautioned that to reverse 
course now and roll back the payroll 
tax, abandoning the tmst fund 
buildup and the principles estab­
lished by the 1983 bipartisan rescue 
agreement, cotJld have the following 
consequences:

Although King welcomed serious 
public debate about the future financ­
ing of Social Security, she warned 
that an unfortunate byproduct of the 
current discussions was the dissemi­
nation of misleading information 
about Social Security. She noted that 
many of the arguments currently 
being put forth were wrapped in half­
truths, causing unnecessary and un­
justified concern in the public mind. 

"1 am convinced that the way we 
pursue our discussions about ?<>cia! 
Security financing and related tssues 
is every bit as important as the issues 
themselves," Commissioner King 
said. "It would be regrettable if, in 
our efforts to promote responsible 
public debate about the policies that 
would be in the best interests of the 
American public, we permitted the 
debate to be framed in ways that 
unintentionally undennined confi­
dence in the program." 

In reinforcing the Administration 
position that cutbacks in the payroll 
tax would be unacceptable, Commis­
sioner King noted, "Today Social 
Sectlrity is financially sound. Trust 
fund reserves will increase by about 
$68 billion this year and are projected 
to grow consistently over the next 
four decades. Those monies repre­
sent America's future financial secu­
rity and will assure today's working 
men and women and their children 
that Social Security will work as well 
for them as it did for their parents and 
grandparents."

She is 
with the University of Kentucky 
College of Agriculture. 

Those hard-pressed Kentucky 
counties form a "poverty corridor" 
that stretches from northeastern

Kentucky Given the employment 
opportunities in these counties, even 
when prople invest in their educa­
tion or work skills, they are not as 
likely to get the same returns as simi­
lar persons mother counties, she said. 

What chatacteristics do these 
countie!. in puverty share? None has 
a city of more than 25,000 and each is 
tar away from an urban area where 
economic:.pillover might improve the 
local economy. The proportion of the 
labor force employed or seeking 
employment is lower than the state 
average, she said. 

"In some btgh poverty Kentucky 
counties, the local oconom y depends 
almost exdustvely on one industry, 
such as coal. Thenumberof jobs rises 
and falls depending on booms and 
busts in the dominant industrial sec­
tor. Few alternativcsexistwhen hard 
times come," she said.

Q. How do ltmll1s compare to navy 
bellns in terms of food value? 

A. Lentils, navy beans and most 
other legumes (except peanuts and 
soybeans) have about the same 
number of calories (between 210 and 
224). They are low in fat and high in 
carbohydrates and fiber. One cup of 
cooked lentils has 212 calories, 15.6 
grams protein, a trace of fat and 4/2 
milligrams of iron. One cup cooked 
navy beans has 224 calories, 14.85 
grams protein, 12 grams of fat and 
5.1 milligrams iron. 

Q. Why can't you stuff n turkey the 
day before roasting it? 

A. Moist stu fAng ingredients and 
the moist interior of turkey creates an 
ideal environment for growth of 
bacteria that can cause food poison­
ing. 

Immediately before roasting tur­
key, combine ~tuffingingredientsand 
fill the turkey lightly, leaving room 
for the ingredients to expand Roast 
a<> directed. 

Q. I recently prepared a calc£ mix 
adding eggs, oil and an undraine.d can of 
mandarin ora:-&ges. lt appea re.d to be done, 

but fell toluzlfitsvolumewhen cooled and 
had ahellvytexture. What do you recom­
mend? 

A. Extra ingredients can alter. a 
cake mix formula. For best results, 
use recipes specially tested for cake 
mixes. 

Q. What muses broumie to rise in the 
middle, Iewing thec.orners flat and over­
baked? 

A. Either using too small of a pan 
for the amount ofbatter or too hot of 
an oven. At higher oven tempera­
tures, the crust sets too fast. Batter 
expands and is forced up and out, 
resulting in a peak or crack. Reduce 
oven temperatures 25 degrees if us­
tng a glass baking dish. 

Q. How long will flour and pasta 
keep? 

A. Flour, stored in a tighUy dosed 
container, will keep for one year. 
Pasta, stored in a cool, dry place will 
keep for one year. 

Q.My banana brMd loaf doesn't bake 
complete/yon t<Jp, what causes this? 

A. The pan may be too large. Place 
bread pan centered on middle po,.i­
tion rack in oven to allow even heat 
distribution. 

Q. When froun zucchini is thawed to 
use for a redpe,should liquid be drained 
or used? When l drained the liquid, my 
zucchim bars were very dry. 

A. The liquid should be drained. 
To avoid dryness, measureflourcarc-

fully and do not overbake. 
Q. How long can freshly caught fish 

be refrigerated before they hllve to be 
filleted and cooked? 

A. Fillet and cook the fish within 
two hours for optimum flavor. Oth­
erwise, fillet and cook fish within 24 
hours or freeze them. Fish can be 
frozen to eight months 

Q. How can 1 prevent lettuce from 
becoming rubbery after a few day's stor­
age? 

A. Drain lettuce thoroughly after 
washing and store in crisper. Mois­
ture softens lettuce . 

Q. Why does my angel focd cake mix 
luzue a circle of cake that rises and sepa­
rates from the main part of the cake dur­
ing baking? 

A. This is referred to as crowning 
and some crowning is normal. Too 
muchcrowningiscasued from a high 
oven temperature. Check oven ~m­
perature using a smalllhcrmometer. 
Place cake on lowest oven rack posi­
tion to promote proper heat circula­
tion. 

Q What would prevent my cheese­
cake from cracking after it has cooled for 
onehDur? 

A. A high oven temperature, as 
well as overba king, can causecheese-­
cake to crack. Check to be c;ure your 
oven temperature IS accurate by us­
ing a small oven thermometer. Place 
cheesecake on middle position rack

While only half of US school-aged 
children have dental decay, adoles­
cents have a good chance of joining 
the three out of four of every persons 
in the country who have periodontal 
(gum) diseases. 

Periodontal diseases, the number 
one cause of tooth loss among adults, 
arc cauc;cd by a sticky, colorless film 
of bacteria called plaque which is 
constantly forming on the teeth. 'These 
bacteria create toxans (poisons) that 
irritate the gums and loosen the at­
tachment of gum tissues to the teeth. 
For people over 18 the chances are 
greater than half that a form of the 
disease is already present in their 
:-:-ouths. AnywherefromSpercentto 
46 percent of 12- to 15-ycar-olds al­
ready have a destructive form of 
periodontal di<;easc. 

Since penodontal diseases are 
painless, teenagers may not be aware 
they have gum disease unless it is 
diagnosed. Whether or not today's 
ado1cscents lose thear teeth to gum 
disease is a matter of choice. With 
very rare exceptions, the condition is 
due to neglect and can be prevented 
by removing plaque through daily 
flossing and brushing. 

. In fact, recent studies have recog­
ruzed that toothbrushing actually 
reduces an early form of periodontal 
diseases, gingivitis, which is charac­
terized by red, ~wollen and bleeding 
gums.

His wealth ofinformation and 
insightful analysis presents a com­
plete pictureof an explosive problem 
that plagues American society. 

Violent Men. Yiolent Cou.ples by 
Anson Shupe. Until now, studies 
about family violence havedealtpri· 
marily wHh its victims - usually 
women. This book studies the perpe-
trators - usually men. The author 
presents an overview of family vio­
lence and the misdirected ideologies, 
vested inl:erests and conructs found 
in the programs that have arisen to 
combat it. 

ln these pages Shupe, Doctor of 
Sociology at Indiana University, ex­
amines the obvious reasons for male 
violence-stl'ess, previous training, 
and traumatic childhood experience 
~ and goes on to spotlight the cul­
ture of male violence. He explores 
violence in active military families. In 
conclusion, he sets forth his idea for 

usingreligion to find an answer to the 
problem of domestic violence. 

Since the problem is not always 
men abusing women, Shupe devotes 
a section to the subject of women's 
violence toward men. He addresses 
women usingviolenceinselfdefense, 
as a complement to their males' abu­
siveaction, or against nonviolent men. 

The book was written to serve as a 

reference to counselors and policy 
makers, but its insightful and dearly 
written style makes it easy to refer­
ence by anyone interested in this 
subject.
