Site selected

Low-income housing to be in McDowell

During a meeting of the Floyd

County Housing Authority Wednes-
day, a site wasselected near McDow-
ell for the proposed HUD, low-in-
come housing project scheduled for
completion no later than March 3,
1993,

The Housing Authority, com-
posed of five board members, staff
personnel and an architect, adver-
tised several months ago for pos-
siblesite locations. Members viewed
nearly 25 plots, narrowing the choice
to four feasible sites: the Drift ball-
field, a site near Minnie owned by
Carol Likens, a site on Frasure’s
Creek owned by Carson Akers and
an area in Wayland owned by Elk-
horn Coal Company and CSX Rail-
road.

The Likens site was chosen be-
cause of its low bid, $85,000, and its
proximity to McDowell. However,
the location has an additional site
cost to raise itoutoftheflood plainto
meet HUD building standards.

Most everyone agrees that litter
and illegal dumpingin Floyd Count
area problem, and yét many sitbac
and hope the solution will be found
by somebodyelse.Consequenlly,the
problem is still there and growing.

The problem has mounted so high
that recently a group of community
organizations, county officials and
individuals have banded together in
hopes of finding a solution. Origi-
nated by the Floyd County Chamber
of Commerce, the firstmeeting of the
group was Feb. 14 at May Lodge.

Representatives from local Rota
and Jaycees clubs, the Chamber, the
county attorney (representing mam-
bers of the Fiscal Court), the county
sheriff and others brainstormed fea-
sible solutions to a clean up project,
enforcing litter laws and gettingmore
programs started to recycle usable
"garbage.”

Solutions were as varied as the
problem. However, the ultimate so-
iution to Floyd County’s waste man-
agement problem may be better en-
forcement of the litter laws, coupled
with an education program, it was
decided. The group also discussed
plans for a big kick off program in
whichas many community organiza-
tionsand individualsas possibleband
together and clean up the existing
litter.

Currently the county has a man-
datory trash pickupand every unit of
housing in the county is billed
monthly for this service. Unfortu-
nately, some do not utilize this inex-

ensive ($6 to $8 per month) form of
E!tcr control and continue to dump
trashover the hillsideand river banks.
Hollows, sinkholes and creeks
have become popular disposal sites.
Not only are these methods illegal
and unsightly, they create environ-
mental and health hazards.
Sinkholes are direct routes to
groundwater, which is a primary
source of drinking water for nine ouit
of10rural Kentuckians, reportsshow.

Open dumps are breeding

grounds for rats, flies, mosquitoes
and other disease carrying creatures.
Twenty-two human diseases have
been traced to improper garbage
disposal, according to research done
by thestate,

Whieh' frash is’ dumped into
streams, the quality of the water is
d:graded, which can endanger fish
and other aquatic life. The stream'’s
capacity to carry water is reduced
and flooding heights are increased.
The result is more flood damage to
property and an unsightly trail of
trash that is obvious for miles down-
stream as flood waters rise and re-
cede,

The economic damage cannot be
discounted, Open dumps and litter-
ing impose a direct cost to property
owners and public agencies for
cleanup. Two years ago the Trans-
portation Cabinet launched a cam-
paign to clean up roadside litter and
dumps. In 1989, the agency spent
nearly five million tax dollars for
pickupand disposal of the trash. This

American father/German son
reunited after 43 years

Despite the separation of conti-
nents, cultures, and the 45-year-old,
now fattered “Iron Curtain”, a Way-
land father and his East German son
were united for the first time in 43
years last week, in a tale pulled
straight out of a Hollywood film.

Paul Jordan, 64, a 1943 Wayland
High School graduate, and Peter
Finger, 43, his EastGermanson, spied
each otherfor the firsttime fromacross
a Cincinnati airport terminal 11 days
ago. They first clasped hands and, as
the decades and 4,000 miles disinte-
grated, hugged each other as father
and son, endinga separation enforced
by the confused aftermath of a world
war and the political isolation of an
equally hostile “cold” war,

even now. I'm a fatalist,
see hint. But it's still so
Hhard to believe it's hap-

Jordan was born in Wayland in
1926 and grew up in the Wayland/
Lackey/Garrett area. Shortly after
graduation from high school, Jordan
entered the US Armyand the world-
wide conflagration of World War II.
Some 18 months of combat in Europe
found a battle-hardened Jordan in
Augustof 1945 patrolling Berlinafter
the Nazi surrender.

“Berlin was bombed and lying on
the ground,” said Jordan. ‘§We
worked to keep the Russians on their
side of the agreed boundary, as they

werecoming over toourarea, harass-
ing the German civilians.”

After four months of Berlin pa-
trols, Jordan was restationed in the
small southern town of Bayreuth,
West Germany, near the newly
formed East German border, After
his two yearsof war, destruction, and
living under battlefield conditions,
Jordan met a young German woman

in the town in May of 1946, and from
their relationship, a child was con-
ceived — unknown to the father.
One month later, in June of 1946,
Jordan received orders to return to
the US. Not realizing he was tobe a
father, Jordan said goodbye to his
Eoung German sweetheart and left
urope for his Kentucky home. He

Flowering plants
Need more light

If homeowners want that pretty
flowering plant they got during the
holidays to bloom next year, they
need to make sure the plant gets
lelt:%’ of light now,

“Flowering plantssuchasholiday
cacti, poinsettias and amaryllis need
four hours of sunlight on the leaves
each day,” advises Bob Anderson,
University of Kentucky Extension
floriculture specialist. “Put the plant
ina window, preferably witha south-
ern or western exposure. It's not
enough to put the plant near a win-
dow; the sunlight must fall directly
on the leaves.”

Why does the flowering plantneed
so much light?

“Plants require an enormous en-
ergy build up to flower,” Anderson
said. “Light gives them energy to
manufacture food.”

Herecommends watering flower-
ing plants about once a week until
summertime, then twice a week.

Flowering plants don’t need as
much fertilizer when they are not
meing vigorously, generally from
anuary through April. In May,
homeowners should begin fertilizing
every two to three weeks with a
houseplant fertilizer.

Iseeiteveryday while
walking to work along Wilkinson
Boulevard. Litter. It's nauseating,

It’s a little more thana mile from
the Departmient of Environmental
Protection, where | work, tomy resi-
dence on St. Clair Street, right behind
the Civic Center.

On the evening of Sept. 5, as | was
leaving work, I decided to take along
a large garbage bag for the walk
Before getting halfway home; 1
stopped collecting trash. The bulging
trash bag could hold no more.

I've seen some green and white
bumper stickers around Frankfort
and the state saying: "$500 Fine...Do
Not Litter.”

The state could take in a tractor-
trailer load of money from fines if
every piece of litter I picked up was
worth $500. And that was just one
night.

UK geographer studies
elderly migration in area

by UK News Bureau

Elderly people have been
moving in and outof Appalachia
in record numbers, according to
University of Kentucky geogra-
pher Graham Rowles.

Rowles recently received a
$96,836 grant from the Appala-
chian Regional Commission to
study why and where people are
moving and the impact they are
having on the area. Rowles is
associate director of the UK Sand-
ers-Brown Center on Aging.

Rowlessaysatleast three forms
of migration areinvolved: elderly
return migration, including indi-
viduals who left the mountains
when they were youngerinsearch
of work; outmigration of people
to join adult children who left the
region earlier, and migration of
retirees to second home or resort
areas,

Buta lack of systematic analy-
sis of elderly migration has often
left state and local officials won-
dering whether they should en-
courage migration, Rowles said.

Some previous studies have
suggested that elderly people
moving into an area tend to be
financially well off and providea
boost to the local economy. A
contrasting view is that as these
new residents continue to age,
they will place a burden on local
health care and social service
systems.

Rowles planstouse censusand
other population data to deter-
mine county-level patterns of
elderly migration, characteristics
of the migrants and socio-eco-
nomic characteristics of the coun-
ties that may make them attrac-

tive to the elderly, such as tax
base, recreational opportunities
and service availability,

He hopes to be able to project
future patternsand consequences
ofelderly migrationin Appalachia
and to develop a set of guidelines
that can be used by officials to
help develop migration-related

licies.

Toward the end of his project,
Rowles plans to organize a con-
ference including migration re-
searchers, economicdevelopment
specialists and state and local
government officials to discuss
migration patterns and possible
policy alternatives.

Fluoride is credited with a dra-
matic and continuing reduction of
children’s cavities over the past 40
ﬁe:ns, says the Kentucky Mountain

Jental Society,

Half of the 43 million US school
children have no decay in their per-
manent teeth, according to a 1986-87
study by the National Institute of
Dental Research. This is due primar-
ily to the enamel strengthening min-
eral whichis easily obtained in fluori-
dated water supplies, toothpastes,
mouth rinsesand topical applications
at the dental office

In contrast, 40 years ago, tooth
decay wasamajor public health prob-
lem creating much tooth loss. In fact,
missing leeth caused almost nine
percent of the rejections of service
recruzits when the US entered World
War I1. Military recognition of tooth
decay as a serious health concern
provided impetus for increased re-
search.

Theefficacy of fluorideinprevent-
ing cavities was painstakingly un-
covered in'a 30 year search by Dr,
Frederick McKay,a ColoradoSprings
dentistwho puzzled over the mottled
stains, but surprisingly little decay,
in the tooth enamel of his local pa-
tients. Now known as fluorosis, the
discolored enamel wascaused by Iu;ﬁh
concentrations of fluoride in the
region's water supply.

Dr. H. Trendley Dean, a publi¢
health dentist, anc{ Dr. McKay dis-
covered that one part per million
fluoride in drinking water reduced
toothdecaybutdid not causeenamel
discoloration.In 1945, the Auoride-
free water supply of Grand Rapids,
Mich., was the first to be fluoridated
to the optimum level.

Results were quick and positive.
The NIDR was established in 1948,
and with the American Dental Asso-
ciation, waged a comprehensive
public health effort — community
water fluoridation. Today, about 60
percent of Americans drink fluori-
dated water and periodontal disease
hasreplaced toothdecayas the major
oral health concern.

Such massive public heaith pro-
rams have an important impact on
fi\c nation’s enormous health bills,
the Kentucky Mountain Dental Soci-
ety emphasizes. NIDR estimates that
the decline in tooth decay has sliced
about $2 million annually from den-
tal care costs.

By preserving their natural teeth,
Americans also have decreased their
need for full or partial dentures, which
saved apbout $55 billion between
1974 and 1981.

Fluoride appears to reduce tooth
decay in several ways, although the
exact mechanism is not known. First,
it seems to promote “remineraliza-
tion"” — the natural process by which
calcium moves in and out of tooth
enamel — to strengthen resistance o
tooth decay and to “heal” the begin-
nings of a cavity. Fluoride also may
interfere with the decay process in
which bacterial plaque use carbohy-
drates in food to create decay-caus
ing acids. [t may reduce acid produc-
tion, or actually change the bacterial
composition 0.7 plaque.

Tﬁ?Kenmcky Mountain Dental
Society notes that fluoride plays a
protective role against dental decay
throughout life. Dental researchers
believea virtually cavity-freegenera-
tion could be achieved if use of fluo-

ride is coupled with daily brushing
and flossing, healthful eating, regu-
lar professional dental care and use
of sealants on children’s permanent
molars,

Names such as Ed DeCoursey,
Wayland, 1947, Pete Grigsby r.,
Martin, 1952; Lowell Hughes,
Prestonsburg, 1956; Kelly Coleman,
W’ay]and. 1956; Bob Tallent, M’ay-
town, 1964; Larry Hall, Martin, 1965;
Pat Tallent, Maytown, 1971; Steve
Smith, McDowell, 1972; Danny Hall,
Betsy Layne, 1974; Jeff Riley, Wheel-
wright, 1977.

Two girls from the 58th District
made All-State: Geri Grigsby,
McDowell, 1976, and Dee Dee Music,
1979,

Betsy Layne has wonmore district
titles than all Floyd County High
Schools—10times — winning five of
thosein the last 10 years, allunder the
guidance of Coach Junior Newsome.

McDowel] has won the title six
times, winning its first one in 1968
under coach Pete Grigsby Jr., and the

ast two seasonsunder coach Johnny
sa\y Turner,

Allen Central has captured the
coveted crown three times with back-
to-back titles in 1981 and 1982. The
last time the Rebels won was in 1987
over Betsy Layne.

Prestonsburg was district cham-
pion seven times since the
tournament’s beginning in 1232 —

thelasttime in 1984 over Newsome's
Betsy Layne Bobcats.

Wheelwright won the title five
times — three ina row in years 1960,
'61 and '62.

Outof the former schools, Martin,
under coach Denzil Halbertcaptured
the title five times, going to the state
tournamentin 1965. Garrett was dis-
trict champ seven times, winning
back-to-back titles in 1938, ‘39 and
*40. Three of those titles were under
the tutelage of the popularjohn “Dog”

are Junior Newsome with six; Denzil
"Hoss” Halbert with five; Pete

“Frankie” Francis each won two dis-
trict tournaments. Ray Heinischand
Estill Hall won one each

In girls district play which began
in 1975, Allen Central has won six
titles, the first one in 1975 under Pa-
tricia Murphy. The Lad Rebs won
back-to-back titles in 1979, “80, ‘81
and ‘82 under Judy Eversole. The
Lady Rebels went to the state tourna-
ment in 1981. The last time Allen
Central has won the title was in 1985
under Jerry Fultz.

In the late 1980s, Betsy Layne won

the title twice, 1986 and 1988, under
the guidance of Karen Henry, but the
tearm has won the title five timessince
1975, Under Paul David Tackett, the
Lady Bobcats won back-to-back titles
in 1983 and 1984.

Bridgett Clay's Prestonsburg

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Corsages: Today's choices are more exotic

Over the years, the flowers
chosen for the prom have de-

veloped from the simple nose-
gay to the wild and exoticcres-
cent styles and everything in
between. Gone are the days of
limited options; today’s “cor-
saging” is truly a creative
endeavor.

“Lastyear was probably the
toughest year yetingetting the
girlswhatthey wanted,” noted
Clara Conley, owner and op-
erator of Clara’s Flower Shop,
Wayland. “They were the
wildest colors I've ever seen,
mostly real deep colors, like
deep purple with emerald
green.”

The use of silk flowers has
helped add a variety of colors
to the selection. “1 think the
versatility of silk flowers, plus
the girl’s wanting to keep her
bouquets, has added to the
popularity of silk arrange-

ments,” Conley said.

She explained that some
girls will keep the bouquets
they’ve had over the yearsand
take them apart oradd to them
to create new looks for other
occasions. An economical de-
cision, these flowers can be

used for the bouquet a bride
tosses or for hair pieces at fu-
ture events.

According to Lena Brown,
co-owner of Add-A-Touch
Floristof Martin, tropical flow-
ers, such as orchids and lilies,
were popular last year. “The
new crescent style (a semi-
circle, hand-held bouquet) is
our most popular choice,” she
said. “The use of the crescent
allowsustocreate truly unique
designs, using things such as
Ting Ting, which is a dried,
colored stick, to get that per-
fect match.”

Both Brownand Conley said
that couples are coming to the
florists together topick out the
arrangements. “All the girls
bring their dress in and we
spend a lot of time and pa-
tience coordinating the colors
and styles to match,” Brown
said.

Most florists are very con-
cerned with costumer satisfac-
tion and will explain costsand
different styles to their clients
and usually will create match-
ing boutonnieres for the men.

Brown said her arrangements

Hedoesn'tclaimtobea Don
Juan, but Steve Porter does
manage to be the center of at-
tention at all local high school
proms year after year. In fact,
he even hits most of the train-
ing camps — the increasingly
popular eighth grade dances.

Porter is a photographer
who literally gets to preview
all the dazzling gowns and
spiffy tuxedos of the thousands
oflocal students who deck out
each year for the fanciest dress
ball of schooldom.

"Iloved proms when I was
in high school,” says the
Prestonsburg High School
graduate.

“But 1 hated the pictures
with a passion,” he adds slyly.

On the other side of the
camera now, Porter claims the
standing in line to have pic-
tures madeis the worst part for
prom couples. “Everybody
getstiredand edgy about miss-
ing out on the fun,” he says.

For that reason, he's in fa-

vor of schools scheduling the
picture period much earlier
than the gala and staggering
appointments. “At Wheel-
wright, for instance, we've
done that and the whole thing

is much smoother.”

At the Left Beaver school,
he explains, he sets up his
equipmentin frontof the prom
backdrop between 3:30 and 4
p.m. on the day of the prom.
Couples come in, have their
pictures taken and still have
time to go out to eat before
going to the prom,

Magoffin County High
School is going with an early
scheduling plan this spring,
and Porterexpectseveryone to
be happier with the arrange-
ment.

From his experience as a
promphotographer, Porter has
another suggestion for mak-
ing couples’ pictures worth
keeping. “Think of the prom
theme when choosing a prom
dress,” Porter advises female
prom-goers. “Choose colors
based on the theme and back-
drop, so you don’t fade into

the background or clash.”

Porter also advises couples
to be realistic when ordering
picture packages. “Lots of
times couples will break up
before the pictures come back,
and one of them picks up all
the pictures and the other is
left without the remembrance,”
he says.

Unrealistically perhaps, he
advises couples to try to stay

on friendly terms and be fair if
the romance fizzles during the
two or three weeks between
the prom and the picture re-
turn. Another possibility is for
each person to order separate
sets of pictures.

The owner of Porter Pho-
tography Studio also suggests
that studentsconsidercarefully
how many photos they want
before ordering. Reordering
generally takes longer and
costs more. Porter says that
some students will order five
orsix packagesof photographs
tocoverrequests from parents,
grandparents, friends and ex-
tended family members.

If the
salesclerkisunable tohelp, ask
for the store manager or prod-
uct buyer.

2. Be aware that, by and
large, all conditioners accom-
plish the same thing. Condi-
tionerssimply add proteinand
otheragents tohair toimprove
manageability.

3. Be careful whey buying
dandruff shampoo. Make sure
the shampoo you choose has
oneof the fiveingredientscited
by the Food and Drug Admini-
stration (FDA) as safe and ef-
fective incontrolling dandruff.
These are salicylic acid, py-

rithione zine, sulfur, coal tar
and selenium sulfide, Because
dandruffshampoosare highly
toxic, they should be used
sparingly and kept away from
children.

4. Be conscious of your hair
type when buying shampoo.
Men with thinning hair, for
example, frequently have oily
hair and should use a sham-
poo for oily hair or one spe-
cially formulated for thinning
hair that won’tleaveunwanted
residue, If men use a shampoo
designed for dry hair, they may
develop the scaling and itch-
ing problems of aggravated
shampoo.

5. Be realistic about sham-
poo additives. Herbal, lemon
and egg shampoos smell good,
butthey offer little or no clean-
ing benefit. Often additives
reflect the perceptions of mar-
keters more than the needs of
consumers.

6. Differentiate between
over-the-counter hair thickener
products and a prescription
hair growth treatment: Hair
thickenersuseingredients such
as trisaccharide chemicals to
add body to hair and make it
appear fuller. Anew FDA regu-
lation, effective Jan. 7, 1990,
prohibits companies from
claiming that nonprescription
products actually grow hair or
prevent hair loss.
