raising a fuss, burning British 
symbols, leading protests, writing 
scalding tracts condemning their 
king and their motherland. 

Put simply, they d idn't approve 
of the actions and control of the 
British government - of which 
they were a part. They were, for the 
most part, an educated, intellectual 
lot. 

They were also, to some extent, a 
mix of people, with a variety of an­
cestral backgrounds, albeit mostly 
western European. Their forebears 
had come from not only England, 
but also from Scotland, Ireland, 
Germany, Holland and France 
(much as ours). 

Most of them or their ancestors 
had not come to these shores as 
landed gentry. Most were here 
because they had dreams of 
becoming well off, or because they 
were escaping persecution of some 
kind, or because they were sent 
here either for being poor or 
otherwise unsavory in their native 
lands. 

Let's make no bones about it. 
They were not the creme de la 
creme of European society by any 
stretch of the imagination. No 
matter how much we try to 
glamorize our family trees, these 
United States of America were 
given birth by a band of rebels, 
radicals, rabble-rousers. 

But just look what they made. 
They gave rise through one 
document, the Declaration of 
Independence, to a war of revolu-

The Declaration of Independence 
When in the Course of human 

events, it becomes necessary for 
one people to dissolve the political 
bands which have connected them 
with another, and to assume among 
the Powers of the earth, the sepa­
rate and equal station to which the 
Laws of Nature and of Nature's 
God entitle them, a decent respect 
totheopinionsofmankind requires 
that they should declare the causes 
which impel them to the separa­
tion. 

We hold these truths to be self­
evident, that all men are created 
equal, that they are endowed by 
their Creator with certain unalien­
able Rights, that among these are 
Life, Liberty and the pursuit of 
Happiness. That to secure these 
rights, Governments are instituted 
among Men, deriving their just 
powers from the consent of the 
governed, That whenever any Form 
of Government becomes destruc­
tive of these ends, it is the Right of 
the people to alter or to abolish it, 
and to institute new Government, 
laying its foundation on such prin­
ciples and organizing its powers in 
such form, as to them shall seem 
most likely to effect their Safety 
and Happiness. Prudence, indeed, 
will dictate that Governments long 
established should not be changed 
for light and transient causes; and 
accordingly all experience hath 
shown, that mankind are more dis­
posed to suffer, while evils are suf-

ferable, than to right themselves by 
abolishing the forms to which they 
are accustomed. But when a long 
train of abuses and usurpations, 
pursuing invariably the same Object 
evinces a design to reduce them under 

absolute Despotism, it is their right, it 
is their duty, to throw off such Gov­
ernment, and to provide new Guards 
for their future security ...

Two gas lines broken, two trucks collide 
Members of the Prestonsburg Fire 

Department had a buf>Y pay Monday 
when two gas lines were ruptured in 
less than 10 minutes, followed by a 
two-vehicle accident on US 23. 

ResidentsoftheGreen Acres apart­
ment complex had to be evacuated 
when a tractor mowing a field at 
Prestonsburg Community College 
accidentally struck a valve on a one­
inch gas line. The line was shut down 
and repaired before re idents of the 
complex were allowed to return to 
their homes. 

Only six minutes after the call near 
Green Acres, fire and rescue workers 
were called to 38 Hillside Dr. in 
Lancer, where a car had reportedly 
run over a gas meter and ruptured a 
two-and-one-halfinchgasline. Work­
ers evacuated the immediate area 
until a worker from Columbia Gas 
could repair the line and replace the 
meter. 

Shortly before midnight Monday, 
workers received a call that a tanker 
truck had been involved in an acci­
dent on US 23. 

Upon arrival atthe scene, workers 
discovered that the truck was a large 
tool truck instead of the tanker that 
was originally reported. 

The truck's driver, Victor Boyd, 
told rescue workers that he had fallen 
asleep while driving and that he 
struck a pick up truck parked by the 
road, before he crashed into a guard-

Police pluck 
pot plants 

Tips from Floyd County r~side~ts 
led to the discovery and conftscahon 
of 54 marijuana plants this weekend. 

Sheriff's deputies confiscated the 
plants from five separate locations 
around Floyd County. 

The largest haul of the pot plants 
came from Frasure's Creek, where 
officers confiscated 24 of the potent 
plants. Someofthe plants had reached 
heights of over four feet, according to 
Chief Deputy Ricky Thornsberry. 

Five plants were discovered in the 
Ligon area, along with 10 plants in 
the Spurlock area, eight plants on 
Caney Creek and five of the plants at 
Coldwater Branch near Betsy Lane. 

Arrests will be made pending 
furtherinvestigation of the marijuana 
cultivation, deputies said. 

The raids were conducted by Chief 
Deputies Lindsey Hunt and Ricky 
Thornsberry, along with Deputies 
Lloyd Powers, Chuck Ousley, Mike 
Slone, Danny Jarrell and Denver 
Spurlock. 

Thornsberry stated that the 
sheriff's department would investi­
gate any tips on drug dealers and 
cultivators in Floyd County and that 
all tips would be kept confidential.

On this day 214 years ago, two 
of those outrageously defiant 
radicals affixed their names to the 
paper that declared that the 
fledgling colonies were no longer a 
part of the then strongest govern­
ment on earth, Great Britain. 
Signing on behalf of the representa­
tives of the colonies were John 
I lancock (of the big signature), 
president of the new Congress, and 
Charles Thomson, secretary. 

History tells us that the other 
signatures were probably not made 
until August. But this is the day we 
celebrate, the day when the deed 
was done, when King George lost a 
fortune. 

From these early radicals, a few 
years later came the Constitution,

Have a safe "Sparkling" July 4th 
Only certain fireworks are legal in 

Kentucky, but even the lawful ones 
can be dangerous if not handled 
properly, warn Department for 
Health Services product safety offi­
cials. 

Kentucky law allows non-explo­
sive fireworks such as sparklers, 
snakes and smoke devices. Bottle 
rockets, missile-type rockets, Roman 
candles, and firecrackers that have a 
loud explosion or shoot into the air 
are NOT allowed under the law. 

Kentuckians using fireworks 
should always follow some common 
sense guidelines to ensure a safe 
IndependenceDay. "Oneofthemost 
important things to remember is that 
children really do need close adult 
supervision when using fireworks," 
said product safety manager Terry 
Wescott, "even if they arc using only 
sparklers." 

Sparklers are popular among 
young children, but they burn at a 
very high temperature and can easily 
catch clothing on fire or burn the skin. 

Wescott offered some other safety 
tips for a safe celebration. 

-Don't hold fireworks in your 
hand and wait for the fuse to burn to 
the end. 

-Before using fireworks, read and 
follow all warning instructions 
printed on the label. 

--Light fireworks outdoors in a 
clear area away from buildings and 
flammable materials. If the grass is 
dry, be particularly careful. 

-Keep a bucket of water nearby 
to douse fireworks that are ignited 
but don't go off. 

- Do not relight or handle mal­
functioning fireworks. Throw water 
on them and discard. 

-Never attempt to make fire­
works. 

-Don't throw lit fireworks at 
another person. 

-Don't carry fireworks in your 
pocket. 

-Light fireworks one at a time 
and away from other people. 

-Never light fireworks in a con­
tainer, especially glass or metal. 

"Using fireworks on July the 
Fourth is an American tradition, and 
we're not telling anybody to aban­
don their fun," Wescott said, "but we 
are asking them to use a little care."

away from home" for thousands of 
people, including many Floyd 
Countians, the Lexington Hospital 
Hospitality House needs help. 

The Hospitality House, located at 
342 South Limestone, provide<: a 
comfortable, warm environment for 
family members who have loved ones 
in Lexington hospitals for extended 
periods. 

In just this past year, the Hospital­
ity House has opened its doors to 
more than 35 Floyd Countians. Some 
individuals have used the facilities 
for up to six months when a family 
member faces a long st<>y in one of the 
hospitals. The Hospitality House 
allows family members to spend as 
much time together as possible while 
relieving some of the burden of fre­
quent travcl and the expense associ-

atca with hospital stay. 

Services include sleeping areas, 
laundry facilities, bathing facilities, 
meals, telephone, and support from 
staff and other visitors to the facility. 
Those who stay are charged no fees. 
However, annual expenses for oper­
ating the facility run between $70,000 
and $80,000 per year. Most of the 
money comes from private grants and 
other resources. 

Church and civic groups are en­
couraged to donate collected goods 
to the Hospitality House. Items that 
arc always needed arc personal care 
items for the visitors such as sham­
poo and conditioner, laundry and 
dishwasher detergent, and toilet tis­
sue. Furnishings, such as twin beds 
and bedside tables, can be used. Fans 
are always needed, particularly in 
the summer months. Food is fre­
quently donated, but coffee is always 
in short supply.

REFLECTS KENTUCKY'S 

THRIITY WAYS 
Most Kentuckians - and just 

about all of the rural Kentuckians I 
know- arc well aware of the value 
of being thrifty and getting full use 
out of everything they own and every 
resource at their disposal. 

When I was growing up on a 
Kentucky farm, we had a saying that 
what you can use once well you can 
usc twice very well. 

In my opinion, that bit of wisdom 
can be put to very good use by our 
federal government. And that is ex­
actly what I am trying to do in a 
stepped-up effort to make the great­
est possible use of recycled paper in 
our government printing operations. 

AschairmanofourJointCommit­
tee on Printing, I recently took steps 
to sec that recycled paper is made 
available for all of the most common 
categories of government printing. 

The importance of this effort is 
easy to sec when we look at the grow­
ing problem of waste paper and other 
solid waste being hauled from the 
East Coast and elsewhere to be 
dumped in landfills across this state. 

We have to protect our environ­
ment, and our federal government is 
a good place to start when it comes to 
reusing instead of burying a wide 
variety of paper products. 

The fedcralgovcrnmenteach year 
buys 486,CXX> tons of paper, roughly 
2.5 percent of the annual sales of the 
US paper industry. I sec this as an 
opportunity for our government to 
serve as a role model in using recy­
cling to help protect our communi­
tics, our forests and our world f~m 
environmental damage.

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that. It may cost more, but it might 
help relieve the worries of the Auxier 
residents. 

Now, don't get me wrong. We 
have a lot of medical waste that has 
got to be destroyed by such folks as 
Mcdisin Inc. But I think we've made 
a lot of waste out of reusable things. 

While on my soap box, let's look at 
how much our country is wasting, a 11 
for the sake of convenience. 

Just about all soft drinks come in 
those over-sized plastic bottles or 
aluminum cans. Milk is poured out of 
plastic jugs, while other liquid prod­
ucts come in different-sized and 
shaped plastic containers. 

Why can't we look around to sec 
what a mess we have made of our 
countryside by casually tossing these 
containers over the hillside, into the 
creeks or filling up landfills. Then, 
after looking around, why can't we 
realize we are smothering ourselves 
with our throw-aways. 

Let's go back to deposit contain­
ers. You know, glass pop bottles and 

We began this federal effort about 
a year ago on the basis of recommen­
dations put forward by the Environ­
mental Protection Agency. Our pro­
gram has been successful, with prices 
paid for recycled paper products 
having fallen 12 percent in the course 
of a year. But our approach has been 
based on the idea that competitively 
prict:d supplies of recycled paper are 
sufficient for only a small number of 
federal uses. 

Feeling very strongly that we can 
do more, I have ordered new and 
revised specifications to require the 
fullest possible use of recycled paper 
for copiers, laser printers, writing 
stationary and other federal purposes. 
In addition, I have asked the Public 
Printer to purchase recycled news­
print as it becomes available on a 
competitive basis for the Congres­
sional Record and the Federal Regis­
ter. 

Weare puttingouttheword that a 
demand for recycled paper is there to 
be met. I am sure that when this 
nation's very progressive paper in­
dustry reads our new specifications, 
it will beonlya matter of time before 
adequate quantities of recycled pa­
per become available at competitive 
prices. 

If past practices hold true, many 
state and local governments will fol­
low our federa1 pattern of using re­
cycled paperproducts.Somcalrcady 
arc moving in this direction. 

I can't say how many tons of old 
newspapers, junk mail, shredded 
computer printouts and the like will 
be saved from the landfills and reused 
under our new policies. But I believe 
that these policies do represent one 
way to combat our solid-waste prob­
lems- the way of good, old-fash­
ioned thriftiness.

Cartoon offends 
postal w orkers 

Dear Editor, 
Although I'm not accustomed to 

writing letters like this, I felt com­
pelled to do so in this case. Your 
publishing of a cartoon by Ramirez 
(whoever that is) in your June 27, 
1990, edition depicting a slovenly, 
careless and uncaring postal em­
ployee who snidely, perhaps cavali­
erly, answers an honest query from 
one of his patrons, is insensitive at 
best. Call it poetic license, caricature 
or whatever, but to us, the hardwork­
ing employees of the US Postal Serv­
ice, it was downright rude. 

Ours is not an easy job, but we 
don't let that stand in the way of 
getting it done. We handle over 550 
million pieces of mail each day and 
we move it over thousands of miles 
from the tip of Maine to Hawaii and 
beyond.Asanexample,compare that 
to the 800 million pieces handled each 
year by NZPostinNew Zealand over 
300to600miles. Then compare postal 
rates; even at 30 cents for a first class 
letter; ours is thelowestamongmajor 
nations in the free world: Japan, 42.8 
cents; France, 40.5 cents; Great Brit­
ain and Canada, 33.5 cents; I taly,56.4 
cents, etc. 

Recently, on Charles Kuralt's 
Sunday morning news show on CBS, 
he did a segment on a rural carrier in 
Louisiana, who happened to have 
Postmaster General Anthony Frank 
for a ''helper'' for a day. Before the 
segment was aired, Kuralt discussed 
it with one of his fellow journalists 
and elicited thercsponsethathecould 
hand his carrier a letter in New York 
anditwouldbetakentohismotherin 
some sma11 rural town in Texas and 
all of this for a quarter. He thought 
that was a pretty good deal. One of 
thepeopleon that rural carrier's route 
was filmed stating that he thought 
the rates should be raised to 50 cents, 
that it was worthittohavegood mail 
service. 

Now I would be the first to say 
that we the employees of the Postal 
Service aren't perfect and sometimes 
a piece of mail does get lost, hope­
fully, only temporarily. However, I 
submit to you that anyone or any 
organization which handles 550 mil­
lion of anything, from marbles to 
melons to mufflers each and every 
day, will most likely displace one 
every now and then. Perhaps, even 
you good people atthe Floyd County 
Times have made misprints or typing 
errors which somehow ended up in 
print for all the world to sec, some of 
which may have even called for an 
apology on your part. Well, we do 
apologize for our errors and attempt 
to do better every day. After all, it's 
not called the US Postal Business, it's 
theUSPostalServiceand that is what 
we try to give- Service. 

So, to say the least, I certainly think 
that cartoon was rude and unwar­
ranted. It's remarkable that since the 
days when Benjamin Franklin started 
the postal system in this country, that 
Americanshavecometoexpcctexpe­
ditious delivery of their mail as the 
norm rather than theexccption,a fact 
established by over 200 years of dedi­
cated service. And yet, the Postal 
Service becomes the target of various 
slurs and assorted abuse every time 
there is a rate increase. Perhaps some 
of us haven't noticed that since the 
days of the three-cent stamp, we also 
can't find the nickel Coke or Pepsi. 

By the way, did you get your mail 
today? Fairly routine for you, wasn't 
it? Perhaps you should come down

Commissioner Bob McAninch's main 
argument for Medisin' s waste incin­
erator is that it meets all state regula­
tions. Since Kentucky's regulations 
are at best antiquated, I don't think 
thatthis argument is in the bestinter­
estofthepeople.Manyrecentstudies 
have been published exposing the 
risk of infectious waste incineration. 
The Center of the Biology of Natural 
Systems (CBNS) at Queens College in 
New York supports the theory that 
dioxins/furans will be created after 
the gases leave the furnace no rna tter 
how hot the furnace is (CBNS, 1984). 
The New York Academy of Science 
(NY AS, 1984) also supports theories 
on how dioxins and furansareformed 
in incinerators. And there are many 
more. 

Although there is an infectious 
waste disposal crisis in this state, 
incineration is not the solution to this 
problem. It'~ been proven that infec­
tious waste incinerators generate toxic 
air emissions, contaminated waste 
water and toxic ash. Despite these 
many problems, infectious waste 
incinerators are still advocated by 
government and industry as the so­
fution to the crisis. This is due to the 
simple fact that many large corpora­
tions and investment firms stand to 
make a lot of money building infec­
tious waste incinerators. Whether the 
incinerator works or not is not their 
problem. The only proven thing about 
incineration technology is that it has 
proven to fail.

• For objects wedged between 
teeth, remove with floss. Don't use 
sharp or pointed instruments. 

• For orthodontic problems -
especially if a wire is broken-cover 
the end with a small cotton ball, piece 
of gauze or paraffin. If the wire is 
embedded in the cheek, tongue or 
gum, do not try to take it out. Save 
any loose or broken pieces of wire 
and take them with you to the dentist 
or orthodontist. 

• For a possible jaw fracture, 
immobilize the jaw by any means­
with a tie, towel, handkerchief-and 
go to a hospital emergency room.

Atleastwhenitcomcstobodies­
and, by extension, their repair and 
maintenance- no one disputes that 
women differ from men.

That's beginning to change, how­
ever, as more women become doc­
tors and researchers and more data 
emerge on issues unique to their sex.

A companion volume, "Every 
Woman's Emotional Well-Being" 
($21.95), assembles 23 physicians, 
educators and writers on subjects 
ranging from self-esteem and friend­
ship to job stress and humor. 

Editor Carol Travis is a social 
psychologist reknowned for research 
and publications on anger. Through­
out the book, guidance is offered on 
when to seek professional help, and 
the final chapter is titled "A 
Consumer's Guide to Psychother­
apy." 

Athletes and those increasing their

Chimpan7.ccs seem to cat some 
plants in the wild strictly as medi­
cine, according to Harvard Univer­
sity anthropologist Richard Wrang­
ham. 

Studying the African primates, 
which many geneticists say are 
humankind's closest relative in the 
animal kingdom, Wrangham was 
amazed to see some carefully choose 
certain leaves, roll them up and swal­
low them unchewod. The same ani­
mals often exhibited symptoms of 
physical distress, such as vomiting or 
diarrhea. 

Preliminary analysis indicated the 
leaf, from a plant calls Aspilia, is a 
powerful antibiotic, and further tests 
are now being conducted at the Uni­
versity of California at Irvine and the 
University of British Columbia. 

Wrangham is now studying more 
plants that seem to have medicinal 
uses for chimps. Sometimes the ani­
mals grimace as they chew, he noted, 
suggesting they don't like to take their 
medicine any more than humans do.

Bassin'..,._ 
with the pros 

How your smell can affect 
your fishing success 

Did you put on dean socks before 
your last fishing trip? Did you spill 
gasoline when filling up the boat? Do 
you chew tobacco or smoke cigarettes 
while you fish? 

If so, you could be limiting your 
fishing success, simply because you 
smell bad to bass. 

"There definitely are negative 
smells that repel fish," notes former 
biologist Ken Cook, now a full time 
bass tournament pro and member of 
the Evinrude Outboards Pro Staff. 
'The plain truth is that some fisher­
men smell worse than others, and 
they transmit this negative odor to 
their lures and line. 

"The fish smell these scents and 
move away instead of striking." 

Bass have a well-developed olfac­
tory sense, he explains, although they 
do not depend on it nearly as much 
as some other species like catfish or 
trout. The larger a bass grows, how­
ever, the more it does use its sense of 
smell. 

Among the turnoffs to bass, says 
Cook, are the chemicals present in 
human perspiration, which fisher­
men can't control. One particular 
chemical, known as L-serine, has been 
isolated as one of the worst fish re­
pellents.·

"It is interesting to note," explains 
theE vinrude pro, "that not everyone 
has the same amount of L-serine in 
their perspiration. Many of the top 
tournament pros have been tested 
andshowntohaveverylowamounts 
of the chemical." 

The solutions, says Cook, are to 
trytoavoidimpartingncgativescents 
to lures, and perhaps to add positive 
ones, such as one of the many com­
mercial fish attractants now avail­
able. 

"I have actually taken soap in the 
boatwithmeand washed my hands 
when I got gasoline or some other 
odor on them," Cook explains. ''This 
is certainly something worth consid­
ering. 

"Another possibility is to spray 
your hands, lures and line with a 
masking agent that hides the human 
scent. These are usually available in 
fishing tacl<le stores in convenient 
spray bottles and are easier to use 
than soap." 

Cook likes to usc one of the com­
mercial fish attractant sprays, believ­
ing it not only masks his own odor 
but also adds a positive scent to his 
lures. 

"Not all lures need a fish attrac­
tant," he notes. "I don't believe smell 

makes much difference in fast mov­
ing lures like spinnerbaits or 
crankbaits, but for slower lures like 
worms and jigs, I believe the attrac­
tants dcfinitefy bring more strikes." 

Cook pays particular attention to 
his line, something many anglers 
overlook when using spray-on at­
tractors. 

"At times, fish smell the line be­
fore they do the lure," he explains. 
"I'll spray my reel so the line is cov­
ered each cast. 

"You don't have to spray your 
lure after each cast, but I don't think 
it hurts anything to spray it again 
after each fi.sh you catch."

Spearfishing decision mocks equality

Judging from recent news reports, 

Indians and whites arc still ready to 
go to war again in Wisconsin. 

The bone of contention is spear fish­
ing. The federal courts have once 
again displayed their Solomon-like 
wisdom by ruling that Indians are 
entitled to spearfish but whites arc 
not. Evidently that's equality under 
the law, 1990s style. 

The court rulings have led to 
numerous clashes between spear­
fishing Indians and non-spearfishing 
whites. There have been hot words, 
hurled missiles and scattered fisti­
cuffs but so far, fortunately, nothing 
any worse than that. 

The conflict arises from Indian 
treaties signed way back in the 19th 
century, the provisions of which the 
noble and enlightened judges have 
chosen to resurrect just as if nothing 
had changed in the ensuing 150 years. 

It's not just spcarfishing that's at 
issue. US District Judge Barbara Crabb 
decrcedinearlyMaythatWisconsin's 
4,000 Chippewa Indians (who make 
up less than one-tenth of one percent 
of the state's population) are entitled 
to SO percent of the natural resources 
on lands and waters owned by the 
state. 

In other words, each Chippewa's 
fairsharcofnaturalrcsources(judged 
to include fish, game and timber) is 
around 1,250 times greater than each 
whitecitizcn'sfairshare.Everyoneis 
equal, understand, but the good judge 
feels that some oughtto be a tad more 
equal than others. 

1 wouldn'twanttocastaspersions 
on our federal judiciary, but occa­
sionally it hands down decisions that 
make one wonder how some of its 
judges passed first grade, much less 
the bar exam. 

When it comes to spearfishing, 
Indians aren' t limited to 50 percent. 
Since whites can' t do it, the Indians 
get the whole caboodle. Wisconsin's 
irate white sportsmen claim that 
spearfishing is about as sporting as 
dynamite - and almost as deadly. 

And they're right. I know because 
in my wild and misspent youth, I did 
a lot of spearfishing. We called it 
gigging rather than spearfishing, but 
that dian't make it any less lethal ­
or any more legal. Understand, the 

backwoodssocietylgrcwupinwasn't 
exactly noted for its devotion to game 
laws. Respect for game laws was 
something I had to learn later in life. 

The only fishing tackle we boys 
could afford were cane poles with 
thick linen lines about as subtle as 
logging cables. We could catch slow­
witted red eyes and sunfish with such 
an outfit, but all the fish with learning 
ability had been well educated by 
several generations of lean and hun­
gry mountain lads who preceded us. 

By day, the mere appearance of a 
human shadow on the water or the 
vibration of a footstep on the bank 
were enough to send the more wary 
species of fish scattering like fright­
ened quail. Enter the same stretch of 
water at night, however, with a bright 
carbide light and a stout gig in hand, 
and it was like plucking sleeping 
pullets off a roost. 

The experts who claim to know 
everything tell us thatfishdon'tsleep, 
citing as evidence the absence of 
eyelids on all critters outfitted with 
fins and scales. Since I'm not a fish, I 
can't knowledgeably dispute the 
experts. 

But I do know that fish arc over­
taken by something at night that 
makes them act totally different than 
they do in the daytime. Otherwise, 
our gigging expeditions would have 
been exercises in futility. 

A fish that by day flees wildly at 
the slightest hint of anything amiss 
will at night lie as unmoving as a log 
while half a dozen lumbering boys 
approach it abreast, sloshing water 
and grinding streambed rocks and 
gravel underfoot.

I'm glad I don't live in Wisconsin 
Given my own nefarious past, I'd be 
a hypocrite to take an active role in 
the movement against spearfishing. 
Bull surcdon'tblamcthcstate'swhite 
sportsmen for being boiling mad. 

Few would deny that our native 
Americanshavebeenamong the most 
rottenly treated of all minorities. But 
to try to right the wrongs of the past by 
conjuring up new wrongs for the fu­
ture corrects nothing at all. Moreover, 
it turns stupidity into a judicial prece­
dent and makes a mockery of the pnn­
ciple of equality. 

The legal argument used to jushfy 
spearfishingis that it was a traditional 
method the indians used for taking 
fishatthetimethetreatiesweresigncd. 
That's true as far as it goes, but the 
traditional light source was a flaming 
torch, not a modern spotlight. 

Since the 19th century Indians also 
used torches for taking deer at night, 
perhaps the judiciary's next ruling will 
empower the Chippewas to collect 
their court-ordained half of theW~:>­
consin deer harvest by jacklightmg 
them at night.

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H's a fact! Children do like to eat 
out 

According to a study by the 
Roper Organization for USA 
Weekend, 55 percent of families 
surveyed said their children 
influence the family's choice when 
the dinner destination is a full­
service restaurant. 

And, the National Restaurant 
Association says that restaurant 
visits by children under the age of 
six jumped 36 percent during a 
recent seven-year period. 

As the lifestyle of the typical 
American family becomes busier, 
mealtime is often the only time 
during the day when the family is 
together. In the past, parents left the 
kids with a babysitter so they could 
enjoy a relaxing dinner out. 

But times have changed. It's 
become increasingly important for 
families of the '90s to spend quality 
time together, and more than ever 
children are joining parents at 
restaurants. 

According to Judy Kelly, a

••If a child has an "accident'' 
such as spilling milk, don't make a 
big thing of it. In a calm voice, say, 
"It was just an accident. Let's clean 
it to~ether." 

••Tantrums ate another story. A 
::hild has a tantrum to achieve a 
goal. It's best to take the child away 
from other diners. After he calms 
down, ask the child why he is 
upset. Once the reason for the 
tantrum is known, pnn•nls cnn 
better cope with the silun lion.

••Keep in mind that children are 
a part of the dinner party and, as 
such, should be included in the 
conversation. It's a good time to 
talk with kids about school, sports 
and new friends they've made.

Happy Independence Day 

Forasummer"pick-me-up" that's 
a little different- cool and refresh­
ing, but low in fat and calories- try 
munching a cucumber. r>tw to its IJI'i 
percent water content, the inside or il 
cucumber can be 20 degrees cooler 
than the outside air on a hot day, 
making it a real cook cuke. 

A fresh cucumber provides a lot of 
crunch, withonlyabout40caloriesin 
a medium-sized cucumber. And, 
while it's not a nutritional power­
house, a cuke can provide nearly a 
quarter of the recommended daily 
allowance of vitamin C. 

It's a cool and pleasant way to get 
at least some of the n.'Cornrncnd<·d 
five or more daily servings of fruits 
and vegetables advised by the Ameri­
can Institute of Cancer Research and 
other health groups. 

Lookforcucumbcrsno longer than 
seven inches and not overly large in 
diameter with good green color all 

over. Dull, yellow or puffy cucum­
bers with shriveled ends can be tough 
and have a bitter flavor. Because of 
their high moisture content, cukes 
must be refrigerated and kept from 
drying out. Store them in n p<•rfo­
ratcd plastic bng in your Vl'gctabiP 
bin or in a brown paper bag ncar the 
bottom of your refrigerator. 

Most cucumbers arc eaten raw or 
pickled and are particular favorites 
in salads or cold soups. For a change, 
instead of crackers, try cucumber 
slices, topped with lowfat cheese 
spread. Cucumber boats (a cucum­
ber cut length wise with seeds scooped 
out) are an attractive way to serve 
your favorite summer salad. 

Cucumbers' subtle flavor com­
bines well with herbs such as basil, 
chervil, chives, dill, mint and parsley. 

At home on tables throughout the 
world, cucumbers are found on a 
Scandinavian smorgasl;0~d or in an 
Indian "raita" to cool the fiery tas~es 
of curry and spices. The following 

recipe is the perfect accompaniment 
to a dish like chicken teriyaki. With 
its interesting oriental flavor, this 
salad is like eating pickles-without 
the salt.

Higher meat prices give 
kick to state food index 

from KYFARM 13UREAU 
Rising prices at the meat counter 

during \lfaygavea kick to Kentucky's 
food p rice index, pushing the indica­
tor up nearly a dollar to $71.18, ac­
cording to Kentucky Farm Bureau's 
marketbasket survey. 

The index, which represents the 
averageretailcostofa4~item market­
basket, had fallen three months in a 
row through April, when it stood at 
$70.20. 13ut higher prices for beef and 
pork in May overrode the effects of 
cheaper poultry and dairy products 
and left food costs at their highest 
level since February. 

Nine of 10 red meat selections 
showed higher price tags in May, as 
sharp reductions in hog and cattle 
numberc; on farms combined to force 
prices higher throughout the meal 
m: ... rketing chain. 

b percentage terms, beef prices 
!o:;e 4.8 percent and pork shot up 5.3 
percent. Popular outdoor barbecue 
items like pork chops and T-ho111' 
steaks led the surge, but such stapll·~ 
as ground beef, bacon and sausage 
were also more expensive. 

Poultry and eggs countered the 
upward trend, showing a price re­
ductionof7.8 percent. Chicken breasts 
were 19 cents a pound cheaper, aver­
aging $1.87, while large eggs at 74 
cents a dozen, were selling 17 cents 
below April levels. 

Dairy prices dropped a modest 

one percent, as tabs on milk and ice 
cream reflected decreases. Two per­
cent milk sola at $2.07 average per 
gallon, down nine cents from the 
previous month. Ice cream, the sub­
ject of major summertime price pro­
motions by dairy suppliers, dropped 
12 cents per half gallon. 

Among vegetables, prices on cu­
cumbers, peppers and tomatoes all 
fell, but those drops were offset by 
h1gher costs for lettuce and pot a toes.

Science is changing foods 
by Patricia A. Leathem 

US Food & Drug Administration 
The new bidtcchnology, a scien­

tific revolution less than 20 years old, 
is beginning to change the foods we 
cat. 

Cloning, genetic manipulation, cell 
fusion and mutation may seem like 
fantasies out of Star Trek, but these 
~cientific processes are being applied 
to tomatoes, milk and other foods. 

One current focus of research is a 
tom a to genctica 11 y engineered to stay 
firm far longer than an ordinary 
tomato. Its developer claims that it 
looks the same, feels the same and 
tastes the same as other tomatoes, 
and its nutritional value is identical. 

Waiting in the wings is another 
tomato plant alt<>red to contain a 
bacterial protein toxic to plant-attack­
ing insects but not to other living 
things. The pnmary issue with both 
of these "new" tomatoes is whether 
the introduction of single new prop­
erties might mask other unforeseen 
changes as well. 

Theultimatequestionmaybehow 
many properties can be changed in 
an organism before it becomes some­
thing else. A tomato improved in one 
specific way seems obviously to still 
be a tomato, but does it remain one if 
you alter it in 10 w;-.ys or 20? 

When traditional methods crossed 
the tangerine with a grapefruit, the 
new genetic structure was clearly 
something else, now sold as a tan­
gelo. The new biotech questions arc 
far more subtle. FDA must grapple 
with concepts of this sort as it consid­
ers the many new biotech food appli· 
cations now being developed. 

Most address foods in ways that 
can'treadilybeseen-byimproving 
nutrition content, preventing spoil­
age, or even eliminating the need for 

chemical pesticides. 

Most ot the new biotech projects 
now in the works wouid do iihie to 
affect the taste or appearan'"e of food, 
although a few promise to improve 
the flavors and consistency of some 
vegetables or reduce the fat content 
of some meats. 

"Biotech Burgers" won't be avail­
able at your neighborhood fast food 
emporiums soon. Apples the size of 
pumpkins aren't right around the 
corner. 

But there may :;oon bt• lhc option 
of buying low-fat, low-cholesterol 
steaks, long-lasting nutritionally and 
superior vegetables and fruits a bun· 
dant because of an extended growing 
season - all courtesy of the new 
bio<~~hnology.

bracelets and uranium mmcstosn.•kc 
venom and megavitamins nrc being 
tried at least once by most of the 37 
million Americans with arthritio::, 
according to the ArthritiS F'ounda· 
tion. 

In addition, one study shows th,,t 
one in 10 people trying an unproven 
remedy for arthritis reports harmful 
side effects. 

There arc an cstimatt•d SOO,()(X) 
people with arthritis in Kentuck.Y 
alone. People with arthritis often tum 
to unproven remedies because they 
get impatient or discouraged with 
traditional treatment methods for 
arthritis. 

"It often takes time for doctors to 
diagnose the exact form of arthritis 
and find a medication that works best 
for the person being treated. Mean· 
while, the persistent pain of arthritis 
is strong motivc1tion to try anything 
that people think may help," said 
john L. Cowan, MD, co-chairman of 
the Medical and Scientific Commit­
tee of the Arthritis Foundation's 
Kentucky Chapter. 

Unproven arthritis remedies arc 
trca tm ents that have not been proven 
through proper research to be safe 
and effective. According to Dr. 
Cowan, many unproven remedies for 
arthritis arc harmless, such as min­
eral springs or vinegar and honey.

I lowevcr, the effect of any un­
proven remedy may be harmful if it 
encourages a person to slow down or 
stop prescribed medical treatment, 
possibly resulting in greater damage 
to joints or loss of movement. 

Arthritis Foundation chapters 
nationwide have information about 
both proven and unproven treatments 
and can help to answer questions. In 
general, Dr. Cowan says to suspect a 
treatment as an unproven remedy if 
it: 

• Claims to cure arthritis or works 
for all types of arthritis 

• Uses only case histories or tc~ti­
monials as proof 

• Cites only one study as proof or 
a study without a control group 

• Docs not list contents or has no 
directions for proper use 

• Has no information or warnings 
about side effects 

• Claims it's based on a secret for­
mula or is available only from one 
source

Q. We have been receiving infor· 
mation in the mail regarding 
timeshare developments and resorts. 
Can you tell me what a timeshare is 
and how it works? 

A. A timeo;hare is an arrangement 
where the buyer gets the right to use 
and occupy the premises at a particu­
lar recurring time block each year. It 
is a form of communal ownership 
which allows multiple purchasers to 
buy an interest in property usually 
located in a resort or vacation area. 

The program can offer the pur­
chase of a condominium unit or 
apartment for a specific time period 
each year. Others use a rotation sys­
tem whereby the occupant can pur­
chase a different time period each 
yeilr. Hach owner is typically charged 
a fcc to provide yearly maintenance 
services for the property. 

Under KRS 324.142, any person or 
organization who engages in sales of 
a promotional nature in thi~ state for 
time share property must apply to 
the Kentucky Real Estate Commis­
sion for approval. Also, any such 
promotion of property located out­
stdc Kentucky, whether time share 
or not, must also be approved by the 
Kentucky Real Estate Commission. 
Developments requesting approval 
must submit a registration form, 
copies of all sales contracts, promo­
tional materials, articles of incorpo­
ration or partnership, and other such 
documentation as required under 
KREC rcgulatioh 201 KAR 11:180. 
Approval must be obtained from the 
Kentucky Real Estate Commission 
prior to promoting the property to 
Kentucky residents. 

All sales contracts used in the sale 
of timeshare units must provide a 
<>pec1ficd cancellation clause for con­
sumer-:. Violations of the statute or 
rcgul,1tion or failure to comply with 
the c,mccllation provisions can re­
sult in revocation of the 
dewlopment's approval to market 
and sell timeshareunitsinKentucky.
