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Floyd citizens flood Fiscal Court with demands

The group Floyd Countians In 

Action, concerned with the medical 
waste incinerator located behind 
Highlands Regional Medical Center, 
literally took over the first hour of the 
Floyd Fiscal Court meeting Friday 
with four resolutions they wanted 
the members to pass. 

While several FCIA members held 
up placards, George Scott Walker 
acted as spokesperson for the group 
and presented their demands i n or­
der. Walker' s wife Deborah handed 
out red roses to those court members 
who voted for the group and black to 
those who voted against. 

The first issue was demanding the 
resignation of Floyd County Solid 
Waste commissioner Robert McAn­
inch. The group cited McAninch as 
possessing a conflict of interest in his 
capacity at the solid waste commis­
sion whilesimultaneouslyservingon 
the advisory board for Medisin Inc., 
operator of the incinerator. 

McAninch defended his position 
on the board stating that it comple­
mented his solid waste position in 
that he now possesses first hand 
awareness as to what is being hauled 
to the landfill from the incinerator. 
As of June 7 this year, the landfill has 
been accepting no ash from the medi­
cal incinerator, pendingastudyonits 
reported toxicity. 

According to McAninch, the state 
sees the ash as non-toxic and has put 
no regulations on the landfill or cited 
it for any violation as far as the ash

thecommissioner'sdecision whether 
or not to resign. 

Another bystander, Charles Par­
son with the Floyd County Litter Task 
Force, spoke up, "If McAninch re­
sig ns, who would be our watch d og 

to see we don't get out of state gar­
bage and medical waste?" He was 
referring to McAninch's recent reso­
lution not to take out of state garbage 
at the Floyd County Landfill. 

After some time of bantering and 
Owens' repeated calling for a vote on 
the resolution for McAninch to re­
sign, County Attorney Jim Hammond 
noted that the Fiscal Court was the 
wrong place to start on the charges of 
"conflict of interest." 

The proper place to bring up these 
allegations would be before the Solid 
Waste Board, said Hammond. "He 
(McAninch) is owed due process, 
even with the best interest of these 
citizens, this needn't be brought in 
front of a public forum," he said. 

In answer to Owens' comment to 
send a letter of recommendation to 
the Solid Waste Board on this matter, 
Hammond said, "This needs to go 
through the chain of command in­
stead of starting at the top. Not in 
defense of Bob, but in defense of fair 
play. I feel it would be an offense to 
everyone in this room to find him in 
conflict of interest without due proc­
ess." 

Floyd Countians in Action were 
not satisfied with this answer and 
contended that McAninch lent Me­
disin Inc.legitimacy and they alleged 
that he wasn't even aware of their 
actions. 

"We are all concerned with toxics. 
They (Medisin) only generate 1/2 a 
can of ash a week," McAninch said. 
"Right now, in our opinion, it is safe. 
If the tests come back that it's toxic we 
will refuse it. They can take it to Roe 
Creek.

In addition to the demands of 

Floyd Countians in Action (see re­
lated story) at Floyd Fiscal Court last 
Friday, the court members attended 
to a full agenda of other business and 
citizen concerns, including the wid­
ening of Abbott Creek Road, accep­
tance of bids for a bridge and a sur­
plus vehicle and the funding of 
fireworks for the Fourth of July. 

Lisa Meade of the Left Fork of 
Abbott presented a petition from 26 
landowners who had agreed to relin­
quish part of their property to widen 
and improve the area road. This was 
a result of an incident at last month's 
court meeting when court members 
agreed to fix the road but were con­
cerned that they wouldn't be able to 
get the neighboring property own­
ers' agreement. 

Meade was also petitioning for 
the upkeep of the road, alleging that 
it had been blacktopped only two 
times in 10 years. 

Meade noted that the property 
didn't need to be blasted and one

Joseph 
indicted 

A Prestonsburg man has been 
charged with 12 counts of develop­
ing a fraudulent scheme to obtam 
Medicaid benefits in an indictment 
handed down by the Franklin County 
Circl.lit Court Grand Jury. 

Herman Joseph of Prestonsburg 
was indicted June 11 by the grand 
jury for attempting to defraud the 
Medicaid program in excess of 
$10,000, according to the state Attor­
ney General's office. 

The indictments incll.lde the fraud 
charges, as well as 10 counts of first 
degree forgery and one count of fil­
ing a false Medicaid claim in excess of 
$100. 

Joseph's alleged fraudulent acts 
involved transportation by an unli­
censed taxicab company. The alleged 
forgeries involved the forging of sig­
natures on reimbursement checks for 
the transportation of Medicaid reci pi­
ents. 

A spokesperson at the officeofthe 
Kentucky Attorney General stated 
Tuesday that no further information 
about the Joseph charges could be 
released at this time. 

Joseph is scheduled to be arraigned 
in Franklin Circuit Court on June 29.

Herring wins law suit 
PIKEVILLE- Ted Herring, a former Pikeville city official, has won a 

judgment of$98,840 against the city ofPikeviHeand former Commissioner 
Thomas "Webby'' Huffman. Ned Pillersdorf, Herring's attorney, filed a 
wrongful discharge suit alleging that Herring, who formerly held three 
positions with the city, was fired by the former City Commissioner in 
violation of his civil rights. (Appalachian News-Express) 

"You're saying that milk cartons 
eat lead," Walker asked. 

"Look in any garbage can at any 
elementary school and you won't see 
a bottom in them, the milk eats it 
out," McAninch explained. 

Walker suggested that better 
means of disposal can be found, such 
as on-site sterilization and compact­
ing. Robert Ford, Medisin represen­
tative, noted that steam sterilization 
doesn't always work and some incin­
eration would still be needed. He 
invited all interested parties to come 
to the open house for the incinerator 
scheduled for June 28, or to come any 
time and observe the operation. 

The second demand of the FCIA 
pertained to prohibiting the dump­
ing of the ash in the landfill. McAn­
inch noted that this is already being 
done since the new regulation came 
out June 7. 

The third resolution asked that a 
ban be placed on importation of toxic 
waste or medical waste into the 
landfill. Hammond noted that the 

most appropriate way that the Fiscal 
Court could handle this is by levying 
a heavy tax on imported medical 
waste such as was done in 1976 at 
Maxey Flats in Fleming County. 

"This doesn't outlaw it but makes 
it cost prohibitive," Hammond noted. 
"No one wants Floyd County to be 
the 'happy dumping grounds' but 
we need to dispose of waste we create 
ourselves. 

"Let's not be so naive to think 
someone else will take our toxic waste 
and I'll be daggoned if I want to see 
Floyd County get dirtier. We can't sit 
around and wait for the state and 
federalgovemmentcauseitwillnever 
get done." 

Hammond agreed to work up a 
proposal for a stiff tax to be levied on 
the haulers of toxic waste into Floyd 
County to present at the next Fiscal 
Court in July. 

The final resolution presented by 
the group was to ban the importation 
of Solid Waste into Floyd County. 

McAninch pointed out that in 19So 
the state said the landfills in Ken­
tucky would be built only if they 
were open to surrounding counties, 
thus preventing the need to build 120 
landfills throughout the state. 

"From day one we have accepted 
out of county trash," McAninch said. 
"If we ban it, somebody will have to 
pay back the $495,000 to the federal 
government," McAninch said. 

Owens demanded a vote to stop 
this practice and McAninch noted that 
in about a year's time Floyd County 
may be the out-of-county garbage if 
solutions were not found to satisfy 
the new regulations for lined landfills. 

The vote was taken and Owens 
and District One Magistrate Gerald 
DeRossett voted against out-of­
county garbage while Magistrates 
Betty Caudill and Ermal Tackett voted 
for accepting it, as did Judge Stumbo. 

"There no question about it, we 
have to take it," Stumbo said. 

Severalmembersofthecrowd said 
they would remember this vote come 

election time and the judge com­
mented that it was the only way to 
keep the garbage bills down. 

"This court does not want outside 
waste, be it hazardous or not. But we 
have to resolve at the same time what 
we are going to do with our own 
waste," Hammond said. 

Not satisfied with the results of 
the meeting and fearing that those 
present did not realize the extent of 
their concerns, Walker invited any­
one who wanted to see the incinera­
tor when it was fired up to give him 
his name and numbersohecould call 
them when it started. 

"You don't even have to be out­
side to know it," Walker said. Some 
other members of FCIA testified to 
the stench the incinerator emitted and 
noted that it bothered their breathing 
as far as Auxier. 

After the completion of the busi­
ness with Floyd Countians in Action 
the Fiscal continued with a full agenda 
and other citizen grievances. See re­
lated story.

The New Middle School: An Example of Non-Participatory Leadership

When school staffing assignments were listed in last 

week's paper, it may have seemed like a perfunctory ar­
ticle, to be discarded as quickly as a list of delinquent 
taxes. 

However, one list is of particular note and concern to 
parents and persons in the Prestonsburg community 
and area- the listing of the principal and staff for the 
new middle school being constructed near Lancer. 
Seldom is there such an opportunity to start new and 
fresh with a clean.slate and a vision unhindered by the 
past. 

But, while the state is mandating site-based manage­
ment for all its schools in the next few years and Allen 
and Betsy Layne arealreadyinvolved in that aspect of 
educational reform, at the newest school in our county 
we have a prime example of "business as usual," or 
more specifically, "politics" as usual. 

More than a year ago, the Floyd County Education 
Forum asked that the hiring of the new school's person­
nel be open. Why not attract the best leaders from our 
county and beyond? Why not have a model middle 
school that can make Floyd County a leader, rather than 
two steps behind again? Why not advertise for a 
principal who has had experience elsewhere in the 
middle school experience, just as Kentucky's new 
commissioner of education will be hired after a national 
search? 

Instead, the past year has seen the same old story of 
intrigue, gossil and rumor about those to be placed in 
the new schoo . And, at no place in the process, have 
parents- not to mention the community at large­
been involved in the process. Far from participatory 
leadership, the community's wishes have been shut out 
from the start. 

Fayette County has been working for several years to 
prepare for transition to an additional high school and 
moving to the middle school concept. The new high 
school principal was hired a year ago, and parents have 
had numerous opportunities to learn about the mtddle 
school idea, and how it will affect their children, in 
everything from academics to transportation. 

Have local parents been involved thus far in Floyd 
County's new experiment? Not one word has been said 
about what we parents should expect, though the 
opening is now less than two months away. Except for a 
few private tours for selected groups, there has been no 
effort to involve the community and seek its support. 

For example, the naming of the school was done 

without any consultation by the Board of Education. 
Perhaps the children would like to have been involved 
-and enabled to select a local heroine like Jenny 
Wiley for whom to name their school, or some other 
person of note in Kentucky or local history. It would 
have been a fine way to create enthusiasm for a new 
concept. 

Similarly, the new school's colors were selected in a 
method that discouraged genuine participation. The 
new school should not belong to P.restonsburg- it is a 
merger of several schools, and it should reflect some­
thing new, rather than perpetuate the traditions and 
sym bois of any of the previous schools. 

One of the keys to effective schools, according to 
every authority in the field, is involvement of the 
community, especially parents. The more people feel 
they have invested in the operation of a school, the 
more they will invest themselves in its success- the 
whole reason for the now-mandated site-based 
management concept. But parental involvement­
from determining what courses might be offered in the 
new school to having some say in important decision­
making- has been all but ignored. 

As Carol Sturn bo said in her remarks to the Board, 
"Education is not buildings." A new school will make 
little difference in what happens in education if the 
people in it have not changed and if true reform is not 
welcomed. 

It is not enough to be "emotional" about reform in 
Kentucky and Floyd County- we must do something 
about it, for actions speak louder than words. Thus far, 
it appears a golden opportunity has been wasted to 
involve parents and community in what should be a 
new horizon of hope for our middle school students. 

There is still time for change, but it appears that 
glasnost (openness) and perestroika (restructuring) are 
not high priorities here. And until there is a genuine 
openness to reform, rather than a fear of it, we will 
continue in the old ways a while longer. Our children 
shouldn't have to wait for the best, and if we care about 
them, we will see that they have it. But, the new middle 
school won't change much, unless we- parents, com­
munity, and administration- who have responsibility 
for education care about making it the best. Thus far it 
is off to a very rocky start. 

We wish the staff the best, and trust they are the best 
persons available to do the job. But since the process 
was never opened up, we'll never know what might 
have been, will we?

Area Labor Relations Rated 

"BINGO!," the Kentucky Lottery's 
newest instant game, goes on sale 
Thursday, June 21, at retail outlets 
across the state. In the $1 game, play­
erscan win upto$1000byplayingthe 
lottery version of bingo. 

Seventy-two percent of area deci­
sion makers feel labor relations are 
viewed as "poor'' by people outside 
of the region according to a recent 
survey of business owners, public 
officials, managers and civic volun­
teers carried out by the Big Sandy 
Area Labor-Management Committee 
(BSALMC). Twenty-five percent of 
area decision makers thought the 
area's labor relations were seen as 
"average", and only three percent 
thought outside perceptions were 
"very good." Eighty-six percent of 
those surveyed believe these nega­
tive perceptions keep outside com­
panies from locating in the region. 

Asked to list the causes of these 
negative perceptions, decision mak­
ers most often cited the tendency for 
conflict between labor and manage­
ment and low levels of education and 
skills in the workforce. 

"The most interesting conclusion 
we can draw from the survey is that 
the perceptions local decision mak­
ers have are as those they feel non­
residents hold," notes Scott 
Richardson, program director of the 
BSALMC. "Over 80 percent of the 
local respondents agreed that labor 
relations in the region are frictional 
and sometimes violent, that we have 
an inadequate infrastructure and that 
our workforce is less educated than 
they should be." 

Not all perceptions were negative. 
"Over half thought that area wage 
rates were competitive with other 
regions, and nearly all of those sur­
veyed area employees were very 
productive," Richardson said. 

Asked how labor and manage­
ment could improve the region's 
chances of development, decision 
makers most often suggested more 
communication about each group's 
situation, needs and concerns." I think 
people are beginning to realize that

Origin of 'Buddy' poppies told 
The Veterans of Foreign Wars of 

the United States was the first or­
_ganization to promote a nationwide 
sale of poppies assembled by dis­
abled and needy veterans. 

To substantiate this claim, and to 
dispel any claims to the contrary, the 
following chronological and docu­
mentary information is briefly out­
lined. 

In 1921, the Franco-American 
Children's League conducted a na­
tionwide sale of poppies made in 
France, for the benefit of children in 
the war-torn areas of France and 
Belgium. The inspiration came from 
Col. John McCrae's poem, "In Flan­
ders Fields." 

In October 1921, the American 
Legion, at its convention in Kansas 
City, repudiated its action of1920 in 
choosing the poppy as its official 
flower and substituted the daisy. 

In May 1922, the Veterans of 
Foreign Wars of the United States 
conducted a nationwide sale of 
poppies made in France. This was 
after the dissolution of the Franco­
American League and in response to 
an appeal by Madame Guerin, 'The 
Poppy lady from France." 

In October 1922, following the 
first nationwide sale of poppies by 
the VFW, the American Legion 
Convention repudiated the daisy as 
its official flower and again adopted 
the poppy. 

In the springof1923, the Ameri­
can Legion conducted its first na­
tionwidesaleofPoppiesbyaFrench 

manufacturer. 
In 1923, the Veterans of Foreign 

Wars evolved the idea whichresulted 
in the VFW "Buddy'' poppy-fash­
ioned by disabled and needy veter­
ans, who were paid for their work in 
assembling "Buddy" poppies.

In February 1924, the VFW regis­
tered the name "Buddy'' poppy with 
the US Patent Office and still holds 
all trademark rights in the name 
"Buddy" under the classification of 
artificial flower. 

Since May 1924, the Veterans of 
Foreign Wars of the United States 
has annually conducted a "Buddy'' 
poppy sale.

changes, and no longer will we ac­
cept the idea that the board or cen­
tral office staff have all the answers. 
We have done this for too many 
years, and the children in this county 
have been the victims of a system 
that does not respond to teacher and 
student needs.

"Topwaterfishingisa world of its 
own," says Stanley Mitchell, a Geor­
gia-based tournament pro and mem­
ber of the Evinrude Outboards Pro 
Staff. "It's fun and exciting, and it's 
effective, too." 

"I've caught bass over 10-pounds 
with topwater lures." 

Topwater lures become effective 
after water temperatures reach about 
60 degrees, adds Mitchell. Between 
60-70 degrees, anglers may find top­
water lures productive all day, but 
once temperatures climb above 70 
degrees, topwa ter action is generally 
limited to early and late each day. 

''These are the hours when bass­
are most active," explains the Evin­
rude Pro. "The exception occurs on 
slightly windy, overcast days when 
the fish tend to remain a little more 
active." 

Because topwater lures come in a 
wide variety of styles and actions, 
retrieve speeds can be critical to suc­
cess. Mitchell advises anglers to ex­
periment with different retrieves until 
bass start hitting. 

"Let the fish tell you how they 
want the lure," he says. ''Normally, 
active fish strike when you move the 
lure fast, but as the bass become less 
and less active, the more you have to 
slow your retrieve." 

A stop-and-go retrieve is after 
effective when bass follow a lure bu 
don't take it, notes Mitchell. Man) 
strikes actually come when the lure h 
stopped. 

A stop-and-go retrieve often work! 
well with a topwater lure we call a 
'slush bait'," he explains. ''These an 
floating lures that have propellers. 
They make a lot of noise and commo­
tion when you move them, but you 
have to stop them periodically tc 
really make them work. 

''Move the lure fast for several 
feet, then stop it for two or three 
seconds, then move it again. Be ready 
for a strike anytime, but especially 
when the lure is stopped." 

The Evinrude pro also advises to 
concentrate on fishing shallow water 
and casting close to cover, such as 
bushes, grasslines, or piers. Occasion­
ally in deep, clear water, bass can be 
tempted to strike a topwater lure, but 
such activity is usually sporadic. 

''The size oft he lure you use is also 
important," adds Mitchell. "If you're 
fishing water that definitely has big 
fish, then use a larger lure, but if 
you're on a lake that generally pro­
duces small bass, then use a small 
lure. 

''Topwater lures will catch big 
bass. I've caught several fish weigh­
ing 10 pounds with topwater lures, 
and it's a thrill."

THERE ARE NO WHITE BASS IN 
TAYLORSVILLE LAKE. 

There is a 15-inch minimum size 
limit on hybrid striped bass, but no 
size limit on white bass. Confusion 
when identifying the two species is 
resulting in citations for several Tay­
lorsville anglers who are keeping less 
that legal size hybrid stripers. 

Although hybrid stripers and 
white bass resemble each other when 
small, anglers should have no prob­
lem telling the difference ill Tay­
lorsville. Why? THERE ARI\ NO 
WHITE BASS IN THIS LAKE, only 
hybrids. So, if you catch a fish from 
Taylorsville that looks like a white 
bass and it's less that 15 inches long, 
you'd better practice catch and re­
lease real quick. 

TURKEY HUNTERS SET 
NEW HARVEST RECORDS 
Kentucky turkey hunters got 1332 

gobblers during the 1990 spring sea­
son, topping last year's record har­
vest by 35 percent. 

Top harvest counties for the 1990 
spring turkey season were: Christian, 
with 103 gobblers taken; Harlan and 
Letcher,8S each; Nelson, 83; Bell and 
Muhlenberg, 64 each; Hopkins, 58; 
Ballard, 48; Caldwell, 44; and Larue, 
35. 

For the second year in a row in 
some counties, hunters had the op­
portunity to take two toms, and more 
that a hundred turkey hunters suc­
cessfully bagged their s<•as<m limit.

"hunters harvested 24 wild birds and 
only two percent of hunters were 
successful." 

"PLANTING" TURKEYS 
PAYS OFF 

Kentucky's record breaking spring 
turkey harvest underscores the fact 
that turkey stocking is paying off. 

Last year, 634 wild turkeys were 
released on 29 Kentucky sites able to 
support the birds. 

TheKentuckyDepartmentofFish 
and Wildlife Resources has been re­
leasing/relocating wild turkeys in the 
state annually since 1978, bringing 
the resident wild bird population 
from 2,000 to a conservative estimate 
of 22,500 birds. 

Additional areas will be opened to 
turkey hunting over the next couple 
of years, according to biologist George 
Wright. If Kentucky's wild bird popu­
lationcontinues to prosper, the biolo­
gist believes a statewide spring tur­
key hunting season may be in place 
by the mid-1990s.

CALL 1-800-252ALERT 

Poaching continues to be the main 
threat to Kentucky' s wild turkey 
population. 

The illegal taking of just one tur­
key, especially a hen, can drastically 
lower a flock's reproduction rate. 

Turkey poachers soon discover 
there are some pretty stiff fines and 
other penalties for illegally harvest-

inga wild turkey in Kentucky. Courts 
have levied $1,000 fines, suspended 
hunting licenses and ordered viola­
tors to pay the replacement cost for 
each turkey illegally taken. 

Sportsmen, conservation groups 
and concerned citizens are very im­
portant when it comes to helping 
protect Kentucky's wildlife. You can 
help by reporting game law viola­
tions directly to the Kentucky De­
partment of Fish and Wildlife Re­
sources. Simply pick up a phone and 
dial 1-800-252-5378 (Report-a­
Poacher 1-800-252ALERT). This toll 
free number is open 24-hours a day 
for reporting game law violations 
only. 

Additionally, the National Wild 
Turkey Federation (which has five 
chapters in Kentucky), along with 
local hunting clubs, offers up to $500 
rewards for information leading to 
the arrest and conviction of turkey 
poachers in Kentucky.

Change made 
in deer season 
muzzle loaders 

Proposed season dates for the 
October segment of the 1990muzzle­
loadingdeerseasoninKentucky have 
been changed from Oct. 6-7 to Oct. 
20-21. 

The new dates were set by the 
Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources Commission following a 
public hearing on the matter May 25. 

In addition to moving the first, 
tw<Hiay segment ofthe muzzle-load­
ing season to Oct. 20-21, the commis­
sion has approved one other change 
for the upcoming deer season. 

The minimum size muzzle-load­
ing handgun that can be used for deer 
hunting will be .44 caliber. An earlier 
recommendation had been that the 
minimumcaliberlegalfordeerwould 
be .45, with the exception of the .44 
Colt Dragoon and .44 Colt Walker. 
The change to .44 caliber or larger 
simplified the requirement. 

Hunter ed. required; 
dove season OK'ed 

Mandatory hunter education 
and the 1990 dove season were 
approved by the Kentucky Depart­
ment ofFish and Wildlife Resources 
Commission during its June 11 
meeting. 

The hunter education regula­
tion requires all persons born after 
Jan. 1, 1975, to carry a valid hunter 
education card, in addition to the 
appropriate hunting license while 
hunting in Kentucky. 

Bow hunters may carry either an 
International Bowhunter Educa­
tion Program (IBEP) card or a regu­
lar hunter educa tioncard. Children 
under age 10 may hunt without a 
hunter education card, provided 
they are accompanied by an adult. 
Hunter education is not required 
for persons who are license exempt. 
This regulation becomes effective 
March 1,1991. 

Pending Federal approval, the 
1990 dove season will be Sept. 1-30, 
Oct. 6-29 and Dec. 1-6. The season 
for woodcock and snipe will be 
Oct. 1 through Dec. 4. Shooting 
hours and bag limits for these spe­
cies remain the same as last season. 

In other action, the commission 
-approved the use of raccoon 

squealers during sanctioned field 
trials. 

-approved effective March 1, 
1991, prohibition of all commercial 
fishing below high lift dams on the 
Ohio River. Sla tbaskets will be the 
onlytypecommercialgearpermit­
ted in these tail water areas.

Size limits of hybrids 
at Taylorsville told 

Kentucky State Conservation Of­
ficers are againreporting a number of 
citations being issued at Taylorsville 
Lake for Undersized hybrid striped 
bass. 

Last fall, the same situation oc­
curred following the first release of 
hybrids by the Kentucky Department 
of Fish and Wildlife Resources in 
Taylorsville. To protect the hybrid 
population, a 15-inch minimum size 
limit is in effect for this species. 

Most of the citations issued have 
occurred from anglers mistaking 
hybrids for white bass. White bass do 
not have a minimum size limit. 
However, the fish and wildlife de­
partment cautions anglers that un­
like most waters, there are no white 
bass present in Taylorsville. 

Hybrid striped bass and white bass 
look very much alike at smaller sizes, 
but hybrids can grow to more than 15 
pounds. 

Anglerswhocatchfishresembling 
white bass that are less than 15 inches 
long from Taylorsville should imme­
diately return these fish to the water. 
Taylorsville's hybrids are expected 
to reach keeper size later this fall.

For the fireplace and chimney, 
the masonry workers selected 
prepared stones and cemented 
them into place with day taken 
from a nearby clay deposit. 
Window and door openings had to 
be planned, to get the logs cut into 
lengths to accommodate the 
builder's concept of the house. 

Tommy Moore, who was in his 
90s at the time of my study, 
provided some important informa­
tion. He said that when the cabin 
became too high to reach from the 
ground, they inserted studs in 
between the logs and placed boards 
on them to form a platform on 
which to stand. 

Tools for building 

The boards had to be laboriously 
sawed by hand, possibly with a pit 
saw. A hole had to be dug into the 
ground deep enough for a man to 
stand in. With the log positioned 
above the pit, he was able to saw 
logs into lengths and widths of his 
own determining. 

To work the boards cut by the 
saws, many planes were available: 
molding plane, Jack plane, smooth­
ing place, torque plane, plow plane. 

Among other tools commonly 
used by our ancestors in building 
log houses were a froe for splitting 
and riving, wood auger for drilling 
holes, felling axe for cutting down 
the trees, broad axe for shaping logs 
and notching corners, froe club to 
ham mer with, chains for hooks and 
hauling loHs, and wooden sleds for 
hauling Items such as stone, coal 
and wood.

A look inside 

Time had dealt harshly with the 
Ratliff house. No longer fashionable 
or comfortable, the log structure 
was in disrepair as heirs preferred 
more modern homes. To repair an 
unused dwelling is often more 
expensive than building a new one. 

As pieces had deteriorated, they 
had been removed to eliminate 
danger of injury from falling debris. 
Still, the present owner esteemed 
the workmanship in the old 
structure and showed me around 
proudly. 

Each room revealed secrets of 
the past as we inspected them. The 
rooms, being 17 feet wide, appeared 
to be perfectly square. A double 
partition in the center of the cabin 
housed the 4x5-foot chimney, 
doorways to pass from one room to 
another and storage room on each 
side of the access doors. 

My mother said her family had 
used these spaces in their old cabin 
for storage of clothing, freshly 
laundered, folded and stacked. I 
assume the Ratliffs did the same, 
along with many o ther things that 
needed to be put away out of sigh t. 

The windows were 2-feet, 9-1/2 
inches wide. The outside doors 
were two-feet, 8 inches wide. The

Cooking Out 
Your fa mily has probably enjoyed 

numerous c<xJkouts this summer . 
Chicken, hamburgers, hot dogs and 
steaks - they're all great on the bar­
becue, and a few recipes to make this 
trad itional standards a little more 
exciting follow. 

Pork is also perfect for grilling. 
Pork loin, rib or butterfly chops, blade 
steaks, loin roasts, spareribs, smoked 
ham, sausage and ground pork are 
justa few cuts that are delicious when 
barbecued. 

Some of the same techniques of 
indoor pork cookery apply to cook­
ing on the grill. To keep the tempera­
ture low enough for slow and thor­
ough cooking, start your fire 20 to 30 
minutes before placing the meat on 
the grill. Use a meat thermometer for 
perfect pork roasts or other thick cuts. 

Roasts can be cooked either by 
placing the meat ?irec.tly on t~e grill 
or by using a rottssen e. A dnp pan 
placedunder the roast willhelp pre­
ve nt flareups. The pan can be made of 
aluminum foil and should extend 
tlmx! inch<•H beyond both ends of the 
meat. It should be about 1-1 / 2 inches 
deep. Coals should be arranged 
around the pan. 

To use a rotisserie, insert the rotis­
serie rod lengthwise through the 
center of the cut. Test for balance by 
rotating the rotisserie rod in the palms 
of your hands. Fasten the meat se­
curely with rotisserie prongs so that 

the pork turns with the rod. 
Proper utensils can make a differ­

ence when grilling pork. Use tongs, 
rather than a fork, to turn your pork, 
in order to prevent loss ofits flavorful 
juices. A long-handled pastry brush 
is ideal for basting. 

A grilled porkrecipe that's sure to 
make your mouth water is Barbecued 
Blade St~aks Dijon. 

BARBECUED BLADE 
STEAKS DIJON 

4 porkshoulderblades, cut 1/2-inchthick 
(about 3 lbs.) 

4 ozs. Dijnn-style mustard 
1/2 cup cooking oil 
1 cup dry red wine or wine vinegar 
1 clove garlic, minced 
1 tsp dried rosemary, crushed 
1 tsp dried basil, crushed

described it as being five feet wide 
under the stone mantel. Huge 
stones were used for the hearths 
which weighed about 400 pounds 
each, and a similar stone was used 
to cap the fire box. 

A column of small stones was 
stacked on each side and around 
the fire box. They were held 
together with clay. The huge stone, 
equal to the hearth, was set on the 
two columns, its support. The lower 
center was chiseled away to form 
an arch above the firebox. Research 
of traditional log cabins revealed 
similar fireplace styles. 

The kitchen-dining area had 
been removed years before, but the 
scars allowed me to estimate its 
width as 20 feet by 12 feet. The 
kitchen part was on the side where 
the smokehouse-laundry works 
were. 

Division of labor organized 
activities to prevent unnecessary 

traffic. Doors opened conveniently 
from each side of the add-on, 
making it easier for the lady of the 
house to run to the smokehouse, 
canning fire, etc.

HUBBLE SPACE TELESCOPE 
by Dr. 0\arles Robertson 
Professor of Physics, PCC 

The primary mission of the space 
shuttle Discovery in April was to 
launch the Hubble Space Telescope 
(HST). This long-awaited event 
brought about a sigh of relief from 
many astronomers, who are anxious 
to do observations using the HST. 
The space telescope was originally 
scheduled to go into orbit in 1983, but 
was delayed for various reasons. 

Then, the Challenger disaster 
brought a serious setback to the en­
tire shuttle program. Now that the 
HST is in orbit and has sent back 
preliminary pictures, space scientists 
are looking forward to many years of 
learning new information about the 
universe. 

Why go to the trouble of putting a 
telescopeinorbitwhentherearemany 
good observatories on the ground? 
The most obvious reason is that tele­
scopes on the ground can only be 
used at night. In space, there is no 
night and day because there is no 
atmosphere to scatter the sun's light. 
The atmosphere causes other diffi­
cultiesforearthbound telescopes, too. 

Clouds interfere with observa­
tions, and even on clear nights there 
can be atmospheric variations that 
limit the sharpness of the pictures. A 
telescope in orbit will get around this 
problem, and another one called 
'1ight pollution." Light pollution 
refers to the interference caused by 
man-made light sources (usually city 
street lights) which have begun to 
plague telescope users in the last 25 
years. This pollution is most serious 
when observing objects low on the 
horizon. Light from a nearby city is 
scattered by the air and makes its 
way into the telescope, interfering 
with observations. 

The HST is the first large orbiting 
telescope to detect visible light. Oth­
ers have observed infrared, ultravio­
let, x-rays, etc. Each of these forms of 
radiant energy provides scientists 
with important information about 
planets, stars, galaxies and the uni­
verse itself. Additional observatories 
will be orbited in the next few years, 
so there are exciting times ahead for 
the science of astronomy. 

What can we expect the HST to tell 
us?Oneofthemostinterestingpieces 
of information is the value of a quan­
tity called the Hubble constant. Both

the Hubble Space Telescope and the 
Hubble constant were named for the 
famous American astronomer Edwin 
P. Hubble, who discovered that the 
universe is expanding. 

PriortoHubble'sdiscovery,itwas 
thought that the universe was rela­
tively constant in size. Our sun is a 
rather average star about midway 
from the center of an ordinary spiral 
shaped galaxy called the Milky Way. 
Large telescopes can spot other gal­
axies far away. Analysis oflightfrom 
other galaxies led Hubble to the dis­
covery that all the galaxies are getting 
farther apart and that the universe is 
expanding. 

The Hubble constant is a quantity 
that relates how fast a galaxy is 
moving away from us to how far 
away it is from us. The numerical 
value of this constant is not known 
very precise} y. It could be twice as big 
as astronomers think, or it could be 
only half as big. This problem exists 
because astronomers haven't had a 
very precise way of measuring it. 

The HST will improve greatly on 
the precision of the Hubble constant. 
In turn, this will mean we will have 
more precise knowledge of the dis­
tance from earth to the various galax­
ies, pulsars, quasars, etc. 

The HSTwill also be used for stud-

ies on stellar evolution. Stellar evolu­
tion refers to the various stages that a 
star goes through from its beginning 
to its end. The stages in the life and 
death of a star depend largely on how 
massive the star is. The HST should 
add greatly to our knowledge of stel­
lar evolution. 

Another observation that the HST 
will perform is to look for planets 
orbiting other stars. There have been 
efforts in this direction using ground 
observatories, but the HST's better 
resolution and lack of atmospheric

interference give it a good crul"nce of 
discovering such planets, if there are 
any. 
. The HST will also observe planets 
in our solar system. Pluto, the most 
distant one, may get the most atten­
tion because space probes have vis­
ited the others, returning much new 
uuormationaboutthem. 

The reader who wants to do some 
observing of his own would do well 
to look at Saturn, which will be 
brighter than most stars this summer. 
Lookforitto the southeast in the late 
evening hours, just above theconstel­
lation Sagittarius. On July 14, it is in 
"opposition", rising at sunset and 
setting at sunrise. 

If you want to see meteors, the 
best time will be during the last week 
of July while the moon is relatively 
dark. The famous Perseid meteor 
shower should be a real treat, espe­
cially if you don't mind observing 
after midnight.
