General Assembly are Senate Bill260 
and House Bill 565, These two bills 
are identical in content and purpose. 
Some call them the "New York Gar­
bage Bills" because their intent is to 
put a stop to the importation of out­
of-state garbage into Kentucky. 

For some time now, many states 
have been sending their garbage to 
Kentuckybythetrailcrload. The most 
prominent reasons New York and 
other eastern states send us their 
garbage are: 
l. It is cheaper than keeping it there. 
2. No one in our local and state gov­
ernment seems to be paying atten­
tion. 
3. There is little to no control placed 
over landfills in this state in terms of 
location, operation and accountabil­
ity. 
4. We don't seem to mind. 

SB 260 and HB 565 will change all 
of that by: 
1. Giving local governments more 
control of the siting, operation and 
administration of landfills. 
2. Requiring local governments to 
establish solid waste plans that meet 
criteria for minimal solid waste ca­
pacity assurance. 
3. Encouraging garbage reduction 
through recycling o( metals, paper 
and woods. 

SB 260 and HB 565, if passed, will 
not dose down or alter existing in­
dustrial-ownedlandfillsoradvcrsely 
affect the legitimate economy of our 
state. 

For either of these bills to pass, 
support must be demonstrated by 
those of us concerned about New York 
garbage finding its way into Ken­
tucky in ever increasing tonnage.

(First in a series) 
rn your cupboard there is a can 

without a label. With a sense of ad­
venture you open the can only to 
discover it is lima beans which you 
don't ~are for. Now, imagine that 
every hme you open a can, you don't 
have a clue what tht!contents \'.ill be. 
Rather frustrating, don't you think? 

Thio; is only one of the problems 
facing functionally illiterate people 
everyday. 

Fortunately, commercial markct­
{'tS ha\le changed the packaging of 
many products to include a picture of 
the item contained within. However, 
such packages can run up to three 
times as high in price as the contain­
ers withoul illustrations, such as 
generic products. 

Other problems face people who 
canno1 read beyond a grade school 
level: independent voting, finding 
employment, reading road signs or 
usingamap,usingthephonebookor 
classified ads, reading the Bible, writ­
ing checks and much more. These 
things rna y seem simple, but they are 
every day functions that are major 
hurdles for persons whorearungskill 
is limited. 

One expert estimates that of the 
4850 inmates in Kentucky, three­
fourths of those lack a high school 
diploma. About one-thlrd of those 
read belowasixth-gradeleveL Thou­
sands of Kentuckians are unable to 
make the most of their lives because 
they lack theability to read, and some 
tum to crime and waste their lives in 
a pnson cell. 

Thegovcrnmentspends$1 blllionon 
adult edut:ation programs. Couple 
these statistics with the facl that a 
person without a high school educa­
tion is 34 limes more likely to wind 
up in prison, and the conclusion is 
startli~g. 

&causeoftheinordinatenumbcr 
of people needing assistance in learn­
ing to read, the Literacy Council 
depends heavily on volunteers. Ac­
cording to Ann Greene, Floyd County 
Adult Literacy Council coordinator, 
there arc 40 volunteers trained in the 
county, but only 20 are presently 
active. However, out of tho 12,000 
functionally illiterate adults in the 
county, only 30 have signed up for 
tutor sessions. 

These sessions are free and stu­
dents, ideally, spend about three 
hours a week in one-<m-one instruc­
tion. The council provides the text 
books and any other materials 
needed, as well as testing service& 
and matching tutors to students. 
Severa \local churches, schools, com­
munity centers, libraries, hospitals 
and businesses have donated space 
to be used for tho sessions, but the 
ultimate decision fora meeting place 
lies with the student and tutor. 

Operation Read in Fayette County 
has been working under a three-year 
federal grant to provide tutor train­
ers for Eastern Kentucky. That grant 
expires this December. Consequently, 
the council has been training tutors 
locally to provide this service in the 
future . 

Presently there are four fully­
trained tutor instructors in the coun tv 
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Fortunately, thereishopeforthese 
individuals. The Floyd County Adult 
Literacy Council, an affiliate of the 
Kentucky Literacy Commission, co­
ordinates cou!ltywide efforts for 
adults in need ofbasicskillsandGED 
trainmgso that unemployed, under­
employed and the career displaced 
can be helped to improve the quality 
of their lives. 

Floyd County has a problem. 
Forty-six percent of adults over 25 in 
the county did not go beyond the 
eighth grade, or 12,000 persons. That's 
about one person in three, including 

the total population. Furthermore, 
people with Je.<;S then a sixth grade 
education are four times as likely to 
be collecting welfare then those with 
an eighth grade diploma. 

In the nation, the average of func­
tional! y illiterate adults is 20 percent. 
And the Uruted States ranks 48th in 
the world in education. This costs the 
taxpayer about $20 billion each year 
in lost wages, welfare, marketing, etc.

Compared to surrounding tales, 
Kentucky i about one milhon acres 
behind when it comes to provtding 
w1ldhfe recreation arl':IS for Us r i­
dcnts to enJOy In fact each Kentucky 
resident has less than .03 of an acre of 
public lands for outdoor recreation. 
And as Kentucky continues to grow 
in economic development, bringmg 
more industries and morep<!Oplc into 
the stat~ the demand for quality rcc­
reation,tl opportunities keeps esca­
lating 

Currently, no source of moner lS 

a\'ailabloc:apablc offundmg the kind 
of land acquisition program ncoded 
to provade tht'se recreational oppor· 
tunitJcs and protect Kentucky's rc­
mainingwctlands and natura 1 areas. 

The Department of Fish and Wald­
lifc Resources is the pnmary state 
agency that purchases land for wtld­
lifcconscr"'ation and recreation. The 
agency is funded by hunting and fish­
ang hccnsc sales plus some federal 
monies (related to sports license 
sales); 1t rccetvcs no general fund tax 
d"lidrs. This m(!(ln sportsmen cnrry 
th~;. mhrc cost of operating the fish 
and wildlife dcparbnent, an agency 
\\hose program benefit all Ken­
tuckian"- not JU~t sportsmen. 

The point 1s the fish and wtldlifc 
department has limited dollars to 
spend on all of its programs, includ­
ing land acqu1sit1on. The agency ha~ 
identifteddoscto$100million worth 
of waterfowl habitolt that needs to be 
set aside for conservation purposes, 
but these land areas may be lost 
(converted to agncultural or indus­
mal purposes) Defore they can be 
purchased. 

All Kentuckians, especially out­
door rccrcationlsts, will reap the 
benefits of the Kentucky Herita~ 
Land Conservation Fund, which m 
addition toscttingaside w etlandsand 
uruquchabitatareas that support rare 
and endangered species, wtll help 
prcsctVCwhat'slcftofthc tatc'sonc:c 
bountiful natural areas. 

Consider the e facts: Kentucky 
once had 23 million acres of forest, 
over two mtlhon acres of prainc and 
1.6 mllhon acres or wetlands. 

Currently, less than half of 
Kentucky's ongtnal forest remains 
and only 2(X) acres of scattered and 
degraded prairie arc left. Only 20 
percent of the tate's wetlands re· 
main to soak up and f1lter fluud wa· 
ters and provadc hum"os fm variuus 
plants and animals. 

Kentuckians cnnnut alluw this 
trend to continue We musl arhtl'VC a 
balance between mdu!itnal/pupula·

Learning about the lung 

department, presentedaneducational 
program for the students on the lung 
and damaging effects to lung tissue 
resulting from smoking cigarettes. 

Dr. Sundaram showed the stu-

dents sections of diseased lungs that 
had been surgically removed from 
patients having lung cancer. He ex­
plained that air capacity in the lung 
also decreases proportionately to the 
amount of cigarettes smoked over a 
period of time, thereby causing an 
increase and sometimes debilitating 
shortness of breath. 

Students also learned about a di­
agnostic testfor lung disorders known 
as Pulmonary Function Test. This 
diagnostic procedure measures lung 
volumes and indicates restrictive/ 
obstructive lung disorders such as 
asthma, bronchitis and emphysema. 

It can also detect earfy airway 
disease related to cigarette smoking 
or certain work associated disorders.
