Saying he's tired of state officials
making promises that aren’t kept,
state Secretary of Transportation Milo
Bryant made a number of significant
promises he says he'll keep to the
peopleof Floyd County, as he toured
the roads of Left Beaver and Mud

Thesheriff's office received 196
separate complaints during Feb-
ruary.

Speaking at the Prestonsbur
Holiday Inn and at the John MS
Stumbo Elementary School at Mud
Creek, Bryant outlined future road
construction projects for the county.
Included in the plan is the comple-
tion of 13 miles of US 23 between
Prestonsburg and Paintsville, con-
struction of a link between KY 80 at
Garrettand KY 122 atMcDowell, the
resurfacing of sections of KY 122,and
a $16 million project to add passing
lanes and guardrails to20 miles of KY
979 at Mud Creek.

Bryant spoke Saturday mornin,
toa gathering of 75 local citizens an
dignitaries in Prestonsburg, seeking
support for his$700 millionroad bond
bill, which has passed the state sen-
ate, andis under consideration by the
General Assembly.

“We are very serious about the
importance of this bond program,”
said Bryant. “If this bill (HB 929)
doesn’t pass, our road funding will
have to come out of money allocated
for other projects. That would mean
thatmany road programswould have
to be cut.”

Bryantsaid that responsible legis-
lators could not vote against the bill,
citing thenumerous emergency road
situations existing around the state,
including Floyd County.

These emergency road situations
are apparently what prompted local
leaderstorequest Bryant toconducta
road tour within the county, examin-
ing dangerous sections of secondary
roads in the area.

Whatdoes the faceof poverty look
like in Floyd County? Was CBS's
ne%a tive representation of thecounty
in last December’s showing of “48
Hours” fair and accurate? What can
be done to create positive change in
the lives of Floyd Countians living
below the poverty line?

These and other questions were
considered Monday, when the Mod-
ern Social Problems class at
Prestonsburg Community College,
taught by Prof. Leo Weddle, pre-
sented an.open panel discussion of
local social workers and experts in-
volved in fighting poverty and its
related symptoms in the Big Sandy
area.

“Poverty is something that many
Feople aren’tacquainted with,” said

riscilla. Duncan, a student panel
participant and a woman who has
experienced poverty first hand.
“Poverty often means going to bed
without food. It means not knowing

if you're going to wake up in the
morning and have the electricity cut
off.”

"For those living in
poverty, the stress
comés from the fact
that they don't have the
ability to make
choices."”

Duncan, who married at a young
ageafter dropping outofhighschool,
spoke with the authority nFone who
has seen and lived with poverty ona
daily basis.

Ex-conservation officer
arraigned for killing deer

APrestonsburg manand a former
conservation officer with the Ken-
tucky Department of Fish and Wild-
life was arraigned last week in fed-
eral court, oncharges stemming from
the illegal killing of a deer on Dec. 3,
1988,

Jimmy E. Goble, 42, was charged
in a criminal Information (similar to
anindictment) for unlawfully killin
a deer in the Dewey Lake Wildlife
Management area, in violation of
federal regulations.

He pleaded not guilty during ar-
raignment before a federal court in
Pikeville last Thursday, and a trial
was set for April 10.

Questions on Goble’s conduct
surfaced in February of 1989, when

he was suspended from his job for 30
days over an alleged “internal mat-
ter”. Col. Paul Oliver, chief of the
Conservation Departments law en-
forcementdivisiondenied, atthe ime,
that the suspension had anything to
do with violating the law,

He did indicate at the time thata
fullinvestigation of thedepartment's
operations in Floyd and Johnson
counties would be conducted, due to
rumorsof misconduct by department
officials in the two counties,

If convicted of the misdemeanor,
Goble could be sentenced toup toone
year in prison and fined $100,000.
The US Department of the Interior
and the Kentucky Departmentof Fish
and Wildlife were involved in the
investigation.

“With thesize of this turnout, there
should be no trouble convincing Sec-
retary Bryant of our road problem
and the need toaddressit,” said Floyd
County Attorney Jim Hammond, who
first addressed the assembly.

Bryantlaid outplansforthecounty
road system, sayingitwas, ”...timeto
stop making promises and time to
start doing the things we can.” In-
cluded in thelistof promised projects
were:

—KY 122 would be largely resur-
faced, with one bad curve (High

Curve) to be straightened, and ditch-
ing work to be performed. Bryant
said that work would beginin April.

—Construction on the 13-mile
stretch of US 23, between
Prestonsburg and Paintsville, will
begin this year. Four or fivecontracts
for the project will be let to contrac-
tors in Fune, though some right-of-
ways still require clearance for the
project to begin,

—KY 680 (Bill Hall Branch) is
scheduled to have resurfacing work
performed, beginning this year.

—The McDowell-Garrettconnec-
torroad has $16 millionappropriated
for the project, according to Bryant.
The road will run from KY 80 to KY
122, and constructionis settobeginin
1992,

Of special interest to those gath-
ered at the Stumbo school Saturday
was the pro 1 to improve the
notoriously dangerous Mud Creek
Road, KY 979. While Bryant noted
that complete reconstruction of the
20-mile road was impractical, hedid
say thata project to construct passing

lanes on the road, as well as provide

ardrails and a complete resur-
F:cing, was in the works.

Hammond said after the meeting
that such a project would cost about
$15 million, a figure far more accept-
able than the $100 million cost to
entirely rebuild the road.

they can'tfind jobs, because they have
no education.”
“Basically, poverty is the lack of
opportunity or choice,” said Charles
ackworth, field service supervisor
responsible for the county’s food
stamf\ program. “I've watched the
problem in this area for 25 years.
Thirty percent of the county’s popu-
lation is involved in some type of
service program, and we currently
have 5000 service records in our file,
Clearly, there is a problem, though 1
think it’s one that's improving.”

Hackworth noted that the lack of
jobsintheareaisakey tothecounty’s
poverty problems,

“Without a doubt, the great ma-
jority of peaple dependenton the food
stamp program would rather be out
working,” said Hackworth. “Thejobs
just aren’t there.”

The sociological and physical ef-
fects of poverty, according to panel
members, is significant, reaching
deeplyinto the lives of those without
jebopportunities, education, oreven
the means to maintain themselves
and their family.

“This area of the country has one
of the highest rates of teenage preg-
nancy in the country,” said James
Stewart, director of Big Sandy Health
Care. “It also has one of the highest
death rates for infants under the age
of one year, A primary problem is
that many people don't have access

to health care, because they can’t af-
ford it. We try to meet the needs of
those who have trouble getting care
at our clinic, but the need is greater
than we can ever meet.”

Mental health problems among
those facing poverty is also a serious
prablem, according to Mike Vanceof
Mountain Comprc'lf:lensi\-'c CareCen-
ter.

“All people are under stress be-
cause they have to make different
choices in their lives,” said Vance.
“But for those living in poverty, the
stress comes from the fact that they
don’t have theability tomakechoices.

“Poverty locks them in. What
we're trying todois break through to
them and show that mental health
servicesareavailableand that wecan
help,” Vance said.

The stress of poverty is also con-
sidered asignificantfactorininstances
of family violence, which can shred
the fabric of families, regardless of
economic status.

“We've found that 50 percent of
all abusers (persons who beat their
spouse or child) are unemployed,”
said Toni Styles, of the Big Sandy
Spouse Abuse Center. “Ttappears that
economic pressures, like unemploy-
ment, stimulates abuse. This lends to
create a cycle of abuse, so that chil-
dren who grow upina violentfamily
situation tend to do the same thing
when they grow up.

“A real need exists in the area

right now to provide counseling to
abusive men, 50 we can try to break

Styles said

While most panelists agreed on
the many negative impacts of pov-
erty in the county, there was signifi-
cantdisagreement about the validity
of the CBS television program “48
Hours”, whichfeatured Floyd County
asa partofanim rﬂvt'rihhmi “forgot-
ten America”, depicting scenes of
poverty, teenage nmrriagc, Spouse
abuse, and cockfighting.

“When CBS came, they didn’t
seeminterested inshowingany posi-
tive aspects of the county,” said
Danny Greene, director of the David
School. “They failed toshow thehope
in Wheelwright High School’s won-
derful programs, or in the work to
improve literacy in the county. All
they did was reinforce the old stere-
otypes of the region,”

KennethSlone, a professorat PCC,
agreed. "48 Hours’ kept the stere-
otypesof EasternKentucky burning,”
said Slone, “It didn’t recognize the
wonderful natural beauty of the area
and the people. It'salways been hard
to recruit professors to come to PCC,
butthesecontinued stereotypes make
it harder.”

Others on the panel, however,
thoughtthat the TV program showed
a portion of Floyd County that exists
and needs to be recognized.

“CBS didn’t lie, though they did

edit theshow so that the worst things
came out,” said Doris Osborne, a
teacher at Wheelwright High School.

“There are two Kentuckys and
there are two Floyd Counties. [ can
seeitinourschools, by whatfacilities
and suppliesschoolsindifferent parts
of the state have,” Osborne said. “It
should be that, no matter if a child is
from Louisvilleor from Wheelwright,
they should get the same treatment
and have the same opportunities. And
[ know they don’t.”

“I feel that some people in this
county have tried to sweep poverty
under the table and are trying to
ignore the problems,” said Eula Hall
of the Mud Creek Clinic. “Peoplein

Muddy Guthavebeen threatened and
insulted because others are trying to
hide Floyd County’s poverty prob-
lem,

“l know that only a portion of the
county was shown in the program,
but | know of many places far worse
thananything shown in Muddy Gut.
It (poverty) is here and people have
to realize it,” Hall said.

Despite the magnitude of the
poverty problem inFloyd Countyand
the surrounding area and disagree-
ment about the recent depiction of
the county by CBS, it was clearly
evident that hope and the possibility
for positivechange exists. Scott Perry,
editor of the Paintsville Herald and
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director of Johnson County’s Project
2000, seemed to sum up well the
commitment of those present on the
panel,

“When | moved down from Ash-
land to Paintsville when | wasa kid,”
said Perry, “I thought my parents
had brought me to hell, Now you
couldn’t blast me out of here.”

A second panel discussion, con-
tinuing the focus on poverty in the
Floyd County area, will be Friday at
12:40 p.m. in the Pike Building at
PCC, Scheduled panelists include

Every year, Americans throw
away enough aluminum to rebuild
the American Airlines air fleet 71
times. We Americans, who have five
percent of the world’s population,
create over haif of the world’s gar-
bage. What on earth are we going to
do with it?

We're going to recycle it! We're
goingto taic outofour garbage those
things thatcanbereused and remade,
things like aluminum, glass, paper,
vegetable wastes and plastics. We're
going to reduce our garbage by half,
sothat we won'thavetoreplacethose
hundredsof landfillsacross thecoun-
try that willbe closing within the next
10 years.

Recycling has other benefits, If
recycled paper were used instead of
fresh newsprint in the production of
oneissue of the Sunday edition of the
New York Times, 75,000 trees would
besaved. Ninety percent of the news-

rintused by The Floyd County Times
Eas been recycled.

Eachrecycledaluminum cansaves
the equivalent of one cup of gasoline
or enough energy to burn a 100-watt
light bulb for 3.5 hours. Recycling
also reduces litter.

Recycling is one answer to our
garbage problems. Maybe we don’t
want to be bothered with recycling
now, but it won't be long before we
will want to. Many Kentucky indus-

tries have already realized that recy-
cling willreduce the costof their waste
disposal. With waste disposal costs
rising, recycling just makes “cents.”

The Kentucky Natural Resources
and Environmental Protection Cabi-
net began an employee education
program in 1988 to teach employees
how and what to recycle. Each em-
ployeeisinstructed toseparate white
office paper at his or her desk, and
largecontainers toreceive office paper
are placed ateachcopier. Receptacles
havebeen placed outside the Depart-
ment for Environmental Protection
office to receive newspaper, glass
aluminum and plastics that employ-
ees or the public bring from home.
Projects suchas these could easily be
started in Floyd County.

On Jan. 16 Gov. Wallace Wilkin-
son signed an executive order that
requires all state government work-
ers to separate wastepaper at their
desks. Itrequiresaluminumand steel
recycling for preducts used in the

course of normal agency operations.

As a result of this order, all state
office buildings will provide the
publicand employees with recycling
opportunities for products including
aluminum, glass, plastic and news-
paperswherelocal marketsare avail-
able. All state parks will provide re-
ceptaclesforrecycling. All state main-
tenance facilities and garages will
recycle batteries, used oil and scrap
metal.

With the 1990 session of the Gen-
eral Assembly entering the top of the
stretch and the stopwatch ticking
away, several pressingissues remain
on our agenda,

Most of the legislative action last
week was focused in committee
meetings, as we continue to receive
testimony on proposed laws.

The fong-awaited, much-dis-
cussed Certificate of Need bill was
approved by our State Government
Committee, but not until several
changes were made. The committee
narrowly passed Senate Bill 68, which
would streamlinetheapproval proc-
ess for health-care facilities seeking
to offer new services in Kentucky.

Under the measure, which was
expected tobe voted on in the House
late last week, hospitals and other
facilities would be able to provide
new services costing less than $1
million without state approval. An-
other provision would permit the
Louisville-based Humana Corp. to
build a multi-milliondollar, high-tech
care facility in Jefferson County. Af-
ter approval by the House, the bill
still has to go back to the Senate be-
cause of the changes we made.

The State Covernment Commit-
teealsoadopted a resolution thatcalls
fora study of sentencing alternatives
incriminal cases. House Joint Resolu-

tion 123 would create a task force to
study penalties imposed in criminal
cases to determine if there is uniform
sentencingacross thestate. Thegroup
wouldalsoexaminesentencingalter-
natives now being used.

The Health and Welfare Commit-
tee approved an AIDS bill but not
without first making some signifi-
cant changes. House Bill 425 is de-
signed to educate the public about
thediseasealthoughsome provisions
regarding discrimination against
AIDS victims were removed. The bill
now goes to the full House for con-
sideration,

Committeeapproval was givento
abill that calls for the state minimum
hourly wage to match the federal
standard. House Bill 687, approved
by the Labor and Industry Commit-
tee, calls for the state minimum wage
to rise to $3.80 per hour on July 15,
and to $4.25 onﬁ.ﬁ;' 15,1991. The bill
alsoincludes a temporary “sub-mini-
mum” training wage.

Abillto preventcorporations that
farm from significantly increasin
theiracreage hascleared the Agricul-
ture and Small Business Committee.
HouseBill 623 would prohibit corpo-
rations from increasing their acreage

by more than 20 percent over a five-
year period. Supporters of the meas-
ure believe it will help keep farm
prices down, allowing small farmsto
remain in existence. Horse farms or
land used for timber production
would be exempted.

Our budget committee continued
to hold hearings on Gov, Wallace
Wilkinson’s tax plan. Those opposed
to removing the sales-tax exemption
on advertising, including executives
from newspapers, radio and televi-
sionstations, told the Appropriations
and Revenue Committee the tax
would have negative economic im-
pact for the Commonwealth,

At this point, it remains unclear
whether Wilkinson's revenue meas-
ure or some alternative will be
adopted. Thatdecision becomesmore
important in light of the Education
Reform Task Force's report, which
was finalized last week and is being
turned into draft legislation at press
time, The panel has recommended
new programs costing hundreds of
millions of dollars,

Inflooraction, weapproved legis-
lation making marital rape a crime.
The measure was amended to set a
statutory limitation of one year to
bring charges and to stipulate that a
rapechargecould notbe used inchild
custody hearings; a rape conviction,
however, could be used in custody
cases. House Bill 38 now goes to the
Senate for consideration,

Bill to assist hearing-impaired with phones

Kentucky Governor Wallace Wilk-
inson recently signed into law a bill
thatwillrequire the state Public Serv-
ice Commission to establish a dual
party telephone relay service for
hearing and speech impaired Ken-
tuckians by Oct. 1, 1991.

The governor signed the bill after
it was unanimously passed by both
houses of the Kentucky legislature.
Thebill, House Bill 20, was one of the
first bills Wilkinson signed during
the 1990 state legislative session.

A dual party relay service (DPRS)
employs trained operatorstoserveas
“communications links” between

hearing- or speech-impaired callers
using TDDs (telecommunications
devices for the deaf) and hearing
callers using regular voice telephone
sets.

The new law instructs the Public
Service Commission todetermine the
most economical and effective
method of providing a DPRS. To do
this, the Commissionis toconductan

investigation, hold public hearings
and seek the advice of hearing- and
speech-impaired persons and the
organizations that serve them.

‘The law specifies that users of a
DPRS will be charged no more than
theratescharged forequivalent voice
communication services provided

without a dual party relay service.

Census Questionnaires arriving in March

Anenvelope willarrive thismonth
containing anopportunity for recipi-
ents to determine governmental rep-
resentation for the next decade and
help create a picture of life in the
United States.

Itis the 1990 census questionnaire
to be received by an estimated 106
million households.

Questionnaire delivery in rural
areas will be made door-to-door by
temporary employees of the US
Census Bureau. Delivery began
Monday, March5,and will takeabout
three weeks to complete. In rural

areas, door-to-door delivery helps
ensure that no oneis missed and will
allow census takers to update ad-
dress lists and census maps. Initial
address-listing in rural areas was
conducted last summer.

The US Postal Service will deliver
questionnairesincitiesand areas with
streetnamesand house numbers. This
will occur around March 23. Ad-

dressesand mapsinurbanareas were
updated recently.

Census workers must rely on ac-
curate maps and addresses to make
follow-up visits to households that
donotreturnaquestionnaireby April
1, Census Day.

Reasons for such exacting meas-
ures are rooted in the country’s form
of democracy. Article 1, Section 2 of
the USConstitutionrequiresa census
every 10 years as a way to divide
seatsinthe Houseof Representatives
fairly among the states based on
population. Censusnumbersarealso
used toredraw stateand local legisla-
tive districts.

Inaddition, the census provides a
picture of the nation’s social and
economic standing. Census statistics
will be used by federal and state
government to determine how bil-
lions of dollars in public funds will be
distributed to communities for edu-
cation, health care, day care, trans-

portation and other services.

- If these civic-minded reasons are
not compelling enough, citizens
should know that participationinthe
census is required by federal law.
This same law, however, strictly
protects confidentiality. No other
governmentagency, law enforcement
or local authority can gain access to
an individual’s census responses
under any circumstances.

And, prompt return of the com-
pleted questionnaire saves money.
The Census Bureau has conserva-
tively budgeted for a 70 percent mail

. response rate, but every one percent
of households returning question-
naires above that rate will save tax-
payers $10 million.

The saving would come from
avoided wages and expenses for
additional census workers needed to
make follow-up visits. The mail re-
sponse rate in 1980 was over 80 per-
cent. i

The US population is expected to
reach 250 million in this census. The
1980 count was over 226 million. The
firstcensus was takenin 1790 making
this a Bicentennial Census.

Special Rules for Seniors

These are typical of questions
asked by taxpayers and are
presented as a public service of
this publication and the IRS.

Q. Is the standard ded uction for sen-
tors different than for others?

A. Yes. Taxpayers who are 65 years
old or older or blind at the end of the
tax year are entitled to a higher stan-
dard deduction than other taxpay-
ers (provided they are not eligible to
be claimed as another person’s de-
pendent). Forexample, a couple, both
of whom are over age 65, filing a
joint return, are entitled to a stan-
dard deduction of $6,400 for 1989,
Taxpayers who are both 65 or older
and blind may qualify for an even
higherstandard deduction. Standard
deduction is discussed in free IRS
Publication 501, Exemptions, Stan-
dand Deduction, and Filing Infor-
mation.

Q. My neighbor told me that some
seniors do not have to file tax re-
turns. How can | tell if | need to fle
one? 1 am 70 years old and a widow.,

A. Taxpayers whoare 65 or over are
generally allowed to have more in-
come before they are required to file
a return. For 1989, single taxpayers
who are 65 or over can have gross
income of up to $5,850 before they
are required to file. Couples whoare
married filing jointly and both of
whorm are 65 or older can have gross
income of $10,400. If you can be
claimed as a dependent by another
person, there are special rules that
may apply to you. If you have a

question about your situation, first
read the instructions that are in the
tax package mailed to you by IRS. If
you still have questions, call IRS toll-
free at 1-800-424-1040,

Q. Is there a special tax credit for
seniors?

A. Yes; the “Credit for the Elderly or
the Disabled.” You may claim this
credit if you are age 65 or older at the
end of 1989; or if you retired on per-
manent and total disability by the
end of 1989 and you had not reached
the age when your employer’s retire-
ment program would have required
you to retire, and you received tax-
able disability benefits in 1989. The
¢redit is generally not available to
you if your income is high enough to
require you to report any part of your
social security or equivalent railroad
retirement benefitsastaxableincome.
Use Schedule R (Form 1040) to claim
this credit.

Q. Does IRS offer special assistance
for seniors?

A. Yes. It's called Tax Counseling for
the Elderly (TCE). It provides free tax
help for people over B, especially
those who are disabled or have other
special needs. Volunteers travel
wherever there are older taxpayers
who need tax help, whether they are
homebound, in retirerent homes, or
at special TCE sites located in neigh-
borhood centers, libraries, churches
and other places in the community.

In his testimony, Perkins said he
had received several reports from
people in Kentucky’s Seventh Dis-
trict who had encountered “rudeness
and oftenignorance” from the people
answering the 800 numbers, In other
cases, said Perkins, individuals could
nct reach the operators because the
lines were constantly busy.

Since the Social Security

Administration’s implementation of

a national 1-800 service to replace
calls to local offices, there have been
numerous complaints about S5A’s
telephoneservice, Perkinssaid. These
complaints focuson high800 number
busy rates, on problems with the
accuracy and completeness of infor-
mation, and on difficulties caused by
the elimination of telephoneaccess to
local offices.

“The 800 system makes no sense
and is not working. | hope that we
will be able to return to the previous
system which worked reasonably
well. People should be able to call
their local Social Security office and
get their questions answered,” Perk-
ins stressed.

AFTER THE FALL

When a young child gets a cut or scrape, cleaning
the wound and applying antiseptic can cause more
commotion than the accident. This is because the two
most effective antiseptic agents, alcohol and iodine,
cause a burning sensation. To be effective, isopropy|
(rubbing) alcohol must be rubbed onto the skin fortwo
minutes. Once it evaporates, its effectiveness is lost
As for iodine tincture (a solution of iodine in alcohol),
it is a highly eftective antiseptic product, but it takes a
brave child to endure its burning effect. A milder but
less effective alternative is iodine solution. It contains
no alcohol, and does not sting as much. Another good
product is a cleanser that contains the antiseptic
chlorhexidine. It cleansthe wound, andits residue kills

REPORT TO THE PEOPLE ON WATER QUALITY
AT GARTH HOLLOW

Due to environmental concerns we submit the following report:

In early April, 1981 Solid Waste Director David Cooley and myself stood observing
the water tlowing downstream in Garth Hollow. The water smelled rancid and was con-
taminated with minerals from old mining operations. An environmental monitoring lab
service was employed to test for minerals. The report showed all the expected minerals
that comes from old mining operations (large amounts of iron, manganese, nitrate,
etc.). We also desired to know the biological content of the water so we employed the
services of Professor Brenda Castle, Chairman of the Department of Biological
Sciences at Prestonsburg Comimunity College. We asked her to test the water for gl
microbiological content. On April 6, 1981 she filed a report with us stating, "These
results indicate a confirmed test for the presence of coliforms in all three water
samples." We had her take her report to a notary and it was notarized on April 24, 1981.
The first bag of garbage was not buried at Garth Hollow until late May, 1981. We
determined the source of coliforms to be small game hunters, fox hunters, and dirt
bikers who frequently cross the unused sections of the property. To our knowledge
there has never been a period of time since 1981 that there has not been coliforms in
the water running in Garth Hollow.

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Stable Mortgage Rates Boost Home Resales in November

Continued declines in mortga
interest rates boosted sales of previ-
ously-owned homes in November to
the highest level of the year, accord-
ing to the National Association of
Realtors,

The association recorded a sea-
sonally adjusted annual sales rate of
3.59 million existing single-famil
homes last month, which rose 3.
percent from October’s rate of 348
millionunits. The resale pace was the
highest since December 1988, when
NAR recorded a rate of 392 million
units,

However, resales overall were
slower than that of one year earlier.
The national resale rate was 3.2 per-
cent below that of November 1988,
and year-to-year declines were posted
for the Northeast and West.

Sharp differences between sales
activity in high-cost areas and more
moderately-priced markets likely will
continue next year, said NAR Presi-
dent Norman D. Flynn, Bul, the

combination of interest rate stability
and level home prices likely will kee
home sales strong overall, he note

He discounted recent reports of a
pending national housing recession,
noting thatsuch predictions are based
primarily on a slowdown in expen-
sive markets, particularly in the
Northeast, where prices reached an
unsustainable lewj’.

Inaddition, Flynn pointed out that
anexaminationof the performanceof
home prices over the past several
years shows that housing has been a
positive investment for the typical
American family. “People who are
predicting hard times for housing are
notconsidering how much prices rose
in high-cost areas over the past few
years,” Flynn said.

For instance, in the Northeast, the
median existing-home price for
November was $145,800, which was
3.6 percent higher than that for No-
vember 1988. However, over the past
five years the Northeast median price

has surged more than 85.0 percent.

In November, the resale pace in
the Northeast was 590,(K0 units, 1.7
percent above the October pace, but
13.2 percent below the pace of a year
ago.

“Some large, high-cost markets
haveexperienced somesoftening this

ear,” said NAR Chief Economist
ohn A, Tuccillo, “However, many
smaller, secondary cities are quite
strong. When combined, this may
average out as an overall siowdown
in sales and prices at the national
level. But, it doesn’t mean the sky is
falling.”

On a national basis, falling mogt-
gagerates likely will keep home sales
steady, as home buyers continue to
take advantage of favorable financ-
ing, Tucdillo said.

According to the Federal Home
Loan Mortgage Corp, the national
averagecommitmentrate for 30-year,
conventional, fixed-rate mortgages
declined from 9.82 percent to 9.74
percent during November.

The national median price for ex-
istingsingle-family homesin Novem-
ber was §93,000, up 5.1 percent from
November 1988, Half the homes sold
for more than the median, half for
less. So far this year, the national
median home price has remained in
the low- to mid-$90,000 range.

The South recorded a resale pace
of 1.42 million units, rising 9.2 per-
cent from October, and 0.7 percent
from one year earlier. There, the
median existing-home price was
$82,400, rising 2.5 percent from No-

east. There, the median price was
$150,200, jumping14.7 percent from
November 1988,
the West, 640,000 units, rose 3,2 per-
cent from October, but fell 5.9 percent
from one year ago.

In November, there were 2.42
million existing single-family homes
available forsale, representingan®.1-
month supply at the November re-
sale rate. [n October, an inventory of
2.17million units was recorded, which
was a 7.5-month supply at the Octo-
ber resale rate.
