No-go for this bingo --for now 
Following placement of a stop­

work order by state building code 
inspectors Tuesday, a newly estab­
lished bingo enterprise in 
Prestonsburg has been shut down 
until compliance with building and 
safety codes are met. 

The stop-work order came follow­
ing the startup of the bingo parlor in 
a building that formerly housed the 
Dollar GeneralStore in downtown 
Prestonsburg. Circumstances sur­
rounding the upening are hazy. 

According to the manager of the 
enterprise, who wished to remain 
anonymous, the bingo operation was 
formed as a nonprofit organization, 
supporting the Martin branch of the 
American Veterans(AmVets) Post27. 

The mahager stated that all pro­
ceeds from the planned Friday, Sat­
urday, and Sunday night games 
would be conlrolJed by the veteran's 
organization, with only the costs of 

rentmg the bingoequipmentgoingto 
the manager I operator. 

Onememberof Post 27 confirmed 
Am Vet support for the bingo games, 
but refused to be named.

One was 
a largl! young man, not yet 15, 
fighting to appear calm, proud 
and brave, but barely maskmg 
the fear of dtSappomting and 
the fear offaihng. One was a 
paper-thm gul, brassy, defiant 
and, at 15, already hard as na1ls 

-a trag;te little girl trying 
desperately to be a tough 
woman. The third was a 13-
ycar-old using every ounce of 
strength she had to keep from 
crying and at the same time 
trying to stand up for herself­
giving herself an Important 
lesson in pretending not to care. 

Looking at the parents, it 
would have been tempting to 
say "Aha, here's the problem." 
Each appeared on the verge of 
not being able to cope any 
longer, at least not with this 
type of onslaught. Each seemed 
at a Joss to understand what 
was happening and where to 
find the energy to continue to 

ftght for their children. 
The princapals who brought 

the charges did not appear 
comfortable ur plcaS<.'<i w1th 
their role m the procccdmgs. 
The supcnntcndent who had to 
perform the inquisition and the 
board members who had to 
pass down the verdict seemed 
genuinely sympathetic. Their 
decision, though required by 
the books, did not come Without 
doubts- much like JUdges who 
have to discard emotion when 
adhering to the law. 

The audience (more of them

Three young people, plus 

three who for whatever reason 
chose not to defend themselves, 
arc dangerously close to being 
lost. Within them may be the 
possibility of being doctors, 
lawyers, businesspersons,

But the 
outlook is not glx>d. 

We may lose these six. Floyd 
County and Eastern Kentucky 
may lose these SIX -and how 
many more? 

Isn't there an alternative? 
Don't we have the mmds and 
can't we find the resources 
somewhere to stop this annual 
loss? 

In a reg10n that1s burdened 
by unemployment, wclfarism, 
undereducation, nonproductiv· 
tty and dcsp.1ir, can we afford to 
lose these six young pc<lple 
and possably hundreds more 
like them? 

The loss of potl!ntiill is not 
confined to these six, though 
that s enough to prompt action. 
The loss affects all of us. It chips 
away at the humamty of all of 
us. lt causes all of us to be 
devalued. It ultimately dimin­
IShes all of us.

~bass boat 
"Your major consideration when 

purchasing a new bass boat should 
be the size of the water you'll be 
fishing, as well as at the type of fish­
ing you plan to do." 

That's the advice of well-known 
tournament angler Denny Brauer, a 
member of the Evinrude Outboards 
Pro Staff who has fished from dozens 
of different types of boats over the 
years. 

''The size of the wateryou'regoing 
to fish should be a major factor in 
determining the size of the boat you 
purchase," he says. "If you're going 
to be out on large impoundments 
where storms and rough water can be 
a problem, you want to get a larger 
boal 

'They're safer, more stable, and 
easier to maneuver, and once you get 
caught in really rough water, you'll 
also realize big boats are worth every 
penny you spend for them. 

"On the other hand," Brauer con~ 
tinues, "if you prefer to fish smaller 
lakes, you certainlydon'tneeda larger 
boat.'' 

It is also important to determine 
how you want to use a boat, adds the 
Evinrude pro. If you intend to fish 
national bass tournaments and travel 
across the country, certain details 
deserve attention. Thesameis true if 
you intend to use your boat for pur­
poses other than fishing, such as 
skiing or cruising. 

"Most tournament bass boats 
range from just over 17 feet to nearly 
20 feet," explains Brauer. 'They have 
duallivewelts, raised casting decks, 
closed tackle storage, and a 12/24

"They are specialized machines 
just like automobiles, and you can 
spend as much as $20,000 for one." 

If fishing Is only one of the uses 
you plan for your boat, says Brauer,a 
different interior design might be 
considered. Many family boats have 
dual consoles, for example, that are 
favored by non-fishing passengers. 

The size of the boat you purchase 
will also determine the size of the 
outboard engine you use. Brauer feels 
it is just as bad to underpower a boat 
as it is to overpower one. 

"Myrecommendationistostayas 
close to the boat's horsepower rating 
as possible," he says. "Few marine 
dealers will overpower a boat today, 
due to the liability, so that isn' t much 
of a problem. 

"Underpowering. however, can 
severely affect the boat's handling. 
Hulls are designed to give optimum 
performanceatcertain power ranges, 
and if your small engine doesn't 
provide enough power, the boat will 
not run efficiently." 

The Evinrude pro strongly sug­
gests purchasing any new boat from 
a reputable manufacturer and get­
ting a trailer from that same manu­
facturer to make certain it fits the 
boat.

Unfortunately, very few people 
understand the point blank range 
concept, and you can blame that on 
the ill-informed televisionand movie 
writers in Hollywood, L.A., and New 
York. How many times have you 
h<-ardHunter1 orQuincy,orColumbo, 
or any of those other TV dicks say 
that the unfortunate dead 8\IY was 
shot at point blank range, meaning

Point blank range does not rdcr to

~1ghting and ballistic concept. Pmnt 
blank range should be defined as "the 
dbtance at which a target may be hit 
by firing at the exact renter of the 

t;nget." In Other words1 for every 
bullet/cartr1dge combination. there 
is a range ot distance at which you 
can n1m at the center of your target 
and yourbullctwillneithcrriseabove 
nor fall below a target of ~t dimen­

dtstanl'e at which he can aim at the 
center of a deer'<: chc•;t and make a 
clt!an ~hot Into the vitals. 

Would itsurpriseyou to learn that 
by stghting in your .30-06 correctly 
witha 165grainbullet,youcouldaim 
al the ccnkr of a deer's chest and hit 
hb vital:; from a distance oft yard all 
the way out to 30<1 yards?

Most experts say tha t our
