The fire protection dbtrict will 
extend from Hunter to Meade Hill at 
Hi Hat, according to Morris Tackett 
of the left Beaver Fire De~rtmcnt, 
and the new tax monies Will be used 
to improve fire protection to the dis­
trict. 

'There's no doubt about it," said 
Tackett. 'Thisissomcthingwcreally 
need." 

JohnGrecr,a rcpresentativeo(the 
Eastern Kentucky Correction Serv­
ice, outlined a home incarceration 
program, which Floyd County Attar· 
ney Jim Hammond said will have to 
be implemented in the county in the 
ncar future. 

Hammond cited state regulations 
which require the county to reduce 
the occupancy of the Floyd County 
jail to a 25-bed facility and offered 
home incarceration as the most vi­
able solution until a new jail facility 
can be constructed. 

"The idea behind the program is 
for the prisoner to do time at home, 
rather than in jail," said Greer. "From 
our experience, this program works 
well. It does provide a real punish­
ment," 

"The idea ... is for tl1e prisouer to do time at home, 
rather tlzatt in jail ... It does provide a real 
pwrishment." 

A prisoner who qualifies for the 
program will have an electronic de­
VIce attached to his or her leg. If the 
prisoner move-. more than 100 feet 
from the telephone, the device w1 11 
signal con·L'Ction service personnel, 
who will contact the prisoner and 
return him to custody. • 

The program allows for pric;oners 
to work during theday, if allowed by 
thecourt, whileremainingincustody 
ut home at night. 

The key bendlt of the program, 
says Greer, is the reduction of cost to 
the county for holding the prisoner. 
Each prisoner costs the county $20 
per day in jail. Home incarceration 
cuts that cost in half, he said. 

'This program has worked well in 
Pike County for the past two-and-a­
halfy~rs.H said Creer. "lt'scurrently 
operatinginl..ctcher,Knott,Magoffin, 
Lawrence, Johnson, and Grt-enup 
counties. Frequently, judges increase 
the penal period under home incar­
ceration, because it see.ms Jess harsh

killed in accident 

A Prestonsburg high school stu· 
dent died Saturday, following a Fri­
day night accident on rain-slicked 
KY 1428 in Prestonsburg. 

William Mark Ousley, 17, was 
driving easton the road atabout8:05 
p.m. Friday, when he attempted to 
pass another eastbound vehicle and 
apparent! y lost control of his car. l11e 
cartraveledoveranembankmentand 
struck a utility pole, throwing Ousley 
and two other passenger~ from the 
vehicle. 

All three were transporlt.>d to 
Highlands Regional Medical Center. 
Ousley and John Music of 
Prestonsburg were transferred to 
Cabcll·Huntington. Ousley died Sat­
urday morning at about 10:50 a.m. 
Music was listed in fair condition 
Tuesday morning. Tun Hyden of 
PrestonsbuTg was trcatrd and re­
leased Friday night from Highlands. 

All three were sophomores at 
Prestonsburg High School. 

According to Prestonsburg Police, 
the accident resulted from wet roads 
and heavy rains, and alcohol was not 
com.idered to be a factor in the inci­
dent. 

The accident is still under invc.sli· 
gat ion by the Prestonsburg Police. 

"No, I wasn't surprised at all," 
said Rowe."

Bailey has received a great 
deal of criticism in recent months, 
after introducing a bill to l~lize 
cockfighting. Dispite the fact that the 
bill died in committee, the question 
on the legality of cockfighting now 
appears moot, following Cowan's 
announcement.

The virus causes a lace-hke rash, a 
reddent-d face, and a slight rise In 
body tempera turf.', but is considered 
to be a minor ailment by health olii­
cials. 

First signs ofthcvirusappeared in 
the elementary school last Tuesday. 
By Friday, over 150 students were 
absent from classes, dcsp1tc the in­
depth examination and cleaning 
conducted in and around thc~hools. 

Efforts continued over the week­
end to identify and remove any pos­
sible environmental sources of con­
tamination that may have caused an 
allergic reaction among the children. 

"We did a complete cleaning and 
sanitizingoftheschooigrounds," said 
Earl Compton. director of the Floyd 
County Health Dept. "All areas were 
examined, but nothing that could 
have caused a reaction was found." 

\'Vhen students returned Monday 
to class, more students broke out in 
the rash. Compton said that state 
officials told him this was normal (or 
a f.ifth Disea~ outbreak and recom­
mended that further scarche~ for 
contaminants in the school be haltro. 

'The warm days last week may 
have started the virus," sa1d Comp­
ton. "Now,all that we can do is let it 
run its courc::c. I know parent<: arc 
very concerned, but everyone needs 
to stay calm. There should be no rea· 
son to cloSf' the schools or have chil­
dren not coming to clao;s." 

Despite reassurances from health 
offtciah;, fear among parents over the 
outbreak, which kept more than 140 
elementary school children home 
Tucsdar, has cut deeply into the 
schools schedules. 

"With so many absences in some 
classes,H sa1d J>ack. '' ... teachers can't 
goovcrvcrymuchncwmalcrial.The 
cia~~ thatarcmostaffcctcd a redoing 
review work and thalsort of thing. I 
guess it's a fear of the unknown that 
parents have that's keeping the kids 
out"

vention Week, p.1rcntsarcadviscd to 
keep on hand the non-prescription 
mcdidn yrup of ipecac to induce 
vomiting in case children cxldcn­
tally cat or drh:\k a poisonous mate­
rial. 

Parent should have a one-ounce 
bottle of syrup of ipca1c (or every 
child in the household, according to 
jim RotSllrt, vice president o( profes­
sional Op<!mtions for Rcvco Drug 
Stores. However, Rotsartcnulions that 
the medication should be used only 
on the advice of a phyc;ician or phar­
mnci50t. 

Rotsnrl c.'xplaincd that syrup of 
ipecac is an t'melic, a substance that 
removes potentially toxic agents from 
the stomnch by inducing vomiting. 

Prcparedfromipecacpowdcr,anatu­
ml product derived from a tropical 
plant, the syrup contains two sub-
lances that cause vomiting. 

In children over one year of age, 
the r(!COmmendcd dose of syrup is 
one table.poon. Children under one 
year may be given one to two tea­
spoons, Rotsart said. 

Ipecac does not work well if the 
stomach is nearly empty, he added. 
Therefore, he recommends that one 
or more glasses of water be gtvcn 
immediately after the ipecac to dis­
tend the stomach partially. 

Vomiting should occurin l S to 20 
minutes, he said. But if it has not 
occurred, the initial dose of syrup of 
ipecac should be repeatoo.

Very few people in Kentucky can 
argue that education rcfonn IS not 
long overdue. The ms have been 
widely recognized: underfunding, 
lfWqUity, too much pohtics, too hHle 
accountability, too few checks on 
mcompctcncyamongadministrators, 
tc.achl:!rS and state offtclals, too liHle 
opportumty !or young people who 
do struggle through the system. 

Now that passage of a reform 
package as tmmment, we should all 
be able to breathe more easily. But 
why do we have that uneasy (cclmg 
in the pits of our stomachs that, as 
admirable as th move is, it's not a 
real or complete so)utton? Why do 
we sense a tension among those who 
have worked and hoped so long for 
positiVe change? 

First, we're not convinced the 
proposed rdorm actually addn,sr.cs 
the mandate of the infamous Corn's 
d<>Cision wh1ch called for equity 
among school systems in the state. 
More money acro!i the board docs 
not add up to equity. 

Formstancc, thcsamcsetof archi· 
tcctural plans and the same amount 
of funding w 11l not provide the same 
buddlngforstudcntsmdiffcrcntp.uts 
of the state Dcsp1teprotestsfrom the 
central part of the tate, the rmhty is 
that it costs moretoronstructaschool 
buildtngin the mountains than 1tdocs 
in the bluegrass A new structure for 
Fayette County, !or example, gcner· 

ally requires minimal carth·movlng 
and utility installation. Thevcrys<tmc 
butlding in Floyd County requires 
the trucking of mountains of soil to 
raise it above the flood plain or the 
lopping off of a mountain top. Be· 
cause of the rural and undeveloped 
naturcofthecounty,addedcost art' 
aHached to getting water lines and 
other utilities to the site-something 
unheard of in developed areas. An 
equal amount of funding for build· 
mgs in Scott and Letcher counties 
will not be equitable, no matter how 
we look at it. Equality, in this case, 
does not amount to equity. 

Second, the proposed reform, 
devised in haste and without much 
forcthoughtandanalysis,isguiltyon 
somepointsof, as the old sayinggcK'S, 
throwing out the baby with the bath 
water. We applaud, for in$tancc, the 
attempts to rid the school syMcm of 
nepotism and ofitsapparcntlyinhcr· 
ent political nature But to say that 
school board members cannot have 
close relatives in school jobs seems 
ultimatclycounterproductive.ltsays, 
for one thing, that the electorate is 
incapable of electing a person who is 
not sclf-s.erving, dishonest ond mc­
sponsible, who v.ill not promote his 
or her family abo\'c those more quah· 
fied. The reality is that an interest in 
education very often runs in famihcs. 
That's not inherently bad; in fact, we 
ought to be promotmg it. What is 

• 
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needed, it <.ecmc;, is 5ome means of 
detecting and penalizing favoritism 
based on school board/school em­
ployee relations, whether it involves 
family or not. 

Third, the proposed reform fails 
to address adequ:llely a basic prob­
lem of Kentucky schools. And that is 
the attitude of Kentuck1anc:, particu­
larly Eastern Kentuckians. Until '"-c 
can somehow con vance the citizenry 
at large th<lt education has a direct 
correlation to economic de\'clopment, 
tothccostsofwclfarcand prisons, to 
disenfranchisement, to apathy, then 
we will never have an adequate edu­
cational .,ystem nnd we will ne\'er 
recover from the enormous loss of 
potontial we now experience. The 
money we will spend on education 
reform might be better spent on a 
statewide campaign of attitude ad­
justment .md behavior modification 
with the lmportilncc of education as 
the focus. 

Here's hoping ,that the legislation 
Ulat ultimately becomes law is the 
very best that intelligent educators 
and lawmakers can come up with. 
Here's hoping that thelcgislaturecan 
put all else a ide savt:> for the best 
mtcrcst of our young people. And 
here's hoping thai mucn more 
thought goes mto implementation 
than is apparently going into crea­
tion

With 10 more days left of the 1990 
General Assembly, two maJOr Issues 
arc still being fine tuned by the com­
mittee system. The {ina I decision we 
makeontwocntical piccesoflegisla· 
tion which arc currently in the spot­
hght - education rcfonn and a 
compromtsc tax package- will d~ 
tenninc how this session is written 
up in the history books. 

The Governor and lcgislativelcad· 
l:!rS have apparently come to terms of 
compromise on the Governor'& tax 
proposal. Wlule legislators stand 
ready to support the Governor's 
proposed tax on federal income tax 
ocductlons,confonnitytothefederal 
tax code and macascs in corporate 
tax, serVIces tax and dgarettc tax arc 
being thrown out for a one<cnt in· 
crease in thc&alcstax.lnexchangefor 
the one-cent sales tax legislative lead· 
crs have agreed to support the $600 
million rood bOnd bill which has been 
a priority ilcrn on the Governor·~ 
lcg1slative laundry list. 

In the meantime, the House Edu· 
cation Committee conducted an 
amblhous sch<'dule of meetings last 
week toscrutimze them ore than9{X). 
page eel uca bon reform bill The legis­
lation pro\'idesa complicated outline 
!ora new education system designed 
to meet Supreme Court mandates. 
The h1gh court had declared 
Kcntuck)"s educational system un· 

constitutional and ordered the legis· 
lature to revamp the system in its 
entirety. Issues such as curriculum, 
schooladministrationandfinanccarc 
mnpr topics addressed by the mca~­
ure. 

To date, serious questions have 
been raised during the committee 
meetings concerning proposals to 
address nepotism and electionoflocal 
school board members. At this point. 
several amendments are being offered 
to the bill. 

We passed House Bil1464tomcet 
thegrowingpublicdemand that state 
policymakersaddrcss the legal issue 
of drunk drivers involved in traffic 
accidents which result m a fatality or 
fa ta 1i tics. The measu rc charges those 
drivers with a class B felony. The 
issue claimed national attention when 
theCa rrolton bus crash occurred and 
later when the driver oft he truck that 
ran into the church bus went on trial 
for murder. 

A comprehensive revi!lion of the 
state corrections system was np· 
proved by the House when we passed 
House Bill 603. The measure brings 
together allcomponcntc;of the crimi­
nal justice system in the fonn of a 
policy-making board. Further, the 
measure looks to the future in rcquir· 
ingasix-year policy plan. 

The bill would also~~ up a) lema· 
lives for nonviolent offenders and 

establish adm inisiTati ve options such 
as work rclt:>ase classifications, uni­
form expiration, educational, good 
time and shock probation.lt will also 
mandate judges to consider commu­
nity 5Crvice rather than prison for 
persons convicted of fdonies. A 
schedule of alternatives to incarcera­
tion will be developed by each dron t 
court. U ndcr thts proposal aU misde­
meanor convictions would carry a 
fine uruess the defendant is deter­
mined to be indigent. This provision 
could save up to S4 million per year. 

Finally, House Bi11603allows pris­
oners who have been imprisoned for 
at least one year and who arc classi­
fied minimum security to be consid­
ered for work releascprogramsout­
sideprison walls. The bill also allows 
a ruling for shock probation to be 
granted up to 180daysintothecourt­
order confinement rather than the 
current90daylimit. The Corrections 
cabinet will be authorized to create a 
pilot project to contract with private 
providers for housing of misde­
meanorconvicts.Thismcasurewould 
free up more prison cells for felons 
and hu the potential to eliminate 
60mc costs to the state.

Whllethisbill is now being 
debated on the Senate floor, I have 
been su«cssful in passing two 
amendments that wtll help boost the 
sale of US clean coal technology 
abroad and ensure that theCanadian 
government compiles wtth its own 
acid rain program. 

Clean-coal technology is a broad 
term that encompasses many new 
high-tech methods of reducing em is· 
sions caused by the burning of coal. 
Thts technology is the key to contin· 

ucd cool use around the world. As it 
stands now, dean-coal technology 
exports are being promoted by scv­
craldifferentgovern!"entandquasi­
governmental agcnc1es, 

My first amendment will require 
the Secretaries of Energy and Com­
merce to identify, inventory and 
analyze these programs to determine 
thcir effectiveness. This analy,sis will 
provide a necessary framework to 
increase the coordination. coopera­
tion and information-shari ngamong 
various agencies to streamline the 
clean-coal export effort. This study 
wsll also open ur for discussion the 
establishment o a federal rommis. 
sion to centralize the promotion of 
dean-coal technology overseas. 

ThcUnitedStatesbencfitstremcn· 
dously when a country decides to 
purchase clean-coal technology. The 
environmental concerns associated 

[h 1' lflll!t~ Qrottnty Q!imrs 
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with burning coal arc minimized, US 
coal export~rs have a new market in 
which to sell their product, and in­
creased coal exports create new jobs 
In coal fields. This is in addition to 
dccrcasmg our trade deficit. 

My second amendment is de-
signed to ensure US efforts to 

reduce acid rain arc matched by the 
Canadian government and to facili­
tate the now of information regard­
Ing add rain reduction techniques 
between both our countries. 

Add rain is notju taUS problem, 
it is a global problem.lfwcarcgoing 
to pass lcgtslation which will cause 
economic hardship, then we have 
every right to be sure that theCanadi­
ans strictly enforce their own acid 
rain laws. My amendment requires 
the Administrator of the Envuon­
mcntal Protection Agency mconjunc­
tion with the S«rctaries of State and 
Energy to assess the progress of the 
Canaaian provinces m reducing acid 
rain and complying with their 1994 
emissions cap. This report will then 
be forwardt-d to Congress to deter­
m inc if our efforts nrc bcmg matched 
by Canada 

This legislation that the Senate has 
adopted will help make sure that 
government clcan<oal technology 
programs arc str('amhned and the 
Canad1ans enforce their acid rain 
laws A"' the clean air bill makes its 
way through Congress, I remain 
comm1tted to making &ure that the 
cconomtc co t of this b11l does not 
outweigh the environmental benefits 
of thts lcgtslatlon.

It is the 
rcvlsul House Bill /,S, which calls 
for a uniform set of environmental 
guidelines for the state. 

As the law concerning environ­
mental regulations In the Common­
wealth now reads, we have adminis­
trators interpret what legislators in­
tended, often resulting in confusion. 
Under the bill, this would change. 

We arc all concerned about the 
environment, so we should. be con­
cerned about who is setting the laws 
and regulations that affl'Ct the envi­
ronment. HB 758 is a good response 
to that concern.

Unemployn1ent rate jumps 
from December to January 

Seasonal los cs in construrhon, 
service and trade jobs and a scncs of 
short-term layoffs related to the auto 
il'dustry helped to puc;h um•mploy· 
ment rates up In 99 Kentucky coun­
ties in January, including Floyd. 
Kentucky's jobless rate jumped from 
a revised 5.3 percent in December to 
a preliminary 6.7 percent mjanunry 

However, compared to january 
1989, 102 counties had lower rates, 
while 17 counhes had higher rates 
and one stayed the same, according 
to the monthly Cabinet for Human 
Resources labor trends report. 

Twcnty·ntnc counties had Jobless 
rates at 10 percent or above m Janu· 
ary, up from only eight counhcs in 
Dcttmbcr, but fewer than the 53 
counties wtth doublc-di&t uncm· 
ploymcnt in January 1989 

In the B1g Sandy District, umcm­
ployment grew from a rcviS<..>d 5.9 
percent in Occcmbcr to a pwhmmary 
8.9 percent In January. Rates ranged 
from 7.9 percent in Floyd County to 
18.2 perc<!nt 111 Magoffin County, the 
dtstrict's only double digit rate.

Why kids 
are flabby

Onereason American children are 

getting so notoriously flabby, some 
fitness specialists suggest paradoxi­
cally, is that the nation is obsessed 
with competitive sports . 

That kids arc ou l of sha pc, despite 
the shift many adults have made to 
exercise, is not in doubt. The 
President's Council on Physical Fit­
ness and university researchers in 
Michigan and LoUisiana have con­
ducted surveys that agree that the 
average schoolchild gets tuckered out 
by exertion more quickly than chil­
dren did 20 years ago. 

A council study found that 40 
percent of children from five to eight 
years old already had at least one risk 
factor for a heart attack later in life­
either high blood cholesterol, Wgh 
blood pressure or low capacity for 
exertion. 

A Jot of reasons have been ad­
vanced for all this, too much televi­
sion and fast food among them. But 
another factor is that kids just don't 
exercise much, and when theydoit's 
often not the kind of exercise that 
conbibutes to overall fitness and 
health. 

Fitness specialists have been lob­
bying for years to get more physical 
education into schools. Most valu­
able would be classes that encourage 
children to engage in aerobic exer­
cises that build the heart. But suc­
cesses have been few. 

Dr. Thomas Wesley Allen, direc­
tor of sports medicine at the Univer­
sityofMedicineand Dentistry of New 
jersey,argues thatcompetitivesports 
in school may be doing many kids 
more harm than good. 

"Many children lose enthusiasm 
for physical activity early on because 
they are pressured to play little league 
sports with a 'win-at-all-cost' atti­
tude," Allen writes in a commentary 
on the problem. 

In particular, he worries, smaller 
and weaker children get turned off to 
physical exertion and "these alien­
ated children may never develop the 
fitness levels they need to be healthy 
adults." 

Agility, weight control, self-esteem 
and life-long fitness are better goals 
for children than learning how to be a 
winning athlete, Allen suggests. His 
advice to parents: 

-Exercise with your children to 
set an example. 

-Help them identify sports they 
enjoy and can stay with. 

-Teach them such values as co­
operation, fair play and the impor­
tance of risk-taking. ' 

-Make sure coaches give advice 
on conditioning and require warm­
up and cool-down exercises. 

-Encourage and practice a re­
laxed attitude about sports. 

• The roadside fruit and vegetable 
stand is a fixture of highway travel, 
but there's no guarantee that what it 
sells is more nutritious than the fluo­
rescent-lit produce at the supermar­
ket. 

So say some food scientists at the 
University of Maine who measured 
the vitamin C content of fruits and 
vegetables in both locales. theovera II 
conclusion: Some are better on the 
road, some at the grocery store. 

Sampling produce from roadside 
stands and grocery stores in central 
Maine, food science professor Rod 
Bushway and several colleagues 
found that for freshness, the farm 
stands were clear winners. Most of 
their food was harvested within a 
day of when it was offered for sale. 
Supermarket produce, by contrast, 
took seven to lOdays to reach the bin. 

Cabbage, nonetheless, tended to 
havemorevitaminCingrocerystores 
than at roadside stands. Broccoli, 
cantaloupe, green peppers and spin­
ach had similar amounts of vitamin C 
in both locations. Tom a toes, potatoes 
and cauliflower had significantly 
more vitamin Cat the farm stands. 

Inrecentyearssupermarkets have 
improved their methods of storage 
and delivering, Bushway suggested, 
sothatformostfruitsand vegetables 
there may be no particular nutrition 
advantageingoingrighttothesource. 

The researchers are hoping to 
compare more nutrients in produce 
from farm stands and grocery stores, 
asweUassugarand taste differences. 

HJt will be interesting to see if the 
freshest fruits and vegetables really 
taste better to most people," ,Bush­
way said.

!borrowed the "broughton" paper 
r,attern - old timers used to say 
'fotched on" -from Mrs. Earl War­

rens, who was a natural-born seam­
stress and had a pattern for almost 
every kind of wearing apparel. To 
make ita littlcmoresnazzy, I embroi· 
dered my initials, in white, onto a 
fake pocket on the upper left side of 
the jacket. Huge, shiny buttons com· 
pleted the decorations. These were 
hard to find. I had to look in all the 
stores in Martin before I found them. 

When the previously planned day 
arrived, 1 walked out to Bailey's 
General Store in Eastern, sat on the . 
porch on the lazy bench and talked to 
Fred and Rebecca Bailey until Allen 
Brothers' early bus came along. 

When I saw it coming, I ran across 
the road with my 25-centfareinhand 
and flagged it down by waving my 
right arm up and down, repeatedly,

pen. Imagine that! The professors 
insisted that you take notes with a 
fountain pen. Most of my writing 
hereto(ore had been with a pencil 
since bladder pens always leaked, 
and scratch pens required too much 
time dipping into the ink to be practi­
cal. Later, I was to discover that a ball 
point pen with a fine point suited me 
JUSt fine. 

We walked out to the car with 
much enthusiasm and took off with 
those mysterious textbooks lying in 
the seat between us. r itched to look 
inside. Clotene gave permissjon to 
do so, and 1 began to inspect their 
contents, marveTing at the events of 
Ancient and Medieval History for 
several miles. 

The rapid pace of the car caused 
me some concern as to whether this 
was a safe venture.

Caney student supervision was 
quite practical, to my great surprise. 
Many tales had come to me of the 
strict, impossible rules set down by 
Alice Lloyd~ and my greatest fear was 
that I would unwittingly get expelled 
from Caney. The highest mortifica­
tion of that day! With this in mind, 1 
enrolled intheAncientandMedieval 
History class, bought Clotene' s book 
cheap and her nurses' oxfords for 50 
cents. I was in business. 

Outfitted with the five uniforms 
Nora gave me, I combined living on 
campus with com muting, in order to 
meet family needs. The idea was to 
wear one uniform per day, but due to

the hard work involved to wash, 
starch and iron the yards of material, 
I was forced to change them every 
other day. 

When the class work demanded 
more and more time, l was guilty of 
not following that rule. As many 
others will testify, clean uniforms 
were much soughl after. Borrowing 
was attempted among the students, 
but it was nota very successful under­
taking. 

Another problem 1 had expected 
turned out not to be a problem at all. 
l had feared the other students would 
resent an older student among their 
ranks. To my surprise, there were 
many others like me, and as it hap­
pened, we just held the place that 
seemed to be reserved for us. 

We shared the work by taking on 
aonehourperdayjob, which changed 
every two weeks. That way we got 
experience in various places. 

Since 1 had worked in the May­
town High School library in my sen­
ior year, l began in the Caney Creek 
Junior College Library. My rotation 
took me through various jobs in the 
kitchen, where I was fascinated to 
watch so much food prepared at one 
time. 

The experiences were good and 1 
would like to share some of them 
with you.

While traditionally recognized as 
an aperitif or dessert wine, sherry is 
gaining awareness for its versatility 
asanaccompanimenttomanydiffer­
ent foods. Theat-homecookwill find 
that even the humblestoffoods, such 

.as condensed soup, can be enhanced 
by a splash of sherry. With a little 
ingenuity, the variety of sherries 
available can be used to flavor many 
dishes. 

Small servings of sherry enhance 
a dish, and the standard serving of 
sherry is smaller than the average 
serving of table wine1 an important 
consideration in light of the current 
trend towards moderation. 

Famed restaurateur Alfonso, 
owner of the EJ Bosque Restaurant, in 
Jerez came up with this sherry-fla· 
vored recipe, inspired by traditional 
Spanish cuisine;

ALDONFINO 

(Bra~d V eat Don Fino) 
2 Cbs veal stew meat, cut into 1-inch 

piece$, patted dry flour for dredging the 
veal 

5 Tbsps olive oil 
1 onion, clwpped 
4 Cll.rrots, sliced 
21eeks, white part only, chopped 
1 garlic clove, minced 
1 cup Sandeman Don Fino Sherry 
2 cups beef stock, or Cil.nrred beef broth 
2 bay leaves

The classic and varied flavors of

In a saucepan combine the milk 
and remaining sugar. Bring to'! sim­
mer over moderately low heat, stir­
ring occasionally. In a bowl, whisk 
whole eggs and egg yolks together 
until frothy, blend in 1 cup of the hot 
milk mixture and return to the pan. 
Cook the mixture over moderately 
low heat for one minute, stirring 
constantly. Remove the pan from the 
heat and stir in Port. 

Strain the custard into the mold, 
skim any froth from the surface and 
set the mold in a shallow baking pan, 
filling halfway. Cover and bake for 1 
to 1-1/2 hours, or until a toothpick 
inserted near the center of the custard 
comes out clean. 

Remove the mold from the bal<ing 
pan and let cool. Cover and chill for 3 
to 4 hours or overnight. To unmold 
the flan, dip the mold quickly in hot 
water and invert onto a shallow plat­
ter. Serve with slices oi fresh orange 
and glasses ofSandeman Port.

A problem for some seniors 

I hs h..-x-ommg cv1dent that a grow­
mg number of elderly arc abusing 
prescnption drugs whl<'h lead toscri­
OU5 add1clion prohlems. The fact that 
the ddc.rly nrc nbu5ing thc1r medica­
tion shouldn' l be a 6\1 rprisc con~ndcr­
ing thcanwunt of pre..crlptionsthat 
many of them t.1kc. 

Some rn<~y inlcntion<llly abuse 
drugs l'Ven though they may have 
never had a problem with dnags or 
alcohol. 

They may be lonely wtdows or 
\\'I dowers seeking the attention they 
crave by repeatedly visiting their 
doctor wJth real or Imagined Illnesses. 
Other prescription drug abusers arc 
long-time alcoholics who usc med1· 
cations to further ancsthchz.c them­
selves. 

Somewhodelibcratclyabuscthclr 
med1cat1ons fallmto the category of 
.,doctor shoppers" who go from 
physician to phys1cian to get more 
and more prescriptions. 

But many elderly people arc 
unwilhng abusers. They may not 
think torcportcvcrymcdicntion they 
take to each of their doctors, leading 
to a potcntinlly d.1ngcrous mix oT 
incompatiblcdrugs. 

Other scmors, particularly those 
who tnkc several prescriptions dally, 
may misuse their mcdkations out of 
confusion over whether it's the blue 
or red ptll they take four timl~ a day 

Studies also show that as their 
eyesight deteriorates, many seniors 
havctroublcdistinguishlngdrugsby 
color. 

Another form of abuse is pre­
scribed medication The problem 1~: 
particularlyprcvalentamongpatients 
wtth medications designed to pre­
'cnt ra thCT than alleviate health prob­
lems, such as heart ailments and ul­
cers. 'Because they're not expcrlcnc­
mg pain, they feel no nC\."'CC for their 
medications. 

Prescription drug abuse is easily 
avoided 1fonecarcftilly follows his or 
her doctor's instructions on usc of 
prescription drugs and cxcrdses the 
following cautions: 

-When given a prescription ask 
the doctor exactly what it's for and 
when and how you should t..1kc it. 

-Double-check with your doctor 
about possiblcsidecffectsof combin­
ing prescription drugs with alcohol. 

-Don't assume that over-the­
counter drugs nrc harmless when 
taken with other medications. Check 
withyourphystaan tobcsureyou'rc 
safe in using any remedy other than 
those prescribed for you. 

-Bcsurceachofyourphys1dans 
has a complete 1istofthedrugs you're 
taking, including ovCT-lhc-countcr 
mcdka tion.s. 

-If you're under the care of sev­
eral doctors for multiple problems, 
dc:oignate one as your primary-care 
physician and be sure he/ she knows 
all the drugs you're taking. He can 
then determine the compa tibility o{ 
those d rugs and coordinate dosages 
wath your other physicians.

I. To impro\'c the overall quality 
of mathematics education in Eastern 
Kentucky. 

2. To serve as a forum for sharing 
idt'<lS and exchanging iniormation. 

3. To establish and maintain con­
tact with teachers of mathematics at 
all grade levels in the area. 

-1. To provide a direct line of com­
munication between the various lev­
els of mathematics instruction. 

5. To create a medium for profes­
sional growth through meetings and 
an annual conference geared primar­
ily for teachers of mathematics. 

The EKCTM has about 100 mem­
bers who teach mathematics through 
all grade levels. It is the expectation 
of the organization to increase this 
number greatly during the coming 
years due to the planned workshops, 
conferences and seminars. During the 
spring semester 1989, the organiza­
tion hosted a workshop on 'The 
Curriculum and Evaluation Stan­
dards for School Mathematics" re­
port, with Dr. Ben Flora as guest 
speaker. 

During the fall semester of 1989, 
the organization sponsored a semi-

nar on the cummt school reform 
movement in Kentucky fea turing 
State Rep. Greg Stumbo. The organi· 
zation will host a workshop during 
the current spring semester to serve 
as a hands-on experience relative to 
the Math Standards. 

The EKCI'M has been the recipi­
ent of two grants made possible 
through the Kentucky Alliance for 
Science and Mathematics Teachers, 
District6. Theorganization is strongly 
encouraging participation of mem­
bershipatstate, regional and national 
mathematicsconfCrences in addition 
to increased local support for Math 
Bowl and Math Counts. 

The EKCJ'M has recently received 
affiliation with the KCTM and is 
currently awaiting a statement of 
affiliation confirmation with the 
NCTM. The organization hopes to 
not only become the voice for math 
education in Eastern Kentucky, but 
also a contributor of innovative ideas 
to all concern& as related to mathe­
matics education.
