West to Eastern (Part 2) 
by Barbara Martin 

lncaseanyone is wond<'ring where 
Eastern, Ky., really is, it 1S located 
bet ween Garrett and Martin on Right 
13caverCreek. Highway 80 has split it 
in half, but we don't complain much 
as we are thankful for the bctt~r road. 

Old Highway 80 was a turning, 
twisting, up and downhill, two-lane 
highway- a nightmare to travel. 

Lifelong residents of this commu· 
nity arc smug in the knowledge that 
we ha\'e always had a pretty good 
town with good neighbors. Many 
people seek housing hcrcastheyhavc 
heard that it is a good place to Jive. 

From what J have been able to find 
out from older residents, Eastern is 
about 70 years old. It has already 
outgrown one name-Osborne, the 
name of one of the earliest human 
mhabitants.ltsage is retrictcd to these 
few years because it was originally 
owned by large landholder~. Subdi· 
vision to survivors down through the 
two to three hundred years has pro­
duced the small holdings which might 
be only a house and one lot of various 
size. 

Its hard-workingcitizens have the 
reputation of being intelligent, hav­
ing unlimited ingenuity, and fun 
loving vitality. Their culture is based 
on religion (mainly Old Regular 
Baptist!>}, but few are active church 
members. 

Except for a fuw years, there has 
ah-..:ays been at least one grocery store, 
whtch changed from feed fuel for the 
mule and horse transportation to the 
modern Roger's Chevron Station, 
which furnishes the "feed" to our 
automobiles. 

It has been my permanent address 
since 1932. 

Modem day genealogists declare 
that the native stock is Anglo-Saxon 
(English) with a scattering of German 
and SCotch· Irish. Mixed with the util­
ity of these stocks is the native intelli­
gence of the Cherokee Indians. 

Walter SCott "Hoosh" Martin, a 
local historian/genealogist, told me 
the story of the London Company of 
England. He said it had been handed 
down by word of mouth for many 
generations. 'They" said that the 
Allen family of this area had been 
gh·en land grants, which ran along 
both sides of Right Beaver Creek from 
Allen to Wayland, to encourage them 
to come to the New World to "trade 
and traffic." Hoosh encouraged me 
to investigate th!! truth of the story if 
ever there was a chance. 

During my Alice Lloyd College 
study schedule, I found the time by 
using the topic to do required re­
search papers. I will share with you 
some of my findings. 

In 1606, King James I of England 
granted a charter for settlement of 
South Virginia, between the 34 and 
38 degree of latitude. An association 
of noblemen, The London Company, 
named because of where they lived, 
sent three ships of immigrants to 

America with a "get rich quick" 
scheme. The ill-fated company is 
better known as the Jamestown, Va., 
--cttlt!ment. They did not succeed with 
their plans, but they did open the 
new world to colonization. 

Someofthecompanyfound, upon 
reclching their destination, that their 
names were listed as the first council 
of Virginia. The names had been 
sealed in a box by King James. To see 
that laws were obeyed, Capt. John 
Smith, Edward Maria Wingfield, 
Christopher Newport, john Ratcliffe, 
john Martin and George Kendall were 
the appointees. 

Wingfield was elected to lead, but 
was fired when he attempted to slip 
away from the settlement. Newport 
returned to England, leaving Smith1 

Ratcliffe and Martin in charge. 
Ratcliffe became governor, and Mar­
tin at onetime was given the position, 
but resigned after one hour because 
he did not want the responsibility. 
Most leadership was left to Smith 

The first colonists were ill-suited 
for their jobs since many were sons of 
English nobles. Smith sent word to 
the 'King to send common laborers 
next time and no more people who 
had to be waited on. 

Many people carry the blood of 
these early forefathers who dared to 
settle a wilderness. They made their 
way to "back country" Virginia, since 
divided into other states, including 
Kentucky. Many of the names found 
here today coincide with rosters of 
those adventurers: Ratliff (Ratcliffe, 
Ratcliff), Martin, Allen, Turner, Hall, 
Moore, Stewart, etc. 

Ratcliffe and Martin were given 
the reputation of being poor judges 
as to what to do when danger was 
near and not very active workers in 
times of peace. I believe that they 
dtculated that story in order to get 
away to carry out theiroriginal plans: 
to "trade and traffic.'' Their forebears 
were among the first settlers in this 
area. 

Since the Martins in our family 
married into the Allen family and 
worked for them, Martin may have 
been sent ahead to scout out the new 
grant for the Aliens. Personality fac­
tors will allow these assumptions 
because they are inherited or learned. 
A survey shows that the Aliens did 
appear thickly settled along Right 
Beaver Creek. (fo be continued)

A. A land contract or contract for 
deed is a written agreement between 
a buyer and seller for the seller to 
finance the purchase of property. The 
purchase price may be paid in regu­
lar monthly payments. It may also 
require a substantial down payment, 
with the balance due within a speci­
fied period of time. Underthistypeof 
agreement, the buyer is given posses­
-;ion of the property, but the title 
remains in the name of the seller.
