Plaintiff in school board suit can call witnesses 
A federal judge has denied a re­

quest by the Floyd County Board of 
Education and Supt. Ronald Hager 
that would have barred a former 
teacher from introducing certain evi­
dence in her lawsuit against them. 

Joyce Reynolds Blackburn, whose 
contract was not renewed last sum­
mer, filed the suit in US DistrictCourt 
last August. Trial hasbeensetfor July 
24. 

Specifically, thedefendantssought 
to prohibit Blackburn from introduc­
ing evidence that alleges the board 
and Hager allow politics to influence 
personnel decisions. 

Three kinds of evidence were 
specified in the defendants' request 
to the court. 

First, they asked that she not be 
permitted to introduce as evidence a 
curriculum audit prepared last year 
by staff members and consultants of 
the state Department of Education. 

In the report, which involved inter­
views and visits to schools in the Floyd 
County system, the auditors stated: 
"Interview data reveals a long his-

tory of political patronage in the hir· 
ing process and in school staffing 
patterns." 

Intheirmotion,lawyersrepresent­
ing the defendants claimed the cur­
riculum audit constituted "hearsay'' 
evidence and that allegations of po­
litical patronage "were based entirely 
on interviews with prejudicially inter­
ested ... residents." 

Federal Magistrate Joseph M. 
Hood, in his orderdenyingthedefen· 
dants' motion, contended the curricu­
lum audit was not ''hearsay'' since 
Hager had originally requested the 
audit be done. He further advised 
that concerns about the report could 
be addressed in cross~xamination at 
the trial. 

Second, the defendants requested 
that Blackburn not be allowed to in· 
traduce evidence of "claimed politi­
cal retaliation and discrimination in 
personnel decisions and evidence of 
a pattern of political retaliation by 
defendants ... " 

In the closely related third compo­
nent of the motion, the attorneys 

asked the judge that Blackburn not 
introduce at the trial "evidence of 
individual instances of ora pattern of 
political harrassments practiced by 
defendants ... " 

Lawyers for the school officials 
asked specifically that a number of 
witnesses for Blackburn not be al· 
lowed to testify. These included Ernie 
Johnson, Dr. Fenwick English, Dr. 
Betty Steffy, Russell M. Frazier, Ned 
Bush, Ed Patton, Rudolph Lewis, 
Jimmy Hall, Jane Spurlock, Patricia 
Murphy, Judy Carter, Steve Halbert 
and Carol Stumbo. Most are either 
teachers or administrators in the lo­
cal system or members of the curricu­
lum audit team. 

Judge Hood ruled that Blackburn's 
calling of the specified witnesses is 
relevant to her case. 

Blackburn, whose suit was filed 
onAug.17, 1989,onedayafternotifi· 
cation that she was not to be rehired, 
is one of 12 persons who have filed 
sui tin federal court against the super­
intendent and board.

the result of repeated flooding.

Sewage 
In 1987, the city passed an ordi­

nance to have Peridelli and Hunt, 

engineering firm, come and look for a 
proposed spot for the sewage treat­
ment plant and todootherwork. But 
Parsons said the engineer wanted 
$40,000 to continue the project. Money 
the city didn't have. So the project 
was lost. 

In order for the city to apply for 
state grants, it needed to form a city 
utili ties commission, which it did 
years ago.

that his organization was available at 
no cost to them to assist in the efforts 
to obtain grants for the sewage treat­
ment plant. 

A sccond meeting was scheduled 

for Monday, May 21, between Big 
Sandy ADD representatives and the 
city council to further discuss this 
matter. By that time, Parsons hopes 
to have heard further from Elrod­
Dunson. 

In reference to the school dump­
ing sewage into the Big Sandy River, 
Parsons noted that by the time the 
treatment plant was in place, if ever, 
the school would have been relocated 
and would have its own treatment 
plant at the new site ncar Emma. 

However, the existing building, 
which lies within the city limits, 
would qualify for hook·up to the 
proposed system and whoever buys 
the building will have to have proper 
disposal of raw sewage.

Gives update 
on commissioners 

Dear Editor, 
I would like to take this opportu­

nity to thank you for the publicity 
given in your newspaper during the 
past few months regarding my effort 
to get the 1990 State Legislature to 
put an amendment on tne ballot to 
give the voters an opportunity to 
abolish the office of Kentucky Rail­
road Commissioner. 

Due to the stories appearing in 
newspapers throughout Kentucky 
regarding the abul>c of taxpayers 
money by the Kentucky Railroad 
Commission, the state legislature for 
the first time in my lifetime took ac­
tion regarding this waste. 

The appropriations committee in 
the House of Representatives de­
feated by one vote a bill that would 
have increased the salary of Kentucky 
Railroad Commissioners from $3000 
to $15,000 a year. Thts would have 
been a tragedy had this bill passed 
since we are now overpaid. 

The 1990 State Legislature also 
abolished the salaries of Kentucky 
Railroad Commissioners, effective 
July 1 of this year, and cut off all 
appropriations to the Kentucky Rail­
road Commission as of Jan. 5, 1992. 

Although I am disappointed the 
1990State Legislature did not put an 
amendment on the ballot this year to 
give the voters an opportunity to 
abolish the office Railroad Commis­
sioner, I am proud the legislature 
abolished the salaries of commission­
ers and cut off appropriations.

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VOC-ED BILL 
SHOULD HELP KENTUCKY 
I am pleased to report that the US 

Senate has passed a strong vocational 
education biU that should fit in well 
with historic school reforms currently 
being made in Kentucky. 

Our state is becoming a national 
leader in efforts to provide the kind of 
education needed by our young 
people in an increasingly competi­
tive world. Our federal government 
should be a working partner in this 
effort, and I believe that weare mov­
ing in that direction with a series of 
educational measures in this Con­
gress. 

In our latest action, the Senate has 
voted to reauthorize and improve the 

Carl D. Perkins Vocational Educa­
tion Act. Going well beyond the rec­
ommendations of the Bush Admini­
stration, this legislation would in­
crease our prudent national invest­
ment in this vital program to $1.5 
billion a year.

It directs most of our federal assis­
tance to the secondary school level, 
where students can be reached before

But it still places major emphasis on 
the post-secondary and adult educa­
tion programs so important to many 
Kentuckians and other Americans. 

I have long maintained that voca­
tional-education and community 
college programs should be coordi­
nated to make sure that no student is 
limited to technical achievements. All 
of our students should have good 
general educations to help them adapt 
to the changing nature of the 
workforce. And our bill authorizes a 

verypromising"fech-Prep" rrogram 
to move us toward that goa in Ken­
tucky and every other state. 

Our bill should enhance the Ken­
tucky vocational-education program 
in a number of other ways. It ear­
marks 15 percentoffederal assistance 
to state-wide leadership activities, 
such as teacher education and train­
ing and the development of perform­
ance standards, for example. 

We know that state and local 
governments are primarily respon­
sible for good education. But our 

federal government definitely has a 
supporting role to play. And I have 
every hope that the House and the 
Senate soon will agree on vocational­
education language to strengthen that 
highly important role. 

This is just one of our current ef­
forts. The Senate also has passed the 
Educational Excellence and National 
Literacy acts. And the Congress is 
working on a much needed increase 
in Head Start funding. Each of these 
initiatives represents a vital invest­
ment in the future.

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Wayland town council discusses sidewalks 
The extent and cost of sidewalks 

occupied much of Wayland town 
Council's regular monthly meeting 
Monday night. 

Contractor Calvin Howell pro­
vided members an estimate of $8700 
to replace or build more than 1100 
feet of sidewalk. 

However, Clerk Carol Stapleton 
reported that the town can expect 
only about $5700 in municipal road 
aid funds to pick up the cost of the 
sidewalk work. 

Faced with the need tocutbackon 
sidewalk footage, council members 
agreed to put sidewalk needs in pri­
ority order before proceeding with a 
contract. 

In Stapleton's financial report, 
council members noted that the elec­
trical bill for April was only $30 less 
than what it had been before council 
voted to cut off more than a dozen 
street lights. 

"If that' s all we're saving, have 
them (power company) turn the lights 
back on," said Councilman Jerry 
Fultz. 

Mayor Hobert Webb asked the 
clerk to check with the power com­
pany regarding the bill and how many 
lights the town is paying for. 

The financial balance at the end of 

April was$3,879, Stapleton reported. 
Concern was raised once again 

over the need to dredge Steele Creek 
which runs through the town and 
into Right Beaver Creek. 

Recfamation work on area slate 
dumps does not include cleaning the 
creek, council learned. Fultz sug­
gested inviting government officials 
to a meeting to discuss the creek, 
which floods after heavy rains be­
cause of the fill up. 

Thosementionedascritical to such 
a meeting are US Cong. Chris Perk­
ins, Judge-Executive Jonn M. Stumbo, 
Magistrate Jackie Ed ford Owens, State

SIDS makes Mother's Day 
an unhappy one for some 
~e many Kentucky couples are 

lookmg forward to celebrating 
Mother's Day, other families are 
anxious about the holiday because of 
mourning a baby lost to Sudden In­
fant Death Syndrome (SIDS). 

Interior Department plans 
TV call in on reclamation 

"As Mother's Day approaches, 
many bereaved parents wonder how 
they'll make it through a day that 
celebrates the special relationship 
between mother and her family," said 
Ida Lyons, RN, coordinator of the 
Department for Health Services' SIDS 
program. 

SIDS is thesuddenand unexpected 
death of a seemingly well infant 
whose death remains unexplained 
even after an autopsy. About 100 
Kentucky babies every year die of 
SIDS, also known as crib death. A television call-in program con­

cerning new technical standards for 
backfilling and grading steep-slope 
highwaiJs left after surface coal min­
ing will be broadcast live by satellite 
Thursday, May 24, the Interior 
Department's Office of Surface Min­
ing, (OSM) announced recently. 

The two-hour program, designed 
to facilitate public participation in 
OSM rulemaking, will feature a ton­
free "800" number so the viewing 
public can phone in questions and 
comments during the broadcast. 

Theinitial90minutesof the broad­
cast will be devoted to highwall rec­
lamationstandards. The last half-hour 
will deal with contemporaneous rec­
lamation at multiple coal-seam and 
~ountaintop removal mining opera­
tions. 

High walls, which resemble artifi­
cial cliffs, are created when hillsides 
are surface mined for coal. The Sur­
face Mining Control and Reclama­
tion Act requires mine operators to 
eliminate high walls, after the coal is 
extracted, and restore the approxi­
mate original contour of the land. 

OSM' ssa tellite television program 
will open with technical backfilling 
and grading standards needed to 
assure that material backfilled against 
highwalls in steep terrain does not 
slump and settle or erode. Possibili­
ties for discussion and consideration 
include limits on how thick material

With SIDS deaths, the parents' 
natural grieving is often complicated 
by unwarranted guilt about their 
inability to prevent their child's death, 
Lyons said. 

''These feelings of sorrow, guilt 
and helplessness are in stark contrast 
to the happy, family feelings most 
parents are experiencing at Mother's 
Day and, later this year, at Father's 
Day," said Lyons. 

"Although the family remembers 
their baby every day, these holidays 
intensify the painful reminders of the 
child who is unable to share the day 
with the family," said Lyons. ''These 
families need to know there are things 
that will help themcope-theywon't 
end the pain, but they can help ease 
it." 

The most important thing for 
familiestorememberisthattheyneed 
to do what feels right for them, she 
advises. 

"Some families prefer to privately . 
remember the child," said Lyons. 
"Others feel more comfortable talk­
ingwith friends and family members 
about special memories. 

"Family and friends can be of tre­
mendous help to grieving parents by 
simplylisteningtowhattheyneed to 
say," she said. "Anddon'tforgetthat 
the father is grieving just as much as 
the mother and needs the same type 
of understanding." 

Lyons said that some parents find 
itcomfortingtovisittheirchild'sgrave 
site on special days. Others make a 
contribution of money or items to a 
children's organization. 

"Some families find the need to 
chan~e their Mother's Day celebra­
tion,' said Lyons. "Some like to take 
an out-of-town trip or have a picnic 
instead of a bigdinner.Otherfamilies 
will maintain their holiday traditions. 

'We can't say that one thing is 
right or another is wrong- families 
must decide for themselves how to 
spend the day," she said. 

A network of trained SIDS coun­
selors is available through health 
departments across Kentucky to help 
families through the loss of an infant 
to SIDS. Call tne nearest health de­
partment or Lyons at (502) 564-3236 
for information.

Red River Gorge features some 
100 natural arches carved out over 
time by the same forces that shaped 
the Grand Canyon - the erosive 
powers of water, wind and weather­
ing.

Known as the Niagara oftheSouth, 
Cumberland Falls produces the only

Caterpillars plague area trees 
Eastern tent caterpillars have 

hatched and are building their webs 
throughout Floyu County. 

Attacking mostly wild cherry, 
apple and crabapple trees, the nests 
or tents can contain as many as 300 
hungry caterpillars that can devour 
all the leaves on a small tree (10-15 
feet high) in a matter of days, said 
Gene Ball, Floyd County Extension 
Agent. 

Ball said the so-called eastern cat­
erpillar may range as far west as the 
Rocky Mountains. The full grown 
caterpillar can grow to be up to two 
inches long. During the time the in-

sect is in the caterpillar or "warm" 
stage is when the most damage is 
done. 

The caterpillars go through meta­
morphosis and change into a reddish 
brown moth. These moths then Jay 
eggs that will hatch next spring and 
go through the same process of 
growth. 

Homeowners can exert some con­
trol by destroying egg masses which 
resemble galls on shrubs and fruit 
trees, Ball said. They are relatively 
easy to kill by using garden insecti­
cides used to control eating insects.

Atop the Southern Highlands in 
Western North Carolina, storytelling 
traditions continue as members of 
the Cherokee nation record for pos­
terity events and aspects of Cherokee 
life, including family recollections of 
thetragicTrailofTearsmarchof1838. 

Isolated from seaboard popula­
tions and Piedmont settlements, the 
Europeans who settled in Appalachia 
relied on storytelling for amusement 
as w~ll as historical purposes. 

Reliance on oral tradition was a 
necessity for African-Americ<~:ns. 
Forbidden to read or write by slave 
owners, African-Americans used 
·stories, even spirituals, to communi­
cate secretlf among themselves. 

The ora tradition has also been 
maintained in the agricultural areas 
of the country, where ghost stories, 
local anecdotes and civil war legends 

have been handed down. 
Every culture has a form of trick­

ster story, says Dr. Lynwood Man­
tell, professor of folk studies at West­
ern Kentucky University. "It's amaz­
ing how people of all ages and all 
cultures have utilized the same mo­

The proposed legislation is an obvious after­
effect of the regional race for appellate court 
judge, where Janet Stumbo, whose married 
name is Janet Pillersdorf, beat Barkley Sturgill 
for the seat. 
The bill, which gained House approval but 

was killed by the Senate, is not only sexist in 
its attempt to deny married women the right 
to use their birth-given names, it's an obvi­
ously heavy-handed attempt to avenge an 
outsider's trespass into the territory of Floyd 
County's political machine. 
Finally, the bill sure doesn't give much credit 

to voters in our area for having enough sense 
to choose elected officials by any criteria other 
than what their last name might be. 
Unfortunately, that last point has some merit. 
We wonder how far Greg Stumbo might 

have gone had his last name been Smith or

The bass are hitting jigs, but you 
don't like using the stringy-legged, 
weighted-head lures. So you get in a 
full day of casting practice using 
crankbaits-and go home without a 
fish. 

How do you gain confidence in a 
lure you don't like? 

''You make yourself use it," says 
well-known tournament pro Denny 
Brauer. "You go to your favorite lake 
and take nothing but that particular 
lure, and you usc it all day. 

"Catching fish on a lure is the best 
way to gain confidence in a lure, but 
if you never tie it on, you'll never gain 
that confidence." 

Brauer,a member of the Evinrude 
Outboards Pro Staff, did just that 
when he was learning to use jigs. He 
now likes the lures so weJI he calls

them his own personal "confidence 
baits." He even designs jigs for the 
market. 

"Jigs are pretty versatile," he ex­
plains. "You can fish them fast or 
slow, on the bottom or on the top, in 
open water or in the thickest brush. 

'This is a really good time of year 
to learn to use jigs, too," adds the 
Evinrude Pro, "because bass are fairly 
aggressive and will probably chase a 
jig more than at any other season. 
You can work the edges of channels, 
stump Aatsand even wccdines with a 
jig and catch bass. 

"Just take several different weights 
and colors, and fish them different 
ways. By the end of the day I guaran­
tee you'll feel a lot better about using 
jigs."

TheGameFarm'sminiaturewild­
life management area, nestled in a 
low lying area ncar the entrance gate, 
is the newes ta !traction at the home of 
the Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources, Frankfort. 

The small wildlife management 
area's two main features, songbird 
area and wetlands,arenotonlyinter­
connected but almost interdepend­
ent.. 

For example, wetland-produced 
seeds,plantsandnativegrasscs,along 
with insects in and around the moist 
soil, attract and provide food for birds. 
Species as common as Eastern and 
greater-crested king birds, mourning 
doves and blucjays often visit the 
area, as well as uncommon birds such 
as little green herons, orchard orioles 
and hooded warblers 

WETLAND AREA 
Wetlands arc more valuable than 

many people realize. Wet areas not 
onlyacceptgroundwatcrrun-offand 
provide a wide variety of plant and 
wildlife species a place to live, but 
fluctuating water levels encourage 
new plant growth, thus wetlands are 
a natural filtering system for both air 
and water. 

There are three wood duck nest­
ing boxes, in addition to wren and bat 
houses as well as several nesting 
platforms for waterfowl. 

Snowbirdsandothercold-weather 
residents arrive throughout winter. 
House wrens, Carolina wrens, gold­
finches and many other Kentucky 
songbirds frequent the area in spring 
and summer. Eastern bluebirds set 
up housekeeping in nesting boxes

constructed just for them. Killdeer 
build nests on rock outcropping and 
butterflies flit among colorful wild­
flowers in summertime. 

An observation building large 
enough to accommodate 15 people 
and a water fowl blind are near the 
small management area.

Tips and Techniques 
From Paul Elias 

Paul Elias, the black-bearded 
angler from Laurel, Miss., is not only 
one of the most visible anglers on the 
B.A.S.S. Tournament Trail, but one 
of the most successful as well. 

Like all successful anglers on the 
trail, Elias is a versatile fisherman, 
but is also wid.cly regarded as one of 
the finest crankbai t fishermen in the 
country. Moreover, Elias often opts 
for rather off-beat tactics to put the 
fish in the boat, astra tegy that he! pcd 
him to win the 1982 B.A.S.S. Masters 
Classic on the Alabama River and the 
1988 Pro-Am Top 100 Tourney on 
Okeechobee. 

Here, then, arc a few tips from 
Paul that might help you put a few 

more fish in your boat this year. 
TRY A WEED-WING 

"Many times," says Elias, "when 
I'm using a bait like a Johnson Spoon 
around thick vegetation, especially 
in the fall and winter, bass will often 
rise and boil at the bait or hit short. 
I' ve learned thatifl switch to a Weed­
Wing, the fish will hit the bait. I don't 
know why it happens, but I've seen it 
scores of times in recent years." 

TRY COLORED BLADES 
ON SPINNERBAITS 

"Put colored blades on yourspin­
ncrbait if the more traditional, shiny 
blades aren't producing for you," 
Elias recommends. Chartreuse blades 
on a chartreuse spinncrbait or white 
blades on a white bait are Paul's 
favorite picks.

''Most people think that colored 
blades are for usc in muddy water, 
but I've found them tremendously 
productive in blackish waters, and 
especially during the spawn.

"Occasionally, I would catch a 
buck bass, but the big females would 
not respond. When I switched to a 
chartreuse spinnerbait with char­
treuse blades, I immediately began 
catching only the big females. It was 
an infallible pattern," Elias reports. 
"Every bedding female I saw, I could 
catch." 

Elias admits he doesn't under­
stand the reasons for the success of 
colored blades, but thinks it might be 
simply that he was offering the fish 
something that they were not accus­
tomed to. 

larger bass, Secondly, the bait dig­
ging along the bottom and kicking 
up mud also attracts the attention of 
larger fish. Sometimes, you have to 
match your bait to the size of the fish 
you wanttocatchratherthanmatch­
ing your bait to the size of the forage 
on which they are feeding." 

TRY SWEEPING A HEAVY JIG 
"During summer and early fall, 

I've found this technique to be ex­
tremely productive in recent years. 
Usc a 1-oz. jig and work it with a 
sweeping motion off shallow struc­
ture(4to7-feet),droppingintodeeper 
water. 

'Thesweepingmotionisswiftand 
strong, raising the rod tip from the 
nine o'clock to 12 o'clock position 
just like you were setting the hook. 
The key to this tactic is to tighten up 
on the jig before you begin your next 
sweep to see if the fish nas the jig-
you will rarely feel a fish hit."

Whenfishcannotseeyourbait,"Elias 
reports 'Their only key to finding 
your bait is sound. r honest! y believe 
worm rattles help me catch many 
more and larger, fish!"

Nicknames attach to athletes 
byDanLyons

Denzil "Hoss" Halbert is a man 

who carries around a nickname, and 
during his years as head coach for the 
Martin Purple Flash from 1947 to 1972,

names to many of his players. 

Like former superintendent E.P. 
Grigsby, who was his first all-stater 
in basketball and who was also an 
importantfactorin baseball. Grigsby 
was blessed with five nicknames from 
Coach Halbert. 

Grigsby was able to recall, off the 
cuff, three of his nicknames: "The 
Flash","Jackie" and "Repeat". 

Halbert said Grigsby's other nick­
names were "Chico" and "Geek". The 
latter name was supposedly because 
he "ate raw chicken." 

Halbert's own nickname, "Hoss", 
came from hitting a home run at a 
baseballgameatWheelwrightthatso 
impressedhisteam'smanagerhesaid, 
"You sure hossed tha tthing out ofthe 
park." 

DuringHalbert'scoachingcareer, 
heaccumulatedS28wins, hadmany 
county championship teams and went 
to the state in 1965. 

Grigsby went on to become a most 
successful coach in his own right at 
McDowell. Grigsby usually won in 
excess of 25 games per season, during 
the 16 years he coached. 
~nd as far as his coaching years 

are concerned, he was like Halbert in 
saying "I loved it." 

Halbert goes on a little further 
aboutGrigsby'ssuccess, "I taught him 
everything he knows." 

Players nicknames were really 
colorful in the era between the late 
'40s and early '70s. 

Nicknames aren't much of a factor 
these days, Halbert says. 

Players like Jimmy "Big Train" 
Goins, who was later signed to pitch 
for the Cincinnati Reds, or Billy Lee 
"Wild Bill" Stumbo come quickly to 
mind as young men with some of the 

more colorful nicknames. 
TherewasalsoDavid 'TheMoose" 

Mosely, and Archie "Bug Dust" 
Evans. 

Even Halbert's two sons, Allen 
"Bi& A" and Steve "Flip" Halbert, 
earned around a nickname. 

"Alan said if Allen 'Little A' Slone 
could run for political office under 
the nickname 'Little A', then he could 
be known as 'Big A'," Hoss recalled. 
"Steve got called Flip because he was 
always flipping the radio dial." 

Halbert mentioned another of his 
players, Edgel''Bide" Click and then 
spoke ofoneofGrigsby' swell-known 
players, David "Firebug" Turner. 
Turner went on to play college ball 
with great notoriety. 

Even the coaches were carrying a 
lot of nicknames in those days, like 
one of the earlier Prestonsburg 
coaches, Jack "Frost" Wells. 

And then there was "Wild Man" 
Tommy Boyd, who coached a t Way­
land and later at Betsy Layne. When 
the referee would make a bad call, 
Boyd would fling his jacket into the 
crowd. 

Also there was "Honcho" Frankie 
Francis of Wheelwright and "Cop­
per" John Campbell at Wayland. 

Halbert remembers John 
Campbell Jr., with whom he played 
college basketball at Kentucky 
Wesleyan. Originally his name was 
"Poochie", but over time it disinte­
grated until he was simply known as 
"Dog" Campbell. 

These colorful years of Floyd 
County athletics were full of hot ri­
valries and far more than their share 
of outlandish nicknames. 

Even Dr. R.D. Marshall at Allen, 
now a dentist, used to go by the 
handle, "Smoke" Marshall.

A recent increase in the maximum 

no-down payment hom£> loan that 
can be guaranteed by the Depart­
ment of Veterans Affairs (OVA) is 
making that mortgage program a 
more useful financing tool, accord­
ing to an article in the April issue of 
Real Estate Today, published by the 
National Association of Realtors. 

''Be a Star in the Veterans' Hous­
ing Market" notes that the OVA's 
guaranteelimitformortgagesrequir­

If the OVA borrower seeks to 
purchase a home priced higher than 
four times the entitlement, he must 
make a down payment totaling the 
difference between the loan and the 
price, Bedsworth notes. To fully re­
store an entitlement, the veteran 
homeownermustfullyrepaytheloan 
and sell his home. Or,a veteran buyer 
may substitute his entitlement for 
the homeowner's entitlement, or a 
veteran buyer can assume the 
homeowner's loan. 

The DV A sets the maximum inter­
est rate to be charged for the home 
loans it guarantees. If the rate is be­
low the market rates for previously-

insured mortgages, lenders may 
charge extra discount points for OVA 
financing, to raise the yield on the 
loans. One discQunt point equals 1.0

which are collected at closing, must 
be paid by the seller. Bedsworth 
cautions that the possibility of pay­
ing points can make sellers reluctant 
to accept an purchase offer stipulat­
ing OVA financing.
