Several members of the Floyd
County Sheriff’s office conducted a
drug raid Tuesday afternoon at a
residence on Stratton Branch on the
Dewey Lake Road.

Sheriff Paul Hunt Thompson said
the raid came as the result of several
months of surveillance, with two
officers, Lloyd Parsons and Dwayne
Jarrell, spending two daysin the hills
above the home with high-powered
telescopes and other surveillance
equipment.

Arrested at the scene were Paul
Criderand Sammy Crider. They were
charged with trafficking inmarijuana
and werelodgedin the Floyd County
jail. Bond has not been set.

Sheriff Thompson indicated that
there would be more arrests in con-
nection with the drug raid. He said

thatone or two more warrants would
be issued for persons connected to
the drug operation who were not
present at the time.

Sheriff’s Deputies at the scene
discovered marijuana, in large and
small quantities, hidden in multiple
locations inside and outside the resi-
dence. The Sheriff said the men ap-
parently had beendealing drugs “for
so long that they'll just stick it any-
where.” He added they hadn’t been
very careful in hiding the drugs.

Officers did confirm thatall of the
separate batches of marijuana were
of the same type or variety.

Prestonsburg City Council passed,
on second reading, two ordinances
affecting traffic fines and restricting
through trucks on residential streets
and heard firstreading of the 1990-91
budget totaling more than $2.4 mil-
lion, during Monday night's regular
meeting.
Ordinance 4-90, which increases
nearly all city parking fines, super-
cedes 3-90, passed in 1984. Before
passage, the new ordinance was
amended to increase the fee for ille-
gal parking at a fire plug to $25, the
same as parking in a fire lane.

Mostdramaticof thefineincreases
was the one for illegal parking in a
handicapped zone. Effective with
publication of the ordinance, the fine
will be $50 fora first offense and $100
for the second.

Also passed unanimously was
Ordinance 5-90 which restricts
through truck traffic on designated
streets within the city limits. Desig-
nated is a key word, since residents
may bring problem areas to the coun-
cil.

City public worksdirector Michael
Meade immediately suggested that
North Arnold Avenue, between US

ferring to the possibility of another
county which already hauls to the
Floyd County landfill setting up a
transfer station and accepting out of
state garbage and then bringing it to
this county.

He noted that transfer stations
were not regulated by the state, but
the county landfills are required to
know where the garbage is coming
from just before it arrives at the
landfill. The last phase of the trans-
portation.

He said that if a transfer station
was set up in one of the surrounding
counties, it would beinvestigated by
Floyd County Ecology Officer Cleve-
land Tackett, toassure that no out-of-
state trash was being transported
there. If that was assessed as true,
that countgl would not be permitted
to haul to Floyd County.

“We wanted Floyd County to set
the example, and we challenge the
other counties to follow suit and set
upsimilar regulationsonout-of-state
garbage,” McAninchsaid. “If thestate
isn’t going to do anything then the
local governments need to set up the
control.

“There have been proposalsin the
past, and they have met with hostility
or just ignored by Fiscal Court. The

The present-day global economy
has fostered a dramatically different
set of economic circumstances from
those the world has encountered in
the past. However, the methods of
the past are still the preferred means
of addressing the changing world
economic climate. Outdated and in-
adequate analyses and solutions
cannot meet the needs of a rapidly
evolving world economy.

At home, the unmet needs of
American workers and their families
Fresent an enormous challenge to a

ederal government which has
stripped itself of vast resources
through mismanagementand unwise
fiscal Eractices. Taxgiveaways to the
wealthy have robbed federal coffers,
butthe governmentis committed toa
political agreement whicheliminates
government options to reduce debts
and justify spending.

According to the most recent pol-
icy report issued by the national
Executive Council of the AFL-CIO,
the majority of Americans have not
benefited proportionately to the na-
tional economic recovery of the late
1990s.

Ourdriftaway from thestatus ofa
world-class industrial leader and
toward a low-wage serviceeconomy
has resulted in ever-increasing num-
bers of jobless, underemployed and
dislocated workers.

The economic expansion of the
pastseven years has lifted living stan-
dards of those already at the top of
the income ladder. Middle America
has seen little or no improvement;
and those at the bottom of the ladder
are worse off now than in 1979.

The bulk of working people are
losing in the struggle to get ahead.
Jobs are less secure. Inadequate edu-
cation, training and retraining and
severe problems in the agriculture
and domestic oil and gas industries
all contribute to the population of
newly unemployed and dislocated
workers.

Mismanagementof federal spend-
ingand revenue generating methods
foster chronic neglect of essential

national social programs, increase the
national debt and feed the budget
deficit,

After more than a decade of ne-
glect, the federal-stateunemployment
compensation system is so tattered
that it cannot be considered a safety
net for America’s jobless work force.

The buying power of the mini-
mum wage for the lowest income
groups of working poor has eroded
significantly in the pasttwo years. In
order to restore the minimum wage
toits prevailing valuein 1978, therate
would have torise to $5.18 per hour.

Wage structures fluctuated dur-
ing the 80s, but union members still
enjoy a union advantage. They had

median weekly earnings of $480 in
1988 compared with for non-
union workers—a 35 percent differ-
ence.

Inresponse to the economiccrises
which have beset the working class
as the result of unrealistic and inef-
fective national policies, the unions
of the AFL-CIO call for economic
policies which promote social prog-
ressand material well-being, policies
that achieve a reasonable balance
between future needs and current
demand.

We call for programs to enable all
willing and able Americans to have
jobs at decent wages, We call for fair
compensation, real wage increases, a
fair share of the fruits of higher pro-
ductivity and restoration of the mini-
mum wage to its traditional level of
half the nation’saverage hourly earn-
ings.
These policies must be supported
by social programs to address spe-
cific needs and gaps such as educa-
tion, training, anti-discrimination,
family leave, child care, affordable,
quality health care and workplace
healthand safety.

The federal budget crisis must be
addressed at one. Dependence on
reserves set aside for Social Security
obligations must be eliminated.

nfair and unwise tax cuts have
led to current shortfalls. The Presi-
dentand Congress must act to close
tax loopholes which exempt capital
gains and otherwise cater to the
demands of the wealthiest sector of
the population. The income tax must
be altered to make it more progres-
sive—in short, to distribute the fed-
eral tax burden more fairly and ease
the lion’s share of the tax burden
which currently rests squarelyon the
backs of the working class,

Wemustalldoour parttoencour-
age needed reforms in national eco-
nomic policies. We must speak out
with a collective voice to get the at-
tention of our elected officials in
Washington.

Our votes continue to be among
our strongest methods of persuasion.
Our senators and representatives
must be encouraged to lend their
support to economic reforms to ad-
dress the inequities confronting the
working class sector of the popula-
tion.

In the meantime, American trade
unions will continue to support pro-
gramsand candidates whoshow real
progress toward economic opportu-
nity and equality. We willcontinue to
support legislation and political ac-
tion designed to advance the inter-
ests of the working people.

through window. These very same
nurse aides are entrusted with the
careneeds of ourelderly mothersand
fathers, helping them to function in
nearly every way including finding
their rooms at night or paying extra
attention to them when they are
somewhat disoriented and scared of
facing theinevitably harshrealities of
aging. The hug and the pat on the
hand are their trademarks.

In addition, the average licensed
practical nurse (LPN) and registered
nurse (RN) employed in a nursing
home makes close to 35 percent less
than her hospital counterparts and

we are all aware of the direct hands
on care they provide our nursing
home patients.

Most alarmingly, the nursing
home nurse is iding care to pa-
tients who are much sicker than dl:y
were in the past. For instance, the
average nursing home patient is an
81-year-old female who suffers from
atleasttwochronic healthcarecondi-
tions, is mentally impaired to some
degree and requires assistance with
five of the sixactivities of daily living
(dressing, eating, continence, toilet-
ing, bathing and transferring).

Obviously, nursing homes can't
afford tocompete with hospitals. This
coupled with thefederally mandated
regulations of the Omnibus Budget
Reconciliation Act of 1987 which
requiresadditional nursestaffing will
leave nursing homes across the state
tragically searching for nursing per-
sonnel.

Currently, thereare 500 vacancies
for nursing positions in Kentucky’s
nursing homes. Thisisalarming when
you consider Kentucky will need
twice as many RNs by the year 2000,
a short 10 years away.

Kentucky’s nursing home indus-
try is an integral part of the health
care delivery system. The number of
our elderly needing nursing home
care is increasing; Kentucky will see
an additional need for 12,000 more
nursing home beds by the year 2000.
So the problem of finding a bed will
grow.

We must educate our lawmakers,

overnment officials, educators,
media and health care providers and
encourage them tojointly address the
above areas to protect our state from
further consequences ofa severe nurse
shortage.

Whether then strive for wage
parity, reimbursement rates need to
increaseinorder todecreasethe wage
gap which is so prevalentin the hos-
pital setting versus the nursing home
setting. In addition, dollars must be
found to fund scholarships for indi-

viduals interested in pursuing RN/
LPN training.

Will therebe calm after thisstorm?
Only if Kentucky acknowledges the
needtoaddress issuesand only
then will “Pride in Caring” continue
to flourish in Kentucky’s nursing
homes.

Bass boats have evolved quite
rapidly through the past 20 years,
and the sleek crafts of today bear
little resemblance to those of the late
1960s,

Today’s topwater bullets are fast
and, because of their innovative
stepped-pad and deep-V hull de-
siins, they are quite comfortable
when racketing over a calm surface
at speeds in excess of 60 miles an
hour,

But add a gusting wind, a 3-foot
chop, and a comfortable jauntacross
the water turns intoa back-breaking,
kidney-pounding, spine-jarring
nightmare of a boat ride.

Even thoufh today’s longer and
wonderfully designed hulls provide
a superb ride, the best of bass boat
hulls cannot compensate for truly
rough water. Unlike an automobile,
a boat has no suspension to absorb
thejolts imparted by striking a small
wall of water at 60 miles an hour.

Inessence, because the seat/floor/
hull combination is a fixed and sta-
tionary unit, every jolt and jar im-
parted to the hull is transferred di-
rectly through the seat to the driver
and passenger, And any angler who
has made a high-speed run over a

The base of
this unit is stainless steel and alumi-
num fo prevent corrosion.”

The two primary functioning
components are the shock absorber
and theair spring. According toHess;,
the shock absorber was stiffened to
compensate for the extreme jolts to
which bass boats are subjected.

Trucks tend to vibrate the driver,
whereas boats tend to pound them.

The heart of the Aqua-Aire seat is
the air spring. “While the frame of
theunitis quite rugged, itis simplya
base to hold the seat and its compo-
nents,” Hess reports. “The person in
the seat is supported by the air

spring.”

Pondering theseat’sdesign might
make you think that it would be too
bouncy, or spring forward as a recoil
after the boat strikes a large wave.
Fortunately, that is not true, for the
recoil of the seatis dampened greatly
by the hydraulics of the shock ab-
sorber and amounts to no more than
a few minor bounces.

Two versions of the seatareavail-
able. The more basic one incorpo-
rates a hand pump to control the air
spring. By pumping the handle up
and down several times, air is di-
rected into the spring, and this also
raises the seat to your desired height.

The tension in the air spring —
and the seat height — is infinitel
variable. The seatsareavailable wi
the pump unit on either side of the
base to meet the variety of boat con-
figurations.

The Aqua-Aire seat is also avail-
able with an electric air compressor
which takes the place of the hand
pump. A push/pull knob controls
the influx of air into the spring. The
waterproof compressor unit, which
is separate from the seat base and
powered by theboat's 12-voltelectri-
cal system, is most often mounted in
theboat'sbilge. Onecompressorcan
simultaneously operate up to four
seats.

Accessories for theseatsincludea
molded shroud whichcoversthebase
and a slide track unit which alows
the seat to be adjusted horizontally
forwards and backwards like a car
seat,a greatfeaturefor boats used by
a variety of drivers or for anglers
who are “not tall”.

The Aqua-Aire seating system
may be used with virtually any boat
seat since it serves only as the seat’s
base. And while it can be fitted to
virtually any boat with a little work,
several companies have modified
their designs to accommodate the
units as a factory option. Javelin,
Stratos, Bassmaster, and FiberKing
will offer the Aqua-Aire seats as fac-
tory option in some 1990 models.

n recent years, the availability of
the Aqua-Aire seats has been lim-
ited. They are now, however, readily
available from dealers or the manu-
facturer.

“Ilike to tinker with
tackle, soit doesn’t seem like work to
me, but ] can easily spend six to eight
hours a day for five days getting
evel?rthing ready for a tournament.”

ibdon admits this is something
he’s been doing for years and is
probablya resultof his years of guid-
ing on Lake of the Ozarks where he
would take clients out day after day.
If his boat or tackle broke, it not only
ruined his client’s day, it also meant
Hibdon didn’t get paid.

“I try to get everything as perfect
as I can,” explains Hibdon, “If I can
do some little thing that not every
other angler is doing, then| have that
much more confidence.”

One of the little things Hibdon
does, for example, is paint eyes on
everyoneofhisjighooks. He feels the
extra color adds a life-like quality to
the lure that may give him an edge.

“I getupset when I find a fishand
can’t catch it,” he laughs. “I make
myself believe I can catch every bass
I see, and painting my hooks with
eyes is one of those little things I feel
is important.

Water Patrol to look for green boat decal

EventhoughMemorial Day week-
end is the official beginning of the
boating season in Kentucky, state
WaterPatrol officers havestarted their
summer schedule of longer hours
spent patrolling theCommonwealth’s
rivers, lakes and waterways.

As the officers protect the safety of
the boating public, they will be en-
forcing three boating faws — boat
registration, proper equipment and
responsible behavior.

“This year, our officers will be
looking for the greendecal that shows
a boat has been properly registered
for 1990, said Charles Browning,
director of the Division of Water
Patrol. “Kentucky boat registrations

expired April 30, so all boats on the
water thissummer musthavea green
decal.”

A riew titling law that went into
effect this year requires boat owners
to pay taxes on their boatsat the same
time they purchase the boat registra-
tion. Previously, the taxes were in-
cluded in the county property tax
bills sent out each faﬁ, and boat
owners only paid the registration fee
in the spring,.

If a boat owner is cited by the
Water Patrol for lack of registration,
the fine is $15 plus $42.50 in court
costs. So, it pays to get the registra-

RATING GENERICS

In order for a generic drug to gain FDA approval, it must
demonstrate “bioequivalency” with its brand-name counter-
part. Thatis, the generic must get into the bloodstreamin the
same amount, and at the same rate, as the brand-name
version. According to the FDA's own test, the average
variation in bioequivalency between approved generic and
brand-name drugs is 3.5 percent. However, there are some
generic drugs on the market which do not pass the FDA bi-
oequivalency tests. Such drugs may not be unsafe, but they
may have an effect on a patient who switches to one from
another version. In light of this fact, consumers should ask
the pharmacist for “A-rated” generics, as denoted by the

FDA's “Orange Book” listing.

Why stretching is important

by Dana Scarton
. Most recreational athletes don't
know when to stretch or how it can
benefit them. Many adhere to the
myth that stretching is the best way
to begin a workout.

“Thatisabsolutely incorrect,” said
Steve Zelicoff, an exercise physiolo-
gist and director of the Center for
Health Promotion in Pittsburgh.
“Muscles warm up better when they
are warmed up themselves.”

He recommends warming up for
fiveminutes by jogging or by partici-
pating in a sportat a lower intensity
level.

If you're a cyclist, for example,

edal at a relaxed pace at first. Then
if you feel like stretching, go ahead.

For sports such as running or
cycling, stretchingisn’t essential, but
it could enhance performance in
tennis, football, racquetball, golf or
other activities involving specific
motor skills,

“Stretching increases your range
of motion,” Zelicoff said,

“You take a look at a golf swing.
I'soneofthemostaggressive swings
in all of sports. It's obvious why so
many golfers have back problems.
They don’t stretch.

“Very few people who play rec-
reational sports warm up or stretch
appropriately. People who are into
specificexercise programs tend tobe
aware of theimportance of warm up
and warm down periods.

“However, ingeneral [ would say
peoplemisapply stretching.”

But
stretching for five or 10 minutes can
reduce the chances of experiencing
unpleasantries, includingbuildup of
lactic acids.

The accumulation of lactic acids
changes the chemistry of muscles.
And that can cause fatigue and sore-
ness.

Lactic acids are by-products of
energy thatfuels exercise. They accu-
mulate inmuscles when exercising is
stopped suddenly. By cooling down
gradually and stretching, the heartis
allowed to pump lacticacids through
the bloodstream to the liver and kid-
neys, which are able to process the
acids.

Thebest typeof stretching s static
stretching. It involves holding a par-
ticular position for 15 seconds.

Not recommended is stretching
thatinvolves bouncing.

You try to touch you toes, but you
can’treach, soyoubouncea coupleof
times, thinking this will bring you
closer.

This is ballistic stretching.

“Stretch to just before the point
where the muscles are quivering,”
Zelicoff said.

“If you do experience quivering,

your body is telling you that you are”

over-stretching. It's a protection
mechanism.

“Stretching is just really used to
elongate musclesafter a workout that
may contract muscles.”

A good stir-fry cookbook will give
you recipes for international dishes
such as beef Burgundy, fish Floren-

tine, Creole mixed vegetables — a
host of delicious ideas that originate
far from the Far East. Or, you can
create your stir-fry originals, using
the following techniques.

The following recipe provides an
interesting stir-frying change.

4 chicken breast halves, skinned and boned
2 Thsps peanut or vegetable oil
1-1/2 cups broccoli, in small pieces
1 large green pepper, cut into 1-inch
uares :
1/4-1/2 tsp garlic powder
1 tsp basil
3 medium tomatoes, chopped

Cut the chicken into 1-inch cubes.
Heat a wok or skillet over high heat
for about 30 seconds. Add theoiland
swirl to cover the pan bottom. Re-
duce the heatto medium andadd the
chicken. Fry the chicken rapidly, stir-
ring and tossing to cook evenly.

Cook the chicken for one minute,
then add the broccoli, green pepper,
garlic powder and herbs. Cook, stir-
ring continuously, until the vege-
tab?es are almost tender-crisp. Add
the tomatoes and stir until heated
through and weéll mixed.

This will yield 4 servings, each
with 255 calories and about 10 grams
of fat.

Kentucky’s retail food prices
moved three-tenths of one percent
lower during March, as cheaper milk
and vegetables offset h‘ifher priced
poultry and eggs, according to Ken-
tucky Farm Bureau’s marketbasket
survey.

The statewide index — the aver-
age cost of 40 selected food items in
grocery storesacross the state— stood
at$71.17inMarch, compared to$71.37
in February.

Beefand pork prices wereslightly
lower in March, despite tight sup-
plies and lower production of red
meat in Kentucky. Dairy product
prices fell 1.2 percent and fruits/
vegetables, affected by a dollar a
pound drop in the price of tomatoes,
came down 5.7 percent.

Poultry and eggs, boosted by pre-
Easter demand, jumped nearly 14
percentin price. Largeeggsaveraged
$1.02 a dozen, compared to just 83
cents in February. Boneless chicken
breasts vaulted back over the$2 mark
for the first time since November,
averaging $2.13 a pound.

Grain-based ll::)ods showed a
smallerincreaseof 1.9 percent, fueled
by higher tabs on bread, flour and
cooking oil.

Fresh tomatoes sold for their low-
est cost since December, averagin,
$1.29 a pound. Cucumbers and%eﬁ
peppersalsomoved backinline price-
wise.

Milk, cottage cheese and butter
prices were lower in March. At the
meatcounter, bacon, ground beefand
T-bone steaks were cheaper, but
analysts say thatany renewal of con-
sumers’ red meat purchases could
cause supplies to tighten and force
prices higher by early summer.
