Feds, state
to monitor
area polls

"Kentucky hasalongandcolorful
history of election fraud - a history
which will soon be coming to an
end.”

This was a stailement made by
Kentucky Attorney General Fred
Cowan during a press conference
yesterday. The conference, was initi-
aledbythell.S. A Atomey ‘s Office.
Included on the panel along with
Cowanwere Louis DeFalaise, United
States Attormey for the Eastern Dis-
trict of Kentucky; Terry O’Connor,
special agent in charge of the Louis-
ville Field Division of the FBI; Craig
Donsanio, director of election crimes
branch, public integrity section of the
LS. Department of Justice; and Pike
County Commonwealth Attorney
John Paul Runyon who was selected
to represent area commonywealth at-
torneys.

Cowan called this year's coopera-
tive efforts by local, state and federal
agencies a first. He said by bringing
all levels of government into play
will mean a greater chance of convic-
tions for several reasons. He said that
cases could be taken to federal court
if there was a conflict in state courts
and a much wider jury pool would be
available and that there would be
more election monitors and investi-
gators.

“We will soon stamp out election
fraud in Kentucky,” the attorney
general continued, “No longer will
there be a wink and a nod when it
comes toelection fraud. We have not
defeated the problem yet, but we are

100 acres on Middle Creek toserve as
the site of the new high school,

A vocal opponent of the board's
plan to move the city high school out
of the city, Billips this week ques-
tioned the $400,000 price paid by the
board for the new school site.

In ‘an advertisement published
October 31, Billips alleged that the
proposed site of the new Prestonsburg
High Schoel had been purchased in
1985 by David May for $55,000 and
sold five years later to the board for
nearly eight times that amount.

Deeds filed in the office of County
Court Clerk Carla Boyd confirm the
$55,000 sale price in 1985, but prop-

erty owner David May disputed that
figure Thursday in an interview with
theTimes.

May said he had purchased the 110
acre plot in 1985 for $250,000, add-
ing that he did not know why a
$55,000 price had been recorded on
the deed. May said he was also un-
aware that the land was valued for
property lax purposes at $55,000. He
directed questions conceming the
deed o attorney Paul Combs, who
prepared the document. Combs said
Thursday that the $55,000 figure
probably was a secretarial error in the
transcription of notes.

May said Thursday he purchased
the property in 1985 with the intent to

He said school board chairman
James D. Adams had cxpressed an
interest in the property “a couple of
yearsago” as the site for anew county
high school, adding that he scrapped
plans to mine the property after that.

In the deed transferring the prop-
erty to the county school board, May
reserved the rights to any coal re-
moved during site preparation for the
new high school.

David Rosenbaum, deputy com-

missioner for Kentucky’s Department
‘of Minesand Minerals, said this week
that coal could.be removed from the
school site without a mining permit
under the Government Financed
Exemption Program, butonly if strict
guidelines were met.

Rosenbaum said that the extrac-
tion of “incidental” coal, or coal
uncovered during a govermnment fi-
nanced construction project, must be
a “necessary element” 1o the con-
struction project itself or its removal
without permits is not authorized.

New 'pr.operty assessments
are coming soon, PVA says

Floyd County’s twotal property tax
assessment has been raised by ap-
proximately $60 million after a state
ordered reassessmentof 23 counties
inithe state.

Floyd County Property Valuation
Administrator Lovel Hall said his
office has performed about "two to
three hundred” assessments a day in
order to get the reassessments per-
formed. Hall said a rought estimate
of the increase in property value in
the county is $60 million.

"We have looked atapproximately
25 percent of the property in the
county and made our assessments,”
Hall said. "We have tumned those

figures into the state and within &
month we should be finished this
year with the process.”

The Floyd Board of Education is
awaiting the results of the new as-
sessments before itcan setnext year's
property lax rate, The board has pro-
poseda S8 cents per $100 assessment
as the tax rate for next year.

Superintendent Ron Hager has said
the board proposed the high rate
because the new tax figures were not
available and that the rate could be
lower if more revenue is generated
by the new assessment.

The Floyd County Board of Edu-
cation has called a special board
meeling today at 12:30 p.m. at the
admunistration building.

The purpose of this meeting is to
issue school building revenue bonds
utilizing Kentucky School Facility
Construction Commission funds and
local funds for new school projects,
renovation and equipment; approv-
ing payment of architect fees; and to
consider re-scheduling the regular
school board meeting set for Novem-
ber 14.

The sale of bonds is not for the
construction, per se, of the glew

Prestonshurg High School, said
Superintendent Ron Hager. But sev-
cral aspects of the bond sale are re-
lated 1o the project.

Hagersaid the sale includes boiler
replacementat iwo schools; asbestos
removal, waterline construction at
Duff Elementary; and several other
school projecis.

TheFloyd County School District
Finance Corporation will hold ameet-
ing immediately following the school
board meeting. The meeting, at 12:45
p-m. is open to the public.

Floyd Countians should prepare
for strong earth tremors if a predicted
New Madrid earthquake occurs in
December, Area Nine Disaster and
Emergency Services Coordinator
David Chaffins said.

New Mexico climatologist Iben
Browning has predicted an earth-
quake will occur along the New
Madrid fanitlineon December 2 or 3.
Browning, who has a 67 percent
accuracy rate, predicied that a

preshock would oceur on October 10
along the fault line, A
preshock originating out of St. Louis
Missouri, occurred Sept. 27 and
measured 4.6 on the Richters scale.
The preshock shook Six states.

Browning also predicied that
carthquakes would occur in Califor-
nia and New Mexico and that ML
Vesuvius would eruptl.

“Browning's prediction have been
as much as 10 days off,” Chaffins
said.

DeFalaise said the citizens of the
commonwealth have a commitment
from federal and state govermnment 1o
end vote fraud in Kentucky. He called
this year's campaign against vote
fraud “leading” and “aggressive.”

He said he will have investigators
in the field throughout the Eastern
District and that a federal grand jury
has already been notified 1o convene
on Wednesday, November 7, 1o be-
£in processing any complaints.,

Both he and Cowan said every
allegation of vote fraud would be
investigated. O'Connor added the FBI
would "vigorously" pursue any alle-
gations as well.

DeFalaise said thatelection prob-
lems were by no means limited to
Eastern Kentucky, but the area ison
the “higher end of the scale.”

Both Cowan's office and the FBI
have set up toll free numbers for
people wishing to report any type of
elecuon law violations.

The state number is 1-800-328-
VOTE.

The FBI number is 1-800-752-
6000.

Cowan said that last year the attor-
ney general's office regeived 1400
calls with each one being followed
up. He said 66 counties were moni-

ments and several convictions have
been made.

"“Crimes against the ballotbox isa
crime of the first order and magni-
tude,” Donsanto said. “The most
important thing [ can say is that we
cannot do any type of rectification
without the help. We need citizens to
come forth and tell us about vote
fraud.”

OConnor said that people need to
be aware of what constitutes vote
fraud,

He said they include but are not
fimited to:

Promising something of value in
exchange for votes (buying votes);
threats or coercion; voting more than
once; and tampering with voling
machines or stuffing ballot boxes.

He said people could be impris-
oned for up 1o five years or fined up
1o $250,000.

Cowan also added that under
Kentucky election laws selling votes
is also now a crime. He said a person
who sells his vote could face one to
five years in prison,

DeFalaise's final statement
summed the entire mood of the press
conference;

“Don’t let people steal your vole
(with any type of fraud), do some-
thing about it.”

School site

board apparently obtained an option
several months ago o purchase the

In response 10 questions from the
Times, published October 24, Adams
said a Floyd County School District
Facility Survey “indicated a remen-
dous need for new schools to replace
those constructed years ago which
were inadequate 1o house studénts,
provide proper educatonal programs

and below the 100-year flood plain."

Adams ‘added that “prior to the
selection of a school site, the local
board must ensure the site is of suffi-
cient acreage, above the 100-year
flood plain, accessible to public utili-
ticsand incompliance with the school
facilities construction criteria,”

Billips has countered that a state
facilities survey had recommended
renovation and expansion of the ex-
isting Prestonsburg High School,
adding that renovation of the current
high school could be completed at a
cost much lower than the expense of
building a new school. He has also
contended that renovation of the ex-
isting school could free up funds for
work on other school system facili-
Lies.

Billips said Thursday that nearly
15 percent of the $6.6 million to be
spent on the new high school would
go toward land purchase and site
preparation, and he added that an-
other 51 million could be needed 1o
pay forextension of utility servicesto
the site.

“Regardiess of who they say will
pay for all of this work,” Billips said
Thursday, “altimately it will be the
taxpayers who pick up the ab."

The greatest hazard o residents in
Eastern Kentucky, Chalffins said, is
being unprepared, “1f this happens in
the Eastern part, it would be worse,
because we haven't been prepared,”
Chaffins said, explaining that the
western part of the state is taking pre-
cautionary measures. Several schools
which are close 10 the fault zone have
scheduled closing dates, Nov. 29 to
Dec. 9, and are stockpiling a week’'s
worth of lood.

According to Chaffins, preplan-
ning isthe key Lo preventing injurics.
He advises residents to look inevery
room of their homes for potential
hazards. “Locate utility shutoffs,
Fasten water heaters and shelves to
the wall,” Chaffins said. Tall cabi-
nets and appliances which may fall
over during a quake should also be
secured.

Heavy objects should be placed
on lower shelves, Boutled goods,
glass, china, and other breakables
should also be stored on lower shelves.

Chaffins also advises residents to
keep an emergency kit on hand. The
kitshould contain firstaid supplies, a
flashlight, & portable radio with fresh
batteries, nonperishable foods and
bottled water and tools.

If an earthquake does occur, stay
calm, Chaffins suggests. Take cover

under a heavy table or under a strong
internior doorway, Chafling said. Stay
away from glass and utility wires,
and be prepared for afiershocks.,

Chalfins said that Area Nine
D.E.S. office is preparing for the
quake. “The staile D.E.S, and the
National Guard are taking this seri-
ously,” Chaffins said, “we remaking
sure shelves and radio towers are
secure,”

Chaffinsalsoexplained D.E.S has
a preplanning carthquake program
which can be presented 1o area school
children. The presentation includes a
short video by Yogi Bear, who ex-
plains precautions children should

While Kentucky 's fluseason can't
be prevenied, people who risk seri-
ous complications from influenzacan
prevent calching it by having a flu
shot.

Department for Health Services
officials recommends that anyone
with chronic heart or lung disease
should have a flu shot. Those with
chronic kidney discase or diabetes or
nursing home residents should be
immunized,

Anyone older than 65—regard-
less of their health status—and phy-
sicians, nurses and other health care
professionals who have contact with
high-risk paticnts should also have o
flu shot, said Andrew Pelletier, M.D.,
a state epidemiologist.

“It’s important for people in these
groups to have the shot because of
potential complications from the flu,™
Pelletiersaid, “While mostof us suffer
athree- to five-day sickness from the
flu, it can be life-threatening forolder
people or those with existing health
probiems,

“However, less than 30 percent of
those people in the targeted groups
receivean influenza vaccination each
year."

Pelletier says that the reasons for
not getting the shots are varied. People
older than 65 many times wrongly
think that if they are healthy that they
do not need an influenza vaccination.

The myth that flu shots actually
cause a person to develop the flu also
persists and prevents some people
from getting the shot, Pelletier said.

“Today's vaccines use an
inactivated virus, and it is not pos-
sible for a person to get the fu from
the vaccine,” he said. “The only
commonside effect from getting the
shotis apossible sore arm foracouple
of days—this occurs in about one-
third of the people who receive the
shots.”

Influenza shots in Kentucky
should be administered through
November, Pelletier said. Flu activ-
ity in the state usually does not begin
before December,

“If people in the high-risk groups
are going to be visiting their doctor
anytime soon, they should go ahead
andrequesta flushotat thattime,” he
said. “We find that if shots become a

Allen Elementary School site was
purchased because of price, size, and
due to the fact it is out of the flood
plain. Another site in New Allen was
not purchased because price per acre
was higher than determined by state-
appointed appraisers. The school
district could not go above the state-
appraised price without the district
bearing the excess cost above the
appraisal. The Floyd County School
District did not have available local
funds because these funds had been
used to purchase the Prestonsburg
Middle School site and capital outlay
funds were exhausted.

In 1988 the Kentucky Depantiment
of Education conducted a school
facility survey, and recommended a
S1.3 million dolkar addition and reno-
vation of the current Prestonsburg
High to include adequate library
facilitics, science labs, and agricul-
ture shops which could be provided
without taking this high school from
its present location. The late George
Lee Shannon, architect and struc-
tural engineer, had stated numerous
times that the present high school
was built to accommodate additions.

With new schools built or being
built in Prestonsburg, Allen, Right
and Left Beaver, what is the delay in
buildingthe needed facility for Betsy
Layne Elementary?

Geraniums are one of my favorite
flowers, They bloom continuously,
and are beautiful in pots, hanging
baskets, boxes, in a vegetable gar-
den, in a flower garden, or evenin a
coffee can.

Each year geraniums are bigger,
stronger and prettier (if possible) than
the year before. Plants used to be
selected on the basis of color— white,
pink, orred. Now the choice notonly
includes a rainbow colors, but a
variety of blooms and plant size.

The ivy geranium is new to me.
About four or five years ago, I saw
my firstivy geranium, and since then
I have bought several in pink, white,
and purple colors. Today, I was given
a deep red plant.

I lost all my other ivy geraniums
by placing them in full sun, I didn’t
know until today that [vy geraniums
had to be grown in the shade. Before,
I would hang mine in the sun — the
more sun the better, I thought. They
would begin to show signs of dying,
and I would take them out of the old
pots thinking they needed new dirt.

After repotting, I kept them in the
shade to overcome the shock of trans-
planting and they would start grow-
ing and blooming. Bingo! Back in the
sun they would go. As a result, about
two months is the longest I ever had
onetosurvive. Common senseshould
have told me they needed shade.

The one I was given today is a
deep, deepred with dark glossy leaves
and long vines — in other words, it is
healthy.

Ivy geraniums must have cooler
conditions than our local summers
provide. The only thing I can do to
cool them off is try 1o find a heavy
leafed tree to hang them in during the
hotsummerdays, They don'tlike air
conditioning and I don’t have it.

Most Ivy geraniums are grown in
hanging baskets but they do well, so
I read, in shady ground beds. If the
ground does not have good drainage,
build a raised bed for them. Flowers,
like vegetables, do better in raised
and mulched beds.

Garden soil with added organic

matter is adequate for raised beds.
The plants will thrive and offer a
beautiful display if different colors of
geraniums are used.

Plantsto be used in window boxes,
hanging baskets and patio containers
will not tolerate garden soil. Use
growing medialike greenhouse Metro
mix, or choice mix can be obtained
locally, The containers have less
drainage than a raised bed, and these
geraniums must have exceptionally
good drainage. The plants will need
water about every three days.; more
often in hot weather. They require
about onéinch of water and should be

watered well each time.

About twice a year, geraniums
should be watered with a complete
water-soluble fertilizer (20-20-20),

Most geraniums are insect free.
The ivy geraniums are quite often
damaged by spider mites. Sometimes
cutworms and caterpillars work on
the leaves. The best control is to
remove the culprits by hand and
destroy them.

Sounds like a lot more work than
geraniums really require. I'm going
to do everything I have learned today

lo try to keep my Ivy geranium alive,

To me, they are worth it.

Asbestos alert

Most public and private schoolsin

« Kentucky began implementing as-

bestos managementplans months ago
in compliance with state and federal
laws aimed at protecting students
from asbestos-related risks.

However, some private schools
may still be unaware of the require-
ments under the federal Asbestos
Hazard Emergency Response Act,
said Parker H. Moore, Coordinator of
the state Division of Air Quality’s
Program.

Notice was given to all schools
with students in kindergarten through
twelfth grade, But there is a possibil-
ity some private schools may be
“hidden” from the official view since
there s no legal requirement that
private schools register with the state
Department of Education, said
Moore.

Penalties for non-compliance
could be as much as $25,000 per
violation per day. The Asbestos Pro-
gram Coordmator said his office
prefers voluntary compliance by
schools and, even at this late date,
there are provisions in the law that
allow leniency.

Asbestos was used for years pri-
marily as a fire retardant and as insu-
lation, but it is also contained in a

long listof building materialsinclud-
ing siding, water pipes; floor tile and
floor tile glue, linoleum, ceiling tiles
and roofing shingles. Public concem

mcreased in the 1960s when research
found that breathing the fibrous
mineral increases the risk of lung
cancer and asbestos, a debilitating
lung disorder.

Damaged or deleriorating asbes-
tos mustbe removed undercontrolled
conditions, Asbestos is hazardous
when its fibers are released into the
air. Itmay not be necessary toremove
stable undamaged asbestos material,
but the asbestos must be monitored
Or maintained,

Elections for nearly 334 local
school board seats will be held No-
vember 6. School board members
serve as a critical link between the
schools and the community.

Whether youhaveachild in school
or not, you need to have a voice in
yourcommunity ‘sschools. If you are
a business professional, you know
the importance of having quality
schools to attract businesses 10 your
community. If you are a taxpayer,
you are concemned about how your
tax dollars are being used to provide
public education in your community
You have aninterestin strengthening
the business climate and quality of
life in your community through good
schools. In short, all of us have an
interest in the public schools.

In making decisions about which
candidates to vote for in this fall's
election, it would be helpful 1o con-
sider the primary responsibilities of
the school board, which are: policy
making, planning and interpreting
needs, approving and adopting the
districtbudget, setting local tax rates,
and hiring and evaluating the super-
intendent.

It would also be helpful to con-
sider state requirements for school

board members. They must be at least
24 years old, be state citizens for at
least three years prior to election, be
registered voters in the district they
represent, be high school graduates
or hold a GED certificate, and must
not have a relative employed by the
school district, except in certain lim-
ited circumstances.

Other important qualitics school
board members should have are deci-
sion-making skills, good judgment,
public speaking skills, brainstorming
and creative thinking skills and or-
ganizational and planning abilities.

Board members should not be
overly influenced or obligated to any
gpecial interest group, They should
be committed to work toward im-
proving programs for all children in
each school in the district. And they
should seek a balance between com-
petng interests m the total school
program.

School board members are your
elected representatives serving the
public schools. The public school
board represents our democratic way
of life. Only by maintaining quality
education and striving for excellence
in our schools can we continue to
grow and prosper as a nation. Public
education has helped us to achieve
and protect the democratic principles
upon which our society was bailt.

‘Niagara’ makes great use
of location to build suspense

This is a film that has
gained in stature since its
reiease; originally, public
and critical reaction was not
that favorable. Maybe it was
the movie's turgid advertis-
ing, with lines like, *A raging
torrent of emotion that even
nature can't control!”
Whew, I'd be tired when |1
walked into the theater.
Anyway, Henry Hathaway
directed this black little tale
from a script by Charles
Brackett, and it's really pret-
ty fascinating. A couple of
newlyweds go to Niagara
Falls for their honeymoon,
the husband blithely
unaware that his new spouse
is planning his murder! He
finds out, however, and
there begins an intricate

little game of “who’s foolin’
who?" There's fine, interest-
ing acting all around from
Joseph Cotten, Marilyn
Monroe (her first big part),
Jean Peters, Casey Adams
and Don Wilson. The movie
really does maintain an un-
nerving level of suspense and
makes great use of the
location.

Interestingly, director
Hathaway was very open, in
later years, about the fact
that he'd wanted James
Mason for the lead. Alth-
ough Cotten is very good, it's
fun to imagine what Mason
would have done with the
role. Reportedly, Mason
turned it down on the advice
of his daughter, who said she
was tired of movies in which
her father died.
