# has been invoJvoo in a movement to 
improve the quality of education 
locally for the last decade. "But the 
worm has tun1cd. It's very, very 
exciting." 

Many believe the "worm'' began 
tWlling last summer when Floy<l 
County teachers wulkcd off their jobs 
in an effort to gnin higher salaries and 
more input into the educational sys­
tem. During !hal period of tum10il, 
board chairman Adams wa.c; consid­
ered by many teachers and parents to 
be the chief obstacle to seulement of 
their demands. 

Duringhiscampaign,Billipsstruck 
a note of accord with groups dissatis-

• fied with Adams' antl other board 
members' polictes, promismg to open 
up the school system to parent nnd 
teacher involvement. 

"I believe the people have spo­
ken,"Billips said Thursday, "and Lhat 
wilh this election they nre making the 
children the number one priority in 
OW' school :system. 'rl1is election and 
Mr.(Ray) Campbell's victory should 
point out that incumbents can no 
longer do as they please.'' Ray "Shag" 
Campbell was re-elected in school 
District 2, narrowly defeating chal­
lenger Franklin May Tuesday. 

Aoyd County voters are .. truly inter­
ested in what's going on in the class­
rooms." Reynolds said he was hope­
ful the vote and enthusiasm would 
c.arry over to make !he Aoyd County 
system "!he best in !he state."

Trnum said resi­
dents have been "misinformed" about 
the waste burned in !he incinerator. 

''111is group has made various 
allegations about hazardous emis­
sions and ash residues from the 
medical waste incinerator but they 
haven't been able to prove any of 
them," Traum said. 

Several members ofFCIA yelled 
to Traum to talk to the people instead 
of reading a statement into the televi­
sion cameras. They shouted ques­
tions concerning alternate disposal 
methods, how much customers were 
charged to pick up and dispose of the 
waste and why he would not meet 
with the group. 

Traum tgnored the group's ques­
tions and continued 10 read his state­
ment until he was drowned out by the 
protestors. 

After the conference, FCIA 
member Phyllis Walker said if the 
Fiscal Court fails to conduct a second 
reading of a proposed ordinance to 
tax waste disposal facilities, a law­
suit could filed. 

"We arc discussing filing a toxic 
tort lawsuit naming !he generators of 
I he medical waste, the board of direc­
tors of Mcdisin and Consolidated 
Health Care Systems and the manu­
fa~turers.of tl1eincinerator," Walker 
said. "According to our attorney, all 
those panics are liable for the toxic 
emissions from the incinerator." 

Trnum pointed to the fact lhat 
medical waste disposal was a real 
concern for the area and other than 
"shipping it to someone else's back­
yard" the problem would have to be 
dealt with in Floyd County. He 
stressed the incinerator fell within all 
st.a~ nnd federal guidelines and air 
and ash Lesl~ had revealed no toxins 
were being released. 

A Mcdisin employee took two red 
pla<:tic bags out of one of the waste 
barrels and passed them down the 
line of HRMC employees. The bags 
were then passed to Traum, he di­
rected them toward FCIA members 
and challenged them to find alterna­
tive methods to incineration. 

The bags contained crumpled 
newspapers, which Traum said rep: 
resented medical waste, 

When Traum stopped speaking·, 
he and thehospitalemployeeswalked 
back into the hospitaJ. Traum would 
not answer any further questions, 
referring them toapresspacketpassed 
out to the media after !he news con­
ference.

Friday's fiscal court meeting and ask 
County Attorney Jim Hammond to 
hold the second reading of the solid 
waste ordinance. If the county re­
fuses, the group will meet~;~t a later 
date to decide what steps to take.

One sentenced, one named on 
federal drug-related charges 

Louis DcFalaisc, United States 
Attorney for Lhe Eastern District of 
Kentucky announced this week thm a 
Floyd County man has been sentenced 
for to prison in connection with a 
drug related crime in 1988. 

Tony Hall, 40, of Prestonsburg, 
was sentenced to imprisonment for 
24 months for violations of state drug 
laws. 

Hall pleaded guilty to one count of 
unlawfully distributing 72.52 grnms 
of cocaine in November 1988. He 
was also sentenced to six years of 
supervised release to be .served after 
his release from prison. 

Another Floyd County man has 
been indicted by n federal grand jury 

forvtOiationofdrug laws. Jimmy Joe 
Jones, 38, of Wayland, has been in­
dicted on two criminal charges relat­
ing to the cultivation of marijuana. 

Jones was arrested by Kentucky 
State Policeforusing pan of his borne 
to grow approximately 40 marijuana 
plants. Police confiscated a variety of 
indoor growing systems and lights in 
the raid. 

If found guilty. Jones will face. 
fines of up toS250,000and up to five 
years imprisonment for each or !he 
two counts aga1nsL him. 

Indictments are not an indication 
of guilt, but a determination by a 
grand jury lhaL criminal charges merit 
n full court hearing.

Floyd County lost a friend Tues­
day when former Allen Central and 
Wheelwright coach Judy Eversole 
died nt H p.m. at the Vanderbilt 

, Medical Cernor 111 Nashville, Ten­
nessee, after losing a long fight with 
cancer. 

Eversole was highly respected in 
Floyd County by opposing coaches 
and lhroughouL the region, and she 
had tl1e reputation lor having an ex pen 
knowledge of the game that meant so 
much to her. She was unuring in her 
efforts to develop the best team at 
Allen Centralthm she could. 

"Coach Eversole was coach full 

of determination and des1re," sa1d 
Kim S hepherd,lhe stnning center for 
Eversole's 1982 SUlte tournament 
team. "If coach h."llew you hod talent 
she would find a wtl)' ot getting it out 
of you.

I 
wouldn't have gotten whnt I did had 
it not been for Coach Judy Eversole."

has issued a grim forecast: the nation's 
murder loll is heading to a record 
level wilh the tragic increase due 
largely to drug-related violence.

Although our 
state has not been ravaged by norco­

center for the drug trade. 

Earlicrthismonth,31 people were 
charged wuh running what law en­
forcement authorities say was the 
b1ggestcocainenng in Northwestern 
Kentucky. Over the past seven years, 
this group imported from Miami an 
estimaled 88 pounds of cocaine per 
month with ast.rect value m excess of 
$3 million dollars. 

In Eastern Kentucky, marijuana 
growers in the Daniel Boone Na­
tional Forest are booby trapping fields 
making it dangerous to hike uails or 
visltcampgrounds.Althoughour.state 
and local police officers nrc doing 
their best, they are faced With I united 
funds and a lack of equipment to 
car.ry out drug -related mvesugatsons. 

On Aug. 3, the Senate unani­
mously adopted my amendment to . 

the Defense Authorization Bill which 
will give state and local law officers 
access to the equipment they need to 
carry om drug investigations and give 
them an important boost in the drug 
war. 

Because of troop reductions in 
Europe, tons of military equipment 
will become excess and have to be 
scrapped, stored or sold. My amend· 
ment directs Secretary of Defense 
Dick Cheney to draw up a list of 
equipment, including night-vision 
goggles, secure communications 
radios, trucks. jeeps and high pow­
ered searchlights that can be given to 

statelawenforcementagents,count)' 
sheriffs and local police officers for 
use in drug investigations. 

I have made it clear to the Secre­
tary of Defense that only excess 
cqu1pmem be placed on the list so 
that this legislation will in no way 
reduce the operational capabilities of 
our active duty forces in the Middle 
East. 

I.ocal law enforcement officers 
arc often stymied by drug smugglers 
and dealers who can spend thousands 
of dollars on eqUipment to evade 
detection. Now, Kentucky's drug 
lighters can get first-rate eqUipment 
they could never afford from the 
Deparunem of Defense for kccpmg 
drugsoffourstreetsandputtingcmm­
nals behind bar:s .

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Funding, election results topics at board Ineeting

Difficulty in implementing sec­
uons of an agreement signed between 
Floyd County teachers and Lhe board 
of education to settle the August 
teacher's strike was a topic discussed 
at Wednesday's school board meet­
ing. 

FCEA representative Carol 
Stumbo told board members teachers 
in several schools were having diffi­
culty getting budget input in !heir 
schools. 

"Some principals have cooperated 
with teachers and others are resist­
ing," Stumbo said. "A teacher who 
willfully disobeys an administrator 
would be charged with insubordina­
tion. Administrators should be treated 
the same." 

A reduction in central office staff 
in order LO put more funds into school 
supplies was also a request of the 
teachers. 

"Why not abolish those posnions 
and put the money into the schools 
where it is needed?" Stumbo asked. 

Stumbo said teachers need assis­
tance in order to keep the most quali­
fied educators in Lhe Floyd County 
schools. Stumbo also spoke in refer­
ence to board chairman James D. 
Adams' defeat in Tuesday's elec­
tion. 

"When we were negotiating dur­
ing Lhe teacher's strike, we told you 

one day you would have to listen to 
Lheteachcrsin~hiscounty and I think 
that time has come. 

"The people of Floyd County have 
decided we don't wam a set of self­
serving politicmns replaced with 
anolhersetofsclf.servmgpolit.icillli' 
We will play your political games as 
long as we can under Lhc law, but not 
as pawns. We will play ti1e game for 
the children." 

There was no response from Lhe 
board on the requests and Superin­
tendent Ron Hager thanked Stumbo 
for her comments. 

Tim Jessen, an education activist 
from Prestonsburg, asked the board 
to reconsider its decision on the site 
oflhenew Prestonsburg High SchooL 

"The election results indicate the 
voters' discontent with the site," 
Jessen said. "The people wanuo have 
input on the site. The message of the 
1990 school board election is that the 
public wants a say in what goes on. If 
not, then they can vote anyone out of 
office. I ask you to reconsider Lhe 
site." 

The board took no action on the 
request and Hager thanked Jessen for 
his comments. 

Several groups of concerned par­
ents and PTA representali ves ad­
dressed Lhe board asking for a prom­
ise of funding to get certain equip­
ment at their schools. 

Delores NaBs, representing Betsy 
Layne parents, asked Lhat a handi­
capped ramp at the school be re-

paired because several children have 
fallen on it and hcen injured. Awn­
ings for trailers used as classrooms 
were also requested to shelter stu­
dents from adverse weather condi­
tions. An imercom system through­
out the school was also requested. 

Superintendent Hager said Lhe 
maintenance deparuncm would re­
pair the ramp and install the awnings. 

Nalls also asked for new play­
ground equipment because Lhe old 
equipment "had been pushed over 
the hill" to make way for more class­
room u·ailers. 

"Whoever pushed it over the hill, 
will buy you a new set of playground 
equipment," Superintendent Hager 
said. 

Debbie Hayes, Floyd County 
Parents for BeLter Schools,asked why 
schools were short on mstructional 
supplies and why fees weresull being 
chargedatsomeofthecoumy schools. 
Requests from the group also included 
havmg a school nurse at every school, 
a band program for aU children, more 
security at elementary and high 
schools. 

Terry Ratliff, Marlin PTA, Lhanked 
the board for having Lhe garbage 
dumpster moved from near the kin­
dergarten classroom and asked for 
matching funds to purchase a copier 
for the school. 

Hager said copiers had been placed 
on bid and, if funds were available, 
the board could possibly match funds 
raised by the PTA.

The touching story of how a frail 
woman from Boston took on Lhe 
monumental task of educating poor 
Kentucky mountain children is fea­
tured in Miracle on Caney Creek, 
airing on KETatl0:00/9:00p.m. CT 
Monday, November 12. 

Wrillcn by singer-songwriter 
Michael Johnathon of Winchester, 
Miracle on Caney Creek tells the 
story of Alice Lloyd, who, wilh the 
help of June Buchanan, established 
Lhe college at Caney Creek that bears 
her name. 

In 1916, Boston journalist Alice 
Lloyd became sick from spinal men­
ingitis and a mild stroke. Her doctor 
told her she would die in six momhs 
unless she moved to a warmer cli­
mate. Lloyd's husband refused to 
move his life and career away from 
Boston, saying to his wife, "One life 
wasted is unavoidable, two lives 
wasted IS senseless." 

With no money, a broken mar­
riage, and a broken heart, Lloyd trav­
eled by horse and buggy to Ap­
palachia, accompanied only by her 
mother. They seuled in !vis (now 
called Hindman in Knott County) at 
a mission home donated by her Bos­
ton church. 

In exchange for land a new cabin 

at Caney Creek, Lloyd agreed to teach 
AbishaJohnson's I 1 children how to 
read. Finding herself inundated with 
other mountain children in need of 
education, Lloyd turned her cabin 
into a school. 

Becausethecommunitywaspoor, 
Lloyd wrote friends and strangers 
requesting donations of funds and 
school supplies. Using barter with 
the local men, she would provide 
supplies and teach their children as 
long as they would construct the 
buildings. 

By 1920, volunteers from across 
the country came to Caney Creek for 
summers and extended visits One of 
the volunteers was a young woman 
from New York, June Buchanan. 
"Miss June" soon became Lloyd's 
closestfriend,and rogether, they built 
the small school into a four-year 
community college. 

Miracle on Caney Creek also in­
cludes a condensed version of the 
Allee Lloyd story in a music video 
that features the song "Miracle On 
Caney Creek." Written and performed 
by Johnathon, the music video has 
aired more than 2.000 times on na­
tional music channels.

$1.24 million grant will benefit 
faculty scholars program at UK 

The University of Kentucky's 
Faculty Scholars Program has re­
ceived aS 1.24 million, five-year grant 
from the Pew Charitable Trusts to 
provide professional opponumties for 
faculty at small colleges in Ap· 
palachia. 

The grant will enable science and 
mathematics educators at 34 small 
private colleges in Appalachian 
Mountain States to apply for fellow­
ships to study and conduct research 
on the UK campus in Lexington. 

The grant also will fund several 
related activities fro Appalachian 
professors, including conferences, 
seminars, summer independent study 
fellowships, and awards for mnova­
tivc teaching approaches. 

ThcFacuhy Scholars Progmm was 
begun in 1980 to give faculty mem­
bers at small c.ollcges access tore­
sources that generally can be found 
only at major research universities, 
such as spccializ.ed libraries and labo­
ratories, and the opponunity to inter­
act with world-class researchers. It 
wasoriginaJiy 1..-nown as the Appala­
chian College Program. 

The new grant will provfde major 
funding for the program's math and 
science components for the next five 
years. During this period, an endow­
ment fund will be established to 
continue the activities after 1995. 

Faculty will be able to compete 
for one-year fellow~hips, wonh 
S30,000, and summer fellowship~ 
valued at$3,500. Beginning this year, 
students from the participating col­
leges and public school teachers from 
those local communities will be able 
to apply for grants to participate in 
the summer proJeCts of college fac­
ulty. 

"The program makes a differ­
ence," said director Alice Brown. 
"The participants tell us that the 
experience revitalizes them, by giv­
ing thep~ new ideas about teaching 
and a chance to find areas in the 
context of their teaching to change 
and develop." 

"The fellowship program is one of 
the best things UK does to fulfill iiS 
commitment as a land gram institu­
tion. Our outreach is not limited to 

just Kentucky," she said. "This is one 
example of how the university tries 
to help education in the whole re­
gion.'' 

In addition to the programs in 
mathematics and science supported 
by the Pew grants, the Faculty Schol­
ars Program receives funding from 
other sources to conduct activities 
relating to humanities education. 

The Pew Charitable Trusts, ana­
tional philanthropy based in Phila­
delphia, consist of seven individual 
funds established by the sons and 
daughters of Joseph N. Pew. founder 
of the Sun Oil Co. Grants are awarded 
to nonprofit organizations working 
in the areas of education, culture, the 
environment, health and human serv­
ice, public policy and religion.

"J can cc now, Ed where I 
made a mistake leaving Allen 
Centtal," she told me back last 
wime.r . 

Judy will n1ways be remem­
bered, not only for her coaching 
abilities, but her contribution into 
Jives that she had touched. I 
remember the lirst time I met 
Judy, when she came to Allen 
Central in 1978. 1 rder<.·cd a 
junior varsity baskctlxtll game 
for her und there I also met her 
husband Sam. Judy wns a sweet 
lady who w,ts very thoughtful 
and wilhng to go out of her wuy 
to accommodate you - umil 
she got on the basketball floor. 
She was very knowledgeable of 
the game and could relate to her 
players m a special way. 

Many of her former pla)'Cl'S 
will always have their memories 
of a coach that showed she re­
ally, genumely cared for them. 
As Ramoma "Bucky" Hall put 
it, ''she cared about you and your 
grade:;." 

Lonnie Slone said, "she was 
not only a great basketball coach 
but she excelled as a teacher in 
the classroom as well." 

Judy finished her coaching 
duties at Wheelwright where she 
was immediately accepted as one 
of them. She was well respected 
by students and fellow teachers 
and won thehcansofmany Aoyd 
Countian's when she guided her 
underdog Lndy Trojans (2-18) 
ton dislrictchampionshtp. In my 
interviews wtth Judy during 
thosedays,sheoftcntalkcdnbout 
her physical condition. Judy was 
going through a lot of pain but 
she never complaincd,just kept 
fighting it, determined to come 
out the winner as she has always 
strived to do in the sport of bas­
ketball. Well, she may have lost 
this bout, but in the hearts of all 
of us who knew her she will 
always be remembered tl'i a 
winner and one who cared for 
her fellow man. 

Judy gained the reput;.llion of 
being a tournament coach. Rec­
ords didn't matter when ll carne 
to playing the Lady Trojans 
during the 1987-88 season. 
Wheelwright SI!Uggled with a 
team that was 1-16 until a con­
ference game with McDowell. 
Judy told me before the game 
that "tonight we will win our 
rtrSt conference game and it will 
tum our season around." The 
prophetic saying became a real­
ity when the Lndv TroJanS upset 
the Lady Daredevils of McDow· 
ell for their first conference wm. 
From that po1nt on, Eversole's 
squad began to play good bas· 
ketball a'i the coach said, "we're 
getting ready for the tourna­
ment." The Lady Trojans re­
sponded with wins over Betsy 
Layne and again over McDow­
ell in the linuls of the 58th Dis­
trict tournament. Her response 
to me was "see Ed, I told we 
would tum itaround."Evcn then 
she was not feeling well but 
managed a smtle of "ictory for 
everyone. 

I am glad that I had a chance 
to know Judy Eversole. She wao; 
friend and a very wonderful 
person who was kmd and con­
siderate to all. Judy wtll be 
mtssed,buthcrmcmmy will live 
on when we think of Allen Cen­
ttalLadyRcbclnndWhcelwright 
Lady Trojan basketball and we 
will always remember the lady 
that made it happen at both 
schools. 

I would hope IJ1c entire bas­
ketball season wtll be dedicated 
to the memory of Judy Eversole. 
l hope thnl Allen C:cntml and 
Wheelwright w1ll erect some 
mcmonal to the outstanding 
basketball cooch.

CRANKBAITS CA!'Ii WORK 
WELL FOR 

SHALLOW WATER BASS 
Bass roumamcnt pros normally 

choose spinnerbaits for thci r shallow 
water fishing around stumps, fallen 
logs, and rocks1 but if you want larger 
bass from this same water, usc a 
crnnkbait. 

''For some reason. big cmnkbaiL<; 
reaUy auract bigger bass,'' e:"tplains 
Johnson Outboards Pro Staff angler 
Charlie Reed, who used this very 
tactic to wan the 1986 Bass Master'\ 
Classic on Tennessee's Lake Chirka· 
mauga 

h takes some nerve to cast n lure 
with t'>liO treble hooks into anrea full 
of brush and snags," continues Reed, 
"'but many times 1' ve seen larger bas 
hit a crankba.lt thrown into the ,.ery 
same spot a spinnerbait had JUst been 
fiShed." 

Crankbait cho1cc is tmport."mt 
when fishing shallow v:atcr, accord­
ing to Reed. The lure needs to have a 
long, slanted bill ao; well as high flo­
tation. 

"The crankbaias designed for re­
ally deep diving arc the best for shal­
low water," notes the Johnson pro. 
"because the long bill not only gets 
the lure down quickly, it also helps 
bounce the crankbait over I imbs and 
other obstacles that would snag it. 
The bill is what helps make the Jure 
wcedless. 

'l'hehigh flotation also helps bring 
the lure over snags," Reed continues. 
"If you stop reeling the instant )'OU 
feel the lure hit a snng.the cmnkbait 
often floaiS free up and over it. Then 
you Slalt reeling again." 

Reed rec.ommends usmg n fairly 
hght act•on rod for th1s type of fish· 
ing, and using the rod tip to help 
guide the lure through brush. He also 
prefers to usc hncs tcsung 20 or even 
25 pounds. 

"I's really amaw1g how you can 
bring a crankbaitthrough IJ1ick cover 
by carefully controlling how you reel 
and how you raise and lowc;>r your rod 
tip,'' he says. 

"You want the crankbaauo bounce 
off l.he d1flercnt pieces of cover, or 
dig into the bottom so it looks like a 
crayfi h. Bass most oflen hit right 
after the lures ricochet off !>Omethmg. 
or right after 11 starts mo .. ·mg again 
after it's been stOpped." 

F1shing crankbans in shallow 
water offers another advantage over 
spinnerbaats, accordmg to Reed. The 
diving lures will continue to explore 
underwater cover out away from the 
shoreline a'> you rcl!Jeve them. spin­
ncrbaitstend to be fished only around 
vtsiblc. cover and then rctne .. ed 
quickly for another ca:;t. 

"Don't ever thank you've caught 
all the fish and from a ceruun spot. 
either," cautions Reed. "Durin~ the 
1986 Bass Masters Cla.'iSil\ I caught 
a limit of seven bass from a small. 
mil foil lined ditch aboutlO feet deep. 

''Then J switched to a crankbait 
and c.aughl three more bass fonn the 
same ditch on three cmtSCCu ti vccastS 
They added more than a pound to my 
tota1 v. eight and won the classtc for 
me."

HANDLED CASTING RODS 
Style preferences change, even in 

bass fishing. 
Two decades ago. pistol-grip 

handles were standard on casting rods; 
today. straight handled rods are more 
popular. In the past, a rod length of 5 
1{2' was standard, but now 6 1/2 and 
7-foot rods are common. 

"It's an example of rod specializa­
t..ion," explains Johnson Outboards 
ProS taff angler Jack Chancellor, who 
has used the longer straight handled 
rods for years. 

"We've learned that longer rOds 
help us present many lures more effi • 
cientlv, or are beuer suited to our 
personal styles of bass fishing.J defi­
nitely believe the longer straight­
handled rods are worth considering 
by any bass angler." 

Chancellor likes the longer rOds 
because he often ftshesaCarolinarig 
style worm with a heavy sinker and 
along leader. It's difficult tO cast. but 
the task. is easier with a longer rod. 

"TI1e long rods also make fishing 
the deep diving crankbaits easier." 
explains the Johnson pro. "Those lures 
have a lot of drag, and you can brace 
the longer rod handle against your 
arm as you retrieve them. It takes 
away a lot of pressure on your wrist.'' 

Longer rodsofferanotherdefinite 
advantage. adds Chancellor, which is 
m hook setting. With their e~Lr"cl 
length, more line is taken up as the 
rod swings upward. The hook set is 
both faster and stronger. 

'The longer. suaight-handlcd rOds 
f t.rSt gamed popularity when the tee h· 
mque of flipping was originated," 
says Chancellor. ''This is a special­
ized typeoflucepresentation in which 
line swings from the rod tip in a 
pendulum motion. A longer rod was 
necessary not only for accur:lC)' but 
also strength because fish arc caught 
right beside the boat. 

''Later, anglers began using the 
longer rods for casting, because with 
both hands on the handle they could 
achieve much greater casting dis­
tance. 

''I use the longer straight-handled 
rods for all my fishing, includmg 
spmnerbaits. In faCL,the shortest rod 
I use 1S 6 1/2-feet in length. 

Chancellor not.es that achieving 
castingaccuracyismoredifficull with 
the long-handled rods, but with prac­
tice an angler should be able to put 
lures right \\here he wants them. 

.. The thing to remember about 
~..hoosing a longer. straight·handlc.d 
rod 1s that they're av-dilable in hght, 
medium and heavy actions JUSt hke 
shorter rods. Many fi~hcnnen tend to 
thmk of the long rods as hea\'y uction 
onlv. but that's notLrUe. 

"Before you purcha~ a long, 
stntight·handled rod, decide what you 
want lo use it for, then choose an 
appropriate action Lor that type of 
fishing."
