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In Floyd motel fire : 

Cigarette 
is blamed 
for death

A24~year-oldNorthCarolinaman 
was reponedly asphyxiated Tuesday 
in a Floyd County motel in a fire 
authorities believe may have been 
ignited by a lit cigarette. 

The charred remains of Robert 
Harold Guffey were found at 5:10 
a.m. ThesdayattheFreddyWilliams 
Motel on Lake Road by Anthony 
Guffey, t.he victim's brother, when 
he went to awake his brother to go to 
work Tuesday morning, Kentucky 
State Police said. Upon finding his 
brother on a smoldering mattress, 
Anthony Guffey reportedly tried to 
extinguish the fire with a gallon jug 
of water he had in his truck. Guffey 
removed his brother from the motel 
room. 

Aoyd County Coroner Roger 
Nelson pronounced Robert Guffey 
dead at the scene at 6:12a.m. Nelson 
said the room was filled with smoke 
when Guffey entered and the rush of 
o~ygen apparently caused the mat­
tress to burst into flames. 

Nelson listed the preliminary cause 
of death as carbon monoxide poison­
ing, but the exact cause of death will 
be determined by an autopsy at the 
state medical examiner's office in 
Frankfort. The fire was extinguished 
by investigators using fll'eextinguish­
ers and water. There is no indication 
of foul play, Nelson said. The coro­
,e .. was contacted by P & B Ambu­
lance workers who responded to the 
scene. 

The brothers had been in Floyd 
County forapproximalely four weeks, 
clearing gas line right of way and 
were employed by Cherokee Con­
struction Company of North Caro­
lina. 

The accident is under investiga­
tion by KSP Detective Joel Newsome 
and arson investigator Barry McK­
enzie. Floyd County Deputy Sheriff 
Lloyd Powers also assisted at the 
scene. 

Victim may have 
suffered attack 
before accident 

A heart attack has been cited as the 
cause for a single vehicle car crash 
which killed a Minnie woman Sun­
day morning at DrifL Vivian Allen, 
69, was pronounced dead at the scene 
by Floyd County Deputy Coroner 
Buford Smith. 

According to Coroner Roger Nel­
son, preliminary autopsy reports m­
dicated Allen suffered a heart attack 
while driving on KY 122. 

"The injuries sustained in the car 
crash were not so severe as to cause 
death," Nelson said. "The autopsy 
shows she definitely suffered a heart 
attaCk. However, theautopsy was not 
conclustve as to the exact cause of 
death. More tests willllave to per­
formed to make that determination." 

Allen was driving weston KY 122 
whenhercarwentofft.herightsideof 
the road, over an embankment and 
into a culven, the Kentucl.."}' State 
Police said. Allen was not wearing a 
seat belt, l.he KSP reponed.

Kemucky Attorney General Fred 
Cowan said Tuesday in Prestonsburg 
that the practice of buying and selling 
votes is now legal as t.he result of a 
decision by the Kentucky Supreme 
Court. 

House majority leader Greg 
Stumbo, of Prestonsburg, disagreed 
with Cowan's assessment, but has 
asked that the issue be placed on the 
agenda for a special session of 
Kentucky's General Assembly, ex­
pected to be called in January. 

Cowan, who was in Prestonsburg 
Tuesday to speak to a collection of 
Appalachian Leadership students 
from Prestonsburg and Hazard, said 
that the decision came after an inves­
tigation of voter fraud activity in a 
1989 county judge executive race in 
Garrard County. Although two per­
sons were indicted in the case, the 
attorney representing them moved to 
dismiss the case on the basis of un­
constitutionality. The Kentucky AL· 
tomey General appealed that deci­
sion to the Kentucky Supreme Court, 
where the decision was upheld last 
Thursday. 

The high court's ruling, handed 
down last Thursday, voided part of a 
1988 election reform law t.hat in­
creased the penalty for buying and 
selling votes from a misdemeanor to 
a felony. 

Thedecisionalsoerascd a section 
of an 1852law which defined bribery 
and vote-buying. It left intact other 
election reform provisions, includ­
ing a ban on campaigningwit.hin 500 
feet of polls. 

The attorney general said lhat his 
office would put pressure on Gover­
nor Wallace Wilkinson to address the 
issue during the special session of the 
Kentucky General Assembly. "J 
expect the governor will put it on the 
special session (agenda)," said 

Karon Robinson filed a lawsuit in 
United States District Court in Pikev­
ille alleging the board, Superinten­
dent Ron Hager, Board Chainnan 
James D Adams and Assistant Pete 
Grigsby Jr., individually, tried to 
intimidate her to vote for a particular 
candidate m the Democrat Primary 
for county attorney in the May 1989 
election.

Cowan. "If he hesitates 1 will put 
pressure on him to do so." 

House majority leader Greg 
Stumbo, D-Prestonsburg, satd Tues­
day t.hat t.he terminology of t.he law 
would be easily corrected if the gov­
ernor chooses to include t.he issue in 
the special session of t.he General 
Assembly. "It's easy to deal with 
from a legislative point of view, to 
create a new definition for it," said 
Stumbo. Stumbo added !.hat, although 
he bas not seen t.he specific ruling by 
t.he supreme court, he did not believe 
t.he decision would legalize buying 
and selling of votes. "It would not 

necessarily be illegal under t.hat sec­
Lion of t.he statu !e. but there are other 
statutes whtch were not affecled 
which could be applied," Stumbo said. 

"You could still get in 1roublc for 
buying or selling a vote in the state of 
Kentucky," said Stumbo. "It would 
be hard to prosecute, but there are 
other statutes that deal with voter 
fraud which are still valtd." 

When asked if the buying and 
selling of votes was now a legal ac~ 
tivity, Cowan said, "Unless the su­
preme court reverses its decision, it 
will be legal to buy and sell votes in 
Kentucky." 

Parade requirements called " unconstitutional" : 

Klan vows to march 
despite city denial

Members of the Christian Knights 
of the Ku Klux Klan apparently in­
tend to march through Prestonsburg 
Sunday, despite the city's denial of a 
parade permiL 

City police declined to speculate 
on whataction thedepartmentmight 
take if the Klan attempts the Novem­
ber 18 march without the required 
permit. 

Imperial Wizard Virgil L. Griffin 
applied for a parade permit on No­
vember6withthecityofPrestonsburg 
for a "march to be held through the 
main stream of town" and asked to 
speak on the courthouse steps, at city 
hall orany historical monument which 
may be in Prestonsburg. The request 
said the purpose of the meeting is 
membership recruitment and to pass 
out literature. The march is planned 
to begin at I p.m. 

Prestonsburg Police Chief Greg 
Hall denied the penn it on the grounds 
the Klan didnotsendin a$100 permit 
fee with the application and failed to 
provide all necessary information on 
the application, such as a parade route. 

Chief Hall said the Klan made t.he 
same request last year but did not 
appear on the scheduled date of the 
march. 

"If any group does not comply 
with the ordinance, a parade permit 
will be denied," Hall said. "We have 
to know certain elements, such as 
which streets to block off and alter­
nate fire and ambulance routes. The 
request wanted to use the Christmas 
parade route, but we don't have one. 
If they comply with ordinance, we 
can't deny them a pennit." 

Responding to the pennit denial, 
Griffin said he felt the $100 fee was 
"unconstitutional" and an attorney 

for the Klan was looking into the 
matter. Griffin threatened lO me a 
federal lawsuit against the city if the 
march could not be held. 

"In t.he event that the Christian 
Knights are still not allowed to hold 
their streetwalk, we wi 11 have no other 
choice but to tum this over to our 
lawyer and go to federal coun, •· the 
letter said. "If that is the case, then the 
Christian Knights will ask for and 
get. lawyer fees, court cost and all 
other expenses incurred by members 
of the Christian Kmghts invoi\'Cd m 
this request." 

The Klan held marches iu Pikev­
ille and Paintsville in 1989. Cili1.ens 
turned out in large crowds to protest 
the Klan's activities.

Landfill seeks state okay 
to· expand customer list

Floyd County Solid Waste. Inc. 
last week flled a request with the 
Diviston of Waste Management to 
accept solid waste from Martin and 
Pike counties, and also informed the 
state it intends to upgrade its landfill 
beforcJune 1992. 

The request comes on lhe heel of 
Governor Wallace Wilkinson's mora­
torium on landfills implemented in 
October. The freeze will be in effect 
until January when Gov. Wilkinson 
intends to call a special legiSlative 
session to review Kentucky's waste 
control system. State officials say the 
emergency regula1ionsare necessary 
to keep landfill o~rators from load­
ing up he fore the legislature acts or 
the construction standards take ef­
fect. 

Current solid waste regulallons 
require that landlills must either 
upgrade existing operations or close 
before June 1992. Landfill officials 

had until November 8 tO inform the 
Natural Resources and Environ­
men~.al Protection Cabinet of lheir 
intentions to upgrade before 1992. 

The moratorium will not affect 
the Floyd County request to accept 
the waste from Martin and Pike coun­
ties, said George Gilbert, acting 
manager of the Solid Waste Branch 
of t.he Division of waste Manage­
menL Under Kentucky regulation 40 l 
KAR 47: 132, 134, and 136 E, if an 
emergency situation exists in the 
county. such as the mandatory clos­
ing of the landf•ll. then that wumy 
may d1vcrt its solid waste tO an01hcr 
sue without public not1cc, Gilbert 
~td. 

Emergency situations exist in both 
Martin and Pike counties. and the 
state can issue approval for Floyd to 
receive solid waste from those coun­
ties under theemergeoc y rcgulauons, 
Gilbert explained.

Though Floyd County has not 
received wntten approval from the 
state. M:lTlin County has been tran • 
porting garbage to the Ao}d county 
landfill since August. Cooley S3td.

Joods, approximately 20 tons. per day 
to the Aoyd County landfill. accord· 
ing to Larry Preece with the Marun 
Coumy Sanitation Department. 

In a letter written on ~1arch 26, 
1990. Cooley told Shelby Jell, who 
was then manager of the Division of 
Waste Management, th"l he wus 
submitting an application to odd 
Martin County as a new Floyd county• 
solid waste source. At that time. 
Cooley sa1d he was not sure wh~..:n 
Martm County would be using the 
Floyd county landfill. 

ln a letter to Cooley on July 19. 
Jeu stnted that the application re­
quested authorization to dtsposc of 
waste from sources not listed on the 
Floyd County penn it. Jeutold Cooley 
he must publish a Public Notice in the 
county newspaper and submit an 
affidavit. 

Jcu also informed Cooley. in the 
lcuer,that the landfill was not author­
i7.ed to dispose of waste from the 
requested sources. "Yourpcrmitmust 
be revised for authorization to re-

cei-.·ewaste from additional sources."

A copy of the Floyd County per­
mil, obtained from the Ot\ision of 
Waste Management in Frankfort, 
shows that the Aoyd landfill may 
d1sposc of trnsh originating in Floyd 
and Knott counties only.

From The Kentucky Local 
Go\'ernnnce Project 

Kentuckians seem to like their 
counties. After all Kentucky has 
more counties for ats population lhan 
any other state. Among the states, 
Kentucky ranks 37th in area, but it 
ranks third in the numhcrof counties. 
Kentucky's 120 coumies range in 
populmion from just over 2,200 to 
nearly 700,000. The "how many 
countics'l'' question has been 
"cussed" and discussed since Ken­
tucky became a state. As recently as 
the 1988-891ntcrim Legislative Ses­
sion. a Special Comm1ssion for lhe 
Study of Consolidation of Counties 
looked at this issue. It recommended 
that the Legislature consider consoli­
dating counties, making voluntary 
consolidation eas1cr. consolidating 
services, and creating a state agency 
to continue to deal with th1squestion. 
These recommendations have not yet 
been implemcmcd. 

A 1989 poll by the University of 
Kentucky ind1cated that Kentuckians 
arc nearly evenly divided on whether 
the state hns too many counlles. One 
view is thatlhcn.' arc too rnany coun­
ties, but t11at this will never change. 
Another is thai the current county 
structure is fine, hut that consolida­
tion of somcscrvices among counties 
and elimination of some elected offi­
cials, like constable, would improve 
loc.al government. The clear mes­
sage is that Kentuckians like their

\\Ork. Kentucky has 20 counties in 
serious financaal difficulty, 45 coun­
ties among the most economically 
distressed in the U.S .. and 18 coun­
ties where more than half the chil­
dren live in po\·erty.

Special meeting planned

Hammond and Mag­
istrate Jackie Owens confirmed that 
lhey were personally in support of 
the measure as they reassured the 
group that action would be taken in 
the ncar future. County Judge Execu­
tive John M. Stumbo said Tuesday 
that. no date has been set for the read­
ing of the ordinance.

Turnovers Plague Black cats In 47-13 Loss To Corbin 
The talk around the state of Ken­

tucky has been Lhe play of Corey 
Reeves, a 6-2, 217 pound ught end 
for the Corbin Redhounds. The 
Corbin standout has been courted by 
several major colleges such as Notre 
Dame and Kentucky. etc. However, 
the fleet- footed Reeves failed to make 
the impression he was expected to 
make against the Prestonsburg Black­
cats in the District 2 playoffs Friday 
night at Campbell Field in Corbm.

T ALKlN' TURKEY 
Thanksgiving Day is here once 

ngnin. The traditional celebration 
affords us lhe opportunity to reflect 
upon our own good fortunes and 
unofficially marks the arrival of the 
festive holiday season. At this ume 
each year, lots of folks are talking 
turkey. 

George Wright talks turkey every 
day. He's the turkey program coordi­
nator of Ule Kentucky Department of 
Fish and Wildlife Resources. 

"Most of Kentucky, with the ex­
ception of the "inner bluegrass" is 
good turkey habitat," according to 
Wright. 

The wild turkey has made a dra· 
malic comeback in Kentucky over 
the past decade and can now be found 
in 118 counties where suitable habi­
tat JS abWldanL Fayette and Bourbon 
are the only counties where (due to 
lack of suitable habitat) turkeys have 
not been reintroduced. 

Although wild turkeys were once 
plentiful in Kemucky,•by the mid-
1940's only a small population re­
mained, concentrated in the Kentucky 
Woodlands area which is now part of 
Land Between the Lakes (LBL). 

Early restoration efforts using 
(Kentucky Woodlands) birdc; live 
trapped at LBL were largely unsuc­
cessfully. The Kentucky Woodlands 
birds may also have had some pen 
raised ancestry adversely affecting 
their "gene pool." And pen raised 
turkeys don't possess the survival 
instincts necessary to live in Ule wild. 

The modem turkey restoration 
program began in 1978 using truly 
"wild" birds obtained (mainly in 
trades for whitetail deer and otters) 
from neighboring states. To date, 
more than 3.600ofthese"genetically 
superior" turkeys have been released 
on 224 sites across the common· 
wealth. 

Kentucky's current wild turkey 
population numbers more than 25,000 
and that figure is expected to climb 
steadily over the next 20 years. 

As populations have taken hold, 
regulations have been developed to 
allow the controlled harvest of wild 
turkeys during legal taking seasons. 

The 1991 .sptng harVest opens Apnl 
17 in selected areas. 

"Right now, our success rate is 
about 20 percent. This means that for 
every 100 rurkey hunters in the field, 
20 will get a quality bird," says 
Wright. "Eventually, we'd like to 
generate a 30-33 percent success 
rate." 

Last year more than 1.300 wJld 
turkeys were legally harvested in 
Kentucky. In 1976, the statcwadc 
harvest was 24. 

"Our most dangerous adversary is 
the illegal hunter," says Wright. "If 
folks wilt just abide by our harvest 
regulations, and leave these birds 
alone until the new populations take 
hold, there '11 be wild turkeys all across 
the state for everyone to see and en­
joy." 

A county where wild turkeys have 
been released is usually closed to 
turkey hunting for a minimum of five 
years to allow the new birds time to 
become established . 

Kentuckians are urged to repon 
illegal turkey hunters by calling l· 
800-25ALERT. 

OH, YOU GOIT A HAVE 
A LICENSE? 

Hunting and fishing license re­
quirements seem to be constant 
sources of questions form the sport­
ing pnblic. The Kentucky Depan· 
ment ofFish and Wild! ife Resources' 
Division of Licensing receives dot.· 
ens of phone calls each day from 
people needing license information. 

"What do I do if I misplace my 
hunting and fishing license?" 

A lost (or laundered) hunting or 
fishing license cannot be replaced, 
however. a copy of lhe original can 
be obtained from lhe issuing agent. 
Sometimes a fee is charged for locat­
ing and duplicating the original. 

"What happens if I rose my deer 
tags?" 

Unlike hunting and fishing Ji. 
ccnscs, copies oflostdcer ~ags arc not 
available. Lost (or laundered) dl'~r 
tags are just that - gone. Hunters 
who file an affidavit with their county 
clerk detailing what happened to the 
original can purchase another set 

"I used one of my deer tags and 
lost the other one.

I pay property taxes in my 
home Kentucky county. Can I pur­
chase a resident license?" 

It depends- on which is your 
permanent legal address. A reliable 
guideline for determining permanent 
address 1s where one receh es his or 
her annual"grcetings" from the IRS. 
If Uncle Sam says you live in Ken­
tucky, Ulen for all practical purposes 
you arc a bona tide Kentuckian and 
may purchase a resident license. 
However. af Uncle Sam sends your 
mail to Indiana, you'rca Hoosier and 
you'd better buy a nonresidential 
license before hunting in Kentucky. 

"1 purchased a "junior" hunting 
license and have since turned 16. Is 
my license still good?" 

Yes. Unless legally revoked, a 
hunting or fishing license is valid 
until it expires.

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BUCKS, BULLETS AND 
POINT BLANK RANGE 

As long as there have been guns, 
huntei'S"have agonized over sighting 
them properly. If you sight your gun 
in at 50 yards, which would suffice 
for most shots here in Eastern Ken­
tucky, what happens when l.ha1 tro­

phy buck appears at the edge of a 
clearcut300yards away? Unless you 
arc one of lhc world's best shots, 
have practiced long and hard with 
your rifle and have earned the favor 
ofLady Luck, you will probably miss 
that deer. 

Fonunately ,there is a solution that 
will tum lhe odds in your favor and. 
if you arc reasonably skilled with 
your firearm, a 300 yard shot will be 
nothing to sweat abouL The concept 
is called the POINT BLANK 
RANGE, and it is one of the most 
important aspects of rifle hunting that 
a hunter can learn. Once you under­
stand it and have used the concept to 
sight your scoped rifle, you will 
become a much bett.cr hunter (in 
regard to scoring on a high yardage 
shot). 

Unfortunately, very few people 
understand the point blank range 
concept, and you can blame that on 
the misinformed television and movie 
writers in Hollywood, L.A., and New 
York. How many times have you 
heard Hunter. or Quincy. or Columbo. 
or any of those other TV d.icks say 
that the unfortunate dead guy was 
shot at point blank range, meaning 
"very close''? It's a nightly occur­
rence, and it's also a nightly mistake. 

Point blankrangedoes nOL refer to 
something being shot at a very close 
distance, but insteadrefers to a sight­
mg and ballistic concept used pri­
marily when sighting centerfire rifles 
for long nmgeshots. Point blank nmge 
should be defined as "the distance at 
which a target may be hll by firing at 
the exact center of the target." In 
other words, for every btillel/caruidge 
combination, there is a distance range

Point blank range is a wonderful 

concept for the hunter, and some­
thing each of should strive to learn 
understand and adapt to our ow~ 
hunting rifle. Whether you hum 
whitetails in our eastern thicket, mule 
deer in the western valleys, or elk in 
"Big Sky" counuy, PBR will help 

you make the long shot. So before 
hunting season opens, try to sight 
your rifle using the point blank range 
concept (if you haven ' L done so al­
ready).

Would it surprise you to learn Lhatby r--------------------------------------------. 
sighting in your .30-06correctly with 
a 165 grain bullet, you could aim at 
the center of a deer's chest and hit his 
vitals from a distance of one yard all 
the way out to 304 yards? You can, 
and it is easily accomplished. 

Most experts say that our 
whitetailcd deer have a vital wrget 
area of 10-12 inches. To give our­
selves a little margan for error, lets 
decrease that to eight inches. With 
this eight inch target area in mind,our 
point blank range will be that dis-
tance at which the bullet will neither 
rise four inches above nor drop four 
inches below the center of the deer's 
chest. In this case, it might help to 
think of point blank range this way. 
take an infinite length of pipe with an 
eight inch diameter. The point blank 
range for your gun will be that das-
tance at which you can shoot where 
your bu1let will remain in the pipe 
without sl.riking its top or bottom. 

To help you correlate point blank 
range with your gun, I've listed be-
low a few popular cartridges and the 
PBR ballistic and trajectory infonna­
tion for each. (Each is based on an 
eight inch vital target area.) 

* .270 WCF with a 130 grain bul­
let: sight your gun so that it shoots 3.1 
inches high at l 00 yards. Jt should 
then have a point blank range of 326 
yards. 

.280 Remington (7mm Reming­
ton Express) with a 140 grain bullet: 
sight your gun so that tt shoots 3.2 
inches high at 100 yards. It should 
then have a point blank range of 322 
yards. 

*7mm Remington Magnum with 
a 150 grain bullet: sight your gun so 
that it shoots 3.1 inches high at 100 
yards. ll should then have a point 
blank range of 328 yards. 

• .30-30 WCF with a 150 grain 
bullet: sight your gun so that it shoots 
3.8 fncheshlghaL 100 yards. It should 
then have a point blank range of 240 

yards. 
• .308 WCF with a 150 grain bul­

let: sight your gun so that it shoots 3.4 
inches high at 100 yards. It should 
then have a point blank range of 290 
yards. 

*.30-06 Spnngfield with a 150 
grain bullet: sight your gun so that it 
shoots 3 .3 inches high at 100 yards. 
Point blank range should then be 298 
yards. 

* .300 Winchester Magnum with a 
150 grain bullet: sight your gun so 
that it $hoots 2.9 inches high at 100 
yards. It should then have a point 
blank range of356 yards. 

This data, of course, is an average 
of factory loaded shells, and you 
should expect some difference when 
using your selected shell. For best 
results, choose a cartridge which you 
know shoots well in your gun. Sight 
the gun using this cartridge only, and 
then hunt with tl1is cartridge only. 

When all is said and done, finding 
the point blank range of your hunting

"Fortunately, bass continually keep 
us off balance with their actJons.

Mann certainly wasn't thinking 
about fun after he missed four fic;h on 
one cast. It happened, he remembers, 
on Lake Lanier norU1 ol Atlanta, an 
impoundment famous for its tem­
peramental bass. 

Toledo Bend Reservoir in Texas 
wherchespcntmanyycarsasaguide, 
he once landed a bass he never cast 
to. 

"During the summer when bass 
would gather in large schools and 
feed on the surface periodically dur­
ing the day, we'd always keep a sec­
ond rod rigged with a topwater lure," 
says Nixon. 

"We'd fish for bass along the 
bottom wilh a plastic worm, but when 
the fish started breaking the surface, 
we'd switch 10 the topwater lure. 

"Becauc;e these plugs had two sets 

of treble hooks, we'd keep them 
dangling over the s1de of the boat so 
they wouldn't t.nngtc in our other 
rods. The lures weren't m the water, 
but six or eight inches above il. 

"On one ca'\1," snys the Evinrude 
pro, "I hooked a ba'ls wuh the plastic 
worm. and ns I played it and swung il 
over the gunwale, a following fish 
jumped out of the water, hit my dan­
gling topwatcr plug, and starLed back 
for the bottom. 

"I grabbed that rod with my left 
hand and managed to land the fish as 
I dropped the first one into the boaL" 

"I cast a big topwatcr plug over 
oneofthclong,rockybars," he laughs.

So you space 
it out over the year and, just before 
the nest season, find a couple of 
packages with freezer burns still left. 
What should you do? 

ment and to protect hunters rights.

We know a lot of wild meat has to 
be thrown out every year because it 
gets freezer bums and that is a lot of 
protein wasted.

When J was about live years old, 

the rest of the world was brought into 
Muddy Branch and other remote 
hollowsofBlstcrn Kentucky through 
the magic of radio. 

Although we take it for gr:Jnted 
now and can listen to the radio 24 
hours a day if we wanlto, there was 
a time whcu radio was relatively new. 
My earliest memories of those long· 
ago days tend 10 make me think that 
radio lic;tenmg tltcn was primarily a 
noctuiTUll activity, because moms and 
dads spent thcirdayumehours work­
ing, and the kills were al .... ay:.-ex­
cept in the dead ot winter-playing 
outdoors. 

pensive dog food. 
On the other hand, pets ofth1s -on 

do present tlteir own problems. 
Landlords do not I ike the idea of 
snakes inhabiting their premises, so 
every lime we move, finding a place 
to live is a bit of a problem. In 
addition. large areas of Lhe living 
room, dining room. and bedrooms 
must be set aside for the aquariums.

Food can sometimes prove troub~ 
lesomc. Somesnakeseatlive mice or 
rats, others eat crickets or cock­
roaches, and still others must have 
live fish. Thiscangetto be expensive 
and frustrating if the food escapes 
before iL is eaten. In addttion, be· 
cause some snakes will eat dead mice 
or mts. our freezer generally hus a 
package or two of"snakc food." 

And when Lhe cages need clean· 
ing. the bathtub and kitchen sink 
double as the "pet carecemcr." This 
is generally done after. not before, 
dinner dishes. 

The six original garter snakes m 
the small aquarium on my desk were 
soon JOined by several larger snakes, 
including a large bull snake, housed 
in large glass-fronted plywood boxes 
buill by my husband and one of his 
friends. These Jarge snake cages 
were a prominent part of Lhe livmg 
room decor and occasionally func· 
tioned as entertainment for guests. I 
remember one afternoon when my 
husband and my brothers sat in from 
of the bull snake's cage. eming hanl· 
burgers and French fries, while watch· 
ing the snake capture and swallow a 
small hamster bought for his especial 
enjoyment. Wewomcnoftltefamil) 
were not amused. 

My imagination painted bright 
pictures of those faraway places w1th 
strange sounding names as I spent 
night after night with folks like Edgar 
Bergen, Charley MtCarthy and 
Mortimer Sncrd, who had become 
very good friends of mine. 

It was through radio, too, that T 
learned to love a mystery and tagged 
along behindJack,Doand Reggie us 
they solved crime after crime.

Those snakes in 'the living room 
also caused problems when the moth· 
crs came to vi.sit. We would have to 
tum the cages to the wall and cover 
them w1th sheets so both our mothers 
could pretend we didn't have snakes 
in the house. 

Occasionally a snake would slilher 
his way out of his "escape-proof' 
box and have to be put back in. This 
wa no problem "hen Roger was 
home. However, the snakes would 
often execute their getaways when 
Roger was at work. Then I would 
have to capture them and return them 
to their ''homes." The first time it 
happened, I called Roger at work and 
made him stay on the line while I 
went down in the bascmcntand, with 
much screaming and yelling, caught 
an enormous bull snake (five or six 
feet long), wrestled him into the box, 
and secured the lid.

The "arm" was still on my shoulder, 
however. Stifling a desire to run 
screaming from the house, I turned 
on the bedside lamp and immediately 
began screaming. A snake wascrawl­
mg through my hair, down my neck, 
across rny shoulder, under the sleeve 
ol my nightgown, out from under the 
sleeve, and onto my arm. S ti 11 shriek-

I can remember listening as box­
ing champion Joe Louis fought and 
defc.atcd challenger Jersey Joe Wal~ 
coli in a.far off place called Madison 
Square Garden, and 1 sat right there in 
the White House with President 
Roo~cvciL as he challed before his 
fire and told me I had nothing to fear 
but fear itself. I didn't really know 
what that meant, but I do remember 
wondering who'dchopped his wood.

Last words are usually spoken on 
behalf of a family by someone less 
personally affected, but so giflCd is 

ing, I grabbed th~ molester, raced to 
the frontdoor,nnboltcdand unlocked 
the three locks, opened the door and 
flung Lhe snake out into the darkness.

cabbage Patch 
by Marie Harmon 

Cabbage of any kind will fonn 
several ::.mall two to three inch h~ 
if the first is cut up htgh and the plant 
left in the ground. Generally 1hese 
small leafy buds can be seen around 
the edge ol the stalk when the h~d is 
CUI. Off. 

A helping or twa of manure tea 
will encourage the little secondary 
buds to form a solid head; whsch arc 
perfect for cole slaw. The loose and 
leafy leaves are groat to wrap a mix 
lure of chopped meaL, onions and 
rice. Bake them for one hour and 
serve with tomato sauce. 

Cabbage needs, must have, and 
demands NiLrogen. The more mtro· 
gen the bigger and beucr tasting the 
cabbage. 

Leuuce, be it leaf or head, is the 
frrst lhmg every gardener tries to get 
out early. Seldom do we sny "gonna 
set out our onions." We always set 
aut leuuce and onions. 

The more ofi.Cn you cut off the 
outer lettuce leaves, the longer it Wtll 
lake for the lettuce to get better and 
bolt. 

Just lately I wao; reading one man's 
opinion that 18 leuuce planL'I were 
more Lhan enough ior any famtly. 
Well - he never ''killed" lettuce and 
onions for this family! 

Onions raised from seeds or set<; 
genera1ly provide six to eight weeks 
of fresh green onions. Some people 
never pull the onions. but cut a few 
green blades from each plant. I would 
leave the bulbs for winter use. but I 
lik-e the whole onion. Therefore, we 
buy more onion sets. I have tncd 1he 
onion seeds several times, only once 
with good results. The last two years 
v.-erea complete failure. Onions from 
Seed have to be babsed too much at a 
time when you arc the busiest in your 
gardemng. 

Escarole. with their lobed, ruffle 
e{iged leaves produce plenty of extra 
foliage to use nnd still have plenty 
lcflto pull up and blanch the head. 
Sometimes a second head or two will 

fomt Wtthin amonth.1llc outerleaves 
of escarole, or beucr known ac; En­
thve,havemorevitamins.Thcscplam 

row hke a weed with no msect anfes­
tauon. They are not particular aboul 
the soil and they love cool weather so 
the~ can withstand a few light frosL'i 

Swiss Chard is the only goof-proof 
vegetable known. lt will grow <lny­
whcrc and has no inSCGt or disease 
problems. The leaves and stems ~trc 

usecl I resh in salads or cooked sepa­
nllcl) on' tth other green • Thesrroot 
sy tern ss somet.Jung else. Plant iL au 
rock nnd J hone lly beheve the roots 
wtll grow through and brake up the

Tests At School?

Recently, . omconc grabbed my 
sh1w;lecw~a~ I rushed into t11c Read· 
ing Lab in the Magoffin Building at 
Prestonsburg Community College. 
At tht~ tug of my sleeve, my body 
turned slightly and I looked into the 
e}·es of a dishl·~utcncd woman. She 
pleaded to come into my office and 
talk to me about her child. We walked 
through tlle laboratory, past tlle 
computers, and back to the parli· 
tioned, U-shapcd cubbyhole that 
scrv~s as my office. Once scatcd,thc 
"oman began to express her con­
cerns for her sixth grade daughter. 

Compared to otller children in 
Kentucky, her child scored abo\'e 
a,·crage on state, local. and l.Q. te~ts 
at a Flo)·d County school. Until tllis 
school year, tllec hild had made abo' e 
average grades. When the girl came 
home w1t11 tllrec F's on her report 
card, her mother was traumatized to 
find that hcrotllcrwisc above average 
child had made some failing grade..'>. 
The parent was upset tl10t the teach· 
ers had not noufJCd her in advance of 
the upcoming fa1lurcs because she 
had no idea that her child was not 
passing three courses. She Immedi­
ately maliC arrangements 10 visit the 
teachers involved, to seck reasons for 
them failing her child. 

All of t.he teachers mdicat.cd tllat 
the student consistently failed to tum 
m homework and failed tests over 
course material. The child's mother 
asked me for some quick and easy 
test-taking techniques tllat she could 
use to help her cluld become success­
ful a gam. A PCC sludent had told her 
that I had discussed some test-t.aking 
techn1ques m my DRE 010 Reading 
Laboratory class tllat had made her 
one of a handful of students to pass a 
ccnain PCC professor's first anat­
omy and physiology test of tlle se­
mester. The woman looked at me 
confidently, ns though I could work 
another miracle by sharing a few 
parables of my test-taking wisdom 
witll her. 

I asked the parent a few questions: 
Does your child study every night, 

or only when she has homework? 
W:hcre does she study? 
When docs she study-immedi· 

ately after ·chool or dinner. before 
bedtime or after two or tllree hours of 
watching televis1on and playing 
Nintcndo?

The parent's answer to the firsl 
question was tllat her daughter stud· 
ies only when she has homework. 
Usual!>·· kids do not have homework 
every night. Because of this, tllcy 
study sporadically. To learn matenal 
for a test, whether you arc a child or 
an adult, you must review the mate­
rial frequently. Thjs means that one 
should study every night. Studying 
every night at a particular place and 
Lime is very 1mportant in developing 
a habit. 

Where does she s1udy? The par­
ent said that her child s1udiC<J at the 
kitchen table. stopping 10 help prc­
parcdinner. Every student must have 
a quiet place to S[Udy, away from 
distractions. When people go to the 
kitchen, tlley tllink of eatJng, not 
studying. Students should ha\'e a 
studyroom.separatefrom their sleep­
ing room. This room should be only 
for studying. not for playing, eating 
or sleeping. All of the materials for 
study should be in this room or: study 
nook. A specific study area and a 
regular time to study will help tllc 
young student gel into the habit of 
studying in tlle same place at the 
same time every nighl 

When doe.. .. she study? It doesn 'l 
matter "hen she :studies, as toni! as 
she schedules a regular place and 
time every night. However, some 
studies indicate tllat more effective 
study often occurs just before bed­
time, if the Mudcm isn't tOO tired or 
sleep)'. If your young student asks 
what to study when tllcrc is no home­
work, tell her to review what was 
stlldic() previously or ask the teacher 
whnt she can study to prepare for the 
ncx1 assignment. Review and rev iew 
again. This helps to got information 
into long-term memory and to pull it 
out ugain when the student needs it 
for n test. 

How docs she study a text chap­
ter? Docs your child just sit and rake 
her eyes over the words in a chapter 
and call that studying? Tell her about 
the SQ3R study technique. This 
method, or vanations of it are men­
tioned an many study skills for ele­
mental)', h1gh school, and c.ollege 
students. 

SQ3R stands for" Survey ,""Qoes­
tion,'' "Read," "Recite," and "Re­
view." To"Survey"a text.lookattlle 
headings and subheadings of every 
section of the chapter. These section 
titles aro usually in boldface print or 
italics. Look a1 pictures, graphs, or
