While Eastern Kentuck) is criss­
crossed wilh geological fault lines, 
none nrc likely tO be triggered into 
activity by a maJor earthquake along 
Lhe New Madrid Fault, a Umversity 
of Kentucky scbmologist said this 
week. 

The real threat to the regton. an 
asso<:tateadded, will he the tmpact of 
a quake on local emergency services 
and state finances. 

"There is no reason to believe that 
(an earthquake) in the western part of 
the state could trigger a fault in the 
east.em part." UK seismologist Dr. 
Ron Street said Tuesday. "There is 
very little chance of a chain rcac­
uon." 

UK seismologist Dr. John Kiefer 
added that Eastern Kentucky and other 
parts of Lhe state will likely be called 
upon to provide emergency ervices 
to areas hard-hit by an eanhquake, 
and that need could strain state fi­
nances and the availability of medi· 
cal treatment..

Kiefer said volunteers would be 
needed I rom unaffected areas lO ao>­
SISL those injured and to help clear 
and reprur quake damages. Those vol­
unteers could include docLOrs, nurses 
and other providers of emergency 
services, and the shift of those per­
sonnel c.ould create a service void in 
the eastern part of the state.

Police show concern 
over rising 'acid' use

"To me, LSD is the most danger­
ous drug Lhat's out there," said Floyd 
County SheriffPaul Hun11llompson. 
"You can take it one time and be 
pretty mellow. and then you can take 
it again and take off after somebody 
with a meat cleaver." 

LSDor"acid" seems to bcmakmg 
a popular comeback w1th {!rug users 
in Eastern Kentucky The psyche­
delic drug, wluch became poputnr in 
the I 6 • 11 eto 
many recent dru bu IS m the area. 

"I don't thmk thm there IS more of 
llaround.'' smd Shenff11lompson. "I 
think that the lnw enforcement m Lhe 
area has ;u:sl been more cffccl!ve m 
findmg it.'' 

'It may be thnl we nrc looking 
harder for at." said PresLOnsburg Caty 
Dctccm·e Jeff Stumbo ... Bulll doe~ 
seem that there as more of it uround 
than we have seen for n few years." 

LSD. which JS ltstcd usa schedule 
1 narcolic by law enforcement agen· 
cies, has no known medical uses. The 
drug was used for experimental 
psychiatric treatment for schizophre­
nia unti11971, when physicians con­
cluded that the drug was ineffective. 
Repor!S of ex penment.al LSD testing 
on patients by the Umted States 
government have also been docu· 
men ted. 

"It is listed as a schedule 1 nar· 
cotic just like hcrom." said 
Prestonsburg PoliceChiefGrcg Hall. 
.. There IS just nothing that you can 
medically treat w1th LSD. To me the 
only good thing about it (LSD) is that 
a person can take it everyday and 
then just qu•t without any WJlh· 
drawal." 

Ken Epperson, an adolescent 
substance abuse counsc lor for Moun­
LainComprehensivcCarcCcnter,said 
that LSD is rarely ahus~d by his 
clients, noting that acid is often taken 
along with marijuana or alcohol. "The 
market for it (LSD) is very unstable, 
it seems to come in waves. Someone 
will get a bunch of it in and 11 w11l be 

gone wilhtn a week or so and you 
don'tseeany more of it for months," 
satd Epperson. "To me the most 
tlangerous thing about it is that you 
never know who made it. It isn't hard 
for someone who knows a ltttle bit 
abOut chemistry to make it. l;mt the 
kids don 'L try to fine! out who made it 
or anything like that. To me its like 

playmg RuSSlan roulette. Also there 
tsaquick tolerance build up with lt.lf 
a kid takes a hiltoday he ha., to lake 
two hits tomorrow and twtce that 
amount the next day."

1l1ey look 
a lot like peas in the green stage. 
Dried, they are cooke.d like soybeans. 
Better lo soak overnight ns 11 takes 
longer to cook t.hem. 

Tofu and stJY milk can be made 
from the dried beans with out too 
much work-so I am told.

Etl1ics in government refer. to a 
set of principles that people think 
should g111dc the bchnvior ol elected 
officials.1l1e principles can relate to 
personal conduct, economic u1t.crcst. 
in the state's business (lcgislntors arc 
not allowed to vote on maucrs in 
which they have a pcrsonnl financial 
interest), or olhcr factors ahat might 
cause an official to appear biased 
(voting on an issue in which n family 
member has a financial interest, for 
e:<arnple). Ethics are important both 
to keep elected officials rcsponswe 
to thepubhc interest, and to mamt.nin 
citizens' confidence in their govem­
menL 

There are several approaches lo 
promoung et.hics in government. At 
one end of the spectrum is a set of 
voluntary rules that everyone should 
adhere to, with no enforcement or 
penalties. Then there is the system of 
self-policing where, for exnmple, n

gate allegations of coutlicts of mter­
estrelating to its members, and rmght 
have the power to disqualify the 
member from voting on an issue. or 
even expel the member or refer the 
case to Jaw enforcement authorith.:s. 
Finally, there are laws, whic.:h ~:an 
have civil or criminal penalties. Such 
laws might provide that ccrlain 
circumstances disqualify a person 
from holding an office (someone who 
has an interest in aconu-act. watha city 
cannot be an elected c•ty official, for 
example) or they might make ''iolat· 
ing certain elbical rules n cnme 
(misuse of confidential informauon 
obtained by a government official in 
t.hat capacity is a felony). Often a set 
of laws or rules, called a code of 
et.hics, governs t.he behavior of gov­
ernment officials. A code of ethtcs 
can use a combination of lhe enforce· 
mcnt mechanisms above. 

The ethics issue that seems to arise 
most often is conflict of intercsL 
Conflicts of interest rc.~ult when an 
individuars personal (often finan· 
cia I) interest is at odds with the gov­
ernment entity (and the people) he or 
she IS supposed to be serving. Under 
what circumstances docs an electeil 
official acting in his or her official 
capacity have a conflict The legisla­
tive branchofgovemmenthasacode 
of ethics, but lhe executive branch 
does not. Kentucky la\1. clearly for­
bids a magistrate or county judge 
executive from having a linanctal 
interest in a pubhc development 
project. Similarly, one cannot sene 
as mayor or mem her of a c i 1 y • s legas· 
I alive body and have a financial inter­
est in a contraCt wit.h the city. But 
what about other ca-;cs?

An Atnericall Feast 

by 1'om Carroll

Prestonsburg Commumt)•Collcge 
The holiday sca~;on from Thanks-

givmg to •cw Year's Day as tradi­
tionallv a time of cclchrnuon, and 
celeb~tionscall for fineiOod. Tables 
heavy laden with turkeys, horns. a 
vanety of vcgewbles and rruit, and 
cakes and other pastries seem an 
endunng part of our national life 
style. While Arncnc.1no; h;wc always 
enjoyed relatively bountiful food 
supplies.ournationaldicthaschangcd 
considerably I rom the days when the 
Kentucky was part of the frontjer. 

Oneimponantdifferenccbetwcen 
the early nineteenth cemury and to­
day ts the preemincm place of com in 
the dtet of our ancestors. Rather tllan 
wheat in the white bread lhat we see 
on the sheh·es of local supennarkets 
across the coumry, mmzeor com was 
the primar)' grain consumed by 
Americans. They ate this in lhc form 
of com bread, fried com cakes called 
johnny (or joume)') cakes, Indian 
pudding with mdkand ugar.orcom 
mush. Wheat bread wn.\ a luxury 
available to the minority,.. ho could 
afford ll, and average Am~ncans 
made do with bread mmk from com 
and rye meal. 

Comwas important nlso because 
it was com that served as fodder for 
the hogs, and the hogs provided the 
major source of mem to nvcrage 
Americans. On the frontier, a social 
gatheringoflen called for a barbecue, 
where m0$t often pigs, but some­
times beef, oxen or game birds would 
be cooked. A specialty familia.- to 
many Eastern Kentuckians was bur­
goo, a meat stew conststing of a vari­
ety of meats, includmg "enison. The 
variety of food was great during the 
summer, when fruit and vegewbles 
were plentiful. But the meat (and 
therefore pro~in source) preferred 
by Americans throughout the year 
was sal! pork, which could be kept 
safely stored regardless of the sea­
son. 

A feast in the pre-Civil War 
South might be fardifferentfrom that 
we would serve today. A foreign 
visitor to the southern frontier was 
offered a three course dinner consist· 
ing of first, pickled pigs feet; second, 
bacon and molasses: and , third, a 
main course of milk and black b~d 
soaked in whiskey. A VJsiror stated "I 
had ne...-cr undergone such gastro-

nomic prh"auons a~ in the WC! tern 
pans of Am<.'rica." 

A monotonous diea "a the nom1 
for Arnc.ncans. While canning wa.; 
tll\'Cntcd by tlle late mnctccnth cen­
tury, few people could afford glass 
ja~ or ~;ugnr. necessar) pans of the 
cannmg process. Fruits and vegc­
tahlcs h;td w be consumed fresh or 
dried. nnd tlli<>limlled the vancty of 
the American diet Dunng most of 
the year parched corn, smoked hams 
or slat pork fed Lhe pion,·crs of this 
new nation 

Most American homes lacked 
ovens for roasting or baking. There 
were two alternatives: boiling or 
frying. American cooks did not have 
the paitence for boiling mc.ms, and 
thus frying was the preferred way to 
cook. Arncric:t's IMc affair with 
cholesterol is an enduring one. The 
largeconUllncrsoflard in local super­
marketS, destined to be used in East­
em Kentucky cuisine, recall our 
Amerlcn dicW)' heriLBge. American 
meals floated in "extraordinary riv­
ers of butter and oceans of grease.'' 
Foreign visitors provide some of the 
best informauon about the American 
way of eating. One visitor looked 
do" n at the breakfast tabTe at bread 
"in a menstruum of oleaginous mat­
rcr" that seemed sufftcient to lloatc 
lhc. bread away Fish, chicken, ham, 
salt pork, beef. eggs, johnny cakes 
and many other American delicacies 
were fried in incalculable amounts of 
pork lard. 

Another American tradition, 
"rapid eating" is one that many fami­
lies will experience during the holi­
day season. Europeans looked upon 
meals as a time of sociali7jng, of 
talking and gossiping while savoring 
well-prepared food . Perhaps the 
quahty of Amencan food is the rea­
S<ln that Americans were fast eaters. 
Americans eating in taverns or hotels 
were often finished eating in five 
minutes or less. F1st food,itseems, is 
not a recent innovauon. In the words 
of another traveler, "As soon as food 
ts set on the table they faJI upon it like 
wolves on an unguarded herd. Willl 
the knife m the right hand, they cut 
and bring vegetables and sometimes 
meat as well to their mouths. With 
lhe fork in the left hand,lhey deliver 
meat without interruption to the 
teeth." ll was a mark of honor to be 
the ftrsL man to ftnish eating to begin 
a long, leisurely night of drinking in 
the bar of the tavern or hotcJ. 

Eating was considered by Ameri­
cans a chore, a necessary but not 

ple.ru urcablc UlSk They Look no de­
light mcmmg,andatcsoquackly that 
the) often developed upsctstomxh-., 
nausea and hcadnche.o;.

lor rmmy Arncncnns, hohday 
ct'lchrmions ''ill intludc nlcohohc 
bcvcmgcs, us it did for Americans of 
the (~arly ninctccntll ccntut)'. Whis­
key was cheaper than tea and coffee 
in 1lw ~·nrly years of the century. und 
ntilk wu.lidiflicuiL to kc..·p fresh. Water 
was ol JXX>r <):taliLy and some people 
oolicvctlthm ll wa<; dangcrou_~ to drink 
water. R1vcr water carried ~ilt and 
other foreign mmtcr. In cities, \liells 
dug 111 crowded neighborhood;; were 
indeed dnngerous and subj('.Cl to a 
varietyofcomammants. ln Kentud.)' 
and eiSC\\hcre on the frontier, v.mer 
had to be cruried from streams, a 
most inconvenient pmcuce. In de-­
fense of water, it should be added, 
one Amt:rican offered Lhts opinion: 
"It's vcr)' good fo; rewigation." 

Wh•skcy was a cheap and pre­
ferred altemm.ivc. Churches only 
gradually began to oppose tllc use of 
alcohohc beverage.;;. In fnct, people 
fcllthntu helped digestion and e'en 
cured llll.; headaches caused by1'rnpid 
eating." 

Changes in attitudes about food 
callll' only with great difficulty.

Suicide is second 
leading cause of 
adolescent death 

Each year, more than 5,000 young 
people from ages 15 to 24 kill them­
sci ves. The rate of suicide for this age 
group has nearly tripled during the 
past 20 years, making it the second 
lcadmg cause of adolescent death. 

Recent studies indicate tha1 a 
young person's suicide attempt may 
be based on the combination oflong­
sr.anding problems, such as trouble 
w1th family or fnends, coupled with 
a tnggenng event. such as the break­
up of a relationship. Suicidal thoughts 
can develop from a perceived loss of 
love or rejection by people important 
totheyoungpcrson.Fcelingsofanger. 
amaety and resentment combined 
wtth e.xaggerarcd guilt often culmi­
nate in ~elf-destruction. 

Possible warning signs of suicidal 
behavior include: 

• Avoidanccoffrieods and nonnaJ 
social activtties 

• Angry outbursts, tearfulness or 
increased touchiness 

• Withdrawn, uncommunicative 
• Marked personality change from 

outgoing to a sol alive or from quiet to 
extremely active 

• Usc of drugs. alcohol or self­
nbusave behavior, including inten­
uonal reckless driving 

• Feelings of sadness, hopeless· 
ness or despair 

A suictde attempt is the most seri­
ous of wammgs. Four out of five 
people who kill themselves have 

previously given clues to their imen· 
tions. The tardinal rule of suicide 
prevention is: Do something. Get 
help. Don't wait for other signs to 
develop. Take all threats seriously. 
B rcak a confidence if necessary. Save 
the life of a young person at the risk 
of temporarily breaking a friendship. 
Seck support for the adolescent 
through fwnily, friends, teachers and 
counselors. Help is available by call­
ing (Mountain Comprehensive Care 
Cenrcr) 886-8572, Floyd County;

There is absolutely nothing 
to do on the Goose. Forty below 
temperatures werenotuncommon. 
Wil.h weather like thal., it was hard 
to be "loose on the Goose." We 
did get to see the Cincinnati Reds 
in the 1961 World Series when 
they were beaten by the Yankees. 
We saw the games a day later 
when they flew the film in. It was 
too cold for dog sleds. If I rem em­
ber right, the games preempted 
PeayMason. 

Well anyway. I lost track of lhe 
Cats. Afterretuming to the land of 
the big BX (Base Exchange), I 
couldn't waiL for the Kentucky 
basketball season to begin. 

Since the day of video record­
ers, I tape all the games l can. I 
en joy just watching them over and 
over. I have !he 1978 NCAA 
Semifinal and Championship 
game on tape and 1 have watched 
it many times. The Cats defeated 
Arkansas (coached by Eddie Sut­
ton without curls) in !he semifi­
nals and the Duke Blue Devils in 
the finals. I have a tape of when 
the Cats whipped up on Bobby 
Knight's Hoosiers in NCAA play. 
l have other big games and there 
are some I wish 1 had kept, but 
!hey were erased by mistake. 

The game that I would like to 
havemorel.han anyotherone, was 
when Kevin Grevey and company 
ended !he Hoosiers 30 game win­
ningstreakatDaytonintheNCAA 
Mideast Regionals. Of course 
video recorders were not as popu­
lar !hen. That was a great game. I 
remember watching that game on 
TV when I was living in Incliana. 
I delayed !he start of my trip "back 
home" so I could see the game. On 
my way "back home,'' I listened to 
!he rebroadcast on the radio (an 
Indiana station), and to tell you 
the trulh, I enjoyed it just as much 
l.he second Lime as I did the first. 

The many trips I made to 
Memorial Coliseum to watch the 
UKlT with Gary Thornsbury, 
Norris Salisbury and Tom 
Stephens (avid Wildcat fans) was 
a great time. We saw !he Cats lose 
to the Pllrdue Boilermakers in !he 
finals of the UKIT It just about 
killed Adolph Rupp to have to go 
to center court and present the 
winners trophy to Purdue. Tom 
Payne played back during those 
days and was the first black player 
recruited by Rupp. 

One time we went to the UKIT 
and I was allowed to go down on 
lbe floor with a camera and take 
all the pictures I wanted while 
they warmed up. It's certainly not 
like that now. I still have those 
pictures of people like Jim An­
drews, Stan Key and R-onnie 
Lyons. That was a good Kentucky 
team. 

My favorite team was theRupp
