Police have :remained light-lipped 
on the mmder investigatJon, but au­
thorities runted Thursday that the 
killing may ha' eccntered on a family 
dispute. 

Officersindicated,too,thatHughcs 
was scheduled to meet Wednesday 
with authorities, but he did not ap­
pear for questioning. 

Officials bad speculated earlier this 
week that the murder victim proba­
bly knew his killer, basing that theory 
on Hughes' normal reluctance to al­
low strangers into his home. Police 
found no evidence of a forced entry 
or signs of a struggle at the murder 
scene. 

The murder weapon has not been 
ft'und. 

Bilhe Hughes. 85, was shot four 
timesv.ilha.32calaberweapon. Three 
hots struck the victim in the chest, 

Mth one bullet severing the aortic 
anery, and another shot severed 
Hughes' spineatthebascofhisskull. 
Floyd County Coroner Roger Nelson 
said Hughes had been dead for about 
two hours before his body was d•s· 
covered atl:45 p.m. Saturday. Nel­
son srud that, of t.he four shots, two 
could have killed the man. 

Funeral services for Hughes were 
held Wednesday, November 28, at 
the Philadelphia Chun:h at llippo. 

The murder investigation is under 
the direction of Kentucky State Po· 
lice detective Kenneth Slone with 
assistance from floyd County depu­
ties Linzie Hunt and Ricky 
Thornsbury.

Before appro' al of the first read· 
ing Thursday, Floyd County Attor­
ney Jim Hammondsatd, Upon prOb· 
able cause bemg shown, a cnmmal 
warrant would be issued." Hammond 
explamcd that the penalties for of. 
fenders would be one to five years 
imprisonment per violation, carrying 
fines of$1,000 to $10,000 per viola­
tion. The violation penalties would 
apply to,"anyperson who operates a 
waste site or facility and panicipates 
in the storage, transportation, treat­
ment and/or disposal of waste in the

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Harry Caudill dead at 68 : 

Noted author 
takes own life 

Controversial Appalachian author, 
cntic, lawyer and historian Harry M. 
Caudill died Thursday, the victim of 
a self-inflicted gunshot wound. 

Caudill, 68, of WhileSburg, died 
shortly after 4 p.m. Thursday at the 
Whitesburg Appalachian Regional 
Hospital after shooting himself once 
in the temple with a .38 caliber pistol. 
The renowned author, whose 1963 
book "Night Comes to the Cumber­
lands" is thought to have spurred 
President Lyndon Johnson's War on 
Poveny, reportedly put the gun to his 
head around noon Thursday while 
seated in his yard in the Mayking 
community. 

An attorney, Caudill pressed for 
educational refmns during lhe three 
terms he served in Kentucky's House 
of Representatives in the 1950s and 
1960s. He began writing m the early 
1960s, and his portraits of Appala­
chian poveny drew both acclaim and 
criticism. 

Caudill suffered from Parkinson's 
Disease, a progressive fonn of pa· 
ralysis marked by the loss ofOexibil· 
ity in the muscles, and his mobility in 
recent months was hampered by that 
disease and recurring complications 
from a foot injury he suffered during 
World WarJI. 

Caudill's body was discovered by 
h1s wife, Anne, officials saad. The 
author reportedly left a living will 
that reque~ no 8SS!Stanc:e 6'om 
hospilallife suppon systems. 

1lle author of 1 Obooks and numer­
ousessays, Caudill was last published 
in the Wednesday edit1on of 
Whitesburg's Mountain Eagle in an 
editorial column that demanded that 
large corporate landowners in East· 
em Kentucky help finance libraries 
and other improvementc; in the rc· 
gion. 

Caudill was born May 3, 1922 in 
Whitesburg. He served with the U.S. 
Army and won the Bronze Star dur· 

ing combat in the Italian Campaign 
during World War II. 

He is survived by his wife; a daugh· 
ter, Diana Ellen Grace, of New AI· 
bany, Indiana; and two sons, James 
Kenneth Caudille,ofLouisville; and 
Harry Frye Caudill, of Lexington.

The cxpanston ml·ans chat future 
production at TMM could grow by as 
much as 200,000 vehicles nnnually 
and will result in at least 1,500 new 
American jobs. It will also mean an 
additional investment of $800 mil­
lion, according to TMM president 
Fujio Cho, bringing the total invcst­
mentatTMMclosetoS2billion The 
new facility is slated to produce more 
Toyota Camrys, which TMM cur­
rently builds at a pace of more than 
200.000 ye.arly. 

The expan ion wall further en­
hance opportunities for U.S. auto 
suppliers. according to Alex Warren, 
senior v1cc president forTMM. The 
number of U.S. suppliers used by 
TMM for pans and raw materials has 
more than doubled smce production 
began in 1988. In ternlS or dollars, 
TMM was purchasing S70 million in 
U.S. parts and materials in 1988, and 
that will have increased ten-fold by 
next ycar,to more than $700 million. 

"With this new production facil­
ity expansion," Warren added, "we 
will be offering even greater oppor­
tunities to U.S. suppliers for parts, 
materials, goods and services." 

Construction for the expansion is 
expected to begin in Spring 1991, 
with production to begin by the end 
of 1993, according to Warren. 

TMM, the first wholly-owned 
Toyota U.S. manufnctunng opera­
tion, began production in May 1988. 
Engine production began in Novem­
ber 1989. The current facility, in­
cluding the Power Train Plant, uses 
about 500 of I ,300 available acres at 
the Scott County site. 

In addition to its Kentucky manu­
facturing facility, Toyota also has 
production operations at two other 
sires in North Amenca. Toyota 
Corollas and Geo Prizms are pro­
duced in a joint venture with GcncraJ 

Motors Corporation in Fremont, 
California (NUMMO. and Toyota 

previously announced plans to manu­
facture small pick-up trucks at 
NUMMI starting in 1991. Toyota 
also produces Corollas at a manufac­
turing facility in Cambridge. Ontario. 

Warren and Cho credited the per­
formance of the 3,450 TMM em­
ployees as one of the key reasons for 
expanding m Georgetown, citing u 
recent outstanding quality rating for 
the Kentucky-built Camry by J.D. 
Power and Associates. The inde­
pendent automotive survey firm 
named the Camry the most trouble 
free car made jn America in its 1990 
survey of new car buyers. 

"This expansion is a tribute to all 
team members at TO)Ota Motor 
Manufactwing who, in only two 
years.ha\leachieved v. hat many slri\'C 
to accomplish throughout a lifetime," 
Chosaid. 

"Being able 10 expand operations 
here is especially rewarding 10 u:s. 
The people of Kentucky have g1veo 
us so much support and commitment 
to help us succeed, 1 am very pleased 

that we are able to make this addi­
tional invesunent in the state," Cho 
said. 

The expansion emphasizes 
Toyota's effons to localize manufac­
turing operations, said Cho, and to 
increase production capabilities in 
countries where Toyota's cars arc 
sold. 

TMM now exports Camrys to 
Taiwanandhaspreviouslyannounced 
plans to expon up to 40,000 right­
hand-driveCamrysand up 10100,000 
engines to Japan sLarting in 1992. 

The TMM expansion is the latesl 
in a series of announcements regard­
ing Toyota's overall localization 
activities in the United States. In 
1989, Toyota announced 11 was in­
vesting over S144 million for expan­
sion of Calty, its U.S. -based automo­
tive design center, and for two major 
additions to the Toyota Technical 
Center in California and Ann Arbor, 
Michigan. Earlier this year, Toyota 
announced its plans to build a major 
vehicle proving ground in Arizona, 
which will cover 12,000 acres and be 
one of the largest in the world

Ahead of the class • • •

Lt. Governor Brereton Jones is the latest politician to jump on 
the coal severance tax bandwagon and, by doing so, he should 
be considered the early leader in the race to capture Eastern 
Kentucky votes for next May's Democratic primary for gover­
nor. Endorsements Wednesday from Bert Combs and Grady 
Stumbo won't hurt his chances. either. 

Jones' approach to the severance tax issue. which involves 
returning a larger share of coal taxes to coal counties for 
economic development needs, is cautious and undeniably an 
attempt to woo coal country votes without isolating his big city 
support. 

His 50 percent solution, which eventually increases the return 
of tax revenues to coal counties from the current average of 12 
percent to no less than 50 percent, may be the spoonful of 
sugar that will help the medicine go down In metropolitan areas 
where, historically, any change in the coal tax formula has been 
opposed. 

The argument from city critics is that as long as sales tax 
revenues are distributed evenly, then coal tax revenues should 
be, too. Metropolitan areas contend they provide the lion's 
share of revenues from sales taxes to the state coffers and any 
attempt to earmark other sources of revenue for particular 
regions would be unfair. 

As we have noted in the past, though, sales taxes will likely 
be with us forever. 

Coal severance taxes won't. and when they're gone, Eastern 
Kentucky will be deeper than ever in the economic quicksand. 

So Jones' proposal to shift 50 percent of tax revenues back 
to coal counties is welcome. The sooner it's implemented, the 
better. 

Too many maybes • • • 

According to Governor Wallace Wilklnso~. the coal tax issue 
may be coming to a head sooner than exjSected. 

In Pikeville Wednesday. Wilkinson hinted that he may put the 
matter on the agenda for an anticipated January special 
session of Kentucky's General Assembly and the Guv sug­
gested that a formula endorsed by an association of county 
judge-executives may be the rallying point for change. 

That proposal would hike the return of coal severance reve­
nues from 12 percent to 25 percent. with the additional 13 
percent escrowed for a time to allow the build-up of an eco­
nomic development war chest. 

While that idea is twice as good as what we have now, it's less 
than what we need to respond quickly to our pressing economic 
development problems. 

The Governor has said. too, that no extra funds can be 
distributed from coal tax revenues unless a surplus 1s realized 
from other sources. 

Too many maybes in that plan. 

Editor: 

In response to part of your "coffee 
Break" article in Lhe November 14, 
1990 issue, I feel that before one 
makes such a comment, one should 
do some investigative reporting.

Red Cross has an ample blood 
supply on its shelf. No one's life is 
going to be nsked for the lack of 
blood. 

The reason we ask people to find 
alternate bJood collection agencies, 
is so Lhat Red Cross must purchase 
the blood from Lhat company. As it 
stands now, when a person donates 
blood, that Red Cross then in tum 
sells that blood for various amounts 
Lo area hospitals and the "people 
whose ltves depend upon it." This is 
profit. Should Lhis range of profit not 
be Lhcre, then Red Cross would not 
do this service. they are a profitable 
organizaiJon. 

The reason our workers asks for 
alternate places to donate is so that 
Red Cross will have to reach down in 
Lheir pockets and pay for the blood 
for a change. 

You spoke of the "Cnsis m Lhe 
Persian Gulf escalating, and Lhat Lhe 
need for blood grows dearer." 11 
appears Lhataconfrontation isathand, 
and that you see Lhe Red Cross as a 
knight in shining armor. Maybe you 

· should ask veterans form World War 
II how kind Lhe Red Cross was. 

Red Cross had to receive payment 
for the blood Lhatthey "provided." lf 
Lhey dtdn't get it, No Blood. Items 
that were marked as samples, sol­
diers had to buy from the Red Cross. 

So alltt means is right now, if Lhe 
crisis should occur, it stands for Lhe 
Red Cross to be more profitable. J 
must say. that should war break out, 
the L'lbor movement would sec toil 
thatlhc blood needed, would be there. 
lL may be through anoLher channel, 
but our boys would have it. 

You spoke of puLLing Lhe issues of 
thestnke aside,and Lhat il's wrong to 
use human life as a bargaining chip. 
In order to reach a fair opinion, we 
cannot put the issues behind. Human 
life and Lhe lives of our families arc 
affected by Lhe issues on Lhe strike. 
When Lhe director of the Huntington 
office of the Red Cross makes well 
over $100,000 a year, and workers 
who have four years of college make 
less than $5 per hour, what is the 
issue? When the administration of 
Red Cross workers tried to take away 
much ofthat$5 an hour, they forced 
Lhe workers out on the picket line. 
They were not concerned about the 
Middle East Crisis. Their main con­
cern was, in their sLatemem, that Lhe 
workers were making too much as it 
is., 

When we see folks out on strike, 
we see lives Lhat are affected Nm 
something that may just happen, but 
it has happened. 

Red Cross has used Lhe lives of the 
soldiers as well as the lives of our 
loved ones to Lry and persuade per­
sons, such as yourselves, to come to 
their aid so that their profits would 
not fall. 

If the salaries of the h1gher ups 
were not Lhere, and if Lhey were on a 
volunteer basjs, Lhen the Red Cross 
would not be a company. The issues 
are simple, but somehow you chose 
to tgnore the strike tssue, to aucmpt 
to take away from why Lhere is a 
strike. 

Human life is human hfe. Whelher 
it's in a war zone, or whether it's a 
battle just to stay alive and Lry ro earn 
a living. 

ll's a shame that ~oldter's lives 
may be lost, for oil Unes. 

Organized labor has always been 
the leaders when il comes to helping 
our fellow man. We do it wilhoul 
price when we do charitable func­
tions and we don't take U1e donations 
from Lhose functions and make a profit 
from them. 

There are centers in Kentucky and 
West Virginia and all over lllis coun­
try of ours which will Lake Lhe blood 
donated, and if needed by the sol­
diers, it will reach them at the same 
cost as Red Cross charges. Maybe a 
litLie less. 

So, I urge you, before making 
such assessments of a situation, get 
Lhe whole picture. Look not only on 
one side. Our workers deserve an 
honest days wage for the honest days 
work Lhey perfonn. 

Again, there are ouLlets other than 
the Red Cross to donate blood and all 
we're doing is askmg totks to use 
those other outlets umil our workers 
can get a contract Lhey can live with.

Thank God it is not as humid here 
as in Kentucky. Actually. if you are 
nOl in a stuffy building or doing 
physical labor outside, the weather is 
raLher nice. This morning and last 
night, it was really windy and cold 
though. Unfonunately,the wind was 
also blowing from Lhe direction of 
the latrines and it was stinky.

Concern for Dying and Society 
for the Right to Die recently an­
nounced the enactment of the Patiem 
Self-Determination Act, sponsored 
by Senators Danforth/Moynihan and 
RepresentativeS. Levin and passed 
as part of the Omnibus Budget Rec­
onciliation Act of 1990. P<ISsagc of 
mis b11l represents areal breakthrough 
and asignilicantstcp forward toward 
recognition of individuals' rights at 
the end of life. 

The new law affeclS all health care 
facilities. includmg hospitals, nurs­
ing homes and hospices receiving 
Medicare or Medicaid. It stipulates 
that individuals must be given writ­
ten information at the time of admis­
sion aboutthCJr right under state laY. 
to acceptor refuse medicallrcaunent 
and me right to formulate advance 
directives such as Living Wills and 
durable powers of attorney for health 
care. The facihties wall be respon­
sible for documenting in each 
individual's medscal record whether

ible",and phrases like "how can 
that be done by a human,"; Ke1th 
Caudill, a ~·eyboard1sl/vocali t 
whose work is known to anyone 
who has had lhc diStinct pleas­
ure of heanng him play; Jody 
Conley, a man whose musical 
talents have kept me in awe since 
T first heard him play in 1978; 
Tony Whited (brother of James), 
a highly respected vocalist and 
percussionist; and all the other 
names Lltat 1 can't seem to re· 
member at the moment. There 
they were all Utero together on 
one stage, and I wasn't in the 
audience. 1 feel like I missed 
Christmas. 

The whole idea behind lhe 
opry project is to promote these 
and other musicians whose mu­
sic m1ght otherwise never be 
known to l.he outside world. 

Speaking as a mus1cian who 
has played in almost every hole 
in the wall and honkytonk in lhis 
area I can tell you this: No mauer 
how lDJented you nrc, you will 
never find stardom playing 
George Jones songs to n crowd 
of people in Eastern Kentucky 
who arc already busy crying in 
their beers. 

A good example of lhat syn· 
dromc is a man named Bob 
Wiley. Wiley is probably one of 
the most dedicated country 
musicians I have ever known (or 
played with), he is a fine musi­
cian and a great songwriter. In 
spite of that talent, and the most 
genuine love of country music 1 
have ever seen, Bob has never 
been able to rise above the local 
music scene. His love of lhe 
music is the only thing that keeps 
him going. God blows he ism 
doing it for the money. 

To me the concept of a Ken· 
tucky Opry is lhe smartest idea 
that any one person or group of 
people have ever conceived. 
There are people like Bob Wiley, 
Dale Davis, Ray Salyer, Mike 
Hayden,Jody Conley nnd many 
olhers who are working lheir 
behinds off to simply pay for 
their guitar strings nnd gasoline 
money to get to tl1eir shows. 

Why is it that our leaders will 
allocate endless sums of money 
for lhe dead and dying coaliields 
of the area while ignoring the 
immense talents of our •ndividu· 
als. 

Go to any "economic devel­
opment type meeting" nnd you 
will hear the word tounsm over 
and over and over again. And 
yet, as lhings often go with po­
liticaJ typeS, the ObVIOUS iS ig­
nored. The Kentucky Opry proj­
ect is the first non-coal related 
tourism concept that has actu· 
ally gotten off the ground.

Those wHh the 
large coa1 funded bank accountS 
will obviously disagree, but I 
think we have seen how much 
they know about the real world.

The day the bees finally came 
by J. Jim Kaplan 
After 33 years of anticipation. the 

Africani1.ed honey bees finally 
crossed the border into the Unned 
States. 

The pioneering S\\ arm waseaught 
October 15 in H1dalgo, Texas, in one 
of the traps that the U.S. Department 
of Agriculture's Agricultural RE­
search Service has been using to 
monitor the spread of Africani:t.cd 
honey bees northward through Mex­
ico. Hidalgo is in the Rio Grande 
valley ncar the Mexican border. 

Africanizcd honey bees arc the 
so-called "killer bee" dcsccnclanL'> of 
honey bees imported from Afnca to 
Brazil in 1956 by a Brazilian scien­
LisL He planned to cross them with 
local honey bees to breed a honey bee 
beuer adapted to the South American 
tropics.

Africanizcd honey bees arc more 
overtly defensive than European­
descended honey bees. They will sting 
in grater numbers with less provoca· 
tion. But they arc not the marauding 
villains popular folklore has made 
them out to be.
