A civil suil has been filed in Aoyd 
Circuit Court on behalf of Tonya 
Bailey, widow of James E. Bailey, 
who died from injwies received in an 
accident on an icy road on December 
19. 1989. The suit alleges that Koch 
Carbon, Inc,, through negligent main­
tenance of ils private road on Bill 
Hall Branch at McDowell, caused 
Bailey's death. 

The litigation, filed October 1 by 
Mrs. Bailey's attorney Chad Perry, 
says that Koch Carbon, Inc. failed to 
warn James E. Bailey of the alleged 
hazardous condition of the road, that 
the company allegedly took no meas­
ures to make the haul road safe, and 
that company officials allegedly in· 
~on immediate deli very over an 
allegedly dangerous roadway. 

Bailey, an employee of United 
Supply Company, was killed while 
delivering supplies to Koch Carbon, 
Inc. at itS United Mines site near 
McDowell. Bailey was driving a 
flatbed truck on an icy road on Bill 
Hall Branch Mountain, when his 
vehicle began sliding backward. 
Bailey reportedly jumped from the 
moving vehicle and was tr.tpped under 
a front wheel. 

Bailey was dragged aooutl5 feet 
before the truck backed off the road 
into a ditch. When Chuck Hnll, with 
the Left Beaver Rescue Squad ar­
rived at the scene of the ace idem, he 
found Bailey facedown with the front 
left wheel of the truck resting on his 
right hip and midsection Bniley was 
dead at the scene. 

Hall said the rescue squad had 
troublegeuingbackoffthc illdueto 
the icy condition of the road. "We 
used 100 pounds of salt just to get 
down." he said. 

Bailey. 24, had been married only 
a few weeks prior to the nccidenL. He 
was the son of Charles and Hilda Fay 
Bailey of Langley. 

Chad Perry. attorney for the plain­
tiff, and a representative for Koch 
Carbon, Inc., were both unavailable 
forcommcm, 

A complaim in a civil suit lists 
only the plaintiffs' cause of action. 

Cause of death 
remains uncertain 

OffiCials arc still waiting for a 
po~iti ve identification of a body found 
Wednesday at Jenny Wiley State Park 
but Coroner Roger Nelson is "90 
percent sure'' the body is that of a 
Huntington, West Virginia man.

StudentS lagging behind in their 
studies m tl1c Floyd County School 
system could sec. chances to improve 
their grades in an after school tutor­
ing prog:am and summer school. 

The Floyd County Board of Edu­
cation last week approved applica­
tions for over a half of million dollars 
in grants, including $359,574.10 for 
extended school services. The pro· 
gram would offer an hour of tutoring 
after school in an 18-we.ck program 
dunng the school year nnd six weeks 
of instrucuon durmg the summer. 
The grant would pro\'ldefor50 teach­
ers nnd 150 tudem tutors during the 
summer. 

Superintendent Ron Hager told 
board membe.zs the program would 
serve 1,100 students nnd it is ex­
pected to begm the second semester 
of this school year. 

Other grant monic..c; would give 
$82,211 to tl1e Drug-Free Schools 
and Communities Acl of 1986; 
$46,000 to Eastern Kentucky C.E.P. 
Inc.. for Job Training Partnership

$22,500 for dropout prevention. 

The superintendent was given 
pcnnission to implement a pilot pro­
gram for after school care centers in 
accordance with state provisions.

The rloyd County Board of 
Education'sdecision to purchase land 
oul<iidc the city limits for the new 
Prestonsburg High School has not 
met the favor of the city council or 
citizens of Prestonsburg. 

In a random telephone survey 
Tuesday of Prc.-;tonsburg rt'.sidents 
ami city councilmen by The Times, 
all of those asked about tlte site felt 
the school should remain in the city. 
Several were concerned the name of 
the school could be changed. 

"1 don't think they should build it 
outside the city," said Rose Ferguson 
of Prestonsburg. "It would be more 
convenient on students living in town 
to keep the school here. Personally, 1 
don't sec anything wrong with that 
one {the present high school)." 

"It'~ better it a child can walk to 
school instead of being bused some­
where else," said Lou Bradley. 
"They'd just as well.lceep it inside the 
city.lthinklcidswouJdbcmore likely 
10 go to school if it wao; within walk­
ing distance." 

Prestonsburg Mayor Ann Latta 
was disappointed with the board's 
decision but said annexation of the 
site would be a topic of discussion 
with the council. 

"1 don't like the high school 
moving outofthecity," Lana said. "I 
feel when a school moves out of a city 
it loses all its identity." 

Councilman William 0. Goebel 
feels the board's decision was a proc­
ess of elimination due to the lack of 
suit.ablebuildingsitcs within the city, 
but he wa'> not pleased lhat it would 
be built outside the city limitS. 

"It's like a 'Catch 22' situation 
between the school board and coun­
cil." Goebel said. "1 do agree they 
need a new school and 1 wish we had 
some property in town that would 
accommodate such a facility. I bate

Accordmg Lo Goebel several sit.es 
within the city were co.tsidered by 
the board of education but were ei­
ther found tlte be in Ute 1 00 year 
floodplain or not large enough to 
accommodate a school that SJZC. 

Councilman Jerry Fannin said he 
was against the plan unless tltc prop­
erty could be incorporntcd. "I'm not 
saying they don't need a new school 
but I think before we ron utilities to 
the site it should be agreed it come 
into the city limits," Fannin said. 

"As long as we get it in the city and 
it stays Prestonsburg High School, 
not change the name or anything, I 
wouldn't be bothered," Fannin said. 

Councilmen Danny Hamilton and 
Billy Ray Collins wouldn't offer any 
comment on the situation but I Iamil­
ton did say he hated to sec it moved. 

Councilman Michael Vance also 
disagreed with the decision and said 
he would hesistate to commit any 
city funds for sewer or water installa­
tion unless the site was in the city 
limits. 

"I don't like the city or the school 
losing iL-; idenity," Vance said. "IL 
seems the county has already been 
divided up into North Floyd County 
and South Floyd County. The school 
could also be named something else. 
Don't get me wrong. we're all for 
having the best education facilities 
we can, but we (the council) were 
never approached about this deci­
sion. I feel it was a lack of considera­
tion!' 

Dolores Smith, president of the 
Floyd County Chamber of Com­
merce, said the issued had not been 
discussed by the members. She said, 
however, that she didn't personally 
agree with the decision, given the 
fact no discussion took place with 
ctlizens of Prestonsburg about the 
location of the new school. 

"I object tO the decision because 

no opinion wasactivelysolicitcdfrom 
members of the communi~y concern­
ing such an important decision," 
Smith said. "Anytime you move a 
school out of a community it is an 
emotional situation and citizens 
needed to bave some input in the 
decision." 

The proposed site of Lhc new htgh 
school is located about four miles 
west of Prestonsburg on Route 114. 
The county board approved the pur­
chaseof approximately 100 acres at a 
price of $400,000 for the school.

Many ofthese campaign contri· · 
butions came In at $2,000 to 
$4,000 a shot, leading us to specu· 
tate that homemaking in Kentucky 
is either more lucrative than we 
have ever imagined or working 
husbands have not been check­
ing their pockets for change be· 
fore the pants go to the wash. 

In any event, these campaign 
contributions signal the arrival on 
the Kentucky political scene of 
powerful and obviously well· 
funded new lobby group whose 
objectives are unclear

A community 
responds

When a transient family arrived in 

Prestonsburg on September 30, little 
rud the community, or the family, 
know how much their crisis would 
inspire and galvanize this commu­
nity into action. 

As previously reported in the 
Timcs,theOemrnonsfamilyarrived 
with three small preschool children 
and one on the way, hoping to make 
their home here. The Floyd County 
Ministerial Association volunccered 
to pay their night's motel bill at the 
Blue Sky Motel, as it does for many 
in similar citcwnstances through its 
Cooperative Cbristian Ministries 
program. Even though the funds to 
pay for such housing were exhausted 
for the year, the pastors knew that our 
community responds to needs and 
that some source of help would be 
found. 

But, the next developments could 
not be anticipated. In the middle of 
the night, Sandra Clemmons went 
into labor. Without money to enter a 
hospitalortopay bills, Mr. Clemmons 
delivered the baby himself- fortu­
nately, he had training as a lay mid­
wife and had delivered twelve babies 
previously. 

L..ikethebabyJesus,thencwbom's 
entrance into the world was in un­
usual circwnslances, but not unan­
nounced or unknown to those who 
had ears to hear. A BaptiSt laywoman 
from Louisiana in an adjoining room 
sought help for the couple, and help 
was swift in coming. 

Floyd County has no emergency 
network (at least for this type of 
emergency), but it has a marvelous 
informal network of caring, helping 
persons and agencies who somehow 
manage to get the job done when 
someone is in need. 

A call to Catholic Social Service 
brought clothing from the Catholic 
parish. A Presbyterian Christian 
Service worker at Drift sent food. 
Community Action Program sent in a 
worker who surveyed the situation, 
and did what she could. As always, 
Social Services was present, assess­
ing needs and detemtining proper 
strategies to meet them. 

In the neJtt 24 hours, an amazing 
number of people and agencies came 
togethertohelpthefamily. Wilhouta 
great deal of complicated organiza­
tion, needs were met and help was 
offercd,fromafreedoctor'scheckup 
by a pediatrician in Martin, to cloth­
ing, and to people to pay for housing. 
A Christian shelter in Martin County 
offered to keep the family.

the Breast Center at Highlands Re­
gional Med1cru Center, during 1990 
one in ten women in the United States 
will develop hreast cancer, now the 
most common fom1 of cancer in 
American wornen.ll is estimated that 
44,000 females and 300 males will 
die of breast cancer in 1990 and iL is 
the k:nding cause of death in women 
between the ages of 40 and 44. As 
frightening as this statistic appears, 
considcraulc progress has been made 
in the dingnosis and treatment of this 
disease. 

Prestonsburg Community College 
and ·n1ePrestonsburg Woman'sClub 
issponsoringaBrcastCanccr Aware­
ness Program designed to increase 
public knowledge concerning the 
second-leading cancer-killer among 
women in the United States today. 

Denise Queen, Director of the 
Breast Center at Highlands will ad­
dress the issue of breast cancer and 
what women should be doing 10 pro­
teet themselves from this killer. 

There will be 142,900 new cases 
of breast cancer this year resulting in 
43,000 deaths. But the good news is 
thnt early detection significantly in­
creases t11e survival rate. Though the 
fear of cancer often inhibits women 
in seeking immediate medical atten­
tion, it is imponant to remember that 
three out of four breast lumps are 
non-cancerous. Although breast can­
cer cannot be prevented, a regular 
program of mammograms, breast 
self-exams and physical exams can 
detect and treat breast cancer more 
effecuvely.

Queens explained, ''You begin 
with a baseline mammogram as a 
permanent record 10 compare future 
x-rays.

Preparing Boat For Winterut~~ ... ~.~~~----~~~~ 
Can Save Spring Problems 

JOB OPENING 
When that first warm, spring day 

beckons you to the water as a sure 
cure for cabin fever, will your boat 
and motor be as eager to go fishing? 
Not if you don't take time this fall to 
prepare it for the corning winter. 

A lot can happen to the boat, motor 
and trailer that sits idleoverthewinter, 
especially if moisture settles in deli­
cate areas. 

The simplest solution is to take the 
rig to your local marine dealer for a 
thorough winterization, or you can 
do it yourself. In either case, you're 
protecting a major investment and 
ensuring a trouble free spring when 
the weather breaks. 

Lakeland Marina service expert 
Tim Slone recommends you follow 
these guidelines to protect your rig 

until the weather breaks: 
-Spray the motor with afogging 

oil. This helps prevent rust during 
extended storage. 

- Run a lubricant through the 
carburetor completely flooding the 
engine with oil. Engine will shut 
down. 

-Fill gas tank with a fuel condi­
tioner such as 2 + 4. This prevents 
oxidation in the carburetor and fuel 
system for a year. 

- Put new plugs in motor and 
flush with a non toxic antifreeze. 

-Outside of the boats hull should 
be waxed with a good cleaner. 

- Boat should be covered with a 
quality cover. 

-When storing on a trailer, keep 
trailers nose pointed up and throw in

some moth balls for the time of stor­
age. 

Slone says the best thing to do is 
take your rig to a dealer, however, 
each person can winterize his own 
boat. 

Another point in boat storage 
passed along was to make sure that 
batteries have a full charge and store 
with fish finders in a dry area. Slone 
recommends even putting a coat of 
wax on your trailer before storage. 

Well,youcantakealittletimeand 
prepare your rig for storage over a 
hard winter or you can neglect it and 
face the problems this coming spring. 

With the investment in a rig, I 
think preparation is the best. Have a 
good winter!

PERMISSION TO HUNT 

Deer hunters nrc required by law 
to ha\'C wrillen permission from the 
l:lndownerbeforc hun ring on private 
property. 

Although 90 percent of all hunt­
ing takes place on private property, 
regrettably more and more private 
lands arc being po~tcd. Trespassing 
and humcr/landownc:r conllicts nrc 
growing conccms. 

In a recent study supported by 
Whitetails Unlimited, Inc., trcspnss­
ing was cited as the number one rca­
son for posting properties. The study 
further indicated lhat landowners do 
notmindhunlingon theirpropc.rty so 
much as lhey resent loss of control 
over who uses their land. Pecfccl.ly 
undersumdable. 

As a pan of its Project POLITE 
(Pennission Of Landowners In order 
ToEfner) Whitetails Unlimitcd,lnc., 
with the assistance of Federal Car­
tridgeCompany,hasproduccdnndis 
distributing free of charge hunter/ 
landowner idemification (ID) cards. 
The program was created to promote 
good hunter/landowner relations. In 
most cases, proper identification on 
the hunter's part makes privntc land· 
owners more receptive to aUowing 
respectful ~J>Ortsmcn to hunt on their 
land. 

When a sport.<;man selects Clloca­
tion where he would like to hunt, he 
should approach the landowner to 
aSk for permission. After properly 
introducing himself, and asking for 

COACHING IN THE NFL 
Who are the best head coaches in 

the NFL? It'snqucslion that football 
fans loyetodebate and, honestly, it's 
one they don't know exaclly how to 
answer. 

People often judge coaches by 
SuperBowlandplayoffnppeamnces, 
and the number of games they have 
wonoverlhecourseoflhcircoaching 

careers. I prefer to look nt specific 
seasons, and circumstances, where I 
think~ coach has done, or is doing, a 
great JOb. 

Right now, the most innovative 
coach in the NFL is Sam Wyche of 
the Cincinnati Bcngals. Not that he 
bas a sharper mind than anyone else; 
but he seems 10 have thought of inno­
vativeway:stoplaylhegame. Wyche 
took everyone by swprise when he 
came out with the no.huddle offense. 
As far as I can see, if you have the 
players to run it. it's an outstanding 
offense that is exciting lO watch. 

The DettoitUons' Wayne Fontes 
is another coach who is doing a great 
job, but his great talent, so far, has 
been hiring gifted assistant coaches. 
The Lions are now real threat with 
their potent run and shoot offense, 
which was engineered by his assis­
tant Mouse Davis. Fontes is a good 
example of of the kind of coach who 
lets his assislants doabout85 percent 
of the work. The assistant coaches 
are the ones down in the trenches, so 
they arc the ones who design the most 
effective game plans. Fontes sees his 
job as that of a motivnrorns well as an 
overseer of the assistant coaches; but 
it's because he is a good manager that 
Fontes is developing a reputation as a

Some Kentucky hunters are find­
ing it difficult to obtain wriucn per­
mission from landowners-even in 
cases where verbal permission is 
given freely. In many of lhese cases, 
the landowners seem lo ha\'e a gen­
crru reluctance to "sign anyl.hing." 
Fear of liability may be a source of 
theirunwillingness. Thcirnpprchen­
sion, though quite understandable, is 
unjustified. 

Kentucky law affords protection 
from liability to the landowner who 
grants permission for sportsmen to 
use his property. By granting permis­
sion tohunt(ortraporfishorcarnpor 
hike, for that mauer) the landowner 
does not extend to the user any assur­
ances that the propeny is safe for the 

talented coach. 
There are several coaches still 

acli\·e in the NFL who are sure to be 
remembered as some of the game's 
greateSt ever. Chuck Noll led the 
PiuSburgh Steelets 10 fourS upcr Bowl 
victories in the 1970s. The had a lot 
of great players on those '70s teams, 
but what is more impressive is the 
way NoU got his team into the play­
offs last year, with much less Ullentto 
work with. He showed everyone that 
he still has what it takes. 

In Miami, Don Shula keeps lhe 
Dolphins going after years of suc­
cess. At the start of this season, 
although the last few seasons have 
been mediocrefortheDolphins, Shula 
was just 41 wins away from being the 
winningest coach in NFL history. 
I'm sure he wants to break my old 
coach George Halas • record of 325 
wins. Shula's big problem now is 
lnck of quality players. Nol to put 
down Minnesota • s J eny Bums, but if 
Shula had the players that the Vi­
kings do, he'd be back in the Super 
Bowl in no time. 

Out in San Francisco where 
George Seifert stepped right into Bill 
Walsh's shoes last year and guided 
the 49ers to another NFL Champion­
-ship. Is Scifertagreatcoach? I'm not 
sure yet, because when you think of 
San Francisco, you think of Mon­
tana. Rice and Craig-not the coach. 
Great players have made all the dif­
ference there. 

Not to be hard on Seifert, coaches 
never come into the game and make 
a great tackle or throw a long !Ouch­
down pass. Tn my eyes, it's the per­
sonnel on the field who are going lO 
make the difference in the final score.

user's mtended purpose (KRS 
150.645). The statute further states 
thru the owner giving pe.:mission 
.. shall not be liable for any injwy to 
any person or property" caused by 
the negligent nets of that usee. 

In other words, should a hunter 
step in a groundhog hole and break 
his ankle while hunting on private 
property, he would have no cause for 
legal action against lhe landowner. 
The landowner is afforded that pro­
tection under the law. 

Another example might be l.he 
hunter who falls and breaks his fa­
vorite rifle while crossing a fence. 
This hunter is "on his own" and has 
no claims against the landowner. 

The landowner must make the 
potential user aware of any .. known 
or obvious" dangers on the property. 
For instance, if there is quicksand on 
a piece of property, and the owner is 
nwareofit. he must advise the user of 
this possibly dangerous area. Another 
example might be the l:mdownerwho 
l"Dows of an abandoned mine shaft 
on his property- he must make the 
user aware of that potential hazard. 

Under KRS 150.645, the land­
owner who leases property for bunt­
ing or fishing purposes - in ex­
change for cash or other material 
consideration- may have a greater 
risk of liability than the landowner 
who simply "allows" his property 10 
be used. This same Slalute which 
protects the landowner who freely 
permits the use of his property for 
hunting or fishing, places added re-
sponsibility on the owner who as­
sesses a fee- such as the landowner 
who charges S J 00 for hunting rights 
to a particolar tract, or the "pay lake" 
opcmtor who charges a fee for the 
opportunity to fish in his pond. 

The private landowner holds the 
key to the future of all sport hunting. 
Hunters must strive 10 leave the land 
on which they hunt in even better 
condition they found it )Property 
damage and litter arc common rea­
sons for "posting" land.) The hunter 
who takes a few extra seconds to pick 
up a discarded can or a piece of trash 
- regardless of who left it- will 
likely be welcome to return.

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CHOOSING NEW 
FISHING TACKLE 

REQUIRES CONSIDERATION 
Wil.h hundreds of new bass fish­

ing tackle items due on store shelves 
wilhin l.he nc;~~:t few weeks, anglers 
shouh.l !itudy !.heir own fiShing styles 
and needs carefully before making 
purchases. 

Th3t 's the advice of E vinrude Pro 
St.aff angler Denny Brauer, who re­
cently returned from the annual 
meeting of l.he American F1shing 
Tackle Manufacuucrs Association in 
New Orleans where he had the op­
portunit>' to see much of the laLest 
equipment on display. 

"For the past several years, fish­
ang equipment has become more and 
more specialized," explams Brauer. 
"There arc rods, rocls,lmes, lures and 
even taeklc boxes designed specifi­
call)' for n certain fishing technique 
or condition. 

"Before purchasing anything, I 
suggest a fisherman carefully ana­
lyl..C h1sown fishing style, the type of 
\Vater he fiShes mo:;t, and his ov.'ll 
preferences. 

"Specialized equipment can make 
anyone a better bass angler, but iL 
may have limited applications that 
don't really suit a fisherman." 

The most obvious specialization 
has been with rods, explains Lhe 
Evinrude pro, and because Lhey are 
oflen quite expensive, it is important 
for an angler to study how he might 
usc a panicular rod. Many rods can 
be used for several differ.:nt types of 
fishing techniques. 

Brauer also suggests anglers pay 
particularatLention to light-line spin­
ning equipment, even if they prefer 
heavier baitcasting outfits. 

"Today I probably catch more Lhan 
30 percent of my tournament bass on 
spinning tackle with six and eight· 
oound tesLline," he notes. ··on more 
and more lakes, Lhe heavy fishing 
pressure is causing bass to become 
more wary of lures. 

"Dass fishermen will see a lot of 
new spinning rods and reels in Lhe 
tackle stores next year, and I strongly 
suggest they study them carefully." 

When looking at the many new 
lures that will become available, 
Brauer recommends 1rying one and 
experimenting to sec how well it 
works before purchasing more of 
them. 

"A lot of fishermen, myself in­
cluded, will buy four or five of the 
same lure just because we think it 
willcatchbass,"helaughs. "It makes 
much more sense to purchase one 
and try it f II:>t. 

"Remember. new lures are not 
going LO obsolete older lures. If you 
have developed confidence in one 
particular lure, you'll catch bass on 
Lhatlurc no mauer how old it is." 

BASS ARE SMART BUT 
THEY'RE NOT HUMAN 
The next time you're bass fishing 

and can't get a strike, don't think the 
fish arc smarter Lhan your are. 

"A 
smile 
can be 
affordable." 

Instead. look at the conditions 
around you and try to imagine how a 
bass would react to Lhem. Then, ad­
just your fishing accordingly. 

That'sthcadviccfrom KenCook, 
amcmberoftheEvinrudeOutboards 
Pro Saaff and a former fishencs bi­
ologist who now tanks as one of 
America's top professional lOuma­
ment anglers. 

"Many fishermen tend to give bass 
human characterisucs," explains 
Cook, "and this can acwally hurt 
their fJshang. Bass don't thmk like 
people. They probably don'l 'Lhink' 
at all. 

"Instead, Lhey react to their envi­
ronment, especially 10c hanging water 
condations. They have a strong in­
stinct to survive, but fiSh don't think 
or reason and make choices." 

What happens when anglers give 
bn._o.;s human characteristics, Lhc popu­
lar E vinrude pro notes, is that they 'rc 
thinking of how they themselves arc 
reacting to the conditions. This pre­
vents them from accurately focusing 
in on why they're not gcLting any 
strikes. 

"Bass have very good vision, an 
excellent sertSeofhearing,and a rela­
ovcly good sense of smell,'' says 
Cook. ''The flsh see hear. or smell 
things thal repel them, but this is pure 
instinct, noL any abilily of the fish to 
reason. 

"How many times have you caught 
two bass on Lhe same lure at Lhc same 
time? If the second bass could rea­
son, it would certainly realize the 
flrst one was in trOuble and swim 
away, but instead, it runs in and strikes 
Lhe same lure and makes the same 
mistake." 

Cook advises anglers to learn as 
much about bass biology as possible 
if they want to improve their fishing. 
This way, l.hey can better figure out 
what bass are likely to be doing be­
fore they even st.art fishing. 

"As an example," Cook points out.. 
"remember that bass do have good 
color VISion, so keep m mind what 
colors bass can sec best in the water 
depth you 'rc fiShing. 1 like to usc 
natural shad type colors in clear water.

Bass have two separate hearing 
systems, adds Cook, which act inde­
pendently of each other and provide 
a defense mechanism as well as a 
sense of hearing. Anything that sends 
sound waves through the water, such 
as a dropped tackle box or a noisy 
trolling mo10r, can frighten bass. 

"Noises that originate in the air, 
such as two fishermen talking, don't 
penelr8te Lhe waLer that well, says

"That's why we use flippmg and ' coming victory. (Phoro by Ed Taylor) 
pitching lure presentations. or why 
slow, quiet, fmesse fiShing works 
well. They don't have such a nega­
tave effect." 

There arc also definire chemical 
odors t.ha t repel bass, says Cook. and 
the older and larger a bass becomes, 
Lhe more important !.he olfactory sense 
becomes. Washing your hands after 
you put on suntan lotion, mix oil or 
gasoline, or even after touching an­
OLher fish, isn't a bad idea. 

"What'simportantlOremember," 
explains the OMC angler, "is to real­
ize Lhere is probably a very logical 
reason why bass are not hitting your 
hues. 

"Itmayhavesomethingtodowith 
what the fiSh are seeing, hearing or 
smelling, but it doesn't have any­
Lhing to do with how bass are think­
ing."

TRIMMING THE FAT 
Many of us have become more 

health conscious in our diets, cutting 
back on fat. cholesterol and calories. 
But that doesn•t mean that red meat 
has to be eliminated from our diets 
just to reach a healthier goal. 

Good nutrition and good health 
can be easy 10 reach without making 
radical dietary changes. Just a little 
knowledge and some common sense, 
in combination with the improved 
food producL~ now available, can 
mean still enjoying meat meals and 
healthier eating. 

Today's beef, port and lamb, 
for example, are much leaner than the 
meat that was reaching your super­
market orbut.cherof even five or ten 
years ago. Torcducefatcontenteven 
more, choose the leaner cuts avail­
able: inbeefthatmeans~hank,round, 
and loin cuts: in pork the tenderloin, 
loin chops or leg (fresh ham); in lamb 
the leg, shank or loin chops; in veal 
just about any cut is relatively low in 
fat ln ground meat,nlways pick the 
leanest variety available. 

You can also lower fat content 
by trimmmg all visible fat before 
cooking. Choose a cooking method 
thal helps eliminate fat. By using a 
meat rack in your pan, fat can drain 
off the meat as it cooks. For soups, 
stews or boiled meats, skim off fat (or 
refrigerate and then remove the hard­
ened fat) before serving, Using non­
stick pans and low to moderate heats 
will allow browning wllh(lUt adding 
fal. 

One of the best suggestions to 
allow you to enjoy meat whtle still 
lowering fat. cholesterol and calories 
is 10 keep servmg SIZeS small. The 
American lnsutute for Cancer Re­
search favors the recommendations 

ofdietitianswhoadviselimitingdaily 
consumption of meat, :fish or poultry 
to six or seven ounces. A three-ounce 
serving of beef, for example, can be 
surprisingly low in fat and calories . 

The secret to success with 
smaller serving sizes is to not make 
the meal the main focus of the meal. 
Serve an extra vegetable selection 
rather than a larger meat portion. Or 

select recipes where the meat portion 
is extended bycombiningit with other 
foods, especially healthful vegetables 
and whole grains. 

GINGER-ORANGE BEEF 
1 lb. beef top round steak 
110 1-112 tsp. soy sauce 
3 tbsp. orange juice 
1-112 asp. cornstarch 
2 tbsp. grate.d orange peel 
ltbsp. freshly grated ginger OJ 

1-l/2 tsp. ground ginger 
I tsp. cinnamon 
3 tsp. vegetable oil 
4 10 5 cups sliced vegetables 

(any favorites, including carrots, 
green or red bell peppers, snow peas, 
water chestnuts, broccoli, celery) 

3 cups shredded cabbage, let­
tuce or spinach 

Trim the visible fat from the 
beef and slice into thin strips. Mix the 
soy sauce, orange juice, cornstarch, 
orange peel, ginger and cinnamon. 
Pourthismixtureovertheslicedsteak, 
stir lightly and allow 10 stand while 
you slace the vcgcubles. 

Heat 2 teaspOOns of the oil in a 
large skiUet or wok. until hOL Add 
the beef mixture and cook over high 
heat, stirring constantly, until 

browned (about 3 minutes). 
Remove the beef to a plate. 

Add the remaining teaspoon of oil to 
the skillet or wok and add the vege­
tables. Cook. stirring constantly, for 
three tO four minutes, or until the 
vegetables are still crisp-tender. Re­
turn the beef 10 the slcillet and mix in 
well. 

This will produce about four 
servings, each with nine grams of fat 
and only 275calories. It can be served 
plain, or over rice. 

HEALTHY -HEARTY

"Outlook for the Economy and Real 
Estate'' from the National Assoc1a· 
tion of Realtors.
