Among topics proposed for dis­
cussion are issues concerning pur­
ported restrictions on booster clubs at 
Prestonsburg High School; school 
activity fund finances at Martin Ele­
mentary; and the position of board 
secretary.

Federal judge rules : 

Pact will 
stand in 
lawsuit

A federal judge denied a motion 
August 1 on behalf of a Floyd County 
teachers' aide to set aside a seule­
ment in a civil rights case against the 
Floyd County Board of Education. 

Judge Joseph Hood ruled Thurs­
day that a settlement on behalf of 
Karon Robinson would stand as 
submitted to the court by her attor­
ney, John David Preston of 
Paintsville. 

According to court records, Robin­
son said she did not agree to the terms 
of the settlement which provided she 
would receive $15,000 and be re­
employed for the 1991-92 school 
year. 

The board voted on November 7, 
1990toacceptRobinson'ssettlement, 
which said the board admitted no 
fault or improper action, but agreed 
to pay Robinson $15,000 and hire her 
for the coming school year. 

In Robinson's suit, filed February 
12, 1990 in the Eastern District at 
Pikeville, Robinson claimed she was 
not re-hired as a teacher's aide in the 
1989-90 school year because she 
would not support a particular candi­
date for county attorney. She filed 
suit against the board of education; 
and assistant superintendent Pete 
Grigsby Jr., superintendent Ron 
Hager and former board chairman 
James D. Adams, individually. 

In a letter to her attorney dated 
January 1, 1991,Robinsonsaidthata 
$15,000 payment was a "ridiculously 
insufficient amount" considering that 
"four parties (were) named in the 
complaint." 

"I will not accept it nor do I in­
struct you to answeraffmnatively for 
me," Robinson letter said "If the 
court should affmn this agreement 
without my signed release, I will fight 
it" 

Robinson hired Prestonsburg at­
torney Phillip Damron on April26 to 
represent her in trying to get that 
settlement set aside. 

F.C. Bryan, an attorney for Bryan, 
Fogle and Chenoweth representing 
the board of education, filed a motion 
onJune20aslcingthecourttoenforce 
the settlement. 

Damron's reply to that motion said

No contamination 
is found .in Dewey 

Water samples taken from the area 
where medical waste was discovered 
in Dewey Lake on Friday, July 21 
have been tested and the results re­
turned on Tuesday, according to 
David Chaffins, Area 9 Disaster and 
Emergency Services representative. 

The results, provided from the 
Floyd County Health Dcparunent, 
showed no type of contamination, 
according to Chaffins. The Kentucky 
State Police arc stiU investigating the 
incident and further information about 
the contents of a medical dispenser 
bottle found on the scene were un­
available. 

"Shag" Campbell srud Tuesday the 
call for a special meeting was not yet 
"official." Campbell said he hoped to 
finalize plans for the special meeting 
Wednesday morning. 

The booster club issue stems from 
a leuerallegedly sent to Prestonsburg 
High School booster clubs from prin­
cipal Robert May asking the organi­
zations to cease their fund raising 
efforts. May's letter said that all 
booster clubs were part of a current 
Kentucky State Police investigation 
into weekly bingo games at the school 
conducted by the Prestonsburg Aca­
demic Athletic Association (P AAA). 

State Department of Education 
attorney Steve Yater said last week 
that May's letter was "disgusting" 
and that there was a big difference 
between gambling and gaming and 
bake sales and car washes. 

The school board asked for a probe 
into the P AAA' s bingo games after a 
Times investigation showed that the 
organization did not meet state law 
criteria to operate as a charitable 
gaming activity. 

The issue at Martin Elementary 
deals with the school's activity ac­
counts, which ended with a deficit 
balance at the end of the 1989-90 

school year. 
An audit of the school's account 

last year showed that the school ended 
the year with a $14,121 deficit in the 
general fund. Ron Moubray, state 
associate superintendent of finance 
for the state Deparunent of Educa­
tion, instructed superintendent Ron 
Hager last year to direct Martin prin­
cipal Bill Hughes to submit a plan to 
reduce the deficit by the end of the 
1990-91 school year. 

Under state law, a school cannot 
end the year with a deficit. 

The third issue deals with the 
position of secretary to the board of 

education. The board votedatitsJuly 
meeting to appoint assistant superin­
tendent Gary Frazier as secretary to 
the board, replacing superintendent 
Hager. 

After theJ ul y meeting, Hager said 
that he had a four-year contact to 
serve as secretary until July 1992. 

At the meeting, Hager said he 
wanted to remain as secretary, but 
would do as the board directed. He 
did not mention the contract at that 
meeting. 

Hager said Monday that he had 
not relinquished his duties as secre­
tary. When asked why the issue was 

put on July's agenda, Hager replied, 
"It's on there every year in case the 
board wants to make a change." 

Hager said he did not mention his 
contractatthemeetingbecause"three 
of the board members who gave me 
the contract were present." 

Reportedly two other topics will 
be discussed at the meeting, but it 
could not be confmned Tuesday by 
the Times. 

The special meeting Thursday is 
expected to begin at 6 p.m. and will 
be held at the central office. The 
meeting is open to the public.

An investigation is underway into 
the cause of a train derailment Tues­
day morning near Allen Elementary 
School.

Bikers find help after 
trip takes wrong turn

The riders were lost in a foreign 
country where they barely spoke the 
language. They had been bicycling 
all day and had reached a small town 
where they knew no one. From out of 
nowhere, a kindly pastor appeared 
and offered them the use of the local 
church for the night. 

Sound like a movie? That's ex­
actly what happened to Christian 
Malkmus, 19, of Partenstein, Ger­
many, and Jiirgen KuBberger (pro­
nounced Koos-burger), 20, ofTuerth, 
Germany. Both young men are from 
the Bavarian region of Germany. The 
two came to America slightly less 
than two weeks ago for a vacation. 
The Germans were planning to bi­
cycle the United States from coast to 
coast, beginning in New York and 
completing their ride in San Fran­
cisco. 

"We got the idea about haifa year 

ago," said Malkmus, "while we were 
sitting in a pub. We wanted to do 
something after we finished school." 
After finishing school, all German 
men are required to perform one year 
of military or community service. 

"We wanted to tak:e a long bicycle 
tour. We thought about Scandinavia 
and Southern Europe, but we thought 
the United States would be more inter­
esting," said Kul3berger. 

TheGermanshavepasscd through 
New York, Pennsylvania, Maryland, 
Virginia, West Virginia and now 
Kentucky. "We normally stay in 
campgrounds," said Kul3bcrger, "but 
once, in Amish country, a family let 
us sleep in their garden." 

The young men stopped in 
Prestonsburg almost by accident. 
Monday, the cyclers were in West 
Virginia. "We wanted to go to Hunt­
ington or Charleston, but we had 
already ridden 145 kilometers (about

Financial 
activity 
detailed

A detailed account of of the Floyd 
County Fiscal Court's finacial activ­
ity for the 1990-91 fiscal year, which 
ended June 30, was released this week 
by county treasurer David D. Allen. 
The treasurer's report is published in 
its entirety in this issue of the Times. 

As required by state law, the report 
offers a breakdown of receipts and 
expenditures for tl-1c fiscal year, in· 
cluding figures for the county's gen­
eral fund, road fund, jail fund, and 
Local Government Economic Assis­
tance fund (LGEA). County payroll 
expenses are included in lump-sum 
amounts. 

Here are summaries of each finan· 
cia! category: 

General Fund 

The county's general fund opened 
the 1990-91 fiscal year wnh a bank 
balance of $1,518,117.41, adding 
$1,859,512.87 in revenues during the 
course of the year. Major factors 
contributing to general fund receipts 
included $893,119.69 from property 
taxes and $234,805.09 from motor 
vehicle taxes. The county earned 
$58,540.94 in interest during the year. 

Total receipts plus the beginning­
year bank balance came to 
$3,377,630.28 for the general fund. 

On the expense side of the general 
fund ledger, the county spent 
$2,485,882.55 during the year. That 
figure included transfers to other 
funds totaling $585,558.47. General 
fund disbursements exceeded the 
year's receipts by approximately 
$600,000, reducing the prior year's 
$1.5 million bank balance to

In the 1990 Democratic Primary, 
Cecil received 32 percent of the vote, 
spending just $20,000 in the 23-
county race. 

After winning the Democratic 
nomination in 1990, Perkins narrow I y 
defeated Republican challenger Will 
T. Scott of Pikeville in the general 
election.

Governor·s program to replace 
a total of 542· bridges statewide 

Governor Wallace G. Wilkinson 
and Transportation Secretary Milo 
D. Bryant last week unveiled Phase IT 
of the Cooperative Bridge Replace­
ment Program. 

Wilkinson made his announce­
ment at the 1991 Kentucky County 
Judge Execuuve and Kentucky 
Magistrates Association Convention 
in Louisville. Phase II of the program 
will replace 430 county bridges 
greater than 50 feet and less than 225 
feet and 112 state bridges greater 
than 20 feet and less than 225 feet­
fora total of542 bridges. The major­
ity of these bridges arc on farm to 
market roads which are critical ele­
ments to the transportation network 
of rural Kentucky. 

As part of Phase I of the program, 
Floyd County will have three bridges 
completed this weekend, according 
to Judge Executive John M. Stumbo. 
The bridges are on the Left Fork of 
Abbott, Clark Branch on Buffalo and 
near Mills Branch in Wayland. The 
fourth bridge the county qualified for 
was at LiUle Paint. but was taken by 

the construction of new Route 23, 
according to Stumbo. The list of 
bridges for Phase II has not yet been 
announced but Stumbo is hoping to 
at least get the bridge at Rough and 
Tough replaced. 

"Two years ago I announced Phase 
I of the Cooperative Bridge Replace­
ment Program to replace 1 ,031 local 
bridges 20 to 50 feet in length which 
couldn't hold the weight of a loaded 
school bus,"Wilkinson said. "As you 
know, this five year program has 
already successfully addressed over 
400 of these bridges. Our goal should 
be to eliminate every single deficient 
bridge vital to the every day life of all 
Kentuckians." 

. Wilkinson added that "Phase II of 
the Bridge Replacement Program will 
tackle another generation of bridges 
not previously addressed in the Phase 
I program that also cannot accommo­
date loaded school buses." 

The Transportation Cabinet will 
administer the program in coopera­
tion with the specific city or county

$891,747.73 to start the 1991-92 fis­
cal year. 

Road Fund 

The county's road fund ended the 
the 1989-90 fiscal year with a bank 
balance of$228,795.77 and received 
during the 1990-91 year a total of 
$1,576,766.62 from various sources. 
Top contributors to the fund's re­
ceipts were $782,194 from the state 
and $400,000 transferred from the 
county's general fund. 

Disbursements from the road fund 
came to S1,523,982.78, leaving a 
year-end bank balance of 
$281,579.61. 

Jail Fund 

Opening the fiscal year with a slim, 
$725.08 bank balance, the jail fund 
added receipts totaling $284,718.32 
from a number of sources. A little 
less than half of the total jail receipts, 

$126,143.04, came from the state. 
Another $85,558.47 was transferred 
from the county's general fund. 

Jail fund disbursements for the 
fisca I year totaled $261 ,035 .50 ,leav-
ing a bank balance at the close of the 
year of $24,407.81. 

LGEAFund 

The county's Local Government 
Economic Assistance fund began the 
1990-91 fiSCal year with a bank bal­
ance of $113,335.47, adding 
$1,804,993.39 from state sources 
during the year. The majority of those 
receipts were from coal and mineral 
severence taxes. 

Disbursements from the fund came 
to $1,747,429.50 during the year, 
leaving a year-end bank balance of 
$170,899.36. 

A complete version of the 
treasurer's report is published in 
section C of this issue of the Times. 

jurisdiction. The Phase II program 
will be initiated with the replacement 
of one bridge per 12 highway dis­
tricts at a cost of $2,575,000.

Robinson "obviously" did not agree 
to the settlement terms and that no 
settlement agreement was executed 
by Robinson and her attorney. 

"Written settlement agreement 
furnished to the plaintiff's attorney 
two months after the offer of seUle­
ment did not comport to the offer 
madeSeptember25,1990," the reply 
said, "to wit: there is no mention in 
the offer of allowing the defendants 
to deny liability." 

The only issue in the case, accord­
ing to the reply, was that whether or 
not Robinson was bound by the acts 
of her attorney. 

"Whether to allow the plaintiff to 
go forward with her case or to declare 
the matter settled is within the sound 
discretion of the court," the motion 
said. "It is respectfully submitted that 
this lady is entitled to her day in 
court." 

Damron said Friday that federal 
law states that a client is bound by the 
actions of their attorney.

90 miles) that day and we were very 
tired," Malkmus explained. "A big 
man with a big grey beard and a beer 
in his hand stopped and offered us a 
ride to a campground. We took the 
ride, but instead of going west to­
wards Huntington, he went south." 

They were able to find a camp­
ground ncar Williamson, West Vir­
ginia. 

After riding from Williamson, they 
were passing through Prestonsburg 
when they met Rev. Tim Jessen, the 
pastor of the First Presbyterian 
Church. "We asked him how to get to 
a campground and he told us we 
could sleep in the church," KuBbcrger 
said. 

Jessen said he saw them "sitting 
on the side of the road at the top of my 
street in Lancer talking to someone 
who was looking for a map. I knew 
they weren't local bikers so I offered 
them a map of Kentucky." Jessen 
took the two to breakfast Tuesday 
morning, after which the two set off 
from Prestonsburg. 

The Germans have been very 
impressed with America in their trip 
so far. "The people here are so 
friendly. You can meet someone 
while cycling and they will talk to 
you like you've known them for half 
a year. The people we've met have 
been wonderful," said Malkmus. He 
jokingly added, "I just wish they'd 
keep their dogs on leashes." 

The young men said that they are 
using the trip to think about their 
future plans. Malkmus said that he 
wants to return home and study for­
estry. KuBbergcr said that he is using 
the trip to help h1m decide what he 
wants to do. "Traveling helps me . 
Utink," he said. 

The two have changed their travel 
plans slightly. From Prestonsburg, 
they are planning to ride through 
Lexington and Louisville to StLouis 
and rent a car there. "We don't think 
riding through mile after mile of 
cornfields would be all that interest-

ing," said Malkmus. They are plan­
ning to drive from St. Louis to Den­
ver and then ride acros.s the Rockies 
to San Francisco. 

When asked why they are under­
taking this 3,000-plus mile trip, 
Malkmus said, "We can say that we 
did somethjng that not many people 
have done. More people should get 
on their bikes and ride. It's much 
more interesting than doing it by car.

A search of the premises produced 
six marijuana plants growing in plant­
ers scattered throughout the prop­
erty. The marijuana plants were lo· 
cated in several areas hidden in tall 
weeds. The sheriff and deputies 
searched the area for approximately 
an hour. 

Sheriff Thompson and deputies 
Linzie Hunt, Don Johnson and Homer 
Neeley conducted the search. 

No arrests were made and the case 
is under investigation by the depart­
ment.

Common sense. Violent crime is 
appalling and we need to do some­
thing about iL Drugs, knives, Illegal 
guns and gangs each play a consider­
ablerole in rismg crime rates. It's not 
just the big cities suffering the im­
pacts of violent crime, but also our 
suburbs and even our rural neighbor­
hoods. I believe the U.S. Congress 
has an opportunity right now to do 
something to improve our commu­
nity safety by protecting the rights of 
honest Americans beset by violent 
rampages from career felons. 

There's a proposal under consid­
eration right now which claims to 
address how to keep criminals from 
purchasing handguns from licensed 
firearms dealers. Provisions in 
S.1241, the Biden Crime bill, would 
require a 5-day waiting period prior 
to the purchaser taking possession of 
a handgun. That 5-day waiting pe­
riod is rich in symbolism and poor in 
substance and should be defeated. 

Everyone agrees felons shouldn't 
be able to possess guns. But experi­
ence proves that schemes like wait­
ing periods and bans have little im­
pact on violent criminals. The U.S. 
Attorney General has confiJ1Tled that 
the va<>t majority of criminals get 
their guns on the black market. 

That's why waiting periods and 
semi-automat•c nfle bans fail to re­
duce violent en me. Caltfornta, Wash­
ington, D.C .. New York, Conn~::eti­
cut, Illinois, Maryland, Massachu­
setts, and New Jersey have harsh gun 
laws, yet in each area the violent 
crime rates have failed tu be reduced 
and, in fact, these rates have actually 

increascd ... sometimes faster than the 
national average. 

But, if a cnminal is desperate 
enough to try and purchase a hand­
gun through a legitimate dealer, 
waiting periods will likely fail to catch 
him. According to the U.S. Attorney 
General, a waiting period-even with 
a background check-has only a 50-
50 chance of accurately screening 
out felons. Waiting periods will do 
more to deny honest Americans ac­
cess to a potential self-defense hand­
gun. Waiting periods have vinually 
nothing to do with deterring felons 
from committing horrible and vio­
lent crimes. 

The Daviess County Fish & Game 
Association Inc. believes there is a 
better way. The Instant Check sys­
tem, like the one working in Virginia, 
Florida and Delaware, makes checks 
mandatory. quick and fair. It also 
updates our country's criminal his­
tory ftles making them accurate and 
computerized and bringing the rec­
ords into the 21st century. 

More needs to be done about pro­
tecting our neighborhoods, stopping 
illegaJ drug smuggling, cuttmg out 
easy prison parole and ending court­
room injustice if we want to reduce 
violent crime. But S.l241, with its 
waiting period and other restrictive 
gun provisions, is a sham-it ad­
dresses none of the complex ques­
tions on how to restrict criminal ac­
cess of firearms by conv1cted felons. 
Only the Instant Check system, cur­
rently working in several states, ef-. 
fectively screens out convicted fel­
ons from purchasing handguns from 
legitimate dealers while protecting 
the rights of honest Americans pur­
chasing handguns for protection, 
recreation or hunting.

Th1s was the ac;h that was formally 
gomg to our Floyd County LandfilL 
This hazardous ash had been stored 
for quite some time in an uncovered 

trash dumpster. All the time, it was 
washing into our ground and the creek 
that flows into the Big Sandy River, 
Medisin started covering the 
dumpsters when the Kentucky EPA 
instructed them to. 

In March 199I,the Kentucky EPA 
took soil samples in the vicinity of 
Medisin 's incinerators. The results 
show contamination in the vici.Jtit y of 
the hospital and the adjacent neigh­
borhood. This is contaminated soil 
that will stay contaminated from the 
poisons that these incinerators have 
been burning. The only way the 
people in the vicinity of the incinera­
tors and surrounding neighborhoods 
can safely raise vegetable gardens is 
for Medisin to clean up the contami­
nation they have caused. 

Is the Highlands Regional Medi­
cal Center going to build apartments 
for older citizens on this contami­
nated ground? Without any regard 
for the neighborhood, Highlands 
Regional burned medical waste on 
open burners for twenty years and 
Medisin has been burning from sev­
eral counties and out of state medical 
waste. The hospital and Medisin Inc. 
has shortened the lives of all persons 
that has been breathing their fumes. 
Everyone near these incinerators is 
ill. They suffer from irregular heart­
beat, pulmonary edema, gastrointes­
tinal problems and rashes that is hard 
tocoverupwithevenmake-up.

Kentuckians Lobby in Washington for Water Protection Act 
A dozen members of Kentuckians 

For The Commonwcallh (KFfC) 
joined olher coalfield citizens from 
across lhe country to press lhe need 
for protection of water resources from 
coal mining operations in mid-July 
during a week of intense lobbying in 
Washington D.C. 

The citizens asked their elected 
representatives to support lhe Coal 
Field Water Protection and Enforce­
ment Act, which would require resto­
ration or replacement of all water 
resources damaged by mining. It 
would amend the Surface Mining 
Control and Reclamation Act 
(SMCRA) of 1977, which coalfield 
residents have discovered is not strong 
enough to protect water supplies from 
coal operators. 

"There are two parts (to the legis­
lation) I lhink are really important 
including underground mining in the 
regulations and stronger enforce­
ment," said KFrC vice-chairperson 
Linda Brock of Knox County. "All 
the regulations in lhe world won'tdo 
us any good if !here isn't any enforce­
menL" 

According to lhe U.S. Office of 
Surface Mining, state inspectors did 
not take enforcement action on more 

than 60 percent of Lhe violations 
committed by coal operators in 1990. 
More Lhan 40 percent of Lhcsc in­
volved water problems. 

The legislation calls for coal op­
erators who damage or destroy water 
resources to replace them. It places 
Lhe burden of proof on mine opera­
tors so citizens would not have to 
pursue coal companies in lenglhy and 
expensive court battles, as many must 
do now. 

The bill also provides for stricter 
enforcement of Lhe law, including 
penalties for mine inspectors who 
fail to carry out their duties. 

"Water is a life-sustaining resource 
that should be protected, and Lhe users 
of water should be protected," said 
KFfC Chairperson Daymon Mor­
gan of Leslie County. "Water should 
have priority over coal or anything 
else that pollutes it." 

"Rivers and creeks have turned 
orange, brown and black, stopped 
flowing and become so heavily pol­
luted wilh invisible chemicals they 
are unsafe for humans and animals," 
said Harlan County KFrC member 
Hazel King.

State Fair promises summer fun 
Kentuckians have a chance to 

participate in an ancient tradition this 
August - the Kentucky State Fair. 
Although Lhe commonwealth's tra­
dition originated in 1816 and wasn't 
Lhe same sort of fair we know today 
until 1902, fairs have been around 
since history was first recorded. 

Many ancient fairs began as reli­
gious festivals. Later Lhere were har­
vest celebrations that eventually 
evolved into trade fairs. 

In Kentucky, fairs have tradition­
ally been associated with livestock. 
Local fairs began as cooperative 
sheep-shearings where farmers gath­
ered to collect wool. 

The first statewide fair in Ken­
tucky was organized by Colonel 
Lewis Sanders in 1816. He offered 
eight silver cup prizes for livestock 
and one cup for the best piece of 
clolh. 

Eventually fairs began to be spon­
sored by organizations rather than 
individuals. In 1853 the Southwest­
em Agricultural and Mechanical 
Association sponsored a statewide 
fair in Louisville's Crescent Hill area. 

In 1856, Lhe state began to appro­
priate funds for a statewide fair, but 
success was sporadic. The Civil War 
further suspended fair activities. It 
wasn't until the tum of the century 
that local events began to thrive and 
a lobby was made to initiate a new 
statewide event. 

In 1902, the first official state fair 
as we know it today was held at 
Churchill Downs in Louisville. But 
even since then, there have been 
plenty of changes. 

Baby contests began as "baby 
health" contests. Babies were passed 
down a line of doctors and nurses for 
complete physical examinations and 
tested for alertness and response. 

Points scored in each test were to­
taled to determine the winners. 

Other attractions weren't as whole­
some-at one fair the apple-cider man 
was asked to leave the midway be­
cause his cider had turned. Another 
act, the "Wild Girl," was also asked 
to leave. 

Perhaps the biggest reform was 

when professional gamblers were 
banned from the fair in 1948. Chi­
cago gamblers threatened fair man­
ager J.O. Matlick and the FBI was 
notified. Another gambler went to 
Matlick's office to offer him a bribe 
and was chased out of the building 
wilh a chair. 

Gov. Earl C. Clements sent in a 
special detail of state policemen to 
take care of the gamblers and threat­
ened to cancel the fair. 

The state police have never been 
able to take care of the weather, 
however. In 1913, a severe drought 
threatened to cancel the fair. But, in 
fact, it rained every day of the fair. 

This year's fair promises to be 
memorable, too, with events like the 
World Championship Horse Show 
and stars like the Oak Ridge Boys, 
Hank Williams, Jr., Randy Travis, 
George Strait and Sheena Easton. 
With family fun at Kentucky King­
dom Amusement Park, the 1991 
Kentucky State Fair has something to 
offer everyone.

how the water problems were affect­
ing them personally. Brock brought a 
jar of water from a new well her 
family paid$3,000 for after their first 
well was ruined by mining. Despite 
having been filtered, the water was 
unfit for drinking, bathing or laun­
dry. 

King brought heating elements 
from her hot water heater that had 
been corroded by the water. Evelyn 
Williams of Knott County brought 
laundry turned orange by her water. 
She's had to buy four washing ma­
chines since 1980. 

"They say, 'Whatyoudon'tknow, 
don't hurt you.' I say, 'What you 
don' tknow kills you,"' Williams said. 

The KFrC members joined citi­
zens from 11 states and the Navajo 
Nation during the Lobby Week, which 
was sponsored by the Citizens Coal 
Council, a coalition of grassroots 
organizations around the country, 
including KFTC. The citizen lobby­
ists were well-received by the legis­
lators and congressional staff they 
visited. 

"We had a much more positive 
response than I'd anticipated. We've 
got really solid groundwork laid," 
said Aloma Burke of Pike County. 

"Some legislators were shocked 
by the pictures and samples people 
showed them," KFrC student intern 
Sherry Hall of Knott County said. "I 
don't know if that will override the 
political alliances, but I think they 
were really affected by people's sto­
ries and realized that some practices 

were unjust." 
The KFfC lobbyists met with 

Representative William Nate her and 
staff members of the rest of the 
Kentucky Congressional delegation. 
None gave any commitment to the 
bill, and the lobbyists will follow up 
with phone calls and letters. 

One benefit of the Lobby Week 
was that people got a chance to hear 
about the water problems in other 
areas of the country. Many of the 
problems are the same, which is one 
reason to push for federal legislation 
that will apply to everyone. 

Some areas, however, have prob­
lems different from those in Ken­
tucky. In Montana, for example, 
where land is used primarily for ranch­
ing and rainfall totals only 10 to 18 
inches a year, "water is the limiting 
resource," said Paul Reichert of 
Montana. If water sources are de­
stroyed, ranchers can't afford to bring 
in bottled water for their cattle. 

The KFrC members who lobbied 
in Washington thought the lobby 
week was a good start towards pass­
ing the Coal Field Water Protection 
and Enforcement Act. 

"I'm pleased to see this number of 
people galhered to work on this bill," 
said Brock. 

"I think we definitely got their 
attention," added Morgan. "We 
should continue to put pressure on."

Most homeowners are unaware 
that regardless of their income there 
are federal, state and local programs 
that will help them repair and re­
model their homes. 

Government at all levels recog­
nizes that neighborhoods arc the basis 
of life in our country. When a neigh­
borhood deteriorates, many things 
happen both physically and socially. 
Homes that are shabby seem to make 
a neighborhood more attractive to 
crime and crimmals. An area in de 
cline is like a spreading cancer. As 
homes become rundown and in need 
of maintenance, the residents lose 
their desire to keep up the neighbor­
hood. Streets become receptacles for 
trash, schools lower thelf standards 
and, very quickly, the selling price of 
homes in the area drops sharply.

LATE SUMMER IS TIME TO 
ADD BEARDED IRIS TO 

YOUR GARDEN 

Prepare now for a rainbow of 
blossoms next spring by planting 
bearded iris. 

"July and August are the months 
in which you can plant- or divide 
- bearded irises," said Mary Witt, 
Extension horticulturist with the 
University of Kentucky College of 
Agriculture. 

Bearded irises need plenty of sun 
and a well drained soil to make them 
successful. 

"If your soil is poorly drained or 
very rich, you might want to try Sibe­
rian, butterfly iris or yellow flag since 
each of these varieties can do better 
under such conditions than bearded 
iris," she said. 

In preparing beds for bearded iris, 
work the soil fairly deep with a fertil­
izerlowin nitrogen, such as 5-10-10. 
Well decomposed cow manure in­
corporated into the soil will increase 
the fertility of the soil and its tilth. 

When you are ready to plant, dig 
two shallow holes, leaving a dividing 

ridge in the center; place the rhizome 
directly over the center of the ridge 
and spread the roots to each side. 
Cover with soil, but be sure the rhi­
zome is within reach of the sun's 
rays. The rhizome should be placed 
just below the soil surface so the top 
5 to 10 percent is exposed to the sun. 
Finn the soil around each rhizome 
and water to settle the soil. Refinn if 
necessary after the soil has settled. 

"Applying mulches such as straw, 
leaves or pine needles is a good prac­
tice. They discourage weed growth 
and help prevent compaction of the 
soil by rain," shed. 

She cautioned that a heavy mulch 
may be detrimental in rainy weather 
or over poorly drained soils since it 
may help favor soft rot diseases of the 
rhizomes. 

Come next spring,remove all dead 
leaves and apply a handful of fertil­
izer over each clump. And after 
bloom, remove spent bloom stalks to 
the ground to give more space for 
younger fans. An extra feeding and 
watering until midsummer will help 
maintain irises in good growing 
conditions. 

Residents of this area can receive 
Easter Seal services at any of the six 
Easter Seal centers located through­
out the state. The Society's rehabili­
tation services help children and 
adults overcome their physical dis­
abilities resulting from birth defects, 
traumatic accidents and debilitating 
diseases.

Prestonsburg Community College 

How seriously should we take the 
threat of global warming? By this 
time, most of us have read the dire 
predictions and shivered through­
or rather, sweated through-the scare 
scenarios. Now it's time for a cool 
assessment of the facts. In this essay 
I would like to review the evidence 
for global warming in a calm and 
objective manner. 

In a world of specialists, the gen­
eralist is always suspect. Therefore, 
let me say at the outset that the facts 
in this essay are taken from Bill 
McKibben's "The End of Nature" 
(Random House, 1989); Michael 
Oppenheimer's and Robert Boyle's 
"Dead Heat: The Race Against the 
Greenhouse Effect" (Basic Books, 
Inc. ,1990); Gary McCuen's "Ending 
War Against the Earth" (Gem Publi­
cations Inc. 1991); Christopher 
Flavin's "Slowing Global Warming: 
A Worldwide Strategy" (World watch 
Institute 1989), Constance Mungall' s 
and Digby McLaren's "Planet Under 
Stress" (Oxford University Press, 
1990); and Charles Bazerman's "The 
Informed Reader" (Houghton Mif­
flin 1989). The titles themselves tell 
the story. 

Facts are powerful persuaders. 
Sometimes a well-placed fact, deliv­
ered with a minimum of fanfare, can 
penetrate the mind's defenses and 
cause it to revise its operating prem­
ises. Here's a fact which startled me 
during my research for this essay. 
According to William S. Fyfe, pro­
fessorof geology at the University of 
Western Ontario, "new data from the 
Arctic shows that the sea ice near the 
pole is thinning rapidly, as much as 
fony percent since 1976" (Mungall 
& McLaren 17). 

Let's stan at the beginning. What 
is the global warming hypothesis? To 
put it in layman's terms, it is the 
theory that pollution from automo­
biles, power plants, refmeries, feed 
lots and other man-made sources is 
causing the Earth's climate to get 
warmer. To put it more scientifically, 
the hypothesis proposes that "green­
house gases"-water vapor, carbon 
dioxide, methane, nitrous oxide and 
chlorofluorocarbon- are trapping 
the sun's heat in the Earth's atmos­
phere in the same way that glass traps 
solar radiation inside a greenhouse. 
However, as any student of logic will 
tell you, all analogies are false, and 
the greenhouse metaphor is a crude 
simplification of the actual physical 
processes involved. 

The hypothesis was flfSt proposed 
by Svante Arrhenius in 1896. Know­
ing that carbon dioxide molecules 
absorb solar radiation that would 
otherwise be reflected back into space, 
he calculated that a doubling of car­
bon dioxide concentrations from their 
preindustrial levels would raise the 
average global temperature by 4° 
Celsius, or nine degrees Fahrenheit. 

Four greenhouse gases-water 
vapor, carbon dioxide, methane, and 
nitrous oxide--have always been 
present in the atmosphere, because 
they are part of the metabolic cycle 
that sustains all life. The ftfth gas, 
chlorofluorocarbon, is a man-made 
gas which is used as a refrigerant, 
solvent and blowing agent for foam 
plastics. Scientists estimate that one 
molecule of chlorofluorocarbon can 
absorb solar radiation 15,000 times 
as efficiently as carbon dioxide 
(Flavin 13). Funhermore, CFCs can 
survive in the atmosphere for as long 
as a century. 

Since water molecules absorb heat, 
water vapor is considered a green­
house gas. Furthermore, the amount 
of water vapor (clouds) in the Earth's 
atmosphere is thiny times that of 
carbon dioxide (Oppenheimer & 
Boyle 26). 

Collectively, these gases aetas an 
insulating blanket around the planet. 
Except for chlorofluorocarbon, which 
destroys stratospheric ozone, they are 
beneficial to life as long as they remain 
at low levels of concentration. In 
fact, scientists estimate that if our 
atmosphere contained no greenhouse 
gases whatsoever, the Earth's sur­
face would be more than 30 degrees 
colder (Mungall & McLaren 51). 
Moreover, carbon dioxide is essen­
tial for life, because it is an important 
nutrient for plants. 

The trouble starts when levels of 
concentration begin rising. One group 
of facts supporting the global warm­
ing theory has to do with the chang­
ing composition of the Earth's at­
mosphere. Scientists know from their 
measurements that over the pastlSO 
years, a period during which indus­
trialization and deforestation changed 
the face of the planet, the Earth's 
atmosphere underwent a substantial 
change. While nitrogen and oxygen 
are still the main constituents, other 
gases have been building steadily. 
Carbon diox1de, produced by the 
burning of fossil fuels, wood and 
other materials, has risen 25 percent; 
nitrous oxide, produced by applying 
ammonium or mtrate leruhzer to soil, 

has risen 19 percent; chlorofluoro· 
carbon, which was invented bychem· 
ist Thomas Midgley in the earl> 
1930s, is rising at an annual rate of S 
percent (Flavin 6, 13). 

Since 1958, Charles Keeling has 
been measuring carbon dioxide lev­
els in the atmosphere at his measur­
ing station on the Hawaiian volcano · 
of Mauna Loa. In the period between 
1958 and 1989, carbon dioxide con­
centrations at this site rose at a steady 
rate-from 315 parts per million to 
351 (Flavin 11). 

One of the most fascinating areas 
of research in recent years has been 
the study of ice core samples from the 
Arctic and Antarctic ice caps. On 
these caps, ice has been building up 
steadily over thousands of years. 
When snow falls on them, air is 
trapped between the flakes, and when 
the flakes are compacted mto ice, this 
air is preserved in bubbles (Oppen­
heimer & Boyle 26). By drilling core 
samples of this ice and measuring the 
chemical composition of the atr 
trapped inside its bubbles, scientists 
have determined that in preindustrial 
times the level of carbon dioxide 
concentration in the Earth's atmos­
phere was 280 parts per million or 
less. When we combine this finding 
with Charles Keeling's measure­
ments, we can calculate that since the 
dawn of the industrial age- about 
1800 A.D.-carbon dioxide levels 
have increased from 280 parts per 
million to 351, an increase of 25 
percent. 

Several years ago, a 2,083 meter· 
long ice core was taken from the 
Antarctic ice cap at the Soviet station 
of Vostok in East Antarctica. A team 
of French and Soviet scientists re­
cently completed an analysis of this 
core. The information in it extends 
back 160,000 years, through the last 
ice age and the warm period which 
preceded it, to a previous ice age 
before that. The core revealed that 
over this vast period of time, carbon 
dioxide levels fluctuated between 175 
parts per million and 280 parts per 
million. Levels were highest during 
warm periods and lowest during cold 
periods. Temperature levels during 
the last 160,000 years fluctuated 
between 2° Celsius warmer than 
today's climate and 10°C colder. In 
other words, during the peak of the 
last interglacial period, about 125,000 
years ago, the Earth was two degrees 
warmer than it is today (Mungall & 
McLaren 112).

Singing Copperheads, Rattlesnakes All in A Row 
"If you go to the lake area, and you 

are around some rocky places, you 
had better be careful, you just might 
encounter some cooperheads and 
rattle snakes," said Ronnie Halbert 
who works for Columbta Gas. Hal­
bert and Don Bays were in the lake 
area cutting a right of way when 
Halbert noticed something by a rock. 

"I looked and there a copperhead 
had his head sticking out," explained 
Halbert. "We'd kill one and then there 
would be another one. So, we took 
the winch we had on our truck and 
hooked a cable around it and pulled 
(the rock) up enough so that we could 
see under the rock and there was a 
bunch of them underneath it." 

What Halbert and Bays did not 
expect to see was the presence of 
rattlesnakes also- five of them to be 
exact. When the final kill was made, 
it totaled four copperheads and five 

rattlesnakes. The. iargest rattlesnake 
measured 43-inches long. 

"We killed them up around Arrow 
Point," said Halbert who said that 

fear never entered in. "I just wanted 
to kill every one of them because of 
the danger they present. One copper­
head did get away from us though." 

Snakes· alive - no, dead! 
Rattlers and copperheads mixed! Ronnie Halbert and Don Bays photo­
graphed these creatures after they spent over an hour killing them. Five 
rattlers and four copperheads were found under one rock In the Jake 
area. 

Halbert said this is the first time 
they had encountered anything like 
this in cleaning or cutting out right of 
ways. "We killed a few black snakes, 
but no copperheads or rattlesnakes," 
Halbert explained 

Halbert said that he gave the rat­
tlesnakes to Chuck Hatfield, of the 
BeaverCreek power station, who also 
likes to have rattlesnake meat on his 
menu. According to Hatfield, the 
largest rattlesnake was a male and the 
other four were females with young 
ones. 

"He told me that we killed them at 
the right time. Had it been longer, 
they (the babies) would have been 
born. So we really killed more than 
the nine," Halbert said. 

"What surprised me was that they 
all stayed together and did not run," 
he said. "One copperhead did start to 
move away slowly, but we killed 

h
. .. lm. 

Halbert said that two of the rattle­
snakes started "singing" at them 
because "they were getting awful mad 
at us." 

I Jalbert explained that they killed 
the snakes with a shovel and .22 
caliber bird shot. "We killed them 
easier with the shovel though," he 
noted. "It helped us to keep our dis­
tance with a long handle shovel." 

According to Halbert it took him 
and Bays approximately an hour and 
a half to kill off all nine snakes. 

"The rattlesnakes were as big as 
my arm,"hesaid holding out his arm. 
"I heard you shouldn't kill black 
snakes, but I just can't let them go 
because they are a reptile." 

For Halbert and Bays, it may have 
been a day at work, but what they 
encountered and did, was not part of 
the job description.

Business and child care 
providers to hold meeting 

What are the costs of child care'! 
"The costS are greater than most of us 
think", says Don Combs of the Big 
Sandy Area Labor-Management 
Committee. "The biggest costs are 
when child care isn't available or 
isn't what the person really needs. 
When this happens, businesses pay 
through higher absenteeism and 
depressed or preoccupied employ­
ees." On average working parentS 
miss seven days of work each year 
because of inadequate child care. 

In an effort to discover the impact 
of child care in the region, several 
local businesses have given ques­
tionnaires about child care problems 
and their effect on employees. With 
over 400 responses in, it is clear that 
some child care problems arc com­
mon to many employees. Not having 
a reliable child care provider, having 
no one to provide after-school child 
care, and not being able to leave 
children with a provider when a child 
is sick are most often cited a prob­
lems. 

Workers with child care problems 
say they often have to miss work, 
give up lunch hours, or call in sick 
when their child is in need. Even 
when they are able to stay at work, 
many confess that they arc often dis­
tracted with worry over their child's 
welfare. 

Nationally. employers have re­
sponded to this problem by establish­
ing in-house child care centers, spon­
soring existing centers, and by sim­
ply educating their workforce about 
how to solve their own problems. 
There is now a way for employers to 
give their employees money for child 
care that is tax free. 

"Ne need to think of adequate 
child care as a community resource, 
the same as good roads and afford­
able housing, if we want new busi­
nesses to come into the area and 
develop existing businesses" said 
Roger Recktenwald of the Big Sandy 
Area Development District. "This is 
no longer a 'convenience' butane­
cessity that has drastic effects on job 
turnover and lost time at work. Child 
care has an enormous impact on a 
local economy." 

TheLabor-ManagementCommit­
tee is not only discovering what needs 
the workforce has, but is sitting down 
with businesses and their employees 
and helping them come up with vi­
able solutions. Combs believes that 
"Just talking about the problem is a 
step in the right direction. From there 
a business has a range of options to 
consider - some of which cost very 
little especially when compared to 
the benefits." 

As part of their efforts at educat­
ing the public, the Big Sandy Area 
Labor-Management Committee is 
sponsoring a luncheon entitled "All 
About Business and Child Care", at 
the Jenny Wiley State Park on Au­
gust 27. The luncheon, which is free 
to the public, will feature Paul Pat­
ton, Pike County Judge Executive 
and Nicki Rathsbun, a child care 
consultant and President of Unlim­
ited Potential, Inc. Reservations for 
the luncheon will be required. 

"The luncheon is an opportunity 
for child care providers and busi­
nesses to meet informally, listen to 
general information on the problem, 
and hopefully raise some common 
issues and concerns" said Carol 
Lewendowski of the Area Develop­
ment District. "Most everyone at­
tending knows what the problems 
are, what they want to hear arc solu­
tions. Solutions are what this lunch­
eon is all about"

By far the most popular of 
these was the "footwashin' meetin', 
held in July, for 'twas then that most 
people who had lived in Bonanza, 
and moved away, tried to return- to 
see old, familiar faces, mix and mingle 
in the activities connected with this 
event and to revive memories of rela­
tives and friends no longer there. 

Although persons have "scattered" 
so much that not as many return to 
this event as in days of yore, the 
meeting is still held-and may there 
never be a time when it will no longer 
be there. 

About 1930, the Rev. Joel Henry 
Conley, a carpenter by trade, went 
from-door-to-door of the homes of 
members of this church and an­
nounced that he would replace the 
aging building and that all he would 
charge would be "two hens apiece 
from each of the good sist~rs of the 
church." I never knew how much the 
Conleys' flock of poultry increased 
during that period, but this building, 
still in seemingly excellent condi­
tion, bears testimony to a cooperative 
effort on the part of many faithful 
souls there.

Sara Caitlin Nicole Haley, daugh­
ter of Roy and Mallie Haley of East­
em, celebrated her frrst birthday on 
June 1 without the fanfare of a big 
party usually associated with frrst 
birthdavs. The toddler suffers from a 
rare fo~ of muscle cancer and must 
avoid contact with large crowds of 
children. 

"She can't play with kids who 
haven 'thad chicken pox, or who have 
been around someone ill," said her 
mother. "The flu can put her in the 
hospital for 2-3 weeks." 

After a brief excursion to town, 
Mrs. Haley must shower and change 
clothes before she can hold her daugh­
ter. 

Doctors discovered the infant had 
cancer on May 9, and Caitlin has 
been undergoing chemotherapy treat­
ment since that Lime. Three tumors 
were discovered in her right lung. 
She wears a catheter in her chest 
which allows the treatment to enter 

Every 2 1(2 weeks, the child must 
be hospitalized for one week for fur 
therchemotherapy treatment. In about 
six weeks,hertreaunents will be given 
once a week. Chemotherapy has 
caused sores in her mouth, and she 
must use an oral mouth rinse to com bat 
them. She also takes medication to 
prevent infections which could prove 
fatal to her. 

The toddler is fighting the cancer 
and her doctors say she's doing beucr 
than expected, according to her mom. 
"She hasn't had any setbacks and 
she's maintaining her weight. 

"After two sessions of chemother­
apy at 50 percent dosage, her tumors 
have decreased by 50 percent," she 
said. 

Much of her treatment is experi­
mental and expensive, srud her 
mother. Although the family's insur­
ance company will partially reim­
burse them for some of the treatment, 
it will not pay for the experimental 
treatment such as CAT scans, Mrs. 
Bailey said. The family is feeling the 
fmancial crunch incurred by the treat­
ment.

Just recently a friend asked me to 
write an article on the fast disappear­
ance of some of our local wildflow­
ers. I am afraid that were I to do it, we 
would lose more and more of them. 
As we all know, some people do not 
want something until they are told it 
is scarce . To dig or pull up a flower 
growing out in the woods or along the 
road side and transplanting it in a 
flower bed kills it in more ways than 
one. They arc not nearly as preuy in 
a flower bed. Leave them where they 
are so more of us can enjoy them as 
we pass by. 

What has happened to the old 
fashioned flowers that were once 
found around every farmyard? How 
many of you still have a yucca plant 
in your yard? It is sometimes called 
the Century plant, Candles of Heaven 
or Adams needle. While doing a little 
research, I find this plant to be a 
native of the Southeast and not of the 
West as we are led to believe. This 
plant is so hardy that when taken 
West by the early settlers, it tookroot 
and grew as if it were a native. Now 
the Westerners claim it The female 
pronuba moth collects pollen from 
one blossom and carefully rolls it 
into a small pellet which she stuffs 
into another blossom. She then lays 
her eggs in the blossom. The emerg­
ing worms feed on some of the seed. 
Without the help of the moth, the 
yucca would not set seed and she 
would have no place to lay her eggs. 

Another fast fading plant is the 
tiger lily. Most every garden or yard 
had a row of these beauties across the 
front These plants grow about three 
feet tall and are topped with a mass of 
orange blooms speckled with black. 
It is a hardy plant also and seems to 
have no disease or insect enemies. 
About the only place you will fmd 
them now is around some old aban­
doned farm house. The tiger lily bulbs 
multiply very rapidly ,and it sets seeds 
that can be planted to start more plants 
and they can be started by the age old 
method of propagation. 

The old day lily can still be found 
in almost any locale. The seed cata­
logs still sell them, but in so many 
more different colors than you used 
to see. 

The mallow, now called hibiscus, 
is another old hand-me-down plant. 
They too arc now in four basic colors: 
white, whitc with a red center, pink 
and red. 

The above flowers are only a few 
of the hundreds that are disappearing 
in our local area and it will be our 
loss. I, at one time, had all of the

The only old plant I now have in 
my yard is an old Sweet William 
plant from the yard of my late mother­
in-law. It is tall and covered with 
blooms this year, and is too thick. I 
will have to transplant it either this 
fall or no latcr than next spring. am 
slow in digging it up as I am afraid I 
might lose it for some reason. 

Each local area has its own plants 
that do better than they do anywhere 
else. Lets try to keep them and share 
with your neighbors if and when you 
do separate the old clumps. The new 
plants we get from nurseries and secif 
companies are beautiful, but not as 
beautiful as our old natives.

In medium saucepan, bea together 
eggs, milk, sugar, honey and 1/4 
teaspoon salt Cook over low heat, 
stirring constantly, until mixture 
thickens and just coats a metal spoon. 
Cool quickly by setting pan in ice or 
cold water and stirring for a few 
minutes. Cover and refrigerate until 
thoroughly chilled, at least one hour.

Concern about water supplies 
mounts as the intense heat of summer 
and sparse ratnfall continue. 

Only one percent of me earth's 
water 1s ava1lable for drinking. Most 
adults need 2-1/2 quarts of water per 
day to maintain health, but Ken­
tuckians use an average 62 gallons or 
more. Water use is higher in summer 
as people move many of U1eir inter 
esLs and acuvitics outdoors. 

Although mere are presently no 
indications of severe drought condi­
tions for me Commonwealth, water 
conservauon measures are always in 
order, espec1ally dunng hot. dry 
summer months. 

' f he Kentucky Division of Water 
suggests the following water conser­
vation measures for outdoors: 

*Mow your lawn wim water re­
tention in mind. Set mower blades on 
a high setting (2 to 3-inch grass lengm 
as opposed to golf-course short) to 
prov1de natural ground shade and 
promote water retention by l11e soil. 

*Water lawn and garden in the 
cool of me morning to minimize 
evaporation. A void peak consump­
tion hours (4- 9 p.m.). 

*Water slowly to prevent runoff. 
Dirc.ct t11e water where plants need it, 
at the roots. 

*Water Lioroughly, but no more 
man one inch per week. If you use a 
sprinkler, place cans or patts to meas­
ure amount of water used. Watch 
wind shifts, or better yet, don't 
sprinkle on windy days. 

*Water infrequently, no more than 
every mird day. 

"'Mulch plants to prevent evapo­
ration loss. 

*Think toward me future. If you 
w1ll be adding or replacing plants, 
plan to use native or other low water

Kentucky real estate commission 
Q. Please explain the term "contin­

gency" and it's affect on acontractto 
purchase property. 

A. In John Reilly's book, The 
Language of Real Estate, a contin­
gency is defined as, "a provision 
placed in a contract that requires the 
completion of a certain act or the 
happening of a particular event be­
fore that contract is binding". 

All contingencies must be very 
specific and have a definite cutoff 
date that outlines when the terms of 
the contingency must be met. If the 
contingency docs not have an expira­
tion date, the property could be tied 
up for an indefinite perio<i of time 
while the prospective purchaser at­
tempts to meet the contingencies. 

The most common contingency 
found in a real estate purchase con­
tract is one for financing. Kentucky 
regulations require that all contracts 
for the purchase of real estate must 
specifically set forth the exact man­
ner in which the property is to be 
fmanced. 

Other contingencies could include 
the performance and receipt of a clear­
ance leuer from a termite company, 
an inspection of the electrical, plumb­
ing and heating systems performed 
by a qualified individual, or the 
completion of any repairs by the seller 
that were agreed to as a condition of 
the sale. 

The fulfillment of any contingency 
requires a diligent and good faith 
effort by the parties involved to 
complete the terms of the contract. 

As with any contract, be sure you 
understand all of the provisions and 
contingencies thoroughly before sign­
ing the document.
