Federal suit filed 
against former 
Wheelwright cop

Problems continue for a former 
Wheelwright police chief, following 
the recent fiHng of a civil rights ac­
tion against him in U.S. District Court 

The case against Danny Milligan, 
filed by Prestonsburg attorney Ned 
Pillersdorf, stems from a September 
1990 incident. Milligan allegedly 
"violently assaulted" Dennis Buck­
ley, the plaintiff, "without JUStifica­
tion or provocation" by striking him 
with a blackjack, spraying mace in 
his eyes and kicking him in the legs as 
Milligan was putting Buckley into 
the police cruiser. 

Milligan's alleged actions are in 
violation of United States civil stat­
ute 42 USC 1983, which pertains to 
the violation of civil rights by physi­
cal hann to a prisoner by a police 
officer. 

Milligan was relieved of his du­
ties as Wheelwright police chief on 
November 15, 1990 following un­
confirmed reports that he had alleg­
edly misused the city's police cruiser. 

According to Pillersdorf. Milli­
gan has not been served with this 
lawsuit and his whereabouts are 
unknown. 

A civil suit lists only the plaintiffs 
cause of action.

Site preparation work on a new 
Prestonsburg High School at Middle 
Creek was put on the back burner 
Monday night after the Floyd County 
Board ofEducation voted to probe an 
alternate proposal locating it near the 
existing school. 

On a 3-2 vote Monday, the board 

hired real estate appraiser Dixon 
Nunnery to appraise land; contact 
land owners adjacent to the north 
side of the current high school; and 
make a feasibility study to determine 
if the property is a suitable building 
site. 

BoardmembcrEddieBillips, who 
submitted an alternate proposal to the 
board in April suggesting that site, 
made the motion to hire Nunnery 

which drew quick quest1ons from 
boardmembersJamesDuffandMary 
Hall. 

"Don't we already own property 
for that (project)?" Hall asked. 

"I have a concern about the prop­
erty the board now has, whether or 
not the money used to purchase the 
property will comeoutoflocal board 
money," Duff said.

Two die in mishaps

A Martin County woman was 
killed Monday evening, August 19, 
when she lost control of her car on 
U.S. 23, crossed the center line and 
struck an oncoming vehicle, state 
police said. 

The victim, Carletta Crum, 20, of 
Inez, was northbound on U.S. 23 at 
Auxier at 6:05 p.m. when her '88 
Chevrolet Cavalier apparently went 
out of control and hit a '90 Jeep 
Wagoneer driven by Clarence Shef­
field, 54, of Prestonsburg, according 
to a report from the Pikeville state 
police post. 

Crum was pronounced dead on 
the scene by Floyd County deputy 
coroner Glen Frazier. Sheffield was 
taken to Highlands Regional Medi­
cal Center and later transported to 
Cabell-Huntington Hospital in seri­
ous condition, police said. 

Crum was wearing a seatbelt and 
Sheffield was not. The Floyd County 
Emergency and Rescue Squad used 
the jaws of life to remove the victim 
from the vehicle. The incident is still 
under investigation by trooper David 
Watkins. 

In a separate accident, on Thurs­
day, August 15, a Floyd County 
pedestrian crossing U.S. 23 at Betsy 
Layne was struck by a car and fatally 
injured, according to the state police. 

Alva Jean Hall, of Betsy Layne 
was crossing the four-lane highway 

at 2:52p.m. near the mouth of Pike­
Floyd Hollow when she apparently 
ran in front of a veh1cle driven by 
Edna B. Baril of Prestonsburg, police 
said. 

Hall was transported to Highlands 
Regional Medical Center at

thereafter, police said. 

Baril was driving a 1984 Chev­
rolet Citation when she struck Hall, 
and she was not injured. No charges 
have been filed, according to the state 
police. 

Judge nixes injunction, 
Frazier to retain post

Thanks to a court ruling issued 
Monday, the Floyd County Board of 
Education apparently has an official 
board secretary, an unofficial board 
secretary and a secretary to the 
secretaries ... at least temporarily. 

After a brief hearing last week, 
Johnson Circuit Judge Stephen 
"Nick" Frazier ruled Monday that the 
appointment of assistant superinten­
dent Gary Frazier to the post of board 
secretary would stand until a chal­
lenge to Frazier's appointment was 
resolved in court. 

Frazier's ruling Monday was a 
denial of a request for a temporary 
injunction from Floyd superintendent 
Ronald Hager which sought to block 
Gary Frazier's appointment. Hager 

has contended in a civil suit that he is 
the board's official secretary by vir­
tue of a four-year contract he was 
awarded by the board in 1988. All 
five members of the board were 
named as defendants. 

The court's denial of the injunction 
apparently confirms the board's 
appointment of Gary Frazier as board 
secretary, at least until Hager's suit is 
resolved by trial. The case is set to be 
heard on September 9 in Floyd Cir­
cuit ~ourt. 

Despite the court ruling, it appeared 
that at least three sets of minutes were 
recorded during Monday evening's 
sessionoftheFloydCounty Board of 
Education. Notes were taken by Fra­
zier, Hager and Sherry Ratliff, who 
has served in the past as secretary to

Area banks, grant to underwrite plan 

Loan fund to 
lend support

Economic diversification efforts in 
the Big Sandy area were boosted this 
week when eight regional banking 
institutions joined forces with the Big 
Sandy Area Development District to 
establish a loan fund to aid develop­
ment 

The banks, located in Floyd, 
Johnson, Magoffln, Martin and Pike 
counties, will contribute a total of 
$166,667 to the special loan fund 
which allows them ulti-county enter­
prise to qualify for another $500,000 
in grant monies from the U.S. De­
partment of Commerce and the fed­
eral Economic Development Admini­
stration (EDA). 

The funding combination will 
provide a total of $666,667 for allo­
cation under the Big Sandy Area 
Revolving Loan Fund to aid new or 
expanding businesses in the Big 
Sandy region. 

Loans will be available for busi­
nesses in the industrial, commercial 
or tourism sectors of the economy 
and borrowers must demonstrate that 
they will create new jobs, particu­
larly non-coal jobs, or retain existing 
jobs. Money may be borrowed for 
fixed asset financing or for working 
capital, butnotforopen-end working 
capital, speculative activities, refi­
nancing or investment. 

Applicants interested in loans must 
first apply at a participating bank or 
with the U.S. Small Business Ad­
ministration. Loans will be made only 
after it has been determined that an 
applicant is unable to acquire needed 
financing through conventional 
sources or to supplement financing 
from conventional sources. 

Loans from the Revolving Loan 
Fund may range in size from $5,000 
to $1 00,000 and interest rates arc 
expected to be set at 1.5 percent be­
low the New York Prime Rate. 

The fund will be managed by a 
committee which will include repre­
sentatives from each of the eight 
participating banks and five other 
membersappointedbytheBigSandy 
Area Development District board of 
directors. 

Participating banks include Bank 
Josephine and First Commonwealth 
Bank in Floyd County; Pikeville 
National Bank and Trust, Citizens 
Bank of Pikeville and First National 
Bank of Pikeville in Pike County; 

Citizens National Bank in Johnson 
County; Salyersville National Bank 
in Magoffin County; and Inez De­
posit Bank in Martin County.

Mud Creek 
fire tax is 
proposed

The Mud Creek Volunteer Fire 
Department is in dire need of funding 
and, if they cannot get the commu­
nity support they seek, the depart­
ment could be disbanded. 

Mud Creek is one of just three 
volunteer fire departments in the 
county that do not have a taxing dis­
trict. The others are Auxier and Toler 
Creek. The county gives $2,000 each 
year in Septembertoall the volunteer 
departments, but this "is only enough 
to pay the insurance," according to 
Walker Tackeu of the Mud Creek 
department 

The Mud Creek area is currently 
carrying an msurance (ISO) rating of 
nine, if the fire department goes out 
the rate would jump to a 10 and some 
underwriters may refuse to insure 
residents living in that area, accord­
ing to County Attorney Jim Ham· 
mond. 

"If (Mud Creek residents) partici­
pate in a tax program they will save 
more (money in insurance payments) 
than they pay in tax,'' Hammond told 
Tackett during the fiscal court meet­
ing Friday, August 16, noting that 
this was the approach Tackett would 
need to take with the citizens of Mud 
Creek to get them to consent to a fire 
district taX. 

Crit Mitchell, a Mud Creek rest­
dent speaking in favor of the tax, said 
his fire insurance was S 1,200 a year 
for his modular home before the fire 
department was fonncd, and now he 
pays $586 a year. He also pomtcd out 
that the Little Nancy Church saved

Raise called affordable, 
strike fears are eased

On the eve of the first anmversary 
of the la<;t year's teachers' strike in 
Floyd County, fears of a repeat per­
formance appeared to have been 
calmed at Monday's meeting of the 
Floyd County Board of Education. 

Although no salary increase was 
approved by the board. a joint report 
from the county's District Planning 
Committee and District Budget 
Committee said funds were available 
to provide an across the board 13.5 
percent pay hike to all employees of 

the Floyd County School System. 
The board asked to study the 

group's figures and for representa­
tives from the two groups to meet 
with the board's financial officer 
Russell Frazier on Monday when 
Frazier returns from a vacation. 

"We want to honor our commit­
ment to the teachers that we made last 
year if the funds arc available," said 
board member James Duff. "That 
was part of the agreement (to cntl the 
10-day old tcuchers' slrike)." 

Board chairman Ray "Shag" 
Campbell agreed with Ouff saying, 
"We'll make every cftort to fulfill 

our commitment to the teachers and 
we need to do it as quick as posstblc." 

Dolores Smith and Terry Ratliff, 
chairpersons of those two commit­
tees, said figures obtained by two 
groups showed funds ex1stcd to give 
ccrti fied and classi ficd workers the 
increase. 

Revenue projections for the 1991-
92 school year were based on a 75.3 
ccnL per $100 assessment tax rate. 
The rate breaks down to 67 7 ctnts 
property tax; 7.6 cents Facilities 
Support Program of Kentucky tax

(FSPK); and a 55.4 cents motor ve­
hicle tax 

The FSPK tax is pan of Kentucky's 
Education Reform Act to allow school 
disll'icts to receive extra funding, 
referred to as Tier 1 funding. 

The committee's report said Lhe 
tax rate would produce $27,219,166 
in revenue for Lheschool disll'icL. The 
revenue was based on an 80 percent 
collection rate from Lhe sheriff's 
department, Ratliff said. A higher 
collection rate on the sheriff's pan 
would result in extra funds for the 
disll'ict, he said. 

Recommendations specified that 
salary increases for administrative 
personnel be based on their base sal­
ary, not salary totals including ex­
tended employment and extra serv­
ice pay.

the board secretary. 
The position of board secretary, 

established by state law, is charged 
with recording of school board min­
utes and the secretary is the official 
custodian of all school records. 

At its July 23 meeting, the Floyd 
board voted 5-0 to replace Hager as 
board secretary with Frazier, but a 
second vote was recorded a tan August 
8 meeting after Hager protested his 
ouster. Frazier's appointment was 
upheld at that meeting by a 3-2 vote, 
prompting Hager to file suit against 
the board. 

In his complaint, Hager contended 
he had been awarded a contract in 
1988 to serve as board secretary for 
four years for a salary of $2,400 per 
year. That conll'act apparently was 
altered by the board in 1990 after the 
state's General Assembly enacted an 
amendment lO state law which pro­
hibited superintendents from being 
paid for acting as board secretaries. 
In 1990 the board eliminated the 
$2,400 paid Hager as a secretary but 
his salary as superintendent was in­
creased later to compensate the loss. 
Board minutes from that 1990 ses­
sion also indicate Hager was reap­
pointed as board secretary only for 
the 1990-91 year. 

Referring to the changes in state 
law and the 1990 board meeting 
minutes, school board attorney Cliff 
Latta argued in last Friday's court 
hearing that Hager's 1988 contract 
was no longer effective and Hager 
had suffered no monetary loss be­
cause his salary was not reduced when 
he was replaced by Frazier as board 
secretary. 

Judge Frazier made no comments 
on the merits of either side's argu­
ments m his order Monday denying 
Hager's request for a temporary in­
junction. 

Floyd County Education Associa­
tion (FCEA) president Carol Stumbo 
said after the committee's recom­
mendations were presented to the 
board that the teacher's group plans 
"will go ahead" until thesalarysched­
ules are approved by the board. She 
did not elaborate on those plans. 

"If you (the board) pay teachers 
well, Floyd Countians have the right 
todemandagoodeducation," Stumbo 
said. "We're still concerned about 
teachers going back to work under 
the same conditions as last year. We 
can't have this war continue between 
teachersandadminisll'ators. We can't 
work if we're all angry. We need to 
work together to help educate the 
children of this county." 

About 150 teachers, students and 
parents held a rally before Monday's 
board meeting asking for a concen­
trated effort to improve education in 
Floyd County. 

Stumbo asked those gathered 
outside Betsy Layne High School to 
see what was wrong with the school 
system and work together to make it 
nght. 

"We (teachers) are not going to 
stop until that happens," Stumbo said. 
"If we don't get what we came after, 
then we'll keep coming back. This 
year can be a victory for us." 

Becky Allen, a student at Wheel­
wright High School and president of 
the student council, said that commu­
nity involvement in the school sys­
tem was needed to improve educa­
tion. 

"We have the best teachers, but 
they can't do it all," Allen said. "We 
need modem equipment and the 
proper supplies. Teachers can't teach 
without the board of education's 
cooperation. We support the teach­
ers." 

Ruth Meade, a parent, said more 
parents need to become involved in 
the school system and if Floyd 
Countians were not happy with their 
board members they "need to vote 
them out" of office. 

"If you don't like what you've 
got, get rid of them," Meade said. 
"My daughter is a teacher in Floyd 
County that's ready to leave because 
she don't have the materials she needs 
to teach." 

Speaking on behalf of the busi­
ness community, Dolores Smith told 
the crowd that the business commu­
nity wanted to work toward improv. 
ing education in Floyd County. 

"The business community wants 
students who can think and work," 
Smith said. 'They want students who 
can fill out a job application. We 
want students prepared when they 
c(Jme into the workforce in Floyd 
County. We need a team concept to 
all work together in this county; we 
need to get on the same side. The side 
of the children."

school." 
Prestonsburg Mayor Ann Latta 

sweetened that proposal earlier 
Monday during the public comment 
session of the meeting by saying that 
the city would purchase the existing 

Prestonsburg Elementary school as a 
the learning center for the Kentucky 
Opry. 

"This sale could lake place at such 
a time as the board designates, and 
will provide additional ready fund­
ing for the high school/grade school 
project," Latta said. ''The city is also 
proposing that it lease the present 
elementary school auditorium from 
the board, beginning this fall." 

The mayor also cited an increase 
in response time for emergency ve­
hicles if the school was built at the 
Middle Creek site. 

"The difference between an emer­
gency run to Clark School (across 
from the Middle Creek stte) and the 
present high school is over two min­
utes," Latta said. ''That may not sound 
like a lot of lime, but in two minutes, 
a person can bleed to death. It only 
lakes five to seven minutes when a 
person stops breathing for the brain 
to die ... .I t's the difference between 
a major ftrc, with poss1ble injunes, 

and a controllable one. It's the differ­
ence between a fistfightand a brawl." 

Board members made no com­
ment during Latta's proposal, given 
approximately two hours before the 
discussion on Billips' proposal. 

The Middle Creek site has been an 
issue of controversy since last Octo­
ber when the board voted to purchase 
the site for S400,000 and allow the 
owner, David May ,to retain the rights 
to any coal uncovered during excava­
tion. May later gave the coal rights 
back to the school board. 

Since January, after Billips took 
his seat on the board, a group of 
M1ddJe Creek residents have launched 
a campaign to insure the high school 
be built on that site. 

At the May board meeting, the 
group's spokesman, John Sammons, 
said the group was preparing to take 
legal action against the board if the 
school was not built at Middle Creek. 

AtMonday'smeet.ing,Billipssaid 
if the alternate proposal was feasible 
the board could sell the Middle Creek 
site. 

Board memberTommy Boyd gave 
the second to Billips' motion and 
Chairman Ray "Shag" Campbell 
JOined for the 3-2 maJority vote au­
thorizing the study.

Judgc-ExecutivcJohn M. Stumbo 

advised Tackett that he needed to 
seck a petition from the people his 
department serves, including in that 
area residents within a minimum of a 
five-mile radius of lhe fire house, and 
the court would approve lhe tax. He 
said the usual tax was $1 per $1,000 
of property tax assessment Stumbo 
also noted that, judging from the 
history of olher taxed fire districts, 
the money would help them to lower 
their ISO rating even more. 

"We've got to do something," 
Tackeu said. "We arc in trouble here, 
we can't even start the truck now 
because both batteries arc dead." 

Another citizen to appear before 
the court was Barney Walker, spokes­
person for Floyd Countians in Ac­
tion.

When Ted graduated from U.K. in 
1965 as a mechanical engineer, he 
started wnh nothing; fust, as an engi­
neer with Kentucky Powet Company 
and then as an engineer and manager 
of the Elliou Compan1es. He worked 
from 12-16 hours daily for 20 years 
Any free tunc \\as spent \\ llh his 
family or working m thecommun1ty.

As you know, this 
area is notorious for its high rate of 
a11ergies and respiratory problems, 
which allergists tell us arc caused by 
the high humidity and large amounts 
of mold in the whole area of ca-;tcm 
Kentucky.

This 
I could not let go unanswered. The 
operation, maintenance and salaries 
for workers are very expensive. But it 
is necessary to incur these expenses 
in order to dispose of medical waste 
in a safe and lawful manner.

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Personnel actions okayed : 

Board will pay off deficits

Year-end deficits at three Floyd 
County schools, amounting to almost 
$40,000, will be paid by the Floyd 
County Board of Education and the 
board wants a new system developed 
to avoid such deficits in the future. 

Adams Middle School, Martin 
Elementary and Duff Elementary 
ended the 1990-91 school year in the 
red and the principals at two of those 
schools offered explanations to the 
board Monday. 

Middle School principal Thomas 
Tackeu said at Monday's board 
meeting that his school's deficit was 
caused by a lack of supplies and a 
school budget 

The Middle School's account was 
~ reported to be $21,000 in the red at 

the August 8 special meeting of the 
board, but Tackell said Monday that 
the debt was $15,968.53. 

According to a statement by Tack­
ell, the largest creditor for the school 
was Frey Scientific Company for 
$7,643.88, thatTackettsaidwasfrom 
items purchased to supply the school's 
science lab. Tackett said most of 
school's purchases were for materi­
als needed by teachers to begin the 
school year. 

"You built a $5 million school, 
but didn't give us the supplies to run 
it," Tackett said. 

Tackett said he could not get pur­
chase orders or approval for the ex­
penditures from the central office, 
but he said the supplies were needed. 
Tackett said he was unaware of the 
bills because invoices had been sent 
to the central office instead of the 
school. 

Board member Eddie Bill~s rec­
ommended that the board immedi­
ately adopt a budget plan being de­
veloped by Dr. Robert Arvin, Deputy 
Commissioner for Management 
Support Services for the state De­
partment of Education. Billips said 
Dr. Arvin's budget process would 
allow each school to have its own 
budget and school personnel would 
know their school's budget in May 
before the next school year begins. 

Superintendent Ron Hager apolo­
gized to Tackett and the board for 
having no budget at the Middle School 
and concurred with Billips that each 
school should have a budget in May. 

The board took no formal action 
Billips' proposal. 

At the August 8 meeting, Martin 

principal William Hughes said a lack 
of record keeping contributed to his 
schoolbeing$14,700indebt Hughes 
submitted an outline at Monday's 
meeting to erase the school's debt 

The outline's main focus for re­
ducing the deficit is to hold fundrais­
ers. Money raising activities and 
projected revenue for the school year 
included: twoschooldancesmonthly 
to earn $5,400; a fall and spring din­
ner, $1,600; concessions for 88 ath­
letic games, $1,400; fall festival, 
$800; gym ads, $2,000; vending 
machines, $6,300; and the sale of 
school spirit items (i.e. tee shirts, 
jackets, hats, etc.) 

Hager said he would send the plan 
back to Hughes for a more detailed 
process to reduce the budget 

In other business, the board: 
• received for consideration the 

1991-92 student code of conduct; 
• accepted bids for phase two 

construction at Duff Elementary; 
• awarded bids to Quality Carpet 

for carpet; 

• approved advertising for bids for 
installation of fencing at all schools 
in the district; 

• approved installation of an auto­
matically switched capacitor bank at 
Adams Middle School for a cost of 
$7,000; 

• approved paying $100 a month 
for an alternative emergency response 
alarm system for Prestonsburg High 
School; 

• approved purchasing fleet insur­
ance; 

• approved Site Based Decision 
Making policies for Allen Elemen­
tary and McDowell High School; 

• approved $10,000 term life in­
surance policies for all school em­
ployees; and

Bobcats Don't Quit In Rallying 
Past Allen Central 14-6 

Before the game started, Betsy 
Layne and Allen Central were 0-0 as 
high school football nears. After the 
game, both teams were still 0-0 with 
football nearing. But no one could 
ever convince the Bobcats of Betsy 
Layne that they were 0-0 after post­
ing a 14-6 come-from-behind win 
over the Rebels in the second game of 
the Trojan Panorama at Wheel wright 
Saturday evening.

That was 56 yards bcucr ll1an Betsy 
Layne in total offense as the Bobcats 
messed 133-yards in offense with 
120-yards corning on the ground and 
just 13 by air. 

Bryan Combs had two comple­
tions for the 13-yards while Rebel 
quarterback Brad Scott hit his receiv­
ers for 42-yards on two completions. 
His longest was a 36-yard hook up 
with Jamie Slone late in the fourth 

quarter. 
Allen Central hit pay dirt first in 

the beginning 15 minutes of the game 
on a 70-yard sweep around left end at 
the 3:41 mark, to give the Rebels a 6-
0 lead. The Rebels had taken over the 
football on their own 30·yard line. 
Slone and John Parrott moved the 
ball to the Rebels' 27 when Slone 
took a hand off from quarterback 
Brad Scott and found an opening in 
the line on the left side. The conver­
sion play failed. 

The game remained 6-0 until the 
end of the ftrst half (game was played 
in two IS-minute halves). 

The ability of the Bobcats to move 
the football on the ground against 
Allen Central showed the loss the 
Rebels suffered on the defensive line 
after graduating 16 seniors. The 
ground game of Betsy Layne was a 
very pleasant sight for the Bobcats' 
coaching staff. 

"I told the kids at half time that we 
allowed them to score on mental er­
rors," said Coach Alan Osborne, who 
IS the principal at Betsy Layne High 
School, and who also is helping out 
with the team until a coach is named. 

"We felt comfortable that we do 
things on the ground against Allen 
Central in the second half. Our kids 
did not quit and they came back.

Osborne also said that after the 
panorama game his team needs to 
concentrate more on offense. 

"Face masking cost us 45-yard.s in 
penalties," said Rebel mentor Dewey 
Jamerson, who is in his second year 
as the Rebels' head coach.

Becau~e the:-.e vehicles are made for off-road use, they have heavy­
duty frames. suspension:- and -;tde, .. all ures - as well as the ride of a 
none-too-gentle truck. The added weight of all-wheel drive also causes 
more frictiOn and reduces fuel economy and acceleration power under 
nonnal driving condittons. 

With these facts in mind , a good reason to buy an all-wheel drive is 
the need for off-road use. such as a work situation in rural or isolated 
areas or recreattonal purposes that take you to the desert or mountains. 

Another reason for buying an all-wheel-drive vehicle is living or 
spending time 111 an area with particularly bad \\inter driving conditions. 
At one time, I lived in the mountains of Switzerland. where having all­
wheel drive was es!'.ential for getting around when the ice. snO\\ and winds 
took control of the road-.. 

Once you ha,·e decided to purchase an all-wheel-drive vehicle. the 
chotces are \\ide!~ varied. Pickup trucb. Jeep-type vehicles and passen­
ger car~ nO\\ arc a" ai I able \\ ith all-\\ heel drive. 

The types of all-wheel drives also are '' idely varied. starting \\ ith the 
most primiti\ e kmd. which requires getring out of the vehicle either to 
lock or unlock the hubs. Thts is the equiv_alent of having to stan a car 
from the front with a crank. 

At the other end of the all-wheel-drive spectrum is the ~)stem that keeps 
the vehicle in that mode full time. In between are all kinds of variations. 
including the vehicles you can shift back and forth from two- to four­
wheel drive v.hile the vehicle i:-; in motion or ··on the fly." 

If you need a vehicle for rough off-road terrain. there also are all wheel 
drives with a variety of low and high ranges. including a low "granny" 
gear that has a maxm1urn speed of 25 mph but is strong enough to pull a 
railroad car. 

There are plenty of choices. but the key is simply to know what use 
you will make of an all-whcel-dri\e vehicle and pick the nght options 
for your needs. lol

can fish them slowly and still keep 
them deep." 

The key is malcing certain the upper 
blade is a willow leaf, as some light 
spinnerbaits feature a lower willow 
leaf matched with an upper Indiana 
or Colorado blade. 

"The upper blade on a small tan­
dem spinnerbait isn't a really large 
blade," explains the Johnson pro, "but 
even a tiny rounded blade will cause 
the lure to rise. All you have to do to 
correct this is replace it with a small 
willow leaf." 

These small lures are especially 
effective when bass are in a transition 
between spawning grounds and 
deeper summer structure, but they 'II 
work well whenever bass are holding 
very tight to cover and are extremely 
picky about which lures they'll hit. 

Even l/8-ounce spinnerbaits can 
be fitted with tandem willow leaf 
blades and used this way. Fite fre­
quently fishes them over or along the 
edges of submerged grass. Small 
tandem willow leaf spinnerbaits will 
also catch spooky bass holding tight 
around cover in clear water. "Chang­
ing the blades on light spinnerbaits 
adds an entirely new dimension to 
spinncrbaits," concludes Fite. "The 
lures arc easy to fish, and because we 
haven t been able to do it before, the 
bass haven' t seen a lot of them."

"Probably the lirst thing you learn 
is that bass arc not often located out in 
the middle of the pond," explains 
Evinrudc Pro StalTanglcr Ken Cook, 
who, as a youngster, rode his bicycle 
to fish di fferent ponds ncar his Okla­
homa home. 

"Bass will relate more to an edge, 
such as along a grasslinc. If no par­
ticular cover is available, the fish will 
relate to the shoreline." 

Thus, continues Cook, one of the 
easiest and most productive ways to 
fish a pond is by walking along the 
bank in a clockwise direction (if 
you're right-handed) and make ca-;ts 
parallel to the shoreline. Make sev­
eral casts from one spot, then move 
forward and start cac;ting again. 

Each cast should probe a different 
depth or employ a slightly different 
retrieve action. 

"You still have to locate and pat 
tern the bass," notes Cook, "and this 
is where you can learn some valuable 
lessons for future fishing trips on 
large impoundmenL-;. 

"There will usually be a particular 
spot in the pond that holds the most 
fish, or a certain lure prescnt..1tion 
that triggers more strikes. The advan­
tage you have in a pond is that you 
can usually fish the pond very quickly 
and de term inc the pattern of the bass." 

This pattern recognition, says the 
Evinrudc pro, is one of the keys to 
successful big lake fishing, and is 
extremely important in toumamcnt 
competition where anglers have only 
a limited amount of time in which to 
locate and pattern bass. "Pond fish­
ing can teach you to become a more 
efficient fisherman," says Cook. 
"because you can gain a lot of valu­
able experience in a short amount of 
umc. I still fish fatm ponds when I m 
testing new lures or working on dif­
ferent presentation techniques." 

Another lesson Cook learned from 
pond fishing is the value of catch­
and-release. He and the owner actu· 
ally caught all the bass out of a pond 

) cars ago when Cook was still a teen­
ager. 

"I'd ride my bicycle out to a 
fnrmer's three-acre pond and fish two 
or t11rce times each week," rcmcm· 
bcrs Cook. "-The owner also fished, 
but not as much as I did. I caught a lot 
of bass, and kept them for eating. 

"After about a year, the owner 
decided the fishing really was not as 
good as he thought it should be, so he 
drained the pond. Only two bass 
remained, a four-pounder and an 
eight-pounder. and I'd hooked the 
eight-pounder several times but never 
landed it." 

That experience taught him what 
fishing pressure can do to a fishery.

TilE FISIIING LICENSE 

A driver's license is a popular 
form of identification that is accepted 
for almost any business transaction. 
Tilat's because the infonnation it 
contains can be. verified by one quick 
look at the holder. 

If the recorded date of birth indi­
cates you're 21 years old, you're not 
likely to have wrinkles on your neck 
or gray in )OUr hair. Likewise, if it 
shows you to be 48, it will be obvious 
you're not wearing a training bra. 

Almost any time you need proof 
of identification you will be asked, 
"Do you have a driver's license or a 

major credit card. No one ever in­
quires, "Do you have a fishing li­
cense?" 

That's because the most accurate 
information it contains are the inclu­
sive dates you can practtce the exer­
cise in futility without being fined. It 
will also show thepriceofthe voucher 
-that's Its main feature. 

I learned this a few years ago 
when our family spent a good part of 
the summer months drifting on a 
houseboat. Along wtth the required 
number of life-jackets, you would be 
expected to have a fishing license. 
You never could tell when a fish 
might jump in the boat and a ranger 
be looking. 

A new restaurant opens in Floyd County : 

I recall the beginning of one boat­
ing season when my husband went 
out to the dock to buy bait and his 
own license. When he returned he 
handed me a little scrap of paper and 
said, "Here, I got your license, too." 

I looked at the information it 
contained and asked, "How did you 
come up with these statistics?

my weight is marked twelve pounds 
too heavy," I complained. "Were you 
trying to spoil my whole summer?

He said, 'That's my wife,' and he told 
me what she weighed. I figured it was 
close enough." 

"How did you get the color of my 
eyes right?"

What make's The Green Door 
unique is that at about 8 p.m. on

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The tuberous begonia will give 
you a profusion of blooms that last 
well into late fall. They are known, 
falsely. as being hard to raise and 
ddicate; when all the time they need 
good soil conditions only. A good, 
well-drained, organic rich garden 
loam is all that these beauties require, 
unless you over-water them. 

Tuberous begonias should be 
planted in late March or early April 
after the tiny pink buds begin to show. 
Set them in a nursery llat, movi111g 
them to a warm place but away from 
the light. When they get a good start, 
and arc not damaged by moisture and 
excessive temperature changes, they 
will develop into sturdy, mature plants 
with few or no problems. Give enough 
space between tubers for plenty of 
early root growth. The success of 
your begonias depend on the early 
root growth. 

Any sogginess in the rooting 
medium will severely retard the 
growth, and the tubers will die m a 
maHer of a few days in a too moist 
mixture. This is the main problem of 
all plants, unless they require lots and 
lots of water. Few don't! 

Place flats in the mild spring sun 
every day until a strong root system is 
developed. Moving the flats every 
day for the required sun and into a 
warm place at night, can become 
tiresome. Any moving of plants be­
come tiresome to me at times, but I 
forget all about that after they are 
placed outside and start producing­
be it flowers or vegetables. 

Plants that have three or five leaves 
arc ready to put into pots or put into 
the garden. Place a couple of table-

spoons of fish meal in the bol!om of 
the pot or in the hole in which they 
will be planted in the open gankn. 
Do not use regular fertilizers or 
manure around the planL<;. Always 
use organic fertilizer. Apply liquid 
fish fertilizer about two weeks after 
the plants have been reset and are 
established. If needed, usc this same 
fertilizer every two weeks. 

Water only when the top of the 
soil is dry, as stated earlier. Water 
fanatics (and I am one) can spoil a 
begonia plant, even if the soil and 
climate arc perfect. When conditions 
arc right, the begonia is a fast, vigor­
ous grower with its own way of tell­
ing you what it needs, when condi­
tions are not right. 

If it grows leggy, too tall with 
small leaves and no blooms. it has too 
little sunlight. Filtered sun that pro­
duces blooms without burning the 
leaves are best.' If the plants grow 
broad leaves, squat and looks healthy 
without producing flowers, the soil is 
too rich in nitrogen. Withhold fertil­
izer long enough to allow the plant to 
use up excess nitrogen. If plants get 
mildew, stalks rot off and the k<tvcs 
tum yellowish, you arc not watering 
correctly. Water in the early morning 
to avoid mildew. Allow no water to 
stand around the plants. Keep the soil 
mounds away from the base of the 
plants. 

Begonia need an acid soil, high in 
nitrogen. When the organic mixture 
is right. you will have no problems.
