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Teachers, bus drivers okay strikes 
Classes may still 
start on schedule

It appears that the 1991-92 school 
year could start as scheduled even 
though a majority of Floyd County 
teachers voted Thursday to strike. 

The Floyd County Board of Edu­
cation decided at a special meeting 
Thursday to ask the state Department 
ofEducationforassistance in solving 
a budget impasse between the 
district's budget committee and the 
school board's representatives. 

Superintendent Ron Hager told 
the board at Thursday's meeting that 
he and Kentucky Education Associa­
tion financial advisor Gretchen 
Lampe failed to reach an agreement 
on budget issues after a marathon 
meeting Thursday. 

Bizzack is 
low bidder 
for overpass

Preliminary construction could 
begin this fall on the Prestonsburg 
connector from new Route 23, but 
full-scale development won't begin 
before the spring of 1992. 

Tentative approval was given last 
Friday, August 23, to a $15.4 million 
bid for the ambitious project, which 
calls for construction of an overpass 
nearGlyn View Plaza. The construc­
tion bid, offered by Bizzack Bros. 
Construction, has not yet been 
awarded. 

According to Chuck Childers, a 
construction engineer in the Pikev­
ille office of the state Transportation 
Cabinet, the Prestonsburg connector 
for new Route 23 will be elevated, 
passing over Route 114 near Glyn 
View Plaza, and joining existing 
Route 23 near the Holiday Inn. The 
connector will offer continuous traf­
fic flow, with no stop lights, and on­
off ramps to allow access to and from 
Prestonsburg via exisiting Route 23. 

The project is part of the recon­
struction and four-laning of Route 23 
between Prestonsburg and Paintsville. 
The Floyd County section of the 13-
mile new road is well underway and 
construction of the Johnsor. County 
segment is tentatively scheduled to 
begin in 1992. 

Bizzack Bros. Construction has also 
begun building an intersection which

Meanwhile, Floyd County Edu­
cation Association (KEA) members 
held a strike authorization vote early 
Thursday. Teachers voted 223-66 in 
favor of a strike if it became neces­
sary. 

FCEA president Carol Stumbo 
said after Thursday's meeting that 
she felt teachers would not strike 
until Lampe, Hager and Ron Mou­
bray, the state's financial adm inistra­
tor, had the opportunity to the discuss 
the stumbling blocks preventing an 
agreement between the two sides. 

"Teachers are not unreasonable," 
Stumbo said. "Speaking for myself, I 
think teachers will give them the 
opportunity to look at the problem. 
This should have occurred two 
months ago. We're glad they're will­
ing to take a look at iL" 

Board chairman Ray "Shag" 
Campbell made the motion for state 
assistance after Hager announced t.hat 
the district currently had no budget 

"We can't vote to give a raise to 
anyone at this time without a budget," 
Campbell said. "We need to get a 
third party in here to sit down and 
iron this thing out" 

Lampe agreed with Campbell, but 
urged the board to consider keeping a 
50.9 cent equivalent tax rate, which 
would most likely mean an increase 
in property taxes. 

"It's very important that you 
understand that this equivalent rate 
be kept at 50.9 cents or the district 
will lose money," Lampe said. 
"Keeping the58.6centrate will cause 
the equivalent rate to go down and 
you'll lose local funding." 

The suggestion to increase prop-

erty taxes brought a response from 
board member Eddie Billips. 

"Has anyone involved in compil­
ing these figures considered the eco­
nomical tax base in Floyd County?" 
Billips asked. 

Lampe responded that under 
Kentucky's Education Reform Act, 
if a county's tax base declines the 
state will make up for the loss in 
revenues. 

Campbell cut off the discussion at 
that point and instructed Hager to 
contact Moubray as soon as possible 
to schedule a meeting. 

Hager said after the meeting that it 
would probably be next week before 
a meeting between the three could be 
scheduled. 

Though talk of an increase in 
property taxes or levying a three 
percent utility tax was discussed at 
Tuesday's meeting between the 
budgetcommi ttee, planning commit­
tee and board representatives, board 
members appeared opposed to any

Transplant recipient is a 
.. miracle, .. doctors say 

Larry Hardin, 44, nephew of 
Prestonsburg resident Pat Mills, 
became the first Martin Countian to 
successfully undergo a heart trans­
plant operation, having survived the 
critical first48 hours in good shape in 
the University of Kentucky intensive 
care unit at Lexington. 

"He's a miracle," said Hardin's 
surgeon, Dr. Michael Sekela, who 
headed the seven-man operating 
team. 

The transplant took about four and 
one-half hours, starting at 4 a.m. last 
Wednesday. Hardin was removed to 
the recovery area at 8:30a.m. 

Within 22 hours of the operation, 
he was weaned from the mechanical 
respirator. On Friday the drain was 
removed along with the IV's. 

He was sitting up on Saturday and 
started on solid food. On Sunday he 
was able to move to a chair and re­
ceive visitors with the promise that 
he would soon leave the ICU for a 
private room. 

Hardin, son of the late Sandy 
Hardin, a former Prestonsburg police 
officer, and VicieBlackburn Hardin, 
was taken to the Big Sandy Regional 
Airport by a neighbor, Keither Endi· 
colt, and flown to the medical center 

where he immediately underwem the 
surgery. 

Because Hardin is doing so well, 
Dr. Sekela assured family members 
that he is "95 percent" sure that Har­
din will not reject the heart. He was 
scheduled to undergo his second 
biopsy, Wednesday. The first biopsy 
showed no evidence of rejection. 

Hardin, who also underwent quad­
ruple heart bypass surgery, will be in 
the hospital about twelve more days, 
according to Mrs. Mills, and then he 
must stay in an apartment adjacent to

Classified 
workers to 
set course 
Tuesday 

More than four dozen classified 
employees of the Floyd County Board 
of education voted unanimously 
Thursday evening at Stumbo Park to 
authorize a walkout, but they put strike 
plans on hold to see what their teach­
ing counterparts will do. 

The group, representing school bus 
drivers, cooks and janitors will meet 
again Tuesday, September 3, to set 
their course of action. The group said 
they would not cross a picket line if 
the district teachers decided to strike. 

While a proposed pay increase was 
discussed at Thursday's meeting, 
classified employees appeared more 
concerned with board recognition of 
their vote to be represented by the 
Teamsters union and indicated dur­
ing the meeting that union recogni­
tion was a priority issue. 

The vote Thursday to authorize a 
walkout was 55-0, but the number 
voting was, by far, a minority of the 
classified employees working for the 
county school system. 

In an August 19 meeting of the 
county board of education, a majority 
of board members polled by Team­
sters representative Ron Abshire 
indicated they would not endorse 
union representation for classified 
employees.

Parents of students attending John 
M. Stumbo Elementary at Grethel 
lined up early Wednesday morning 
for the annual and unusual ritual of 
registering their children for classes­
at 10 a.m.

Parents who wanted to pick their 
children's teacher for 1991-92 school 
year knew they had to get there early 
to be the first in line for registration. 
They also knew t.hat if they left the 
school premises, they would lose their 
place in line unl~s a rep~acement 
relieved them. Thelf stand-m had to 
meet criteria established by the prin­
cipal in order to keep their position at 
the school. 

Requirements to be declared a 
stand-in are to be at least 18 years of 
age and be a relative of the person 
who was leaving the school grounds. 

"My sistergothereat5a.m.," said 
Freda Allen Wednesday. "She wanted 
her daughter to be in one certain 
teachers room. I'm saving her place 
while she went home. ·• 

Though some parents felt the situ­
ation was ridiculous, they stayed at 

the school in order to pick a teacher 
for their children. 

"I don't understand why it's done 
this way, I think it's silly," said Don 
Laferty, whose children will be in 
fifth grade. "I went to school at 
Prestonsburg Grade School and they 
stopped doing this in the 1950s. But, 
I understand the teachers voted to do 
it this way." 

Laferty said that although the 
parents have a good time during the 

long wait, he thinks children should 
be alphabetically assigned to teach­
ers. 

"There's only so many slots avail­
able anyway," Laferty said. "After 
that it doesn't matter. I think it's 
become more important this year 
because most grades are going to be 
split. Parents really don't want their 
kids in split grades."

How docs anyone know if a parent 
leaves the school grounds? 

"Oh, there's people watching," 
Lafeny said. "They know when 
someone leaves and then their num­
ber IS given to someone else. One guy 
that was here at 5:00 (a.m.) had to 
leave to babysit. He came back and 
his number was up in the 50s. It'sjust 
unbelievable." 

So as dusk began to settle in 

Wednesday, those fortunate to have 
stand-ins took orders for food from 
those less fortunate and the group of 
parents went back to reading their 
magazines and playing cards waiting 
for the doors to open at 10 a.m.

the hospital in Lexington. 
In most instances, heart transplant 

patients must remain close by the 
cardiology section for a couple of 
months. In Hardin's case, though, 
Dr. Sekela said Hardin must remain 
near the unit for about four weeks. 
Then he would be able to return home 
and released into the care of Dr. 
Rodney Handshoe. 

Medical expenses are accelerat­
ing. The aparunem, which houses 
exercise equipment Hardin will need 
during his recovery period, costs 
about $160 per day, according to 
Mrs. Mills. The surgery costs more 
than $300,000, she said.

Kentucky food stamp 
program earns federal award 

For the second consecullve year, 
the Kentucky Department for Social 
Insurance has earned a $4 milhon 
bonus for operating one of the most 
accurate food stamp programs in the 
nation. 

Social Insurance Commissioner 
Mike Robinson announced recently 
that a check for $4,274,224 will be 
presented in August to state officials. 

That brings to more than $8 mil­
lion the bonuses Kentucky has earned 
since the U.S. Department of Agri­
culture began the food stamp eligibil­
ity determination and distribution 
accuracy reward program two years 
ago. It also represents 67 percent of 
the federal bonus funding given out 
this year. 

Robinson attributed Kentucky's 
showing to the agency's 1,400 food 
stamp caseworkers. "Our employees 
are hard-working. dedicated people 
who care that their clients receive all 
the benefits they are eligible for," he 
said. 

"Plus, we have a nationally recog­
nized training program that has played 
a pan in reducing and keeping the 
number of mistakes to a minimum," 
he added. 

For the 1990 federal fiscal year, 
Kentucky's food stampprogmm had 
an error rate of 4.37 percent on $330 
million in benefits. "That's the sec­
ond best in the nation and more than 
a full percentage point better than the 
seven other states in the southeast 
region," said Robinson. 

"Our program was second only to 
a state food stamp program with a 
caseload significantly lower than 
Kentucky's and with administrative 
costs per case twice as high as ours." 

Hawaii led the nation in 1990 with 
a food stamp error rate of 4.06 per­
centon$81 million in benefits. At the 
same time, Hawaii averaged $41 in 
administrative costs on its 33,105 
cases while Kentucky spent only $20 
each in administrative costs for its 
174,359 cases. 

The national average spent on 
administrative costs is $21 per case. 

Kentucky's 1990 error rate also 
represented an improvement over 
1989, when it had the lowest rate in 
the nation at 4. 79 percenL 

Robinson said the department 
would develop a plan to use the funds 
to improve the agency's services 
during the current fiscal year.

I wantto use this week'sReponto 
Kentucky to spread the word about a 
very important campaign - the 
National Immunization Campaign 
against diseases now threatening a 
growing number of our children . 

It is a sad fact that our nation is 
falling behind in this vital area of 
health care - with intolerable re­
sults. 

Our national immunization rate 
for children under the age of two is 
among the lowest in the Western 
Hemisphere. In Kentucky, only 
slightly more than half of our chil­
dren are receiving all of the immuni­
zations they need by that age. 

The result is that thousands of 
children are now being exposed to 
preventable diseases that appeared to 
have been brought under control only 
a few years ago. 

Kentucky so far has not felt the 
most serious consequences of this 
changing situation. But we are seeing 
signs of a national epidemic of 
measles. More than 27,000 cases of 
measles and more than 80 deaths 
from related complications were 
reported on a national basis in 1990.

This is why I want to pass along 
some crucial infonnation on the 
immunization campaign being 
launched by the Children's Action 
Network, involving leaders of the 
entertainment industry and the Ameri­
can Academy of Pediatrics. 

Working with the Surgeon Gen­
eral and a broad coalition of health 
professionals and others, the network 
has set out to educate parents on the 
need to begin vaccination programs 
in the very early months of children's 
lives. 

The network has established a toll­
free line- 1-800-525-6789- for 
those desiring infonnation on such 
vital subjects as the availability of 
childhood immuni1..ations regardless 
of the ability to pay. 

Another goal of the campaign is to 
strengthen public support for health­
care and vaccination programs for 
our children. 

I know that Kentucky has a strong 
commitment to progress in these 
areas. And the Congress has been 
working on proposals for increased 
federal support of sorely needed 
immunization programs. 

We have a lot of work to do on a 
national health-care system that has 
left 37 million Americans, including 
700,000 Kentuckians, without health 
insurance of any kind. 

But we cannot wait for answers to 
the problem of childhood immuniza­
tion. We should be hearing a lot more 
about this issue - and about the 
current campaign-during National 
Immunii".ation Week beginning Sep­
tembcr21. 

This is one campaign that could 
go a long way in preventing unneces· 
sary suffering and protccung the fu­
ture of our children. I hope that 
Kentuckians will be fully mvolved in 
this effort-and that we will begin to 
see the best possible results in the 
very near future.

A new blood analysts procedure 

to aid in the detecuon of Prostate 
Cancer is being offered b> the Clini­
cal Lab at Highlands Regional Medi­
cal Center. 

The test, for measuring Prostate­
Specific Antigen or PSA, is accom­
plished through a simple blood test. 
According to medical researchers . ' th1scould provide an effective, easily 
available method of screening for 
Prostate Cancer, the number two 
cause of cancer death among men in 
the U.S. after lung cancer. 

In recent studies, the PSA blood 
test proved more accurate in detect­
ing Prostate Cancer than traditional 
rectal examinations which have been 
the conventional method used by 
physicians. In 70% of the cases, rec­
tal exams failed to detect the disease 
until it had spread to other parts of the 
body. The PSA blood test increases 
detection chances by approximately 
20%; when used in combination with 
a rectal exam, it increases the chances 
by 34%. 

The PSA blood test may make 
screening exams more popular and 
wide-spread. 

Correnti y, about 100,000 cases of 
Prostate Cancer are diagnosed each 
year in the United States and 32,000 
dieofthediseaseannually. One in 10 
men will develop Prostate Cancer 
during their lifetime and the risks 
increases with age, especially among 
men with a family history of the dis­
ease. Treatment of Prostate Cancer 
includes surgical removal of the 
Prostate Gland as well as honnonal 
treatments, radiation therapy and 
chemotherapy. 

The National Cancer Institute 
announced plans for a major study on 
the effectiveness of PSA screening 
and early treatment, but the results 
won't be available for approximately 
10 years. 

The Prostate Gland produces fluids 
in the male reproductive system. 
Under nonnal conditions it produces 
measurable amounts of Prostate­
Specific Antigen which increase in 
volume when the gland becomes 
enlarged. Cancer can be a cause of 
enlargement and an increased level 
of PSA in the blood stream. But not 
all elevated PSA levels are cancer

related. Similarly, not all cancers 
rcsulL in elevated PSA levels. Even 
so, the PSA test is more accurate than 
other currently available tests. Addi­
tionally, it is a relatively easy, con­
venient an economtcal means for 
family physicians to test their pa­
tients. 

The clinical laboratory at High­
lands Regional Medical Center has 
recently offered state-of-the-art, 
computerized PSA testing according 
to John G. Boswell, M.D., staff Pa­
thologist and medical Director of the 
lab. Family physicians may refer their 
patients to Highlands for a blood 
sampling, a procedure which takes 
approximately 10 minutes. ThePSA 
test is then perfonned by the lab and 
results are forwarded to the family 
physician. If results are suspicious, 
the family physician will order addi­
tional diagnostic testing such as a 
needle biopsy, in which a small tissue 

sample is extracted for analysis. 
The PSA test is one of a series of 

new diagnostic tests available through 
the clinical laboratory at Highlands. 
Additional capabtlities include a 
second Dimension system for blood 
chemical analysis; a Bactech Auto­
matic Microscan Blood Culture unit; 
and a Sysmax automated Hematol­
ogy analyzer that checks blood for a 
wide range of blood disorders from 
anemia to leukemia. A new auto­
mated microbiology system now 
provides complete analysis for such 
things as throat cultures in 6 hours 
compared with 18 to 24 hours previ­
ously required. And, buy fall, a new 
IMX system for tumor markers will 
assist in cancer detection without the 
use of radioactive tracer materials.

Impetigo, contagious skin infection, 
requires prompt medical attention

Impetigo is a messy and moder­
ately contagious skin infection which 
is most common among children but, 
can attack a newborn infant. 

The infection is caused by com­
mon bacteria, and it often starts with 
a minor scratch. It seems to be more 
common during warm weather, par­
ticularly among children who are 
living under crowded conditions. 

When impetigo is first noticed, it 
takes the fonn of a sore, often on the 
upper lip. A blister fonns, and when 
it breaks the secretion dries to form a 
thick, golden crust. Under this t.~ick 
crust, the sores spread to other parts 
of the face and sometimes to the 
hands. 

Many physicians feel that antibi­
otics are needed in all cases of impe­
tigo. These may be prescribed as oral 
medications or as injections. 

For many cases of impetigo, it is 
advisable to cleanse the sores with 
soap and to expose the 'de-crusted' 
area to the air. In other cases, your 
physician may suggest that you use 
an antibiotic or other antiseptic oint­
ment to speed the healing process. 
One important thing to remember is, 
after any treatment to the sores, do 
not cover then with a bandage. It will 
delay the healing. It usually takes a 
week or two for the sores to heal 
completely. Impetigo temporarily 
leaves blemishes, but it does not leave 
permanent scars. 

The disease spreads fonn one 
person to another only through direct 
contact. A youngster with an active 
infection should be kept home from 
school and away from other children 
in the home and should have separate 
towel and washcloth from other 
membersinthefamily. Towels, sheets 
and clothing should be thoroughly 

laundered. The person who is taking 
careofthe infected child should scrub 
his or her hands with antibacterial 
soap after treating the sores. 

The child with impetigo needs to 
see a doctor. If a newborn baby is 
infected, the disease can be very 
severe and should be treated by a 
doctor immediately. If an older child

The Kentucky Department of 
Education recently announced the 
policy for free and reduced price 
meals for children unable to pay the 
full price for meals served in school 
participating in the National School 
Lunch Program and/or School Break­
fast Program.

$37,333; eight people, $0-$29,172,

Application fonns are being sent 
to all homes with a leuer LO parents or 
guardians. To apply for free or re­
duced price meals, households should 
fill out the application and return it to 
the school. 

Children from families whose 
income is at or below the levels shown 
are eligible for free or reduced price 
meals. Foster children may also be 
eligible for these meals. Families with 
foster children should contact the 
school for infonnation regarding 
benefits. Additional fonns are avail­
able at the principal's office in each 
school. The infonnation provided on 
the application will be used for the 
purposeofdetenniningeligibilityand 
may be verified at any time with each 
school district required to verify a 
sample annually. Applications may 
be submitted at any time during the 
year. 

For school officials to detennine 
eligibility, households receiving food 
stamps or AFDC must list the child's 
name, their food stamp or AFDC 
case number and the signature and 
name of an adult household member. 
Households not receiving food stamps 

or AFDC must list child's name, 
names of all household members, 
social security number of the parent 
or guardian who signs the application 
(or an indication that neither pos­
sesses a social security number), the 
amount of monthly income received 
by each household member, identi­
fied by source, and the signature of an 
adult household member certifying 
that the infonnation provided is cor­
rect The information provided by 
the household is confidential and will 
be used only for the purpose of deter­
mining eligibility and verifying data. 

Households that list a food stamp 
or AFDC case number must report 
when the household no longer re­
ceives these benefits. Other house­
holds approved for benefits are re-

quired to report increases in house· 
hold income of over$50per month or 
$600 per year and decreases in house­
hold size. Also, if a household mem­
ber becomes unemployed, or if the 
household size increases, the house­
hold should contact the school. Such 
changes may make the children of 
the household eligible for benefits if 
the household's income falls at or 
below the levels shown above. 

Under the provisions of this pol­
icy, a school official will review 
applications and detennine eligibil· 
ity. If a parent is dissatisfied with the 
detennination, he/she may contact 
the school either orally or in writing. 

In the operation of child nutrition 
programs, no child shall be discrimi­
nated against because of race, color, 
sex, national origin, age or handicap. 
If any member of a household be­
lieves that he has been discriminated 
against, he should write to the Secre­
tary of Agriculture, Washington, D.C. 
20250.

Studies indicate that one-third

As of July 1, the Kentucky Cabi­
net for Human Resources, in meeting 
the requirements of KRS 214.610, 
has mandated that certain licensed 
professionals must complete an edu­
cational course on the transmission, 
control, treatment, and prevention of 
Human Immunodeficiency Virus 
Infecuon as a condition of relicen­
sure.

In May of this 
year, Hamm and Music received 
approval for their training seminar 
after a review commiuee for the 
Kentucky Cabinet for Human Re­
sources detennined that the program 
was, in fact, in accordance with the 
requirements mandated by KRS 
214.610. 

After gaining approval, Hamm and 
Music auended a course entitled, 
"AIDS-Train the Trainer" seminar at 
the Hazard Appalachian Regional 
Hospital, which is offered by the East 
Central AIDS Education and Train­
ing Center. 

The Mason AIDS Bill states that 

Podiatrists, Chiropractors, Optome­
trists, Social Workers, EMTs, Den­
tists, Certified Lab Workers and their 
staff, Physical Therapists, Athletic 
Training Personnel, and Pharmacists 
must complete the educational train­
ing as a condition for rclicensure. 

To date, Hamm and Music have 
given two AIDS Training Seminars 
and have two to give in the ncar 
future. The Scm inar approved for usc 
byOurladyofthc Way contains the 
following objectives: 

• Identify facts concernin~ AIDS 
and HIV infection 

• Understand the prevalence of 
AIDS and HIV infection within the 
USA and the local community 

• Identify modes of transmission 
associated with high risk behaviors 

• Describe and identify the con­
cept of universal precautions 

* Recognize the importance of 
and useofbarricr devices and univer­
sal precautions 

* Identify methods of environ­
mental kill of HIV Virus 

• Identify the needs of AIDS vic­
tims, and assist them in obtaining 
services through the usc of national, 
state, and local resources.

There is money for this 
program. Let's get out there and use 
that money for creative learning. 

On Friday I was in Prestonsburg 
with representatives from KET. This 
group was working on ways to im-

prove the quality of education that ts 
offered on the STAR channels on 
KET. Hopefully ,I learned something 
that will make the German class more 
meaningful for my students this year. 

I mention these things not to get 
someone to think what a martyr I am 
or how hard I work. I do mention 
them to illustrate that the job of a 
teacher is a hard one. But more than 
that, I mention them topointout what 
can be done when we work as a team. 
When people have some input into 
the decisions of a system, they are 
happy. Happy people accomplish 
things. Unhappy people screw things 
up. 

I look forward to the new school 
year. Wehaveanewprograminmath 
that promises to be effective. We 
have more computers to work with. 
The individual teacher has more 
money to buy those things for crea­
tive teaching. All of these things are 
terrific, but they will lose most of 
their luster if we don't work as a 
team. I know we can do it In fact, we 
don't have a choice. If we are to 
survive, we MUST work together. 

Floyd Countian reaches out to communities 
through education and commitment 

Dr. Donald Frazier has been in­
volved in many frrsts at the Univer­
sity of Kentucky College of Medi­
cine. He was the frrstPh.D. student in 
the department of physiology and 
biophysics of which he c urrenll y sits 
as chair. 

Born in the Floyd County town of 
Martin, Frazier grew up in a home 
where education was emphasized. "In 
my own family, I was lucky in that a 
college education was never a ques­
tion-it was a given. Although my 
parents were certainly far from afflu­
ent, they proved they would make 
whatever sacrifice necessary to edu­
cate my sister and me," he said. 

But it wasn't a career in science 
that initially brought him to UK. "I 
came to UK to play basketball and 
quickly learned that I'd better focus 
my talents on academics. My skill in 
basketball was not quite as good as I 
thought," he laughed. 

As visions of a career in basket­
ball diminished, Frazier considered 
medical school. "My uncle was a 
physician who ran a local clinic 
complete with its own drug store. My 
father ran the lab aspect of this clinic. 
They were famous for the fact that 
they never sent a bill." 

For economic reasons Frazier went 
into a Ph.D. program rather than an 
MD. program. 

"I received a National Institutes of 
Health predoctoral fellowship to do a 
Ph.D. program that was a lot easier 
on me financially than paying for a 
clinical education," Frazier explained. 
"Looking back on it J still think that 

it was a good decision. I've been able 
to stay in the medical environment 
and participate in the education of 
physicians, as well as stay involved 
in research that has application to 
medical practice. 

"I have a fair amount of time to 
spend on other endeavors such as 
science education, research and teach­
ing," he continued. "In medical prac­
tice, to do it well, requires a consider­
able time commitment to your pa­
tients. The way I like to talk would 
have probably limited me to one 
patient a day. It's probably wise I 
turned to an academic career since I 
certainly very much enjoy the educa­
tional aspect" 

After receiving his Ph.D. from 
UK, Frazier accepted a position in 
New Mexico for five years before 
returning permanently to UK. Upon 
his return, he simultaneously devel­
oped a laboratory at Marine Biologi­
cal Labs in Wood's Hole, Mass. For 
nearly 11 years Frazier spent sum­
mers with his family in Wood's Hole. 

"I was in charge of a neurosciences 
fellowsrup program known as the 
Grass Foundation Program. It was a 
terrific time in my life. I was here in 
the winter, would leave in May and 
stay on the Cape through September 
conducting experiments and taking 
care of my students. I owe the Uni­
versity of Kentucky quite a bit for 
allowing me that opportunity since it 
was indeed a turning point in my 
career." 

In 1980, Frazier became chair of 
the department of physiology and 

biophysics. But his dedication has 
mvolved him in many projects and 
programs that extend beyond his 
administrative duties. He is currently 
the program director of a NIH pro­
gram project grant which also lists 
him as the principal investigator on 
two of six projects. He has been a 
constant member cf NIH panels and 
review groups. 

When he's not speaking at ana­
tional seminar on the importance of 
biomedical research, or speaking in 
Washington on guidelines of scien­
tific education, Frazier can often be 
found working in his office, down the 
hall teaching, or spending time with 
students on one of his innovative 
departmental programs. 

One such program is the College 
of Medicine's Minority High School 
Student Research Apprentice Pro­
gram of which Frazier serves as di­
rector. Now in its tenth year, the 
program has been highly successful. 
With an NIH budgetthat has increased 
from $3,000 to $30,000 since its 
inception, the program sponsored 15 
students and two high school teach­
ers this summer. The purpose of the 
program is to encourage minority 
students to develop a career interest 
in biomedical research and the health 
care professions. At the same time, 
high school science teachers who 
participate are challenged to feel again 
the excitement of research and to 
share this renewed interest with their 
students. 

One reason Frazier's programs are 
successful is not only because of rus 

personal interest in each project, but 
also his interest in the people who 
participate. His enthusiasm is infec­
tious. 

In addition to the high school 
apprentice program, Frazier has 
coordinated numerous other outreach 
opportunities including a program for 
undergraduate minority students, 
summer teacher workshops, and most 
recently, a toll-free science hotline. 
The holline is available to students, 
teachers and parents in the state who 
need research information or have a 
"substantive" question. Currently, 
Frazier is the coordinator of the pro­
gram. He takes most of the initial 
calls and answers the question or 
channels the call to a faculty resource 
person in another department. In one 
month, the hotline received more than 
200 calls. 

Frazier is committed to encourag­
ing interested students to pursue a 
career in science despite the negative 
public image the field has been cred­
ited with. There has been a lot of 
national publicity concerning the 
impact of the relatively low funding 
for research grants submitted to the 
NIH. The image most often portrayed 
to the public is that of a career under 
siege. Understandably, this can cre­
ate apprehension for a high school 
student who would like to envision a 
future in science. Frazier believes 
that there must be a more conscious 
effort to stress the positive side of a 
career in research.

'The Taking of Pelham' makes 
for one exhilarating ride 

By Steven Alan McGaw 
It's difficult to imagine a 

film that delivers more sus­
tained tension and suspense 
than this masterptece by 
director Joseph Sargent. 

The Taking of Pelham One 
Two Three (1974) 
Robert Shaw (Jaws, A Man 
for All Seasons) leads a group 
of hijackers in the takeover 
of a New York subway train, 
demanding payment of $1 
million ransom for the safe 
release of the I 7 passengers 
aboard - wuhin one hour! 
Walter Matthau delivers a 
sharp, focused performance 
as the harried, transit­
authority detective who tnes 
to commumcate with Shaw, 
whtle scrambling to ratse the 
ransom. 

The time limit is the key 
element in making this film 

so tense, and Sargent keeps 
reminding us of the passing 
minutes with constant shots 
of clocks and watches. Shaw 
is absolutely ruthless, both m 
hts dealings with the authori­
ties and with his fellow 
hijackers. 

Peter Stone wrote the 
screenplay from John 
Godey's bestselling book, 
adding great dashes of 
cynical humor along the 
way. You also couldn't ask 
for a better supporting cast 
(Martin Balsam, Hector 
Elizondo, Doris Roberts, 
James Broderick, Jerry 
Stiller, Tony Roberts) or for 
a more appropriate score, 
thanks to composer David 
Shire. For a evening of 
unrelenting tension and 
super entertainment, take a 
ride on this one.

Q. What is the total playing 

time of a pro or college football 
game? 

A. Both pro and college games 
are 60 minutes long.

A. The kickfor an extra point is 
always allowed after a touchdown, 
even if time has expired.
