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Floyd may get case : 

Judge says 
opponent 
ineligible

Circuit Judge Stephen Nick Fra-
zier, Chief Circuit Judge for the 7th 
Judicial District, filed suit Tuesday 
in Floyd and Martin Circuit Courts, 
claiming that his opponent in the 24th 

. Judicial Circuit is not eligible for the 
position. 

Frazier, whose circuit includes 
Johnson, Martin and Lawrence coun­
ties, claims that Raymond "Ray" Kidc, 
his opponent in the November 1991 
election, has not lived in the district 
he wants to represent for the required 
two years prior to election. 

The suit was filed on Frazier's 
behalf by Pikeville attorney Masten 
Childers II, who said that it was ftled 
in two counties because it is possible 
that the other judge in the 24th Judi­
cial Circuit, James Knight, may not 
be able to hear the case. The statute 
governing such cases states that a 
judge in the district cannot rule on 
this case when he is involved in an 
election . 

Although Knight is not involved 
in Frazier's particular election (Divi­
sion I), he is up for re-election in 
Division II, facing a challenge from 
Paintsville attorney L. Owen Doyle 
in Division II of the 24th 1 udicial 
Circuit. 

The suit states that "in the event 
(Knight) determint;S he is not quali­
fied to hear the case, or in the event 
respondentobjectstothismauerbeing 
heard by (Knight), then movant alter­
natively moves the court to remove 
this action to the Floyd Circuit Court, 
where such action hall been filed si­
multaneously ... " 

If Knight is not qualified to hear 
the case, the statute provides that it 
may be heard in an adjoining circuit, 
therefore the suit was also filed in 
Floyd County Circuit Court. 

Frazier was elected to the bench in 
1984. At stake is an eight-year term. 

In addition to his duties in the 
three county area, Frazier is the chief 
judge for the 22 counties in the 7th 
Judicial District. 

Childers said that he had no com­
ment on the case, other than the suit is 
filed. "Our comment is limited to 
what we have filed, so as to not preju­
dice the disposition of the case," said 
Childers. 

Kirk, an Inez attorney who report­
edly has offices in Winchester, 
Prestonsburg and South Williamson,

Bus driver is 
charged with 
theft by KSP

A Floyd County school bus driver 
was arrested by state police detec­
tives last week on charges of unlaw­
ful possesion of federal food stamps, 
receiving stolen property, obscuring 
the identity of stolen items and taking 
gasoline from a Floyd County school 
bus. 

Denver Ousley, of Middle Creek, 
was arrested by state police detective 
Lee Weddington last Tuesday. Ousley 
is charged with possesion of"a quan­
tity of food stamps" in violation of 
federal law, theft by unlawful taking 
(taking gasoline from a school bus), 
two counts of obscuring identity and 
two counts of receiving stolen prop­
erty. 

Police allege that Ousley at­
tempted to conceal the identity of a 
portable generator and a battery 
charger. He was also charged with 
two counts of receiving stolen prop­
erty when investigators discovered a 
portable gasoline generator and a two 
ton jack. 

According to Floyd County 
Schools Transportation Director Earl 
D. Ousley, Denver Ousley will re-

Animals damage Right Beaver store ; 

Oh dear,. deer! ...

"We were just standing here be­
hind the counter and heard what 
sounded like an explosion," said 
Arville Duff, owner of the Right 
Beaver Food Store. 

"When we looked up there they 
were at the counter." 

Duffs grocery store was the site 
of an unusual occurrence Tuesday. 
Two large deer, described as does, 
crashed into the front door of the 
grocery and wandered through the 
building before leaving by separate 
exits. 

"I saw them come in and all I 
could say was 'deer'," said Elizabeth 
Duff. "Both of them came in and hit 
the counter and knocked a scale off 
and broke it. Then one went into the 
hardware store (located next to the 
grocery) and the other went into the 
grocery. I think they walked every 
aisle in the store before they left." 

Arville Duff said the larger deer 
eventually walked into a storage 

room, where he contained the animal 
before opening an outside door. 

"It stood around and walked on 
some of the pipes and stuff and then 
it just left," said Duff. 

The smaller deer caused more 
problems. 

After roaming through the store 
the animal jumped over a four to five 
foot cake rack, breaking out an eight 
foot by eight foot plate glass window 
to escape. 

"All in all they probably did about 
$500 worth of damage," said Duff. 

Jimmy Hall, who lives next to the 
store, said that he saw at least two 
dogs chasing the deer before they 
entered the store. 

"I looked out my window and saw 
some dogs chase them up out of the 
creek over there," said Hall. "Then 
when I came down I found out where 
they went to." 

Summing up the experience 
Arville Duff said, "In 23 years in the 
grocery business I have seen a lot of 
two legged dears, but this is the first 
time I have ever had any four legged 
deer come in and look around."

School construction controversy growing : 

One suit's settlement 
could start a second

The resolution of one lawsuit could 
be the beginning of another for the 
Floyd County Board of Education in 
a continuing, and expanding, contro­
versy over school building projects. 

Unanimous approval from the 
board last week to pay a $10,700 
claim submitted by B&J Construc­
tion for contract work at the site of the 
new Left Beaver High School will 
likely end B&J's suit against the 
board. The construction company had 
demanded payment in the legal ac­
tion afterprojectarchitectJames Ellis 
apparently declined to cenify that 
B&J had perfonned the work for 
which the company sought payment. 

The board's approval of the claim 
stemmed from another debated ac­
tion taken during Tuesday's mara­
thon session which, in effect, relieved 
the project architect of any authority 
to certify construction progress. 

Voting 5-0 last Tuesday, board 
members approved a change in a 
contract held by school construction 
manager Martin Engineering which 
eliminated a requirement that the 
construction manager certify con· 
struction progress to thearchitectand 
the board. The change allows Manin 
Engineering to bypass the architect 
when approving claims for payment 
to subcontractors. 

Board approval of the amended 
contract prompted Prestonsburg at­
torney Phillip Damron to vow last 
Tuesday that he would file legal ac­
tion on behalf of architectJamesEllis 
challenging the move. 

Damron said this week the board 
had agreed in Tuesday's executive 
session that Martin' scontractrequired 
the architect to verify work perfonned 
by the contractor. 

"We agreed the construction 
manager contract required certifica­
tion of the work perfonned to the 
architect," Damron said. "But that 
changed after I left the meeting. I 
'found out Wednesday morning that 
the board voted to change the con­
tract. The clause basically means the 
construction manager would bedoing 
nearly nothing." 

Toll-free number 
offered by sheriff 

Floyd County residents who were 
once hesitant to telephone the sheriff's 
office when trouble broke out can 
now make the call without a long 
distance charge to their phones by 
calling 1-800-834-5430. 

"The (toll free) service is mainly 
for emergency service for people who 
live in Mud Creek and olber areas 
that are long distance calling areas," 
said Deputy Chuck Hall. "They are 
really the only people who would 
ever need it" 

Hall emphasized that the toll free 
number was for emergency use only. 

The original contract clause states 
that the construction manager "shall 
certify on each request for payment" 
that the amount is correct and the 
work has been perfonned. 

According to Damron, the amend­
ment to the contract will require the 
project architect to certify the work 
has been performed and construction 
materials delivered. 

No lawsuit has been flled in the 
case because Ellis is out of town and 
will not return until next week. "I 
probably won't file until my client 

gets back," Damron said. "As far as 
I'm concerned (the clause) is not ef­
fective until the state reviews and ap­
proves it." 

Damron said he had not received 
any official word from the board of 
education about the payment to B&J 
Construction or the amendment to 
Martin's contract. 

The case was still pending in Floyd 
County Circuit Court Tuesday but 
board of education records show a 
check dated February 15 to B&J 
Construction for the disputed amount.

Court questioned over 
out-of-county haulers

Slippery roads Friday in Floyd 
County prevented two members of 
the fiscal court from attending their 
regularly scheduled meeting, but the 
court conducted business as usual 
and heard from several citizens who 
braved the weather. 

A Johnson County company haul­
ing the county's reddog, gravel and 
blacktop was the main topic discussed 
by citizens, and the lack of an indus­
trial park in the Right Beaver area 
highlighted the meeting. 

Carlos Elswick and Greg Perry 
asked Judge Executive John M. 
Stumbo why the county contracted 
with J & W Enterprises of Johnson 
County to haul road material in Floyd 
County. 

The men wanted to know why the 

county paid $277,000 over the past 
three years '1ust to haul" reddog, 
gravel and blacktop. Elswick said he 
verified the amount through the 
county·clerk's records. 

Stumbo told Elswick his figmes 
were "completely wrong" and the 
company hauled and "spread" the 
road materials. 

"We're not trying to make a 
scene," Elswick said. "But ever since 
we raised questions about hauling, 
everything just got cut off. Nobody is 
hauling now. We just want to work 
and we can haul reddog and gravel 
for the county. Why can't Floyd 
County people get the work?" 

Stumbo asked Elswick why he 
came to the meeting to discuss the 
issue. "Why didn't you come and talk 
to me?" Stumbo asked.

No official dates have been 
set, but Gearheart said he would like 
to perform in conjunction with the 
Kentucky Opry during the upcoming 
Festival of F.A.C.E.S. in 
Prestonsburg. 

Opry officials are also expected to 
announce the endorsement of coun· 
try music star Dwight Yoakam in the 
near future.

"I talked to him and he denied the 
charges," said Earl Ousley. "So, until 
he is proven guilty we won't be doing 
anything. If he is found guilty we will 
probably act accordingly. He is an 
excellent bus driver." 

Ousley said he was surprised when 
he was told of the arrest, noting that 
Denver Ousley's fuel consumption 
rate was more effecient than most 
other school bus drivers.

Self, Alvis 
Uoyd Keene, 52, his wife, Beatrice 
Ann Keene, 34, and his sister,Peggy 
Schnell, 35, all of Pikeville, were 
convicted by a jury in United States 
District Court in Pikeville on Friday. 
February 8, following a nine day trial. 

The jury found Alvis Lloyd Keene 
guilty of 13 counts of mail fraud and 
one count of conspiracy to commit 
mail fraud. Ann Keene and Peggy 
Schnell were both found guilty of 
conspiracy to commit mail fraud. 

They were convicted of devising a 
scheme to sell credit life and disabil­
ity insurance to customers who pur­
chased motor vehicles from Keene's 
fonner business, Lloyds Used Car 

Company, Inc., from February 1985 
through June 1986 by selling them 
policies of insurance on companies 
which were not authorized to con­
duct insurance business in Kentucky. 

Keene created two purported in­
surance companies, Delta Life Insur­
ance Company and People's Unem­
ployment Benefits Company, on 
which the defendant sold policies of 
insurance to individuals who pur­
chased vehicles and fmanced their 
payments through a local bank. 

United States District Judge Jo­
seph M. Hood set sentencing for April 
9, in Pikeville Federal Court. Alvis 
Lloyd Keene could be sentenced to 
up to 70 years imprisonment and fmed 
up to $3.5 million. Ann Keene and 
Peggy Schnell could receive up to 
five years in prison or fined up to 
$250,000 each. 

The case resulted from an investi­
gation conducted by the United States 
Postal Inspection Service.

Kentucky General Assembly 

Special Session 
DUI, garbage and Medicaid 
dominate legislative action 

Kentucky's state representatives 
fought two sometimes biuer battles 
overdrunkdrivingpenaltiesandsolid 
waste management during the fifth 
week of what is legally called- and 
indeed is -an extraordinary session 
of the General Assembly. 

After earlier tabling a controver­
sial drunk driving bill that almost 
evenly split the house, the represen­
tatives showed an amazing spirit of 
compromise in resurrecting the bill 
and passing it, 99-0, on Tuesday. 

The approved version, destined 
now for senate consideration, takes 
away the major bone of contention, 
an administrative per se clause that 
would have resulted in the automatic 
revocation of an operator's license 
shortly after a drunk driving arrest. 

The compromise gives judges the 
right to immediately suspend licenses 
of drunk drivers who are between 18 
and 21 years old, those who refuse a 
breathalyzer test and those who have 
been convicted of DUI within five 
years. 

Rumblings in the senate, however, 
indicate the bill will yet again change 
form before it clears all the hurdles to 
become law. 

House members showed another 
side, taking compromise to the ex­
treme, some said, as the senate-ap­
proved bill on solid waste manage­
ment underwent considerable change 
in committee and floor debate before 
passing by a vote of 86-14. 

Through Thursday, the House 
Committee on Natural Resources and 
Environment deleted and added to 
the senate bill dozens of times. More 
amendments were introduced and 
discussed Friday on the house floor. 

One of the biggest casualties was 
the section of the senate bill that 
would have required counties to ar­
range for garbage collection for a~l 
residents, a regulation known as um­
versal collection. 

The committee version also light­
ened some of the senate's stricter 
provisions, such as extensive back­
ground checks, that would have heav­
ily regulated the waste industry and 
more tightly controlled the inllow of 
out-of-state waste. 

By week's end, the committee's 
work wasdrawingcriticism,likenics 
on a landfill, from the governor and 
other legislators. Gov. Wallace Wilk­
inson accused waste industry lobby­
ists of damaging the bill, and Senate 
President Pro Tern John "Eck" Rose 
ofWinchestcrstcpped down from his 
podium on Thursday to address the 
ISSUe.

"It'shard formetobelievethatthe 
General Assembly that achieved 
greatness on education reform should 
tum its back on this legislation," Rose 
told his fellow senators, who had 
waded through more than 100 amend­
ments before passage. 

Rose claimed that the primary 
reason for the bill's trouble in the 
house committee was that many 
people "don't understand it." He also 
said the press has "played a role in 
that misunderstanding." 

Defending the bill on the house 
floor Friday, Rep. Mark Brown of 
Brandenburg said that, contrary to 
critics' opinions, the bill had "not 
be.en thrown together piecemeal. The 
heart of the bill is the control it gives 
to counties." 

Rep. Jim Maggard of Jackson was 
among those who admitted to a reluc­
tant yes vote. "There's a lot of things 
in this bill I don't like," Maggard told 
the house members. "But a lot of 
things (in the bill) will put us back on 
track, on a path of cleaning up our 
environment. Basically, this is the 
best piece of legislation we can come 
up with in this session." 

Rep. Richard Turner of Tomp­
kinsville said his vote was "a reluc­
tant yes because of the lack of man­
datory collection." 

House majority leader Greg 
Stumbo of Prestonsburg took the 
opportunity to praise the bill and 
throw some darts. "We never get 
everything we want," he said. ·:r 
would have liked to have seen um­
versal collection and a boule bill. But 
we have set a policy. For the first 
time, we are going to deal responsi-
bly with our (waste) problem." . 

Referring to the problems the btll 
has encountered in passage, Stumbo 
said, "When we come for a special 
session in the future, we ought to 
have many of these (kinds of) dctai Is 
worked out beforehand." 

He also admonished the leaders of 
the Cabinet for Natural Resources 
and Environmental Protection to be 
"more tolerant" and use more "com­
mon sense" in dealing with solid waste 
problems. He cited the Addington 
Corp.'s new landfill at Green Valley, 
which has not been approved for 
opening. 

In the fifth week, the senate cleared 
three bills previously passed by the 
house. H B 6 makes speci fie the state's 
vote buying law, which the state 
Supreme Court had ruled to be vague. 
HB 7 stiffens the parole eligibility 
requirements for persons convicted 
of murder. The senate unanimously 
approved both bills. 

The third bill, HB 18, which passed 
the house, 95-0, met with some resis­
tance in the senate. The bill codifies 
rulings on a nuisance lawsuits for 
d·lmaL•r o; '

Sen. Kelsey Friend of Pikeville, in 
opposition, claimed the bill was de­
signed to protect Ashland Oil Co. 
from Kentucky environmental law­
suits similar to one in West Virginia 
where they awarded three residents 
more than $10 million in damages 
allegedly caused by the company's 
refineries. Seven senators voted 
against the measure. 

On Wednesday, the senate also 
unanimously approved a bill, spon­
sored by Sen. Benny Ray Bailey of 
Hindman, that would expand Medi­
caid hospitalization coverage to vir­
tually every Kentuckian who cannot 
now afford it. Money for the expan­
sion would come from taxing health 
care providers and then securing 
matching federal Medicaid funds. 

Bailey added that the tax would be 
returned to the providers twofold 
because of the matching money. 

The bill would extend hospitali­
zation to an estimated 340,000 Ken­
tuckians presently ineligible for 
Medicaid, whose incomes are at or 
below the federal poverty level. The 
coverage would not, however, in­
clude non-hospital health care, such 
as doctor's appointments or medica­
tion. 

Hailed as a landmark piece of 
legislation, the bill is expected to be 
fully accepted by the house. 

Plodding into the sixth week of 
the special session, the legislators 
still have to consider confirmation of 
the governor's most recent nomina­
tions to the Kentucky Lottery board 
and the state school board. 

One lottery board nominee, James 
Potts, superintendent of Powell 
County schools, took himself out of 
the running Thursday, after an Attor­
ney General's informal opinion that a 
superintendent's responsibilities re­
strict such activities. No objections 
have thus far been raised to the ap­
pointment of Pikeville lawyer Char­
les Baird. 

The four latest appomtments to 
the school board arc to be interviewed 
by the senate in the sixth week of the. 
session. They are Audrey Haynes of 
Frankfort, Wade Mountz of Louis­
ville, Helen W. Mountjoy of Utica 
and Tom Gish of Whitesburg. Four 
previous nominees either resigned or 
were rejected by the legislators. 

The General Assembly ended its 
fifth week, prepared for a long week­
end with Monday, Feb. 18, off for 
President's Day. They were to recon­
vene on Feb. 19.

Methodist hospital to sponsor 
nursing incentive scholarship 

If you have always wanted to be a 
registered nurse but couldn't afford 
the college tuition, help is available 
from a scholarship fund established 
by the General Assembly and further 
promoted by the Methodist Hospital. 

The 1990 Kentucky General As­
sembly established the nursing in­
centive scholarship fund (NISF) with 
the intent to provide scholarships to 
Kentucky residents who wish to at­
tend an approved registered nurse 
and licensed practical nurse educa­
tion program in the state. 

The scholarships are now avail­
able, but preference will be given to 
applicants who are low-income, 
unemployed Kentucky residents and 
licensed practical nurses who wish to 
further their education and become 
registered nurses. 

There is only one catch! Scholar­
ship applicants are required to obtain 

a health care fadlity as a sponsor and 
the Methodist Hospital wants to be 
the sponsor for all area applicanL'i. In 
return, the applicant will agree 10 

work at Methodist for one year for 
each academic year that scholarc;hip 
funding is given. Applicants who 
participate through the Methodist 
Hospital will receive full pay and 
benefits when they finish the educa­
tional program and begin working. 

Scholarship applications for the 
dl991-1992 school year must be 
completed and returned to the Ken­
tucky Board of Nursing by May 1.

Free quit-smoking program 
at Our Lady of the Way 

Our Lady of the Way Hospital 
will offer a free quit-smoking pro­
gram called Fresh Start beginning 
Monday, February 25. Fresh Start 
developed by the American Cancer 
Society, is a straightforward ap­
proach to smoking cessation which 
consists of four sessions held on 
Mondays and Thursdays: February 
25, 28 and March 4, 7 from 6:30 
p.m.-8:00p.m. in the Health Educa­
tion Building (across from OL W 
Hospital). 

The program provides partici· 
pants with strategies for conquering 

smoking addiction. It also teaches 
methods of weight control and stress 
management, enabling new ex-smok­
ers to handle the problems they cite 
most ?ften as obstacles to smoking 
cessauon. 

Instructors Judy Hamm, RN, and 
Joan Shalapin, Community Health 
Education at OL WH, are certified in 
offering the Fresh Start program. 

The prugram is free, but partici­
pants are asked to register by calling 
the Health Education Office at 285-
5181, Ext. 358, between 8 a.m.-4:30 
p.m. 

Intervention is effective method for 
helping the alcoholic or drug abuser 

The common assumption was once 
that substance abusers couldn't be 
helped until they "hit bottom" and 
asked for assistance. But on their way 
down they often dragged their jobs, 
families and self-respect with them. 
Many also lost their lives. 

But the downward spiral of chemi­
cal dependency has been reversed for 
countless numbers of people through 
intervention, one of the most impor­
tant innovations in decades for deal­
ing with substance abuse. 

An intervention is a way for people 
concerned about someone with a 
drinking or drug problem to join 
together and confront that person in a 
loving, but ·finn manner. An inter­
vention is far more effective in deal­
ing with the substance abuser than 
issuing empty threats or pleading with 
him to stop drinking or using drugs. 

Those measures are based on the 
assumption that the chemically de­
pendent person is suffering from a 
moral weakness or lack of willpower 
rather than a disease. 

When people say they don't have 
the nerve to confront a husband or 
wife through an intervention,then they 
need to ask whether they would al­
low that person to suffer if he or she 
had some other treatable disease. 

The alcoholic or drug abuser is 
suffering from an illness that is just as 
life threatening as cancer, emphy­
sema. or cardiovascular diseases. 

Intervention usually begins with a 
familymember- mostoften a spouse 
-who reports that someone is expe­
riencing a problem with drugs or 
alcohol. An intervention is recom­
mended if that person is unlikely to 
seek help on his or her own. 

The next step is to begin geuing 
together the people most affected by 
that person's drinking or drug usc. 
The group usually includes children, 
other relatives, close friends and, in 
some cases, the employer. Those 
experiencing their own problem with 
drugs or alcohol are excluded. 

The key to a successful interven­
tion is careful preparation. Each per­
son is asked to describe how the 
drinker or drug abuser's problem has 
affected his or her life, citing specific 
examples rather than generalizations. 

Instead ofblaming him for always 
being late, group members should 

recall when he missed an important 
appointment or forgot Suzy's gradu­
ation because he'd been drinking or 
using. 

Each group member must also be 
willing to clearly state what the con­
sequences will be if the drinker or 
drug user won't seck help. They can 
include forcing him to leave home, 
firing him from his job or denying or 
forbidding him to sec his grandchil­
dren. 

The reactions of the drinker or 
drug abuser confronted during an 

intervention are mixed. Sometimes 
they're very angry and others may 
just cry and listen. 

Most interventions are successful 
with the drinker or drug user going 
directly into treatment. Generally, 
they are tnore receptive to treatment 
because the intervention has helped 
to break down the denial that other 
patients still have to overcome. 

Even when someone initially re­
fuses help, they may seek treatment 
within the next several months, par­
ticularly if the family has adhered to 
it<; ultimatums. 

But even if the alcoholic or drug 
abuser never seeks help, the inter­
vention is never a failure. Alcohol­
ism and drug addiction can devastate 
an entire family. So when family 
members take action to help them­
selves through an intervention, they 
have the comfort of knowing that 
they've done everything they can. It 
enables them to get on the process of 
rebuildin~ their lives. 

Intervention is an important step 
that anyone close to the alcoholic or 
drug user should consider because 
without help the consequences of 
eontinued alcohol and drug abuse is 
disastrous .

Friend of Education 

Bert T. Combs has been selected 
to receive the third annual Friend of 
Education award for an individual 
from the Kentucky School Boards 
Association (KSBA). The award was 
presented on Friday.

A former Kentucky governor and 
former judge on both Kentucky and 
U.S. Court of Appeals, Combs repre­
sented the Council for Better Educa­
tion in Franklin and Kentucky Su­
preme Court cases which led to the 
Kentucky Education Reform Act.

The C~y of Wheelwright intends to make improvements to 1ts sewage treatment and 
collection facilities. These improvements are needed to bring the City's sewage 
treatment facilities into compliance with state and federal regulations and make 
improvements to the City's collection system. 

Installation of 4 inch force main from Upper Burton and Lower Burton to the new 
Wheelwright sewage treatment plant will likely occur in the 100 year flood plain. These 
activities cannot be undertaken in any other location. There are no practical alternatives 
to the proposed project. 

The proposed improvements will conform to all applicable flood plain protection 
standards. The proposed action will not affect natural or beneficial flood plain values as 
all coUection lines will be below ground and the origmal contours wiD be restored 
foDowing construction. 

Failure to make treatment plant improvements will resuh in the City being fined for non· 
compliance by the U.S. District Court Failures to remove the Upper Burton and Lo~er 
Burton treatment plants and installlorce main to carry sewage to the new Wheelwnght 
treatment facility will likely resu~ in future sanctions from state and federal regulatory 
agencies. 

It is the City's judgment that the benefits from this project outweigh consideration of 
Executive Orders 11988 and 11990. 

Other agencies involved in financing this project are the Kentucky Department Local 
Government and the Kentucky Infrastructure Authority. The Kentucky DiviSion of Water 
must issue construction permits for the project and issue a discharge permit fort he new 
treatment plant.

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TWO NEW STATE RECORDS 
SET IN 1990 

The Kentucky Department ofFish 
and Wildlife Resources registered two 
new state record fish in 1990. 

Many Riehemann of Fort Tho­
mas, established a new state record 
for a wannouth bass he caught in a 
B?one County farm pond. 
Riehemann' swannouth weighted one 
pound and four ounces - eclipsing 
by a quarter-pound the old record set 
in 1974 by Robert Hayes of Huston­
ville. 

Gary Tracy of Frankfort posted a 
new record for a yellow bass with a 
fish he caught at KDFWR"s Game 
Fann Lake in Franklin County. 
Tracy's yellow bass weighted 15 
ounces- erasing the 14 ounce rec­
ord established by Michael MacDow­
ell of Hopkinsville in 1987. 

Both anglers were still fishing with 
live bait when they made their state 
record catches. 

The oldest Kentucky state record 
-setbyLomeEliofDawsonSprings 
for a five pound white bass - has 
stood since 1943, although B. B. 
Hardin ofMt. Eden tied that record in 
1957. 

Kentucky's state record 
smallmouth bass, an 11-pound, 15-
ounce beauty caught from Dale Hol­
low Lake by David Hayes of Leitch­
field in 1955, still stands as the cur­
rent world all-tackle record. 

HOW TO SUBMIT A STATE 
RECORD APPLICATION 

There are several things an angler 
needs to remember when submitting 
an application for a fish he believes to 
be a new state record. First, to qualify 
for a state record, the fish must have 
been caught by "sportfishing" meth­
ods; that is, by rod and reel or on pole 
and line. Fish caught in commercial 
nets, for example, aren't eligible for 
consideration as state records. 

Secondly, the fish must be 
weighted on a scale certified "legal 
for trade" (state records are deter­
mined by weight, not length) and the 
weighing must be witnessed by three 
persons other than yourself. Usually, 
the meat or seafood department of 
your local grocery store will be happy 
to assist and witness the weighing. 

Finally, the species must be veri­
fied by one of the fish and wildlife 
department's district fisheries biolo­
gists. 

Applications for· state record fish 
are available from the district fisher­
ies biologists and from the Kentucky 
Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources, # 1 Game farm Road, 
Frankfort, KY 40601; phone (502) 
564-4336.

He began to 
take more time working each piece of 
structure and cover, giving the bass 
more opportunities to bite. His catch 
rate improved, as did his standings in 
the tournaments. 

"The question of whether an an­
gler is fishing too fast is something 
each fisherman has to answer for

Another trip the Evinrude pro 
suggests is that boat-buyers attend a 
professional bass tournament to look 
at the boats the pros are using.

Other places stress cracks may 
appear, Eaker notes, are at the cor­
ners of the front and rear decks and 
behind the seats. 

"It will also be helpful to talk with 
a tournament angler about specific 
features of the boat itself," Eaker 
continues, "such as length, interior 
design, storage space, and overall 
handling.

{e) Objections have been made by a Federal Agency.

~?Y people confuse Rubeola, 
wh1ch IS the so-called seven-day Red 
?r Hard measles with Rubella, which 
IS the three-day, or so called German 
measles. To save further confusion 
during this discussion the Rubeola' 
or seven-day measles will be referred 
to as the Hard measles, and the Ru­
bella, or three-day measles as the 
German measles. 

Both Hard measles and German 
me~les can produce serious compli­
c.auons. Because of these complica­
~lons, vaccination against all measles 
1s strongly urged. German Measles is 
usually such a mild childhood disor­
der that many people may not know if 
they have had it or not. Vaccination 
against German Measles is important 
because if a pregnant woman be­
comes infected with the virus caus­
ing this disease, severe damage to the 
unborn child can result. 

Let's talk for a momentabout Hard 
measles. Hard measles lasts about 
ten days. At the onset, the child may 
be very sick with a high fever, harsh, 
scratchy cough, runny nose, and 
puffy, light-sensitive eyes. During 
this time, the temperature may reach 
104 degrc:es. Following this, a red 
rash appears over much of the body. 
Itching is seldom severe. After an­
other threeorfourdays the rash begins 
to fade. Following this, most children 
recover completely. Occasionally 
there are serious complications. There 
may be pneumonia or other compli­
cations such as ear infections. Some 
children can develop inflammation 
of the brain which can leave them 
m~ntally retarded. Each year, many 
children died as a result of measles 
before measles vaccine was made. ' 

.The American Academy of Pedi­
~tncs recommend that every healthy 
1nfant be vaccinated against both 
types of measles at 15 months of age.

In a meeting held on Tuesday

Vaccina~on is ~specially impor­
tant for chtldren m day nurseries 
kindergartens, or the elementarY 
grades of school, or in other groups 
where exposure to measles may oc­
cur. If one child in a classroom has 
measles, all the other children who 
~ unprotected usually will become 
mfected. They then carry the infec­
tion home to younger brothers and 
sisters who have not been vaccinated. 

. Ge~an M~l~s is usually a very 
mild d1sorder, m Itself, which lasts 
about three days. A rash often occurs 
~ut may be so faint that it goes unno~ 
uced. There may be a painful swel­
ling in the glands at the back of the 
n~k and ~hind the ears, accompa­
med by a shght fever. The mildness 
of this disease in both children and 
adults usually is no cause for alarm. 
However, there is one frightening 
exception. If a woman gets the dis­
ease in the early months of preg­
nancy, the child may be born with 
severe birth defects. These include 
cataracts o~ the eyes, heart defects, 
deafness, liver damage, improperly 
formed bones, and physical and 
mental retardation. In some cases 
the mother willloseor abort the baby: 
Occasionally, the infant will be born 
dead. 

The live virus vaccine does not 
cause the illness itself. However there 
are instances when a person wui react 
to the vaccine several days after the 
immunization takesplace.Ifthisdoes­
~ur, it usually happens in suscep­
uble young adult females. This reac­
tion takes the form oftendemess and 
swelling of various joints. The dis­
comfort usually is not serious and 
will quickly disappear. 

Rubella vaccine must never be 
given to the pregnant woman or to a 
w?~an who might become pregnant 
w1thm two or three months after re­
ceiv.ing the vaccine. Because it may 
bed1fficultto determineifthe woman 
is pregnant, particularly in the early 
stages of pregnancy when the virus is 
most damaging, and because of the 
difficulties assuring that a woman 
won't become pregnant in the two or 
three months following vaccination, 
many doctors are reluctant to vacci­
nate an adult woman unless she is on 
birth control.

NAR housing affordability index rises 
to highest point in thirteen years 

A decline in the median home price 
and an increase in the median family 
income pushed up the National As­
sociation of Realtors' Housing Af­
fordability Index in November to its 
highest point in thirteen years, the 
association reported recently. 

NAR' s Housing Affordability In­
dex, which measures the ability of a 
typical family to purchase a median­
priced resale home, was 115.6 in No­
vember, up from 113.3 in October. At 
115.6, the index shows that a family 
earning the national median income 
of $35,467 in November had 115.6 
percent of the income needed to 
qualify for conventional financing 
covering 80 percent of a home priced 
at $91,300, the median existing-home 
price for that month. 

The November index rose due to a 
change in three major components of 
the purchasing power measure­
ment-themedian resale home price, 
median family income and the aver­
age mortgage rate. Not since Decem­
berof1977, when the index was 116.0, 
has it been higher than November's 
reading. 

"Home sales activity belies true 
market conditions, which, according 
to our index, are better than they've 
been in thirteen years," said NAR 
President Harley E. Rouda. "How­
ever, consumers are realizing this, as 
evidenced by the increase in existing­
home sales during November," he 
said. 

"I don't understand all of the nega­
tive talk about it not being a good 
time to buy a home right now. Mort­
gage interest rates are available at 
below 10 percent, which is a very 
preferential rate, and has occurred 
only 20 percent of the time over the 
last ten years," Rouda, a Realtor from 
Columbus, Ohio, said. 

Improvements in housing afforda­
bility conditions were posted in all of 
the regions between October and No­
vember. 

"What's striking here is how the 
objective conditions facing potential 
buyers are aJ1 so good," said NAR 
Chief Economist John A. Tuccillo. 
"Interest rates generally are down 
from last fall, and, especially in the 
higher priced areas, home prices are 

attractive," he noted. 
In the Northeast and in the Weoo;t, 

while borrowers' purchasing powe1 
increased from October to Novem­
ber, the typical family still fell short of 
having sufficient income to buy the 
median-priced home. These two ar­
eas have the nation's highest median 
prices. 

In the Northeast, a family earning 
the median income of $41,565 had 
91.9 percent of the income needed to 
buy a home priced at $133,600, the 
Northeast median price for Novem­
ber. In October the index for the 
Northeast was 90.1. 

In the West, a family earning the 
median income of $37,825 had 82.2 
percent of the income needed to buy 
a home priced at $138,700, the me­
dian-priced home for the West in 
November.

Mid west earning the median income 
of $36,279 had 148.3 percent of the 
income needed to purchase a home 
priced at $71,700, the Midwest me­
dian price for November.ln October, 
the index for the Mid west was 148.1. 

In the South, a family earning the 
median income of $31,924 had 114.2 
percent of the income needed to buy 
an $83,200 home, the median price 
for the South in November. The Octo­
ber index for this region was 112.9. 

Half the existing single-family 
homes sold in November for more 
than the median price of $91,300 and 
half sold for less. Similarly, half the 
familiesintheUnitedStateseammore 
than the median income of $35,467 
and half earn less. 

The interest rate used to compute 
NAR's Housing Affordability Index 
is a composite of closing rates for 
both fixed-rate mortgages and ad­
justable-rate mortgages on existing 
homes, as reported by the Federal 
Housing Finance Board. It barely rose 
from 9.96 percent in October to 9.97 
percent in November. 

When calculated with the board's 
effective fixed-rate mortgage interest 
rate of 10.39 percent from November, 
the index was 111.6. When calculated 
with the effective adjustable-rate 
mortgage interest rate of8.98 percent 
for November, the index was 126.0. 

Meanwhile, the median home price 
dropped from $92,900 to $91,300 be­
tween October and November, the 
medianfamilyincomerose$114, from 
$35,353 to $35,467, and the income 
needed to qualify for a loan covering 
80 percent of the typical home de­
dined from $31,201 to $30,689. 

Changes in the national median 
home price, median family income 
and average mortgage rate between 
October and November resulted in a 
$11 decrease in the monthly mort­
gage payment to $639 in November.

national median income in October 
exceeded the qualifying income, a 
family earnings the median income 
could purchase a home priced at 
$105,500, $14,200 higher than the 
median price for November, and the 
highest price on record that the 
median income family could afford. 

Under November's affordability 
conditions, a family earning $20,000 
would have sufficient income to 
qualify for a $59,500 home using a 
$47,600 loan. A familyeaming$30,000 

would qualify for an $89,300 home 
with a $71,400 loan. A family earning 
$40,000 would have sufficient income 
to qualify for a $119,000 home with a
