State auditors probe projects

A team of state auditors and an 
investigator with the Office of Edu­
cation Accountability converged 
Monday on school administration 
offices in Floyd and Pike counties to 
begin an extensive review of school 
construction projects underway or 

planned in those counties. 
Nine representatives from the of­

fice of State Auditor Bob Babbage, 
including six members of Babbage's 
senior auditing staff, began Monday 
researching school construction proj­
ects financed through the state School 
Facilities Construction Commission 
(SFCC). Theauditors were joined by 
Phil Austin, a special investigator 
with the state Office of Education 
Accountability. 

Babbage confinned Tuesday that 

Floyd, Pike form coalition : 

Joint jobs 
effort is set

A coalition of economic develop­
ment organizations in Floyd and Pike 
counties has been fanned to secure, 
develop and promote a 500-acre in­
dustrial park located near Pikeville 
and Prestonsburg. 

The exact location of the site has 
not yet been announced. 

Last Thursday, members of the 
Floyd County Economic Develop­
ment Authority adopted a resolution 
to join Pike C.ounty's Industrial 
Development and Economic Author-

ity (IDEA) in a cooperative effort to 
locate, purchase, develop and market 
a three-tract site, situated in Floyd 
County, for industrial development 
Pike County's organization passed a 
similar resolution earlier this month 
authorizing the joint effort. 

Efforts are apparently underway 
this week to obtain options on the 
targeted property which could en­
compasse 350 to 500 acres of usable 
land. Property acquisition is being 
handled by Floyd County Attorney 
Jimmy Hammond, a member of the 
Floyd County Economic Develop­
ment Authority; and Jerry Vaughn, 
executive director of Pike County's 
IDEA. 

Vaughn, a fanner official with 
Kentucky's Commerce Cabinet, will 
bring a considerable amount of ex­
pertise and a history of success to the 
economic development effort. 
Vaughn has successfully located at 
least two manufacturers in the Pike 
County area since joining IDEA, 
including Mountaintop Baking near 
Phelps. 

Vaughn told members of the Floyd 
County Economic Development 
Authority Thursday that the biggest 
obstacle to economic diversification 
in Eastern Kentucky was the lack of 
available industrial sites, adding that 
the regional effort between Floyd and 
Pike counties could resolve that is­
sue. 

he had directed members of his pub­
lic integrity staff and an experienced 
auditing staff to "review various 
construction projects in Floyd and 
Pike counties financed in part by the 
Kentucky School (Facilities) Con­
struction Commission." 

Babbage said his staff had been 
directed to review cash receipts relat­
ing to the projects and, at the close of 
the review, he will make a report of 
the fmdings and recommendations to 

"the appropriate local and state offi­
cials." 

The State Auditor said the review 
resulted from questions which had 
been "directed to various state of­
fices for some months about these 
issues." 

Babbage offered no specifics on 
the school construction review, but 
auditors are expected to examine 
records concerning property acquisi­
tion, site development, bidding pro­
cedures and construction contracts to 

detennine if state funds have been 
properly expended and state regula­
tions met. 

Bill Renner, chief of staff for 
Babbage's office, declined comment 
Monday on the review, and he would, 
neither conf1nn nor deny that the 
inspection would focus-on construc­
tion management services provided 
by Martin Engineering, of Martin.

The state Corrections Cabinet gave 
the Floyd County Fiscal Court notice 
Thursday that a March 15 deadline 
has been set for the county to stop 
housing prisoners in the Floyd County 
Jail. 

progress. I can't pre-judge the situ­
ation." 

Judge Executive John M. Stumbo 
said Friday the county didn't have 
any immediate plans concerning the 
order and the county had received 
"those letters before." Stumbo said 
the meeting with Corrections Cabi­
net officials should detennine what 
immediate repairs need to be made to 
keep the jail open. 

"They usually have a list of cer-

tain things that need to be d<me to 
keep it open," Stumbo said. "We'll 
meet and they'll tell us what we need 
to do. We've known we have to have 
a new jail, but we have to build one. 
Hopefully, they 'lllet us keep it open 
until we can get one builL" 

The county had a feasibility study 
conducted last year about construc­
tion of a new jail. At that time, Stumbo

For Lisa Meade of Abbott Creek, 
supporting American soldiers in­
volved with Operation Desert Stann 
has become a personal mission. 

Meade has written letters to ap­
proximately 26 American soldiers 
from Floyd County, and plans to write 
to every Floyd County soldier pos­
sible. 

"I just want to thank them for the 
job they are doing. To thank them for 
my children's future," said Meade. "I 
don't have any relatives over there, 
but I really wan~ them to know that 

we support them and have them in 
our prayers." 

Meade said she started writing to 
the soldiers January 26, with a letter 
to Marine Brian Caudill. 

"He (Brian) was the first one that 
I wrote to, and he has been the first 
one to write back," she said. "I just 
thought that I would write to a Ma­
rinefirst because they usually have to 
go into battle first." 

Plans to write to every Floyd 
County soldier are still in the future 
according to Meade. 

"When I started writing I had 
planned to write to all of them," said 
Meade. "The last time I talked to the 

Red Cross they had 75 names. I don't 
know that I can find time to write to 
all of them, but I'll try." 

Meade said she writes letters, 
"whenever my little one gives me a 
chance." According to Meade, most 
of the letters are drafted while watch­
ing television. 

"I try to write whenever I have a 
chance, which can lead to some 
strange letters," Meade said, "I had to 
take a break from writing a letter one 
time because my son decided to put a 
tic-tac breath mint up his nose. So, 
when I got back to wnting I told the 
soldier that I had to stop and get the 

tic-tac out of my son's nose." 

Although the letter writing cam­
paign might be eased with the usc of 
a typewriter, Meade says she prefers 
to write letters by hand. 

"It is more personal. If I'm going 
to take time out to write these letters, 
I don't want them to all be the same. 
I want to share something with them." 

"My husband Cary and I are very 
much behind our troops," she said. 
"If anyone wants me to write to a 
family member or a friend, I would 
be glad to do that. If 1 believe in 
something, I will stand up for it." 

Representative Stumbo, who has 
actively promoted mountaintop de­
velopment, said he thought "the next 
generation of Eastern Kentuckians 
should look down the mountains 
instead of up at them." 

In the statement issued Tuesday, 
Mayor Latta noted that "the city 
council and Prestonsburg Tourism 
Commission have shown strong 
support for this project and have even 
offered to participate as a partner."

Elementary, Left Beaver High School, 
a new Prestonsburg High School and 
a Betsy Layne Elementary expansion 
project in Floyd County. Martin 
Engineering also serves as construc­
tion manager for Pike Central High 
School and Shelby Valley High 
School (expansion) in Pike County; 
and for Inez Middle School and 
Warfield Middle School projects in 
Martin County. 

Three of those projects were criti­
cized recently by Pikeville architect 
James Ellis, who alleged 111at Martin 
Engineering was receiving "exces­
sive" fees for construction manage­
ment services. Ellis, who serves as 
architect for the Left Beaver High 
Sc hoot and Pike Central projects, has 
contended that construction manage­
ment contracts for those projects are 
"open-ended," allowing Martin En­
gineering to receive fees exceeding 
those lablcd as "lump sum" fees in 
contract documents. 

Language in 111ose contracts indi­
cate Martin engineering will receive 
lump sum payments for construction 
management services, and 111ose 
payments arc to be made in equal 
monl11ly installments over a 14-month 
period. A separate condition of Mar­
tin Engineering's contract, though, 
allows 111e construction manager to 
continue to receive equal monl11ly 
payments beyond 111e 14-month pe­
riod and throughout me construction 
phase of each project. 

At Duff Elementary, for example, 
Martin Engineering was to receive 
"lump sum" fees for construction 
management services totalling 
S157,7(1) to be paid in equal monthly 
installments. The company has re­
ceived $307,886.16 or nearly twice 
the contract amount. 

At Left Beaver, where construc­
tion remains in the site preparation 
phase, Martin Engineering contracted 
to provide construction management 
services for a "lump sum" of 
S 191 ,422,to be paid in equal monthly 
installments of $13,673 over a 14-
monl11 period. Project documcnLo; 
indicate that the company had re­
ceived $206,422 through January. 
Left Beaver architect James Ellis 
projected 111at construction on t11e high 
school would take another22 months. 
If Martin Engineering continues to 
receivemonl11ly payments during 111at 
time, the company will have received 
a total of $507, 228 for construction 
management services or almost three 
times 111e contracted fcc. 

State auditors will review 111ose 
contracts and similar contracts held 
by Martin Engmeering in Pike 
County. 

The state review is also expected to 
focus on bidding procedures and 
contracts awarded to various compa­
nies, specifically on 111e Left Beaver 
High School project in Aoyd County. 

At Left Beaver, project documents 
indicate 111at 17 of the 25 contracts 
awarded so far were one-bid con­
tracts where only one company sought 
eachjob. Thedollarvalueofthose 17 
one-bid contracts is nearly $3.3 mil· 
lion. 

Of those one-bid contracts on the 
Left Beaver project, one has drawn 
considerable attention from review­
ers and allegations from the architect. 

B&J Construction, ofPrcstonsburg, 
wasl11esolebidderforageneral work 
contract on 111e Left Beaver Project 
and was awarded the job in January 
1990 by 111e Aoyd County Board of 
Education. The base bid totalled 
$56,500, but a change order author­
ized by the board upped the contract 
amount to $106,500. 

For that amount, B&J contracted 
to provide security at the school site, 
handledi~tribution of gravel, provide 
sanitary services and handle garbage 
removal. 

Questions concerning B&J arose 
earlierthis monl11 when the company 
filed suit against me board in an effort 
to receive aS l0,700contract fee B&J 
claimed was due. 1 he board's pay­
ment to B&J was delayed when archi­
tect James Ellis declined to certify 
the request. Ellis sa1d he refused to 
sign 111e payment authorization for 
two re<~sons: because of a dispute 
wil11 Martin Engineering over 111e 
certification procedure and because 
he was "not satisfied'' that the com­
pany had performed 111c work for 
which it demanded payment. 

l11earchitcct'sconcem over B&J's 
job pcrlormance was substantiated 
this week by anomer contractor, Gary 
Branham, whose company, TripleB, 
is performing site preparation at Left 
Be<~ver. 

Branham said his company had 
spread gravel delivered atl11e school 
site, though 111at job had been con­
trncted by B&J. Branham said he was 
not paid for that service and 111at he 
dido 't recall ever seeing any employ­
ees of B&J on the site. 

Theboard'scontract wil11 B&J also 
calls for the company to provide 
security at 111c site from dusk until 
dawn for a period covering 395 days. 

There were no security personnel 
at the site at8 p.m. February 20 when 
a reporter visited, but a man who 
identified himself as a security guard 
was present at 9:30 111ar same night 
when a second visit was made.

Hammond's conviction numbers 'mistaken' 
Floyd County Attorney Jim 

Hammond was apparently mistaken 
about the number ofDUI convictions 
credited to his current term in 
Frankfort, and the figures he quoted 
last week included convictions by 
former County Attorney David Bar­
ber. 

Hammond said Thursday he had 
580 DUI convictions recorded in the 
state's Administrative Office of the 
CourtS (AOC) from January to June 
1990. His comments were in response 
to a Lexington Hearld-Leader article 
concerning District Judge Harold 
Stumbo. 

The newspaper article said Judge 
Stumbo was under review by AOC 
for the way Aoyd County handles 
DUI cases. Judge Stumbo said Ham­
mond recommended enrolling DUI 
offenders in an area counseling pro­
gram instead of jailing 111em.

said, a 95-bed facility was recom­
mended butl11at number will have to 
be reduced. 

"That study was based on getting 
enough state prisoners (housed in the 
county's facility) to help offset the 
costs," Stumbo said. "But, we'll have 
to scale that down to about 60-65 
wil11 alll11e new jails opening." 

Stumbo said 111c county is con­
tinuing to look for a jail site both 
inside and outside the city limits of 
Prestonsburg. 

Aoyd County Jailer Lawrence 
Hale was served with the cabinet's 
order Thursday which said 111ecounty 
"must cease housing prisoners" after 
March 15. 

Hammond said the counseling 
program was a successful alternative 
to jailing first-time offenders. 

In Hammond's response, he said 
anyone who questioned his "effec­
tiveness" as County Attorney should 
compare records wil11 his predeces­
sor ,former County Attorney Barber. 

A comparison revealed that Bar­
ber, in his last two years in office, 
scored above the state's DUI convic­
tion rate. DUI conviction records from 
fiscal years 1988-1989 show Barber 
had a 77.3 percent conviction rate, 
11.5 percent above 111e state's 65 .8 
percent average. 

In 1988, Barber's record showed 
519 convictions out of 662 arrests for 
a 78.4 percent conviction rate. In 
1989, his record showed 552 convic­
tions for 725 arrests, a 76.1 percent 
rate. 

DUI arrest and conviction statis­
tics are based on 111e state's fiscal 
year which begins July 1 and ends 
June30,saidPatSims with me state's 
Administrative Office of the Courts 
(AOC). 

Hammond's reportof580convic­
tions was a "misunderstood" figure, 
Sims said. According to Sims, a rep­
resentative from Hammond's office 
called AOC Thursday to get 
Hammond's 1990 DUI conviction 
figures. Sims said 580 DUI convic­
tions were reported during the 1989 
fiscal year, which ended June 30. 
1990. Of those 580 convictions, 
Barber was credited with 552. Fig­
ures from the 1990 fiscal year arc not 
yet available from AOC, Sims said. 

State DUI convictions arc com­
piled by the Administrative Office of 
the Courts in Frankfort and figures 
are obtained by information provided 
by the Kentucky State Police and 
Bureau of Drivers Licensing, said 

Sims. Conviction figures arc derived 
from 111e number of KSP citations 
and the number of drivers licenses 
revoked by the driver licensing de­
partment. 

AOC cannot account for the 
number of cases dismissed, pending 
or amended, Sims said.

A surprise announcement last 
week that mineral rights on prop­
erty proposed as the site for a new 
Prestonsburg H1gh School had 
been deeded to the Floyd County 
Board of Education carves away 
one bone of contention in an 
overcooked debate concerning 
where and how a new high school 
should be built 

The meat, however, remains in 
the oven. 

Property owners David and lois 
May are to be applauded for 
making the move that could clear 
up the questions coal rights on the 
site posed concerning the legality 
of the board's deed to the prop­
erty. The Mays should be show­
ered with praise if superintendent 
Ronald Hager's assessment of 
the value of those coal rights 
proves accurate. 

Hager estimated last week that 
possibly as much as 100,000 tons 
of coal, valued between $1 million 
and $2 million, were on the school 
property. 

Original assessments, however, 
have suggested the recoverable 
coal reserves are much lower. 

Regardless of which assess­
ment is right, it would seem now 
that the board has an opportunity 
to make a sizable dent in the cost 
of building a new high school, 
resolve other site-related ques­
tions and make the Middle Creek 
site indisputably attractive 

How? 
If it 1s its legal power to do so, the 

board should contract out the 
removal of coal on the Middle 
Creek site through routine chan­
nels. 

If Hager's count is accurate, 
stripping the coal should provide 
revenues well in excess of the 
costs the board has in the prop­
erty and could eliminate most or 
all of the $1.3 miilion needed for 
site preparation. 

Theoretically, the school sys­
tem could, by taking advantage of 
coal revenues, get the property 
and the site preparation at no net 
cost and trim something like $2 
million from the price tag for the 
new school. If there is, indeed, $2 
million worth of recoverable coal 
on the property, the board would 
have a surplus of money to ad­
dress other needs, like paying long 
distance phone bills at Adams 
Middle School. 

Stay tuned. 

Another round of potentially 
good news comes this way this 

week via a coalition between 
economic development organiza­
tions in Floyd and Pike counties. 

The joint effort is a natural: Floyd 
County has the developable prop­
erty; Pike County has the exper­
tise to use it. Both will share the 
costs and the benefits. 

This first project, which seeks to 
create job opportunities at a site 
convenient to both counties could 
be the pilot for similar ventures 
between Floyd County and other 
neighbors, like Martin and 
Johnson. 

The potential is unlimited. 
We commend Judge John M. 

Stumbo and Judge Paul Patton 
for developing the economic ave~ 
nues that could, indeed, be the 
path toward the light at the end of 
our unemployment tunnel. 

If this joint venture is success­
ful, and we think it will be, the trip 
toward diversity could be shorter. 

Take your league and shove it. 
That's our advice to The South­

eastern Conference officials who 
find it necessary to remind us that 
the University of Kentucky is not 
eligible for post season play 

The Cats stand on the threshold 
of at least tying for the SEC's 
regular season title, an amazing 
feat in itself, but the league's hier­
archy ranks UK last in the stand­
ings with a note they're not eli­
gible for the championship. 

One question· if UK can be 
ranked last, why can't they be 
ranked first? 

Anotherquestion:where does it 
say in the NCAA sanctions that 
UK can't claim the regular season 
title? Regular season records don't 
count toward an automatic NCAA 
tourney bid, that goes to the SEC 
tournament winner. UK is not eli· 
gible to play in the tournament, 
but they are eligible to play in the 
regular season. 

Without Kentucky, the SEC 
would not have developed into 
the nationally recognized confer­
ence it has become. Without 
Kentucky, schools like LSU, Ala­
bama and Georgia would not likely 
have developed basketball pro­
grams that can compete on a 
national level. 

The SEC will split into separate 
divisions next year and there wi!l 
be no possibility for a school to 
claim the regular season title. 

Maybe it's time for UK to kiss 
the SEC good-bye and to find a 
conference more receptive to 
college basketball's best program. 

Think about it.

Facts about dependents 
and exemptions 

These are typical of questions 
asked by taxpayers and are presented 
as a public service of this publication 
and the IRS. 

Q. What qualifies a person to be 
claimed as a dependent on my tax 
return? 

A. Five tests are used to detennine 
dependency in order to claim an 
exemption on your tax return. They 
are the following: member of house­
hold or relationship test, citizenship 
test, joint return test, gross income 
test and support tesL Each of these 
rules has its own criteria. If you have 
a question as to whether or not to 
claim a dependent, consult the in­
structions in your tax package. 

Q. Even though my dependent did 
not live with me the entire year, does 
he or she still qualify as a dependent 
on my tax return? 

A. Yes,ifheorshe meets all of the 
tests mentioned above, he or she may 
still qualify as a dependent. 

Q. How much is each exemption 
for a dependent worth?

A. You must apply for an exten­
sion of time to file using Form 4868, 
Application for Automatic Extension 
of Time To File U.S. Individualln­
comeTaxReturn. YoumustfileForm 
4868 by the regular due date of your 
return, and you must enclose pay­
ment of any tax you estimate you will 
owe. You will then be allowed four 
more months to file your return. You 
cannot file Form 1040EZ if you get 
an extension. 

Q. Is there any kind of income that 
is not taxable? 

A. Yes. Some of the most com­
mon forms of nontaxable income 
include child support, life insurance 
proceeds, accident and health insur­
ance proc~ds, welfare benefits, 
worker's compensation and similar 
benefits for sickness and injury, gifts 
and inheritances, and, under certain 
conditions, gain on the sale of your 
home if you are 55 or older. See 
Publication 525, Taxable and Non­
taxable Income.

State Auditor Bob Babbage is 
conducting an audit of the manage­
ment practices of the Kentucky Lot­
tery. 

Babbage said that this audit was 
prompted by the discovery of a po­
tential control risk which was cor­
rected quickly, resulting in the dis­
missal of the state data processing 
director. 

Changes in top management of 
the lottery in 1990 and the high vol­
ume of questions raised by legisla­
tors and the public concerning the 
lottery also led to the review, Bab­
bage said. 

Revenue projections for the lot­
tery this fiscal year were decreased 
after two games, Keno and Sports 
Betting, were deemed inappropriate, 
Babbage explained. 

The revised projections, follow­
ing the lottery's better than expected 
ftrst year success, also raised ques­
tions in the minds of the public, 
Babbage added. 

Small corporations 
must verify reports 

The Office of the Secretary of 
State mailed 75,012 annual verifica­
tion reports on February 15, to all 
profit and nonprofit corporations 
registered to do business in the 
Commonwealth. 

By statute, correct annual verifi­
cation reports must be ftled by June 
30 of each year. The filing fees are 
$15 for profit corporations, $4 for 
domestic nonprofit corporations and 
$8 for foreign nonprofit corporations. 
Failure to file this report will result in 
the administrative dissolution of the 
corporation. 

Any corporation that did not re­
ceive an annual verification report 
form should contact the Kentucky 
Secretary of State at (502) 564-2848 
and request a duplicate report.

The state law implementing the 
lottery makes the state auditor re­
sponsible for the financial audits of 
the lottery and other audits as he 
deems necessary or desirable. 

Babbage explained that the audit 
would analyse the lottery's evolving 
management practices, problems and 
opportunities.

Babbage said the effort would 
examine how the lottery is governed, 
how it markets its products, how the 
lottery manages operations, finance 
and control, the use of technology 
and information systems, and per­
sonnel management 

The project will examine the de­
velopmentand implementation of the 
lottery from its beginning, its current 
status, and identify initiatives needed 
for success. 

Babbage said he was involving 
members of the legislature, lottery 
officials, lottery experts from other 
states, and business people along with 
his staff in the projecL

Senator Mitch McConnell last 
week introduced the Comprehensive 
American Health Care Act of 1991 
(S. 454),legislation that will address 
America's most urgent health care 
problems in a reasonable, appropri­
ate and comprehensive manner. 

"Although the U.S. has the high­
~stquality of care available anywhere 
m the world, many Americans do not 
have adequate access to or cannot 
afford that high-quality care," 
McConnell stated. "Thecostofhealth 
care has skyrocketed to the point 
where it is beyond the reach of fami­
lies, small businesses, and especially 
those living on a fixed income, like 
our senior citizens."

under the new Supplemental Earned 
Income Tax Credit. 

"Roughly 85 percent of the 
American population is covered by 
health insurance, as many as 37 
million Americans go without health 
insurance because they can't afford 
it," McConnell said. "My legisla­
tion allows uninsured individuals to 
obtain tax credits towards the pur­
chase of health insurance, helping to 
ensure that all Americans have ac­
cess to adequate and affordable 
health care."

If 
weight loss exceeds two percent of 
overall body weight, skip the sauna 
or hot tub to avoid further Joss of 
body fluids. Then, drink one pint of 
water for each pound of weight lost.

In seed catalogs, the word resis­
tant means that a particular plant can 
endure an attack by a particular in­
sect, disease, drought, or other ad­
verse conditions. Resistant varieties 
can be expected to survive and make 
a crop under all but the most severe 
conditions. 

Immune varieties are reasonably 
safe from certain specified diseases 
and insects.

Representative Jim Bunning of the 
House Ways and Means Committee 
is cosponsoring the introduction of 
the proposed permanent extension 
of MRB legislation in the House. 

Senators Ford and McConnell are 
also cosponsors with 38 other con­
gressman who seek to permanently 
extend the Low-lncomeHousingTax 
Credit program. The Low-Income 
Housing Tax Credit is a federal tax 
incentive designed to stimulate rental 
housing production and rehabilita­
tion to benefit low-income families. 
KHC administers the low-income 
housing tax credit program in Ken­
tucky, offering property owners a 10-
year tax credit for each unit set aside 
for low-income use. Since the Low­
Income Housing Tax Credit was au­
thorized in 1987, KHC has approved 
applications totaling 8285 units.

"If the MRB program is not made 
permanent, first-time homebuyers 
may not be able to afford the option of 
owning their own home," said Marti­
nez.

Many low-to moderate-income fami­
lies simply cannot afford the higher 
interest rates and corresponding 
higher down payments required in 
conventional loans. 

"The Low .. [ncome Housing Tax 
Credit program provides property 
owners with an incentive to upgrade 
and create rental units that are de­
signed especially for those who might 
not be able to afford fair market rents 
on the open market."
