U.S. bombs

With the war less than 24 hours 
old, allied bombers in Iraq had re­
portedly begun dropping leaflets on 
Iraqi defense positions Thursday, 
urging soldiers to surrender. Mean­
while, Libyan dictator Moammar 
Khaddaffi, an ally of Iraq's Saddam 
Hussein, suggested that the start of 
hostilities in the Middle East could 
possibly lead to the beginning of a 
third world war. 

Compelling fJist-hand news ac­
counts of the masstve bombing raids 
on Iraq by Cable News Network also 
ended abruptly Thursday when Iraqi 
officials apparently pulled the plug 
on the network. ~ 

The CNN reporting team of Ber­
nard Shaw, Peter Arnett and John 
Holliman had kept Americans riv­
eted to their seats throughout the night 
Wednesday and into Thursday with 
I i ve audio reports from the 14th floor 
of the AI-Rashid Hotel in Baghdad 
before the link was disconnected 
Thursday morning. 

Accounts of the initial air raid by 
American-led United Nations' forces 
by the CNN team were often emo­
tional as the reporting crew detailed 

airstrikes near their place of refuge. 
The team was among 45 foreign 
journalists caught by surprise in the 
attaCk, dubbed Operation Desert 
Storm by military officials. 

With the loss of the CNN link 
Thursday, detaJls of the ongoing 
operation in Iraq and Kuwait became 
scarce and secondhand.

he was listed in fair condition Thurs­
day afternoon. 

Robert Kidd was lodged m the 
Floyd County Jail and charged with 
first degree assault and first degree 
burglary in connection with the shoot­
ing. The shooting remains under in­
vestigation by Kentucky State Police 
detective Les Stapleton. 

In a separate incident, a McDow­
ell man wao;; shot once with a shotgun 
after an argument with his grandson 
Wednesday night. 

Police records show that Gary 
Evans, 25, of Bill Hall Branch was 
arrested Wednesday after he alleg­
edly shot his grandfather Btll Evans, 
65, also of Bill HaU Branch with a 
shotgun following an argument at the 

Evans residence. 
Bill Evans was transported to 

McDowell Appalachian Regional 
Hospital where he was treated and 
released. Police said Evans was hit 
with 11 pellets from the shotgun in 
several areas of his body. 

Gary Evans was transported to 
Our Lady of rhe Way Hospital in 
Manin where he was treated for head 
injuries he allegedly received by hit­
ting himself in the head with a tele­
phone. Evans was treated and re­
leased before being lodged in the 
Floyd County Jail on charges of first 
degree assault. The shooting remains 
underinvcstigation by Kentucky State 
Police trooper Lynn Cross and detec­
tive Joel Newsome.

moment if his Army Reserve Unit is 
activated. He had mixed emotions 
about the prospect. 

"Yeah, I'm nervous," he said. 
"But, after talking lO Jimmy I feel 
like I should be over there with him, 
helping him. 

"He sounded scared when he 
called. I think the majority of people 
are scared." 

Life in Saudi Arabia's desert has 
been rough for her son, Cindy Par­
sons said. Each week the family sends 
a care package lO Jimmy ,loaded with 
candy and every day necessities. But, 
now she must wait until she receives 
word from her son to continue send­
ing them. 

"He Lold me not to send any more 
boxes until I hear from him," she 
said. "Jimmy said they were told 
yesterday to eat up all their supplies 
and not to pack anymore than they 
could carry. He said if I don't hear 
from him, not to get excited. He said 
to tell everyone that. The last time he 
called he said the maintenance people 
were there to cut phone service." 

Frequent phone calls from her son 
have helped Mrs. Parsons through 
this long ordeal. "He had lO walk a 
mile to a telephone to call home 
Wednesday," she said. "I guarantee 
if there's a phone around, Jimmy will 
fmd it. He loves to call home. I'm so 
thankful to God for AT & T. It makes 
me feel more connected lO my son." 

Parsons told his mother it had been 
raining in tbe desert for the last four 

days and everything he had had got­
ten wet Parsons also said General H. 
Norman Schwarzkopf, who is com­
manderofthe U.S. gulfforces, briefed 
the soldiers Wednesday and told them 
they would be the "thunder and light­
ning" of operation Desert Storm, 
code name of the attack on Iraq. 

The terrors of war concern Cindy 
Parsons and she dreads what her son 
may have to endure. 

"I told him he will probably sec 
and do things he is not used to doing. 
I told him to do what he has to do and 
to not think about it." she said. "I hate 
for him to have to endure some of 
things he may have to and that hurts." 

After spending 30 days straight on 
the frontline eating Army provisions, 
Jimmy Parsons Lold his mom he has a 
craving for a good hot meal. "He told 
me he'd give is soul for a bowl of 
beans and some pork chops," she 
said. "And there won't be any pork 
chops in this house until Jimmy gets 
home." 

Cindy Parsons and her family are 
now just waiting for word from their 
son and watching television lO follow 
the events, that are now very close to 
home. Mrs. Parsons places her son's 
safety in her faith in God. 

"A couple of months back Jimmy 
called and I was very upset about the 
wholesituation.Heaskedme, 'Mom, 
where's you faith? You raised me 
that the Lord will take care of me.' 
So, I know the Lord's watching over 
him."

about 7 p.m. Eastern Time Wednes­
day, or just before dawn Thursday in 
the Middle East. The first strike, 
carried out solei y by allied air forces, 
came about one day after a January 
15th deadline for Iraq's Saddam 
Hussein to withdraw his forces from 
Kuwait. Iraqi forces invaded the tiny 
neighboring country on August 2. 

The American public was advised 
of the start of hostilities Wednesday 
evening in a statement from Presi­
dent George Bush, read by White 
House press secretary Marlin Fitzwa­
ter: 

"The liberation of Kuwait has 
begun," Fitzwater reported. "In con­
junction with the forces of our coali­
tion partners, the United States has 
moved under the code name Opera­
tion Desert Storm to enforce the 
mandates of the United Nations Se­
curity CounciL 

"As (of) 7 o'clock p.m. Operation 
Desert Storm forces were engaing 
targets in Iraq and Kuwait." 

In a televised news conference just 
after 9 p.m. Wednesday, President 
Bush gave additional details of the 

operation noting that the attacks had 
been carried out successfully by the 
multi-national U.N. contingent which 
had the support and endorsement of 
28 nations. 

Most accounts of the early attacks 
registered military surprise at the lack 
of defensive response from Iraqi 
forces, said to be among the largest in 
the world. 

By 2 p.m. Thursday, reports from 
the war front indicated that allied air 
attacks had successfully destroyed 
nearly 500 of Iraq's 720 warplanes. 
One U.S. plane and one British plane 
had been reported lost. 

The White House on Thursday 
called for Iraq's Saddam Hussein lO 
"lay down his arms, surrender and 
comply with United Nations resolu­
tions" calling for his withdrawal from 
Kuwait. 

Meanwhile, U.S. financial markets 
responded favorably to news from 
the Persian Gulf. TheNew York Stock 
Exchange was up more than 100 
points Thursday afternoon and oil 
prices had plummeted by approxi­
mately $10 per barreL

Freedom from fear • • •

Like many Americans, we have struggled 
with mixed emotions arising from our 
country's involvement in the Persian Gulf 
conflict. 

For months we've taken a personal roller­
coaster ride as we attempted, quite un­
successfully, to arrive at a definitive con­
clusion, pro or con, on the use of Ameri­
can troops in the Midqle East. 

While we have leaned from day one to 
the side our 
government has 
taken in the cri­
sis, our resolve 
has been diluted 
by doubts and 
concerns of our 
purpose for 
being there. 

Our eyes were 
opened Wed­
nesday night, 
two hours after 
war began in 
Iraq, as we 
stood in the 
middle of our 
living room star­
ing uncon­
ciously at a re­
production of a 
fifty-year-old 
painting. 

post in front of the television, a vigil we're 
sure we shared with millions of Ameri­
cans Wednesday night. 

As we passed through the living room 
the Rockwell print grabbed our attention. 
. Titled "Freedom from Fear," the paint­
ing showed a 1940s mother and father 
tucking their two small children into bed. 
In the father's hand was a newspaper with 
headlines detailing the Japanese attack 
on Pearl Harbor. 

In fifteen years we had passed that 
portrait a thou­
sand times 
without so 
much as a side­
ways glance, 
but on this night 
it demanded 
our attention. 
We were over­
whelmed by its 
implication and 
by the similari­
ties of our own 
actions on this 
night to those of 
parents nearly 
a half century 
before. 

This was the 
answer we had 
been searching 
for. 

The print, Rockwell's masterpiece "Freedom from Fear." 
Upstairs, two 

small children 
lay safely 
asleep in their 

hanging in the 
same place on 
our living room wall for fifteen years, was 
one of several we had collected through 
our admiration of the works of American 
illustrator Norman Rockwell. We found 
Rockwell's ability to capture life's nuances 
fascinating, but our appetite for his works 
rarely strayed from their asthetic qualities 
and into interpretation of their meanings. 

beds, free of the fears posed by a violent 
and unpredictable world. 

But Wednesday night this one particular 
Rockwell print gave rise to an indescrib­
able sense of personal understanding and 
an odd sense of inner peace. 

Halfway across the globe the children of 
those two children Norman Rockwell so 
masterfully illustrated in 1941 marched 
into battle, not for oil, not for political supe­
riority, not for any of the narrow observa­
tions bandied about by governments for 
the last five months. 

The reason, to us, became abundantly 
clear. 

For want of a better descripition, we'll 
call it a revelation. 

Having just tucked our two children into 
bed for the night, we headed back to our

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Tax break: 

Lowering the expense of raising children ctbituaries 
The expense associated with rais­

ing children can be lowered if you do 
your homework first. The Kentucky 
Society of CPAs has some basic les­
sons on tax breaks for parents. 

DEFRA YlNG THE COST OF 
CHILD CARE 

If you pay someone to care for 
!~if your child under 13 while you work, 

you may be able to take a child-care 
tax credit of up to 20 percent of the 
amount you pay for employment­
related expenses, or even a higher 
percentage at lower income levels. 
The kinds of expenses that qualify 
for computing the credit include 
babysitting and day-care costs, nurs­
ery and kindergarten tuition, and 
payments to a housekeeper whose 
duties include care of the child. 

In general, to be eligible for the 
tax credit, you must cam income from 
a job or be self-employed. In addi· 
tion, you must maintain a home for a 
child under 13. (Prior to 1989, chil­
dren under 15 could qualify for the 
tax credit) If you are married, you 
and your spouse must both work at 
leastpart-time-unlessoneofyou is 
disabled or a full-time swdent.lf you 
pay for the care of one child, the 
maximum amount for computing the 
credit is $2,400; if you 'rc paying for 
two or more, that amount doubles to 
$4,800. 

The size of your tax credit de­
pends on your adjusted gross income. 
If your adjusted gross income is 

' $10,000 or less, your credit is 30 
• percent of your expenses (up to the 

cap). If your adjusted gross income is 
more than $28,000, you re entitled to 
a 20-percent credit So if your ad­
justed gross income ts $30,000 and 
your child-care expenses for two 
dependents are $6,000, you are en­
titled to a tax credit equal to 20 per­
cent of $4,800, or $960. The tax 
benefit for incomes between $10,000 
and $28,000 is calculated on a sliding 
scale. 

Two recent changes pertaining to 
the child-care credit should be noted. 
The first involves employer-span­

~ sored dependent-care assistance pro-

grams, a fringe benefit which allows 
parents to set aside as much as $5,000 

in pre-tax salary dollars to pay for 
child-care services. In the past, if you 
set aside $5,000 through such a pro­
gram and your actual expenses were 
more, the excess amount qualified 
for the child-care credit Unfortu­
nately, the dual benefit has been elimi­
nated. Eachreimbursementdollaryou 
receive through an employer's de­
pendent-care program now reduces 
the maximum amount allowed for 
the child-care credit, dollar for dol­
lar. So if you previous! y claimed both 
the credit and the exclusion, you will 
now have to decide in advance which 
break saves more tax dollars. 

The second change requires you 
to report the name, address and social 
security number of your care pro­
vider. Parents who pay care provid­
ers in cash and skip the Social Secu­
rity tax on those wages will not be 
able to take the child-care credit and 
are also in violation of various laws. 

INCOME SHIFTING 
Unfortunately, the long-time tax 

strategy of shifting income from high­
bracket family members to lower 
bracket children makes less sense 
now. There are now two distinct sets 
of rules for taxing children who re­
ceive investment income such as 
dividends, interest, royalties and 
capital gains. For children 14 and 
older, investment income is taxed at 
their own rate. But children under 14 
can now be taxed at their parent's 
rate. For these pint-sized taxpayers, 
the fust $500 in investment income 
can be offset by a special $500 stan· 
dard deduction; the next$500 is taxed 
at the child's rate. But any unearned 
income over $1,000 is taxed at the 
parent's rate. 

But there are still ways you can 
lower taXes on the investment earn­
ings of children under age 14. First of 
all, keep in mind that the fll'St Sl ,000 
in unearned income is still taxed at 
your child's lower rate. In other 
words, your child could hold a 
$12,000 investment earning 8 per-
cent in interest, and still come in 
under the $1,000 threshold. 

Second, consider investing in 
assets that are tax-free or tax -deferred 
until the child reaches 14 and is taxed 

at his or her own rate. Savings bonds 
arc one option. Or you could give 
your child stock in growth-oriented 
companies which generally pay little 
or no dividends but are expected to 
appreciate in value. Your child owes 
no tax on the potential gain until the 
stock is sold. If you wait until your 
child reaches 14 before you sell the 
shares, the profit is taxed at the child's 
rate. 

Series EE U.S. Savmgs Bonds are 
a less risky alternative for tax-de­
ferred earnings. The interest that 
accumulates on Series EE bonds does 
not have to be reported until the bonds 
mature or arc redeemed, so you can 
hold off cashing in the bonds until 
your child reaches 14. In this post-tax 
reform world, the key is to plan each 
investment carefully for each child 
according to his or her age. 

Take note that these rules apply 
only to unearned or investment in­
come. If your child has earnings from 
a job, such income will be taxed at the 
child's tax rate regardless of the 
child's age. 

Another recent tax law change 
attempts to make filing easier. Now 
instead of preparing a separate return 
for your child, you can elect on IRS 
form 8814 to include your child's 
gross income on your own return, if 
his or her earnings are between $500 
and $5,000. You pay the child's rate 
on the child's investment earnings 
between $500 and $1,000 and your 
own rate on earnings between $1,000 
and $5,000. Parents can qualify for 
this time-saving alternativeonly if no 
estimated tax payments or backup 
withholding payments have been 
made on behalf of the child. Keep in 
mind, however, that including your 
child's income with your own in­
creases your adjusted gross income 
and may have an adverse impact on 
your ability to deduct medical and 
miscellaneous itemized expenses.

The book contains a form to get a 

copy of your Social Security account 
showing all credits to your account 
and an estimate to the amount you 
will get upon retirement or disability. 
Workers must check their Social 
Security accounts frequently since 
any errors more than three years old 
will not be corrected. Often, the study 
found, workers have had too much 
deducted from their wages and were 
due a refund.ln other cases, employ­
ers had not sent the correctamount to 
be credited to accounts. If you have 
records of the amount of earnings 

~1 and deductions, you will be credited 
with that money and the employer's 
share whether or not he ever sent the 
money to the government.

• In some cases parents of a de­
ceased worker are eligible for bene­
fits even if they never paid into the 
system. 

• Many children are eligtble for 
benefits even though their parents 
never paid into the system. 

• Minor children and surviving 
spouse of a person who has worked 
under the SS system for as little as 
one day in each of six annual quarters 
can collect benefits. 

• Income from investments, inter­
est, annuities, rentals and royalties 
are not considered in determining 
eligibility--nor is income from a 
business in which the person was 
ownerorpartnerifpaymentsaremade 
as a retirement benefits, purchase of 
equity or any of the above. Only 
income listed as payment for actual 
work will affect retirement benefits. 
And after age 70, even that restriction 
is lifted. 

• A divorcee (either sex), 62 or 
older, who was married 10 years or 
more is eligible for benefits when the 
ex -spouse starts collecting retirement 
or disability payments. If the divor· 
cee was later married and that mar­
riage ended in death or divorce, this 
will not affect eligibility. 

• The Supplementary Security 
Income(SSI) program provides bene­
fits to aged, blind, physically dis­
abled and even those with language

handicaps. Even if these recipients 
own cars, homes or other assets, no 
lien is taken against these assets and 
a person cannot be disqualified be· 
cause relatives arc financially able to 
suppon the recipient. 

• Some benefits, such as SSI, do 
not require any work record by the 
recipient or his or her family. 

Recognizing the problem of mil­
lions who were missing out on 
agency-administered programs, So­
cial Security Commissioner Gwen­
dolyn S. King, said in a recent inter­
view, "l believe very strongly that we 
need to do more by way of outreach." 

Commissioner King's statement 
was applauded by Ron Pollack, ex­
ecutive director of the Families USA 
Foundation because, he says, "a good 
number of people do not know about 
the program." Many people, he found, 
"try to make inquiries, but do not get 
through or receive erroneous infor­
mation. And here are many who go to 
an office to apply but don't get the 
assistance necessary to fill out their 
applications." 

Berko tells us that, "Even if you 
are eligible, you will not receive 
checks unless you apply." For that 
reason "Consumers Guide to Social 
Security Benefits" tells you how to 
apply and what to say.

Former Floyd resident implements 
new UK science hotline number 

Dr. Donald T. Frazier, chairman 
and professor of physiology at the 
University of Kentucky's medical 
school, recently launched a new proj­
ectto encourage Kentucky's youth to 
become interested in science. 

Homework help is now available 
to a struggling young science stu­
dent. Students can now ca11 a UK 
hotlme number and talk to a UK 
professor or scientist and ask for 
advice on such things as classroom 
science projects and or career possi­
bilities in the field of science. 

Dr. Frazier, a native of Floyd 
County, implemented the UK Sci­
ence Hotline, 1-800-955-9500, be­
cause he feels that many of today's 
brightest youngsters avoid science 
classes. If that situation does not 
change, Frazier said, the nation one 
day could find itself running out of 
scientists and researchers. 

"It's going to affect the biology 
teachers of the future, the pharma­
CISts, the people going into medicine 
or dentistry. all the health-science 
related fields. This isn't just about 

people working in some laboratory. 
"Unfortunately, after third or 

fourth grade, most students today tend 
to bypass anything having to do with 
science. Perhaps they feel the science 
curriculum is too hard or just too 
boring. But about 80 percent of our 
students are scientifically illiterate. 
Science and math scores arc pitiful. 
That's alarming when you think of 
the future." 

Frazier said he hopes the program 
will help make students less afraid of 
the complex world of science and 
more open to its fascinations. 

"We can't wait for kids to get out 
of the fourth, fifth, sixth grade and 
expect them to ever be stimulated. 
We have to catch them then, before 
they get turned off to science. 

Frazier is also encouraging teach­
ers to pick up the phone and dial the 
toll free number. 

"Perhaps a teacher has been rel uc­
tant to try some project at his school 
because he lacked the resources. Now 
he can call us and think of the whole 
university science community as 
being a consultant. 

Teachers can ask for advice on 
projects and demonstrations, as well 
as arranging to bring their students to 
UK for a firsthand look at scientific 
research in progress. 

One group from Lincoln County 
has already taken advantage of the 
service and students toured UK's 
Chandler Medical Center. 

Currently, Frazier takes all the calls 
himself. Those he cannot answer, he 
refers to other UK faculty members. 
Frazier hopes that soon there will be 
so many calls that he will have to turn 
the whole project over to the univer­
sity. 

Frazier said he has received about 
30 calls so far, but he notes that he is 
su 11 trying to make sure science teach­
ers and students around Kentucky are 
aware of the toll-free number. 

The toll-free number reaches 
Frazier's office, where he usually is 
from 7 a.m. until 7 p.m. weekdays. 
Calls that come in after hours are 
picked up on an answering machine 
and Frazier returns the call. 

Frazier is the brother of June Al­
len of Allen.
