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Disaster looms as spat smoulders

Deep-rooted problems in the city's 
fire department are edging 
Prestonsburg to the brink of disaster, 
fire chief Tom Blackburn warned 
Monday, and city council involve­
ment is necessary to quell the threat 

A city frrefighter said Tuesday, 
however, that problems can be re­
solved through "civilized" discussion. 

Blackburn's plea for council input 
came after the chief advised the panel 

that paid duty men in the frre depart­
ment were not "turning out" for alanns 
after their shifts end. Blackburn said 
a "pattern" of no-shows on fire calls 
was becoming "really serious" and 
could lead to disaster in the event of 
a major fire.

Prestonsburg has 13 fulltime, paid 

firefighters complemented by 30 vol­
unteers and Blackburn said most 
alannsduringJunehadbeenanswered 
by three paid officers and volunteers. 

"Our paid people are not coming 
out," the chief said.

Anchoring the revitalization pro­
posal will be a $250,000 grant 

Two killed 
in separate 
accidents 

Two Floyd County men were 
killed in separate mishaps within the 
past week, one in Knott County, the 
other in Pike. 

Lawrence Newsome, 30, of 
Melvin was pronounced dead at the 
scene by Knou County Coroner Ken 
Gayheart. Newsome was driving 
South on KY 899 near Mallie when 
his vehicle was struck head-on by a 
vehicle driven by Terry Gibson, 32, 
of Estill, said a Kentucky State Police 
dispatcher at Post 13 in Hazard. The 
accident occurred at 5 a.m. Gibson 
suffered minor injuries in the crash. 

The accident is under investiga­
tion by trooper Barry Engle. 

In a separate accident, an I vel man 
was killed Thursday in Pike County 
after the vehicle he was driving col­
lided head-on with a coal truck. 

James B. Pruitt, 18, was traveling 
on KY 1499 at Feds Creek when he 
lost control of his 1983 Camaro, 
crossed the center line and struck a 
coal truck driven by Darrell Lester, 
32, of Big Rock, Virginia, said Ken­
tucky State Police reports. 

Pruitt was pronounced dead at the 
scene by Pike County Coroner Char­
les Morris. Lester was not injured in 
the accident, police said. 

No seat belts were worn and the 
accident is under investigation by 
Kentucky State Police trooper Van 
Wright. 

awarded by the Kentucky Heritage 
Commission and continuing devel­
opment of a city civic center to house 
the young, but growing Kentucky 
Opry. 

Outlining the plan during Monday's 
regular meeting of city council, 
Prestonsburg Mayor Ann Latta said 
the project would involve five priori­
ties for the use of grant funds. 

Tops on the list would be the crea­
tion of a revolving loan fund, using 
$170,000 of grant monies to offer 
low interest, or possibly no-interest, 
funding to businesses for repairs and 
restoration of building facades and 
signage in the downtown area. 

Mayor Latta said she would ap­
proach local banks to poll their inter­
est in providing matching funds to 
the project, suggesting that such a 
plan would provide more funds and 
effectively reduce interest rates for 
borrowers. 

The second priority under the pro­
posal calls for creation of a Main 
Street office, staffed by a fulltime 
director who would oversee develop­
ment and promotion of the down­
town district The cost of that offlce 
was set at $40,000, with $30,000 
coming from the Heritage Commis­
sion grant and another $10,000 from 
an Appalachian Regional Commis­
sion grant 

Priority number three involves an 
allocation of $25,000 to underwrite 
planning for the Kentucky Opry 
center, proposed for construction on 
the city's mid-town parking lot The 
Opry project would include a 1,000 
seat theater, classrooms, a museum 
and an arts and crafts outlet. Archi­
tects will be interviewed this month 
to determine final plans for the cen­
ter, which could be constructed with 
low interest loans and grant funds. 

Fourth on the priority list is a plan 
to develop a "living museum" in the 
downtown area. The project involves 
the location of art works, historical 
exhibits, native gardens and heritage 
events throughout Prestonsburg. A

In cheerleader controversy: 

Duty man Kevin Hedrick said 
Tuesday that he agrees with the fire 
chiefs warning of pending disaster, 
but he felt problems between the city 
administration and members of the 
frre department stemmed from the 
formation last year of a frrefighters' 
union. 

Hedrick said nine of the city's 13 
frrefighters had voted to join the In­
ternational Association of Firefight­
ers 16 months ago, adding that com­
muncations problems with the city 
began about that time. 

The city does not officially recog­
nize the union local as bargaining 
unit for Prestonsburg firefighters and 
is not required to by law. 

Mayor Ann Latta noted that paid 
frrefighters arc required to respond to 
"all caJls" in the city, but Blackburn 
said that some are avoiding that re­
quirement by "checking out of town" 
when their duty shifts end and they 
are not checking back into town until 
their next shift is scheduled to begin. 

"We've been awful lucky," Black­
burn said. "If a major f1re broke out,

we're in real trouble." 
The chief singled out no one as 

contributing to the problem but sug­
gested that the situation was rooted in 
pay scales and morale. 

"This is a problem we've had for a 
while," he said. "Some of it is with 
money, some of it with working 
conditions. You (council members) 
need to make a decision. I don' tknow 
what else to do." 

Hedrick said Tuesday the basic 
problem was a lack of manpower in 
the city frre department, though he

Stumbo instead set a $100,000 
property bond for Michael Johnson, 
37, of Virgie. Johnson is being held 
on the murder charge after the coal 
truck he was driving allegedly ran a 
red light and struck a pickup truck 
driven by Glenda L. Akers, 40, of 
Dana. Akers was killed instanlly in 

the coJlision. 
Johnson's attorney, Kelsey E. 

Friend Jr., of Pikeville, filed a motion 
toreduceJohnson's bond to$50,000, 
10 percent cash. Friend's motion said 
Johnson could not meet the condi­
tions of the $100,000 full cash bond 
previously set by the court. 

Assistant County Attorney Robert 
Bishop signed the motion for the bond 
reduction Monday, but Stumbo over­
ruled the issue. No reason was given 
for his decision.

Newman was indicted by a Floyd 
County Grand Jury last month on a 
murder charge in the 1978 shooting 
death of Walter Hall of Letcher 
County.

Manslaughter : 

Youth is 
cited in 
mishap

A 16-ycar-oldPrestonsburgyouth, 
who police declined to identify, has 
been charged with involuntary man­
slaughter in connection with a car 
accident Friday in Virginia that killed 
an 18-year-old Floyd County man. 

Keith Douglas Kidd, 18, of 
Prestonsburg, died Friday near Rich­
lands, Virginia, after he was ejected 
from a vehicle driven by the juvenile, 
said Virginia State Pohce sergeant 
R.W. Walker. A criminal charge of 
involuntary manslaughter was 
brought against the juvenile, who is 
hospitalized at Humana Hospital in 
Richlands, Walker said. The 
juvenile's injuries were not severe 
and he is expected to be released later 
this week. 

The accident occurred when the 
1990 Toyota pickup truck struck the 
guardrail twice before Oipping over, 
Walker said. 

Walker said the roadway was wet 
and the pickup was traveling down 
the winding mountain road on U.S. 
460 at approximately 70 miles per 
hour. The juvenile apparently lost 
control of the vehicle, he said. The 
truck is registered to Janet R. Smith 
of Allen, Walker said. 

Alcohol was also a factor in the 
accident, along with the speed the 
vehicle was traveling, Walker said. 

Kidd was killed instantly and a 
third occupant in the vehicle, who 
was not identified, was also injured 
in the mishap. No one was wearing 
seat belts, police said. 

The truck was pulling a small 
trailer loaded with canoes and Walker 
said the youths were tmveling to New 
River located near the Pulaski/ 
Montgomery county line in Virginia. 

The juvenile could be arraigned 
later this week in Tazewell County 
Virginia, Walker said. The juvenile 
remained hospitalized Tuesday. 

The acctdent was investigated by 
Virginia State trooperG.O. Radcliff. 

Board decision upheld

Floyd County Circuit Judge Hol­
lie Conley ruled last Wednesday that 
the Floyd County Board of Educa­
tion acted correclly in declaring a 
candidate for cheerleader ineligible. 

The ruling dismissed a lawsuit 
ftled by Judy Hall Flannery on behalf 
of her daughter, Krissy Hall, a former 
cheerleader at Prestonsburg High 
School. Flannery claimed her daugh­
ter had already been punisheti for an 
incident that school officials said 
prohibited her from being named to 
the squad. 

Hall had a due process hearing at 
the June 24 special board meeting 
and members voted that board policy 
had been followed by cheerlcading 
sponsor Lois Marshall and principal 
Robert May. May informed Hall 
eru-lier this year that she would not be 

eligible for the squad because of an 
altercation between Hall and another 
cheerleader at Allen Central High 
School during the district tournament. 

A board policy dealing with cheer­
leading says any cheerleader who has 
been on the squad for three years will 
automatically be named to the squad 

in their senior year, said Flannery's 
attorney, Gerald DeRossett. The basis 
of Flannery's lawsuit was that Hall 
should have been automatically 
placed on the squad.

Hedrick said the memo referred to 
a city policy which limits city em­
ployees' abilities to seek "second" 
jobs, adding that the union was con­
sidering a lawsuit to challenge that 
policy. 

"We have to have our own lives," 
Hedrick added. "No other city em­
ployee is required to account for their 
every move." 

Part of the money dispute appar­
ently concerns a difference in wages 
between equal ranks in the city's ftre 
and police departments. 

Beginning officers in both depart­
ments earn an equal annual salary of 
$12,140, but firefighters' hourly 
wages are considerably lower. That 
balance in yearly pay comes through 
built-in overtime. Duty ftremen work 
48-hour pay periods while police of­
ficers work 42 hours. 

Councilman Billy Ray Collins said 
the difference in wage rates had cre­
ated "feelings of resentment" among 
some firefighters, who believed the 

city did not feel they were "as valu­
able" as police officers. 

"If the pay isn't balanced out," 
Collins said, "we're not going to 
change attitudes." 

Councilman Michael Vance said 
fuemen should be aware that council 
is "working on the problem, but we 
expect any city employees to do their 
jobs. We don't want to hear a city 
employee say he's not going to do the 
job." 

Mayor Latta said council had 
worked diligently to close the salary 
gaps between deparunents, adding 
the problem was a "complicated 
matter." 

"They're (pay rates) as close as 
they'veeverbeen,"theMayoradded. 
"The question is, are they (firefight­
ers) being paid adequately for the job 
they're doing?" 

Councilman William Goebel, visi­
bly upset over the debate, said the 
city's fire department had been "given 
every new piece of equipment they've 

ever asked for" and that training for 
ftrefighters had "cost the city a hell of 
a lot of money." 

''There are several ways to cure 
attitude problems," Goebel added. 
He did not elaborate on those "cures." 

"We've got the best equipment, 
given the best training, but we have 
no morale," frre chief Tom Black­
bum said. "I'm unable to solve the 
problem." 

Hedrick said the answer to the 
problem was for the city and the 
frrefighters to "sit down, civilized, 
without them looking down their 
noses at us." 

Council agreed Monday to have 
members of the panel's personnel 
committee review the issue further.

$15,000 fund would be established to 
match potential endowment funds, to 
provide supplies for art projects, for 
signage, historical markers and inter­
pretive displays for a downtown 
arhaelogical dig.

Council split on the vote, 
with councilmen William Callihan 
and Charles Hale voting "no" on 
Jones, Pack and Associates; 

-tabled action on bids for the re­
moval and replacement of a bridge at 
Archer Parle, deciding instead to have 
the offers reviewed by coun~il and 

the park board; 
-authorized advertisement for bids 

for new city garbage containers; and 
-voted to discontinue providing

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Martiki project draws praise, award

Martiki Coal Corporation has 
proved that mounlaintop develop­
ment can be a viable option for the 
economic future in Eastern Kentucky. 
The lack of flatland has always hin­
dered the mountainous region in at­
tracting industry to the area, but with 
a little work and investment, mined 
land can once again become produc­
tive and offer an ideal area for busi­
ness. 

Martiki was presented one of the 
nation's top reclamation awards 
Monday by Manuel Lujan, Jr., U.S. 
Secretary oflntcrior, for their project 
in Martin County. 

In a unique cooperative partner­
ship, Morehead State University 
personnel provided the management 
and research expertise to turn the 

~ reclaimed land into verdant pasture 
and crop land. MAPCO Coal, the 
parent company of Martik:i, and 
Pocahontas Development Corpora­
tion, a subsidiary of Norfolk: South­
em Corporation, provided the fund­
ing for the project begun in 1982. 

Lujan presented the Excellence in 
Surface Coal Mining and Reclama­
tion Award to Martiki for the 
company's "exemplary performance" 
and for the uniqueness of the three­
way partnership. This is only the 
second time a Kentucky reclamation 
project has received a top award in 

• national reclamation competition. 
The Mountaintop Agricultural 

Complex, an 800-acre farm on re­
claimed portions of Martik:i' s mining 
operations which lies about 15-miles 
south of Inez, was the brainchild of 
MSU officials. 

The secret to making the sand­
stoneand shale wasteland productive 
again was the livestock. Manure was 
gathered from 4,000 swine and 82,000 
chickens housed on the complex, 
mixed with water and sprayed on the 
fields treated with potash, phospho-

- rous and nitrates. 
The farm grows alfalfa, orchard 

grass, clover and fescue- pastures 
for about 140 head of cattle.

From what we've seen and 
heard so far, the emphasis on 
redistricting runs parallel to the 
interests of incumbent Congress­
men. 

Nowhere have we heard the 
interests of state residents brought 
into the arguments. 

Democrats want to dilute the 
influence of Republicans. 

Republicans want to hang on to 
what little influence they have.

Kentucky will have one less 
player in the screwball comedy 
we call our federal government. 

Maybe this is one of those times 
when less is more.

Hooray for them. 
A Kentucky statute, the state 

Legislative Research Commission 
writes, requires that state laws be 
written "in nontechnical language 
and in a clear and coherent man­
ner" but another law notes that 
"enactment of a bill ... shall be a 
conclusive presumption that such 
bill conforms" to the easy-to-read 
requirements. 

That means, we assume, that a 
bill written in Chinese would be 
considered "coherent" if the Gen­
eral Assembly chose to enact it. 

Perhaps it would be wiser to 
require first that legislators be 
"coherent" and then worry about 
the language of their laws. 

Capiche? 

A bill pre-filed for deliberation in 
the 1992 session of Kentucky's 
General Assembly would open the 
books on juveniles accused of 
violent cnmes. 

Under current law, criminal 

records of youths under the age of 
18 are closed to the public, allow­
ing, at leasttheoretically, a violent 
offender to go unnoticed outside 
the courts. And, because the law 
treats juveniles with less severity, 
punishment does not often serve 
as a deterrent. 

The public has a right to know 
who threatens its tranquility re­
gardless of the age of the perpe­
trator and public scrutiny of those 
who commit violent crimes is just. 

lntoday's drug infested society, 
violence is a way of life and the 
criminals are getting younger and 
younger. 

Exposing these young criminals 
to the public may not solve the 
problem, but it could at least lift 
part of the cloak of legally im­
posed secrecy under which they 
travel. 

Kids will be kids, that's true. 
When kids become rapists, kill· 

ers and muggers, though, we have 
a right to know who they are. 

State road chief Milo Bryant has 
said the state is determined to 
reconstruct a scenic two-lane road 
that connects Lexington with Paris. 

The 18-mile four-laning project, 
Bryant noted, is a priority of Gov­
ernor Wallace Wilkinson. 

So, what's unusual about this 
promise of a new road? Road 
construction projects are after all, 
the butter for every Kentucky 
politictan's bread. 

The difference between this and 
any other project, it seems, is that 
while the state is determined to 
build the road, a sizable number 
of people are just as determined 
to stop it. 

There's a new twist. 
Usually it takes years of crying, 

whining and begging to get a road 
project okayed by the state and 
most still end up in the no-can-do 
pile. 

But here we have people who 
don't want a road and the state 
road commissioner saying "I'm 
doing everything I possibly can" to 
see that it is built. 

Maybe we're taking the wrong 
approach here in the land of pot­
holes. 

Maybe we ought to dare the 
state to complete the four-laning 
of Route 23 to the Virginia line and 
to reconstruct the two-lane sec­
tion of the Mountain Parkway.

New poverty guidelines may 
add more WIC recipients 

More low-income Kentuckians 
may qualify for a maternal and child 
nuuition program because of annual 
federal government revisions in 
poverty levels. 

On July 1, the revisions brought 
about a four to five percent increase 
in the annual income limits for fami­
lies applying for WIC, formally 
known as the Special Supplemental 
Food Program, for Women, Infants 
and Children. 

For example, the annual maxi­
mum income for a family of four 
increased from $23,495 to $24,790. 

The increases may help families 
with incomes near the current maxi­
mums to become eligible for WIC, 
according to state WIC Director 
Peggy Kidd. 

"Families who have mcomes bor­
dering on the maximum limitS and 

who have been turned down in the 
past should check with their local 
health department to see if they now 
qualify," Kidd said. 

Approximately 94,000 Ken­
tuckianscurrently receive WICbene­
fits monthly, Kidd said, compared to 
93,000 in June 1990. 

WIC provides nuuition education 
and specific foods high in protein, 
iron and vitamins A and C to low­
income pregnant women, new moth­
ers, infants and children up to five 
years of age who have health prob­
lems that can be improved through 
better nuuition. 

The goal ofWIC, which is funded 
by the U.S. Department of Agricul­
ture, is to improve the health of chil­
dren through proper nutrition.

Viewing solar eclipse may 
cause serious eye damage 

This Thursday, July 11, people 
across the country will be able to 
view the what has been called the 
"Eclipse of the Century". An eclipse 
of this length will not be seen again 
until 2009. Here in Kentucky the 
solar eclipse will cover about 40% 
and will be visible in the afternoon. 

Many people mistakenly think 
they can watch the eclipse safely. 
They are very wrong. If they look 
directly at the sun, even during a total 
eclipse, invisible rays can painlessly 
bum the retina of their eyes (this is 
called solar retinopathy) and possi­
bly cause irreversible retinal scar­
ring. The retina is the inner lining of 
the back of the eyes (like the film in 
a camera). It contains the receptor 
nerve cells that give the eyes their 
sensitivity to light and in tum send 
the optical visual images to the brain. 
So, any burning or scarring to the 
retina can result in permanent loss of 
vision, even blindness. 

Such damage can happen quick! y, 
even without noticing it as symptoms 

often do not appear for hours after 
viewing the eclipse. 

So how can one safely look at an 
eclipse of the sun? 

Never view an eclipse directly 
unless under the direction of an as-

tronomer at a public eclipse viewing 
session. It's much safer to watch it on 
TV or indirectly through a sunscope 
box. 

What are some UNSAFE ways to 
view an eclipse? 

Do not try to view an eclipse of 
sun through smoked glass, sunglasses, 
photographic film (color or black and 
white), welder's goggles or photo­
graphic filters. All of these are un­
safe. Viewing an eclipse directly 
through binoculars or a telescope is 
even worse, as they magnify and 
intensify the sun's rays. 

Remember, lookiQg directly at the 
sun by any means, whether during an 
eclipse or not can cause permanent 
vision loss.

A new law to combat mail scams 
is expected to provide much needed 
protection to Social Security benefi­
Ciaries besieged by various solicita­
tions underlhecoverof official-look­
ing envelopes. Called the Deceptive 
Mailings Prevention Act, Lhe new 
law gives Lhe United States Postal 

• Service specific power to stop deli v­
ery of mail that gives Lhe impression 
it is connected with Lhe government. 

.. 

The law says Lhatany envelope (or 
the face of any postcard) that in­
cludes a name, seal, insignia, term, or 
symbol that could reasonably cause it 
to be mistaken for a mailing from the 
government will not be delivered 
unless Lhere is also a prominent 
"disclaimer." The disclaimer must 
appear on the envelope (or face of Lhe 

postcard), and must clearly state Lhat 
Lhe mailing is not made or endorsed 
by the government. 

Many companies use "Social 
Security" or "Medicare" as a "come­
on" to get people to read their adver­
tisements. Even worse, some of these 
ads appe<rr to deliberately try to mis­
lead people into thinking they have to 
respond or they might lose Social 
Security or Medicare benefits. 

Here are the steps you should take 
if you receive mail you think violates 
this new law. First, you can go to your 
local post office, explain why you're 
concerned about the mailing, and ask 
the people there to forward the mail­
ing to the Postal Inspector's office. 

Second, if you prefer, you can 
send in a complaint directly to the 
Chief Postal Inspector, at this ad­
dress: 

Chief Postal Inspector, United 

States Postal Service, 475 L'Enfant 
Plaza, S.W., Washington, D.C. 
20260-2100. 

Be sure to give the post office 
everylhing you received, including 
any envelope or wrapper. Also, be 
sure to include your name and ad­
dress, Lhe nature of your concern, and 
the date you got it in Lhe mail. All that 
information will help the Postal In­
spector take any necessary action. 

Current booklets on Social Secu­
rity are available free to the public at 
your local Social Security Office. 
Don't let mail order offers take your 
money for Lhcse free services.

Fick, Hamilton In Preston~burg Promoting Morehead Eagles 
New Morehead State University 

(MSU) head basketball coach Dick 
Fick and Athletic Director Steve 
Hamilton were in Prestonsburg Tues­
day to promote Morehead St.ate. Fick 
became the Eagles new head coach 
on May 23, replacing Tommy Gaith­
ers who resigned earlier. 

The 38-year-old native of Joliet, 
Illinois, came to MSU after serving 
six years as an assistant coach at 
Creighton University. 

During his tenure on the staff of 
Coach Tony Barone at Creighton, the 
Bluejays record included three 
straight 20-win seasons, two trips to 
the NCAA Tournament and a trip to 
the NIT. 

Fick was in charge of Creighton's 
recruiting, scheduling travel and 
scouting, as well as on floor prepara­
tion. 

"I love coaching," said Fick at 
Attorney Robert Rowe's office, "but 
if there is one phase of college coach­
ing I don't I ike it would be the sched­
uling of games. It used to be a lot 
simplerthanitisnow. We would play 
a team like Maryland when Lefty 
Driesell was coaching there and it 
would be simply, 'fet's play each 
other.' Now it's 'what can I getoutof 
it?' Teams do not want to play in 
areas they do not recruit in in this day 
and time." 

Fick said that recruiting was never 
a problem with him, although it does 
bother a lot of college coaches. "I 
enjoy recruiting," he explained. "I 
travel a lot of miles and see a lot of 
basketball games and players. I love 
doing it. I get to do something I enjoy 
and get paid for it" 

handled recrwtmg, scouttng ana 
various coaching and administrative 
duties as Valparaiso entered NCAA 
Division I. 

Fick spent one season as head 
basketball coach at Joliet West High 
School. At Aurora Central Catholic 

High School, Fick spent one season 
and led his team to the Hlinois state 
championship finals and the school's 
fllst-ever sectional and super sec­
tional championships. He also was 
Aurora Centrals assistant coach for 
two seasons. 

Fick says that he is anticipating 

the upcoming basketball season as 
Morehead's head coach. 

"I am extremely excited about it," 
he said of his move to MSU, "and I 
am very optimistic of the program 
there. Morehead is rich in basketball 
tradition and we want to continue 
that tradition. 

"We have a tough schedule com­
ing up this year that will include the 
likes of Kentucky , Louisville, 
ClemsonandOklahoma. Wewillalso 
be concentrating on recruiting in 
Kentucky and especially here in 
Eastern Kentucky. We will also work 
in Indiana and the st.ate of Ohio. 

"We will play a tough schedule 
because that is what the kids want to 
play. I feel the time is right for me to 
make a move to head coaching and to 
be able to work with a person of Steve 
Hamilton's quality." 

Hamilton is the school's Athletic 
Director and is beller known for his 
11 years of major league baseball 
experience. Hamilton pitched for the 
Cleveland Indians, Washington Sena­
tors, New York Yankees, Chicago 
White Sox, San Francisco Giants and 
the Chicago Cubs. Hamilton is the 
originator of the "Folly Floater," and 
he pitched in two World Series with 
the Yankees. 

Fick says that when a player re­
ceives a scholarship at MSU, it does 
not guarantee him a uniform on the 
basketball team. 

"All it guarantees him is entrance 
into the school, not a uniform. Each 
player must earn a uniform. That 
takes desire and determination. 

Feds Creek standout and former 
University of Kentucky recruit,Jody 
Thompson will become eligible to 
play for the Eagles in December. 

Coach Fick said that this year's 
Eagles team would be an up tempo 
type team and that the fans would 
enjoy watching th~m play. 

"That's the way I like to play 
basketball, that's the way the players 
want to play and that's the way the 
fans wants us to play," explained 
Fick. "It makes for exciting college 
basketball and we want to give the 
players and fans what they want. 

"We will find out which players 
want to play our style. I like shooters 
and players that have desire and de­
termination. We want to get up and 
down the floor and we want to aver­
age a 100 poi .• LS a game." 

Fick said that in order for his team 
to average 100 points a game, they 
must play defense. 

Pride in the university is on the 
high priority list for Coach Fick. "We 
want five to six players to buy into 
what we want this year. We want 
them to buy into how hard it is going 
to be," said Fick. 

Fick said that he is currently look­
ing at three players from Eastern 
Kentucky as well as in the Somerset 
area. "We are looking for kids that 
want to come to Morehead," he said. 

Prior to JOining Creighton's pro­
gram, Pick spent six seasons at Val­
paraiso, one season as a graduate 
assistant and five seasons as an assis­
tant basketball coach. There Fick

FOLLOW THESE TIPS TO 
FIND BASS FAST 

Catching bass isn't the problem. 
First you have to find them, and that 
is the problem. At least for most 
fishermen. 

Tom Mann, Jr., a former fishing 
guide and now a well known tourna­
ment angler on the Evinrude Out­
boards Pro Staff, offers these quick 
tips on locating bass on your next 
fishing trip: 

"First," says Mann, "don't be in­
timidated by the size of the lake. 
You'renotgoing to be able to fish all 
of it, and you don't have to. 

"Instead, look at a map and choose 
one major tributary feeding that lake. 
You want a large tributary, espe­
cially now in the summer, because it 
will probably have some flowing 
water and also because it will offer 
more fishing options in the way of 
cover and structure." 

The next step, says Mann, is to 
simply begin fishing on that 
tributary's primary point where it 
enters the main lake. Work it care­
fully, and if you don 'tfind bass, move 
up the tributary to the next prominent 
point, known as a secondary point. 

"If you don't find fish on this 
secondary point, continue to gradu­
ally work your way back into the 
creek. You can move LO the third 
point if the creek has prominent 
points, or begin to work the shore­
line, especially if heavy cover is 
available. 

"Normally, somewhere in that 
creek before you move very far back 
into it, you'll locate bass. These are 
resident fiSh that probably don 'tmove 
very far during the year, and they're 
the easiest and quickest to find." 

When he begins fishing the pri­
marypointsofthe tributary, theEvin­
rude pro likes to use a Carolina-rig 
worm or lizard, especially if he's 
working water eight to 12 feet deep. 
This lure can be worked quickly to 
cover a lot of water, and fish hit it 
readily. 

a spinnerbait. This, too, ts a lure you 
can use to cover a lot of water quickly. 
and bass will hit it all year." 

The same lures should be used on 
the secondary points, Mann contin-
ues, but once you begin fishing along 
the shoreline, the spinnerbait or even 
a shallow diving crankbait may be 
used. 

"This is the technique I use to find 
bass during tournaments," explains 
Mann, "and it has worked for me 
throughout the country.

Anyone remember when Akeem 

Olajuwon and Michael Jordan were 
drafted back-to-back? A draft like 
that doesn't come along often, and 
this year is no exception. This year's 
overall talent pool is thinner than 
Manute Bol. After the first eight or so 
picks, the talent level dropped off 
considerably, but there were still good 
potential supporting players and some 
teams managed to put together de­
cent drafts. Only a couple totally 
bombed. 

The closest thi,ng this draft has to 
a franchise player is Larry Johnson, 
chosen number one by Charlotte.

As usual, a couple of good players 
were not drafted, notably Reggie 
Hanson of Kentucky and Anderson 
Hunt of UNL V (the only member of 
V ((gas 1991 starting lineup not 
drafted), but free agency and the CBA 
still beckon.

AND RIDDLES 

During the 1940s, the drinking 
water for Society Row came from 
two pumps - one located in the 
upper end ofthecommunity, the other 
the lower. Each pump served a dozen 
or so families and came equipped 
with a long handle and a spout on 
which we could hang our water buck­
ets. The pumps sat on large concrete 
slabs about five feet square, which 
came to be known as the "pump 
rocks." 

The pump rocks were more than 
just a place to set the pumps, how­
ever. They also became a place of 
rende1.vous for us kids, as well as an 
ever-nowing fountain of information 
for the adult<;- e~-pccially the older 
girls and women. 

Now, I'm not saying there was 
anything wrong with that. As a mat­
ter of fact, I suspect it was all quite 
naturai.Afterall, the telephone hadn't 
come into its own yet, what with the 
closest one being at the company 
store. These ladies didn't have those 
inquiring-minds tabloids available, 
either. They did have the Grit, but the 
news in that was at least a week old. 
All they had, really, was Gabriel 
Heatter and his radio broadcasts, and 
while his news was most always 
optimistic, it was not the least bit 
juicy. 

So, pump rock gossip thus be· 
came a source or news and entertain­
ment. During those sessions at the 
pump rock, no words were e"cr spo­
ken louder than a whisper- or wac; 
nccc.<>sary to be heard over the metal 
squeak of the pump handle- as the 

ladies of SocJCty Row filled their 
buckets with water and their heads 
with all the latest news. It was nearly 
as if the pump rock had become a 
sacred place - almost church-like 
-and the soft whispers of conversa­
tion came to resemble some sort of 
religious ritual. 

•••••• 
Pump rock gossip is gone now, 

but it wasn'tlhe only form of enter­
Winmcnl that was made extinct by 
progress. I was made keenly aware of 
th~ll the other day when a friend of 
mine loaned me a copy of I Bought 
Mea Dog. 

This collection of folk t.ales by 
Leonard Roberts was published back 
in 1954, hut for some reason,} hadn't 
seen it. Anyway, what made me real­
ize just how much things have 
changed was a list ot nddles in the 

book that have survived the centuries 
and were undoubtedly passed down 
by word of mouth by our old country 
ancestors. 

When I was a kid, I was enter­
tained for hours at a time trying to 
guess riddles posed by old folks. Ask 
a kid a riddle now, and he looks at you 
like you're stupid or something. I 
mean, it's like if it's not related 
somehow to Ninji Turtles or to Game 
Boy, he's just not interested. 

Consequently, I'm afraid t.iat the 
art of the riddle has gone the way of 
pump rock gossip-except for those 
of us who care to conjure up a mem­
ory or two from time to time. 

Here are a few from the book that 
I cnn remember my grandfather, Liss 
Baldridge, asking me when I was 
four or five years old. Sec if these 

(In case 
you've forgotten them, I'll give you 
theanswersattheendoflhecolumn.)

That was then and this is 
now. I'm smart enough to know that 
we can't go back to those days of 
pump rock gossip and riddles, and 
wouldn't if we could. Still, some­
times, it's fun to just remember.

In a large bowl cream, using a 
mixer filled with n p:kldJe-typc beater 
(if available), the buller with vanilla 
and sugar until well blended and 
smooth. Beat in eggs, one at a time, 
beating after each addition; beat in 
extra egg yolk and buttermilk. Scrape 
down the bowl and batter.

Just recently a good friend told me 
it was time to settle down and write 
some gardening columns. Ok, I am 
glad my friend feels safe to mention 
it 

July is the time the mulching pro­
gram swings into high gear, particu­
larly when, like us, you've had very 
little snow over the winter and with 
March and April quite wet. Now the 
heat is simmering up in waves from 
our garden, which means our crops 
will be putting forth sustained growth. 

Recently, I read a three page ar­
ticle by one of the bcuer known 
experts. Yes, I was hoping I would 
get some ideas. The above paragraph 
is all three pages of his article con­
densed. I can't write like that- all 
words. Now, I hope you don't get me 
wrong. Without the experts, none of 
us would get very much grown in our 
gardens. I know I do more things 
wrong than ten people, but I do not let 
that keep me from trying. 

Generally, the following year I do 
not make the same mistakes, but I 
will make them in other areas. Take 
this column this week-and I wish 
you would. I have several things I 
want to write about, but,thc words 
will not come out, nor get lined up. 
So-. 

In walking around in my "postage 
stamp" garden today, I did notice 
there is geuing to be good ground 
coverage with purslane. This plant is 
not a weed. Purslane is an old, pot 
herb gone wild. It can, and will, be 
found in any good garden or farm 
crop soil. Purslane is rich in vitamins 
A and C, plus has a higher iron con­
tent than any other known plant. The 
thick fleshy leaves are good in salads 
and soups. It was used in earlier days 
to help alleviate scurvy and also to 
treat bruises and gout. We don't need 
it today for those purposes because 
our diet is better. 

The entire purslane plant can be 

eaten. Flower buds, leaves, and stems 
are the most commonly used, but 
even the tiny seeds can be ground 
into meal and used in bread making 
to give you more food value. This 
plant can be eaten raw or cooked. 
When cooked, it tends to be similiar 
to glue, like okra. and can be used as 
an okra substitute in fish, chicken, 
beef, shrimp and crab gumbos. 

Purslane: don't weed it. eat it. 
Each spring or late winter many of us 
still watch for the first sign of wild 
greens. Some go in a group: some go 
alone. Generally, we only go once or 

twice and then all the wild greens are 
forgotten for another year. Yet. we 
have edible wild greens growing in 
our yards and gardens until the kill­
ing frost strikes. Dandelions and 
violets are only two of the many lawn 
weeds. Both are high in several, if not 
all, vitamins. I would not think about 
green hunting in grown up fields, or 
along streams, due to the danger of 
snakes in warm weather. When they 
are in your lawn and garden, just for 
the taking, let's take them. 

Maybe, if more people would use 
purslane, it would become as well 
known and used here as it is in Eng­
land and France.

Caravan shows, directed by art 
professor Neil DiTeresa, feature 30 
different handmade puppets includ­
ing Italian stick puppetS, life-sized 
Japanese bunraku figures and the 
traditional Punch and Judy from 
England. 

This year, DiTeresa and his stu­
dent puppeteers are performing in 18 
cities and towns in Kentucky, Ala­
bama, Aorida, West Virginia and 
Tennessee. Their audiences will meet 
Poppytree, a stick puppet based on a 
southern European puppet of the 17th 
Century; life-seized Kentucky moun­
taineers Reuben and Matilda Bled­
soe, and Dottie March, a "Lady" with 
peculiar eating habits. And children 
attending performances will be asked 
to help assemble the 10-foot-tall 
character Poogey Wilcox. 

DiTeresa believes the shows give 
many youngsters "an ingredient they 

don't have in their lives, a sense of 
magic and wonder." 

The New York native created the 
Puppetry Caravan for Berea College 
in 1970 as a way of preserving and 
extending traditional mountain cul­
ture. It began as a marionette show, 
but DiTeresa later changed the per­
formance format to promote audi­
ence participation and lessen strictly­
defined distances between the pup­
pets, puppeteers and the audience. 

Original funding for the Puppetry 
Caravan was provided by the 
Rockefeller Foundation and addi­
tional support has come from the 
National Endowment for the Arts, 
the Kentucky Arts Commission and 
Humanities Council and the E.O. 
Robinson Fund. 

In recent years, travel expenses 
have been financed by sponsoring 
libraries, festivals, arts councils and 
children's centers. 

ln addition to performances, DiT­
eresa and his students conduct work­
shops, teaching others how to make 
and use puppetS.

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Low rates increase home sales, open up market to first-time buyers 
Affordable mortgage rates contin­

ued to bring home buyers into the 
market in May, particularly first-Lime 
home buyers, increasing the sales 
pace of previously owned homes to 
the highest level in nearly a year and 
a half, according to the National 
Association of Realtors. 

The association recorded a season­
ally adJusted annual sales rate* of 
3.51 million existing single-family 
homes last month, 6.0 percent above 
the April rate of 3.31 million units. 

NAR President Harley E. Rouda 
said the increase in sales during May 
marks the fourth straight monthly 
improvement "We arc very encour­
aged by last month's home sales ac­
tivity. Low mortgage rates and in­
creased consumer confidence are 
fueling momentum in the housing 
market and allowing entry-level 
buyers to finally get up the courage to 
dive into the market" 

"Moreover, because housing is a 
major economic force, it is likely that 
improvements in the housing market 
will stimulate the rest of the econ­
omy," Rouda added. 

The majority of buyers are choos­
ing fixed-rate mortgages, which 

continue to be in the single-digit 
range, to fmance their purchases, 
Rouda noted. The Federal Home Loan 
Mortgage Corp. (Freddie Mac) re­
ported that the national average 
commitment rate for 30-year, con­
ventional, fixed-rate mortgages was 
9.47 percent in May, down nearly 
one percentage point from one year 
earlier. 

The May median price of $99,700 
rose 4.7 percent from the May 1990 
price of $95,200, and, declined 0.6 
percent from the April price of 
$100,300. The median is a mid­
point-half the homes sell for more, 
half for less. The decline in the na­
tional median sales price is indicative 
of the greater quantity of homes sold 
in the lower price ranges in May, by 
entry-level buyers, Rouda noted. 

AJl the regions except the North­
east recorded resale pace increases 
between Aoril and Mav. However, 
the Northeast posted only a slight 
decline. There, sales of existing 
homes dropped 1.9 percent to a rate 
of 530,000 units last month. The 
Northeast's median priceof$143,600 
rose 1.9 percent from one year ear­
lier, and declined 0.8 percent from 
April. 

Wetlands Bill gives environment 
and property rights equal weight 

Many owners of wetlands properties 
have had their land "llll<en," in effect, 
when denied a permiuodevelop it as they 
see fit. For this reason, the National 
Association of Realtors supports legisla­
tion that would compensate these prop­
erty owners, clearly define a "wetland, 
and, streamline the permit process for 
those sites that can be developed. 

NAR issued a call-to-action to its 
members today urging them to write their 
congressmen to co-sponsor H .R. 1330, 
"The Comprehensive Wetlands Conser­
vation and Management Act of 1991 ,"in­
troduced by Reps. Jimmy Hayes, D-La., 
and Tom Ridge, R-Pa. 

NAR strongly supports the preserva­
tion of legitimate wetla.nds but under 
current federal policies, private property 
owners have their property rights and 
values diminished without just compen­
sation in so-called wetlands areas, some 
of which havelittleornoecological value. 

Under the "Clean Water Act," which 
governs the use of wetlands, a property 
owner may be denied a permit do de­
velop, build on, or farm a piece of land 
that has been classified as a wetland. 
However, the Fifth Amendment of the 
United States Constitution states that 
privatepropertycannotbetakenforpublic 
use without just compensation. 

NAR President Harley E. Rouda said 
the Hayes-Ridge bill, whichNARstrongly 
endorses, would not only remedy the 
problem ofjustcompensation, but help to 
balance the environmental concerns our 
members share with the rights of private 

property owners nationwide. 
"Passage of this bill is necessary to 

resolve many of the hardships suffered 
by wetlands-affected property owners all 
over the country," he said. 

Rouda said the bill would establish a 
clear defmition of a wetland, which is 
long overdue, and, set up a classification 
system that would prioritize wetlands by 
function and value. 

The legislation also calls for setting up 
a "one-stop-shopping" permit system, 
which would considerably cut through 
layers of bureaucratic red tape by allow­
ing a property owner to go to just one 
federal agency to obtain a permit to de­
velop their land. 

In addition, the bill allows for "mitiga­
tion banking," which gives the prop<..-'Tty 
owner increased flexibility in developing 
their wetlands property in exchange for 
an agreement where the owner must make 
certain concessions. Another aspect of 
the bill provides for public comment and 
notification to affected wetlands prop­
erty owners. 

Rouda said NAR favors this bil1 be­
cause it successfully achieves the deli­
eate balance between protecting private 
property rights and preserving our nation's 
valued wetlands.

Q. We have talked to a real estate 
agent about selling our home and he 
suggested that we may want to pur­
chase a "buyer protection plan". He 
also stated that this could speed up 
the sale. Can you tell me a little more 
about these plans? 

A. A "buyer protection plan" may 
be paid for by the buyer or the seller. 
The typical plan covers the seller for 
the period the home is on the market 
and then covers the buyer for a spe­
cific period of time after closing. 

Be sure to read the various plans 
carefully and compare them before 
signing to insure that items such as 
the heating, air conditioning, electri­
cal and plumbing systems are in­
cluded. Some plans may also include 
any appliances that will remain with 
the property. There may also be a 
deductible required in the event re­
placement of one of the systems must 

occur within the specified time. 
A "buyer promotion plan" may be 

an added selling point for your home, 
but you will need to evaluate whether 
you think it is worth the money you 
spend to purchase the plan. The exis­
tence of such a plan may, indeed, 
influence a buyer in his decision to 
purchase that home over another one. 

Another alternative to purchasing 
a "buyer protection plan" might be to 
have a home inspector, licensed elec­
trician,plumber,orotherprofessional 
to inspect the systems to insure that 
they are in good working order. 

Whatever the decision, be sure to 
know what you are purchasing and 
remember to read the information 
carefully before signing.

"Home sales in the Northeast are 
beginning to taper off following a 
strong increase in April,"NAR Chief 
Economist John A. Tuccillo said. 
"Even so, sales arc running 1.9 per­
cent above a year ago. Affordable 
interest rates should help to sustain 
the market at healthier levels in the 
months ahead," he said . 

In the West, the May resale of 
610,000 units rose 7.0 percent from 
the April rate of 570,000 units. It is 
the second consecutive monthly in­
crease theW est has posted, with sales 
5.1 percent above one year ago. The 
median existing-home price there was 
$140,100,down 1.2percentfromMay 
1990, and is 7.2 percent below April. 
Tuccillo said favorable financing has 
brought more first-time buyers into 
the market, as evidenced by a drop in 
the median home price in this region 
last month. 

The South posted a resale rate of 
1.39 million units, up 6.9 percent 
from April and up 3.7 percent from a

year ago. The South's median price 
was S89,400 in May, up 5.2 percent 
from one year earlier, and up 1.6 
percent from April. 

In the Midwest, the rate of exist­
ing-home sales rose 7.7 percent to 
980,000 units in May, and arc 7.7 
percent above a year ago. The me­
dian price there was $77,100, up 5.9 
percent from one year earlier, but 
down 1.0 percent from Apnl. 

Mortgage rates are ex pee ted to stay 
low the rest of the year, despite a 
temporary inching up over the next 
couple of months, Tuccillo said. 
"And, as the economic recovery takes 
hold, overall sales activity should be 
healthy for the remainder of 1991 
and robust in 1992,'' he noted. Sales 
presently are at a higher level than 
expected, and NAR forecasts sales of 
existing single-family homes to total 
3.30 million units in 1991. Interest 
rates for fixed-rate, 30-ycar, mort­
gages are expected to average 9.3 
percent for the year.
