The trial for a Floyd County prin-
cipal accused of harassing and threat-
eningatteacher waspostponed Thurs-
day afterthe judge set to hear the case
disqualified himself. The defendant’s
attorneysaid he intends to ask for a
change of venue.

Floyd District Judge Harold
Stumbo disqualified himself from the
case Thursday saying he was related
to Gwendolyn Hammonds, the
teacher who alleges Adams Middle
School principal Thomas Tackett
threatened her in May.

“I'm related to Mrs. Hammonds
and I don’t think I should hear this
case,” Stumbo said.

Bill McCann, attomey for Tack-
eit, told the judge he intends to file a
motion for a change of venue in the
case. McCann did not specify why he
wants the trial moved.

The issue will go to Chief District
Judge Edwin Rice of Boyd County,
who will name a judge to replace
Stumbo. The judge Rice names to
handle the case will rule on any pend-
ing motions in case and all proce-
dures including the trial, said Assis-
tant County Attomey Dan Rowland.

City chief clarifies
mishap comment

Prestonsburg Police chief Greg
Hall, clarifying an earlier statement,
said Thursday that police sergeant
Gerald Clark had the intention of
conducting a roadblock last Sunday
before the crash beiween a Kentucky
State Police trooper and a car driven
by aPrestonsburg manand his daugh-
ter,

Ruby Baisden Lafferty, 54, was
killed in Sunday’s collision and her
84-year-old father, Lee Roy Baisden,
was critically injured. Their vehicle
was struck by a KSP cruiser driven
by John Blanton at the four-way in-
tersection near Lancer,

Hall said Tuesday that he was not
aware of Clark conducting a road-
block with Blanton.

“Sergeant Clark had the intention
of assisting trooper Blanton with a
roadblock, but the accident happened
so fasthe didn’thave time,” Hall said
Thursday. “T had no prior knowledge
about the roadblock, but that’s not
unusual,”

Witnesses to the accident said the
trooper traveled through the intersec-
tion at a high rate of speed and was
unable to stop before striking
Baisden’s vehicle,

State police said Blanton was in
pursuit of a red Chevy S-10 pickup
truck after he observed it making a U-
tum,

'Up in smoke

Making an impact, Attorney General says :

. Marijuana: Kentucky’s number
one cash crop, It is a billion dollar
business for producers and produces
a million dollar effort by law en-
forcement Lo find it and destroy it.
The Govemnor's Marijuana Strike
Force destroyed $7 million worth of
the illegal crop Wednesday in Clay
County after a morning of eradica-
tion operations.

Kentucky National Guardsmen,
Kentucky State Police and members
of the U.S. Forest Service found
approximately 7,000 plants in the
Daniel Boone National Forest before
noon Wednesday and burned the haul
before a group of reporters at a burn-
site in Clay County around 1 p.m.

Wednesday’s operations in Clay
County took on a war-zone atmos-
phere with National Guoard helicop-
ters flying overhead, spotting plots
from the sky and eradication teams of
police and guardsmen converging on
hillsides seeking the plots.

In areas where the terrain
made it difficult for teéams to reach
the plants, police and guardsmen
rappelled from hovering helicopters
intothe pot fieldstoretrieve the plants.

“We want the media and the people
of the state to understand what a
difficult and dangerous job the strike
force has,” said Major Tommy Fields,
operationsdirector for the strike force,
“Last year growers would have 130
plants per plot and this year we're

finding 150 plants per plot. It makes
itmore difficult and time consuming
to find it, That's why air support is so
important o the pperation.””

"The strike force receives it aedal
support from two sources: the Ken-
tucky National Guard and the Civil
Air Patrol.

“Through June of this year, the

Civil Air Patrol hasreported 795 plots
containing 121,675 plants,” said
Colonel Denzil Allen, a Prestonsburg
businessman who is also Kentucky
Wing Commander. “We fly spotter
planes throughout the state locating
marijuana fields, locating the area on
ground maps and relaying that infor-
mation to the ground crews, Every
agency plays an important role.”
The task force has seven full-time
teams in central and southeast Ken-
tucky and two other crews that travel
to other parts of the state conducting

searches. Each crew consists of 15-
20 people.

The strike force allowed media
from across the state w follow offi-
cials o a T4-plant plot six 1o seven-
feet tall located near Oneida. The
plants were cut and removed from
the scene by National Guardsmen,
one of 15 agencies involved in the
year-round program aimed at finding
and destroying marijuana grown in
the state.

Gary Faulkner, chairman of the
task force, said the agency destroyed
536,000 plants last year with a street
value of close to a billion dollars,

“That’s almost a billion dollars
worth of the drug that was taken off
the streets by the task force,” Faulkner
said, “This is essentially a year round
operation.”

Auomey General Fred Cowan said
Wednesday the task force, in its sec-
ond year, is making an impact on
Kentucky's drug problem,

“This is an essential operation in
war on drogs in the state and across
the nation,” Cowan said. “Kentucky
is the nation’s leading producer of
marijuana. A survey conducted shows
that marijuana usage among high
students is down again this year. We
need to keep up the fight through
education, treatment, prosecution and
incarceration. It takes a lot of hard
work to get this done.”

Stumbo proposes trust fund :

Judges back
coal tax plan

A group of county judges, includ-
ing Floyd County Judge-Executive
John M. Stumbo, from coal-produc-
ing areas of the state descended on
Frankfort Tuesday and Wednesday
to testify before the legislative Coal
Revenue Allocation Task Force.

The task force is considering a
redistribution of monies collected
from the coal severance tax. The coal
severance is mineral tax money re-
turned to counties which are impacted
by coal mining,

Stumbo and the other Eastern
Kentucky judges testified Wednes-
day, asking that the allocation of
severance tax money be increased to
50 percent. The current allocation
stands at 12 percent. Judges from
Western Kentucky testified on Tues-
day. Democratic gubernatorial nomi-
nee Brereton Jones has already en-
dorsed the increase,

Stumbo was joined before the
committee by Judges John Callaham
of Martin County, Delzinna Belcher
of Harlan County, Gail Gillem of
Johnson County, Clyde Johns of
Lawrence County, Sid Stewart of
Morgan County and Homer Sawyer
of Knott County.

Stumbo, who chaired the Eastern
Kentucky delegation, said the addi-
tional money would “improve the
quality of life in Floyd County.” The
money would be used mainly for the
county's infrastructure, Priorities for
aid would be water and sewer sys-
tems and the county's roads.

Stumbo said his delegation did “a
splendid job explaining our needs.
We need something here when the
coal is depleted, like new industry.
We're trying to entice industry to the
area. When people come 1o build a
business, they look for schools, rec-
reation and a good place to live. The
schools will take care of themselves.
Recreation we have. We want to have
a good place to show them when they
come looking.”

Floyd County received $1,150,000
in fiscal year 1989-90. If the alloca-
tion were raised, Floyd County would
have received approximately
$4,800,000 in that year.

Stumbo said that an acceptable
option would be a gradual increase in
the allocation, possibly an initial jump
to 25 percent and then stepping up
over a period of four or five years to
the target of 50 percent.

During the testimony, Represen-
tative Greg Smambo, co-chairman of
the task force, proposed a trust fund
forthe severance tax. Under Stumbo's
plan, which he said comes from
Montana, the money from the sever-
ance tax would be placed in an inter-
est-eaming fund. The principal would
not be spent, but the interest could be
used for state programs.

Representative Stumbo said that
he would try to propose a constifu-
tional amendment to establish the
trust fund, which he said was the best
way to keep future legislators from
spending it. The amendment would
also include an increase in the sever-
ance tax from 4 1/2 percent of the
minerals’ value to 6 percent. The
extra 1 1/2 percent would go into the
trust fund.

Kentucky voters would have to
approve Stumbo’s proposal if it ap-
pears on the ballot.

Other area legislators serving on
the task force are Senator Charles
Berger of Harlan County, co-chair;
Senator Benny Ray Bailey of Knott
County; Senator Kelsey Friend of
Pike County; Representative Russell
Bentley of Knott County; Represen-
tative Clayton Little of Pike County
and Representative Bill Strong of
Perry County.

Bug bomb
sparks scare
at Martin

Smoke escaping from the open
windows of a building adjacent 10
Martin Elementary School Tuesday
cansed Martin firefighters to prepare
for the possibility of a school fire.

Around 1 p.m., school workers
heard the fire alarm sound at the
school and investigated the adjoin-
ing building, which school board
members voted to tear down earlier
this year. The building's fire alarm
system is networked with the school’s,
and workers had previously discoy-
ered the alarm sounded if the
building’s occupant, Charles Salyers,
created a lot of smoke during his
cooking.

As soon as the workers saw the
smoke coming from the open win-
dows, they reported the incident 1o
the fire department. Firefighters
donned airpacks, concerned about the
threat to the school, said William
Petry, Martin firefighter.

“Smoke pouring from the win-
dows looked like the building wason
fire,” Petry said. When firefighters
entered the smoking building, how-
ever, they discovered a large, canis-
ter-style, commercial pest control
device had created large masses of
smoke.

Martin firefighters also responded
toacar fire Tuesday morning, at 7:55
a.m., Petry said. Barbara Moore, driv-

Funding for Route 23
passes another hurdle

An additional $8 million in fund-
ing to continue to the four-laning of
US. 23 between Paintsville and
Prestonsburg has cleared another
hurdle, U.S. Congressman Chris
Perkins announced Thursday.

The House’s powerful appropria-
tions committee approved Perkins'
funding request at its markup meet-
g of programs for the Transporta-
tion Department. The measure passed
the subcommittee last week and now
goes to the House floor for consid-
eration and a vote.

“Eastern Kentuckians are well
aware how critical it is to complete
the four-laning of U.S. 23, Perkins
said. “Theexpansionof U.S. 23 gives
us the opportunity to expand our
horizons for business and economic
development.”

The federal funds are for the
Johnson County section of the high-
way. According to the Kentucky
Department of Transportation, the
$8 million obtained b{ Perkins will

-

be sufficient to complete the four-
laning of the Johnson County stre(ch,
Work began last fall on the Floyd
County portion of the highway, which
is using state funds to complete the
project.
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than booby-traps placed in the fields
by growers,

“We have more people hurt by
falling down (steep hillsides) than we
have injured by booby-traps,” said
Harper Corder, special agent for the
U.S. Forest Service. “It’satough and
demanding job that the teams go
through every day. This year the heat
has been a factor in the operations.
Several men and women have suf-
fered from heat exhaustion.”

Corder displayed a collection of
booby-traps the teams have found
since last year which included large
metal fish hooks placed at knee-level
in fields; high voltage batteries with
wires attached that appeared to have
been attached to an explosive device;
pieces of wood withlarge nails driven
into them; and a large blow-up snake.

“Idon’tknow if the snake was put
in there to scare people or predators,”
Corder said. “But, I know it sure
scared me when I saw it. We've not
had anyone injured this year from
booby-traps.”

Two other organizations joined
the task force this year, the National

Park Service and the Kentucky Asso-
ciation of Chiefs of Police, bringing
the number of participating organi-
zations to 15,

Other Voices

Freedom of expression is essen-
tial to our political well being. The
right of physicians to give complete
and unfettered medical advice is
essential to our medical well being,
Last month, the Supreme Court dealt
astunning blow to both rights in Rust
v. Sullivan,

The news media's focus on Rustv.
Sullivan was the future of abortion
rights. However, the enduring legacy
of that case is more likely to be its
impact upon freedom of speech. The
Supreme Court held that government
can infringe upon the free speech
rights of physicians in family plan-
ning clinics funded by the federal
government. The implications of that
decision for arts programs and col-
leges, for example, are of real con-
cern.

In 1988, the Reagan administra-
tion promulgated new regulations for
family planning clinics funded
through Title X of the Public Health
Service Act, Tite X never funded
abortion services. But, for eighteen
years, physicians could discuss with
their patients all medical alternatives
and refer patients to clinics that did
provide abortions,

Under the new regulations, clinic
staff are forbidden to tell a pregnant
woman that abortion is one of her
options -- even if she asks, and even
if she has a condition (such as AIDS,
heart disease or diabetes) that makes

it dangerous for her 1o continue the

pregnancy. Under the ruling, clini-
cians may not even refer a woman
elsewhere for abortion information
or services. On the contrary, clinics
are required to make referrals to pre-
natal care services -- even if continu-
ing the pregnancy is against the
woman's wishes or health interest.

The regulations never went into
effect because the federal courts en-
joined them. OF three federal Courts
of Appeals to consider the regula-
tions, two courts struck them down
and one court upheld them by di-
vided vote.

Now, by a 5-4 vote, the Supreme
Court has allowed the Reagan Ad-
ministration regulations to go into
effect, affecting 4,000 clinics nation-
wide and 143 clinics in Kentucky.
For many of the 4 million women
who have received treatment at these
clinics, the federal funded clinics are
theironly source of health care. These
women will no longer receive com-
plete and accurate advice concerning
their medical condition and appro-
priate treatment. Their attending
physicians will be required by the
federal government to give them
politically correct medical advice.

The issue here is notabortion, The
real issues here are discrimination
and censorship.

First, the regulations invade what
should be a sacrosanct relationship
between doctors and patients. Imag-
ine the government dictating that
cancer patients be told only about
radiation treatment, and never be told
about chemotherapy. The fact that
the federal goverment funds the
clinics should not affect the physi-

Keep an eye on what's happening
in Washington, D.C., these days.
Members of Congress are trying to
find new ways to pay for their elec-
tions. One popular approach that has
been suggested would take your in-
come tax dollars directly out of the
Treasury to pay forelectionexpenses.
This would surely necessilale a tax
increase (o pay for all the other pro-
grams that would go unfunded.
Frighiened that this move would strike
taxpayers as a very bad idea, the
Senate has now thought of a new
approach to raise taxes: taxing the
PACs. This allernative sounds pretty
easy as a “quick fix™ until you think
about it.

Political Action Committees
(PACs) were the much heralded re-
form born in the post-Watergate years.
The theory was thata large number of
citizens could pool their resources to
help the candidates they liked get
elected w Congress. This is how it
has worked, and worked well, for
nearly two decades. In fact, PACs
have not been part of any campaign
finance scandal in their 20 years of

cian's ability to dispense complete
medical advice.

Second, the regulations create
separate and unequal healthcare in
America: complete information for
women who can afford private doc-
tors, but mandatory parenthood for
those who must rely upon federal
funded clinics. As Justice Blackmun
wrote in his dissent, the Courtand the
Administration have abolished apoor
woman's freedom to choose the
medical treatment most appropriate
to her individual situation.

Finally, the ruling raises serious
questions about future governmental
intrusions. The government should
not be able to infringe on freedom of
speech merely because the speaker
receives govemment funds. Such
censorship could as easily be applied
to arts organizations which receive
government grants from humanities
councils. Indeed, our schools and
colleges are funded with tax moneys.
Can teachers be compelled to teach
only politically correct thoughts?

The Court tried to assure us that its
decision does not reach this far, Chief
Justice Rhenquist wrote that "the
University is a traditional sphere of
free expression so fundamental to the
functioning of our society that the
governmenl's ability 1o control
speech” by attaching conditions 1o its
funds would violate the First Amend-
ment. But, before Rust v. Sullivan,
most of us would have assumed that
clinics were such traditional spheres
of free and complete medical advice
so fundamental to the functioning of
our society that the government's
ability to control medical advice
rendered by physicians would vio-
late the First Amendment.

If ours is a country guided by
neutral principles of law, it is diffi-
cult to believe the Court's line draw-
ing can be so precise in the future,
The only way an informed citizenry
can preserve its rights is to jealously
guard against every governmental
intrusion upon them,

Apparently the public understands
the implications of Rust v. Sullivan,
Both the Harris Poll and the Wash-
ington Post/ABC Poll indicate that
approximately 65% of all Americans
oppose the Supreme Court decision.
That message needs to brought home
to the Congress by each of us contact-
ing our Senators and Representatives,

Fortunately, Congress did not
imposed these limitations upon fed-
eral funded clinics. The limitations
were imposed by administrative fiat
by the Reagan Administration. The
Congress is now considering legisla-
tion to overturn those regulations.
For Americans 10 continue receiving
complete, unfettered medical advice,
and to protect ourselves against fur-
ther government intrusion upon our
freedom of expression, we should all
hope that Congress repeals the regu-
lations and thereby undercuts the
precedential value of the Court's
erosion of the First Amendment.

Now Congress wants to 1ax the
PACs 1o pay for its elections. Taxing
political participation would force
PAC:s to pay for congressional elec-
tions twice — once from the volun-
tary contributions PACs may offer
candidates and again when the PAC
lax dollars are put into a fund from
which candidates may receive “pub-
lic” ortaxpayer funding regardlessof
their position on the issue,

Congress should continue to work
on reforming the way campaigns are
funded. It should use the disclosure
requirements for PACs asa model by
requiring full disclosure of the source
and amount of all funds spent on
elections, What Congress should not
do is tax political participation. Con-
gress should work o encourage po-
litical participation, not drive itaway.

Ministry to be expanded
for deaf individuals

Together with a staff of 10 from
Deaf Opportunity Out Reach
(DOOR) in Marchof this year, Enter-
prise Baptist Association conducted
a feasibility study of the deaf popula-
tion in Floyd and Johnson Counties
and the Virgie area of Pike County.
That study estimated a deaf popula-
tion of 1,200 in Floyd, Johnson,
Magoffin, Martin, and Pike counties,
Added to visits which have beenmade
since July of 1990, some 40 visits
were made during the March study.
One of the many concemns being
expressed is for area deaf children
and their development.

With monies from the Eliza
Broadus State Missions Offering, the
Woman's Missionary Union of Ken-
tucky provided partial funding to
Enterprise Baptist Association for the
conducting of two mini deaf day
camps. The purpose of these was to
provide a summer activity for those
deaf children home for the summer
from Kentucky School for the Deaf
(a residential school for grades 1-12
located in Danville) as well as to
address the cultural needs of hearing
children with deaf parents.

The first camp was held at Wheel-
wright Baptist Ceater on June 20-22,
A total of nine children participated
and three mothers shared their con-
cerns for the education and future of
their children, The word spread
quickly and the second day camp at
the First Baptist Church of Allen on
July 1-3 recorded 23 participants.
Rev. Glenn Mollette, with Helpers in
Ministries, provided new shoes to
children present on July 3 -- this
correlated with the lesson of the day,
"Putting on the Shoes of the Good
News."

Eachday had scheduled five hours
of activity, which included Bible
stories, games, crafts, and recreation,
Local volunteers provided lunch each
day.

The camps were coordinated
through the work of James F. Smith,
Enterprise Association’s director of
missions, and this writer. They were
staffed by four volunteer student
summer missionaries: Jana Duffey
has recently graduated from Gallaudet
University (the world's only liberal
arts university for the deaf located in
Washington, D.C.). She taught the
deaf class in sign language using a
variety of visual aids,

Lisa Branam is an interpreting
major at Maryville College and is a
native of Danville, Kentucky. She
prepared and taught the hearing chil-
dren who have deaf parents.

Duffey and Branam were assisted
by Barry Bryant and Gene Bracken,
two summer missionaries working
through the Enterprise Association,

With the positive response this
sampling yielded, Enterprise Asso-
ciation hopes to provide an expanded
program of opportunities to its deaf
population next summer,

Inthemeantime, abi-weekly Bible
study is slated to begin in September
of this year. Two deaf men, Byron
Thackery and Mike Sauder, will travel
to the Prestonsburg/Allen area with
the goal of reaching the deaf within
their own culture and language envi-
ronment. Sponsored by the Enter-
prise Association, these Bible stud-
ies will be held at the First Baptist
Church of Allen. Pastor French B,
Harmon reports thathe and the church
members are thrilled at the prospect
of assisting in this endeavor by pro-
viding a place where deaf persons
can come together and experience
worship and fellowship in their own
culture,

If new District 7 Litle League
Commissioner Nick Frazier has his
way, there will be some changes
forthcoming in District 7, Areas 1
and 2. Frazier, Circuit Judge of
Johnson County, became the new
District 7 Commissioner this year
when the district was realigned, In
the past, District 7, which includes
Areas | and 2, was aligned with the
Ashland area Little League program.
This year, Area 1 includes the nine
All-Star ieams in Pike County. Floyd,

Johnson, Martin, Morgan and Ma-
goffin counties make up Area 2.
Frazier is commissioner over both
areas.

“We want be sure that all area
leams are equal in numbers,” said
Frazier recently. “This district was
just too big and had to be broken up.
We have nine Little League teams
here in Area 2 and nine in Area 1 for
18 teams. In both areas we have also
have a girls’ Little League softball
team.”

Frazier said that getting the girls
in both areas involved in high on his
list of accomplishments. “*We want
to strongly emphasize that in the
upcoming season,”

Frazier says that he has a four-
point plan that he hopes to accom-
plish while in office.

“Number one priority is 1o de-
velop a girls” athletic program in the
district,” he stated. “Then, we want to
develop our programs where a kid

can start“from T-ball and go all .

through the district and play base-
ball.

Paintsville currently fields a Big
League team and has experienced
some success with itdespite having a
losing season. To establish such a
program district-wide is the hope of
Frazier.

“When achild becomes a member
of the Little League, he remains a
member by right. Therefore, he has
the right to play Senior and Big
League baseball.”

Next year, a large Big League
tournament has already been planned
for the District 7 area with teams
from Syracuse, New York, Panama
City, Florida and other parts of the
country coming in to take part

“Then, we want to develop all of
our playing facilities in the district
(which includes Floyd County) and
we have talked with the Common-
wealth Auorney about this already.
After the season is over, we will have
a fall meeting to discuss this.”

Frazier's fourth item on his wish
list is to one day develop a program
for the handicapped. “I want to do
this as I can,” he said, “and it will be
the hardest to do, but not impos-
sible.” Frazier said that the district
will hold a fall meeting around the
first of September and then hold
meetings quarterly.

Frazier sees Prestonsburg as the
centrally located area to host the Little
League All-Star tournament that is
played each year. While Paintsville
has the ideal setup for such a tourna-
ment, Frazier believes the tourna-
ment should be centrally located.

The new District 7 Commissioner
says that, in the upcoming year, the
district will be holding classes to train
league presidents on how to organize
their leagues as well as getting um-
pires. On the subject of umpires,
Frazier indicated there will no more
umpires taken from the stands to call
ball games but the umpires should be
those that attend education session in
Little League baseball.

“Umpiring Little League baseball
is different from any other baseball
league,” said the new commissioner.
“There are rules that deal with safety
of the players thateach umpire should
be aware of.

“Umpires in Little League are of
the volunteer nature and we hope to
have umpires spread around the dis-
trict where there will not be a lot of
traveling. We hopetostartnextyear.”

Frazier also hopes to gel a cross
