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Appeliate judge orders bond reduced :
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Murder suspect
sues trial judge

The suspect in a 12-year-old
murder case has been released from
custody on bond ordered reduced by
a Kentucky Court of Appeals judge,
and he has filed suit against his trial
judge on allegations of false impris-
onment.

The actions this week are the lat-
est in a legal bout between Wendell
Ray Newman, 37, of Jack’s Creek
and Floyd Circuit Judge Hollie Con-
ley, judge for Newman's trial on a
charge of murder. "

The unusual case, which hasocca-
sionally bordered on bizarre, stems
from the 1978 shooting of Walter
Hall, of Letcher County. Hall's death
was originally considered accidental
but evidence found during an exhu-
mation in 1989 led to a charge in
1990 against Newman of complicity
to commit murder.

Complicity charges against (wo
others were dismissed in May, 1991,
and the charge against Newman was
upgraded to murder in an indictment
returned last Monday.

Newman was released on bond
Tuesday after Courtof AppealsJudge
Janet Stumbo signed an order Mon-
day reducing Newman's bond from
$175,000 1o $10,000. Stumbo’s or-
der said Judge Conley “erroneously”
increased Newman's bond by order-
ing him to post an additional $75,000
“W wm-!|

Judge Conley ordered the bond
increase on Aprl 15, the day
Newman's trial was scheduled to
begin, because of rumors that New-
man had allegedly threatened poten-
tial witnesses in the case.

The case was continued because
Newman's attorney, Daniel Taylor
111, of Louisville, claimed Hall’s head,
which was to be used as evidence in
the trial, was missing. Taylor said a
pathologisthired by Newman wanted
to examine Hall’s skull,

Floyd County Coroner Roger
Nelson and state forensic patholo-
gist, David Wolf, said the head was
removed and retained as evidence in
the case after the 1978 autopsy. Nel-
son and Wolf said in April that the
head was never “missing” and all
parties involved knew it was in the
custody of the medical examiner.

The lawsuit filed Tuesday by
Newman claims that Judge Conley
would not follow the appeals court
ruling because Conley would not sign
a release for Newman on Monday
after Taylor went to Conley’s home.
Taylor said Tuesday he went to the
judge’s home because Conley had
left the courthouse shortly after Tay-
lor arrived at 2 p.m.

Final encore is tribute to
former Governor Chandler

They say Stephen Foster wrote it at Federal Hill in Bardstown,
but “My Old Kentucky Home"” was Happy Chandler’s song.

Appropriately, Chandler’s rendition of the state anthem, a ver-
sion which stirred the emotions of thousands of Kentuckians
through the past, was played during his funeral Tuesday.

Albert Benjamin “Happy” Chandler, 92, died early Saturday
moming at his home in Versailles. His legacy includes two terms as
Kentucky Governor, elected in 1935 and 1955; a stint as United
States Senator, from 1939 w0 1945; as Commissioner of Major.
League Baseball from 1945 o 1952; as Kentucky's Lt. Governor,
from 1931 to 1935; and as a state senator from 1929 until 1931.

Chandler was elected to Major League baseball's Hall of Fame
in 1982 and is credited with playing a major role in breaking a 70-
year color barrier in professional bascball when, as Commissioner
in 1947, he backed the Brooklyn Dodgers' effort to allow Jackie

In politics, Chandler was adamantly anti-tax...he repealed the
state’s sales tax in his first term as governor... and he increased
public support for education, built hospitals—including the medi-
cal center which bears his name in Lexington—developed a rural
road program, and started a retirement program for state teachers,

Perhaps his greatest political rival, Floyd County native Bert T.
Combscalled Chandler " a great Kentuckian, a man who has left his
mark on the state in many ways."

Every day in Kentucky, an aver-
age 56 divorces become final, ac-
cording to the most recent figures
available. While most divorces ad-
dress the issue of child support, some
others do not.

Al the same time, in cases of
unmarried Kentucky couples, the
separation of parents seldom ends
with a child support order in place at
all.

State child support collection of-

ficials are using Father's Day (June
16) o encourage Kentuckians who

. aren’t receiving or providing finan-

cial support for their children to do
something about it.

“Today, we have an array of serv-
ices thatcan help mothers and fathers
collect overdue support, but in many
cases, the family must formally ask
that we become involved,” said
Commissioner Mike Robinson,
whose Department for Social Insur-

ance oversees Kentucky’s child sup-
port collection program.

Kentuckians receiving Aid to
Families with Dependent Children
(AFDC) benefits automatically have
their cases marked for child support
collection, but in non-AFDC cases,
the government’s intervention must
be requested.

“Obviously, recovering tax funded
AFDC benefits in non-support cases
is important,” Robinson said, “but
we strongly encourage any family
nou getting its due financial support
from an absent parent 1o seck our
assistance.”

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Editor:

Joseph Martin of Macon, Geor-
gia, in his June 12 letter to the Floyd
County Times, seems to want the
board of education to replace any
teacher who asks for a pay raise with
“more dedicated ones” so that our
school programs won't be hurt. It’s
odd to me when Mr. Martin talked
about what mattered the most about
his own education, he kept coming
back to the influence of teachers, not
programs: “These people had an
impact beyond measure.” I have
trouble understanding why people
can’t see that a teacher and what that
teacher knows and shares with stu-
dents is more important that any
program. WSAZ aired an interview
last weekend with five of the best
students in the tri-state area. When
these valedictorians and salutatori-
ans were asked what could be done to
improye education, they didn’t men-
tion computers or elaborate equip-
ment. Their answer was a simple one
— hire better teachers and pay what-
ever you have to in order to keep
them from leaving the classroom and
going into private industry,

Mr. Martin is rightabout one point.
Floyd County has had its share of
dedicated teachers. 1 was lucky
enough 10 have some of them —
professionals like George L. Moore
andFrancis Turnerand Paul Luxmore
— people who stood for something
and were willing to fight for their
beliefs. Like Mr. Martin, I want to
thank those people for what they gave
me. I know that their main interest
was students, but if I could, I would
roll back time and do more than just
thank them. I would make sure that
they were paid in a way that showed
what they meant to me. They de-
served more. Paying them a decent
salary wouldn’t have destroyed that
dedication. If we value teachers as
we say that we do, why aren’t we
willing to pay them accordingly? If I
am ill or in trouble, I don’t go shop-
ping for bargain doctors or lawyers. |
want the best and I know that I will
have 1o pay for it. Why should dedi-
cation mean poverty?

There are dedicated teachers in
Floyd County today, but they aren’t
sitting in a classroom quietly. Last
summer, they put their professional
careers on the line when they stood
on picketlines throughout thiscounty.
They were willing to risk everything.
Yes, the August teacher strike was
about money. Good teachers in this
district deserve higher salaries. We
aren’tashamed of that, but the truth is
that is not all it was about.

I don’t think teachers risked what
they did just fora few dollarsmoreon
a monthly paycheck. If it had been
just a question of more money, par-
ents would not have cooked food and
brought it to the picket lines. Stu-
dents would not have offered to walk
the picket lines. I remember the first
morning of the strike at Wheelwright
High School when a group of us
stood huddled across from the school.
Those teachers were worried about
students, They felt areal responsibil-
ity to them. You can’t tell me those
people aren't dedicated. It takes
courage Lo teach the lesson that was
being taught that day — that you
have to fight for what you believe in.
If these are money-hungry teachers
that Mr. Martin is referring to, then I
am guilty. The truthis thatTam proud
to be one of them,

I have been the president of the
Floyd County Education Association
for exactly one week and during that
time, I have sat and listened to one
horror story after another from teach-
ers who are being punished because
they are exercising basic rights such
as the freedom Lo think and speak.
They love their kids but they have to
fight just todo their jobs. These aren’t
teachers who are complaining be-
cause they have had their feelings
hurt by some principal or administra-
tor or because they want'to get even
with someone. It's hard (o feel much
dignity when your physical well-
being is being threatened or when
you cannot say what you believe in
without fear of retaliation or when
someone can stand and criticize you
openly to your students and other
teachers because they know there is
no one in this system who will do
anything 1o stop it. Do parents really
want people who have no sell-re-
spector dignity in a classroom teach-
ing their children? Mr. Martin wants
to know what has happened lo the
value of education in Floyd County.
So do we. Teachers left the KEA

office at six o’clock this afternoon. I
don’tknow of any other group in this
county that spends the kind of time
teachers do trying to improve the
school system.

Floyd County isn’t the wealthiest
district in the state, as Mr. Martin
said. Teachers realize that. We also
know there is a great deal of money
being wasted in this district, money
that is being used to repay political
favors and make a political machine
function. We have some of the high-
est paid administrators in the state of
Kentucky. We have a debt of nearly
$300,000 hanging over this district
because money appropriated for flood
repairs was used for something other
that for what it was intended. We
have parents who spend their free
timeraising money for sidewalks and
playground equipment. Almost ev-
ery weekend in Floyd County, I see
students standing precariously in the
middle of our highways collecting
money for a school trip or clubs. 1
want to know why,

Despite what some people in the
administration have tried to tell me, 1
know that parents care about their
children in this county. I know it
because 1 have seen angry parenis
storm a school when they thought
that their children weren't being
treated fairly. I 'also know that if one
of their children were in physical
danger, these parents would lay down
their own lives to save their children.
What I don’t know is why more par-
ents in this county aren’t genuinely
angry and outraged at what is hap-
pening to their children in the schools;
why they don’t see that when their
children have to spend hour after
hour in a school that is not clean or
doesn't have the kind of teachers and
equipment that it needs, that it is the
same as someone breaking in their
house and stealing from them —
except what is being stolen, in this
case, is their children’s future. It is
not a time to be quiet or a time 1o try
to convince ourselves that children
are notbeing harmed, and that we can
help those young people the most by
being 0o noble 1o ever discuss the
issue of money. I have to say to Mr.
Martin that I am not ashamed to be
one of those teachers that he men-
tions in his letter. I am only ashamed
that it took me so long to become one
of them.

Mosley’s Descendants
Floyd County, Kentucky

Henry and Rebecca Jones Mosley
came from Hawkins County Tenn.,
to Floyd County, Kentucky some-
ume after the 1830 Census. There is
no known record of birth and death of
them. Tradition has them expiring
and being buried on a cemetery at
Orkney, Kentucky. They apparently
were from a mixed blood race. They
said Indian and Portuguese, and are
listed on the 1830 Census as
Melungeon (Mixed Blood). They had
about seven children and Henry was
a Farmer and Trapper.

One of their sons was Nathaniel
Mosley who shows up in Floyd
County, Kentucky, and had married
Mary (Pblly) Moore, the daughter of
John and Rachel Bridgeman Moore.
They had about fourteen children.
The record shows Nathaniel born in
Tenn. about 1825 and is buried at
Orkney, Kentucky. One of their chil-
dren was Thomas (Tom) Mosley, born
in Floyd County in 1859 and died in
1951—buried on Sumbo Cemetery
at Minnie, Kentucky. Tom married
Susan Bunch in May 1883. Susan
was born in Boyd County Kentucky
in 1871, died in 1937. Tom was a
farmer and also did some carpentry
work. He was best known as an old
time mountain preacher. He was alay
minister in the Old Regular Baptist
Church. In addition to Preaching he
is known for his performing many
marriage ceremonies. Polly’s grand-
father, John Moore Sr., fought in the
Revolutionary War.

Tom and Susan’s children were:
Benjamin, Cora, Charlie, Mary,
Warnie, Gustava, and Minnie (Bird).
Charlie was bomn in Floyd County,
Kentucky on May 25, 1888. He
married Melvina Newsom May 24,
1911. Melvina died in October 1972
and Charlie died in August 1979.
Both are buried in the Stumbo Ceme-
tery at Minnie, Kentucky. They both
belonged to The Old Regular Baptist
Church, Charley had been a coal
miner, a barber, watch tinker and
gunsmith. Melvina was the daughter
of John and Emily Moore Newsom.
She and Charlie had three children,
Clyde, Valis and Kinnel,

Clyde married Estelle Johnson
April 3, 1937. She was the daughter
of Willie and Grace Wells Johnson.
Clyde and Estelle had 8 children,

Gordon, Gene, Glenda, Judith, Char-
les, Yvonne, Sharon and Alice. 19
grandchildren and 9 great-grandchil-
dren. Clyde was a mine foreman for
the beter part of his mining career.
Valis was a miner, buthe and his wife
both retired from Wright-Patterson
Air Force Base, Dayton, Ohio. Valis’
wife was Geraldine Blankinship and
they had one child, Linda, who was
married 1o Dee Hudson. They had
three children, Rick, Debra and Rita.
Valis and wife also had four great-
grandchildren.

Kinnel married Edna Reedy and
had four children, Dennis, Gary,
Cathy and Freddy. They had 9 great-
grandchildren. Ednadiedin 1963 and
Kinnel married Mary H. Moore. They
had no children, Mary had 7 daugh-
ters by previous marriage.

Fitting ATVs:

A necessary safety precaution

All terrain vehicles (ATVs) have
many uses and promise new adven-
tures to young and old alike.

But, they aren't toys, and riding
one can be potentially hazardous,
especially for young people, said
Larry Piercy, extension safety engi-
neer with the University of Kentucky
College of Agriculture.

One aspect of riding an ATV that
many people may not think about is
the “fit” of the particular machine to
the rider.

Because Kentucky has been one
of the leading states in ATV fatalities
with 47 occurring since 1984, Piercy
has developed a pilot project in nine
Kentucky counties to teach young
people about safety with ATVs. Next
year, the program will be expanded
statewide. How to “fit” an ATV toa
rider is one aspect of that safety pro-
gram.

How can a rider determine if his
ATV is the right size for him?

Clearance between ATV seat and
inseam while standing up on the
footpegs should be at least three to
six inches. The purpose of this clear-
ance is to permit the rider to stand up

while riding rough terrain. It also
minimizes the chance that the rider

When sitting, the upper portion of
the legs from the knee to the hip
should be roughly horizontal. If the
kneesare significantly above the hips,
turn the handlebars in both direction
to see if they will contact the knees or
legs.

Footlength is important. With the
heel of the right shoe against the
footpeg, the rider should be able to
use his toe to depress the foot brake
witha simple downward motion. This
also applies to the left side of the
ATYV where the gearshift is.

Riders should not have to lean
forward to compensate for a short
reach when they grasp the handle-
bars, Also, with the hand in the nor-
mal operating position, riders should
make sure their thumb can easily
operate the throttle. The first joint of
the middle finger should extend
beyond the brake lever to allow the
rider to effectively use the lever in an
emergency.

Campers beware of ticks

A camping trip 1o the woods is
something that almost all American
families plan sometime in their lives.
Yel, this pleasant experience can turn
into a tragedy.

The leading actor in this tragedy is
not the mountains, water or people —
it is that small, biting, insect-like
animal, the tick. Ticks normally at-
tach themselves to warm-blooded
animals and, in the process of suck-
ing their blood, may infest the host
animal with a disease. In this case,
the disease is Rocky Mountain Spot-
ted Fever (RMSF).

RMSF is found in the Rocky
Mountain statesand in areas of Mary-
land, Virginia, the Carolinas, Geor-
gia, Kentucky, Indiana, Illinois and
Tennessee. In addition to the ticks,
the disease is normally found in wild
animals, birds and dogs. The disease
does not harm the tick, but it can be
transmitted from an infected animal
to a human by the tick’s bite.

People usually come in contact
with infected ticks while walking in
wooded areas. It 1akesaboutone week
for the infected person (o develop the
symptoms. These symptoms include
fever, headache, muscle aches, skin
rash and delirium, The characteristic
rash, which givesthe disease itsname,
appears firston the hands, feet, ankles

The threat of thunder

Thunderstorms can come up
quickly in warm weather, The Na-
tional Safety Council reminds swim-
mers and boalers 1o stay away from
the water during thunderstorms or
any other severe weather conditions.

If lightning starts while you are
swimming or boating, get out of (or
off of) the water immediately and
seek shelter away from metal ob-
jects, large trees and open areas.
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and wrists. The rash then spreads (o
the rest of the body.

If the disease i$ not treated, it can
be fatal. Fortunately, treatment, es-
pecially early, can be quite success-
ful. Antibiotics, such as Tetracycline,
are very effective against the organ-
ism causing the disease. The germ is
called a rickettsia, It is not a virus or
a bacterium, but is in that same gen-
eral class.

The best way 1o handle this dis-
es%e is to avoid it. That does not
necessarily mean that you have to
avoid the woods or stop camping. It
does mean getting rid of any ticks
you contact during your excursion.
After any walk in grassy or wooded
areas, a close inspection of your body
1S 2 must.

You should pay particular aten-

tion (o places where clothing ends,
such as the neck, the waist, the wrists
and the ankles. If moving ticks are
spotted, they should be quickly but
gently removed. If the tick has al-
ready burrowed into the skin with its
head, do not squeeze it and tear it
away. Remove ticks with tweezers.
Ticks should be searched for even if
it has been several hours since expo-
sure. An important step in preventing
these infections 18 [0 use protective
clothing such as long-sleeve shirts
and long pants, and to use insect
repellent sprays and lotions. Pants
should be tucked into boots or socks
and shirts should be tucked into belts.
If you do retumn from a tick-infested
area and have the signs or symptoms
of skin rash, fever and headache,
contact your doctor immediately.

The summerof 1991 will mark the
31st annval Fireflies for Science
Campaign.

St. Louis-based Sigma Chemical
Company established the Fire(ly Club
to give children and adulis the feeling
of being part of the scientific world
by indirectly participating in research.

Thisannual projectinvolves Scoul
1roops,4-H Clubs, Church groups as
well as hundreds of individuals. The
club members capture fireflies and
send them to Sigma Chemical in
special mailing containers to aid re-
search and eam money for them-
selves or their special group projects.

The 1ail, or laniem, of the firefly
contains two rare chemicals, lucif-
erin and luciferase, which are acli-
vated by Adenosine Triphosphate
(ATP) to produce the light.

ATP is the energy-storage chemi-
cal found in living cells. Researchers
ake advantage of this natwral bio-

A moped is a motorized bicycle
whose frame design may in¢lude one
or more horizontal cross bars sup-
porting a fuel tank so long as it also
has pedals or a molorized bicycle
withastep-through type frame which
may or may nol have pedals. It does
notexceed more than two brake horse-
power or has a cylinder capacity
exceeding 50 cubic centimeters, A
moped has an antomatic lransmis-
sion (noclutching or shifting required

by the operator after the drive system
isengaged and cannotexceed 30 miles
per hour.

One player at the Little League field was hit by a foul ball coming from the
nearby Babe Ruth diamond. The lack of netting creates a dangerous situation at
the Allen Park, according to Case. Part of the fencing on the right field line is down
and permits overthrown balls at first base to enter the fan section on the Little
League field.

“We need some water hook-ups at the field so we can water the infield down,”
continued Case. “The lighting is bad and some of the lights needs replacing.”

Perhaps Case has a good point. The Allen Park could be a showplace for
baseball fans as well as those that visit the park. A permanent concession stand
should be built by the county so that the park’s picnic tables will not be tied up.
The dangerous tiles that lie in between the diamonds continue to lay there and are
a threat to the kids that play on them because of their jagged edges.

While most of the attention and money goes for other parts of the park, the area
most used has been neglected.

On the Little League field, lights in left field continue not to burn, creating
shadows for night games. Fencing around the dugouts that could be locked needs
to be installed. Bike riders need to be kept off the infield to keep it from being
damaged. A press box of some design needs to be built so that radio coverage of
games could be possible.

Now that baseball season is drawing 1o a close, perhaps some of these things
could be accomplished.

Games which now attracts over
75,000 participants.

The final competitions are held in
Lexington. Thirty venues in Lexing-
ton and surrounding counties are used
for the competitions.

Six sports were included in the
first Bluegrass State Games: track

and field, equestrian, tennis, bowl-
ing, soccer and softball. Approxi-
mately 2,000 athletes participated in
the final competitions,

In 1986 15 sports were offered.
The nine new sports were: volley-
ball, shooling, archery, canoecing/
kayaking, cycling, diving, gymnas-
tics, roller speed skating and swim-

ming. Approximately 8,000 athletes
participated in the finals.

In 1987, 18 sports were included
in the Bluegrass State Games. Three
new sports were added that year:
croquet, horseshoes and table tennis.

In 1987, the Governor’s Paceset-
ters program was initiated. The Pace-
setters is a statewide walking pro-
gram for persons fifty-five years of
ageandolder, Pacesetters from across
the state will participate in a “state
walk” in Frankfort on Friday, July
26.

In 1989, two new sports were
added, adult Three-On-Three Bas-
ketball and Fencing,

In 1990, nincteen events will be
included in the state games. Roller
Hockey/Skating events will not be
included in the 1990 games.

Participantages have ranged from
three years old to 89 years of age.

The Bluegrass State Games 1s one
of the 41 state games held nation-
wide. The Bluegrass State Gamesisa

Largemouth bass were hitting
crankbaits, spinnerbaits and plastic
worms 10-15 feet deep over shore-
line cover; crappie were hitting min-
nows and jigs 10-15 feet deep over
shoreline cover; clear, stable at sum-
mer pool and 82 degrees.

Largemouth bass were active on
crankbaits, spinnerbaits and plastic
worms 10-15 feet deep over drop
offs; crappie were hilting minnows
and jigs 10-15 feet deep over sub-
merged trees and brush piles; clear,
stable at summer pool and 81 de-
grees.

DALE HOLLOW

Largemouth bass were hitting
plastic worms and jig and pig combi-
nations 15-20 feet deep over drop
offsandalong creek channels; bluegill
were active on nightcrawlers and
crickets 15-20 feet deep over sub-
merged treesand brush pilesand over
drop offs; clear, falling at two feet
below summer pool and 80 degrees.

CAVE RUN

Bluegill were active on red worms
and meal worms 5-10 feet deep along
the shoreline; largemouth bass were
hitting crankbaits and plastic worms

Smallmouth bass were active on

Troutwere hitting corn and cheese
baits 5-10 feet deep in open water;

were hitting crankbaits and plastic

worms 1-10 feet deep over shoreline
cover; bluegill were taking crickets
5-10 feet deep along the shoreline;
clear, falling at three feet below
summer pool and 83 degrees.

(ABOVE DAM)

Striped bass were hitting doll fly
jigs and shad 20-30 feet deep in open
water; largemouth and smallmouth
bass were hitting buzzbaits and spin-
nerbaits from the surface to 10 feet
deep along the shoreline; clear, fall-
ing at three feet below summer pool
and 83 degrees.

GREEN RIVER

White bass were hitting jigs and
spoons from the surface to 10 feet
deep in open water; largemouth bass
were hitting plastic worms 10-15 feet
deep off rocky points and over drop
offs; clear, stable at summer pool and
B2 degrees.

KENTUCKY

Largemouth bass were hilting
crankbaits and plastic worms 10-15
feet deep over brush piles; white bass
were active on spinners 5-10 feet
deep on open water flats; clear to
murky, falling at one fool above
summer pool and 80 degrees.

And, he just
couldn’t believe thal American 13
year olds finished dead last in tests
comparing their math and science
skills with those of students from five
foreign countries and four Canadian
provinces, In a word, he thinks that

the education our Kids are receiving
18 lousy.

So, what does all this mean 1o us?
Since it's not likely that Eastern
Kentucky's students were included
in such testing, what I'm wondering
i8, are our kids that far behind, 100?
Will suggests we find out by requir-
ing a national testing plan.

Well, for reasons too numerous 1o
go into here, I'll predict that that'll
never happen. So, to find out justhow
well they 're doing, maybe we ought
to devise a test of our own to give o
ourown kids. Right now, whileschool
is out, would the the best time, t0o. [
mean, those over-taxed little brains
should, by now, be well rested, right?

But, ask them something they can
relate to, and be nonchalant about it
and maybe they won’t even know
they're being tested. Say something
like, “If you're in Paintsville, in what
direction would you have to travel 1o
get to Lexington? If they guessright,
double check. Ask them in what di-
rection they'd need o go 1o o gel
back to Paintsville, If they answer
this one correctly, give them ten
points. If they say, “Why on earth
would I want to do that?" give them
fifteen,

Ask them “If North is at the top of
amapand South isat the bottom, how
isit that folks in Prestonsburg can get
in their cars and run up 1o Pikeville?"

Ask some history questions. Ask
them, “Why, if the North won the
Civil War, are there more Rebel flags
on display than Yankee ones?”

Itjust so happened that
it was not soon enough for her 10
complete the book she needed in
order 10 be promoted. :

With As and Bs in all her sub-
jects and being on the honor roll,
her being retained was somewhat
confusing. So, many conversa-
tions and meetings with her
teacher and principal were neces-
sary. Even though our daughier
had received As and Bs, even in
reading, she wasn't on her grade
level.

We wanted so much to do “the
right thing.” We're lucky where
heragecomesin, she's the young-
est, or was, in her class and the
smallest, These circumsiances
helped a great deal in making our
decision.

I think peer pressure, even at
the young age of seven, has a
tremendous affect on a child.
We've sal her down and tried to
explain (o her that next year, even
though she's gonna be in the sec-
ond grade once more, she’s not
going to experience the difficul-
ties she’s had this past year.

Her subjects and her tasks will
come easier for her, she won't
have to struggle and, all in all,
being in the second grade again
will be so much easier on her.

Her remark, “Oh, I'll be the
smartest one, huh, Mommy!7”

She seems 1o be handling the
situation a whole lot better than I,
DearLord, how I wanttodowhat’s
right, not hurt my child in any
way.

The more my husband and I
discussed the matter, the more it
became clear, our seven year old
was going torepeat second grade.
I can't help but have this fear of
her in her teens in her senior year
saying to me, “just think, I
could’ve been out of school by
now, but no, you held me back.”

My reply, “just think, we’ve
had you one whole year longer
and hasn't it been great!?”

I’m not worried, we did “the
right thing."” Thanks Mrs. Har-
mon and Ms. Duncan for the
consoling and conversations.

[ haven’t visited any gardens, yet,
but as I pass by T am really eye-
balling them. The prettiest, cleanest
and most well kept one, belongs (o
AJ. (Jackie) Crider, a teacher at the
Prestonsburg High School. His gar-
denisweed-free, with healthy, sturdy
plants, and he uses marigold and other
flowers, for beauty and pest control.
[ have never seen any spray or dust on
his plants, maybe I didn’t pass it at
the right time and maybe he, like me,
doesn’tuse them. The only thing I did
notice is, his crops are in the same
area as they were last year. He did not
rotate. 1 have not really noticed
whether he hasrotated his ¢crop ornot
in the past.

Each plant takes from and adds w0
the soil certain nutrients each year, If
youdonotrotate you willend up with
soil that is over loaded with some
things and under nourished with other
vitamins, mineral, soil bacteria, elc.
needed for flavor, quality and discase
resistancy.

One lady who lived here when |
first moved to this area, told me she
had tomatoes and potatoesinthe same
paich for 13 years. She couldn’t
understand why the potatoes were
small and diseased, and her tomatoes
were bitter, when her sons’ were of
top quality. She stated he was always
moving his plants around in the gar-

den, instead of leaving them in one
spot where they did well,

James Baldridge also has a beau-
tiful garden this year. He also has
sturdy, healthy looking plants in his
garden. The only fault I find with his
gardening is his habit of covering the
entire thing with a powder puff. The
way [ feel about garden dust is “If it
will kill the bugs, it will kill the
people.” Each year more and more
adverse findings are being published
about insecticides on garden produce.

Agoodruleof thumbis*A healthy
plant is a bug-free plant,” unless the
potato bug moves over to the tomato
patch and eats all the tomatoe leaves
andbuds. How manyremember being
given, as a child, an old tin can with
coal oil in it, to see who could catch
the most hard-shelled potato bugs. It
worked!
