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Kuwait liberated, Iraq defeated, president says 
At midnight Wednesday, six weeks 

after the first shots were fired and 1 00 
hours after ground forces entered the 
fray, military operations were sus­
pended in the Persian Gulf war. 

In a brief televised announcement 
Wednesday evenmg, President Bush 
declared the cease-ftre. 

"Kuwaitis liberated. The Iraq army 
is defeated. Our military objectives 
are met," the president said. 

While the swiftness of victory sur­
prised few observers, the number of 

casualties reported did. Early accounts 
Wednesday suggested that fewer than 
50 coalition troops were killed in the 
invasion, which began Saturday. The 
number of fatalities was well below 
"expert" projections, which estimated 
losses in the thousands for both sides. 

The invasion this week followed 
five weeks of relentless bombing on 
targets in Iraq, Kuwait and on Iraqi 
troops dug in throughout the area. 
Once the ground attack began, thou­
sands of Iraqi soldiers surrendered

Hall and Roberts displayed a fake 
$20 bill which had been accepted at 
several area businesses. "Most people 
do not look at anything besides the 
numbers on the bill," said Roberts.

without fuing shots, confinning pre­
dictions that the world's fourth larg­
est army had been considerably 
demoralized by United Nations coa­
lition force's air attacks. 

Scenes from Wednesday action, 
televised as it occured, showed 
numerous incidents of surrender 
among Iraqi troops who demonstrated 
relief and gratitude to their captors. 
Iraqi soldiers surrendered to the ftrst 
people they encountered, including a 
CBS camera crew, and one group 
even attempted to surrender to an 
unmanned surveillance drone. 

Before the coalition forces entered 
Iraqi-held Kuwait City Wednesday, 
a sqaud of U.S. Marines reportedly 
slipped into the city under the cover 
of darkness and raised the American 
Flag on the U.S. Embassy. Kuwaitis 
raised their country's colors in the 
city during the day, and the country 
was declared liberated. 

Fleeing Iraqis reportedly took as 
many as 40,000 Kuwaitis hostage 
during their retreat, and the release of 
those prisoners and other prisoners of 
war was among conditions set by 
President Bush Wednesday for a per­
manent cease-ftre in the war. Bush 
also directed Iraq to comply with all 
12 United Nations resolutions; to 
identify the location of land and sea 
mines; and to, within 48 hours, agree 
to a meeting among military com­
manders to detennine the military 
aspects of a cease-fife Bush said lr'.tq 
must also "agree in principle" to make 
reparations for damage caused in 
Kuwait. There was no mention in the 
president's speech of prosecutions 
for war crimes, an issue raised after 
reports of Iraqi atrocities committed 
in Kuwait 

Locally, reaction to word of the 
war's end was viewed with mixed 
feelings of utter joy and skepticism. 

A group of shoppers at the 
Prestonsburg Village shopping cen­
ter discussed the situation Thursday 
afternoon. 

"I'll believe it when I see it, when 
I see our troops back home," said a 
woman who identified herself only 
as a Martin resident. The woman said 
she had no relatives serving in the 
armed forces. 

Other Floyd County residents with 
relatives serving in the Persian Gulf 
were ecstatic upOn hearing the news. 

"People were driving by, calling, 
hollering and going on about it," said 
Cindy Parsons, whose son Jimmy 
Parsons is serving with the lOlst 
Airborne. "Today (Thursday) is the 
ftrst day I haven't cried since I found 
out Jimmy was going over there. I 
don't think I really believed it until I 
heard the President say it I can't wait 
for Jimmy to come home." 

Nancy Spurlock, whose son Dale 
Spurlock serves with the Marine 
Corps, said she had mixed feelings

Waiving district court costs and a 
lack of documentation were two 
problems cited by a state auditors 
report of Floyd County Circuit Court 
Clerk Frank DeRossett's office. 

Results of a 1989 audit of the 
clerk's office were released by State 
Auditor Bob Babbage this week 
which pointed out problem areas in 
that office. 

The audit found that many district 
court cases, especially alcohol in­
toxication cases, were filed away 
without court orders documenting a 
proper disposiuon. Also noted was 
inadequate follow-up on defendants 
who are delinquent in paying their 
fines and costs. 

"As we recommended in 1985, 
delinquent defendants should be 
rcdocketed and required to periodi­
cally appear in court until their fines 

are paid," the report said. "Bench 
warrants should be issued to those 
who fail to appear. No case should be 
filed away without a proper disposi­
tion." 

The report recommended that the 
clerk work with the judge, the prose­
cutor, the Administrative Office of 
the Courts and the Chief Justice to 
improve the district court situation. 

Another finding was that court 
costs "were always waived by the 
district judge" for traffic cases which 
the defendant was sentenced to at­
tend state traffic school, apparently 
in violation of state law. · 

According to the report, "KRS 
24A.175(4) states 'Taxation of costs 
against a defendant, upon convic­
tiOn, including persons sentenced to 
a drivers' improvement program .. 
.shall be mandatory and shall not be 
probated or suspended."'

Prestonsburg police officers 
swarmed into a parking lot at 
Prestonsburg Community College 
Wednesday and found prescription 
drugs, several bags of marijuana and 
cocaine in a vehicle owned by a 
Wayland man. 

Acting on an infonnant's tip, po­
lice obtained a search warrant for a 
vehicle owned by Ralph S. Banks, 
37, of Wayland. Several officers 
executed the search warrant W ednes­
day afternoon and discovered a total 
of six half-gram bags of cocaine, 15 
bags of marijuana and four types of

Prestonsburg Police Chief Greg 
Hall said a total of 7.95 ounces of 
marijuana were discovered in the 
vehicle, noting that possesion of eight 
or more ounces of marijuana is a 
felony offense. Hall also said that 
Banks claimed that he did not know 
how the drugs got in the vehicle.

The report recommended court 
costs be assessed and collected on all 
cases where a defendant is sentenced 
to state traffic school. 

The audit also revealed problems 
with department cash close out pro­
cedures, bank service charges and 
the need to establish a special escrow 
policy. 

Another apparent violation of state 
law was banking service charges on 
the clerk :. commercir>l banking ac­
count. 

"This is a violation of KRS 
30A.205(3) which states, 'For serv­
ices rendered by the depositories there 

shall be no charges made of any 
character or description,"' the report 
noted. "We recommend the clerk 
work with the bank to eliminate all 
service charges." 

Also cited was the small claims 
division and the county jail's failure 
to close out cash receipts every day. 
The reported noted receipts from 
those two offices were not deposited 
in a timely manner and deposited 
daily. 

"Section 605 of the Circuit Court 
Clerk Accounting Manual requires 
each cash receiving location to fol-

low the prescribed closing procedures 
every day," the report said. 

1he final recommendation in the 
audit was for the clerk to establish a 
special escrow policy which requires 
a minimum dollar amount for special 
escrow designation and assures that 
all accounts car a fair and competi­
tive rate of interest. 

''During the audit period the clerk 
had 26 special escrow bank accounts," 
the report said. "On account involv­
ing approximately $40,000 was kept 
several months and disbursed with­
out earning any interest. Two ac­
counts held in certificates of deposit 
were closed out at a substantial inter­
est penalty. One bail bond designated 
as special escrow was kept in a non­
interest-bearing account." 

The audit also noted several other 
special escrow accounts which in­
volved very small amounts of money. 

Overall, the clerk's office closed 
the year with a $730,886 balance. 
The office began the year with 
$688,726, received $1,307,459 and 
paid out $1,265,299. 

Employees in the circuit clerk's 
office directed requests for a response 
to Circuit Clerk Frank DeRosseu, 
who was out of town until Monday. 
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Martin is construcuon manager on all 
three of those project~. and he also 
has contracts to provide construction 
management services at Duff Ele­
mentary, Shelby Valley High School, 
in Pike County, Warfield Middle 
School, in Martin County, and for a 
Betsy Layne Elementary addition and 
the proposed new Prestonsburg High 
School. 

The auditing team was joined this 
week by an investigator with the 
state's new Office of Education 
Accountability who will share his 
findings with the auditor's office. A 
report of the review will be made 
public. 

The exhaustive search through 
school records reportedly hit some 
snags this week, too, when some of 
those records were either not on file 
or difficult to locate. Bill Renner, 
chief of starr for Babbge's Public 
Integrity Unit, declined Thursday to 
specify what records were unavail­
able. 

Bidding documents pertaining to 
the Left Beaver High School project 
were not in school administration files 
last week when the Times attempted 
to inspect them, and several records 
concerning the Duff Elementary 
project appeared incomplete. 

At Duff, for example, records 
indicated that bids for a painting 
contract had Reynolds Painting, of 
Lexington, as the low bidder, but a 
contract for the job was awarded to 
MVP Enterprises, of Drift. School 
files included no bid submitted by 
MVP Enterprises. 

H. Michael Vanderpool, who in­
corporated the company in March 
1990, referred all questions concern­
ing his company to his attorney, 
Robert Rowe Jr., of Prestonsburg. 

Rowe, who also represents Martin 
Engineering and who is the son-in­
law of school construction manager 
Sam Martin, said last week he did not 
know why MVP Enterprise's bid or 
contract were not on file at school 
offices. He indicated that he had 
helped prepare the company's bid 
and attended the bid opening. Board 
minutes reflect that MVP Enterprises 
was awarded the Duff painting con­
tract at an April, 1990 boaid mccct­
ing. 

MVP Enterprises also holds con­
tracts for the Inez Middle School 

project, for fencing and guardrail 
construction, and at Shelby Valley 
High School, in Pike County, for 
painting. 

Neither Rowe nor Vanderpool 
would discuss company operations. 
Rowe did say, however, that MVP 
Enterprises had been established to 
provide a means for local contractors 
to obtain construction performance 
bonds. He did not elaborate on that 
process. 

Floyd School superintendent 
Ronald Hager was not available 
Thursday for comment concerning 
the review.

Solid waste, drunk driving legislation recap 
The 1991 special session of the 

General Assembly will probably be 
remembered most for two major is­
sues: the solid-waste disposal prob­
lem that was threatening to bury us in 
trash and finding ways to impose 
even stricter penalties on drunk driv­
ers. 

In both cases, sound legislation 
was approved that should begin to 
show immediate benefits. Here's a 
closer look at the new laws approved 
in the just completed six-week ses­
sion: 

-Solid Waste: Senate Bill 2 was 
a major place of legislation based on 
a gubernatorial proposal but heavily 
revised in marathon committee hear­
ings in both chambers. 

The measure represents a broad­
based compromise that increases 
community control over landfills by 
connecting local plans to state landfill 
permits, sets goals for a reduction in 
the amount of waste going into those 
landfills, establishes incentives for 
recycling and stipulates that garbage 
collection be available to every 
Kentucky citizen. Universal collec­
tion isn't required, however. 

The bill also requires background 
checks of anyone proposing to oper­
ate a landfill, allowing the state to 
deny permits to companies or indi­
viduals convicted of certain crimes 
or with pending environmental vio­
lations. 

In concert with tougher landfill 
standards previously approved, this 
session's solid-waste bill represents 
an important step forward as Ken­
tucky seeks to cope with its growing 
waste-disposal problem. Landfill 
waste would be reduced by 25 per­
cent by 1997 if the goal set by the leg­
islation are met. 

-Drunken driving: Drunk driv­
ing legislation was also forged in 
lengthy debate that ultimately repre­
sented a compromise on a highly 
emotional issue. 

The compromise measure is ex­
pected to have a significant deterrent 
effect on those who choose to drink 
and drive, thereby menacing both 
lives and property. 

The key component of the bill was 
preserved-the so-called illegal per 
se clause, which means that you are 
guilty of a crime simply by virtue of 
driving with a blood-alcohollevel of

.1 0 or above. No impairment need be 
proved. Currently, 45 other states 
have similar provisions m their 
drunken driving laws. 

But under the compromise, a court 
oflaw decides if your driver's license 
will be taken. If so, your license will 
be suspended for 90-days, and there 
will be no way to restore your driving 
privileges for at least the first 30 
days. 

Swift suspensions are also a cer­
tainty if you refuse to take a blood­
alcohol test, if you are under 21 or if 
you are a repeat offender. 

The new law is expected to be a 
significant improvement on existing 
statutes and sends a clear message to 
Kentuckians that drinking and driv­
ing is not acceptable behavior in our 
society. 

And another important provision 
was also included in the law. All 
offenders will be evaluated for drink­
ing and drug-abuse problems and 
treatment may be ordered to get at the 
root cause of this problem. Those 
convicted and ordered to attend such 
treatment programs could face addi­
tional charges if they fail to complete 
the programs. 

But if drunk driving and solid­
waste disposal were the centerpiece 
issues of the session, a number of 
other significant measures were also 
addressed. 

An extension of time for filing 
Kentucky income-tax returns for 
military personnel involved in Op­
eration Desert Storm was approved. 
This is a gesture of support to the 
brave men and women now fighting 
in the Middle East, whose successful 
rnissionandsaferetum for whom we 
all have been praying. 

Unfortunately, because of the 
wording of the governor's proclama­
tion convening the session, legisla­
tion exempting our soldiers from state 
income taxes completely was not 
possible. However, since President 
Bush has authorized a total federal­
tax exemption for all enlisted person­
nel in the combat area, those soldiers 
will also be exempt from state taxes 
due to our conformity with the fed­
eral tax code.

Howard appointed 
to Court of Appeals 

Kentucky Court of Appeals Judge 
HarrisS. Howard has been appointed 
to serve as chief judge pro tern for the 
Kentucky Court of Appeals. 

The order, by Chief J udgeCharles 
Lester, became effective February 5. 
Howard, according to the rules of the 
Supreme Court, will serve as Chief 
Judge when Lester is absent from the 
bench. 

He is a native of Prestonsburg and 
received his A.B. and LL.B. from the 
University of Kentucky. He also at­
tended the University of Virginia. He 
is a member of the American and 
Kentucky Bar associations and Phi 
Delta Phi Fraternity. 

Howard assumed his position as 
Kentucky Court of Appeals Judge for 
the Seventh Appellate District, Sec­
ond Division in 1976. He also served 
on the Judicial Council from 1963-
1966. 
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but also served in earlier conflicts. 
Before this change was made, Viet­
nam veterans who had serve<.! earlier 
in World War H or Korea were not 
eligible for the bonus, aimed at those 
who served in Southeast Asia. 

One result of the special session 

will be the creation of thousands of 
new jobs in parts of the State that have 
been needing them because of two 
major incentive packages aimed at 
luring new economic' development. 
One involves the proposed Delta Air­
lines expansion at the Greater Cin­
cinnati International Airport in north­
em Kentucky. The other concerns 
construction of a new plant by the 
Scott Paper Co. in Daviess County. 

Delta is expected to invest at least 
$300 million at the airport, and pro­
vide some 2,800 new jobs by 1994. 
The Scott Paper Co. has promised to 
build a $550 million plant near 
Owensboro that will bring an addi­
tional 550 new jobs to the area. 

The incentives for Delta would 
limit the amount of tax paid on jet 
fuel to $4 million annually, and also 
provide a five-year general tax credit· 
for up to 10 pcrcem of the payroll of 
new workers for Kentucky, not to 
exceed $3 million per year. 

Incentives for Scott Paper would 
include $7.5 million in economic­
development bonds, to be repaid by 
the corporation rather than the tax­
payers. Also included are $7.45 mil­
lion in appropriation for highway 
improvements in the vicinity of the 
new plant. 

A proposal to return more coal­
severance tax dollars to coal-produc­
ing counties to he I p in their economic 
development efforts was set aside, 
with an understanding that this com­
plicated proposal will definitely be 
taken up during next year's regular 
session. 

A latecomerto the special-session 
agenda-Medicaid-financereform­
was approved by both chambers, and 
should provide a sound mechanism 

·~ 

for ensuring adequate health cover­
age for many thousands of Ken­
tuckians. 

llle Medicaid issue was added 
late in the session agenda by Gov. 
Wallace Wilkinson. The bill is de­
signed to help eradicate the state's 
$27-million Medicaid deficit. It will 
also assure hospital coverage for some 
341,000 Kentuckians who do not 
qualify for Medicaid but whose in­
comes fall below the federal poverty 
line of $13,360 annually for a family 
of four. 

Senate Billl2requires health-care 
providers who participate in the 
Medicaid program to pay an assess­
ment that would help secure match­
ing federal Medicaid dollars. Under 
this arrangement, no state money 
would be spent. 

The bill also requires hospitals to 
pay for Medicaid patients hospital­
ized beyond the 14-day coverage 
limit, serve specified indigent pa­
tients not eligible for Medicaid, and 
accept college students whose only 
coverage is the minimum health-in­
surance plan required by state law. 

Also winning approval was a 
measure aimed an ensuring fair and 
honest elections in Kentucky-a bill 
that outlaws vote buying. Also passed 
was legislation setting certain limita­
tions on nuisance lawsuits, and much 
time was devoted to confirmation 
hearings for appointees to two guber­
natorial boards. 

Also, historic impeachment pro­
ceedings involving Agriculture 
Commissioner Ward "Butch" 
Burnette were began. But after the 
House returned articles of impeach­
ment against the commissioner, he 
resigned shortly before the Senate 
trial could begin. No statewide politi­
cal figure has been impeached in over 
I 00 years. 

The legislature has adjourned­
barring another special session call 
by the governor-until its next regu­
lar meeting, setto begin Jan. 7, 1992.

School Meals Programs 
Due For Expansion 

The war in the Persian Gulf is the 
focal point of our national attention. 
There are currently over 450,000 men 
and women involved in the conflict 
with close to 20,000 coming from 
Kentucky. The war remains our 
number one priority, with each sol­
dier and his family here at home 
remembered in our prayers. Aside 
from the Gulf, life in the United States 
continues, and our government is 
concentrating on tackling many of 
the domestic problems confronting 
us. Proof of this was the announce­
ment last week by the Agriculture 
Department that they are increasing 
the school brea1cfast program in our 
state by over $142,000. This in­
crease will reach over 2,000 students 
in 14 schools. 

This good news is the result of 
legislative seeds planted last year 
when I succeeded in passing legisla­
tion that mandated expansion of the 
school breakfast and lunch programs. 
Throughout our state and the nauon, 
thousands of children who come from 
low-income families do not always 

receive a nutritious breakfast or lunch. 
These young bodies need food for 
growth and study after study has 
documented the connection between 
a solid meal at school and increased 
academic performance. The pro­
grams administered through the 
Department of Agriculture specifi­
cally target these youngsters and 
provide them with nutritious meals. 

Schools meals have proven them­
selves not only successful, but also 
cost effective. According to the 
Committee for Economic Develop­
ment, every dollar spent in the early 
intervention saves up to $5 in reme­
dial education, welfare and crime 
control. 

This year I have introduced legis­
lauon to expand meals for under­
privilegedchildreneven further. Two 
bills I sponsored will change the eli­
gibility criteria, to increase the num­
ber of schools that can participate in 
the Child care Food Program and 
also offer federal reimbursement to 
schools that give kids a wholesome 
snack. Both measures will have a 
positive impact on Kentucky, with 
more schools becoming eligible for 
funding.

that company control of employees is 
limited to the workplace. Once the 
workday ends, an employee's life is 
his own. Few of us would want to live 
in a world where our employer told 
us what to do in our own homes. 

Yet, this is exactly what is begin­
ning to happen. A small but rapidly 
growing number of employers are 
beginning to discriminate based on 
private lifestyle choices that have no 
impactonjobperformance. The most 
common example of this is compa­
nies that refuse to hire people who 
smoke. Some even fire long-term 
employees who won't quit. I am not 
referring to companies that restrict 
(or even ban) smoking on the job. I 
am referring to companies that tell 
employees they cannOLsmokein their 
own homes. 

Why would any employer want to 
do this? While a few may have mor­
alistic reasons, the vast majority are 
concerned about health-care costs. 
The cost of medical care in general is 
skyrocketing. Some employers claim 
that employees who smoke incur 
higher health-care costs. 

But if it becomes permissible to 
deny someone a job because he or she 
smokes, then it may become permis­
sible to do so because of other behav­
ior some allege is unhealthy. Em­
ployers could discriminate against 
those whodrinlcbeer,eatjunlc food or 
don 'tgetenough exercise. Even high­
risk hobbies like skiing or riding a 
motorcycle could be barred. If it is 
acceptable to deny employment be­
cause of potentially higher healthcare 
costs, there is virtually no aspect of 
our lives beyond employer controL 

If you think this is farfetched, con· 
sider this-the American Civil Lib­
erties Union (ACLU) has already 
received its frrstcomplaintagainstan 
employer who required prospective 
employees to take a serum choles­
terol test. This particular employer 
refused 10 hire anyone, regardless of 
qualification, whose cholesterol level 
was too high.

The SAD thing about winter 

Each year, after re-scuing the 
clocks and saying good-bye to day­
light-saving ttmc for another year; as 
the leaves tum brown and finally fall 
from the trees, Mary feels it coming 
on again; her annual ca.;e of the winter 
blues. As the days get progressively 
shorter, so docs her energy. Getting 
to work some mornings is a tremen­
dous struggle and, by 3 or 4 p.m., 
Mary feels so lethargic that she longs 
for a na~vcn after 12 hours of 
sleep the night before. "I should have 
been a bear," she jokes. "Bears arc 
expected to hibernate, humans arc 
not." 

What Mary describes is a classic 
example of a condition called ·•sea­
sonal affective disorder" or SAD. 
Now recognized as a fairly common 
human malady. the term was coined 
in the early 1980's although observ­
ers as far back as Hippocrates have 
noticed seasonal effects on human 
behavior and well-being. In the 4th 
Century B.C. Hippocrates wrote 
"whoever wishes to pursue the sci­
ence of medicine in a direct manner 
must first investigate the seasons of 
the year and what occurs in them." 
SAD, which is recognized now in the 
American Psychiatric Association's 
diagnostic manual, is estimated to 
severely affect about4 percent of the 
adult population in this country (10 
million people) and disrupt the func­
tioning of an additional 14 percent 
(about 25 million). 

Sea'>onal affective dborder can 
occur at about any age from children 
to adults in their 60's or 70's, but 
most SAD sufferers are in their late 
20's to early 30's. Chronobiologists, 
scientists who arc researching the 
effect of the sea•mns on mood and 
behavior, do not yet understand the 
reasons for this age clustering nor 
many of the other factors apparently 
involved. Research demonstrates, for 
example, that three fourths of SAD 
sufferers art; women and that SAD 
runs in families. Most patients have 
at least one close relative with a his­
tory of depression, often of the sea­
sonal type. Logically, where you live 
makes a difference and incidence of 
the disorder incrca'red with latitude. 
SAD is a greater problem in Minne­
sota than New "Mexico, hut even in 
Florida the shorter ..,.. inter days ac­
count for a smattering of ca-;es. 

As Mary's case illustrates, a ma­
jor symptom of this disorder is a 
general feeling of unrelenting leth­
argy. Many patients require as much 
as four additional hours of sleep per 
night. People affected by this disor­
der often develop cravings for carbo­
hydrates and winter weight gains of 
up to 40 pounds are not uncommon. 
SAD sufferers frequently find that 

they just can't concentrmc and con­
sequently their work suflcrs too. 
Millions of work hours arc lost each 
year as employees come in late, call 
in sick and productivity declines. 
Feelings of failure envelope many 
people. Most slide mto a period of 
general sadness and some into clini­
cal depression and social withdrawal. 

Fortunately, there is right at the 
end of the tunnel-quite literally. 
Researchers have discovered that 60 
to 80 percent of SAD sufferers can 
benefit from daily half-hour to two 
hours of properly administered light 
therapy. Light not only allows us to 
view the world around us but also ha-; 
the function of regulating humans 
and other animals physically. Scien­
tists have discovered that light has a 
profound influence on variou~ parts 
of the brain, on the secretions of 
hormones into the bloodstream and 
on our biological rhythms. 

Appropriate light therapy is fluo· 
rcsccnt. between six and thirty times 
the intensity of normal indoor light· 
ing. Experts cauCion that light ther· 
apy should not be performed without 
a doctor's supervision. Individuals 
should not make a sci f-diagnosis and 
try to treat themselves. An "over­
dose" of light therapy can make some 
people too energetic, and overly 
euphoric with their thoughts tracing 
out of control. In addition, inappro­
priate light therapy can aggravate 
some existing retinal problems and is 
not advised for patients with a dis­
case called lupus. Exposure to ultra 
violet light, like those found in taJ>­
ning parlors, can risk skin damage 
and eye problems from corneal 
damage to retinal burn. Those who 
feel they may be suffering from sea­
sonal affective disorder are advised 
to seek expert help since the minority 
of patients who are unhclpcd by light 
therapy may also require other trcat­
m\!nt. such as drug therapy, to com­
bat depression. 

If you wish to learn more about 
SAD, a recent book titled Seasons of 
the Mind: Why You Get the Winter 
Blues and What You Can Do About 
It is highly recommended. The book's 
author, Dr. Norman Rosenthal, is the 
chief of out-patientstudies at the clini­
cal psychobiology branch of the 
National Institute of Mental Health 
and is credited with coining the term 
SAD. There is a comprehensive list­
ing at the close of the book of nation­
wide practitioners and SAD research 
programs which offer assistance. Yo11

Learn to recognize warning 
signals of heart attack 

A heart attack occurs when the 
blood supply to part of the heart 
muscle is o;everely reduced or stopped 
by an obstruction in one of the coro­
nary arteries. As a result, the heart 
muscle is damaged and death can be 
eminent. 

But during a heart attack,the body 
usually sends out warning signals 
that yourhean is starving for oxygen. 
"An uncomfortable pressure, fullness, 
squeezing or pain in the center of 
your chest for more than two m inutcs 
is one signal," says Bill Harris, M.D., 
president of the American Heart 
Association, Kentucky Affiliate. 
"Chest pain that spreads to your 
shoulders, neck or arms is another. 
Dizziness, fainting, sweating, nausea 
or shortness of breath may also oc­
cur. Sometimes the signals may sub­
side, only to return later." 

Learn to recognize these signals 
and take fa<;t action. Remember that 
each year more than 3(X),000 Amcri· 
cans die from heart attacks before 
reaching the hospital. So don't tg· 
nore the warning signals. Act imme­
diately. 

Forging through the fog 
The gradual melting away of 

winter can cause driving haz~~s su~h 
as fog and mist. When. dnvmg m 
foggy conditions, The Nall~na~ S~fety 
Council suggests motonsts slow 
down gradually and turn on the low 
beam headlights. 

Visibility can be enhanced by 
opening the window slightly and 
using the defroster and fan. Run the 
windshield wipers and washer as 
necessary. 

The pavement hnc on the right 
side of the road can bc:J guide to keep 
the vehicle hcadmg in the right direc­
tion. If the fog becomes too thick, 
pull off the road ami start the emer­
gency flashers.

What you should know 
about smokeless tobacco 

Sean Marsee, a prominent high 
school athlete, lifted weights and ran 
five mites per day. He won 28 medals 
for his ability to run track. He also 
used smokeless tobacco. On Febru­
ary 25, 1984, Scan Marsee died from 
oral cancer. He was 19 years old. 

It's a disturbing fact, but hope­
fully, Sean's death is more than a 
statistic; it's a message to young 
people everywhere not to usc smoke· 
less tobacco. 

The death of this outstanding 
young man prompted the American 
Academy of Otolaryngology-Head 
and Neck Surgery (physicians who 
treat problems of the ear, nose, throat 
and related areas of the head and 
neck) to declare the week of Febru­
ary 25 to March 3 Through With 
Chew Week. This campaign is an 
effort to call attention to the wide­
spread U're of smokeless tobacco in 
our society, especially among the 
young. 

Along with the Academy, the 
American Society of Internal Medi­
cine is backing the campaign. Inter­
nists, who specialize in the medical 
care of adolescents and adults, often 
are the first to detect a problem with 
the smokeless tobacco user. 

Sean chose not to drink or smoke 
cigarettes because he wac; a condi­
tioned athlete, but he did choose to 
use snuff and chew tobacco. Like 
many people, Scan thought smoke­
less tobacco was a safe alternative to 
cigarettes. 

Unfortunate!!, this is a widespread 
misconception; 12millionAmericans 
usc smokeless tobacco, and 3 million 
arc less than 21 years old. Research 
shows the average smokeless tobacco 
user first tries the product at 10 years 
of age and advances to regular usc by 
13 years old. 

While the number of people who 
smoke cigarettes decreases annually, 
30,000 new oral cancer cases are 
reported each year, and one-third 
prove fatal. Smokeless tobacco users 
have a 50-fold increased risk of oral 
cancer, and simply are substituting 
the lung cancer risk of cigarettes for 
oral cancer. 

A variety of problems arise when 
anyone uses chew or snuff. See your 
doctor if you suffer from these to­
bacco-related problems: 

• Tooth decay: smokeless tobacco 
contains high quantities of sugar. This 
sugar, mixed with the plaque on your 
teeth, forms acid that cats away at the 
tooth's enamel, causing cavities. 

• Gum recession: direct and re­
peated contact of tobacco with gum 
tissue causes the gums to recede from 
the teeth. This eventually can lead to 
the loss of teeth. 

• Discoloration of teeth: the prod­
ucts in smokeless tobacco perma­
nently stain teeth. 

• Halitosis: bad breath caused by 
chewing tobacco is socially unac­
ceptable and offensive. 

• Increased heart rate or blood 
pressure. 

• Dizziness and shakiness when 
attempting to quit. 

• Changes in the mouth, including 
lips stinging, cracking and bleeding, 
sores and whttc patches. 

Students: Young people are using 
smokeless tobacco at an increasing 
rate. Peer pressure is often one of the 
main reasons children begin to usc 
the product, and addiction is why 
many arc unable to stop. 

It may be a friend, coach, family 
member, or admired sports figure 
..... ho influences someone to use 
smokeless tobacco. One good thing 
to tell a young person who may be 
considering using smokeless tobacco 
is that 84 percent of 12- to 25-year­
old males don't use smokeless to­
bacco. Young males also should know 
that 99 percent of females don't use 
the product, and most find it extremely 
offensive. 

Athletes: Baseball players most 
often arc associated with smokeless 
tobacco. This connection began back 
in 1845, when many players chewed 
as a way to keep their mouths moist in 
a dusty park or to produce saliva to 
soften their gloves. 

But there is a lesson to be learned 
from baseball. Renowned player Babe 
Ruth, who used smokeless tobacco 
throughout his career, died from throat 
cancer at the early age of 52. 

Parents should be aware that many 
users of smokeless tobacco begin 
when they are 10yearsoldoryounger. 
Let your children know smokeless 
tobacco is not a safe alternative to 
cigarettes and carries its own set of 
deadly problems. 

Community groups need to work 
towards making smokeless tobacco 
products impossible for minors to 
obtain by stopping tobacco compa­
nies from distributing free samples or 
coupons, making sure stores that sell 
these products obey the laws prohib· 
iting them to sell to minors, and dis­
couraging sponsorship of sports 
events by tobacco companies. 

Schools also should prohibit and 
enforce no smoking rules, and ensure 
smokeless tobacco is not thought of 
as an acceptable substitute for ciga­
rettes. 

Sean Marsee was an avid athlete 
whose life was cut short by smoke· 
less tobacco. His story is the basis for 
Through With Chew Week, an edu­
cation campaign supported by many 
throughout the medical world who 
don't want to see any more lives 
abruptly ended by tobacco use.

Adult survivors of child sexual 

abuse often find it painful to talk 
about being victims. Many adults 
begin remembering incidents of sex. 
ual abuse lhat they had repressed as 
children. 

But two sisters in rural Kentucky 
have decided to file suit over the 
incest they suffered and the memo­
ries they're reclaiming. 

A special series of reports on their 
story, "From Whispers to Shouts," 
will be aired on the public radio sta· 
Lions at Eastern Kentucky University 
in early March. 

The five-pan "Whispers to 
ShouLo;," was written and produced 
by Marie Mitchell, WEKU/WEKH's 
news and public affairs coordinator. 

The series allows the two victims 
- whose identity will be protected 
-to talk about the delayed criminal 
prosecution of their father and how 
they hope it will help them regain 
control of their lives. 

The series will air at 4:30 p.m. 
from Monday, March 4, to Friday, 
March 8, during WEKU/WEKH's 
daily news magazine, "The After­
noon ReporL" 

It also will be presented as a spe­
Cial half hour package at 4:30p.m. 
Saturday, March 9, and at 6 p.m. 
Sunday, March 10, as an "Open 
Microphone." 

"I'm excited that the issue of adult 
survivors is being addressed," said 
Diane Lawless, director of 
Lexington's Rape Crisis Center. 

"These kinds of programs give 
more adult survivors the opportunity 
to know that they're not alone and 
that they can heal from their child­
hood trauma." 

Mitchell said she hopes people 
will not avoid the documentary be­
cause of its unpleasant subject mat­
ter. 

"Some people may think, 'How 
depressing; I can't bear to listen,' 
Mitchell said. 

"But the key is that people can 
rebuild their lives and become whole 
persons again," she said. "To me, it's 
a story of survivors who have de· 
cided not to be victims any longer." 

She said adult survivors of child· 
hood sexual abuse rarely prosecute 
their perpetrators. Fewer than five 
cases have been filed in Kentucky. 

"But it's important that we don't 
push cases like this aside. They're 
not isolated incidents," she said. 

In 1989, the last year for which 
figures are available, Kentucky in­
vestigated more than 4,500 cases of 
child sexual abuse. 

"These are two intelligent, articu­
late women who can now find the 
words to tell about these incredible 
violations," Mitchell said. "But what 
you have to picture in your mind is a 
2-year-old and an 8-year·old being 
victimized by their father."

District Ap­
peals Judge Everett Currier will pre­
side over this preliminary round of 
the tournament competition. 

Winners of this round will ad­
vance to the next round and attempt 
to progress all the way through the 
single elimination tournament to the 
finals which will be heard by Chief 
Justice Robert F. Stephens, on April 
13, in the state's Supreme Court 
Courtroom in the State Capitol Build­
ing in Frankfort. 

Students will play the parts of 
attorneys, defendant, witnesses and 
jurors. Under the rules of competi­
tion, teams must be prepared to rep­
resent either side of the case since 
they may have to switch sides as they 
progress through the competition.

Prozac victim charges ''warnings 
cannot stop suicidal thoughts'' 

Warnings against Prozac 's ability 
to drive persons to suicide arc of no 
use to persons on the highly contro­
versial psychiatric drug, a former 
Pro1~1c user charged recently, because 
once a user becomes suicidal he no 
longer wants to live und no longer 
cares why he feels that way. 

Jeff Fortin, of Milford, Connecti­
cut, became intensely suicidal I Odays 
after starting Prozac. Despite having 
been informed previously that Prozac 
could tum him suicidal, once the self­
destructive impulses started he was 
unable to stop himself from pulling a 
gun to his h~ad and pulling the trig­
ger. Fortunately, f-ortin survived the 
suicide aucmpt and was immediately 
removed from Prot.ac. 

According to Fortin, who recently 
established the Connecticut chapter 
of the national Pmz.nc Survivors 
Support Group (PSSG), "I was so 
much under the control ofPr07..ac that 
I don't even remember the suicide 
attempt. It is futile to warn people 
that Prot.ac can make them want to 
kill themselves. Psychiatrists who put 
people on these drugs arc inviting 
horrible vaolcncc which the person 
on Proz.ac cannot control," he said.

Eugene Moore of Marion, Ohio, 

is not a viable allemativc for the 
drug's manufacturer," Fortin said. 
"The only viable option available is 

to remove Prozac from the market 
immediately." 

"Persons who arc driven violently 
suicidal by Prozac think like vio­
lently suicidal people. People like 
that don't care about living and arc 
obsessed with killing themselves or 
other people," Fortin said. 

Fortin initially discovered the 
widespread harm being done by 
Prozac through the Citizens Com­
mission on Human Rights (CCHR), 
which he contacted after recuperat­
ing from his suicide attempt. 

CCHR was established in 1969 by 
the Church of Scientology to investi­
gate and expose psychiatric viola­
tions of human righlc;. CCHR main­
tains a toll free Prozac infonnation 
hotlinc at (800) 869-2247.

Most of the people we have inter­
viewed, had a positive attitude about 
Saturday school. We interviewed Ms. 
Heinisch and she said, "Ifeel thatitis 
a real good alternative to a one day 
suspension to the students it's de­
signed for." 

"It's is an exceptional opportunity 
for these kids to improve their educa­
tion, along with trimming their atti­
tudes," replied Mr. Monroe Jones.

Layne Bailey, and Jody Johnson 
who are juniors at Wheelwright High, 
and Michael Scalf, and myself, all of 
whom are seniors, were sent to work 
with the project. It was a great expe­
rience for me. I felt awkward at first 
teaching the kids at Osborne because 
it was something that I wasn't accus­
tomed to doing. The kids were ready 
and waiting with questions and an­
swers from us and they were ready 
for questions and answers for us. For 
once I was the teacher, and it was left 
up to me to see that I did a good job. 
Not only did they have to learn, but 

they had to like being taught in order 
forthem to like me and respond well. 

The first day was tough. They did 
not know me and I did not know 
them. I was frightened in a way be­
cause I wanted to teach them, instead 
of being taught. The next day I brought 
the supplies necessary to set up an 
aquarium. I had to show them the first 

step which is washing the aquarium 
out with soap and water well enough 
to rid of the germs that might harm 
the fish. All the children took notes 
about every step and watched very 
carefully. I actually felt superior to 
them because I was in control. Next, 
I filled the aquarium with water and 
then added a solution to purify the 
water of chlorine or any other harm-

ful chemicals that might hurt or kill 
the fish. I had to explain to the stu­
dents why the solution had to be 
added. They seemed to catch on very 
quickly and understood what I was 
saying. There wasn't enough time to 
go on, so I was finished for the day. 

The next few days were also tough, 
but as time passed, it became easier 
each visit. I was slowly adapting to 
the students, as they were to me. 
Teaching can be tough at times, espe­
cially when you have never experi­
enced anything like it. It gave me a 
taste of adulthood and responsibility 
and I liked it. Teaching children can 
be a great experience for anyone if 
you are willing enough to be taught!

Keathley's Lecture Inspires McDowell 
To 59-47 Win Over Betsy Layne 

"I waited as long as I could before 
calling time out," said McDowell 
head coach Cassandra Keathley. The 
time out was essential because 
Keathley's Lady Daredevils were 
playing anything but basketball as 
they faced a good Betsy Layne squad 
in the first game of the 1990-91 Dis­
trict Tournament held at Allen Cen­
tral Wednesday night.

The report is compiled from data 
submitted by fish and wildlife per­
sonnel and a host of dedicated volun­
teers. 

Depending on weather conditions 
and how fast average daytime tem­
peratures reach "summertime" lev­
els, the reports will continue for 
approximatcl y 13 weeks and resume 
for a short time in the fall. 

The popular fishing report is fea­
tured each week in many Kentucky 
newspapers like The Floyd County 
Times and on radio and TV stations 
across the commonwealth and io 
surrounding states.

this long movie (2 hours IS 
mmutes) IS too long and too 
"talky"; what do they want, 
car chases across med1eval 
England or machine-gun 
play down the castle hall­
ways? The acting 10 th1s film 
is the firepower, and what an 
onslaught it IS. Peter O'­
Toole is mesmenzing as 
Henry II, the aging monarch 
who must, reluctantly, pick 
his successor.
