Panel issues 7 4 indictments : 

Murder tops list of 
grand jury true bills

A Floyd County Grand Jury 
handed down 74 indictments Mon­
day, with charges including murder, 
reckless homicide and sexual abuse. 

Those indicted were: 
Ralph Gerald Newsome, 26, of 

Virgie, was indicted for murder in 
connection with the shooting death 
of Greg Perry, 28, of McDowell on 
March 9. 

The indictment charges that 
Newsome shot Perry one time in the 
forehead with a .357 magnum hand-

gun. The incident allegedly stemmed 
from a dispute over construction work 
Perry perfonned for Newsome. 

Also indicted for murder was 
Douglas Hughes, 49, of Louisville, 
in the November 24, 1990, shooting 
death of his father, Billie Hughes of 
Salt Lick. 

Billy Hughes, who was shot four 
times with a .32 caliber pistol, was 
found dead at his Salt Lick home by 
another son, Willard. Douglas Hughes 
was arrested by Kentucky State Po­
lice in Louisville on November 29. 

A train engineer was charged with 
reckless homicide after an August 8, 

Report on clerk's audit 
is disputed by official 

A published account of an audit of 
the Floyd County Circuit Court 
Clerk's office brought protests from 
Circuit Court Clerk Frank DeRossett 
and from the Administrative Office 
of the Courts. 

The audit, released by the State 
Auditor Bob Babbage, cited prob­
lems with bank procedures, with cash 
closeout and with court cost assess­
ments. Geoffrey S. Reed, Deputy 
Director of the Administrative Of­
fice of the Courts (AOC), con finned 
the accuracy of the Times' report, but 
said it needed to be clarified. 

"Frank runs a good office and has 
for years," Reed said. He explained 
that the purpose of the audit is to help 
the clerk's office become more effi­
cient and to make sure no money is 
missing. Reed said the Floyd County 
office has had no money missing in 

any of the audits during his tenure 
with the AOC. 

Reed also disagreed with aspects 
of the audit, explaining that the audit 
cited a problem with the bank assess­
ing a monthly service charge on the 
clerk's commercial account 

"Frank is getting the best interest 
he can with the banks in Floyd 
County," said Reed. 

Harry Shrout, field auditor for the 
area, indicated in a letter to Reed that 
the banking problem had been cor­
rected: "Due to not getting much 
cooperation from the bank 
personnel...the material amount of 
the funds had been moved to another 
bank to get a better rate of interest." 

Another problem cited by theaudit 
with banking procedure was early

• Deborah Woods, first degree 
wanton endangennent, for allegedly 
shooting five times into the home of 
BettyHallonJanuary 17,1991, while 
Hall was in the home. 

•Myra Renee Watts, 30, of Auxier, 
frrst degree wanton endangerment for 
allegedly shooting at Danny Ray 
Ward and Danita Kay Wireman four 
times on December4, 1990. 

• William Patrick Terry and Tho­
mas E. Skeens, second degree as­
sault, when they allegedly hit James 
Thurman Mullins Jr. in the head with 
a two-by-four on August 31, 1989.

Principal wants leftover 
fees used to buy supplies

Thomas Tackeu, principal at the 
James D. Adams Middle School, is 
encouraging teachers to use school 
field trip funds to make up for a lack 
of teaching supplies at the school. 

Floyd County Assistant Superin­
tendent Russell Frazier said Tuesday 
he received a report that teachers are 
being asked to usc field trip money to 
purchase toner for copier machines at 
the school. 

"I will check that report out to­
morrow (Wednesday)," Frazier said 
Tuesday afternoon. "Supposedly ,the 
school has no money to purchase 
toner for the copier machines." 

When asked if field trip money 

could be used to purchase the toner, 
Frazier replied, "absoutely not." 

Tackett said he was unaware of a 
lack of toner at the school, but said he 
advocated teachers use excess field 
trip funds to buy supplies. 

"I encourage any teacher to take 
any money left in their accounts to 
spend it on paper or supplies," Tack­
ett said. "If they (teachers) have $2-
$300 left in their accounts, 1 don't 
think we're talking about any signifi­
cant amount of money." 

Field trip funds are accumulated 
from fees paid by students. 

Tackett said the school received 
$6,000 from the administration at the 
beginning of the school year to pay 
for the cost for running the school, 
>UL said it would ultimately cost 

$20,000 to $30,000 to operate the 
school this year. 

"We're a poor school," Tackett 
said. "Wedon'tpeddleknick-knacks 
and snacks to the students. I think any 
money raised at the school should be 
spent to educate the students. 

"This is the frrst I've heard about 
any shortage of toner," Tackett said. 
"But, we have four copiers at the 
school and teachers can useanycopier 
they wish." 

Floyd County Education Associa­
tion president Bud Reynolds said 
Tuesday that the teachers' group did 
not support the use of field trip funds 
to pay for supplies at the school. 

"We feel that the few outside cul-

Richard Elkins makes his own kind of music: 

Get your motor 
strummin· ...

Some people would call a man 
who can build a banjo from the torque 
converter of a Buick talented or 
unique, Richard Elkins of 
Prestonsburg just says he is crazy. 

No matter what you call it, Rich­
ard Elkins' approach to building hand­
crafted musical instruments is a 
combination of old-time craftsman­
ship, modem technology and the pure 
personality of the craftsman. 

"This wasn't my idea (building a 
banjo from a Buick)," said Elkins, "I 
saw a guy on educational television 
who had built one, and that thing sure 
did sizzle. He said that you wouldn't 
be able to find the part. a torque 
converter from a 1949 Buick Dyna­
Flo transmission, but I went through 
two or three hundred at a junkyard 
and I finally found one." 

"I've worked on this one for about 
seven years on and off, and when I 
finally get it done it will be one of a 
kind because I flat out will not start 
another one," said Elkins with a laugh. 

Other parts of the "Buick Banjo" 
also usc non-traditional materials. 

"The flange plate is made of truck 
bed aluminum alloy and the brass 
parts used to be the plates that said 

'Ford', or 'Chevy' or whatever," said 
Elkins, adding that he used a cymbal 
from a set of drums owned by his son 
as a back or sounding plate on the 
banjo. The cymbal was installed on a 
threaded bolt which allowed the 
banjo's player to make the sound 
chamber of the instrument deeper or 
more shallow in order to affect tonal 
characteristics. 

Another banjo Elkins is proud of 
is his version of a "real old-time" 
banjo. 

"I built it to look as old as I could," 
said Elkins. "People have guessed 
that it is more than 60 years old, but 
I could never sell it to somebody like 
that. I'm not a hook or crook type of 
person." 

The "old-time" banjo is made with 
a birch wood neck provided by a 
local cabinet maker. 

A favorite story of Elkins' is about 
a mandolin he spotted sticking out of 
a garbage can in Prestonsburg. 

"I saw thatl11inginabout 15 pieces 
in that garbage can and I asked the 
people at the house there if I could 
have it. Well, it sat around here until 
I finally decided to work on it. I knew 
it would be tough, you could smell 
the age on it."

Hearing is Friday : 

Immunity 
claimed 
by board

The Floyd County Board of Edu­
cation has asked to be dismissed as a 
defendant in a civil action concern­
ing a school construction project, 
contending in the request that the 
school system is protected by sover­
eign immunity. 

Earlier this month, the board was 
named a co-defendant in a suit filed 
by Triple B Corporation, a prime 
contractor doing site preparation work 
for the school system's new, Left 
Beaver High School. Triple B's suit 
also names as a defendant DFM, Inc. 
doing business as B&J Construction. 

The company contends, among 
other things, that payment for work 
perfonned has been withheld by the 
board. Triple B also claims that B&J 
Construction was paid for work actu­
ally perfonned by Triple B employ­
ees. 

In their motion to dismiss the school 
board as a party, school attorneys 
Bryan, Fogle and Chenoweth con­
tend the system cannot be held liable 
under the claim because Kentucky's 
constitution grants sovereign immu­
nity to governmental agencies. The 
attorneys cited numerous examples 
of case law to support their argument, 
and note that sovereign immunity 
can be waived only by an action of 
the state's General Assembly. 

School attorneys also cited a Ken­
tucky law which provides that boards 
of education "may sue or be sued," 
but they argue that that statute does 
not constitute a waiver of sovereign 
immunity. 

In response to the board's motion 
to disll_liss, Triple B attorney Phillip 
Damron contends that state law 
"clearly means" that the board of 
education may be held liable in civil 
action and he has neither "the time 
nor the inclination" to test the state 
constitution's guarantee of sovereign 
immunity with this lawsuit. 

Damron also asks in his answer 
that the suit be transferred to Franklin 
Circuit Court, basing that request on 
a state law which designates that court 
as the proper jurisdiction for such 
actions. 

The motions will be the subjects of 
a hearing in Floyd Circuit Court, 
scheduled for 9 a.m. this Friday, 
March 29.

Rate decrease sought 
by Kentucky Power 

Kentucky Power Company has 
notified the state Public Service 
Commission that it will request a 
S3.3 million, or 1.3 percent, annual 
decrease in its commercial and in­
dustrial retail rates, to be effective 
April 1. The company plans a fonnal 
filing on Wednesday. 

Although residential customers 
will not be affected by this request, 
Coulter R. Boyle, Ill, president of 
Kentucky Power, said, "When this 
decrease is placed in effect, the 
composite rate charged to all custom­
ers will have declined by 6.6 percent 
since 1984." 

"There arc 10 different tariffs," 
said C. Richard Lovegrove, with the 
Public Relations Department of the 
company. Each class has a different 

rate structure with commercial and 
industrial customers paying the high­
est rate, Lovegrove explained. The 
rate decrease will "equalize" those 
classifications. 

Kentucky Power has one of the 
lowest residential rates in the nation 
and is listed in the bottom 5 percent, 
Lovegrove said. He also emphasized 
that Kentucky Power's rates have 
stayed the same or decreased since 
1984. 

Boyle credited the overall decline 
in electric rates to company operat­
ing efficiencies, cost control meas­
ures and a change in federal tax laws. 

"The rates we are placing into 
effect April 1 are subject to change 
pending hearings and the Public 
Service Commission's final order, 
probably next fall," he concluded.

withdrawal penalty assessments if 
special escrow accounts were closed 
before the six month minimum de­
positpcriodestablishedbymostbanks 
in the area. 

"Money deposited with the Cir­
cuit Court Clerk's Office is held 
pending the outcome of litigation. It 
is deposited in an interest bearing 
account, and the successful party is 
entitled to that interest," said Royd 
Circuit Court Judge Hollie Conley. 

Reed said the Circuit Clerk's of­
fice had no control over early with­
drawal when the funds were requested 
by individuals who were entitled to 
the funds, or their anomeys. 

"Taxpayers are not losing one 
dime," DeRossctL said, "It's the indi­
viduals, the people who put up the 
accounts, that's being charged the 
penalty." 

Reed concurred. 
Also cited by the audit were cash 

closeout problems in the jail and small 
claims offices. Cathy Goble, book­
keeper for the Floyd Circuit Clerk's 
office, explained that both offices 
had been conducting cash close-outs 
twice a week because often the of­
fices ''had no money to close ouL" 
The state auditor's office has re­
quested each office close out their 
accountsattheendoftheday,even if 
there is a zero balance. 

"We had no reason to think there 
was a problem (with this system)," 

Goble said, "but things change." 
"I've asked for an audit for the 

past five years," DeRossett said, "just 
to correct things like this. You have 
to beg them (state auditors) to come." 

Field Auditor Shrout said he was 
trying to establish a better accounting 
trail by implementing better account­
ing procedures in Royd County and 
other Kentucky counties. 

Another complaint voiced by 
Shrout in his report was that court 
costs should be collected on state 
traffic school cases in district court. 
"Court costs were always waived by 
the district judge for traffic cases in 
which the defendant was sentenced 
to attend state traffic school, there­
port cited. 

Deputy Director Reed disputed 
the clerk's responsibility to collect 
fees when "the judge sets up a situ­
ation" where the person pays on time 
or is not assessed court fees. 

"The clerk is in no position to tell 
the judge how to run his court," said 
Reed. "The Administrative Office of 
the Courts will have to examine how 
the entire local court system operates 
as far as collecting of fees to be sure 
that the clerk's accounting system 
operates in compliance with the 
auditor's recommendation." 

Reed said his office is in the proc­
ess of making those recommenda­
tions for better organization and 
cooperation among court members. 

The Floyd County Times 
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Elkins said that wood used in the 
back and sides of the instrument had 
to be steamed and limbered before 
being braced and glued. The top of 
the mandolin required extensive work 
to restore a decorative butterny inlay 
ncar the soundhole. "When I got it 
back in one piece 1t still looked like 
the back side of hard times," said 
Elkins. After further hand polishing 
and finishing, Elkins sold the instru­
ment to a neighbor. "Roy Franklin, a 
real good fiddler and a fine builder 
from th1s area saw it later and told me 
1t was a Spiegel, May and Stem 
mandolin from 1923. The guy I sold 
it to said he hac; been offered a whole 
lot for it, but he won't part with it" 

Richard Elkins loves old musical 
instruments, and w1ll gladly discuss 
the merits and pitfalls of various old 
models of Gibson. Gretsch and Mar­
tin stringed instruments. His truelove, 
however, seems to be the workshop 
and the five-string banjo. 

"When a five string banjo goes 
together it has to be one piece or there 
goes your sound. I put a lot into 
making them solid,and I'll say this, if 
someone wants to take one apart, it 
won't be me. I wouldn't go so far as 
to say they wouldn't ever split, but it 

is very unlikely. You have to build 
one right to get that buttery feeling 
neck. I won'tlct one go unless it is 
right." 

These days Elkins spends many of 
his hours working on an elaborately 
inlaid banjo neck. 

" I like to usc these old mother of 
pearl buttons from 1930's style 
women's coats for my inlays," said 
Elkins, adding that he has used deco­
rati vc parts of A von powder boxes 
and sparkling veneers from old drum 
sets in building his unique instru­
ments. 

Elkins credit.c; the work of several 
other local luthicrs (craftsmen who 
build stringed musical intrumcnts) as 
his inspiration to start building in­
struments, with particular emphasis 
on Prestonsburg's D-a vc Sizemore and 
an Abbott Creek fiddle builder from 
his childhood. 

"I think his name was John 
McGuire, I'm not sure. He was from 
up at Abbott and he built his fiddles 
out of only buckeye wood, which is 
very unusual because that wood sof­
tens as it cures. Don't knock it though 
because it really had the sound. As 
for Dave Sizemore, I think the world 
of him. He is a fine craftsman and a 

great musician too. He really got me 
into the idea of doing this. He has 
slowed down some though. I told him 
one time that he has gotten so lazy 
that he has an electric knife just to 
whitLlc with." 

Of the future Elkins says that he 
would like to build a guitar "to my 
own specifications". He doesn't 
elaborate on what plans he has for 
that dream guitar, butonecan be sure 
it will be something special and dif­
ferent. Richard Elkins wouldn't have 
it any other way.

Greg Stumbo, D-Prestonsburg, 
co-chairs of the panel. 

SCR 4 7, passed during the special 
session, created a task force to exam­
ine the issue of returning more sever­
ance tax revenue to coal-producing 
or coal-impacted counties. 

The 25 members of the task force 
were appointed at the March 6 Legis­
lative Research Commission meet­
ing and were directed to issue their 
findings by Oct. l. 

Gov. Wallace Wilkinson placed

Open government records

The Kentucky Open Records Act, 
passed in 1976, gives the public the 
right to access government records. 
It applies to all public agencies and 
all public officials, including state 
agencies, local governments and any 
board or district created by state or 
local government or agency that gelS 
25 percent or more of its funding 
from state or local government (fed­
eral government agencies are cov­
ered by the similar Freedom oflnfor­
mation Act). The Open Records Act 
makes all government records public 
except for those in the categories set 
forth as exemptions, and it provides 
procedures for inspection of records, 

New federal rules for bus safety 
It is with great horror that we 

remember the 27 people that were 
killed in the Carrollton bus tragedy 
three years ago. In that tragic wreck, 
a truck driven by a drunk driver 
slammed into a church bus that burst 
into flames. The men, women and 
children that were killed died before 
they could exit the burning vehicle. 
As a consequence of this wreck, the 
National Transponation Safety Board 
undertook an investigation to deter­
mine what exactly could be done to 
make buses safer. 

This week, the NTSB in conjunc­
tion with the Department of Trans­
portation announced their proposals 
for increasing bus passenger safety. 
Heading the l istofimprovements will 
be changes in how many doors will 
be required on school bu~es. Exit 

and related crime right here at home. 
We must recognize that we still have 
to win this war to protect the lives and 
futures of our children. 

Kentucky also is playing a vital 
role in this domesdc war through our 
regional task forces and other pro­
grams to combat the continuing 
scourge of illegal drug traffic and 
dangerous drug abuse.

In general, all kinds of records are 
public: budgets, payrolls, contracts, 
data gathered by agencies, environ­
mental violation or monitoring rec­
ords, minutes of meetings and re­
ports. Examples of some of the ex­
ceptions include documents involv­
ing matters of personal privacy, con­
fidential business information or trade 
secrets submitted by private entities 
to regulatory agencies, documents 
relating to the proposed location of a 
business or industry until some pub­
lic announcement is made, and inter­
nal memoranda that express prelimi­
nary opinions and recommendations 
of staff to higher level decision­
makers. 

Some people feel that the Act has 

space, which includes botJ1 remov­
able windows, doors, and emergency 
exi ts, will be based on the seating 
capacity of the bus. Thus, the larger 
the bus, the more exit space must be 
provided to riders. In addition, school 
buses will be required to improve 
access to side emergency doors and 
bus exits must be made clearly vis­
ible. 

While states will be free to im­
prove on these safety requirements, 
the federal code sets a minimum stan­
dard that all bus operators must 
comply with or face the possibility of 
penal ties. 

By taking action now to improve 
the number of emergency exits on 
our buses, we can go a long way in 
helping to insure the safety of pas­
sengers, especially children, who 
depend on these vehicles.

too many exceptions, that its penal­
ties are not severe enough to ensure 
compliance, and that there are insuf­
ficient procedures in place for ac­
cessing computerized records. In 
addition, many people are concerned 
that, as more and more private com­
panies take over tasks of government 
(operating water and sewer plants 
and prisons, for example), that the 
publ ic's right to information about 
how these activities are conducted­
and how its money is being spent­
must be preserved. 

Ir your request for records is 
wrongfully denied, you can appeal to 
the Attorney General's office or bring 
a lawsuit. Many citizens who have 
tried to get records feel that there is 
too much leeway for officials to claim 
exemptions or put off providing rec­
ords until it is too late to do any good. 

The legislature has created a Task 

Force on Open Meetings and Open 
Records which is now meeting. This 
task force is a follow-up to an effort 
in the last legislative session lO revise 
the Open Meetings and Open Rec­
ords laws. For information about the 
legislative task force or to comment 
on the issues, write to the Legislative 
Research Commission, Capitol 
Building,Frankfort,Kentucky40601.

Saluting Patrick Henry

Lord Byron called him, (Patrick) 
"Henry, the forest-born De­
mosthenes." It was on March 23, 
1775, that freedom's firebrand from 
Virginia, Patrick Henry, stood in the 
church of St. John the Divine and 
delivered his most famous speech.

His brow was knit, every feature 
marked with the resolute purpose of 
his soul..." 

Thomas Jefferson sai4 of him: "It 
isnotnoweasytosaywhat weshould 
have done without Patrick Henry." 
When most American statesmen 
(including George Washington)were 
counseling compromise, Patrick 
Henry was spreading verbal fires of 
independence. Henry served in the 
military early in the War for Inde­
pendence, was later elected Gover­
norofVirginia,and was instrumental 
in opening up the Northwest Terri­
tory by commissioning George Ro­
gers Clark. He, with Sam Adams and 
a few others, so vigorously opposed 
the initial U.S. Constitution, won for 
all Americans our "Bill of RighiS". 

The Kentucky Society of the Sons 
of The American Revolution salutes, 
this month of March, Patrick Henry, 
possibly the purest American patriot 
in our history. It was Washington 
who was the great leader of the Revo­
l ution; it was Patrick Henry who gave 
him a Revolution to lead.

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~o~sing project flooded by leaking pipe 

Stop the leak! 
Prestonsburg firefighters worked to clear water flowing through the 
hallways of the Indian Hills Housing Complex Friday when a 3/8 Inch 
plastic pipe developed a sizable leak. Several residents had to be 
evacuated while emergency units mopped up. {photo by Estill Robinson) 

The right wing of the Indian Hills 
housing project was evacuated Fri­
day when a crack developed in plas­
tic pipe leading to a sink in a fourth 
floor apartment. 

The Prestonsburg Fire Department 
was notified of the incident around 6 
p.m. and frrefightersdiscovcred water 
flowing across the first floor of the 
building. The fourth floor apartment 
of John Dial, where the leak origi­
nated, had about one and a half inches 
of water on the floor, said Fire Chief 
Tom Blackburn. 

The pipe had been leaking for 
more than an hour, before frrefight­
ers were called, Blackburn estimated. 
"He (Dials) was unable to reach 
anyone at the two housing offices," 
he added. 

"Water was running through the 
light fixtures," said Blackburn. Fire­
men cut power on individual break­
ers in the building to prevent fire 
hazards. A door by door check led 
firefighters to several residents who 
were on respirators and their electric­
ity was left on, Blackburn said. 

Because the building is home to 
the elderly and disabled, firefighters 
have a standard operating plan when 
called to the building. Members of 
the Floyd County Rescue Squad, P & 

B and Respond ambulance compa­
nies, Prestonsburg police, the frre 

departments and other emergency 
units and auxiliaries respond to inci­
dents there.

Congress created the Earned In­
come Credit (EIC) for low-income 
families who have children, so they 
can keep more of their earned in­
come. 

In general. for 1990 the taxpayer 
must have earned income and ad­
justed gross income of less than 
$20,264 and have one or more chil­
dren living with him or her in the 
United States for more than one-half 
of the taxable year. The taxpayer 
must file as head of household, mar­
ried filing a joint return, or qualifying 
widow(er) with dependent child. 

For certain taxpayers, determin­
ing the income amount is not simple. 
Certain payments, which are not 
taxable, are considered earned in­
come for purposes of the EIC. They 
can affect the amount of the credit or 
even push the taxpayer beyond the 
income limit for qualifying for the 
credit.

sonages for the clergy and separate 
rations and housing allowances for 
the military) is considered earned 
income in determining if a taxpayer 
qualifies for the EIC. A taxpayer, 
who qualifies for EIC and whose 
earned and adjusted gross income for 
1990 is $6,000, may qualify for a 
creditof$842. However, if that same 
taxpayer also had qualifying nontax­
ablesubsistence allowances from the 
U.S. military of $900, he or she may 
qualify for the maximum credit of 
$953. On the other hand, if the tax­
payer had $16,000 earned and ad­
justed gross income and got $4,500 
rental value for quarters or a parson­
age, he or she would no longer qual­
ify for the EIC even though the value 
of the lodging was not taxable. 

In addition, certain individuals 
who have foreign earned income 
cannot claim the credit.

Homecare program sets record for older Kentuckians 
A record 9,516 Kentuckians were 

enrolled in a state program enabling 
frail older persons to remain in their 
own homes at the end of 1990, and 
officials expect the number to top 
13,000 by mid-summer. 

The annual report by the Depart­
ment for Social Services on 
Kentucky's Homecare Program 
underscores the growing demand for 
the nine-year-old effort to assist per­
sons who are 60 or older and who 
have some physical or mental im­
pairment to their ability to care for 
themselves. 

Homecare services, including 
assessment, case management, home­
maker, home health, home delivered 
meals, personal care, escort, minor 
residential repairs and respile for 
family members, are designed to 
enable the elderly individuals or 
couples to avoid having to move out 
of their homes and into residential 
care. 

"The most clients this program 
has ever served in an entire year was 
just over 9,200 in 1988," said Social 
Services Commissioner Larry 
Michalczyk. "In the first six months 

of the fiscal year, that figure was 
surpassed and we expect to adl1 at 
least another 3,000or moceclients by 
the end of June. 

"This public response fully justi­
fies the decision by Gov. Wilkinson 
and the 1990 legislature to signifi­
cantly increase Homecare funding 
from $8 million last year to more than 
$16 million this year and next." 

Kentucky's Homecare Program is 
administered by the department's 
Aging Services division, and is oper­
ated in all 120 counties through con­
tracts with area development districts 
and direct service providers. 

Aging Services directorS ue Tuttle 
said, "Jn some sections of the state, 
more Homecare clients were served 
between July and December 1990 
than benefited from the program in 
that region in the entire previous 
year.'' 

Homecare clients are typically 
older Kentuckians who Jive alone 
and have no other direct assistance. 
• Forexample,"Tuttlesaid, "last year, 
nine out of 10 of Kentucky's Home­
care clients were severely disabled. 

Coping with bereavement 
The loss of someone close, espe­

It doesn't progress in an orderly 
fashion. You probably won't find 
yourself moving systematically from 
one well-defined stage to another. 
Instead, you'll probably drift back 
and forth from what might best be 
described as overlapping, fluid phases 
of anger, denial and acceptance. 

Effective coping with bereave­
ment really depends on your ability 
to mourn pro peri y. 

Reach out for help. Others cannot 
always make the first move. ·

"Three out of four were female 
and two out of three had incomes of 
less than $7,000 a year. In 1990, we 
also recorded an increase in minority 
clients and in persons in the 81-85 
age group." 

The 1990 report on more than 
2.35 million services provicted to 
Homecare clients shows the follow­
ing breakdown: 

Homemaker (Home Management 
and personal Care), 99,101; Respite 
(for family members of caretakers), 
524,725; HomeDelivered,Nutrition­
ally Balanced Meals), 518,390; Case 
Management (linkages to needed 
services), 158,825; Home Health 
Aide, 52,918; Assessment, 37,080; 
Escort, 33,938; Chores (errands, 
yard work, etc.), 31 ,302; Home re­
pairs, 5,120. 

"All of those numbers should grow 
dramatically this year, due to the 
expansion funds approved by the 

governor and the legislature," 
Michalczyk said. 

"Yet, based on the latest popula­
tion estimates, there may be three 
times as many elder Kentuckians who 
could benefit from Homecare serv­
ices, if the funding and the necessary 
community services were available. 

"The bottom line of the Homecare 
program is two-fold," he said. "It is 
less costly in terms of finances for 
people to be cared for in their own 
homes by receiving only the addi­
tional, outside services that they need 
as opposed to being placed in a nurs­
ing home or personal care home. 

"It's also less costly in human 
terms for the senior citizens who, 
through this program, are able to 
maintain more of the personal inde­
pendence and chosen lifestyle that 
would otherwise be impossible."

Editor's note: Langley resident 
Duna Combs wrote the following 
article after experiencing The Assisi 
of Light 

As the Italians would say the night 
was "nebbia;" there was a drinle of 
cold rain and dark clouds threatened 
it with obscurity. The dim outline of 
a fortress-like structure high on a 
promontory was my r lJ'St view of the 
Basilica di San Francesco di Assisi. I 
could see ahead of me a tong string of 
car lights moving up the hillside quite 
a distance from the plain I was just 
leaving. Having driven part way up 
the hillside, I pulled into a parking lot 
to my left which was nearly filled 
with cars, vans and campers. Inside 
the campers could be seen family 
groups at their evening meals; disem­
barlc.ing from their vans and cars could 
be seen young and old alike, all arriv­
ing for this Easter weekend. For some, 
the campout had already begun this 
Good Friday. 

I quickly scrambled out of my car 
and paid an attendant a small fee to 
watch it while I would be in the upper 
piazza that ted to the main entrance of 
the famous Basilica. Traversing the 
gravel and sand lot, I made my way to 
the pathway leading up to an arch­
way to the city; sprinting upstairs in 
the hillside I maneuvered my way 
into narrow streets vertically sided 
by walls of stone. At intervals in the 
walls were openings that revealed 
bottegas, shops that sold pottery, or 
utensils or jewelry and other things. 

German, Austrian, Swiss and Italian 
could be heard; all were as though 
turninated with the air of quiet antici­
pation. Then, at the sound of a single 
rap of a hollow drum, there was a 
hushed and strained silence. I wished 
to know thesignificanceofthis lonely 
beat upon the head of a drum. 

Gently elbowing my way toward 
the barricades which set off a path­
way some 30 feet or so in width, I 
ducked between two umbrellas near 
to it and stared down at the cobbled 
street's wet, cold surface. Another 
beat, then another, each followed with 
a shorter duration of silence but in­
creasingly louder sounds. A gentle 
swishing sound accompanied by a 
quiet slapping of footsteps upon the 
paving joined the silence. Barely il­
lumined by small candles being held 
by persons on either side, a male 
figure robed in white and bent over 
by the weight of an enormous cross 
upon his back was walking barefoot. 
He was joined in slow procession by 
volunteers and chosen penitents from 
nearby parishes. The long line in­
cluded some 30 others bearing crosses 
preceded and flanked by groups of 
sisters in black or white, seminarians, 
clergy, monks, deacons and students 
- all solemnly headed toward the 
darkened Basilica. 

• Some doorways led to restaurants, 
hotels - these signaled by discreet 
markers only. There were private 
entrances and small windows through 
which I could observe mteriors of 
homes, religious quarters with thick 
doors of wood, and single or double 
paneled doors overlaid with iron grills 
and perforated with wickets. Each 
opening was unique; either topped 
with brick arches or by stone lintels. 

The Basilica was filling with 
people and instead of following after 
the massive crowd, I walked against 
it upward to the Church di San 
Ruffino. Its facade shone a stark 
white; it was a handsome Roman­
esque structure with its symmetry 
pierced by a single Rose window and 
two enormous wooden doors. 

Stepping inside the nave, I settled 
into a simple wooden pew up close to 
the apse which held the altar. The 
interior was filling quickly with little 
children, mothers and grandmothers 
waiting and holding places. Shortly 
fathers from the workplaces quietly 
slipped in beside them. Older chil­
dren were going over their beads led 
by the grandmothers while tinier 
children were being husedand gentled 
by their mothers. Conversations qui­
etly rolled and the time passed 
quickly. 

.. 

In Assisi I saw it was on I y a step from 
one's quarters into the streets. They 
are somewhat narrow in many places 
while others cannot contain even the 
width of a small car. 

From this winding street, I dashed 
up a wide, short staircase, turned the 
comer of its balustrade at the top and 
found myself in the main square. 
Patches of the cobbled street shim­
mered impressionistically with tlfe 
light coating of fine rain. The main 
entrance to the Basilica was dark­
ened; a mass of people was already 
standing three deep on either side of 
a phalanx of umbrellas leading to it. 
The piazza was immersed in almost 
total darkness save for some few lights 
from a single bar nearby. 

Everyone was huddled together 
as much to get a clear view as to seek 
shelter from the mizzle. There were 
tiny children, teenagers, holiday visi­
tors, townspeople - all queuing up 
fortheevent. Muted voices in French, 

Immediately a hush spread over 
the packed interior of the stately 
church upon the sound of a single 
drum beat. Clergy began filling the 
alter space, the procession began 
returning and some 30 bearers of 
crosses were filing down the main 
aisle. They passed in front of the altar 
and peeled off to fill either side of the 
nave. Those sitting in the pews were 
as if guarded by the double row of 
crosses, one on the broadside and the 
other one on the lee side. 

Soon after the flanks were com­
pleted, a purling sound began to build; 
arms were being thrust outward 
toward a cluster of black·dothed 
seminarians and the children's arms 
being timidly stretched out had the 
slack in them taken up by their par-

Almost inaudible was the single 
word purred softly, "JESU." At that 
very moment I saw the figure with a 
crown of thorns lying on the simple, 
black-canopted pallet pass before my 
eyes.

A plaintive 
airoflamentation began and the song, 
interspersed with a mournful sound 
built to a deeper crescendo as others 
joined in. This epoch offered up 
simply but heart moving, the enact­
mentoflhe real Christ removed from 
the crucifix which a different time, 
long ago, offered up as the most 
complex but true event of all time. 

This way of the cross closed 
abruptly; I said silent prayers and left 
the church amidst the fellowship of 
the young religious, looking about 
for and spying happily both family 
and friends. 

Leaving the church of San Ruffino 
through the same doors I had entered, 
I found myself in the splendor of a 
lighted medieval city; lamplighters 
had gone before to rekindle the out­
door torches upon the walls of Assisi. 
Trekking down the hilly street, I could 
see clearly the portals of the Basilica 
di San Francesco and reflected a 
moment upon tts magnificent rose 
window and the intricate key-hole 
openings in its Gothic Arch door­
way. There were people everywhere, 
dispersing in all directions, continu­
ing the search for Easter Resurrec­
tion. For many, the search had at­
ready begun. 

The Assisi of tight was a stunning 
view; varied arched openings pene­
trate the campanile of the Basilica, 
collonades, and the walls of the build­
ing themselves. To the right of San 
Francesco, I caught a glimpse of the 
anachronistic structure of a Roman 
temple with Greek columned por­
tico. Stitt standing from the time of 
Imperial Rome but 'Tatso' conse­
crated, it joins both San Ruffmo and 
San Francesco to open itself to all 
who come to Assisi. 

This was an unforgettable experi­
ence. I felt an inner joy begin to well 
up in me; I joined the softly glowing 
light of this Assisi Good Friday night 
and it was no longer dark.

U.S. Congressman Chris Perkins 
appeared last Thursday before the 
House's Subcommittee on Energy 
and Water Development to request 
funding for a variety of Eastern 
Kentucky projects. 

Among the requests made by 
Perkins, was one for $300,000 to 
continue the study and design of flood 
control measuresalongLeftand Right 
Beaver Creeks. 

Perkins recently addressed a group 
of Floyd County residents at Allen 
Central High School regarding the 
flood control problems along Beaver 
Creek. 

If approved, the funding request 
would allow the U.S. Army Corps of 
Engineers to study and design sys­
tems to deal with flooding on both­
branches of the creek.

Sure sign of spring 

A comprehensive Black Lung bill 
that would change the \vay by which 
both past and present claimants could 
qualify for Black Lung benefits has 
been introduced by Congressman 
Chris Perkins. The bill would also 
give widows and other family survi­
vors a better shot at qualifying for 
benefits. 

"What we have now is a Black 
Lung system that's inadequate and a 
nightmare for someone trying to get 
benefits. It's an unjust system that 
stacks the deck against the coal miner 
and their widows and families. What 
I want to do with my bill is give the 
miner a fair chance to receive the 
benefits that he or she may deserve," 
Perkins said. 

He continued, "Our biggest fight 
is going to come from the Bush 
Administration and its supporters in 
Congress. They just don't understand 
how big a problem there is here. 
People are dying and nothing's being 
done for them or their families. 

Perkins' bill would change the 
system in a number of ways. Here's a 
breakdown of the major changes: 

*Miners' Benefits Protection: 
Exempts claimants from having to 
pay back benefits that they had al-

ready received in the event that their 
cases are overturned. The claimant 
must have collected benefits for at 
least two years to be protected. 

*Limits on Opposition Evidence: 
Limits the evidence that any party 
adverse to the claimant can submit 
against him to one single opinion 

from a physician and only one X-ray 
reading to supplement that opinion. 
Perkins said this would keep parties 
opposed to the miner "from stacking 
the files against him." The miner is 
still able to submit as much medical 
evidence as he wants to. 

*Expansion of Review Progress: 
For claims filed between July 1, 1973 
and April 1, 1980, a 1 0-year veteran 
of the mines is presumed to have 
black lung if they can produce: a 
single, positive X-ray or biopsy/au­
topsy; a single set of positive ventila­
tory studies showing an impairment; 
a single set of positive blood gas 
studies or other medical evidence by 
a physician showing a totally dis­
abling respiratory impairment. Min­
ers who filed after April!, 1980 and 
who were denied, can get a new 
hearing as well before an Adminis­
trative law judge. 

*Widows/Dependents: A widow 
or dependent would automatically 
receive benefits if: the miner worked 
25 years or more in the mines; if the 
miner died in part or whole from 
black lung; if the miner was receiv­
ing black lung benefits or had a fa­
vorable case pending when he died; 
and whether or not the widow remar­
ries. 

• Attorneys: Perkins' bill would 
establish a contingency fee system 
for attorneys and the benefits paid to 
them. Perkins said this was necessary 
becauseofclaimants' abnonnally low 
approval rates (less than 5 percent of 
black lung cases are approved today) 

and the lengthy delays involved with 
black lung cases. This prevents many 
attorneys from taking black lung 
cases, Perkins added. 

"The Black Lung program was 
first started by my father in 1969 to 
bring miners suffering from Black 
Lung and their families some sort of 
relief. But for the last decade, it's 
detenorated to the point that it vic­
timizes and humiliates miners and 
their families. All I want to do is 
bring back justice and fairness to it," 
Perkins said.

THE NEWESl 'HOT LURE' 

OFTHEPROS 
ISN'T REALLY NEW 

As surprising as it may seem, the 
houcst new lure on the professional 
bass fishing circuit isn't new atall.ln 
fact, it's been around more than 20 
years. 

It's name? The Carolina-rigged 
lizard, and whether it's old or new 
doesn't matter says well known tour­
nament angler Mickey Bruce, be­
cause it catches bass. 

"The Carolina-rigged lizard has 
been around for many years," ac­
knowledges Bruce, a member of the 
Evinrude Outboards Prb Staff and 
national tournament winner, "but it 
hasn't been used much. I'm certain 
one reason it catches a lot of bass is 
because the fish haven't seen it." 

The Caroliana-rigged lizard is an 
adaptation of the Carolina-rigged 
worm, developed years ago by an­
glers fishing the shallow, stwnp-filled 
lakes of the Carolinas. Instead of 
tying the lure directly to the running 
line from the rod, a long leader is 
used that keeps the lure away from its 
heavy slip sinker. 

"I thread on a three-quarter ounce 
slip sinker, then a small plastic bead 
ahead of a swivel," explains Bruce. 
"Then I tie my leader to the other 
swivel terminal, with the lizard rigged 
weedless by embedding the hook. 

"A lizard looks completely natu­
ral in the water," explains the Evin­
rude pro. "It imitates a salamander, 
which basseatregularly. Believe it or 
not, worms, which are one of our top 
bass lures, aren't really natural in the 
water." 

Bruce and the other pros espe­
cially like to fish the lizard in lakes 
with deep, submerged grass. The 
heavy sinker is pulled along the bot· 
torn with continuous rod tip action, 
while the lizard bounces along be­
hind it. 

"You can fish the Carolina-rigged 
lizard at any depth or speed you want 
to," says Bruce, "Which gives it a lot 
of versatility fordifferentconditions." 

"I use a shorter three-foot leader 
in dingy or stained water or when I • m 
fishing around stumps and other 
heavy cover. The shon leader helps 
keep the lizard from getting snagged. 

"In clear water or when I'm fish­
ing around grass or sparse cover, I 
use a longer leader to put the lizard 
further behind the sinker." 

The bead, Bruce explains, not only 
helps protect the line knot on the 
swivel from theconstantpoundingof 
the sinker, but also adds noise that 
seems to help attract bass. 

"I use the heaviest line I can under 
the water conditions," says Bruce, 
"and my leader is normally the same 
strength. The only time I use a lighter 
leader is in clear water." 

A big lizard, says Bruce, will at­
tract not only numbers of bass but 
also large bass, which is another 
reason the pros like it. 

"All you have to do is cast, let the 
sinker fall to the bottom, then start 
working it back to the boat by raising 
and lowering your rod tip," Bruce 
notes. 

We like it in lakes with grass, but 
it's excellent around channel breaks, 
in river current, or over side, shallow 
flats." 

MOST BASS LOST 
BY IMPROPER 

HOOKING AND PLAYING 
Some things never seem to change, 

according to bass pro Larry Nixon. 
Such as improperly setting a hook 

and then misplaying a bass. These are 
thetwomostcommon mistakes Nixon 
sees in fishing, and he watches them 
in virtually every tournament he en­
ters. 

"One of the main reasons is be­
cause many bass fishermen have 
changed to tighter rods and lines 
because the equipment is more versa­
tile and catches more fish," explains 
the Evinrude Outboards Pro Staff 
member. "but they have not adJUSted 
to the different techniques the lighter 
taekle requires. 

"In the past, we used much heav­
ier rods and tines and simply over­
powered bass. With the tighter tackle, 
you have to finesse the bass much 
more." 

Hook seuing must be matched to 
the lure being used, Nixon advises. 
Single hook lures like spinnerbaits 
can be set hard because the lure is 
usually moving rapidly when the bass

strikes and the fish oflen hooks itself . 
The same is true with crankbait.s. 

"When you set the hook with these 
lures, all you really need todois pivot 
your body, bring the rod back with 
you at waist level, and keep reeling," 
he explains. 

Although a jig is a single hook 
lure, 1t requires a slightly different 
hook set becau~ of its design and 
because it is usually moving very 
slowly when a bass bites. 

"I u~e a sweep set with a jig," says 
the ~vmrude pro, "and I never stop 
reehng. You don't jerk the rod or 
snap your wrists suddenly because 
you'll pull the jig right out of its 
mouth. Just start reeling when you 
feet any pressure and sweep the rod 
back in one smooth motion. 

Once a bass has been hooked 
Nixon advises holding the rod low t~ 
try to keep the ball from jumping or 
even rolling on the surface. When 
bass jump, they often throw a lure 
free, and if they roll on the surface 
they can break line. 

"Use your rod to bring the bass 
close to the boat where you have 
more control over it," explains Nixon, 
"then simply guide it from side to 
side to tire it," explains Nixon, "then 
simply guide it from side to side to 
tire it. Keep you rod tip low so the fish 
doesn't jump, and when the fish does 
tire, reach down and land it by hand." 

Many anglers, Nixon included, 
often swing bass on board, and there 
is a proper technique for this, as well. 

"Let the bass swim out with six or 
seven feet of line, he says, "then 
apply pressure so the fish has to run 
and begin swimming back toward the 
boat. When it's coming to you, sim­
ply lift your rod an swing the bass on 
board. Keep your motion as smooth 
as possible, and let the momentum of 
the fish itself help you." 

HERE'S WHERE TO FIND 
PRE-SPAWN BASS 

One of the most exciting periods 
of the bass fishing year - the pre­
spawn season - will be starting in a 
few weeks, but unless you know 
where to look, these big bass can be 
difficult to locate and catch. 

"It can definitely be an exciting 
time," says well-known Evinrude 
Outboards Pro Staff angler Denny 
Brauer, "but it can bean exaspetating 
tune as well. Not all bass move into 
the shallow water at the same time, 
and in fact, the movement time table 
can be several weeks apan from one 
end of a large impoundment to the 
other. 

Spawning usually begins in the 
upper end of a lake because the shal­
low water there warms faster than the 
deeper water of the lower end. Those 
coves and shorelines with a northern 
exposure will be the very first to 
warm and attract the first spawning 
bass. 

"Water temperature is the real key 
that starts the movement into shallow 
water in motion," explains Brauer, 
"so it's really important to keep 
watching your temperature gauge as 
you check different areas. You'll 
always find one area several degree:; 
warmer than therest,and this is where 
the bass will be the most active."

pan of the problem, cautions the 
Evinrudc pro. The next step is locat­
ing the fish. 

"Bass seem to move shallow in 
stages," says Brauer ... They often 
travel along very definite corridors, 
such as ditches and other dropoffs, or 
along the edge of a tine of trees lead­
ing from deep water into shallow. 

"Bass also stop periodically along 
this route, very often at stumps, stand­
ing trees, rocks or simply along the 
edge of the drop off itself." 

Thus, one way to locate pre-spawn 
bass in the early spring is by fmding 
any ditches or channels that may lead 
into one of the spawning coves or 
flats. If there aren't any channels, 
then any available cover along the 
outside edge of the cove becomes a 
potential bass holding site. 

"You can usually see any cover 
the bass would use," Brauer says, 
"butto locate a channel or ditch you '11

have to crisscross the cove and study 
a depthfindcr Once you find the 

channel, you can follow it and fish it 
either into or out of the cove." 

When fishing v isiblecovcr, Brauer 
explains, several different lures may 
be used if the bass are striking welt. 

"When you're working a channel 
or ditch," he continues, "a jig or a 
deep running crankbait may be your 
best choice. Try to find a bend io the 
channel and concentrate your fish ing 
there." 

It pays to remember where you 
catch fish during this time of year too, 
says Brauer, because you can often 
return to the very same spot two or 
three times during the day and catch 
bass each time.

Eastern's golden days: 

Tall tales, whiffler's delight, and loafer's glory 
by Barbara P. Martin 

Loafer's Glory was the nickname 
for our town, Eastern, Kentucky, in 
the early '30s and '40s. Our basic 
source of income came from agricul­
tural activities. There was much time 
when no major work was being done 
on the farm, so the men folk spent 
many loafmg hours around Fred 
Bailey'sGeneraJStoreandFletcher's 
High Pockets Garage. 

Daily mail call crew crowds to 
congregate around the post office and 
many stayed over to participate in the 
activities they had become involved 
in before the mail was distributed. 
During the '40s the reason to gather 
was due to food rationing. We went 
early and stayed late to purchase our 
share of scarce items. There were 
people ready to buy as soon as it was 
taken off the incoming trucks. 

The men, who were kept busy at a 
regular job during the day, found 
time to meet after supper. Even the 
ladies caught on and enjoyed good 
companionship when housework was 
slack. The kids loved these gather­
ings too. They could go with Mom 
and Dad. This way they received 
double treats from the store and en­
joyment at games played nearby. 
These are the times when past and 
presentEastemites fondly look back 
to what we call 'the good ole days.' 

Much time was spent loafin~. You 

could find people playing -cards, 
whittling, pitching horse shoes, dis­
cussing various topics, and spinning 
yams. Fred Bailey built a 'lazy bench' 
for the loafers to sit on, and set it in 
front on the cement porch. Whittlers 
brought their coveted pieces of cedar 
of various sizes, but some used just 
any piece of wood available to them. 

When they had cut all their wood 
away, they simply looked for the 
nearest piece of wood they could 
fmd. Sometimes they had to settle for 
atwigorasmalllimboffaBoxElder, 
which happened to be growing 
nearby. 

Soon they were found whittling 
on the bench itself. One day Fred 
came out to join the loafers on the 
porch, during a lull in business, and 
found, much to his alarm, that the 
bench was almost whittled in two! It 
did not take many more visits from 
these tale bearing w hi ttlers to ruin the 
seat. It became too narrow to sit 
comfortably on. Then they asked for 
a new loafer's bench. 

Because they did contribute 
greatly to his business by purchasing 
chewing tobacco, Pepsi Cola, vari­
ous snack foods and genuine good 
food to take home when they left, he 
obligingly built a second one.

What 
can be better for dessert than a cake 
that glows with soft pastels or boasts 
a delicate texture that reflects the 
new,light feeling of the season? 

ORANGE CAKE 
1/2 c butter or margarine, softened 
1/4 c shortening 
11/2 c sugar 
3eggs 
2 3/4 c all purpose flour 
1 1/2 tsp baking soda 
1/4 tsp salt 
1 1/2 c buttermilk 

1 1/2 tsp orange extract 
1 c chopped dates 
1/2 c pecans 
1 tbsp grated orange rind 

Cream butter and shortening; 
gradually add sugar, beating well at 
medium speed. Add eggs, one at a 
time, beating well after each addi­
tion. Combine flour, soda, and salt. 
Add to creamed mixture alternately 
with buttermilk, beginning and end­
ing with flour mixture. Beat at high 
speed for three minutes. Stir in the 
next four ingredients. Pour batter into 
three greased and floured 9 inch cake 
pans. Bake at 350 degrees for 30 
minutes, or until a wooden toothpick 
inserted in the center comes out clean.

Concern over a baby's development 
should be addressed before it's too late 

"As long as he or she ts healthy" is 
a common phrase spoken by expec­
tant parents. Unfortunately, nearly 
2,100 Kentucky babies are born 
annually with some physical or mental 
disability. 

March is Developmental Disabil­
ity/Mental Retardation Awareness 
Montjl and staff of Kentucky's De­
partment for Mental Health and 
Mental Retardation Services are fo­
cusing this year's observance on the 
importance of early intervention for 
affected infants and toddlers. 

"Our message is that if parents 
have any concern regarding the de­
~elopm~nt of their child to seck help 
tn findmg answers," said Mental 
Health and Mental Retardauon Serv­
ices Commissioner Dennis Boyd. 

One program dedicated to helping 
parents with those answers and link­
ing them to available assistance is the 
agency's lnfanl{foddler Program 
(ITP). 

"ITP is an 'umbrella' for various 
on-going and developing interven­
tion projects seeking to identify and 
serve the estimated 4,000 Kentucky 
children,aged birth through two, who 
have a developmental delay or dis­
ability," Boyd said. 

"Our goal is to provide a compre­
hensive array of services to the state • s 

eligible infants and toddlers who have 
problems such as being unable to 
hold his or her steady by age four 
months or not responding to his or 
her name by nine months of age." 

Jim Henson, assistant director of 
the Division of Mental Retardation 
and coordinator of the lTP program, 
said, "If we don't identify children 
with these type problems and begin 
working with them immediately, 
these kids will be playing the 'catch 
up' game the rest of their lives. And 
i~ is very difficult to catch up in many 
ctrcumstances." 

"Plus, without early intervention 
services, more money will be spent in 
special education for these children 
when they are older. It's the old 'pay 
now or pay later' syndrome. And 
these kids deserve help sooner than 
later." 

Projects under ITP which are 
expected to be implemented during 
the next year include case manage­
ment(servicecoordination), medical 
and developmental evaluations of 
identified children and written serv­
ice plans for intervention and treat-

menl. 
Because the lack of funds may 

cause some children to go unserved, 
the state is developing a 'waiting list 
program,' in which monthly consul­
tation visits will be made to families 
who arc waiting for a complete or 
partial range of services. 

About 700 children are currently 
being served under ITP. 

A list of some skills typical of a 
child's growth and development up 
to one year of age follows. 

Birth to Three Months: holds head 
up steadily, reaches for familiar 
people, or objects, vocalizes, coos, 
sucks and swallows well, smiles and 
shows awareness of new situations. 

By Six Months: keeps head up 

steadily, rolls over, reaches well with 
either hand, turns to sounds, begins 
to babble, laughs out loud and reaches 
for objects out of reach. 

By Nine Months: sit.sbyself,feeds 
self a cracker, holds bottle, has thumb/ 
finger grasp, babbles several sounds 
in one breath, stops activity in re­
sponse to' no' sometimes and begins 
to listen and imitate speech sounds 
and responds to name. 

By 12 Months: plays pat-a-cake, 
peek-a-boo, says ma-ma and da-da, 
drinks from cup held byothcr,creeps/ 
crawls independently and pulls up to 
Sland.

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years. It is a native American plant, 
found in the wilds, and along road 
sid~ from New York to Illinois and 
south to Georgia. The wild phlox will 
range in color from washed out pink, 
rosy pink, purplish pink and some­
times white. Today's tamed phlox 
colors will range from purple to lilac, 
lavender, near blue, pink, red and 
white, then the odd-man-out soft 
orange. 

Phlox can be started from crown 
division, root and stem cuttings. They 
do not breed true from seed, but you 
always stand the chance of a com­
pletely new color by seed starlings. 
You will notice this, if you do not cut 
off the dead flowers, the seeds fall to 
the ground and, when new plants 
come up near the mother plant, they 
will always be a different color. Some 
people tend to think their plant is 
fading or the color is changing. In 
general, the new plants and colors are 
mrerior to the parent plant. If allowed 
to continue growing and spreading 
these plants could over run the true 
plants with small flowered phlox of a 
mulkyormauvetints. Then, too, these 
plants could be a more pleasing color. 
If some plant does produce an un­
wanted color, the most simple thing 
to do is pull, or dig up, the unwanted

NAR·s housing affordability index reads good 
Although an increase in the me­

dian home price lowered the National 
Association of Realtors' Housing 
Affordability Index during January, 
declining interest rates and gains in 
family income kept the index at a 
very healthy level, the association 
reported recently. 

At 114.4, the January HousingAf­
fordabili ty Index, which measures the 
a bill ty of a typical family to purchase 
a median-priced resale home, was 
one of the highest readings on record 
in more than 13 years. January's in­
dex was down 2.3 percentage points 
from the revised December index of 
116.7, which was the highest since 
May of 1977 when it was 118.6. 

NAR President Harley E. Rouda 
said it is not surprise for the median 
home price to go up in January as 
more affluent, discretionary buyers 
tend to be in the market at the first of 
the year. 

"As prices stabilize and interest 
rates continue to go down, we are 
likely to see affordability conditions 
get even better than they are right 
now, which is pretty hard to beat. I 
think we can look forward to a rela­
tively active spring home buying 
season, especially toward the sum­
mer months, with moderate activity 
continuing into the fall," Rouda said. 

With the recent cease-fire in the 
Persian Gulf, consumers will relax a 
bit and start nosing around in the 
housing market again, Rouda pre­
dicted. "When potential home buy­
ers take a look at where interest rates 
are right now they will soon realize 
the wisdom in buying a home," he 
added. 

The January index showed that a 
family earning the national median 
incomeof$35,700inJanuaryhad 114.4 

percent of the income needed to 
qualify for conventional financing 
covering 80 percent of a home priced 
at$94,200, the median existing-home 
price for that month. 

Half the existing single-family 
homes sold in January for more than 
the median price of $94,200 and half 
sold for less. Similarly, half the fami­
lies in the United States earned more 
than the median income of $35,700 
and half earned Jess. 

The interest rate used to compute 
NAR's Housing Affordability Index 
was a composite of closing rates for 
both fixed-rate mortgages and ad­
justable-rate mortgages on existing 
homes, as reported by the Federal 
Housing Finance Board. It dropped 
from 9.84 percent in Decemberto9.80 
percent in January. 

NAR Chief Economist John A. 
Tuccillo has predicted that interest 
rates will decline one half of a per­
centage point over the next three to 
four months and then stabilize. This 
in turn will improve overall afforda­
bility conditions, he said. 

When calculated with the board's 
effective fixed-rate mortgage interest 
rate of 10.02 percent for the month of 
January, the index was 112.3. When 
calculated with the effective adjust­
able-ratemortgageinterestrateof9.07 
percent for January, the index was 
121.9. 

The median home price rose from
