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U.K. Professor Pessimistic About
The Future of Eastern Europe

Curtis E. Harvey, a Professor of
Economics at the University of Ken-
tucky, addressed the topic of Eastern
Europe in transition at a Saturday
Seminar held at the UK. Student
Center on October 19. Even though
he considers the fall of the Soviet
empire “the most significant global
eventsince 1945, he maintained that
for the moment, “things are in a ter-
rible state of disarray.” Harvey firmly
believes that the new democracies of
the region are not prepared for the
shock of free market competition.

The problems faced by East Euro-
pean nations in their transition to
capitalism include a lack of private
ownership, millions of unproductive
workers, currency inflation, a lack of
energy resources, and the absence of
market rules. In Russia alone, the
inflation rate is running at 50% per
month. The Poles and the Czechs are
dependent upon high sulfur coal and
many East European nations are still
using outdated nuclear technology.

The region also lacks laws dealing
with bankruptcy, pension systems,
accounting and banking. Harvey
believes that the transition to capital-
ism will take at least 15 to 20 years.

Harvey reported that few East
Europeans desire to use the U.S.
economy as their model. Most want
some degree of govemment inter-
vention in their economies. Harvey
noted that even in Western Europe,
industries associated with power,
defense, communications and trans-
portation were under the control of
government agencies.

Harvey recommended that the
nations of Eastern Europe take a
staged approach as they move toward
free market economies. He urged
their leaders to gradually privatize
business, reduce government defi-
cits, create market institutions, and to
allow prices to reflect the true cost of
production. However, he predicted
thatif the distribution channels begin
to break-down this winter, Europe
could witness a mass migration of
people to the West.

Perkins Announces Grant for
“Destination Graduation”

A $390,81 3 grant has been
awarded 10 Destination Graduation
by the U. S. Department of Education
(DOE) to continue its program 10
help secondary students in danger of
dropping out. Rep. Chris Perkins
announced today. The award marks
the second time DOE has approved
Destination Graduation's application
for a three-year grant.

The Destination Graduation pro-
gram is administered by Kentucky's
Council on Higher Education, and
serves the Fifth and Seventh Con-
gressional Districts in Kentucky. The
Seventh District willreceive$194,957
of the total grant.

“One of the most serious prob-
lems in Eastern Kentucky is the high
dropout rate in secondary schools.
I'm very pleased Destination Gradu-
ation has received this grant, because
they have done a tremendous job in
working to reduce the dropout rate,”
Perkins said. “But I know this grant
would not have been possible with-
out the dedicated people that work in
this program, They deserve all the
credit for making it happen.”

A spokesman with the Kentucky
Council on Higher Education said 14
universities participate in the pro-

gram. Schools in the 7th District
includes: Morehead State University,
Pikeville College, the Community
Colleges in Maysville, Ashland,
Prestonsburg; and Hazard and South-
east Community College .in
Whitesburg, The University of
Kentucky submitted the grant appli-
cation,

The spokesman said the program
is unique because college students
themselves are involved in it. The
college students tutor secondary stu-
dents who are “at-risk” for dropping
out in core subjects such as math,
English and study skills. The tutors
work with local secondary schools to
work out a tutoring schedule for sec-
ondary students in the program.

The CHE spokesman added that
the program, now beginning its fourth
year, will see students graduate for
the first ime. Many are the same
students who were in ninth grade at
the time Destination Graduation was
started. The withdrawal rate of stu-
dents involved with Destination
Graduation is improving on the
region's overall dropout rate of 36%,
the spokesman added.

Bob and Carolyn Walsh, with
Sailor's Valentine Gallery on Nan-
tucket Island, visited Floyd County
Arts’ member Russell Rice. This was
the Walshs' second visit to Rice’s
home to view his art work.

Walsh said she heard about Rice’s
cane craftsmanship through More-
head University where Rice’s canes
have been on display. Walsh was
impressed by the quality of Rice's
work and noted that his canes are
“some of the best I've ever seen
anywhere — old or new.”

Walsh’s gallery specializes in
American Folk Art. “We're inter-
ested in artists working with contem-
porary art. There’s a real fascination
in comparing today’s art with some
of the older work,” said Mrs. Walsh.

“When you think of folk art, you
think of quilts, whirligigs, and walk-
ing sticks. This art form evolved
socially. Women made quilts to keep

their families warm, Men, caring for
their family in their own way, made
walking sticks,” she said.

Over the years, she explained,
“function became secondary to de-
sign.” Canes were valued for their
designs and not their functions. The
snake cane which Rice is currently
working on weights approximately
20-25 pounds.

Mrs. Walsh said she enjoys trav-
eling to Eastern Kentucky to meet
people like Rice and finds Morehead
an “invaluableresource.” Finding folk
artists is “like poking around in a
dark closet,” said Walsh. Morehead
locates the artists and passes along
the address to those like Walsh.

After viewing Rice's work, Mr.
and Mrs. Walsh left Combs" airport
Tuesday afternoon for Louisville to
visit the Kentucky Arts and Crafts
Foundation before returning home to
Nantucket.

IN-SERVICE DAYS

Anyone that is in the eaching
field has found atone time or another,
reasons to hate in-service days. For
the most part they are presenteG by
people who are in a humry to get
somewhere else and attended by
teachers who wish they would hurry
up and getthere, Thereare, however,
on rare occasions, in-service days
that neither of the above criteria
applies. Such was the case in the
meeting that Dr. Charles Whitaker
from Eastern Kentucky University
conducted forthe language arts teach-
ers of Floyd County this past Satur-
day atJenny Wiley State Park Lodge.

It was apparent from the outset
that Dr. Whitaker was very enthusi-
astic about his topic and not in any
kind of hurry to rush through the
material. The matenal was doubly
important since it concermned writing
and the new assessment phase of
KERA. Teachers who attended this

meeting came away feeling much
better about leaching writing and the
assessment that will be done on writ-
ing this coming spring. They also
came away feeling better about them-
selves and their students.

All presenters give handouts. That
is a given, but Dr. Whitaker has a
novel idea: he gives handouts that
wind up in the hands of the students.
These handouts are designed to help
students get through the process of
completing a writing assignment.
Many of the suggestions that Dr.
Whitaker made were about things
that I already use in my classes.
Included in these are class reading
time, recreational reading, talk days,
and conferencing. It was reassuring
toknow that I was doing some things
that are known to be effective leam-
ing strategies.

The teachers and Dr. Whitaker
analyzed a letter that one of his stu-
dents had written to him about her

writing. We pick out both the posi-
tive and negative aspects of the writ-
ing. When we finished the compari-
sor we found that it had more posi-
tives than negatives. This experi-
ment was an eye opener for me. For
one thing it made me feel that [ don't
grace too easily after all. Foranother
thing it drove home more forcefully
the idea that writing is more than
misspelled words, sentence fragments
and verbtenses, [ jokingly saidto Dr.
Whitaker, “What we have discov-
ered is that this work is more better
than itis bad.” What can anyone say
10 a silly statement like that? Not
much! He couldn’t either.

Dr. Whitaker has a writing strat-
egy that I am excited about trying.
He has his students write him letters
about their assignments, He has a
number of letter formats that students
use, The students and teacher write
bacK an forth about the writing that is

going on in ¢lass. This tells me many
things, but the number one thing I get
outof thisis how much he cares about
those students in his class,

Since am a cluster leader for port-
folios which 13 one of the new ways
for grading writing, I will more than
likely be seeing more of Dr. Whitaker.
He has agreed to come back to Floyd
County and help. It behooves the
Floyd County Board and the lan-
guage arts teachers in this county o

'take advantage of this man’s exper-
tise. He knows what he is talking
about.

Dr. Whitaker emphasized the ef-
fectiveness of letter writing over and
over. Trying to be as good a student
aslcould, | wrote a letter. Iexpressed
my appreciation for the information
that he furnished. I also invited him
back. Oh, and one last thing. He
liked my jokes: the man has made a
friend for life.

Local Angler Tee Watkins
Moves Up The Red Man Ladder

Noted Prestonsburg angler Tee
Watkins moved one step closer to
competing, once again, in the
§100,000 Red Man All-American
bass fishing tournament this week
when he travels to Virginia's Kerr
Reservoir.

Watkins hit the water Wednesday
and Thursday to practice for the Red
Man Regional Tournament to be held
today and tomorrow (Saturday). A
model of angling consistency this
year, Watkins placed in the top 50
(outofapproximately 360 anglers) in
five of the six qualifying tournaments
in Red Man’s Mountain Division.
Two 12th place finishes, one on
Tennessee's Watts Bar Lake and the
other on Fort Loudon in Knoxville,
thrust him into 14th place in the divi-
sion and ensured his berth to the Red
Man Regional.

The Operation Bass Red Man
Tournament Trail is a wickedly
competitive national tournament
series designed for the grass roots
angler. In essence, the country is
divided into 20 divisions, and up to
360 anglers in each division compete
against each other in a series of six
qualifying tournaments. Following
those six tournaments, the top 30

anglers from each division advance
to one of four regional tournaments.
Ultimately, the top 10 anglers from
each region compete in the Red Man
All-American, a tournament boast-
ing the nation’s largest cash prize
awarded to a single angler. The All-
American victor will not only gamer
the satisfaction of being proclaimed
the top Red Man angler of the year,
but will also take home a check for
$100,000.

Tee Watkins is no stranger to the
Red Man circuit. In the 1990 season,
his success in the Mountain Division
earmed him a spot to the Red Man
Regional Tournament on Alabama’s
Demopolis Lake. A fifth place finish
there secured his “all expense paid”
trip to the Red Man All-American in
Buffalo, New York. In that tourna-
ment, held in June of this year on the
Niagara River and Lake Erie, Wat-
kins not only finished in 19th place
with a catch weighing 16-pounds, 12
ounces, but also caught the largest
bass of the tournament. That four
pound, five ounce smallmouth mer-
ited him a check for $1000 and a gift
certificate from Browning Sporting
Goods Company in the amount of
$3000.

“The fishing at Kerr is going to be

u

awlully tough,” Waltkins says.
practiced there a few weckends ago
and only caught four fish that would
have bettered the 14 inch minimum
size limit. I think thata five fish limit
each day of the tonrnament would get
me into the Red Man All-American,
but that’s going to be tough todo. To
win this tournament, I believe it will
take at least 24 pounds of fish.”

Watkins is competing in one of
four regional tournaments held across
the country, The top 10 finishers from
each regional contest will travel to
Muskogee, Oklahoma, in June of next
year to compete in the Red Man All-
American.

Now 37, Watkins began fishing
the Red Man circuit nine years ago. A
switchman for South Central Bell by
profession, Watkin's avocationisbass
fishing. Already feared by local tour-
nament competitors, Watkins is now
gaining a national reputation and
enjoys sponsorships from Nitro boats
and DuPont “Stren” fishing line. His
skill and expertise have warranted
his inclusion into several national
articles in such magazines as BASS-
MASTER and NORTH AMERICAN
FISHERMAN.
