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Surprisel Democrats sweep Floyd

With Democrats holding a 13 to 1 
edge in voter registration, Tuesday's 
general election balloting in Floyd 
County was a predictable one-party 
runaway, offering no surprises and 

few friendly fires for state GOP can­
didates who wandered into the strong­
hold. 

As expected, Floyd County's gen­
eral election outcome was set with 
the finalization of the Democratic 
ticket in last May's primary, with 
only the final margins to be deter­
mined Tuesday. And, . from the 
Governor's race down, Democratic 
candidates drew lopsided victories. 

In race for Circuit Judge : 

Stumbo is

Donnie Columbus Patton, 43, of 
Allen was pronounced dead of a frac­
tured neck by Floyd County Coroner 
Roger Nelson. Two other occupants, 
a 17-year-old male and a 17-year-old 
female, were taken to McDowell Ap­
palachian Regional Hospital, Nelson 
said. 

The driver of the Ford Ranger 
pickup apparently lost control of the 
vehicle, a Kentucky State Police news 
release said. It has not been deter­
mined who was driving the vehicle 
and no seat belts were in usc. 

The accident is still under investi­
gation by KS P trooper Scott Hopkins. 

• Patton is survived by his wife, 
Betty Sue Bentley Patton of Allen; 
three sons and a daughter. Services 
were conducted Wednesday (today) 
at 3 p.m. at the Hall Funeral Home 
Chapel. 

In Tuesday's balloting, Stumbo 
won 37 of Floyd County's 43 pre­
cincts drawing 6,139 votes to 
Burchett's 4,139 vote tally.

Area ticket sales soar 
ThejackpotforWednesdaynight's 

Lotto Kentucky drawing has grown 
to a record high $42 million, and 
ticket sales in the 17-county region 
served by the Prestonsburg office of 
the Kentucky Lou ry Corporation are 
soaring. 

Regionallouery manager JeffRiley 
said Tuesday that Lotto Kentucky 
ticket sales in the Prestonsburg re­
gion had increased by approximately 
33 percent over the past two weeks, 

jumping from a total of $1 million 
during the week of October 20-26 to 
$1.33 million last week. 

The Lotto Kentucky jackpot has 
gone withouta winner for nine straight 
weeks, climbing to $42 million for 
tonight's drawing. Should a single 
winner hit the right numbers, the 
payoff would equal $2.1 million per 
year for20 years. After taxes, the take 
would equal approximately $1.4 
million per year for 20 years. 

In the Governor's race Brereton 
Jones easily handled Republican 
Larry Hopkins in Floyd County, get­
ting 10,294 votes to Hopkins' 1,442 
tally.Jones won all of Floyd County's 
43 precincts. 

In the all-Eastern Kentucky race 
for Lt. Governor, Pike County Judge 
Executive Paul Patton topped Harlan 
attorney Eugene Goss by a 10,627 to 
819 margin. 

In the race for Secretary of State, 
Democrat candidate Bob Babbage 
shellacked GOP contender Dexter S. 
Wright by a vote count of 8,459 to 
1 ,013; while Chris Gorman bested 
GOP opponent Tom Handy by a vote 
of8,365to 1,366 in the race for Attor­
ney General. 

For Auditor of Public Accounts, 
Democrat Ben Chandler breezed by 
Republican Betty Homes in Floyd

In the race for State Treasurer,

Cool weather aids firefighters 
but conditions still dangerous

Forest fires in Eastern Kentucky 
appear to be under control, but ex­
tremely dry conditions still pose a 
threat to the brittle timberlands. 

Steve Brackett, spokesman for the 
state Forestry Department, said Tues­
day that a 1 0-acre fire at Tram in 
Floyd County and an unconfmned 
report or a ftre at Frasures Creek were 
the only fires the deparnnent were 
concerned with at the time. 

"We still have several big fires in 
Floyd County, but those are burning 
down to comrollines," Brackett said. 
"There's nothing else we can do to 
them. We have a crew at the Tram 
fire trying to contain it." 

Fires in Pike and Johnson coun­
ttcs continue to bum and Bracken 
sa1d those situations were also under 
control. 

"Things arc pretty well under 
control, but it's nota good situation," 
Brackett said. "It's not going to get 
any bcLtcr until we get some rain or 

snow. There's still the potential for 
some pretty bad fires." 

Two National Guard crews flying 
helicopters were in the area Tuesday 
afternoon to offer aerial support to 
ground crews if it was needed. Brack­
ettsaid the National Guardsmen were 

in the area on a "one day at a time" 
basts unless the situation worsened. 
A 20-man crew from the Big Sandy 
Regional Detention Center was also 
on call if the need arose.

No hunting, no hiking 
Stay out of the woods or go to jail 

was the message issued by Governor 
Wallace Wilkinson's office October 
31. The emergency order, issued to 
avoid outbreaks of forest fires, bans 
entry or travel in wooded areas in 25 
Eastern Kentucky counties, includ­
ing Floyd. 

Violators could face six months in 
jail and a $100-$500 fine, said Pat 
Able, legal counsel for the governor's 
office. Able said he did not know 
how long the ban will last. "It de­
pends on the circumstances," he said, 
referring to the numerous forest fires 

currently blaling in Eastern Ken­
tucky. 

Sportsmen are urged to "curuul all 
activities m these areas due to the 
extreme risk of creating a fire," said 
Don R. McCormick, comm1ssioncr 
of the Kentucky Department of Fish 
and Wildlife Resources.

Prestonsburg's city council will 
have two new faces in January after 
city voters ousted two incumbents 
and rcLUrned six others to office in 
balloting Tuesday. 

Gone arc William 0. Goebel m, 
who finished eleventh in the race for 
eight council scats Tuesday with 455 
votes, and Dr. Gary Brown, who fin­
ished ninth with 572 votes. 

The newcomers are George Preston 
Archer, son of former Prestonsburg 
Mayor Dr. George Archer, and local 
radio station owner Gorman Collins 
Sr. Archer led all candidates in the 
eleven-man field with 808 votes while 
Colhns shpped mto the eighth and 
final position with 589 votes. 

Re-elected to two-year terms on 
the Prestonsburg council were Billy 
Ray Collins with 749 votes; Danny 
Hamilton with 703;Jcrry Fannin with 
709; Charles Hale with 665 votes; 
Michael Vance with 644; and Wil­
liam R. Callihan with 606 votes. 

James Clay Osborne finished tenth 
in the city race with 463 votes. 

It appeared Tuesday that precinct 
officers did not permit voters in Cliff 
No. 2 to cast ballots in the city race 
though they were eligible to do so. If 
any candidate should question that 
procedure, it will be up to the courts 
to decide if a special vote should be 
held in that precinct. 

At Wheelwright, where eleven 
candidates sought four seats on that 
city's council, the results (in order of 
finish) were: Luther Johnson Jr. (165), 
Allen Taylor (143), Lowell Parker 
(141), Andy W. Akers (125), Dennis

Kentucky Power Announces 
Rate Decrease for Customers 

An Sll.S million annual decrease 
m retail rates for its 155,000 eastern 
Kentucky customers was placed into 
effect Octobcr28 by Kentucky Power 
Company. 

For an average residential cus­
tomer usmg 1.000 kilowatthours of 
ckctncity a month, the decrease will 
amount to $2.12, or 4.1 %, monthly. 
The amount of the dencasc will vary 
according to each customer's usc of 
electricity. 

The decrease follows a settlement 
agrcemem bet ween the Company and 
interveners in a case filed earlier this 
year by Kentucky Power, in which 
the Company asked that its rates be 
decreased effective April I. 

The Company's customers will 
also sec a one-time credit on their 
bills between now and the end of 
1991, representing the difference 
bct\\een the amount the Company 
actually charged 1ts customers be· 
tweenApril1,1991 and0ctober3I. 
1991, and the rates approved by the 

Commission as the result of the set­
tlement agreement.

of Floyd county have suffered for so 
many years. I refer particularly to the 
recent reference in Scott Perry's 
"Coffee Break" concerning people in 
Floyd County not being able to call 
their county offices. This has been 
going on now for Lhe last decade or 
longer. We not only cannot call our 
county offices, but we cannot call a 
doctor in McDowell, Martin, Allen, 
or Prestonsburg, or a hospital in Lhat 
area. We arc being charged for 911, 
but we get Knott County when we 
call it, and I know from firsthand 
experience their rescue squad will 
not transport anyone out of Royd 
County unless that person was in­
jured or became ill in Knott County. 
I cannot call my son who lives in 
Martin or anyone else below 
llueysville. We also must purchase 
our cable TV from Knoll County (the 
same people who have the telephone 
company). TI1esessionsoftheKnou 
Fiscal Court arc taped and shown on 
the Hindman T.V. station, but the 
scveralt imcs when I appeared before 
the Floyd Fiscal Court concerning 
problems in our area, it could not be 
seen on T.V. because it was not Knott 
County. If you t1110k Lhis is not dis­
cnnunatlon enough, we also do not 
have c•ty water on KY 7, nor a sew-

erage system, even !hough we were 
some of Lhe first ones to sign up for 
city water. We have fought this dis­
crimination for years, even seven­
teen of us going to appear before the 
Public Service Commission in 
Frankfort. I have correspondence 
several inches !hick wil.h Washing­
ton and wil.h Frankfort, as well as 
wil.h local attorneys. I do not blame 
the people who operate these busi­
nesses in Hindman. They arc decent 
people operating well within Lhc Jaw 
and even give good service, but what 
I am angry and frustrated wil.h is the 
system Lhat would allow this. We 
were at one time on South Central 
Bell Telephone Company's service, 
but we were sold out by South Cen­
tral. So, what can we do? However, 
I will say, "Thank God for small 
favors". We do have garbage pickup 
and the Floyd County sheriff recently 
gave us a toll free number to call. If 
you, Mr. Perry, would like to cham­
pion our cause, we welcome you with 
open arms, for we have just about 

reached our limit of endurance and 
run out of ideas on avenues to ap­
proach Lhis problem.

I 
came back in the house and waited as 
the fire got closer. At 12:30 a.m. they 
came up to the end of Westminister 
Str~t and several fare fighters came 
in our yard while another one went on • 
up Lhe hill to start a back fire. I came 
in to watch television because I could 
not stand to sec Lhc burning of Lhe hill 
behind my !lOuse. Soon I went out to, 
see how !hey were coming along and 

sure enough !hey had everything 
under control and were going around 
the side of the hill to Mrs. Andrew 
Stephens' house to save it too. Yes, 
we are very fortunate to have these 
young men capable and dependable 
to save our houses during this forest 
fare season. I cannot praise Lhem 
enough for such a job well done, and 
for being here when we needed !hem ~ 
most. I really commend them for a 
job well done. One man, I believe it 
was Bill Bob Callihan, said he has 
slept only eight hours in four days of 
fighting fires to protect our homes 
here in Prestonsburg's area. We 
families here on Wcstminister Street 
owe a great deal of thanks and grati­
tude for a joh wdl done, and I really 
say from Lhe bottom of my heart, 
"Thanks" to Tombo Blackburn and 
the gang of firefighters for a job well 
done. As I look down the street. it is 
2:30a.m. and 1 s~ the fire trucks still 
on Wcstminister Street protecting Lhe 
homes from the forest fire. I will be 
going on to bed now, but these young 
men will be going on to where !here '!

I just had 
to pause to tell our Floyd County 
Times readers Lhat we really have a 
lire department here in Prestonsburg 
going on beyond the call of duty to 
protect our homes from forest fires.

UK science hotline links students with scientists 
Thanks to a statewide science 

hothne for high school students, help 
with science papers and projects is 
only a phone call away. The hotline is 
a prOJect of the University of Ken­
tuckyCollegeofMedicine. Students, 
teachers and parents can dial the toll­
free number for assistance ori a wide 
range of science-related topics. 

The holline began opcrallng in 
January of 1991. Since then, 350 
questions have been caJied in. Most 
of the calls (84 percent) were from 
students, while four percent were from 
parent<; and 12 percent from teachers. 

One third of the calls to the hot line 
involved high school science proj­
ects. Most questions tended to be 
about the phystcal sctences. Next in 
total number of caBs received were 
botany and zoology. Other high 
demand toptcs were medicine, psy­
chology, chemistry and earth science. 
The least number of inquiries was 

logged for mathematics. 
Most of the calls to the hotline 

were from Fayette County residents. 

The next highest number of calls 
originated in Jes.;amine County, fol­
lowed closely by Pike County. Re­
quests for assistance aJso were made 
by callers in Harlan, Lewis, Floyd, 
Jefferson, Bourbon, Mercer, Cal­
loway, Scou, Whitley, Christian, 
Clark, Kenton, Knox, Madison, Pu­
Laski, and Woodford counties. 

Dr. Donald Frazier, professor and 
chairman of physiology and biophys­
ics at UK's College of Medicine, 
coordinates the project He takes most 
of the initial calls and answers the 
question himself orroutes the rcq uest 
to a faculty resource person in an­
other department Frazier said that 
faculty involved with the project hope 
to encourage interested high school 
students to pursue careers in science. 

"Science as a career has somehow 

developed a negative image that needs 
to be dispelled if it is to attract and 
retain bright young students," he said. 
"The hotline provides them with a 
direct link to people in science. This

··After a rash of thcfL'> several years 
ago, we developed a device that ai­
IO\\S larmcrs to mark their bales, 
rather mcon.;p1cuously. The device 
em bosses tobacco leaves that arc then 
scam·rcd throughout the hale," said 
George Duncan, Extension agricul­
tural engineer with the University of 
Kcmuck) . 

By embossing leaf prices and 
scattcnng them throughout the bale, 
vahd e' 1dcnce IS put into the tobacco 
that a th1ef usualiy will not take time 
tu search lor. Law authorities can 
find and u<.c the embossed tobacco as

Already this year in Hart County, 
th1cves have stolen 12 bales of to­
bacco from producers, according to 
Hart County sheriff Charles Lisenby. 
A 100-pound bale would be valued at 
about SI80. 

. "The thieves have started early 
th1s year. Last year, we had several 
theft-;. but they occurred closer to 
market ume. We convicted two ncr­
sons for theft of tobacco, even though 
in neither instance was the tobacco 
marked. Proof of ownership is the 
important part of tracing the tobacco 
from theft to sale," Lisenby said. 

The marker Duncan and his col­
leagues developed consists of a build­
your -own, hand-operated device that 
holds 1/2 inch engraved aluminum 
numbers to emboss the tobacco. 

Plans for making the marker are 

available from county Extension 
agent'> throughout the state, he said. 

Although identifying the tobacco 
is a first step in recovering stolen 
bales, Duncan suggested that pro­
ducers also t.ake measures to keep the 
tobacco from being stolen. 

As soon as tobacco is baled, it is a 
good idea to take it directly to the 
warehouse, even if the market is not 
open. Most warehouses guard tobacco 
in storage. 

"If that's not possi blc, place those 
bales in areas where they can be 
watched closely until they arc mar­
keted. A bam on an abandoned farm­
stead is an invitation for thieves," he 
said. 

In addition, put a strong lock on 
the bam to help deter thieves. Al· 
though most barns arc difficult tc 
secure tightly, a lock may help pre­
vent an easy theft, he said.

Enrollment at Morehead Stme 

University's regional locations has 
grown by 53 percent since 1988, 
according to figures released by the 
University. 

This fall's oft-campus enrollment 
of 2,110 also renccts a 10.4 percent 
increase over the 1990 fall figure of 
1,<> II. 

The number or class offerings 
since 1988 have more than tripled, 
increasing from 80courscs in 1988 to 
the current 128 offered this fall, ac­
cording to Dr. Marc Gla-;ser, MSU 
dean of graduare and extended cam­
pus programs. 

"With designation of three of our 
regional sites as extended campus 
centers by the Council on:Higher 
Education, we arc now offering more 
course..<; in specific degree programs," 
Dr. Glasser said. 

"The growth in the number of 
students taking classes at our off­
campus locations,l believe, is an 
indication that weare striving to meet 
the needs of our service reg1on," he 
added. 

Enrollment at MSU's Big Sandy 
Extended Campus Center has more 
than doubled since 1988, growing 
from 296 t11en to 644 students this 
fall. At the Licking Valley Extended 
Campus Center in West Liberty, the 
number of students enrolled has more 
than tripled, increasing from 156 in 
1988 to 517 this fall. 

Since the mid-1980s, MSU offi­
cials have been working closely with 
community colleges in Ashland, 
Maysville and Prestonsburg and with 
Lees College in Jackson to identify 
student needs.

The win also 
ensured the Blackcats a winning 
season after struggling in their first 
four games. It was the sixth consecu­
tive win for coach Bill Lenon's ball 
club. 

The 62-yard TD run by Cornette 
gave Prestonsburg the lead for good. 
Cornette took the kick off and seemed 
to be trapped by a pair of Navajo 
defenders but broke free and went on 
a sweep to the left side where he 
found a lot of real estate to run in.

The night did not start to well for 
the Blackcats.

However, the 
Navajo's were unable to move the 
football and were forced to punt The 
ball slipped out of Mullins hands on 
the punt and he was forced to run.

If you arc wondering <~bout the 

statu-; of our firearms season fordcl'r, 
which opens this Saturday, you ha"c 
even reason to fret. For nearly t\vo 
weeks now ~orne 500 fires h:t\'C been 
ravaging the forests of our state and, 
more than40,<X)()acrcsof KentuCk) 's 
forests hav~.: burned. A combination 
of fallen leaves, drought,low humid­
ity. and ru son sparked what is proha 
bly the worst outbreak of forest fires 
since 1987. 

To lessen the chance of any new 
fires being started. the Governor is­
sued an "official proclamat•on" that 
has esscntmllyclosed all usc of Jorcst 
lands (excluding natiOnal forests) in 
24 Eastern Kentucky Counties. And 
unless that proclamation is lifted 
before Saturday, you may ha"c 
trouble findmg a place to hunt. Al­
though the Kentucky Department of 
Fish and Wildlife Resources would,

mall likelihood, keep the deer season 
1ntact, the governor's cd1ct may re­
strict ) our access to your preferred 
hunting area. 

On Tuesday. I spoke w1th Norm 
Minch, the Information Supcrvi~or 
h1r the Kentucky Department of Fish 
and \\ ildlill' Resources, about the 
poss1b1l ity of changing. or even can­
cclmg the deer season. "Right now, 
we'n: in a wait-and-sec mode," says 
Minch. "The Governor's proclama­
uon restricLs traqvel in any stale, 
county, city. or public forest in 24 
counlles or Eastern Kentucky, in­
cluding Pike and Floyd Counties. And 
it you can't travel in the forest, you 
can't very well hunl. We will just 
have to wait and see how the situation 
progresses this ""eck." 

Kentucky's deer seasons arc basi­
cally laws passed by the stale legisla­
ture. To change or cancel the deer 
season,thcn. \\Ould require an cmer-

Although t11c Governor's procla­
mation restricts your access to most 
forests in Eastern Kentucky, it car­
ries no authority on federal lands. 
Therefore, hunting in the National 
ForesLc; will be an option should the 
state forests remain closed-- and if 
the National Forests are not closed 
themselves. The Daniel Boone Na­
tional Forests, which encompasses 
the land around Cave Run Lake and 
remains one of the most popular 
hunting arcs for sportsmen in Eastern 
Kentucky, is now open to hunters and 
will, more than likely, remain open. 
Dick Wengert, the U.S. Forest 
Service's Supervisor for the Daniel 
Boone National Forest, is a friend of 
mine, and I can tell you that he is 
opposed to closing me forest to hunt­
ers. If you arc planning a hunt to Cave 
Run, chances arc good that you will 
be able to hunt there come Saturday. 

Fortunately, 1l appears as 1f the 
situation is improving.! Iopefully, by 
the end of the week, conditions will 
have improved to the point where the 
Governor will be inclined to lirt his 
proclamation. The only advice 1 can 
offer at this point is to keep abreast of 
the situation by reading the newspa 
pers, listening to local radio stations 
or watching WYMT-TV. 

If all goes well and you find your­
self in the woods this Saturday, I 
encourage you to remain a safe and 
responsible hunter. Do not, under any 
circumstances, build a fire. And if 
you see someone doing so, encour­
age them to douse it thoroughly. If at 
all possible, do not smoke while in 
the woods. If you must smoke carry a 
pop bottle partially filled with water 
and dump your ashes in it - and 
carry it out of the woods with you 
when you go. Be forewarned: if deer 
hunters contribute to the problem of 
forest fires, we may very well find 
our season closed to us in future years 
when the risk of fire is at its peak. 

In addition to preventing forest 
fires, we should all work diligently to 
avoid any type of huntmg accident. 
W car your bl~.e orange vest and hat, 
and encourage you buddies to do the 

same. Scan the woods with your 
binoculars, not through your rifle's 
scope. Unloadyourriflebeforeclimb­
ing into or out of a treestand, and 
always wear a safety belt when hunt­
ing from a treestand. And never, under 
any circumstances, should you point 
your gun at a sound in the woods. 
Instead, indentify your deer with a 
pair ofbinoculars before shouldering 
your gun. 

As a final recommendation, I 
would encourage you to be selective 
in yonr harvest. You will help the 
deer herd-and improve future deer 
hunting in the state of Kentucky -
by letting those little bucks walk on 
by. Take a doc (if it is legal in me zone 
in which you are hunting) or a big 
buck and let those year old bucks­
primarily the spikes, fork-horns, and 
little basket-packed bucks - grow 
up. Any hunter can kill a deer, but it 
Lakes a true sportsman to watch a 
little buck walk safely by his stand.

They arc lost 
in the world of fairy tales. I truly 
detest Vince McMahon, the 
"brains" of it all. 

Much to my dismay, one of 
my heroes, "Nature Boy" Ric 
Flair, has gone to the WWF. I am 
very disappointed in him, to say 
the least. I imagine he was of­
fered a huge amount of money to 
go there. Anyway, Ric is one of 
the greatest wrestlers that ever 
lived. Most people think Hulk 
Hogan is the reason wrestling 
has become so popular. They are 
wrong. Ric Flair was "styling­
and-profiling" before Hulk ever 
even thought of putting on a pair 
of tights.

Of course, if it thundered we'd 
either head for home or take cover in 
the old dairy bam a few yards away. 
The bam's not there now. 

Everybody always referred to it as 
"our tree" because it was beneath its 
branches we gathered on those long, 
hot summer afternoons. The girls 
had IOL'i of flat, grassless spots on 
which to draw their hop scotch lines. 
They'd hunt a nat rock or the per­
lcctly round, milky-white piece of 
glass Laken from those old Mason jar 
I icls, to toss. (According to the ency­
clopedia those were called "pucks." 
We culled them li ttlc rocks and p•eces 
of glass.) 

There was also room in the cool 
sh<Jde for the boys to have a dandy 
diamond on which to play "bum out." 
Sometimes the two games got in the 

way of each other, but if one of the 
girls got hit with a line drive it 
wouldn't be serious because we only 
played with old tennis balls and used 
an old mop handle for a bat 

One of our dads has tied a thick 
rope to nn overhanging branch and 
made us a swing. It was a good one, 
too, and we enjoyed seeing how high 
we could make it go. Swinging on it 
was really quite a thrill, especially 
the backward decent, because if we 
really tried, we could make someone 
go ten to twelve feet high. 

One day we did. It was a girl, and 
although I can;t absolutely be sure, I 
want to think it was Libby Ann Green. 
Anyway, just as we shoved her, one 
of the biggest black snakes I had ever 
seen fell from l.he high branches above 
the swing and landed slap in her lap. 
As the swing reached its highest point, 
she bailed out. There was plenty of 
room for her to land too, because 
those of us close enough to have seen 
what happened, took offlike a scalded 
cat. 

Anyway, she hit the ground run-

ning and screaming like a Coman­
che. I don't know where she went, 
bu tl.he snake headed for l.he culvert at 
the edge of the play area. It got away. 
despite the manly efforts of us brave 
boys, who chased it and threw grav­
els at it-from a safe distance, of 
course. Had my older brother Ernest 
been there, though, he'd have had it 
in his hip pocket in nothing flat He 
was a real good snake catcher. 

However, l.hat was a long time 
ago. Things look different now, and 
it was really strange as I stood and 
looked high into the aged branches of 
this old tree. My head began to fill 
with forty-year-old memones. 
Memories of young, happy faces, lazy 
laughter-filled afternoons and 
children's games of long, long ago. 

I guess writer Leigh Hunt put it 
best: ''There are two worlds: the 
world that we can measure with line 
and rule, and the world that we feel 
wil.h our hearts and imaginations." 

Standing next to our old sycamore 
once again was like visitmg an old, 
old friend.

.. before the rush in late winter or early 
spring. You can usc your own soil 
testing kit or the service through the 
county agent. Spread lime as needed 
-it is always needed this month so 
it can work it's magic through the 
winLcr. 

Be sure to organize next year's 
garden plan now. Ifyouareoneofthe 
lucky ones, you can cover your gar­
den with a 6 to 8-inch layer of com­
post, leaf mold, etc. Till this into the 
ground and cover with a deep mulch 

• of leaves, straw, or hay to provide 
enough antifree1.e for earthworms to 
work all winter. 

If you go the route of green ma­
nure crops to tum under, come early 
spring, rye can be sown as late as 
Thanksgiving. If birds or chickens 
swoop on your rye seeds, lightly fla· 
vor the seed with a swish of kerosene 
just before sowing.

garden a winter resort with feeders 
and water reservoirs for bird resi­
dents. If you have, or can borrow, 
some chickens to tum loose in your 
garden over the winter months, you 
will reap triple benefits. Pest control, 
scratch-harrowing and fertilize- all 
for the water and grain handout you 
should have given to the birds any­
way. 

If you are not like me, now is the 
time to clean up flowering borders 
and fork in bone meal, around your 
roses, delphiniums and peonies. As I 
get older and older, I find I have to 
omit more and more activities each 
year. My peonies are preu y well gone 
now as I have not done anything for 
them for several years and they did 
not have a single bloom this year. In 
fact, they were so spindly and stunted, 
I could not find them-almosL Plant 
tulips and lilies on sand above good 
topsoil, mixed with a handful of bone 
meal. As cold increases, move your 
favorite mum clumps to cold frames 
for spring divisions and cuttings. If 
the weather holds out as it has been, 
now is the time to sow perennials. 

Take up any tender bulbs that may 
still be in the ground, such as tuber­
ous-rooted begonias, dahlias and 
glads. Dahlias and gladioli may sur­
vive outdoors if the winter stays mild 

or if they are deeply mulched. 
Clean up all fruit drops and leaves 

around your fruit trees. Use produc­
tive measures like wire collars around 
the young tree trunks. Firmly tie 
grapevines and roses to prevent wind­
whipping. Thin out overgrown 
clumps of all berry vines, and try to 
keep raspberries from tip rooting. 
Plant any new trees and shrubs and 
vines now as soon as possible in 
predug holes, generously large and 
enriched with compost and minerals. 
Mter the first hard frost, pick your 
first persimmons of the year. I know 
some parts of our county have had a 
hard frost, but to date we have had 
only a few light, scattered ones. 

Now is a good time to gather some 
extra mustard and turnip greens to 
freeze for the up-coming winter 
months. Kale is fme left in the garden 
as it improves after cold weather sets 
in. In fact, it does not lose its bitter­
ness until after some hard freezes and 
a few snows. 

Julian Campbell 

A smaller, leaner U.S. military 
needs smarter weapons, a trend that 
spells business opportunity for 
Huntsville, the director of local op­
erations for Aero jet Corp. said Wed­
nesday. 

Speaking at a Rotary Club lunch­
eon, Julian Campbell, a native of 
Prcstonsburg,outlinedhiscompany's 
assessment of declining defense 
budgets and a new world order. 

A number of new trends in de­
fense spending should position 
Huntsville well, he said. 

Among them: 
•The strengths exhibited by the 

U.S. tactical missile defense during 
the Gulf War. 

• Reduction in forces, which will 
require a better equipped military. 

•Evolution of the Strategic De­
fense Initiative. 'The scope and size 
of SDI will be altered dramatically," 
Campbell said. 

•A desire by military leaders for 
more accurate weapons that can be 
used at greater distances from the 
battlefield and enemy. 

"We'll see new configured sys­
tems. Smart munitions will provide 
new electronic markets," Campbell 
said. 

"The Gulf War has not changed 
the fundamental outlook for defense 
spending ... The questions continue 
to be raised-do we need new sys­
tems?" 

To keep the modernization going, 
Huntsville needs to keep selling the 
idea, Campbell said. 

"Congress and the American 
people have become comfortable with 
declining budgets. I find that a little 
astounding," he said. 

Even with dramatic changes in 
Soviet politics, Campbell said, the 
weapons remain there. "I've got to 
believe that's still a serious threat." 

Aerojet, with 8,000 workers and 
$1.7 billion in sales, has a small pres­
ence in Huntsville but a lot of interest 
here. The company is a major sub­
contractor to Lockheed on the Ad­
vance Solid Rocket Motor project 
being developed in Iuka, Miss. 

The mid-sized defense and space 
firm has focused on electronics. mili­
tary ordinance and propulsion. 

Aerojet also has interest in the 
proposed National Launch System, a 
series of new heavy launch vehicle 
for the military and NASA. That 
work will be centered in Huntsville. 

Campbell's bottom line predic­
tions expect a real decline in defense 
spending through fiscal year 1994. 
But spending cuts in research and 
development may not amount to much 
and procurement of systems which 
Huntsville specializes in may actu­
ally increase some.

Overview of the problem 
While older Americans represent 

only 12 percent of the U.S. popula­
tion, they consume 32 percent of all 
prescription drugs. That's more than 
400 million prescriptions at a cost of 
more than $9 billion per year. By the 
year 2000, when there will be 35 
million older adults, older people are 
expected to account for more than 
half of all prescription drugs dis­
pensed. 

Older people are also more likely 
to be talcing a number of drugs at the 
same time, have compJicatr.d medi­
cation schedules and be heavy users 
of over-the-counter(OTC) medicines. 
·All of these factors-plus the fact 
that older people's metabolism can 
often increase or decrease a drug's 
effect-place older Americans at 
special risk of problems from medi­
cation. 

Drugs that are taken improperly 
often have serious results. Consider 
these figures: 

• One-sixth of all hospila.l admis­
sions Of people over 70 result from 
bad drug interactions.

Improper medication can also 
cause older people to be disoriented, 
suffer memory loss or appear to be 
suffering from Alzheimer's disease. 

Knowledge, attitudes and beliefs 
A number of studies have revealed 

interesting insights into older people's 
compliance with prescription sched­
ules: 

• The longer people take a pre­
scription, the greater the chance they 
will not take it as prescribed. 

• The more medicin~ people take, 
the less likely they are to take them as 

prescribed. 
• People are more likely to follow 

instructions and schedules for pre­
scriptions they consider important, 
such as antibiotics, than for medica­
tions that treat chronic conditions, 
such as high blood pressure, where 
symptoms are minimal. 

• Older people often put their drugs 
in containers other than the original 
ones and later can't recognize the 
drugs or remember instructions. 

Advice for professionals 
Many studies have documented 

that older patients lack basic infor­
mation about the drugs they take­
for both prescriptions and OTCs. 
Compliance improves when older 
people receive individual, specific, 
detailed instructions about their drug 
regimen. 

Here's what you can do to help: 
• Encourage older people to talk 

with their doctors and pharmacists 
about the drugs they take (including 
over-the-counter medicines). Also, 
encourage health professionals to 
consider older patient's entire medi­
cation regimen before making new 
prescriptions. 

• Teach older adults about the types 
of serious side effects that drug mis­
use can cause, including memory loss, 
falls and other health problems. 

• Educate them on the skills they 
need to manage their medicine regi­
men properly. including examples of 
management aids that can help.

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Tax credit for RTC properties counterproductive 
Applying a tax credit to purchases 

of properties sold by the Resolution 
Trust Corp. (RTC) would give the 
properties an unfair marketing ad­
vantage, and ultimately would cause 
far more disposition problems than 
would be solved, according to the 
National Association of Realtors. 

NormanD. Flynn, vice chair of the 
association's RTC Task Force and 
the 1990 NAR president, discussed 
legislation (S. 1787) to create an RTC 
tax credit during testimony today 
before the Taxation Subcommittee 
of the Senate Finance Committee. A 
Realtor from Madison, Wis., Flynn 
testified on behalf of a coalition of 
national real estate trade associations, 
including NAR. 

by the Federal Deposit Insurance 
Corp. (FDIC). "AnRTCcredit would 
create a very peculiar kind of compe­
tition between the two government 
agencies, both facing the extraordi­
narily difficult task of liquidating real 
estate inventories," Flynn said. 

Rather than expecting RTC prop­
erty disposition, NAR believes that 
an RTC tax credit would actually 
expedite growth of the agency's 
portfolio. Flynn explained that a credit 
applied only to RTC properties could 
encourage individuals to permit prop­
erties to go into foreclosure and into 
the RTC, and discourage them from 
trying to sell the properties. "The 
RTC would then become, in effect, a 
conduit for properties from private 
hands, into the RTC, and back to 
private hands with tax advantage 
attached," he said. 

a sound real estate market until real 
estate practitioners can dcd1.1ct their 
losses from their business activities," 
Flynn said. He noted that the passive 
loss rule has created a marketing 
obstacle for RTC properties, in that 
buyers who spend large sums of cash 
to rehabilitate RTC properties face 
substantial limitations on the deducti­
bility of their rehabilitation expendi­
tures. 

Flynn encouraged enactment of S. 
1257, passive loss relief legislation 
introduced by Sens. David L. Boren, 
D-Okla.; SteveSymms,R-Idaho; and 
Breaux. "Enactment of the passive 
loss relief legislation would free up 
cash flow for rental property owners 
who are in the real estate business. 
And, cash flow is essential in today' s 
market if a property is to stay in 
private hands and out of foreclosure," 
Flynn said. 

NAR also is advocating the enact­
ment of legislation to reduce the tax 
charged on capital gains. According 
to anecodotal evidence from across 

the nation, many property owners 
who would like to sell arc holding on 
to properties, rather than sell them 
and pay the taxes they would owe 
under the current law, Flynn said. 

According to NAR research, en­
actment of the passive loss and capi­
tal gains provisions in the 1986 tax 
law have contributed to property 
declines ranging between 2 percent 
and 18 percent "Providing passive 
loss relief and restoring capital gains 
would be the most effective way to 
make markets for RTC properties, 
and to provide relief for individuals 
who have been able to maintain their 
properties and keep them out of fore­
closure and out of the RTC. The RTC 
will operate most efficiently with 
sound tax policy, not with special tax 
policy," Flynn said. 

The National Association of Real­
tors, "The Voice for Real Estate," is 
the nation's largest trade association, 
representing nearly 800,000 mem­
bers involved in all aspects of the real 
estate industry. 

The RTC, created by the Financial 
Institutions Reform, Recovery and 
Enforcement Act (FIRREA), is 
charged with the merger, sale or liqui­
dation of insolvent thrifts closed by 
the federal government. The assets of 
failed thrifts now held by the RTC 
total$160billion. The Tax credit bill, 
introduced by Sen. John Breaux, D­
La., would allow a credit equal to 80 
percent of the purchase price of a 
designated RTC property, which 
could be claimed over a five-year 
period. A total of $1 billion would be 
allotted for the tax credit program. 

Congress could best help to solve 
the RTC's overall property disposi­
tion problems by repealing provi­
sions in the Tax Reform Act of 1986 
that proved extremely detrimental to 
the real estate industry, Flynn said. 
Specifically, NAR is advocating 
enactment of legislation to lift the 
current passive loss rule limiting the 
deductibility of rental losses against 
income. Under current tax law, rental 
real estate activities are segregated 
from all other business activities, and 
losses from rental properties may not 
offset any income other than rental 
income. "It will be impossible to have

"AnRTC credit is an inappropriate 
solution to an extraordinary difficult 
problem," Flynn said. 

An RTC tax credit would disrupt 
property values by creating an imbal­
ance between RTC properties and 
privately owned properties, Flynn 
pointed out "If there were a special 
tax incentive ... a prospective pur­
chaser would be drawn to the RTC 
property. This would artificially 
depress the price for the non-RTC 
property that has remained in private 
hands. We believe a credit would 
merely create more misallocation of 
resources and price distortions in 
markets, and penalize those who have 
struggled to maintain their properties 
outside the RTC," Flynn said.
