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Two cases :

Guilty
verdicts
upheld

Verdicts in a robbery and a drug
case on appeal from Floyd County
Circuit Court have been upheld by
the Kentucky Court of Appeals.

Altorneys for Ronnie Hall, 32, of
Galveston filed an appeal in October
on grounds that Judge Hollie Conley
emred in not admonishing the jury to
Hall's admission of a prior felony.
The appeal said the jury should have
been admonished that Hall’s admis-
sion could only be considered as it
might affect his credibility as a wil-
ness.

The appeal court’s opinion up-
held the judge’s actions saying that
Hall did not request such an admoni-
tion. The court ruling said that the
defense attomey, as a matter of trial
strategy, should make as little of the
previous felony conviction as pos-
sible.

“It may be decided that the admo-
nition would only serve to emphasize
the conviction, and hence no admo-
nition may be requested,” the opin-
ion said.

Hall was convicted on first degree
armed robbery by a Floyd County
jury on Januwary 23, 1989 and sen-
tenced to a 15-year prison term,

In the court’s other opinion, coun-
sel for Delmas May, 37, of Gilbert,
West Virginia, appealed his convic-
tion of trafficking in marijuana be-
cause the judge allowed a garbage
bag full of marijuana to be intro-
diuced as evidence.

The appeal said that the marijuana
taken from the vehicle May was driv-
ing at the time of his arrest was illegal
because officers did nothavea search
warrant.

Court of Appeals judges ruled that
the marijuana was seized legally
because “police may search an auto-
mobile and the containers within it
where they have probable cause to
believe contraband or evidence is
contained.”

May was indicted in November
1989 and convicted by aFloyd County
jury October 1, 1990 on the drug
charge. He was sentenced to a three-
year prison term and fined $5,000.

Wells named administrator

Though insurance, Haz-matequip-
menl quotes, and conservation fund
applications were the scheduled top-
icson theagenda, a40-minute execu-
tive session headed Monday night's
two hour ity council meeting culmi-
nating in the hiring of Mark A. Wells
as the new city administrator.

Wells,currently servingas findnce
officer for the City of Prestonsburg,
will now assume the duties of City
Administrator, a position performed
over the past few months by Mayor
Ann Latta. The position of finance
officer will be left vacant for now.,

Latta said that her 14-16 hour
workday did not allow her to con-
tinue executing the duties of city
administrator and mayor, and
prompted her decision. Lattasaid that
she assumed the duties of city admin-
istrator on a temporary basis, adding
that “she might get divorced if some-
oneelse doesn’ttake over the respon-
sibilities of this position.”

Before council entered into ex-
ecutive session, Tom Lafferty, an
agent for Rivercity Insurance, pro-
posed two options conceming the up-
grading and additional coverage of
the city’s existing liability and prop-
erty insurance policy. Option I pro-
posed quote of $84,900 was passed
over for the Option I quote of
$103,960, with an umbrella deletion
making the city’s total cost of cover-
age $95,348.

Lafferty told council thatalthough
the premium was higher, the new
policy provided for Public Official
Actsand contained higher limits than
the previous one. Lafferty also said

that the new policy was not an at-
templ to try and extract extra monies
from the city.

“The new policy increases the
city’s liability and property insur-
ance and raises the policy price by
approximately $38,000and letslocal
taxes stay within the county,” Laf-
ferty added.

The council also approved the
hiring of Sgt. Sue Blackbum as full-
time D.ARE. officer.

CSX derails
tourist plan

Plans for a bicentennial train ex-
cursion through Eastern Kentucky
have been derailed, atleast temporar-
ily, members of a regional Chamber
of Commerce learned Tuesday.

Clyde Blevins, executive director
for the Paintsville-Johnson County
Chamber, told regional chamber
members gathered in Prestonsburg
Tuesday that the project had received
a"“flatno" from CSX Transportation,
the rail company which operates the
tracks targeted for the tourism proj-
ect.

Blevins told representatives from
Floyd, Pike, Johnsonand Boyd cham-
bers that CSX had denied use of its
track for the June, 1992, project be-
cause it presented possible conflicts
with the rail company’s “contractual
commitments.”

The regional chamber had asked
the rail company to conduct a feasi-
bility study on the excursion, but CSX
rejegted the project without doing the
review,

Visibly depressed by the project’s
scrapping, regional chamber mem-
bers agreed Tuesday to pursue the

e

tourism idea and to conltact state offi-
cials for their input and assistance in
reviving the excursion plan.

“Inever like tobe told *no’,” Floyd
County Chamber exccutive Director
Keith Akers said Tuesday. “1 think
we ought Lo look into it some more.”

As proposed, the tourism excur-
sion would have coincided with the
celebration this June of Kentucky's
200th birthday. The 30-car train
would wind through Boyd, Lawrence,
Johnson, Floyd and Pike counties
before entering Virginia through the
Breaks of the Mountains. Two trips
were tentatively scheduled, one for
June 6 and another for June 7, and
stops were planned for rail stations in
each county along the 110-mile
course. _

Reviving the project won't be easy,
regional chamber members agreed
Tuesday, butpossible altemates might
be offered. Blevins agreed to contact
the offices of Governor-elect Brere-
tonJonesand L1. Governor-elect Paul
Patton for their input on the project.
An update is expected during the
group’s December 17 meeting in
Pikeville.

Ampitheater gets fresh look

Though the silvery voices of the
Jenny Wiley Theatre cast are silent
for the winter, a symphony of whirs,
bangs, and rattles is reverberating
through the amphitheater while reno-
vations are underway.

Next summer's audience will be
in for a pleasant surprise, said Tedi
Vaughan, general manager of the
theatre. The most noticeable change,
Vaughan said, will be the theatre’s
new “sleck, contemporary look."
Wires will be buried underground;
the new lighting and sound systems,
temporarily installed this past sum-
mer, will be permanently installed.
This will give the (heatre a “clean
look," said Vaughan.

Otherimprovementsincludea wall
separating the concession stand from
the audience, new roofs on the build-
ings and a new spot for the orchestra,

One of the most notable changes
will be the stage which will be re-
stored to its original design. The new
concrete stage will have a rubberized
mat, and the wings will be about two
feet higher so audiences won’t be
distracted by what's going on back-
stage. Vaughan hopes to “pull the

Jenny Wiley Health Care Center :

Facility fight is almost over

A two-year legal battle to close a
Johnson County health care facility
has apparently ended with a Franklin
Circnit Court judge upholding a
decision by the Commission for
Health Economics Control.

Butthe immediateclosure of Jenny
Wiley Health Care Center at Hager
Hill has apparently been stalled by
another judge.

In a ruling entered October 18,
Judge William Graham agreed that
Jenny Wiley Health Care failed 1o
comply with state regulations gov-

. eming long-term care facilities,

The Commission for Health Eco-
nomics Control issued Jenny Wiley
Health Care a preliminary closure
order in June 1989 after two inspec-
tionsuncovered numerous violations.
The facility answered the charges
during two hearings, and the com-
mission later issued a final closure
order,

Jenny Wiley Health Careappealed
the case to Franklin Circuit Court,
claiming the commission didnot find
a “substantial failure” by the facility
to comply with state regulations.

In his ruling, Graham said the
violations were “numerous and seri-

ous.” Among the commission’s find-
ings, he noted, were allegations that
Jenny Wiley was “admitting
residents...whose health care needs
exceeded the capabilities of the facil-
ity.”

“As a result of this the commis-
sion found that there were numerous
lights between residents who where
inadequately supervised and one
resident was admitled with a seizure
disorder who had subsequently had
ten documented seizures, most of
which were never reported Lo a phy-
sician,” Graham said.

(Graham said the commission also
found that many residents left the
facility without theknowledge of staff
members and were missing “from
periods of ume ranging from four
hours to three days.”

“A review of the record clearly
demonstrates a reasonable basis for
the commission’s conclusion that
Jenny Wiley was a facility out of
compliance with many administra-
tive regulatory requirements,” Gra-
ham said. “While it is true that the
commission failed o use the magic
words ‘substantial failure,’ the words
of its order make manifest that (it)

It seems the letter I wrote last
week which was published in The
Times has been mistakenly inter-
preted by the Knott County Rescue
Squad, a member of which called me
to complain.

The incident I referred to as “first-
hand experience” with the Knott
County Rescue Squad was a fatal
accident some fourteen or fifteen
years ago, long before 911, The acci-
dent occurred on a dangerous curve
just below and within sight of my
house. Two of the persons involved
were not only relatives, but close
friends of my husband and myself.
There was one [atality (a passenger
in the speeding car which hit our
friends head on) and Mrs. J.T. Spill-
man, the driver of the second car, was
seriously injured and later died as a
result of the injuries received that
day. I called the Knott County Res-
cue Squad because [ knew they were
closer to us, and they came immedi-
ately, rendered first-aid, and were
extremely kind, efficient, courteous,
and considerate. However, we were
told they could not transport anyone
to the hospital, which we understood
was because the accident happened
in Floyd County instead of Knott
County. | have checked with both of
my grown sons who were present on
the day of the accident and were
adulis then also, and they both told
me it was their impression from what
was said by the Rescue Squad team
that this accident was out of their
jurisdiction, meaning (we thought)
out of Knott County. We had then to
attempt o get an ambulance and it
was several hours before we were
successful.

The Knott County Rescue Squad
member who called me last evening
informed me that the Rescue Squad
can never transport anyone to the
hospital whether it is from Knott
County or some other county. They
can only give first aid. As I men-
tioned above, the (eam that answered
my call that day was in every way
first-rate. However, 1 do feel they
need to be able to explain to persons
nearest to the injured at the scene of
an accident that they are not permit-
ted to transportanyone to the hospital
because of limitations of their ve-
hicle and not because it is out of their
county. So, Knott County Rescue
Squad, if Toffended you, I apologize,
You did a really fine job that day as
far as your regulations allowed you,
but you need some kind of hook-up
with an ambulance service when you
see that it is needed.

You've gotabig problem on your
hands. The paper you're reading will
soon join the nation’s huge annual
heap of trash—by one recent count,
160 million tons of rubbish annually,
That's more than one-half ton per
person, enough to pave a highway 24
lanes wide, from Boston 10 Los
Angeles, one foot deep in trash.

Paper products weigh in at a stag-
gering 36 percent of all so-called
“municipal solid waste” tossed out
either at home or by businesses and
public institutions., By conirast,
trashed plastic, environmental enemy
numberone Lo some, is virtually “lite”
matter at 7 percent of total refuse,
also about the same percentage each
for discarded glass, metals, textiles,
wood and, food wastes.

To many critics, “throw-away
society” is now a far more appropri-
ate appellation for the n,nation than
“America the Beautiful.” According
to a recent report by Congress'’s Of-
fice of Technology Assessment, the
mountain of American garbage
dumped in landfills, incinerated or
recycled is rising steadily, by about 1
percent per year. Noteven counted in
the statistical pile are the cans, but-
tons, plastic ware, whole bags of
garbage, appliances, abandoned au-
tos and other debris strewn about
roads and countryside.

Recycling may be the great hope
for the future, but at present only
about 10 percent of U.S. waste has a
second life, with the recovery rate for
plastic goods still in its infancy.

And then there's the larger issue.
“The waste in our trash cans can
really be considered a metaphor for
global environmental problems fac-
ing us in the next 10 to

20 years, whichare really going to
determine the course of life on Earth,”
asserts Judith Gradwohl, a Smith-
sonian biologist. Her comment was
made ata recent National Museum of
American History symposium on the
mounting solid waste problem,

If much of America’s garbage is
out of mind when out of sight, it is
seldom gone for good. Take that
newspaper published when the na-
tion said it liked Tke. University of
Arizona archacologist William L.
Rathje, whose career path has led to
our trash dumps, reports finding
papers in a Phoenix landfill “dating
back to 1952 that looked so fresh you
might read one over breakfast.”

Paper takes up about 55 percent of
landfill space with newspapers ac-
counting for 10 to 18 percent of the
amount. “We all sit around and talk
about how terrible it is that plastics
don’t biodegrade. Well, in landfills
paper doesn’t biodegrade,” Rathje
told the Smithsonian symposium.

Public debate at the Smithsonian
and elsewhere on this emerging na-
tional issue— one with possibilitics
for personal action, unlike say, oil
spill prevention—is the result of
“common problems facing commu-
nities” everywhere, says the recent
OTA report. Costs, environmental
risks and opposition 1o all types of
waste facilities are escalating just as
the garbage pile itsell mounts,

The Environmental Protection
Agency estimates that 80 percent of
existing legal landfills—the most
used disposal method—will close
within 20 years. New York and New
Jersey have already run out of space,
Today, capacily is declining because
of three linked trends, Some states
and local governments are closing
down landfills that do not meet envi-

Jjumped on that way. Floyd Countians
have a hard enough time, let alone
paying the same tax twice.

Something is going to have to be
done to protect the taxpayers. Write
your representatives to get a law
passed to protect all Kentuckians and

ronmental standards. Siting new
landfills is tough, due to the NIMBY
(“Not in My Backyard™) factor, and
older fills are reaching capacity.
Unlike years past, “the problem is
that old landfills are not being re-
placed,” Rathje says.

As urban garbage is shipped to
other communities—a practice fac-
ing legal challenges—the federal
government is re-examining its role
in the solid waste arena. That at
attention had “lapsed during the
1980s, mainly because the nation
focused instead on hazardous waste,”
according to the OTA report.

“For the most part, manufacturers
haven't designed products with dis-
posal in mind,"” Howard Levenson,
an OTA senior analyst, noted at the
symposium. But change is coming,
he said, as businesses consider the
toxicity and recyclability of prod-
ucts. Someday “we may actually see
environmental concemns become a
major advertising focus.”

As policy makers gear up, most
Americans still seem 1o give trash
little thought, probably because it is
routinely and efficiently picked upat
the door. Even concemed Ameri-
cans are inconsistent. “They want it
all,” Ruth Lampi, founder of the na-
tional Coalition for Recyclable Waste,
said. “They want to protect the envi-
ronment, but they also want the con-
venience of disposable products and
packaging.”

“Are all of these disposable prod-
ucts necessary?” she asked, singling
out disposable diapers, one product
that alone has come to represent 1 to
2 percent of all waste. “What about
the age-old reusable diaper?”

Everyone focused on the waste
problem agrees that there is a need
for much more solid information.
Even such basic data as the amount of
garbage being generated is hazy.
“Different studies report widely dif-
ferent rates, and use different defini-
tions,” the OTA report states. Says
Rathje: “The lack of reliable infor-
mation and the persistence of misin-
formation constitate the real garbage
crisis,"”

So what’s aconsumer to do—say,
when faced with the choice of a plas-
tic or paper bag at the market? *“This
is the one big environmental decision
everyone gels to make,” said Steve
Lubar, engineering and industry cu-
rator at the Smithsonian’s National
Museum of American History. “The
longer the line is at the grocery store,
the more time you can spend thinking
about this. But like so many environ-
mental issues, it's not an easy deci-
sion.”

Surprisingly, perhaps, some envi-
ronmentalists opt for the plastic—
except along coastal areas where it
can foul marine life—because it is
lighter than paper and causes less
pollution per pound. And no treesare
destroyed. Butthe real solution here,
they say, is to simply carry an ex-
pandable mesh bag that can be used
for years,

all. Writing in The Atlantic Monthly
last December, Rathje asserted that
despite appearances, “ Americans are
not suddenly producing more gar-
bage. Per capita our record is, at
worst, one of relative stability.” The
archaeologist points out that the
average Mexican household produces
three times as much garbage today as
the average American home because
somuch fresh food is used. Infact, he
says, itis the much-maligned moder-
nity of the United States that ac-
counts for this difference and sepa-
rates us from the “stupefying level of
filth” of the past. Gone from homes
are 1,200 pounds of coal ash and
from streets thousands of dead horses.
“We do not look behind modern
packaging and see the garbage it has
saved us from making,” he says.

However, the Smithsonian’s Grad-
wohl points out that while house-
holds now and at the turn of the
century may create the same level of
refuse, a lot of “hidden” waste— the
by productsof heating and food prepa-
ration now done outside the home—
should also be counted in. “Today's
waste,” she adds, “seems to contain
many more manufactured materials
than household wastes did in 1911,
and also may have more dangerous
chemicals.”

Wide debate has also zeroed in on
fast-food packaging, although plas-
tics as a group compromise more
visible litter (40-50 percent) than an
actual share of total waste (7 per-
cent). “The Garbage Project” Rathje
heads recently examined seven U.S.
landfills and found that fast-food
packs made up only one-tenth of one
percent of the fill by weight. “Much
of plastic's bad reputation is unde-
served,” Rathje argues.

Still, he, along with others, out-
line steps to reduce the garbage
crunch. These involve a mix of re-
ducing the amount of materials used,
recycling wherever possible, com-
posting organic materials, incinerat-
ing as needed and landfill as a final
step.

Recycling, once a '60s flower
child, now has a serious career in
trash reduction, yet many experts
insist that the demand for recycled
materials, especially trouble-some
stacks of newsprint, must be nur-
tured. About 60 pounds of recycled
newsprint are used inside new autos,
but as one wag remarked, Detroit or
Tokyo isn'lL going to produce more
cars simply because there's more
paper. When too much material is on
the market, bulk prices drop precipi-
tously and older suppliers are stung.

Everyone now supports safe
landfills and the closing of those still
located on high watertables. The
hard questions, of course, are paying
trash shipping costs and recognizing
the NIMBY factor. And though
opinion is divided over whether
Americans can or really need 1o re-
duce their consumption habits, one
symposium participantnoted that it’s
the small wins,” such as refusing to
buy nonreturnable bottles, that can

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FINDING AND CATCHING
SUSPENDED BASS

Suspended bass — those fish
hovering somewhere between the
surface and the bottom — have long
been considered among the most
difficult of all to catch by both pro-
fessional and amateur anglers alike.

The problem is lure presentation.
Suspended bass do notmove far to hit
alure, soany offering hasto be pulled
right in front of them to generate a
strike. To do this, most fishermen try
fora horizontal presentation, such as
casting and retrieving, trolling or
drifting a lure through the fish.

Not bass tournament pro Guido
Hibdon. This Missouri-based angler
uses a vertical presentation that al-
lowshislureto fall through the school
of fish.

“The advantage of this presenta-
tion is that while I may not show my
lure to as many fish, | know for cer-
tain that somewhere along its fall it
will go right through them where
they ‘Il have the opportunity to strike,”
explains the Johnson Qutboards Pro
Staff angler.

Although he employs a vertical
type presentation, Hibdon does not
use a common jigging spoon, nor
does he work his lure straight down
the side of the boat.

Instead, he uses a large plastic
worm and casts it to the bass he's
located. Then he simply lets the worm
settle on a slack line.

“Tuse abig plastic worm and rig it
witha very light slip sinker so it sinks
slowly,” says the Johnson pro. “You
don’t work the worm at all. You just
letit sink, and the bass hit it as it falls.

“I"ve tried many types of other
lures, even smaller plastic grubs, but
['ve had my best success on the large
plastic worms,”

Hibdon notes that in late summer
and early autumn before bass have
moved shallowinto creeks and coves,
they often suspend 1010 12 feetdown
over long, deep points and ridges
where the water bay be as deep as 50
feet. This is especially true in clear-
water lakes.

The fish also suspend in deep
flooded timber where they are ex-
tremely difficult to pinpoint because
of the trees. When the fish are in ore
open water, they readily appear on
depthfinders.

“Even through it’s easy to sce
these fish on depthfinders,” cautions

Hibdon, “anglers misidentify them
as baitfish, crappie, or catfish. If they
seem Lo be relating to some type of
specific structure or depth change,
they’re probably bass.

“Some anglers use crankbaits on
these fish because they often hold in
relatively shallow water,” he contin-
ues, “but crankbaits may not stay in
the strike zone long enough.

“That’s why I began using the
vertical presentation of just letting
my lure fall through the fish. Some-
where along that fall Tknow it’s going
through the strike zone.”

Line watching is important in this
technique, says Hibdon, because the
strikes aren’t always easy to detect
on the slack line. It's also important,
he add, to use a very light sinker so
the falling worm appears completely
natural,

WHY THE PROS USE
OLDER FIBERGLASS RODS

If you've looked in any tourna-
ment bass pro’s boat lately, you'll
usually see several of the very latest
high tech graphite fishing rods —
along with one or two much older
fiberglass rods.

"With topwater Ilures and
crankbaits, fiberglass actually in-
creases your hook ups,” explains
Evinrude Outboards Pro Staff angler
Larry Nixon.

“It may be hard to understand, but
the newest graphite and boron rods
actually react 100 fast when a bass
hits a treble hook lure. With these
types of lures, it’s important to let the
fish have the lure a moment longer
before setting the hook, but most of
us still have a tendency to set the
hook too fast.

“The older fiberglass rods react
more slowly when we put pressure
onthem, and as a result, we get more
hook ups.

“We’re talking splitseconds here,”
continues Nixon, “but those split
seconds are what catch the bass.”

The trend back toward fiberglass
rods for these types of lures began
seven to eight years ago among pro-
fessional anglers, explains the Evin-
rude pro, but only recently have more
causal anglers started to switch. The
reason, he thinks, has been because
the overall concept is difficult to
understand.

“It is hard to visualize,” admits
Nixon, winner of more than $1 mil-
lion in tournament prize money, but
it’s true. Graphite rods flex easily
when a bass hits a lure, but then they

react and straighten faster when we reflexes on hook setting, we slowed

set the hook.

“The answer is not changing to a
more limber graphite rod, either,” he
continues, ‘“although this is what
many have done. A limber rod may
notbe the right action to properly cast
or work the lure, so you don’t really
improve anything.

“A glass rod, however, can be
stiffer and have the right action 1o
work a topwater lure or crankbait, but
it will still be slower to recover from
a strike than graphite.”

The trend to fiberglass has been
strong enough among the tournament
pros that several major manufactur-
ing firms now offer fiberglass topwa-
ter and crankbait rods. Others have
combined graphite and fiberglass in
the same rod.

“What you want, “says Nixon, “is
afairly softaction glassrod that pretty
well bends throughout its length, not
Just at the tip. The reason is because
you want the entire rod to play the
fish, not just the tip.”

The fiberglass rods are used only
with diving crankbaits and topwater
lures, which typically have smaller
treble hooks, as opposed to a larger
single hook in a worm or jig.

“With crankbaits, especially,” says
Nixon, “we found we were actually
taking the lure away from the bass
when we felt a strike. At best, we
were barely hooking the bass with
one barb of the rear treble hook.

“The same was true with topwater
plugs. You have to let the bass have
the lure before you can set the hook,

so rather than try to slow down our

Handling Highway
Emergencies

The best way to handle an émergency situation on the road is to
avoid it. That is true whether you are in a race car, driving at 200 mph,
or in a passenger car. driving av 35 mph

Many problems can be avoided simply by taking the most
commonsense precaution — slowing down. But. just as on a racetrack,
there are times when dangerous situations cannot be avoided.

When confronted with a highway emergency. the most important thing
to remember is not to panic. Don’t vank the steering wheel, slam on the
brakes or make major corrections in the direction of the car. Overreact-
ing and overcorrecting can be more dangerous than the initial problem,

Let’s look at some specific emergency situations and how to
handle them

» In heavy rain, cars tend 1o hydroplane — that is. skid across the
top of the water, losing contact with the road’s surface. What you, as the
driver, can do if this happens is slow down, keep your car going as straight
as possible and look down the road o determine if you are heading for
areas of heavy water. Puddles of water will grab at your tires and pull
the car in deeper. soit is best to avoid them, Unlike racetracks, which
tend to be fat. public roads are crowned at the center to help with drain-
age. Therefore. during or after a downpour. the deepest water is going 10
be toward the side of the road. One way to avoid trouble is to stay 1o the
lett of your lane as much as possible and avoid the deepest waler.,

« Tires can deflate suddenly if a foreign object becomes imbedded
in the rubber. When a front tire deflates. the car will pull to the side of
the flat. A rear-tire failure will make the car fishtail. In either case, slow
down as gradually as possible and try to keep the car in a straight line.
Don’t jam on the brakes

« Skidding, whether it 15 on snow, ice or any other slippery surface,
can be very frightening. But that 100 can be handled if you don’t overre-
act. The key to skid control is to always turn the wheel in the direction
you are heading. Driving-school mstructors tell students that their eyes
should always look where they want the car to go.

Of course. another important aspect in avoiding emergency situations
is to keep your car in good condition. Visual checks of your tires, belts
and hoses can Keep dramatic problems from arising.

The other key is not to drive faster than conditions warrant and (o
avoid situations that are obviously dangerous. Caution in a car is just
good common sense. bl

Kentucky's deer gun scason is
November 9-18 this year, and should
again prove to be another record set-
ting year of success for the state’s
210,000 whitetail hunters.

According to John Phillips, deer
program coordinator for the Kentucky
Department of Fish and Wildlife
Resources (KDFWR), over 540,000
whitetails now populate the common-
wealth, Just live years ago, the state-
wide deer herd was estimated at
200,000 animals,

The staggering increase in deer
numbers and hunting opportunities is
adirectresultof sound harvest guide-
lines set by the KDFWR commission
cach year. This season, Phillips pre-
dicts that about 88,000 deer will be
taken and reported to a deer check
station. In 1986, the harvest was re-
corded at approximately 40,000.

The 1991-92 season limit is two

| deer, as it has been for several years.

However this year, hunters may har-
vest only one antlered deer each.
When hunters purchase the $17.50
deer permit, they will find that one of
wo tags can only be used for an
ntlerless deer, Regardless of what
:quipment hunters use to lake deer,
(bow, crossbow or firearms) the yel-
low tag of the deer permit may only
be used to tag antlerless deer,

“Limiting all hunters (o one buck
this year was necessary to help main-
tain the overall quality of deer avail-
able,” said Phillips.

“Reducing the buck harvest al-
lows more bucksto grow older, attain
alargerbody size and develop bigger

antlers — something many hunters
prefer. And, along the same lines,
increasing the doe harvesthelpskeep
deer numbers under control. This, in
turn, reduces agriculluraldamage, the
likelihood of disease and starvation
and other unfavorable situations that
occur from overpopulation, Keeping
deer populations at a level that the
land can support also lessens compe-
tition for food and living space and
contributes to better health of the
deer herd,” remarked the biologist.
With the exception of theone buck
limit for this season. there are few
other changes in deer hunting laws
from last year. Hunters must be sure
they know what zone they are hunt-
ing in and how the two tags included
in the deer permit may be used in that
zone. Permission must also be ob-
tained from landowners by those who
wanl 1o hunt on private property.
Remember that deer hunters must
wear hunter orange coloron the head,
chest and back while hunting during
the Nov. 9-18 portion of the deer
season. And lastly, hunters should
also note that although any legal deer
hunting equipment may be used Nov,
9-18, regardless of what equipment
is chosen, during this period hunters
must follow the tag restrictions in
effect for the general gun season.
These restrictions are listed on page 5
of the 1991-92 Kentucky Deer Hunt-
ing Guide, a free booklet that pro-
vides complete deer season informa-
tion, The current deer guide is avail-
able where licenses are sold and from
the Department of Fish and Wildlife

Corps Offers Tips On Boating

And Cold Water Safety

The combination of a warm fall
day, the love for the outdoors, and
often a boat, lures many people each
year to the nation’s lakes, rivers and
streams for many desired types of
late season outdoor recreation.

These outdoor enthusiasts come
to fish and hunton public fishing and
hunting areas. They come to raft on
white water rafting streams and some
come just for the beauty of the out-
doors. No matter what the reason, all
these people have one thing in com-
mon, the dangers of cold water expo-
sure.

The Corps of Engineering at
Paintsville Lake promotes and en-
courages cold water safety whether
at home on your farm pond, rafting a
stream or visiting Paintsville Lake.

The Corps urges all cold weather
enthusiasts to practice the following
safety tips when participating in cold
waler sports.

1. Make a float plan. Tell someone
where you are going, how long you
will be gone and when you expect to
returmn,

2, Utilize the buddy system. Take
someone with you,

3. Dress properly - use multiple
layers of appropriate thin clothing for
trapping body heat.

4, Always wear a life jacket when
around water. It won't work if you
don’t wear it.

5. Don’t horseplay when on board
a boat.

6. Remember, waterchills 25 times
faster than air.

Whitaker exhibitfion open

Recent art works by local artist
Tom J. Whitaker will be on display at
the Prestonsburg Community Col-
lege Gallery November 18-Decem-
ber 3. A reception with the artist
present will be held Thursday, No-
vember 21 from 5:30-8:00 p.m.

“Support for the arts has really
soared over the last few years in
Appalachia, I remember having a
showing of my work and the only
people there were Bob McAninch
and Leo Weddle. The psychologist
Weddle analyzed the art and McAn-
inch ate the food. 1appreciated their
presence, but if only they had left I
could have gone home, Really, I
appreciate all who have supported
local artists,” says Whitaker.

For the past 18 years Tom J.
Whitaker has been Professor of Artat
Prestonsburg Community College.
Tom received a Bachelor’s degree in
art at Eastern Kentucky University
and a Masters degree from Morehead
State University. Whitaker’s work
has been represented in numerous
shows and galleries, and most re-
cently in “Images of the Mountains,”
sponsored by Appalshop and the
Andy Warhol Foundation.

Whitaker has been a major influ-
ence on Eastern Kentucky's percep-
tion of art. In his classes at the
college and in the workshops he pres-
ents around the state, Tom stresses
the importance of being one's self,
rather than relying on public opinion.
“Do your own thing,” proclaims
Whitaker with a sly grin, and he fol-
lows his advice by producing highly
individual art works.

Genuineness is a must for Tom
when he is choosing the subjectof his
artwork. He enjoys painting scenes
that reflect the character of mountain
people—the wom but sturdy old
houses, the rugged and knowing
charm o a rural farm couple, the
rooster crowing or the briar growing
at the wellbox. All of these scenes
have come from his prolific palate
and brush.

“Artisaneverending search where
the process is just as important as the
finished product,” admonishes

Whitaker. “The mostimportantthing
is the ability to see; many people go
through life and never take the time
to observe the beauty of nature close-
hand.”

Whitaker also has other talents
that give groups and organizations a
special delight. Heisatalented singer
and entertainer. He can satisfy your
requests not only with a guitar or
mandolin, but algo with his original
compositions. He will often punctu-~
ate his verses with a rebel yell as he
urges one and all to join in on the
chorus. Whitaker brings to his sing-
ing, as he does his art, a cunning
sense. of humor and knowledge of
human nature.

Tom'’s gallery is a cross between
an abandoned warehouse and an art
museum, It is organized chaos at the
old service station that serves as a
studio. On the walls hang many
original watcrcolors and sketches.
Staring back al Lthe viewer is a Hamp-
shire hog or the careworn face of an
elderly person, and many colorful
landscapes. In the floor or stacked in
the corner are the materials he usesin
framing. Books on every conceiv-
able subject are stacked and piled
about in every nook and cranny.

Tom J. Whitaker is a native of
Puncheon Cregk, in Magoffin County,
Tom grew up among the sights and
sounds of rural Eastern Kentucky and
feels his childhood experiences have
enriched his art.

If you visit the Parkway Gallery
about ten miles from Prestonsburg,
you may find the proprietor, Tom J,
Whitaker, but it is likely you will
encounterasignstating, “Gonetothe
bushes to paint,” for at no time is
Whitaker happier than when he is by
amoss covered tree, or in the middle
of a briar patch.

Tom Whitakerisa two-sided coin,
At times he is the stereotypical artist
who moves casily in elite social
circles, but don't be misled by his
smooth manners and winning charm.
Atother times, Tom is the artist from
whom springs art that expresses the

soul of the common man. Whitaker’s
strength lies in the simplicity of his
subjects and his sensitive treatment
of everyday life in Appalachia.

PCC professors tried and true
teaching methods result inaward

Long before the Kentucky Educa-
tion Reform Actof 1990, Leo Weddle,
professor of sociology and psychol-
ogy in social sciences and related
technologies at Prestonsburg Com-
munity College, found what worked
in the classroom.

“Teachers don’t give students
enough of an opportunity to allow
natural creativity to come out,”
Weddle said. He sees himself as a
facilitator, encouraging students in
his sociology and psychology classes
1o be creative.

“My teaching methods haven’t
changed very much over the years,”
Weddle said. “T have always used a
student-centered, problem-based
approach.”

His technique made him one of
UK's 1990-91 Great Teachers. The

UK National Alumni Association
selects up to six instructors each year
as Great Teachers, Five were chosen
last year based on student nomina-
tions and screening by the associa-
tion.

‘Great Teachers receive a $750
award in recognition of their out-
standing contributions toundergradu-
ate education.

His nominators said his class in
Modem Social Problems is “ex-
tremely innovative and offers the
students an opportunity to be very
creative as they learn about the prob-
lems of the modern world.”

He divides the class into eight
groups, with each one studying a
different social problemsuch as child

For six weeks this family
stayed hidden at the home of their
fricnds, with one of their only means
of communication being “The Voice
of America.”

Then, due 10 an arrangement be-
tweenthe United States and Irag gov-
emments, the entire family—except
Dr. Bader, were allowed to leave, as
were their hosts. Dr, Bader wan-
dered from place-to-place in search
of friends.

Although he had been forced to
throw away his passport, he had
memorized the information on it that
was necessary for him to finally get
1o Baghdad and from there he went
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by plane to Jordan, where he called
the American Embassy, and identi-
fied himself. Personnel from the
Embassy rescued him and two days
later he arrived at the Kennedy Air-
port in New York and from there re-
Jjoined his family here.

Dr. Bader, who is a Muslim, gave
a colorful discussion on the Islamic
religion. Some of the main ideas
which he expressed were: “The word

Islam is an Arabic word meaning
submission to the will of God; Mus-
limisafollowerof Islam; Allah (God)
is beyond our perception—there is
nothing whatsoever comparable to
Him; He is just and all-knowing;
we're not all evil, nor all good, but
we’re responsible.”

The speaker added that the Mus-
limsgive2 1/2 percent of theirwealth
left over at the end of the year to the
poor and needy, fast once each year,
and go o Mecca once in a lifeume.

Besides these and other interest-
ing points presented by Dr. Bader, he
also answered many questions asked
by the entheusastic audience.

A very short time ago scented
geraniums were a new thing, but to
date they have become almost as
common place as the regular old
stand-by geraniums. Another favor-
ite of mine. I would hate to bave o
really decide just which flower is my
favorite. Ilove almost any kind, even
some weed blooms are beautiful, to
me.

Scented geraniums are grown
primarily for their fragrant foliage,
butthey reward indoor gardeners with
small flowers in delicate shades of
pink, white and salmon. There are a
wide range of different fragrances to
choose from, including rose, lemon,
apple, peppermint, nutmeg, ginger,
orange, almond and pine, to name a
few.

These geraniums do fine in an all-
purpose soil such as one recom-
mended for calendulas. Good drain-
age is a must, as the plants are prone
1o mildew. Give them bright light
with at least four hours of direct sun
aday, when possible, They love warm
temperatures of 68 to 70 degrees F,
with a 5 1o 10 degree drop at night,
but they can tolerate cooler tempera-
tures as well, Let the soil dry between
walerings. ’

These flowers do better when they
are potbound, so we don’t have to be
in a hurry 10 repot in a larger con-
tainer as we do with the regular gera-
nium. Try 1o keep yourscented plants
in a four or six inch pot. When they
are in active growth you can side
dress them once a month with a little

& compost and rock powder.

Pinich back the plants often to keep

them bushy andtoencourage blooms.
The cuttings can be used in cut flower
arrangements and rootings for new
plants. They will only bloom when
days are long—in spring, summer
and early fall. They will live for two
to three years, after that they tend to
loose their vigor. If you have started
new plants from the tip cuttings you
can keep a steady supple on hand.
You can easily become over stocked
with new plants if you aren’t careful.

Scented geraniums are best used
as an ingredient in potpourris and
sachets. Dry the leaves on a screen,
then mix with colorful flower petals,
a fixative such as powdered orris-
root, and any spice you like and have
in your kitchen cabinet—mace,
cloves, nutmeg, and cinnamon (o
name a few. Store the potpourri in a
covered jar. When the jar is opened,

or some of the potpourri is removed,
the mellow fragrance will drift
through the room, and be more pleas-
ant than the harsh, over-riding scent
of some that arc on the market now,

Kentucky industry

An influx of new manufacturing
firms throughout Kentucky boosted
the number of manufacturing plants
toanall-time state high, according to
therecenty published 1992 Kentucky
Manufacturers Register.

The increase followed a four-year
trend that raised Kentucky's total to
4,607 manufacturing plants, the reg-
ister reports. Kentucky became home
to 397 new companies while losing
242 to closings, mergers and out-of-
state relocation, for a net gain of 155
firms.

“Kentucky manufacturing com-
munity has been growing steadily
during the last several years,” said
Howard S, Dubin, president of Manu-
facturers’ News, Inc., which pub-
lishes the register annually. “This
year's increase is a further reflection
of that growth.”

Despite the overall increase,
Kentucky's leading industrial city
experienced anetdecrease of compa-
nies. Louisville, with 1,056 firms,
lost 70 while it gained 60. Almost
one-fourth of all Kentucky manufac-
turers reside in Louisville.

Lexington, Kentucky's second
largest industrial city with 287 com-
panies, trailed Louisville by 769 firms,
Lexington showed a net increase of
eight firms, having gaincd 24 and lost
16, Third-ranked Bowling Green,
with 104 firms, gained 12 and lost
six, for a net increase of six firms.
Owensboro remained fourth with 96
firms. Throughout the year, Owens-
boro gained five firms and lost two,
for a net increase of three. Rounding
out the top five is Florence with 85
plants. Florence experienced a net
decrease of one firm, having gained
five and lost six.

Non-electrical Machinery became
Kentucky's new industrial leader with
649 firms, accounting for 14 percent
of the statewide total. Printing and
Publishing fell to second place with
632 firms, while Lumber and Wood
Productsranked third with 448 firms.
Metal Fabricating came in fourth with
416 and Stone, Glass and Concrete
finished fifth with 392 plants.

The 392-page, six-section regis-
ter contains detailed profiles of plants
located in 421 Kentucky cities. Each
profile provides up to 30 facts, in-
cluding address, phone and FAX
numbers, products manufactured,
area of distribution, annual sales, year
established and model and language
of in-house computer, Names, titles
and duties of 10,951 top executives
also are provided.

Real estate agents produce

satisfied buyers/sellers, study shows

Nearly eight out of ten
Americans consumers be-
