Park links plan 
may score in •94

Good things may come in threes, 
but promoters of a mountaintop 
golf course in F1oyd County think 
the magic number is fore, uh. four. 

That's as m nineteen ninety­
fmlr. the year targeted for the 
opening of a new. 18-hole golf 
course near Jenny Wiley State 
Park. 

But another four comes into 
play, too, and it's the real magic 
number. 

StateParksDepartmentofficials 
say $4 million is needed to take 
the proposed golf course from the 
drawing board to the fairway. 

If a meeting Tuesday evening at 
May Lodge is any indication, 
though, all the numbers are ex­
pected to add up to success. No 
fewer than a dozen representa 
tives of the state Parks Depart­
ment were on hand to tout the 
project, noting that needed funds 
had already been included as a 
priority request in the department's 
budget for the next biennium. 

Plans for the golf course origi­
nated in the 1990 session of 
Kentucky's General Assembly 
when State Represent.ative Greg 
Stumbo, D-Prestonsburg, success­
fully secured $2.5 million to ex­
pand Jenny Wiley State Park's 
existing nine-hole course to an 
18-hole layout. 

From that point a more ambi­
tious idea developed. 

On a mountaintop adjacent to 
park property about 500 acres of 
rolling land was created by sur­
face mining and the property drew 
theeyesofParksofficials. Expan­
sion plans were scrapped in favor 
of the development of a new, S6.5 
million 18-hole course. 

Using some of lhe funds allo­
cated in 1990, a feasibility study 
on the project wac; commissioned 
and the resulls were unveiled by 
the Department of Parks Tuesday 

at May Lodge. 
A scale model of the course's 

tentative design and accompany­
ing drawings were viewed by a 
roomful of supporters and the 
replica will be left at May Lodge 
for public viewing until the proj­
ect is completed. 

Designed by Scruggs and Ham­
mond, a Lexington consulting 
firm, the proposed layout calls for 
a 6,673 yard (pro length) course, a 
clubhouse, parking lot and driv­
ing range. 

Humzey Yessin, director of golf 
courses for the state Parks Depart­
ment, said Tuesday that develop­
ment of the mountaintop course 
could make Jenny Wiley State 
Park the Eastern Kentucky rival to 
Kentucky's top resort parks­
Kentucky Lake and Lake Barkley 
resorts-located in Western Ken­
tucky. 

"The impact on this area would 
be unbelievable," Yessin said. "It 
would become a major, major 
tourism draw for an area within a 
100-milc radius." 

Y cssin said the proposed course, 
which would cover approximately 
270 acres, offered versatility that 
would appeal to a wide range of 
golfers. 

"It's actually four courses in 
one," he sa1d, noting that design 
included differing yardages for a 
"pro course, a mens' course, a 
seniors' course and a women's 
course." 

"JL' s an extraordinary good 
layout for golfing in the clouds," 
Yessin said. 

Parks Commissioner Rapier 
S rn i th said that his department was 
"excited" about the potcnLial for 
the new course, noting it would 
"pay out in eight or Len years." 

State Representative Greg 
Stumbo, who has spearheaded the 
effort to have the course buill, said 
that the course would benefit the

Board adopts construction resolutions : 

Caution is urged 
on building plans

State school officials declined 
Thursday to discuss specifics of an 
apparent probe into school construc­
tion projects in Floyd County. 

School board member Eddie Bil­
lips said at Tuesday's board of edu­
cation meeting he had been ques­
tioned by the Office of Education 
Accountability (OEA) about the 
board's hiring practices concerning 
constructioh managers, architects and 
engineers for school construction 
projects. The issue came up when 
discussions at Tuesday's meeting 
turned to the new Prestonsburg High 
School project. 

Dr. Penney Sanders, director of 
OEA, srud Thursday that she tiad met 
With Bllhps, but declined to answer 
questions about that discussion. 

Billips repeatedly told board 
members Tuesday to "be very cau­
tious" when making decisions con­
cerning school construction projects. 

"I must caution the members of 
this board that I have been ques­
tioned by OEA concerning practices, 
ongoing and past, of this board con­
cerning awarding contracts to con­
struction managers, architects and 
engineers," Billips said. "I feel obli­
gated to tell you this because I'm sure 
other members will be asked ques­
tions, also. It wasn't very pleasant." 

OEA, the legislature's investiga­
tive ann for education reform, is 
conducting investigations in Harlan 
County, Boyd County and Letcher 
County school systems for alleged 
improprieties. 

The issue of an investigation into 
F1oyd County' sconstruction projects 
was raised when a two-part resolu­
tion to provide water for the new Left 
Beaver High School was presented to 
the board. That resolution also called 
for action to be taken to proceed, in 
any direction, on the new 
Prestonsburg High School project.

State shortfall may 
cause local cuts

A shortfall in state education funds 
w1 U put a budget crunch on lhe Floy,d 
County School SY.$lem. 

Superintendent Ron Hager told 
board members Tuesday night that 
he was informed by state education 
department finance officers that pro­
jected revenue cuts will force local 
budget cuts. 

"lfwhatl'm told bvRonMoubray 
and Bob Coakley is so, it looks like 
this school district will receive about 
half a million dollars less this year,'' 
Hager said. "We are csti mating it will 
range from $411,000 to $500,000 
that we will not receive this school 
year that's already been budgeted. 
It's belt tightening time." 

Hager said that new finance offi­
cer Tommy Thompson will be rec­
ommending changes to be made in 
this year's budget to offset the shan­
fall. New programs and curriculum 
planned for this school year could be 
on the losing end when the budget is 
amended, Hager added. 

Moubray said Thursday that the 
exact figures on how much the dis­
trict will lose in SEEK funds are not 
available and added that all school 
districts in the state will be affected. 

SEEK funds, Moubray explained, 
are the single largest source of reve­
nue for the Department of Education 
and provide funding for all school 
districts. Moubray said the amount of 
funding is based on a complex for-

mula, but it is designed to provide 
equity in funding for local districts. 
He said the funds are slated for all 
areas of cd ... ation. Moubray said the 
ifundmg allocated by the legislature 

r thesccon(J b1enniwr. dic.l not match 
the funds received. 

Hager said an amendment to this 
year's budget was a necessity be­
cause, if it is not amended, the district 
would finish the year in a deficit. 
Under state law, school district!-. 
cannot end the school year in a defi­
cit. 

Hager said the revised budget 
could affect an agreement between

Dissension splits workers

Classified employees of the Floyd 
County SchoolS ystcm arc still wilh­
outa spokesperson recognized by the 
board of education since the workers 
have split into three groups. 

Floyd County Board of Education 
members have refused to recognize 
any one group to speak for the cooks, 
clerks. janitors, bUs driver all<J main­
tenance personnel. 

Board chairman Ray "Shag" 
Campbell told Larry Shortridge and 
Ron Abshire at Tuesday's meeting 
that Lhe board will not recognize the 
Floyd County Classified Employee 
Association (FCCEA) until it is de· 
termined if that group represents all 
classified workers 

Classified personnel, Lhe majority 
bus dnvers, staged a live-day strike 
against the board in September. The 
workers demanding that the board 
recognize Lhe Teamsters' Union as 
their bargaining agent. The board 
refused to recognize the Teamsters' 
Union, but agreed that Lhe classified 
employees could form Lhcir own 
group. 

Abshire, a Teamster organizer, 
told the board Tuesday that he had 
been contracted by the FCCEA to 
help them "take care of some prob­
lems", improve public relations and 

offer legal a<>sistancc. Abshire wanted 
clarification on procedures to be 
placed on Lhe board's agenda and 
asked the board to develop a process 
to determine what classified em­
ployee group to recognize. 

Some classified workers have also 
formed an independent association 
and olhcrs belong to Kentucky Edu­
cation Support Personnel Associa­
tion, an affiliate of the Kentucky 
Educauon Association. 

Shortridgeasked fora poll of board 
members to recognize FCCEA as the 
classified employees bargaining 
agent. Shortridge said the group has 
drafted and approved bylaws, elected 
a board of directors and named offi­
cers. He presented the board a con­
tract to approve FCCEA as Lhe em­
ployees' representation. 

Campbell told Shortridge the 
board's attorney, Cliff Latta, and the 
board would take approximately two 
weeks to study the proposal. 

Board member Eddie Billips told 
Shortridge Lhedifficulty forlhc board 
was trying to determine which of the 
three groups represented classified 
employees. 

"We don't want to have four or 
five groups claiming to represent 
classified employees," Billips said. 

Campbell advised all parties to 
come togclherac; group and Lhen come 
back before Lhc board.

entire region, non-golfers altke, 
by helping Jenny Wiley develop 
into a major resort area. Other 
businesses would reap the rewards 
of expanded tourism development, 
Stumbo said, and industrial devel­
opers will sec that Eastern Ken­
tucky mountaintops can be effec­
tively utilized.

The broadcast television networks 
(CBS, NBC and ) arc asking Con­
gress to pa'\s a law that could require 
cable subscribers to pay more just to 
recci ve the same broadcast programs 
they arc now receiving. This retrans­
mission consent legislation would 
allow the broadcasters to impose a 
"free TV surcharge" on cable opera­
tors who provide an antenna service 
for over-the-air local broadcast sig­
nals. The chairman of CBS told Con­
gress that these payments could reach 
$1 billion. 

During the past 20 years broad­
castcrs,recognizing the value of cable 
carriage of their signals, repeatedly 
have sought regulations to compel 
cable operators to carry local TV 
stattons. Cable operators have com­
piled by carrying local stations, even 
though no law requires it, and have 
extended the broadcasters' signal to 
reach more viewers. 

However. during the past! 0 years 
the networks have steadily lost audi­
ences as more viewers tuned into 
cable programming. As a result, they 
have also lost advenising revenue 
which is bac;ed on the number of 
viewers watching network program­
ming. 

At the same time, cable operators 
have invested our revenues in new 
programming and improved technol­
ogy to better serve our subscribers.
