Hot words 
heat up 
meeting

A bleak financial picture and a 
continuing rift with the city's utility 
commission added to the tension at 
Thursday's Wheelwright City Com­
mission meeting. 

City clerk Mary Ann Johnson told 
commissioners thatmeetingthecity 's 
payroll could depend on receiving a 
quarterly payment of the town'sshare 
of coal severance tax monies. She 
said the amount of that payment is 
unknown. 

Johnson said the city owed 
$4,228.66 for April's monthly bill 
and payroll payments and the general 
fund balance is $4,993.62. 

"We won't know how much it is 
until we get it," Johnson said 

Commissioner Lowell Parker 
recommended the city 'consider 
employee layoffs and other ways to 
cut the city's monthly expenses. 

"There's no way we can pay out 
more than is coming in," Parker said. 
"We're drowning. Let's look at cuts 
first in part-time employees and then 
other areas." 

Commissioners took no action on 
the suggestion. 

Tempers flared when discussions 
turned to the city's utility commis­
sion report. 

Utility commission chairman 
Randall Johnson, Mayor Kenneth 
Johnson and Parker began a three­
way heated exchange that included 
accusations that Parker wanted an 
illegal meeting of the utility commis­
sion called. 

Parker began by saying that he 
had tried to meet with the whole 
commission so that commissioners 
would have some idea of their duties 
and responsibilities. Parker was as­
signed to be a liaison between the 
utility commission and the city com­
mission. 

Randall Johnson and the mayor 
then argued that Parker had wanted 
to conduct an illegal closed session 
of the commission. 

"No man can have a closed meet· 
ing," the mayor said. "You can have 
a closed meeting to hire or fire. Other 
than that, it's illegal." 

RandallJohnsonsnapped to Parker 
that if he wanted to know what was 
going on in the utility commission,

Bernie Carr, division director of 
SBDMfortheKentuckyDepartment 
of Education, met with teachers, 
parentsandmembersof~BDMcoun­
cils Monday atAdamsMtddleSchool. 
Carr said the meetings were question 
and answer sessions to provide de­
tailed information about school coWI-
cils. 

Carr met in three separate ses-

sions with teachers, parents and Floyd 
County SBDM council members. 

"Teachers arc apprehensive about 
the process because they're not sure 
what their responsibilities are," Carr 
said. "I met with about 25 teachers 
and their questions dealt with their 
frustrations that their schools had not 
voted for site based." 

Spreading knowledge and infor­
mation, plus "relaxing and embrac­
ing" the SBDM concept is the key to 
teacher involvement, Carr said. The 
Kentucky Education Association 
(KEA), a professional teachers' 
group, recently passed a resolution 
endorsing SBDM.

because they think it will be a lot of 
extra work," Carr said. "In fact, it's 
not Some say they need to get the 
primary school program in place 
before voting for site based."

The suggested fees are: political 
advertisements placed at a single 
location, $50; multiple advertise­
ments placed in a single magisterial 
district, $200; multiple advertise­
ments placed in more than one mag­
isterial district but less than four dis­
tricts, $250; advertisements placed 
throughout the county, $300. 

The non-refundable fees would 
go toward removing and disposing of 
political advertisements abandoned 
by the candidates seeking public 
office. The permit would remain in 
effect untill4 days after the election. 

Magistrate Owens objected to the 
proposed fees, saying the costs were 
too high. Owens said that the permits 
could generate as much as $18,800 
every four years when the county­
wide offices were on the ballot 

"It's too much to charge," Owens 
said. "It's not right for the people 
who want to run (for office). We're 
not in this place to make money." 

The court agreed for a committee 
to study the proposed ordinance and 
make recommendations at the May 
court meeting.

Waste regulations published 
in Kentucky administrative register 

A modified version of the special 
waste regulation was sent by the 
Natural Resources and Environ­
mental Protection Cabinet on March 
12 to the Legislative Research Com­
mittee to be placed in the Kentucky 
Administrative Register. The cabinet 
was required by Senate Bill 2 to rec­
ognize "special" waste as a separate 
and district waste between hazardous 
and solid waste. 

The main feature of the special 
waste package allows for permitting 
special waste landfills for the antici­
pated life of the facility instead of 
having tore-permit every 10 years.

Presidential candidates Bill Clin­
ton and Jerry Brown are on the 
bandwagon as is 5th District con­
gressional candidate Ned Pill­
ersdorf.

I am writing this letter in response 
to your editorial in the AprillO edi­
tion of the Times, concerning the 
consideration of Gary K. Frazier for 
superintendent of Floyd County 
Schools. 

Mr. Frazier is certainly very well 
qualified for the position. Also, he 
has some very creative and progres­
sive ideas that would improve educa­
tion in Floyd County. 

However, there is a catch that many 
people do not understand I learned 
about it first hand. You see, many of 
the people in leadership positions in 
this county do not feel that people 
from this area are as qualified as 
persons from areas away from here. 
Although the credentials are excel­
lent for our local people, others seem 
to get chosen for the higher paying 
positions sending the money of their 
salaries to pay taxes, purchase homes, 
pay utilities, and other expenditures 
to other counties. I say this is very 
very very wrong. 

Recenl.ly, a new principal was 
chosen for Betsy Layne High School 
and Gary Frazier was the chairman of 
the school-based council that made 
this selection by unanimous vote. That 
council, led by Mr. Frazier, looked 
right over the heads of our highly 
qualified local personnel, and didn't 
stop there, in addition their action 
resulted in the selection of an assis­
tant principal for BLHS from another 
county. This act, in essence, sent over 
$130,000 per year to other areas to be 
spent. How would you take things if 
your or your child's potential life­
time earnings were reduced by over 
$200,000 and handed to someone 
equally qualified but from far away? 
I didn't like it! And you know some­
thing else, that council is composed 
of people that may soon fmd them­
selves or their children wanting to 
find employment "near home". I 
wonder if those jobs will be given 
away? 

Let me say this, maybe Mr. Fra­
ziercould be a good superintendent if 
he can make the hard decisions. First, 
he needs to fill all positions with 
QUALIFIED locill people if at all 
possible (remember our local people 
have an investtnent in local educa­
tion, outsiders are usually here to 
make money or they would have 
stayed where they were). Second, he 
needs to show a commitment to edu­
cation and personal improvement of 

our educators. Third, he needs to 
assure the board that he will not grant 
tenure to the outsiders that are cur­
rently filling too many of the "gravy 
jobs" in this county (local unemploy­
ment is too high and it may be your 
child wanting to work here in the 
future). Fourth, and most importantly, 
he must show an undying commit­
ment to putting the money in the 
classroom whereitbelongs(ourclass­
rooms sometimes look like jail cells 
because no one put the materials 
necessary for quality education in 
those rooms).

A few months ago in a Report to 
Kentucky, I wrote about several air­
port projects underway all across the 
Commonwealth.

As chairman of the Senate Avia­
tion Subcommittee, I have long be­
lieved that the development of safe 
and efficient airports are one of our 
most promising tools for economic 
development in large and small 
communities across our state. 

I have also believed that most any 
problem arising from expansion or 
development at an airport can be 
addressed if all interested parties -
including citizen groups, airport offi­
cials and the various air carriers -
come together in a cooperative effort 
to work out a solution that will bene­
fit all involved. 

In my opinion, we saw a sterling 
example of that cooperation recently 
in the Cincinnati/Northern Kenb.lcky 
International Airport and Delta

These are just a couple recent 
examples of how cooperation and ~ 
teamwork: can bring great results for 
our aviation projects in Kentucky. 

We've had tremendous success in 
the past, including the ongoing ex­
pansion at Standiford Field in Louis­
ville, a reliever airport in Scott County 
and an instrument landing system at 
the Bowling Green airport.

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Deadline for HEAP program 
extended due to mild winter 

The final segment of Kentucky's 
1991-92 Home Energy Assistance 
Program (HEAP) has closed and state 
officials say the lack of extended 
periods of harsh weather enabled the 
program to nm past its scheduled 
March 29 termination date. 

When final HEAP figures are 
calculated, an estimated $19.7 mil­
lion in assistance will have reached 
approximately 190,000 households, 
according to Department for Social 
Insurance Commissioner Mike 
Robinson, whose agency is respon­
sible for the federal-state funded 
program in Kentucky. 

Last year, about 193,000 house­
holds shared $20.9 million in aid. 

"The state of the economy and the 
increased public awareness efforts of 
the community action agencies ac­
count for the sustained high number 
of applicants," said Robinson. 

The state's 23 community action 
agencies distribute HEAP funds in

relatively mild one, some commu­
nity action agencies still had funds at 
the end of last month," Robinson 
said, "so the program was allowed to 
continue for another two weeks 
(through April15). By doing so, we 
were able to help a few more families 
during the early April cold spell." 

Over 123,000 applications- a 
record num her - were approved 
during the subsidy phase of the pro­
gram which is for all eligible low­
income Kentuckians. The average 
payment during the first phase was 
$113.92. 

"One reason for the high nwnber 
of recipients during the first phase is 
because the majority of this year's 
HEAP funds were earmarked for the 
first phase," said Robinson. 

"We wanted to reach as many 
eligible families before the onset of 
the really cold winter weatherin order 
to avoid emergency situations for 
many Kentuckians. " 

During the crisis phase of HEAP, 
which is for households facing an 
imminent loss of heat within five 
days, facing a disconnection from a 
utility or needing heating system 
repairs, over 67,000 applications were 
approved for assistance. The average 
payment during the crisis phase was 
$83.67. 

HEAP subsidy benefits help pay 
for fuel oil, electricity, gas, wood, 
coal and bottled gas. 

Federal government expenditures 
will decline over the 1990-2005 pe­
riod because of cuts In defense ex­
penditures, according to the U.S. 
Labor Department's Bureau of La­
bor Statistics. This Is a major 
change from the 1975-1990 period 
when defense expenditures In· 
creased faster than the total gross 
national product.

Q: Is there anything I can do to 
help prevent cancer? 

A: Yes, there are a number of 
things you can do to help lower you 
chances of getting cancer. The fol­
lowing are some things you can do: 

• Eat high-fiber, low-fat foods. 
Fruits and vegetables, whole grain 
breads and cereals are good sources 
of fiber. You can avoid fat by baking 
and steaming foods instead of frying 
them. Choose lean red meats, fish 
and poultry ,low-fat milk and cheese. 
Use only a liule margarine, cream 
and salad dressing. It is easy to fmd 
recipes now for low-fat, high-fiber 
meals.

* Do not smoke, chew or "dip" 
tobacco products. There are tips and 
programs to help you quit using to­
bacco.

• Stay away from too much sun. 
The sun's rays are strongest between 
10 a.m. and 2 p.m., especially during 
the summer. That is when the risk is 
the highest. Protect your skin by us­
ing a sunscreen that has a number 15 
on the label and by wearing a hat with 
a wide brim. Also, be sure to protect 
your children's skin from sunburn. 

* Follow the safety rules at work 
to orotect yourself from harmfuL 

materials such as asbestos. 
*If you drink alcohol, do not have 

more than 2 drinks a day. Drinking 
too much alcohol has been linked 
with cancers of the mouth, throat, 
esophagus and liver. If you smoke 
and drink, you are at an even higher 
risk of getting cancers of the mouth 
and the esophagus. 

Q: Last year, my sister was diag­
nosed with breast cancer when she 
was 35. I'm 34 now. Does that mean 
I'm going to get it, too? 

A: There is no way to tell when or 
if you will get breast cancer. All 
women are at risk for the disease and 
80 percent of women who get breast 
cancer have no family history of it. 
Because your sister has breast can­
cer, your risk is higher than other 
women. Knowing this should help 
make you more careful about taking 
steps to find breastcancerearly when 
it is more likely to be cured. See a 
doctor or a nurse at least once a year 
for a breast exam. Your doctor may 
recommend a mammogram every 1 
to 2 years until you reach 50. After 
that, you should have one every year. 
Check your breasts yourself every 
month for lumps. Most breast lumps 
are not cancerous, but repon any 
changes you find in your breasts to 
your doctor as soon as possible.

Babbage says absentee 
voting more convenient 

Changes in election laws passed 
during the recent session of the Gen­
eral Assembly make voting by ab­
sentee ballot possible in emergency 
cases for Floyd Countians the day 
before an election, Bob Babbage said. 

Babbage, Secretary of State and 
chief election officer in Kentucky, 
explained that the· new provisions 
will help voters who find they will be 
out of town on election day. 

Before the change in the law, 
Babbage said, the use of absentee 
ballots was limited to persons who 
knew a week before the election that 
they would be out of town on election 
day. 

"Many persons are fmding that 
their work and personal schedules 
may cause them to miss an opportu­
nity to vote. The changes created by 
Senate Bill 55, sponsored by Senator 
David Boswell, D-Owensboro, cor­
rect those problems," Babbage said. 

office during normal busineSs hours, 
Babbageexplained. Votes are cast by 
voting machines in counties where 
clerks have a machine in their office. 
In other counties, paper ballots are 
used for absentee voting. 

The changes in the law also re­
quire the county clerk to present a 
report of all emergency absentee 
ballot requests to the county grand 
jury. 

Other changes in the law govern­
ing absentee ballots will allow per­
sons requesting ballots more than a 
week before an election to request 
the application for a ballot by phone, 
facsimile, mail or in person. 

"This provision expands the op­
portunities to obtain absentee bal­
lots," Babbage said. He explained 
that previous laws required absentee 
ballolS to be applied for from the 
county clerk either in person or by 
mail. 

Persons who work outside their 
home county during the hours the 
county clerk's office is open may

The voter must also sign an affidavit 
or emergency stating that the voter 
had no knowledge of his or her ab­
sence prior to seven days before the 

• election. 
The voter must also complete the 

absentee ballot in the county clerk's 

The class D felony provisions for 
falsifying statements on the absentee 
ballot application are also extended 
to the emergency absentee ballot 
affidaviL, Babbage said.

During the week of March 23, an 
evaluation team from the U.S. Fish 
and Wildlife Service will visit five 
different areas as the initial step in 
deciding where the national wildlife 
refuge will be located. All five sites 
submitted by the KDFWR for con­
sideration are located west of Ken­
tucky Lake in the Jackson Purchase 
region. 
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ally established to improve or protect 
specific habitat types which harbor 
unique fonns of wildlife. Kentucky's 
first national wildlife refuge, when 
the site is chosen, will be in a wetland 
setting and target wetland wildlife 
such as waterfowl, shorebirds and 
many rare species of plants and ani­
mals. This federally acquired land 
will consist of farmlands and bot-

tomland hardwood forests in addi­
tion to wetlands. 

"Kentucky is a key state for water­
fowl during the winter and spring 
migration periods, said Ron Prichert, 
KDFWR Migratory Bird Program 
coordinator. 

"During the colder months, ducks 
and geese use Kentucky wetlands to 
rest and refuel before traveling fur­
ther south. When spring arrives, 
waterfowl must also have areas with 
ample food and water supplies so 
they will be in good health when they 
eventually reach the northern nesting 
grounds. This new national refuge 
will be specifically managed to pro­
vide waterfowl what they need to 
survive the long flights and be in 
good condition to nest more success­
fully," explained Prichert

GOOD TIME TO TAKE 
HUNTER EDUCATION 
COURSE 

Springtime may be the best time 
for sportsmen to participate in 
Kentucky's hunter education program 
and sign up for the free 1 0-hourcourse 
offered by the Department of Fish 
and Wildlife Resources. Since most 
hunting seasons occur during the fall 
and winter, it is much better to attend 
the course now instead of waiting 
until the last minute. 

It is now mandatory in Kentucky 
for those born on or after January 1, 
1975 who are required to purchase a 
hunting license to complete the hunter 
education course before going hunt­
ing for any type of game. Hunters 
required to complete the course may 
buy a hunting license before taking 
the class, but may not hunt until the 
course is successfully completed. 
Hunters required to complete the 
course must carry a course comple­
tion card in addition to the appropri­
ate hunting license while in the field. 

Hunters not required to purchase a 
license do not have to complete the 
course, but are strongly encouraged 
to do so. Hunters under age 10 are 
also exempt from taking the course, 
but must be accompanied by an adult 
at least 18 years old while hunting. 
One adult may not accompany more 
than two children at a time. 

"Kentucky's hunter education 
program is the oldest in the nation, 
beginning in 1946 as a firearms safety 
course," said Mac Lang, KDFWR 

hunter education coordinator. 
"Today's expanded program in­

cludes instruction on hunter respon­
sibility, wildlife identification, sur­
vival, first aid and archery safety in 
addition to live-firing firearms train­
ing," explained Lang. 

Courses are held periodically 
throughout the state averaging about 
three classes per county each year. 
Over 1 million people have been 
certified as safe hunters since the 
program began. Course schedules are 
available by contacting the KDFWR 
Information and Education Division, 
#l Game Farm Road, Frankfort, KY 
40601; phone (502) 564-4762. 

The Kentucky Department ofFish 
and Wildlife Resources' hunter edu­
cation program was recognized by 
the National Rifle Association as the 
best agency program in the United 
States during 1991.

been widely accepted because of their 
cosmetic appearance, there emu 10111e 
confusion about them-and rightly so. 

It is the line around the bifocal mag­
nification area which appears invis­
ible because the line is blended into 
the lena. The bifocal magnification it­
self is not invisible. All so-called in­
visible bifocals are rightly caiJed 'no 
line' bifocals. 

However, there are basically two 
types of 'no line' bifocals: the blended 
bifocal and the progressive. Both are 
quite different in magnification and 
allow focus at different worldng dis­
tances from the face. 

The advunage of the blended bifo­
cal is cosmetic due to the ' invisible' 
blended line. Its round magnification 
area serves the 11111e usefulness as the 
traditional bifocal where print is fo­
cused at a worldng distance of gener­
ally sixteen inches. 

The progressive lens also has a 
blended 'no line • around an entirely 
different magnification area .. Techni­
cally it is not a 'bifocal' but a multifo­
cal because this lens has more than the 
two traditional focal rartges for dis­
tance and near vision. Progressive 
lenses magnify byprogreuive increase 
in magnification from the top of the 
reading area (just Wlder the pupil) to 
jus.t above the bottom of the frune 
where magnification is usuallyforuscd 
at sixteen inches away from the face. 

nus progressive magnification area 
is useful for those requiring focus of 
areas of intermediate vision (greater 
worldng distance away from the face 
than the usual sixteen inches) such as 
viewing computer screens, sheet 
music, oc labels on cans on the top 
shelves at the grocery store.

In addition to providing 
habitat for wildlife, a national wild­
life refuge will provide for a host of 
wildlife-associated recreation includ­
ing hunting, fishing, watching wild­
life, wildlife photography hiking, 
camping and more.

Thus, the progressive lens has be­
come an alternative to the traditional 
use of the trifocal to focus intermedi­
ate areas. However, success of wear­
ing this lens depends upoo the adapta­
tion by proper head positioning and 
viewing through the appropriate por­
tion of the progressive magnification 
areafocthe distance of the object to be 
focused.

Safe boating requires use of personal flotatlon devices " 
In 1 anuary, eight people laun~bed 

a 16-foot boat near Uniontown in 
western Kentucky for a picnic and 
overnight camping trip on an island 
in the Ohio River. What started as an 
uneventful trek up the river quickly 
twned into the worst recreational 
boating accident in Kentucky his­
tory. Only one boater survived. Seven 
people are missing and presumed 

drowned. 
Officials say there are several 

factors that contributed to the acci­
dent However, the most deadly 
combination appears to be the lack of 
personal flotation devices (PFDs) in 
the boat and the low water tempera­
ture. 

"January isn't usually considered 
prime time for boating, but there are 

hunters and fiShermen who pursue 
their sport year-round, despite cold 
temperatures," said Col. Donovan 
Smith,directoroftheKentucky Water 
~atrol. "A fall overboard or a cap­
Slzed boat can mean certain death 
unless boaters are wearing a personal 
flotation device. Even good swim­
mers are no match for the instant 
numbing effect of cold water." 

While state law does not require 
people to wear personal flotation 
devices wtrile on a boat, the Ken­
tucky Water Patrol strongly recom­
mends people involved in activities 
on or around cold water wear them. 
Even in warm weather, officers ad­
visePFDs should be worn, especially 
by children and non-swimmers. 

On boats 16 feet or longer, there 

must be a PFD for each person plus 
one throwable PFD. On boats less 
than 16feetandcanoesandkayaksof 
any length, there must be a PFD for 
each person.

Rape: An Act of Aggression 
Rape is one of the most violent 

and dehumanizing forms of human 
abuse. By definition, rape involves 
sexual intercourse without consent 

Your daughter, grandmother, 
mother, sister and you are all at risk to 
experience this violent trauma. A 
rapist may sexually assault any 
woman regardless of age, appear­
ance, social status or race. Unless we 
lessen the risks, one in four women 
will be raped in her lifetime. Men 
also can be raped. 

Our government estimates that 
between 200,000 and 900,000 rapes 
occur each year. Annually, police 
arrest about 22,000 men for forcible 
rape. In 9 out of 10 rapes, the victims 
do not repon the crime. Even when 
the victim contacts the police, au­
thorities arrest only one-third of the 
rapists. Only two of every 1,000 rapes 
results in a conviction. 

WHO RAPES AND WHY? 
Mention the word rape and many 

people picture a masked stranger 
carrying a weapon, stepping in from 
the shadows of a deserted parking lot 
or alley, or breaking into the victim's 
home at night. Sometimes it happens 
this way, but in at least 70 percent of 
the cases the victim knows her assail­
ant. 

Most rapists are dates, friends, 
relatives or acquaintances of their 
victims. Even when you know the 
person well, being pushed into sex is 
rape. It's a punishable crime, and 
there's no excuse for it. Nothing you 
say or do or wear gives another per­
son the right to violate you sexually. 

Victims often are young women. 
They frequently are more easily 
frightened, less assenive and more 
available. Many rapes happen in the 
victim's home. In most cases, rapists 
attack women of their own age group, 
race and community. 

A large number of reponed rapists 
are married, and most are under 30 
years of age. Many rapists plan their 
assaults and choose the victim and

WHAT TO DO IF YOU ARE 
ATTACKED 

Vigorously defending yourself 
may surprise your attacker and give 
you time to get away. On the other 

hand, resisting might increase your 
chancesofinjury. This is particularly 
true when the rapist is a stranger. 
Rapists often use unnecessary force, 
weapons and the threat of physical 
violence to pressure their victims into 
submission. Rely on your instincts. 
Do what you must to survive. Sub­
mission does not imply consent and, 
in fact. may save your life. 

IF YOU ARE RAPED 
• Stay as calm as possible. 
• Reach out to a friend or relative 

for comfort. 
• Go to a hospital or doctor. Do not 

change clothes, shower or go to the 
bathroom. Health care professionals 
will check for injwies and venereal 
disease, and collect physical proof of 
rape. 

• SerioU!;ly consider making a 
police repon. 

• Call or go to a rape crisis center 
in your area. Sensitive, trained people 
are there to help. 

THE AFTERMATH OF RAPE 
The act of rape has a devastating 

impact on its victim. Most women 
experience severe and often long­
lasting fear. Victims may react by 
crying, shaking, talking nervously, 
pacing or smiling self-consciously. 
Feelings include anger, helplessness, 
guilt, confusion, humiliation, embar. 
rassment and anxiety. Some victims 
are numb from the emotional shock. 
They seem calm, but actually are 
very upset 

A woman who has been mped 
may eventually bury her feelings. 
She may hide her memories so com-

HEALING FROM THE 
TRAUMA OF RAPE 

A rape victim's recovery often 
depends on the suppon and under­
standing she receives from family 
and friends. Both the victim and her 
family benefit from professional 
counseling. The individual needs: 

•to be accepted and believed; 
•to feel safe; 

•to regain feelings of control over 
her life; and 

•to have access to emotional sup­
port When she is ready to talk some­
one needs to be there to listen. 

POINTS TO REMEMBER 
No one has the right to rape you. 

Even your husband has no right to 
touch you intimately without your 
consent Do not blame yourself if 
someone you trust turns out to be a 
rapist. When sexually violated, you 
have a right to anger and rage. If you 
are raped, resist feeling guilty about 
iL It was not your fault. 

REDUCE THE RISK OF AC· 
QUAINTANCE RAPE 

Both men and women are respon­
sible for preventing sexual assaults. 
Poor communication and mixed 
messages are key factors in acquain­
tance rape. 

• Set clear limits and don't apolo­
gize about it 

• Beware of the person who does 
not respect your feelings and wishes, 
even in small matters.

Need A Spring 
Tune-up, Too 

It's time to tune up the car, 
clean the basement and start 
those home repair projects. 
Spring also Is a good time to 
make changes in eating habits, 
says Mary Helen Gunkier, regis­
tered dietitian and staff nutr1-
tionlst for Total cereal. 

Gunkier suggests building a 
shopping plan around meals and 
snacks for the entire week. A 
good plan can help assure that 
your kitchen cupboards andre­
frigerator shelves include health­
ful choices like these: 

• Plenty of fruits-Fresh fruits 
are in good supply for snacks, 
desserts and salads. Choose 
canned fruit packed In fruit 
juices. 

• A widevarletyofvegctables­
Fresh vegetables are great for 
spring salads and side dishes. 
Frozen vegetables without sauces 
also are good choices. 

• Lots of whole-grain foods­
Whole-grain pasta and rice are 
delicious foundations for side 
dishes and main dishes. Stock 
your shelves with whole-grain 
cereals and breads, too. 

• Lean meats, poultry and 
fish-To get the protein we need, 
health experts recommend about 
6 ounces daily, with a 3-ounce 
portion being roughly the size of 
a deck of cards. Substitute dry 
beans periodically for a main dish 
sa lad or casserole. Use lean beef 
or turkey in sandwiches. 

• Low-fat dairy products-For 
snacks and meals, stock up on 
low-fat or nonfat milk. yogurt 
and cheese. Choose dairy des­
serts with little or no fat. 

• Spectal treats-There are lots 
of ways to satisfy the sweet tooth 
without adding excess fat or calo­
ries. Enjoy frozen fruit or juice 
bars with no added sugar. Select 
cookies that are lower tn fat and 
calories, such as graham crack­
ers, animal crackers and ginger­
snaps. Try rice cakes spread with 
all-fruit preserves.· 

Tuning up your eating habits 
with changes like these Is just as 
important as tuning up your car 
orspringcleaningthehouse, con­
cludes Gunkier.

As idea starters, here are some 
nutritious and delicious ideas from 
the kitchen of the Southeast United 
Dairy Industry Association.

Toasted Vienna bread 
Prepared pizza sauce 
Cooked hamburger 
Sliced tomato 
Herb mixture*

Top with slice of tomato, 2 table­
spoons Herb Mixture and sliced 
Mozzarella. Broil just until cheese 
melts.

Combine in food processor or 

blender container: 1/3 cup chopped 
parsley, 1/2 teaspoon dried basil, 1/2 
teaspoon dried oregano, 2 tablespoons 
grated Romano cheese, 1/8 teaspoon 
salt and dash pepper.

Makes enough to top 4 
hamburgers.

Cheese varieties inspire great 
snacks 

What does it take to make a good 
snack? One way to go is to pick from 
basic foods such as cheese, vege­
tables or wheat crackers. 

Cheese is a good choice to have in 
the refrigerator because it's nutri­
tious and provides a quick snack. 
Real American cheese melts easily 
for a hot dip for vegetables, chips and 
crackers. It takes only moments to 
broil Swiss cheese as a topping for 
vegetables on a large cracker. Mix 
Coiby and cream cheeses with water 
chestnuts and give them a roll in 
sesame seeds for a cold snack. 

Mild, nutlike Edam and Gouda 
are interesting when scooped out of 
their waxed coatings with a small 
melon ball cutter, then put back in the 
shell. Or, mix either of the cheeses 
with cream, mustard and ground ham 
for a spread served from the shell. 

Strong cheeses like blue-veined 
Gorgonzola and Blue may be blended 
with cream or Neufchatel fora spread, 
dip. or made into small balls,rolledin 
parsley. 

Let your guests take the cheese 
challenge with a snack tray made 
from genuine cheeses, all made in 
America: a sharp Cheddar cheese 
wedge; smoky tasting, half-moon 
slices of Provolone; mild Muenster 
triangles; creamy Brie to spread on 
vegetables with a butter knife or ftnn 
and somewhat salty Fontina in small 
wedges. They're a perfect foil for an 
assortment of fruits or vegetables.

Be aware of spring fire season 
Warming weather trends after two 

unseasonable freezes in Kentucky 
could pose a threat to the state's valu­
able hardwood forest supplies -
through forest ftres. 

"The ingredients for severe forest 
fires are all present for the next few 
warm weekends," said Doug 
McLaren, extension forestry special­
ist with the University of Kentucky 
College of Agriculture. 

Those ingredients include "cabin 
fever," as people look for ways to get 
out of the house they've been cooped 
up in, he said. More people think of 
picnics and cookouts. Warm tem­
peratures bring a desire to prepare 
ftelds for planting. 

"All of this added to dry leaf litter 
which abounds right now in our for­
est floors means a potential threat for

Create the design by 
defining what vegetation best fits your 
intended purpose. Ask yourself which 
areas need shade, which need to be 
kept clear for views from the home, 
which areas should be defmed by 
shrubs and similar plants, and where 
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UK horticulturist presented award 
C. R. Roberts, an Extension horti­

culturist with the University of Ken­
tucky College of Agriculture, has been 
awarded the H. M. Covington Exten­
sion award by the Southern Region 
of the American Society for Horti­
cultural Science. 

Roberts, a member of UK's fac­
ulty for the pa'lt 24 years, was recog­
nized for his "outstanding and valu­
able contributions to horticulture" at 
the society's meeting in Lexington. 

Since coming to the University of 
Kentucky in 1967, Roberts has ex­
panded and developed the vegetable 
industry in the state. He organized 
the Kentucky Vegetable Growers 
Association in 1970, and served on 
its board of directors. He also pro­
duced its newsletter. 

Roberts' contact with vegetable 
processing companies has resulted in 
two pepper companies, three potato 
chip companies and three tomato 
processors to contract for vegetable 

production in the state. 
In 1968, Roberts initiated, with 

the Wayne County Extension agent, 
a plan to establish a vegetable coop­
erative in that county. As a result, the 
Cumberland Fann Product Vegetable 
Cooperative was built. Now, that 
cooperative has expanded to two 
locations with annual sales exceed­
ing $1.5 million. It provides services 
for more than 500 vegetable growers 
in south-central Kentucky. 

Roberts also initiated a statewide 
program to monitor wild ginseng 
populations across the state. More 
than 200 one-acre plots have been 
identified with the help of county 
extension agents. His work with 
marketing the herb has resulted in 
more than $52 million worth of gin­
seng being sold. 

Roberts, a native of Oklahoma, 
received his bachelor's and master's 
degrees from Oklahoma State Uni­
versity and his doctorate from Texas 
A & M University.

walkways need to be. 
* Develop a plant list that puts the 

right plant in the right location. Use 
your design to select the approximate 
heights, shapes and forms of the plants 
you '11 select Match the plants with 
the environmental limitations (lack 
of sun or shade, drainage etc.) of your 
site. Also detennine what mainte­
nance levels are best for you. For 
example, fast-growing shrubs and 
trees will need more pruning and 
some plants will offer better resis­
tance to disease problems. Plan to 
group plants with similar watering 
and nutrient needs. 

* Determine your budget and set 
priorities. Using the sketch, design 
and plant lists you have made, con­
sult with local resources such as your 
nearest cooperative extension serv­
ice or garden center to verify your 
plant selections and obtain cost esti­
mates. Don't over-extend your 
budget; you may need to phase-in 
your complete plan over several years. 

*Using your local resources as a 
guide, shop for healthy, quality plants. 
Select plants that are insect, weed 
and disease-free, that have no signs 
of injury to the trunk, that have a 
good green leaf color, an abundance 
of leaves, and a healthy root system 
that is not pot-bound. 

*Prepare the soil before planting. 
Fix drainage or surface run-off prob­
lems and add soil amendments such 
as peat moss, compost, manure or 
humus. It pays to buy quality soil 
amendment products such as those 
produced by Hyponex. Your local 
garden center can aid in the selection 
of these amendments. As a rule of 
thumb, about 2 to 3 inches of amend-

ments should be mixed thoroughly 
into the top 6 to 12 inches of soil. 

* Plant with tender loving care. 
For shrubs and trees, dig a planting 
hole two to three times wider than the 
diameter of the root ball of the plant. 
Water-in thoroughly and create a 
water ring by mounding soil around 
the outside of the hole, creating a 
bowl to capture rainfall and irrigation 
water. For small plants such as an­
nual or perennial flowers, the plant­
ing hole should be dug to the same 
depth at which the plant was growing 
when bought. After fuming soil 
around the roots and watering in, 
apply a controlled-release garden 
fertilizer, weed control and/or mulch. 

* Use mulch throughout your 
landscape area, not only to provide 
insulation for your plants, but to add 
attractiveness to your site. Hyponex 
experts recommend applying mulch 
at least 2 inches deep. 

* Establish a preventive mainte­
nance plan. With the same planning 
and detail you used to sketch your 
site and create a design, develop a 
maintenance plan and stick to it. Your 
planting plan should have grouped 
together plants with similar watering 
and nutrient needs. For each of these 
groups, develop a schedule to water 
efficiently and fertilize at proper 
times. Also, develop a pest manage­
ment schedule that provides for regu­
lar inspection of plants for insects, 
diseases and weeds. Apply preven­
tive controls at the proper time on 
susceptible plants.

In some 
cases, the older folks have 
Alzheimer's. Others have ailments 
requiring attention. Some are simply 
too frail to be left alone. 

DONED: By now, many of you may 
have read the distressing story of an 
older man who appears to have been 
abandoned ("dumped" might be a 
more accurate word) by someone who 
may not have been able to cope with 
the Alzheimer's Disease afflicting 
the 82-year-old man. 

According to the most recent re­
ports I read, the man was taken from 
his ho§Pital in Oregon and removed 
to Ida&o !where he was found clutch­
ing a teddy bear. AJJ clues to his 

• identity had been removed. Someone 
saw him on television and identified 
him. Later,itwaslearned he'd left his 
wife and four children years earlier 
and, so far as they knew, he just 
vanished. Meanwhile, he had remar­
ried and started another family. His 
four older children had no idea where 
he was until last month, and have 
since indicated they are happy to have 
him hack in their lives. 

Before we become too judgmental, 
and talk about how parents are al­
ways able to care for children, but 
adult children can't seem to care for 
parents, let's remember that in this 
country, the costs of long term care, 
especially for a condition such as 
Alzheimer's, are overwhelming, and 
in many cases, are not covered by 
insurance. It's said most of the chil­
dren of the people left in public facili­
ties have acted in sorrow, but were 
confronted not just with the costs of 
custodial care for their parents, but 
also the expenses in raising their own 
youngsters. 

How long before this country 
wakes up to the fact that this is a 
problem most other industrialized 
nations do not have? We desperately 
need a civilized health care system 
that does not abandon the citizens 
who contributed so much to their 
own families and to our country over 
their lifetimes. 

I won't dwell on who the culprit 
might be. While that's an important 
part of this story, it is not as important 
as the realization that it confirms a 
terrible trend in this country: aban-

• doning our sick and ailing parents. 
This case, of course, was the more 
dramatic for the way it happened.

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Lack of signature delays tax refund 
• Q: Darn, I forgot to sign my in-

come tax return before mailing it to 
the IRS. I'm going on vacation and 
could use the money. Now what?­
L.S., Kalamazoo, Mich. 

A: The wait for your refund wiU 
take longer as a consequence of for­
getting to sign the return. A tax return 
without a signature is considered by 
the IRS to be incomplete-almost 
like not having filed a return in the 
first place. 

Unfortunately, you will now have 
to wait for a fonnal notification from 
the IRS requesting your signature. 

• This will take additional time. 
Q: Ifl give my tax preparer some­

thing very confidential, can the IRS 
obtain it from him? My accountant 
says immunity from the IRS is also 
part of state law.-L.W., San Jose, 
Calif. 

A: He's a dreamer. The IRS oper­
ates under federal law where no such 
privilege exists. 

Q: I am ready to retire soon be­
cause of job layoffs at work. Can I 
start withdrawing some of my IRA 
funds prior to the 59 1(2 age rule 
without being penalized if I do re­
tire?- R.W., Savannah, Ga. 

A. Only if you follow the specific 
guidelines outlined by the IRS. In 
general, the 10 percent early with­
drawal penalty is waived if a pre-59 
1(2 withdrawal from your IRA is part 
of a series of substantially equal dis­
tribution based on your life expec­
tancy. 

The rule that allows you to take a 
penalty-free early withdrawal states 
that you must make substantially 
equal withdrawals from your IRA for 
at least five years and until you are at 

• least 59 1(2 years of age. After that, 
you can withdraw any amounts you 
wish without any penalty or prob­
lems. 

• 

Of course, all withdrawals are 
subject to income tax.

Q: Are diaper service expenses a 
medical deduction?
