Tribunal 
to hear 
principal's 
appeal

A three-member ttibunal picked 
by the attorney general's office will 
conduct a hearing August 12 at the 
Floyd County Library conference 
room to hear evidence in the appeal 
of fired Wheelwright principal Le­
wis "Spike" Berkhimer. 

Education Commissioner Thomas 
Boysen agreed to let the attorney 
general's office name the ttibunal 
because Berkhimer was fired by in­
terim Floyd County superintendent 
Eldon SmithonBoysen'srecommen­
dation. 

Berkhimer is accused of improp­
erly touching a female student on two 
occasions and that he falsified his 
employment application. 

Smith sent Berkhimer a letter last 
month which said that "the evidence 
indicates that you engaged in inap­
propriate sexual contact with ami­
nor." Smith's letter also said that 

• Berkhimer failed to include on his 
employmentapplication a 1976 con­
viction in Ohio of contributing to the 
unruliness of a child. 

Berkhimer was charged by Ken­
tucky State Police with two counts' of 
first degree sexual abuse in March. 
At a preliminary hearing, District 
Judge Danny Caudill dismissed the 
charges saying not enough evidence 
was presented to warrant the charges. 

The case was also presented to a 
Floyd County Grand Jury but no 
indicunent was returned.

With the beginning of the 1992-
93 school year just around the comer, 
Floyd County's new superintendent 
of schools hopes to fill four vacant 
principal positions by next week. 

Through retirements, reassign­
ments and one firing, seven principal 
jobs were open in the system in J ~y: 
Prestonsburg High School, Wheel­
wright High School, Adams Middle 
School, Martin Elementary, Harold 
Elementary, Auxier Elementary and 
McDowell Elementary. 

SuperintendentSteve Towler said 
Thursday that positions at 
Prestonsburg, Adams and McDowell 
had been ftlled. 

Karen Trivette, former assistant 
• principal at Betsy Layne HighSchool, 

was hired to take over operations at 
Prestonsburg High School. Former 
principal Robert May announced his 
retirement in June. 

At Adams Middle School, Janice 
Allen, president of the Floyd County 
Education Association, was named 
to replace principal Thomas Tackett, 
who was reassigned as a homebound 
teacher. 

A former Knott County teacher, 
Juanita Combs, wiU be the principal 
at McDowell Elementary. Former 
principal Frank Pack retired at the 
end of the 1991-92 school year. 

An interim principal will be named 
to head Wheelwright High School 
until the outcome of an appeal hear­
ing for fired principal Lewis "Spike" 
Berkhimer. Berkhimer was frred last 
month by interim superintendent 
Eldon Smith for allegedly improp­
erly touching a female student and 
for allegedly falsifying his employ­
ment application. 

Principal vacancies remain at 
Harold, Auxier and Martin elemen­
taries.

Waste is trucked out as 
landfill opening awaited

The Floyd County Landftll, which 
closed temporarily last week, may be 
ready to reopen within the next four 
to six weeks. 

The Floyd County Solid Waste 
division began storing all waste at a 
temporary site in June following 
closure of it's phase I landfill due to 
tougher standards and restrictions 
imposed by the Environmental Pro­
tection Agency and Kentucky's 
Cabinet for Natural Resources Divi-

sian of Waste Management. 
The temporary site was closed last 

Friday after its permit expired. Since 
the site closed, Floyd County offi­
cials have been transporting all waste 
to West Virginia at a cost of $23-.50 
per ton and approximately $1 per 
mile transportation cost, Dave 
Cooley,manageroftheFloydCounty 
Solid Waste Division's landfill site, 
said Thursday. 

"That's considerably more than 
we've had to pay in the past," Cooley 
added. 

However, Cooley said, Floyd 

County officials have not yet dis­
cussed raising customer rates. 

Cooley said that all the scales 
required by the new stricter regula­
tions have been installed at the site 
and are operable. 

Cooley also said that Bizzack 
Construction should have all further 
required construction completed 
within the next three weeks. 

If construction on the site is com­
pleted on schedule, Cooley said, the 
onlyobstacletoreopeningthelandflll 
is waiting for approval from the 
Division of Waste Management.

Teacher, war hero and poet : 

Living life to its fullest

Few men achieve all they wish in 
life, often finding their goals too lofty, 
their time on Earth too shan. Occa­
sionally, however, there is an excep­
tion to the rule. 

Born at Oneida in Clay County on 
February 18, 1921, Blaine Ronald 
Hall has in his seventy-one years 
been many things: beloved husband 
and father, a rugged steelworker; an 
accomplished musician; a dedicated 
teacher; a decorated war hero; a suc­
cessful businessman; a community 
leader; and, perhaps his most cher­
ished achievement, a nationally rec­
ognized and lauded poet 

Hall grew up in McDowell, where 
over the years he developed a deep 
and abiding love for the hills and the 
people of Eastern Kentucky. 

In 1941, Hall graduated from Alice 
Lloyd College, then called Caney 
Community College, with a degree 
in education, which he immediately 
put to use as a teacher at Wheelwright 
High School. He later taught at 
McDowell High School, where he 
met his future wife, Ruth. 

Hall was inducted into the Army 

in 1942 and stationed in London, 
England, where he served as a ser­
geant with the 8th Air Force until the 
end of World War II. 

During his military career, Hall 
was put in charge of a small platoon 
of baby-faced soldiers who were 
barely younger than himself. On one 
particular! y harrowing occasion, Hall 
led his men through a gauntlet of 
Nazi shellfrre to safety. 

"It was awful," Hall said. "There 
were bombs going off all around us ... 
gunfrre and explosions.... But we 
finally made it to a bunker and our 
boys' (anti-aircraftweapons)justshot 
the Germans out of the sky." 

Hall briefly returned to teaching 
after the war, but decided there wasn't 
enough money in it. 

After two years of working for 
Inland Steel, he decided to go into 
business for himself and began sell­
ing insurance. 

Hall moved to Prestonsburg in 
1954, where he became the founder 
and president of the Highlands Mu­
tual Insurance Company. Today he 
owns the Hall and Clark Insurance 
Agency in downtown Prestonsburg

Middle Creek, was traveling east on

a.m. when his car was struck by a 
vehicle driven by Edward P. Dob­
bins, of Wooten. 

Dobbins, traveling west, had ap­
parently fallen asleep at the wheel 
when his vehicle crossed the median 
into the westbound lane, striking 
Thompson's vehicle and killing him 
instantly. 

Floyd County Coroner Roger 
Nelson pronounced Thompson dead 
at the scene. 

Dobbins was uninjured.

Thurs­
day while a passenger in a vehicle 
driven by his wife, Ola, which struck 
approximately four to five tons of

A Floyd County man narrowly 
escaped from a fiery death Wednes­
day evening when his neighbors 
pulled him from his blazing home. 

The Prestonsburg Fire Department 
respondedWednesdaytoa !0:20p.m. 
call from Kenny Marsillette of West 
Prestonsburg, who said that his 
brother Eugene was trapped in a blaze 
at his mobile home at Com Fork. 

Fire Chief Tom Blackburn said 
Thursday that Unit 6 of the ftre de­
partment arrived at the scene to find 
Marsillette lying in the front yard 
with an emergency rescue technician 
attempting to revive him. 

The P & B Ambulance Service 
rushed Marsillette to the Highlands 
Regional Medical Center, where he 
was treated and released. 

· Blackburn said that preliminary 
investigations show that frres had 
apparently been set in the kitchen and 
bedroom areas of MarsiJieue's mo­
bile home, which is owned by Mor­
gan Joseph. 

Kenny Marsillette had told offi­
cials that he and Eugene had earlier 
extinguished a fire that had started in 
a waste can in the kitchen, Blackburn 
said. 
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\\ ith his son· in-law, C. Richard Clark, 
who now operates the business. 

Deeply affected by his wartime 
experiences, Hall became somewhat 
introspective and turned to poetry to 
express his thoughts and emotions. 

After having three books of po­
etry published, as well as having Ills 
works published in numerous an­
thologit:s. Hall has received award 
upon award to commemorate his lit­
erary achievement. 

His poems celebrate Eastern 
Kentucky, mankind and God Him­
self, whom Hall regards simply as 
"the Supreme Intellect." • 

Selections from his three books of 
poetry, "From These Hills," ' 'Prob­
ing the Slate of Consciousness," and 
"Reflections and Moods," are taught 
at the University of Kentucky, as 
well as several other colleges and 
universities. 

Today he is listed on the Literary 
Map of Kentucky alongside such 
luminaries as Jesse Stuart and Robert 
Penn Warren. 

He is also listed in the Interna­
tional Who's Who in Poetry, Who's 
Who in the South and Kentucky in

As a businessman, he has served 

on the board of directors of various 
civic and social organizations, in­
cluding the Kiwanis Club, the Floyd 
County Chamber of Commerce, the 
Public Housing Commission, First 
Commonwealth Bank and the Ken­
tucky Poetry Society. He was even an 
instigator in the creation of the Jenny 
Wiley Convention Center. 

Today Hall spends much of his 
time writing poetry and playing and 
recording music. He can, as his wife 
Ruth says, "play any instrument by 
ear," but he favors the guitar, banjo, 
mandolin and organ. 

When asked how he feels about 
his many accomplishments, Hall says 
simply that "I'm old, old, old. I've 
hadplentyoftimetodowhatiwanted 
to do .... But you know, if I had the 
choice or the chance, I'd do it all over 
agairi." 

Perhaps Hall's life, loves and 
works can be summed up by a stanza 
from one of his own poems, "Probing 
the State of Consciousness": 

"I celebrate life-life's whole spec­
trum-

The dumb worm, the spinning 
atom, the restless seed, 

The scum of it, the elegaic tum of 
it, 

The kiss of love ... . "

Reappointment of Davis 
won't help consumers 

By reappointing Bob Davis to the slate Public 
Service Commission, Gov. Brereton Jones struck a 
blow for the status quo in utility regulation. That's 
bad news for consumers across the commonwealth. 

Back in the days of Gov. John Y. Brown Jr., the 
three-member Public Service commission served 
the public fairly well. It doesn't any longer. The 
plight of consumers, once a primary concern during 
utility rate cases, now is largely ignored by a PSC 
that has become far too chummy with the businesses 
it regulates. 

Davis has been part of that problem. The former 
basketball and football coach was unqualified for the 
post when Gov. Martha Layne Collins appointed 
him in 1987. Five years' experience in the job hasn't 
made him much better. after all, those five years have 

been a period of mediocre-to-bad pedormance by 
the agency. 

Understandably, citizens groups think the recy­
cling of Davis constitutes a broken campaign prom­
ise by Jones. This isn't the kind of consumer-ori­
ertted appointment Jones led them to expect. It isn't 
an appointment of the best-qualifiedand most-knowl­
edgeable person. It isn't an appointment that signals 
a return to the PSC's glory days of actually serving 
the public. 

It is instead a signal to utility companies that their 
interests will continue to prevail with the PSC. That 
makes it politics as usual in Frankfort, which is just -
the opposite of what Jones promised the state. ­

Skeptical going in and more un­
derstanding coming out That sums 
up our semi-annual Kentucky Press 
Association convention trip.

We felt as though we had crossed into 
the twilight zone or something. Things 
really got hairy after we got lost near 
the Virginia state line. We were 
beginning to believe this would be 
our ftrst and last trip to eastern Ken­
tucky, but our paranoia, spawned by 
too many movies and rumors, was 
needless. 

It didn't take long for our worries 
to ease. Signs posted everywhere 
welcomed the KP A. And for the most 
part, the people were just as friem.py 
as the ones back home. Still, we tried 
to mo!d ip wi~ the crqwd, but we , 
stuck out like a preppie on a moped at 
a Harley Davidson run. 

Still, we couldn't help to realize 
that Pikeville had come a long way. 
Centered in the heart of the state's 
largest county, the city was catching 
up with the rest of the state. And, 
slowly, we began to understand what 
the people were all about. 

Eastern Kentuckians simply value 
their heritage, traditions and values 
much more than us. They take care of 
their own families and seemed to be 
immune to the rat race that most of us 
live in. Many looked perfectly con­
tent sitting on their front porches and 
watching their children play. The 
people in the central and western part 
of the state can learn a lot from our 
fellow eastern Kentuckians. And we 
did. 

The highlight of the entertainment 
was performances by the Kentucky 
Opry and the Kentucky Opry Jr. Pro, 
which was composed of high school 
students down to a second grade drum 
player. The country music and com­
edy show was impressive and don't 
be surprised if many of the perform­
ers achieve stardom one day. They 
play at the Jenny Wiley State Park 
Theatre through August 24. 

We were never so glad to reach 
flat country again on the long ride 
home. But we did come back with a 
better understanding of eastern Ken­
tucky and respect for its people.

EKU signs exchange 
program agreement 

In an effort to promote positive 
relations between the United States 
and Japan, officials from Eastern 
Kentucky University and Yamanashi 
University signed an agreement Fri­
day, July 31, to develop scholarly 
exchanges between the two universi­
ties. 

In the pact, signed in a ceremony 
on the EKU campus, EKU President 
Hanly Funderburk and Y amanashi 
President Shoichiro Koide agreed to 
provideforexchangesofboth faculty 
and students, as well as information, 
over a five-year period. 

"Such cooperation of our two 
universities will promote a deep 
understanding between the United 
States and Japan," said Funderburk. 
"We believe that this agreement will 
also contribute to cultural exchange 
and world peace." 

Each institution shall recommend 
one or two exchange students annu-

ally for a period of at least one aca­
demic year. Exchange students will 
be exempt from tuition and fees at 
their hQst university, but will be re­
sponsible for all incidental expenses, 
such as transportation, housing, text­
books and insurance. 

The' agreement also encourages 
faculty exchanges, which could in­
clude private short visits of faculty 
members, study exchanges based on 
sharing of information, joint studies 
including exchanges of experimental 
data, joint experiments, lectures over 
a few months, and seminars for facul­
ties and students. 

The agreement stems from a "sis­
tcrregion" agreement between Madi­
son County and the Yatsugatake 
Region of Japan, which is part of the 

Yamanashi Prefecture (or state) lo­
cated 100 miles northwest of Tokyo. 
Funderburk was part of a 25-member 
Madison County delegation that made 

a 10-day visit to Japan in 1990. 
It was during that trip that the 

possibility of an exchange program 
was first discussed. 

"During our visit, several students 
approached our party to express in­
terest in studying at EKU," Funder­
burk said upon his return. 

Y amanashi, the region's primary 
university, is located in Kofu, a city 
of about 250,000 residents. 

Funderburk also noted Japanese 
!nvestment in manufacturing plants 
m Kentucky. 

"It is our desire to work more 
closely with the management of these 
plants and to provide opportunities 
for them to take advantage of our 
programs in business, industrial tech­
nology and the science areas," Fun­
derburk said "In a global economy, 
this is an important and natural move 
for the University community."

PCC initiates new orientation 
and registration process 

Why is PCC's campus overflow­
ing with students in mid-July? PCC 
had a good summer school enroll­
ment, despite the late closing date of 
area high schools. In fact, the 
headcount for the 1992 Summer 
Session was 820 as of June 16. 

However, the students who are 
flooding the campus these days are 
not only summer school enrollees. 
Prestonsburg Community College has 
initated a new orientation and regis­
tration program in which students 
prepare in the summer to take classes 
in the fall. The new program was 
designed to help students get started 
on the right foot toward success. 

PCC has also begun a new testing 
and placement program which re­
quires that new students take the 
ASSET test and receive advice re­
garding the best courses to take based 
on the test results. New students who 
wish to enroll early for fall classes are 
tested in reading, math, and writing 
skills. Based on test scores they are 
counseled into the best courses for 
their ability levels. Students also 
participate in a new student orienta­
tion program designed to increase 
success in college. So far approxi­
mately 1900 students have already 
registered for fall classes and about 

600 new students have been admini­
stered the ASSET test. 

The test is given to 90 students per 
regular session; six sessions were 
planned, but two testing-only ses­
sions had to be added after all six 
regular sessions were filled. One night 
testing session was held August 6, at 
6 p.m. in Johnson 102. The other 
testing-only session will be August 7 
at9 a.m. 

In general, the day-long sessions 
consist of an explanation of the use of 
the results (to help rather than hurt) 
and then the actual ASSET test is 

administered in the morning. Cookie 
and Coke breaks are held during the 
testing procedure using cookies do­
nated by Mountain Top Bakery and 
Sav-More. 

Following the testing, lunch is 
provided with theassistanceofLittle 
Caesars pizza Mter lunch, staff 
members from Counseling, Finan­
cial Aid, Comm\Dlity Services, and 
the Pike County Campus conduct the 
students on a guided tour of the facili­
ties. 

In the afternoon, the students re­
ceive an orientation to campus serv­
ices and programs, followed by gen­
eral advising ar.d registration.

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KHSAA raises membership fee and schools are confused 
Confusion reigns and most mem­

ber schooJs of the Kentucky High 
School Athletic Association 
(KHSAA) are asking why the raise in 
membership fees for 1992? 

The question may not be so much 
as to why but why so much? As the 
new school year approaches for the 
fall, the KHSAA has announced that 
membership fees will be increased 
and increased dramatically. Last year 
membership schools paid a meager 
$35 minimum and a maximum of 
$125 depending on the class your 
school was in. This year a class A 
school, such as McDowell, Wheel­
wright and Allen Central will be 
rcqmred to fork over $800 per school 

which has Allen Central athletic di­
rector Bert Layne confused as to why. 

"I received papers on it last year 
before school went out," explained 
Layne without saying as to how much 
the Rebels will have to pay this year. 
"Then I got papers on it again already 
and I think it is outrageous what we 
have to pay. 

"I really don't know why we have 
to pay such an amount," he contin­
ued. "I guess to pay for their new 
building they built in Lexington." 

The KHSAA recently moved in a 
new office building on Winchester 
Road in Lexington which is also a 
combination office building as well 
as a. Hall of Fame. 

Class 2A schools like Prestonsburg 
and Betsy Layne will have to pay 
$1,000 membership fees this year 
with $1,200 being assessed 3A and 
$1,400 to 3A members. 

"I think what has happened is they 
have gotten themselves in debt and 
are looking to the schools to get them 
out," stated Layne. The increase in 
dues is supposed to generate just over 
$300,000. With the construction of 
the new KHSAA building, part of the 
burden seems to be passed on to 
member schools.
