The Floyd County Board of Edu­
cation will meet in special session 
Saturday at May Lodge to interview 
the eight finalists seeking the posi­
tion of superintendent of schools. 

Boysen may have the last word The following is a brief history of 
the candidates and their reasons why 
they want to be superintendent of the 
Floyd County School System. The 
summaries originally appeared in a 
Floyd County Education Association 
newsletter.

State Education Commissioner 
Thomas Boysen will apparently have 
a say in whoishiredasFloydCounty's 
superintendent of schools under the 
terms of an informal agreement 
reached Tuesday. 

The decision also means that inter­
views with the eight finalists for the 

position will proceed as planned at 
Jenny Wiley State Park this week­
end. 

Floyd board chairman Ray "Shag" 
Campbell and board members have 
apparently agreed to let Boysen ap­
prove the board's selection of a new 
superintendent. 

"This agreement will ensure the 
integrity of the selection process 
withoutdelayingit,"Boysen said in a 

press release issued Tuesday. "The 
selection of a competent and inde­
pendent superintendent is crucial to 
thefutureoftheFioydCounty schools 
and the children who live there. This 
action will ensure that this opportu­
nity to turn the system around is not 
lost." 

Campbell said he and the board 
agreed to those terms, but added that 
the board will have the final say on 

who is hired to fill that post. 
"We will screen the candidates 

down to five on our own," Campbell 
said Tuesday. "Then we'll get down 
to one and, before it's known to the 
public, we'll present it to Boysen." 

When asked what would happen 
if Boysen did not agree with the 
board's choice, Campbell said, "I 
don't know, we didn't get that far 
along. But, I believe he would have to 

approve it. I don't believe he's going 
to be that firm with us." 

Boysen announced Thursday that 
the state Department of Education 
and the Office of Education Ac­
countability will be expanding a probe 
into the Floyd County School Sys­
tem focusing on the district's instruc­
tional, construction, fiscal and per-

The recent outbreak of measles in 
the region has reached epidemic 
proportions. Both the Frankfort divi­
sion of the Cabinet for Human Re­
sources and the Floyd County Health 
Center have recommended that the 
parents of 12-month-olds have their 
infants vaccinated as soon as pos­
sible. Chief epidemiologist with 

Prestonsburg 
is Big Sandy's 
best bargain 

Prestonsburg was the Big Sandy's 
bargain city in 1991 according to a 
comparision of rates charged for wa­
ter and sewer services. 

In a survey of 164 cities conducted 
last year by the Kentucky-Tennessee 
Accounting and Finance Association, 
Prestonsburg ranked as the 15th low­
est on water rates and 6th lowest on 
sewer rates charged local customers. 

In a comparison of rates between 
the Big Sandy region's three "Ps"­
Paintsville Prestonsburg and Pike­
ville-Prestonsburg was by far the 
most economical city on the costs of 
water and sewer services. 

While the survey indicated that 
Paintsville was consistent! y lower on 
the rates charged for water, 
Prestonsburg more than made up 
those differences with lower charges 
for sewer services. 

For example, on a 2,000 gallon 
minimum the total cost of water and 
sewer service to consumers in 
Paintsville was $12.79 while similar 
usage in Prestonsburgcostjust$7 .82. 
The charge in Pikeville for 2,000 
gallons was $12.76. 

Pikeville was consistently the high­
est of the three Big Sandy citie~ ac­
cording to the 1991 rate survey. 

In a comparison of rates between 
states, Kentucky cities averaged about 
30 percent higher than their Tennes­
see counterparts. Prestonsburg's 
rates, however, were very ~imilar to 
Tennessee averages. 

The survey figures were released 
this week by Prestonsburg Utilities 
superintendent Bill Harvey Howard.

Dr. Jerry Austin, a native of Vir­
ginia, was educated at Berea College 
and the University of Virginia. He is 
a lawyer and an educator. He was 
named as Virginia's top superinten­
dent in 1989. 

"Ordinarily, the recommendation 
is that children receive the first dose 
of measles vaccine at age 15 months," 
Finger said. "However, due to the 
current outbreak, we're recommend­
ing to health departments, physicians 
and parents that the age be lowered to 
12 months to provide protection to 
this vulnerable group of children."

Dr. Austin serves on the Virginia 
School Boards Association,the board 
of Longwood College, and the board 
of the nationally known Virginia 
Writing magazine. He is married and 
has four children. 

This recommendation applies only 
to counties where confirmed cases of 
measles have been reported but will 
be in effect until the epidemic sub­
sides. 

So far this year, there have been 
304 confirmed cases of measles in 
only 29 Kentucky counties, includ­
ing Floyd County. Throughout 199 1 , 
there were only 66 confirmed cases 
of measles reported in the entire state.

"The district was first notified 
about the overpayment by a letter 
dated January26, 1990," the spokes­
person said. "We didn't get a re­
sponse for a couple of years so we

"It's obvious that the board was 
unaware what was done," Bill ips said. 
"It's appalling that board members 
were not informed that a check of that 
magnitude was written and what it 
could potentially do to this school 
system. 

The school district's request for 
the payment to be refunded to the 
district has been forwarded to U.S. 
Department of Education's budget 
management division for a decision. 
It was not known if a request of this 
type has been made to the department 
before or whether it will be granted. 

Telephone correspondence be­
tween the government and assistant 
superintendent Gary Frazier began 
near the end of April to try to resolve 
the issue, the spokesperson said. 

Frazier also sent a letter to the 
department which said that the pay­
ment was made "with the full knowl­
edge that this action would create a 
deficit budget in the district," the 
spokesperson added. 

Board chairman Ray "Shag" 
Campbell said Tuesday that ifrepay­
ment to the federal government was 
included in this year's budget "it 
shouldn't be a problem." 

"The board has been told that we 
would have a balanced budget this 
year," Campbell said. "If that's in 
there then it shouldn't afrect us. But, 
we can't find out if it was put in the 
budget." 

"This just further indicates that 
presenting items to the board for 
review at the t.Jme of the board meet­
ing is not a proper and adequate way 
to conduct a business," Billips added. 
"It goes along with what I've been 
saying fora longtime, wedon'tknow 
if we· re in a deficit or not. We need a 
full-time CPA finn to manage the 
financial affairs of this system or, in 
my opinion, ·an adequately trained 
professional to oversee a $32 million 
budget." 

The flood repayment was one of 
the bills approved for payment by the 
board of education at the April 21 
meeting.

From the looks ofthings in the 
latest poll we've seen, this crop 
of presidential contenders ranks 
just above road kill in their ap­
peal to the general public. 

In a recent New York Times/ 
CBS News poll, four of five can­
didates-Bill Clinton, George 
Bush , Pat Buchanan and 
Edmund G. Brown-had higher 
percentages of "unfavorable" 
opinions than "favorable" opin­
ions from those polled. 

The fifth candidate , H. Ross 
Perot, seems to be Mr. None­
Of-The-Above for the moment. 
with just a nine percent "unfa­
vorable" rating to a 21 percent 
''favorable" mark. 

What's likely to happen when 
all is said and done is American 
voters will have to choose a 
president that nobody really 
wants on a bSisis of which one is 
less "unfavorable." 

That makes a lot of sense.

You won't have to drive too 
far in Eastern Kentucky before 
you run across one of those 
public buildings constructed 
more than a half-century ago by 
the W.P.A.-Works Progress 
Administration. 

Many of those limestone 
monuments are, in fact. still in 
use. 

For those who aren't familiar. 
theW. P .A. was a program which 
provided work for those in need 
and it once employed 3.3 mil­
lion people nationwide. 

The W.P.A. ran into trouble in 
the 40s-the costs were high, 
unions were unhappy aboutthe 
low-wage competition, and it 
grew too large to control. The 
central point of the W.P.A. was 
to provide a day's work for a 
day's pay. 

That point has been revived 
in legislation introduced last 
month in Congress. The pro­
posal calls for creation of a new 
W.P.A. for people on welfare. 

It is unlikely-because of lim­
ited funding-that the W.P.A. 
could ever be much more than a 
pilot project, but it's worth a try ... if 
for nothing else than to restore 
some dignity to our current sys­
tem of welfare.

While ordinarily I applaud your 
efforts to lead our county into educa· 
tional reform through good reporting 
and hard-hitting editorials. last 
Friday's attack on Interim Superin­
tendent Smith-now republished 
across the state by the Lexington 
Herald-Leader- goes too far. 

Though he has been here less than 
a month, he has demonstrated the 
inestimable value of a leader who 
models what reform is all about. In 
other words, he practices what he 
preaches, unlike those who mouth 
"support of KERA'' but do nothing 
concrete to make it happen. He is 
leading, not just talking, and that 
speaks volumes. 

In observing this closely, it seems 
to me that in Floyd County our per­
ception of things has been so clouded 

that the abnormal seems normal to 
us, and converse! y, the normal seems 
abnormal. We have decades of ne­
glect and mismanagement to over­
come. (Yes, it is decades; l moved 
here in the late seventies and the 
problems were at fever-pitch then, as 
they are now.) We can't expect mir­
acle solutions overnight 

Let me give an example of the 
normal seeming abnormal: 1 have 
invited superintendent Smith to two 
functions in this period-one to visit 
with teachers considering site-based 
management at the middle school, 
and another with our Forum citizens 
group. In both cases, after an arduous 
day of work, he appeared and was 
gracious to listen and answer ques­
tions. Everyone was shocked-pleas­
antly, of course, because seeing a 
Superintendent move among the 
people and in our schools seemed 
abnormal-instead of it being ex­
pected, ordinary behavior. 

Similarly, we have come to think 
"central office does no good for the 
system," surely an abnormal way of 
viewing things(as in "hospitals never 
help anyone,") rather than perceiv­
ing the tremendous value a working 
support system could have for the 
entire system-teachers, principals, 
parents, and most important, the chil­
dren. Perhaps we do need those posi­
tions, as long as they are working 
positions, filled with persons of vi­
sion and perseverance. But, we've 
once again accepted an abnormal 
perception as a normal one. 

Sadly, your editorial only stokes 

the frres of our worst enemy right 
now-indifference. After decades of 
trouble, you would think everyone in 
this community would be galvanized 
into action, especially our elected 
officials and community leaders. 
Sadly, there is far too much apathy 
and the attitude that has caused our 
cities to erupt in violence: "We can't 
do anything about conditions here." 

Efforts in two Prestonsburg PT As 
to empower people to change their 
schools have met with the same stub­
born indifference. It won't do any 
good, you can't change the system; 
and even suggestions that I should 
give up my efforts to promote change 
and reform, because it won't happen 
here. We want to appear as progres­
sive Prestonsburg for tourism and 
economic development, but when it 
comes to our schools, community 
leaders have miserably failed us. 
Thank God, Mr. Smith and Commis­
sioner Boysen are showing us the 
way; Bert Combs would be pleased. 

Contrary to your editorial, funda­
mental change is happening here, 
because some people continue to 
demand it and the state is finally 
taking notice of our cries. Give Mr. 
Smith a chance, Mr. Perry. And citi­
zens, get out and get active in the 
superintendent selection process this 
Saturday night at Jenny Wiley.

Thinking of Babies 
on Mothers' Day 

Sunday is Mothers' Day- a day 
that for many moms means breakfast 
in bed, cards drawn in crayon, cor­
sages for church and, just maybe, an 
extra hug or two. 

But for mothers who have lost 
their babies or given birth to an un­
healthy child, Mothers' Day can 
symbolize a personal tragedy. 

So, as we honor our mothers on 
this special day, it is also fitting to 
consideraterribleafflictionconfront­
ing our country: infant mortality. 

Mothers' Day is also Infant Mor­
tality Awareness Day, a time to 
remember the tragedy of the thou­
sands of babies who die before they 
even have a real chance at life. 

The infant death rate in the United 
States is embarrassingly high. In 
1989, for example, almost I 0 out of 
every I ,000 American babies died 
before they reached their first birth­
days. Japan's infant death rate, by 
comparison, is only half as high. 

Kentucky was only slightly better 
than the national average with 9.2 
infant deaths for every 1,000 chil­
dren born. And the South, as a region, 
has the highest infant mortality rates 
in the country. 

As amemberoftheCongressional 
Sunbelt Caucus Task Force on Infant 
Mortality, I have the opportunity to 
work with other Members of Con-

anesthetic qualities that brought that 
feeling of pride in our hearts, but it 
was the entire experience of being 
part of those years when Mr. Frazier 
was at the helm. 

McDowell High School had a 
leader who would not be intimidated, 
but would instead stand up for what 
was right and honest. Mr. Frazier 
fought to insure that every kid in that 
school had an equal opportunity to 
fulfill their dreams. Although not 
everyone would be able to make their 
dreams come true, at least they felt 
like someone really cared about what 
they wanted out of life. 

In the years that I was a student at 
McDowell, Gary Frazier treated every 
student fairly and equally.

Getting prenatal care is vitally 
important to healthy births. Good 
nutrition, abstaining from alcohol, 
tobacco and drugs during pregnancy Ill 
is also crucial. And we know teen- "? 
age mothers have the highest risk of 
delivering low-birthweight and un­
healthy babies. 

All across America, communities 
are working together to address the 
problem of infant mortality. 

The Southern Regional Project on 
Infant Mortality, for example, has 
begun a program called Hold Out the 
Lifeline in several cities. The pro­
grani gets churches involved in work­
ing with pregnant women. 

We know we can't prevent every 
child's death. There will always be ~ 
some lost to accidents, disease and 
birth defects. 

But we have to help wherever we 
can, so that fewer mothers will suffer 
the painful memories of a child's 
death-and so more mothers can 
enjoy the cards, hugs and kisses of 
their children on Mothers' Days yet 
to come.

sonnel management practices. 
The state's decision came after 

the April28 announcement of certi­
fied personnel hirings for the 1992-
93 school year. The hirings, made by 
interim superintendent Eldon Smith, 
included cutting 21 first-year teach­
ers in the district. 

That move raised the ire of the 
county's teachers group who vowed 
Monday to fight to ensure that teach­
ers would not bear the brunt of per­
sonnel cuts. 

The Floyd County Education 
Association called a press confer­
ence Monday and its leaders said 
they welcomed the state probe, but 
they were not optimistic about the 
results of the state's latest investiga­
tion. 

"We request that the state Depart­
ment of Education not bog us down 
in another lengthy investigation that 
leads nowhere," spokesman Bud 
Reynolds said in a prepared press 
release. "State department action 
under Alice McDonald and John 
Brock made promises but produced 
no significant results. If once again 
the people of Floyd County must go 
through state involvement, we want 
results." 

Reynolds said the group was also 
disappointed that no member of the 
superintendent screening committee 
was notified that Commissioner 

• Boysen had asked the board to sus­
pend the search for a new superinten­
dent. 

The group also asked that the state 
department fulfill its responsibilities 
to the district, such as identifying 
areas of mismanagement, if they exist, 
and remove those who arc respon­
sible for failing in their duties. 

Another concern brought out 
Monday was Smith's decision to 
eliminate 21 first-year teachers. 

"FCEA will support this decision 
only if we believe that the reduction 
of teaching staffis in the best interest 
of the students of Floyd County," 
Reynolds said. "At this point, we are 
not convinced of that. We will fight 
for those positions until weare shown 
that this school system docs not need 
them." 

In Boysen's announcement of the 
extended probe into the system, he 
said that Smith had terminated the 21 
teachers due to decrea<>ing enroll­
ment and that Smith had also elimi­
nated extended employment for dis­
trict employees. 

Boysen also said that non-perform-

ing employees could be fired and 
school officials could be ousted. 

It is not known what date an inves­
tigative team from the state depart­
ment will begin their work in the 
district. 

Measles-

Approximately 4 70 Allen Central 
High School students were inocu­
lated against the disease lasl Wed­
nesday and Friday when officials from 
the Floyd County Health Center vis­
ited the school. Students, their par­
ents and facuity were immunized 
against measles at Duff Elementary 
School on Wednesday, AprilS. 

According to health officials, the 
outbreak may have been caused by 
failure of the primary Measles, 
Mumps and Rubella vaccine that has 
been administered since 1957. Those 
officials now recommend that the 
vaccine be given on a two-dose sched­
ule. Norman y. the frrst vaccine would 
be administered when the child is 15 
months old, the second after the child 
reaches school age. Parents of those 
children afflicted with the disease 
may wish to consider being vacci­
nated themselves. 

As of April 29, cases of measles 
had been confirmed in Adair, Boone, 
Breckinridge, Bullitt, Casey, Daviess, 
Fayette, Floyd, Franklin, Graves, 
Green, Hancock, Hardin, Hopkins, 
Jefferson, Knott, Laurel, Madison, 
Marion, Meade, Nelson, Oldham, 
Pulaski, Rockcastle, Scott, Shelby, 
Simpson, Taylor and Woodford 
counties.

INVISffiLE 
BIFOCALS 

by Marcus Minix, FNAO 
Although invisible bifocals have 

been widely accepted because of their 
cosrneticappeannce,thereexiau some 
confusion about them-and rightly so. 

It is the line around the bifocal mag­
nification area which appean invis­
ible because the line ia blended into 
the lens. The bifocal magnificatioo it­
self is not invisible. All so-called in­
visible bifocals are rightly called 'no 
line. bifocals. 

However, there are basically two 
types of 'no line' bifocals: the blended 
bifocal md the progressive. 8oth are 
quite different in magnification md 
allow focus at different woricing dia­
tances from the fa<:e. 

The advantage of the blended bifo­
cal is cosmetic due to the 'invisible' 
blended line. Its round magnification 
area servea the same usefulness u the 
traditiooal bifocal where print il fo­
cused at a woricing distance of gener­
ally sixteen inches. 

The progressive lens also bas a 
blended 'no line' around VI entirely 
different magnification area. Tedmi­
cally it is nota 'bifocal' butamultifo­
cal because this lens has more than the 
two traditiooal focal ranges for dis­
tance and near vision. Progressive 
lenses magnify by progressive increase 
in magnification from the top of the 
reading area (just under the pupil) to 
just above the bottom of the frame 
where magnificatioo i1 usually foaJSed 
at sixteen inches away from the fa<:e. 

This progressive magnification area 
is useful for those requiring focus of 
areas of intennediate vision (greater 
worlcing distance away from the fa<:e 
than the usual sixteen inches) such as 
viewing computer screens, sheet 
music, or labels on cans oo the top 
shelves at the grocery store. 

Thus, the progressive lens has be­
come an alternative to the traditiooal 
use of the trifocal to focus intennedi­
ate areas. However, success of wear­
ing this lens depends upon the adapta­
tion by proper head positioning and 
viewing through the appropriate por­
tion of the progressive magnification 
area for the distan<:e of the object to be 
focused. · 

Remember to consider these rcla· 
tively new alternatives to traditiooal 
bifocals and trifocals. Discuss the cos­
metic advantages of the blended bifo­
cal and the optical advantages as well 
as the adapu.tion required of progres­
sive multilocal with your professional.

Allen Central places fourth in Danville 
The Allen Central men and 

women's track and field teams were 
very impressive at Somerset in the 
Danville track and field invitational 
this past Saturday. 

·However, circumstances beyond 
anyone's control prevented the 
women's team from finishing first. 
Allen Central's women's squad 
placed fourth out of 12teams but, had 
some athletes not been hindered, the 
team would definitely have taken first 
place.

a news conference here this morning.

Kasparov is being brought to the 
tournament through the financial 
support of the Lexington-Fayette 
Urban County Government and the 
Sweet 16 Academic Showcase. 

"We are thrilled that Lexington 
will host the National High School 
Chess Championship bringing in 
students, their families and their 
coaches from all over the United 
States," Baesler said.

In 1985 at age 22 Kasparov be­
came the world's youngest chess 
champion since the championship 
began in 1886. He also has a chess 

rating of 2800-the highest ever 
recorded. (A chess rating is an esti­
mation of the player's strength based 

on game results.) A native of Azer­
baijan, Kasparov is a colorful figure 
who was an early supporter of a more 
democratic government for his coun­
try.

And bid you wake, and rise to 

fight and win."-Walter Malone 

Call-A-Nurse goes on-line in Floyd County 

Call-A-Nurse

A new, toll-free health informa­
tion and emergency phone line has 
been introduced in Floyd County by 
Highlands Regional Medical Center. 
Call-A-Nurse is designed to help 
people obtain answers and appropri­
ate assistance in a wide variety of 
health related situations. 

Bycallingthetoll-freenumber,l-
800-884-Nurse, callers will speak 

with a registered nurse who will per­
sonally answer questions and help 
identify the nature and severity of 
health problems. 

Manning the helpline will be Me­
lissa Shave of Hager Hill and Karen 
Herald of Paintsville. Both are regis­
tered nurses and have been trained 
for .the program. 

Both also have medical back­
grounds that should prove invaluable 
to the program. Herald has had train­
ing in the specialty of coronary care 
and Shave has undergone medical 
oncology (cancer) training. 

The nurses are also eager to lend a 
helping hand. "This is an opportunity 
to serve the public in a way we've 
never been able to do before, " said 
Herald. 

"We can reach them before their 
illness worsens," said Shave. "In the 
hospital, they'resick and their illness 
is treated. This is health promotion." 

When the nurse goes on line with 
the caller, she will ask a series of 
questions prompted by a specially 
designed computer p~ogram by 
Micromedix accesses information 
files and hundreds of different proto­
cols or groupings of symptoms which 
point to a health problem. The com­
puter program is one of a series being 
installed by Highlands Regional 
Medical Center to make health care 
services and information available to 
more people when and where they 
need it most outside of a hospital 
setting. 

Call-A-Nurse assists people with 
routine questions such as, "At what 
age should a youngster be given im­
munization shots?" Or, "What are 
the signs and symptoms of 
Alzheimer's Disease?" Or, "Is there 
a weight loss program available in 
Floyd County?" 
Drug related questions can also be 
answered by Call-A-Nurse, such as, 

"Is it a problem that my father has 
forgotten to take his Indcrol for two 
days?" Or, "Can I give my baby 
Tylenol because she has a fever?" 
Questions about all drugs - pre­
scription, over-the-counter or street 

drugs- can be directed to Call-A­
Nurse. 

And the program helps callers in 
serious or emergency situations need­
ing to determine the seriousness of a 
problem and whattodo: injury, upset 
stomach, vomiting, severe stomach 
pain, cramps, chest pain, fever, dizzi­
ness, bleeding from rectum, severe 
skin rash, itching, sore that doesn't 
heal and any health problem that 
causes worry. 

The service supports area physi­
cians and hospitals by giving patients 
answers and can, if warranted, more 
exact instructions forobtaining treat­
ment. The nurse will notify physi­
cians and emergency rooms when 
patients are coming in for emergency 
or urgent treatment, saving time for 
patient<; and doctors alike. 

Currently, nurses will be on duty 
attheCall-A-NursenumberMonday 
through Friday, 11 a.m. to 7 p.m. Off­
hours, phone messages will be taken 
by an operator and directed, accord­
ing to urgency, to hospital emergency 
room personnel. 

The hospital's goal is to havea24-
hour, 7-day service available, but 
that's about three or four years away, 
said Kathy Rubado, director of Mar­
keting and Public Relations at High­
lands Regional. Or, it could be sooner. 
according to public demand. The 
hospital will also expand the service 
to neighboring counties by the end of 
this year. 

The program is also designed to 
assist area law enforcement, emer­
gency medical services, park rang­
ers, school officials and airport per­
sonnel in dealing with health ques­
tions and emergencies. 

Public officials will be given sup­
plies of free Call-A-Nurse stickers to 
provide to the public upon request. 
For the general public, Call-A-Nurse 
stickers and magnets will be maiJed 
to every household in Floyd County 
as well as being distributed through 
doctors offices and at the Medical 
Center. Additional stickers and mag­
nets are available free by calling Ann 
Martin, 1-800-533-HRMC.

SOME MEMORIES ARE

For the most part, those things 
about which I write as having oc­
curred during my growing-up-days 
in Muddy Branch are true. At least 
they're true as I remember them.

gon or put enough distance between 
us to be out of range. 

I can't remember any of his rocks 
ever hitting anybody, but as I look 
backnow,l think it might have taught 
us a good lesson if one of them had 
taken one of us slap between the eyes. 
Of course, if one of our parent~ had 
caught us harassing this old fellow, 
we'd have ended up in more trouble. 
I guests it was just a risk we were 
willing to take ... for the sake of fun . 

This is a true story. We did indeed 
act like the "little idiots" he accused 
usofbeing. But whatmayormay not 
be true is the reason behind why we 

did what we did. I'll just pass along 
the story and you can decide for 
yourself whether you choose to be-

lievc it or not. Regardless, though, of 
whether it be fact, fiction, just a plain 
lie, or even a legend, we apparently 
believed it then. 

Anyway, in a 1940's Eastern 
Kentucky coal camp, it wa<;n't at all 
unusual for folks in the neighbor­
hood to keep livestock.

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The time has finally come to take 
the mystery out of the souffle. That's 
right, wc'rcgoing to de-mystify those 
culinary delights which, when mercl y 
mentioned, can strike terror in the 
hearts of novice cooks and, when 
appearing on the dinner table, can 
give guests the impression that you've 
spent many years (and dollars) train­
ing in French cooking schools. 

Thanks to some new methods and 
helpful hints, anyone with a smidgen 
of patience can create these delecta­
bly light concoctions. 

The term souffle, past participle 
of the French verb meaning "to 
breathe, to whisper," refers to the 
delicacy of these air-filled delights. 
Depending upon the flavors selected, 
souffles can be served as a delicious 
and majestic dessert, appetizer, side 
dish or even a "light" lunch. 

In British culinary expert Prue 
Leith's indispensable volume, The 
Cook's Handbook (A and W Pub­
lishers, Inc.), Leith offers some sage 
advice to ensure that the classic souffle 
will arrive on the table high, light, 
fluffy and delicious. 

Since souffles rise because hot air 
becomes trapped in the beaten egg 
whites, proper beating of the egg 
whites is of paramount importance. 

Using a large balloon whisk and 
copper bowl, which has been rubbed 
with a lemon half and a little coarse 
salt, will produce the greatest volume 
of air. This requires the most time and 
patience and is likely to produce the 
most spectacular results. Hand mix­
ers and rotary beaters with any type 
of bowl are also satisfactory. 

Once beaten to medium peak, egg 
whites should be used as soon as 
possible or else they will lose air and 
become liquid. 

The base for the classic souffle 
should remain the consistency of 
gently whipped cream even after the 
addition of whichever flavoring or 
ingredients your recipe calls for. Leith 
also cautions that, as there is no dis­
tinct flavor to egg whites, the base 
you usc must be well seasoned. 

When folding the base into the 
beaten whites, be sure to use a gentle 
lifting and turning motion so as not to 
lose air in the egg whites, but still 
leave visible traces of egg white in 
the finished mixture. 

Before putting a souffle into the 
preheated oven, give the dish a sharp 
rap on the counter. This will displace 
any overly large air pockets in the 
mixture. 

Be sure to coat the inside of the 
souffle dish with butter to help the 
souffle rise up the sides while baking. 

Also, making sure that the oven is 
hot and the souffle dish is placed on 
top of a preheated cookie sheet will 
help the souffle to heat quickly and 
rise evenly. Never open the oven for 
at least the first three-quarters of the 
recommended cooking time. 

Lastly, to test for doneness, the 
souffle should only tremble slightly 
when given a sharp shove. 

FRUIT SOUFFLE 
Serves four to five 

314 cup fresh or canned fruit pu­
ree 

1 tablespoon freshly squeezed 
lemon juice 

Pinch of salt 
Sugar to taste 
3 egg whites 
Preheat the oven to 375gF. 
Butter a 1-quart souffle dish and 

sprinkle it with sugar. Heat the fruit 
puree in a small pan. Add the lemon 
juice, salt, and sugar, and stirto blend; 
remove from the heat. Beat the egg 
whites until stiff but not dry and stir 
them into the hot puree until evenly 
blended. Spoon into the souffle dish 
and bake for 20-25 minutes. 

CHILLED CHOCOLATE 
ALMOND SOUFFLE 

1 envelope unflavored gelatin 
314 cup sugar 
3 eggs, separated 
1 cup milk 
2 squares ( 1 oz. ea.) unsweetened 

chocolate, melted* 
1/4 teaspoon almond extract 
1 cup ( 112 pt.) whipping or heavy 

cream, whipped 
1. In large glass bowl, mix gelatin 

and 1(1 cup sugar; stir in egg yolks 
beaten with milk. Heat5to6minutes 
on POWER LEVEL 5 until gelatin is 
dissolved, stirring occasionally.

Stir 
a little of the hot sauce into the yolks, 
then add the yolks to the remaining 
sauce. Stir well, then set aside to cool. 
Beat the egg whites until foamy, 
slowly add the remaining 3 table­
spoons of sugar, and continue beat­
ing until stiff but not dry. Stir a fou~ 
of the whites into the chocolate mix­
ture, then fold in the remaining whites. 
Stir in the vanilla. Spoon into the 
souffle dish and bake for 35-40 min­
utes. Serve with whipped cream.

Hard Facts About Fat 
In today'skJtchen, vegetable 

shortenings have replaced 
lard. Foods are pan-fried 1n 
vegetable oil versus butter. 
And margarine is the every­
day spread of choice. 

Many of us have made 
changes like these in an effort 
to reduce animal fats, which 
are primarily saturated and, 
thus, have the potential to 
raise blood cholesterol. How­
ever, when vegetable fats are 
hydrogenated, they also be­
come saturated and. thus. 
have cholesterol-raising po­
tential, says Mary Helen 
Gunkier, registered dietitian 
and staff nutritionist for Total 
cereal. 

Hydrogenation is a process 
of solidifying vegetable oils to 
form fats that are harder at 
room temperature, such as 
stick margarines and short­
enings. Hardness of fat is 
important in preparing many 
food Items, such as baked 
goods, sauces and desserts, 
because it provides a pleasing 
taste and texture. And a fat, 
such as margarine, is far more 
appealing than oil as a spread 
for toast. At the same time, 
however, fats that are hydro­
genated, or made more solid, 
become more saturated and 
act similarly to other satu­
rated fats in the body. 

Hydrogenated vegetable fats 
vary to their degree of satura­
tion. The softer the margarine 
or shortening, the less hydro­
genated it Is. For example, 
tub margarines are less hydro­
genated than stick marga­
rines. Squeeze margarines are 
even less hydrogenated.

Teenagers 
and young adults (ages 11-24) need 
four servings and adults need two 
servings from the milk group each 
day. 

Exercise can help to prevent os­
teoporosis. Weight -bearing exercises, 
such as walking, jogging or tennis, 
help to promote stronger bones. 

Alcohol, caffeine and fiber, when 
consumed in excess, may contribute 
to bone loss. Smoking may also 
contribute to bone loss. 

To reduce your risk of developing 
osteoporosis, eat a variety of foods 
rich in nutrients, especially calcium, 
and get plenty of exercise.

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Eastern Kentucky in the Civil War Part II: The Battle of Ivy Mountain 

by Jimmie Epling 

The fall of 1861 was the decisive 
turning point for Kentucky in the 
Civil War. Neutrality for the border 
state was an unrealistic dream as 
Union and Confederate forces ex­
erted thc1r influence. The Union began 
actively recruiting in Central Ken­
tucky in late August at Camp Dick 
Robinson under Gen. William 0. 
"Bull" Nelson. Confederate forces 
occupied strategically 1mportant 
Columbus on the Mississippi River 
on September 3rd and established a 
pro-Sou them state government on the 
18th at Bowling Green. The Union 
seized Paducah and established its 
hcadq uartcrs at Louisville. From these 
centers, the armies set about securing 
control of the Commonwealth. East­
ern Kentucky would not be ignored. 

After the failure of neutrality, the 
community ofPrestonsburg, in Floyd 
County, became the rallying point 
for East Kentucky Confederates. The 
road to Virginia from the Bluegrass 
passed from Mt. Sterling through 
Salyersville, on to Prestonsburg, and 
out through Pound Gap. Kentuckians, 
like former vice-president and 1860 
presidential candidate John C. Breck­
inridge, rode through Prestonsburg 
on the way to Virginia to join the 
Confederacy. A recruiting camp, 
known as Camp SmithorCamp Dixie, 
was founded by John Fickland, Hiram 
Hawkins and John S. Williams in 
October. Volunteers flocked to the 
camp by the hundreds. Soon, there 
were nearly a thousand men. Rumor 
quickly spread in Kentucky that there 
were thousands of men preparing to 
march on the Bluegrass, Catlettsburg 
on the Ohio River. or both.

Gen. William T. Sherman, who 
commanded the area including East­
em Kentucky, grew nervous about 
the rumors of attack. There was no 
Union force in the area able to meet 
the threat. The 14th and 22nd Ken­
tucky Infantries were not completely 
organized and would pose little prob­
lem for the Conf edcratcs forces. Gen. 
Sherman strongly suggested to "Bull" 
Nelson on October 8th that he drive 
the Confederates from the state at the 
first opportunity. Nelson wasted no 
time. 

Nelson deployed the 2nd Ohio 
Infantry at Olympia Springs, 20 miles 
cast of Mt. Sterling, to intercept 

Confederate sympathi7.crs on their 
way to Prestonsburg. Word came of 
an impending advance into the Blue­
grass by the Confederates on October 
12th. Reinforcements, the 21st and 
33rd Ohio Infantries, were sent and 
plans made to counter the move. On 
the 22nd, Nelson's forces marched 
on Hazel Green and West Liberty to 
attack a rumored 2,000 Confederates 
in the area. Only at West Liberty did 
he meet a few hundred poorly trained 
and supplied men under Captain 
Andrew Jackson May. May hoped to 
tum back any attempt to attack 
Prestonsburg, but failed. That eve­
ning, part of the 33rd Ohio captured 
some Confederates at Hazel Green. 
The following day, Nelson united his 
forces. 

May returned to Camp Smith to 
report Nelson's advance. A council 
of war lead Col. JohnS. Williams, a 
Mexican War veteran, to order 
Prestonsburg abandoned and estab­
lish a camp at Pikeville to await rein­
forcements. Rumors about the Con­
federates forces at Prestonsburg were 
wildly exaggerated. The over 1,000 
men, who would become the 5th 
Kentucky Infantry, were poorly 
trained and equipped. Uniforms and 
shoes in short supply, weapons 
brought from home or obsolete flint­
locks to use, and "not two rounds of 
ammunition" for each man made 
them, in reality ,little threat to Union 
designs. Williams believed Nelson 
would not pursue his tiny force to 
Pikeville. Nelson entered 
Prestonsburg unopposed on Novem­
ber 5th. 

Nelson rapidly established Union 
civil authority in Floyd County. He 

felt he could drive his enemy from 
the state. His plan was to split his 
command into two columns fora two 
pronged pincer attack on Pikeville. 
The first column was ordered on 
November 7th to march by way of 
John's Creek to the left of Pikeville, 
40 miles, tum and attack. Under the 
command of Col. Joshua Sill, the 
column consisted of the 33rd Ohio 
Infantry, with part of the 2nd and 
59th Ohio Infantries, a small cavalry 
detachment, and a section of artil­
lery. The second column, under Nel­
son himself, left the next day on the 
direct route to Pikeville, 28 miles. 
Nelson 'scolumnconsistcd of the 2nd, 
21st and 59th Ohio Infantries, some 
Kentucky volunteers, and two sec­
tions of artillery. 

Williams' estimate of Nelson's 
force was about 5,000 men. If the 
semiorgani7.ed and poorly equipped 
Confederates under his command 
were to escape entrapment, they 
would have to withdraw quickly. The 
road to safety passed through Pound 
Gap into Southwest Virginia. The 
withdraw would take time. Williams 
detailed two cavalry detachments on 
the 8th, one on the John's Creek road 
and the other down the Levisa Fork 
road toward Prestonsburg, to observe 
the movements of each column. Af­
tera brief engagement with Nelson's 
column on the Levisa Fork, 15 miles 
below Pikeville, the Confederate 
cavalry detachment crossed Ivy 
Creek. They partially destroyed the 
bridge and reponed the Unionist's 
position. Nelson could only watch. as 
he had no cavalry to pursue. 

The news that Nelson's column 
was the smaller of the two presented 
Williams an excellent opportunity to 
delay the Federals. He sent May and 
Captain Hiram Hawkins with two 
companies of infantry and twenty 
cavalry, about 250 men, to attack. 
May and Hawkins selected a site one 
half mile below Ivy Creek at Ivy 
Narrows. Here, he deployed in a 
naturally strong defensive position. 
Ivy Mountain rose on one side of the 
road, steep and thickly covered with 
timber and undergrowth, while on 
the other side of the road, the river 
bank dropped sharply 25 feet into the 
river. The road at this point was only 
seven feet wide and formed a com­
plete elbow about the side of the

A small detail of men was 
sent across the river, while May 
concen tratcd another small detail near 
the road, and the rest were spread in 
a thin line along the mountain side to 
give the illusion of strength to slow 
any flanking movement. The deploy­
ment complete, May ordered all to 
wait quieti y concealed "until you hear 
my pistol crack." The ambush was 
ready, only the unsuspecting Union­
ists were needed. 

At about I :30 in the afternoon, 
Mrs. Susannah Sellards, who lived al 
the south end of Ivy Bottom, heard 
the pistol crack and the answering 
volley of musket fire. The sheet of 
fire cut into the head of the Union 
column, killing four and wounding 
13. The head of the column reeled 
back in surprise. Mrs. Sellards gath­
ered her family and hid behind their 
stone chimney, listening to the bul­
lets hit the side of the house as the 
Unionist.<; reformed and returned fire. 

Nelson felt hG,had completed his task 
of driving the Confederates from the 
state. Believing a Confederate winter 
campaign in the rough country un­
likely, his forces withdrew to 
Prestonsburg, and ultimately out of 
the area. Only the newly organized 
14th Kentucky Infantry remained in 
Louisa. Eastern Kentucky wa<> left 
largely unoccupied by both armies.

Growing trees in Kentucky is as 
important to the timber industry as 
growing tobacco is for that industry. 

"Most people, when they think of 
Kentucky agriculture, may think of 
tobacco as the major cash crop, and 
there is no doubt it is important," said 
Doug McLaren, extension forestry 
specialist for the University of Ken­
tucky College of Agriculture. 

"But timber also is a major cash 
crop for some 400,000 owners of 
forest-covered land in this state," he 
added. "Kentucky each year stays 
somewhere in the top five raw timber 
producing states." 

The timber industry employs some 
24,000 people, he said. 

McLaren said forests cover half of 
the state's 25 million acres. About 90

signed into law a bill that requires 
homeowners who sell their homes 
through an agent to give potential 
buyers a written statement about the 
condition of the property.

First check for cracks, especially 
around doors and windows.

That can be my most 
unpleasant task in inspecting a home 
if the crawl space is cramped, dirty or 
has poor access. Thus I can under­
stand why homeowners or homebuy­
ers don't care to crawl beneath a 
house. Nevertheless, important evi­
dence could be there. 

If a floor sags, that is a sign the 
floor doesn't have sufficient support.

crop marketing quota affected 

Forests also generate revenue for 
the state in ways other than through 
timber sales, he said. For example, 
recreation use of timberland is worth 
$2 million, hunting brings in another 
$63 million, and tourists spend addi­
tional money when they visit the state 
to enjoy spring flowers, summer water 
activities and fall foliage. 

Area tobacco growers should take 
note of recent changes in the 1992 
burleytobaccoprogram. The changes 
in the program's provisions were 
announced earlier this month by the 
U.S. Department of Agriculture. 

One major change is in quota al­
lowances. The crop marketing quota 
is now at 670 million pounds, down 
from the 1991 quota of 726 million

Determination of the quota 
is based on purchase intentions by 
domestic manufacturers of 445.5 
million pounds; unmanufactured 
exports (3-year average) of 187.6 
million pounds; a reserve stock ad­
justment of 36.9 million pounds; and 
a discretionary adjustment of zero 
pounds . 

Other changes included a support 
level of $1.649 per pound, up 6.5 
cents from 1991; a basic quota de­
crease for each farm of about 7.5 
percent from 199l;aneffectivequota 
of about 830 million pounds, 16 
million pounds below 1991; a mar­
keting assessment of 0.8245 cents 
per pound on both growers and buy­
ers, for a total of 1.649 cents per 
pound, underrequirementsof amend­
ments contained in the Omnibus 
Budget Reconciliation Act of 1990. 

The no-net-cost program assess­
ment will be announced later. 

Burley tobacco growers cast their 
ballots February 24-27 in a mail ref­
erendum on whether marketing quo­
tas on a poundage basis will continue 
for burley tobacco for the next three 
years. Quotas will remain in effect if 
less than one-third of the voting pro­
ducers vote no. Burley tobacco is 
grown in Kentucky, Tennessee and 
surrounding states.

Kentucky's beautiful flowering 
dogwoods, like their counterparts in 
the eastern and southeastern United 
States, are under anack by a devastat­
ing fungus. 

Signs of the fungus, discula 
destructiva, have already shown up 
in Kentucky, according to Dr. David 
M. Brumagen, professor of biologi­
cal and environmental sciences at 
Morehead State University. 

The disease has done extensive 
damage in many southeastern states 
and is expected to rise dramatically 
in Kentucky in the near future, said 
Dr. Brumagen, who just returned from 
a workshop on the fungus which is 
wiping out flowering dogwoods 
across more than a dozen states. 

Dr. Brumagen is studying the 
prevalence of the disease in Eastern 
Kentucky and is looking for sight­
ings of diseased plants. 

Symptoms include: 
*Lower limb die-back where 

upper limbs are leafing and bloom­
ing, but bottom limbs are without 
foliage or blossom. 

*Leaves will have tan spots ringed 
in purple. The flowers also will show 
brown spotc;, especially during ex­
cessively wet periods. 

*Larger, well-established trees 
with the disease will begin to have 
dense new branches at the base. 

"These branchings would re-
1 semble the basal sucker growth of 

wind damaged tobacco plants," Dr. 
Brumagen explained. 

Anyone noticing any of these 
symptoms on the dogwoods should 
contact Dr. Brumagen at (606) 783-
2959. 

"I am particularly interested in 
hearing from individuals in Eac;tern 
Kentucky counties who suspect there 
might be something wrong with their 
dogwoods, whether in a residential 
or forest setting," the scientist said.

when they asked me about my deduc­
tions. I've been filing tax returns for 
over 25 years, and the questions they 
asked were ludicrous. Now what?­
M.R., Billings, Mont. 

A: It's short and sweet-you're 
going to have a problem. If you do 
not provide the IRS with the informa­
tion requested or you provide fraudu­
lent information, the Jaw says that 
you may be charged penalties and, in 
certain cases, you may even be sub­
ject to criminal prosecution. It's not 
good. 

The IRS may also disallow your 
exemptions, exclusions, credits, 
deductions or other adjustments 
shown on the tax return. And they'll 
probably charge you interest on any 
balance owed. Simmer down, hire a 
tax consultant and try it once more. 

Q: What is the personal exemp­
tion for this year? How about last 
year?--J.R., Albany, N.Y. 

A: The amount you may deduct as 
an exemption has increased from 
$2,150 for 1991 to $2,300 for this 
year. The amount of the exemption is 
adjusted annually for inflation.

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NAR's Housing Affordability Index sustains hea level 
The National Association of Re­

altors' March Housing Affordability 
Index climbed nearly 9 percentage 
points from a year ago, showing sig­
nificant gains in the typical family's 
purchasing power in the last year, the 
association reported recently. 

said people simply cannot ignore the 
significant advantage lower interest 
rates create by giving them that extra 
boost to get into home ownership. 
"When rates are this low, it's like 
receiving a cash gift from a friend or 
family member," she said. 

"For example, if you compare 
March of this year with affordability 
conditions one year ago, you'll see 
that a family earning $30,000, can 
afford to buy a home priced at 
$102,400- nearly $10,000 more in 
purchasing power. That's a big dif­
ference." 

The index, which measures the 
ability of a family earning the median 
income to purchase a median-priced 
resale home, was 120.8 in March, an 
increase from the March 1991 index 
of 112.0. March marked the fifth 
consecutive month that the index was 
above 120. Prior to November last 
year, the index has not been above 
120 since March 1977. The interest rate used to compute 

NAR's Housing Affordability Index 
NAR President Dorcas T. Helfant is a composite of closing rates for 

both fixed-rate mortgages and ad­
justable-rate mortgages on existing 
homes, as reported by the Federal 
Housing Finance Board. It was 8.42 
percent in March compared to 9.50 
percent a year ago. 

When calculated with the board's 
effective fixed-rate mortgage inter­
estrate of8.85 percent for March, the 
index was 115.8. When calculated 
with the effective adjustahle-rate 
mortgage interest rate of 6.86 percent 
for March the index was 140.9. 

When NAR's affordability index 
measures 100.0, the median family 
income equals exactly the amount 
needed to purchase a median-priced 
home, using conventional financing 
and a 20 percent down payment. 
Because the national median income 

in March exceeded the qualifying 
income, a family earning the median 
income could purchase a home priced 
at $125,600-$21,600 higher than 
the median price for March. 

The March index shows that a 
family earning the national median 
income of $36,834 in March had 
120.8 percent of the income needed 
to qualify for conventional financing 
covering 80 percent of a home priced 
at $104,000, the median existing­
home price for that month. The 
median is the midpoint, meaning half 
the existing single-family homes sold 
in March for more than the median 
price and half sold for less. Similarly, 
half the families in the United States 
earn more than the median income 
and half earn less. 

Today·s home buyer wants more choices 
Ultimately, mortgage origination 

in the real estate office, a growing 
trend that provides more options for 
consumers, is good not just for real 
estate brokers, but for buyers as well, 
according to an article in the May 
issueofReaiEstateToday,pub1ished 
by the National Association ofRr.al­
tors. 

"Are Loans Your Future," dis­
cusses the concept of one-stop shop­
ping, an evolution in home buying 
where a real estate broker matches a 
buyer with a loan to complete a home 
sale in the real estate office. This is 
made possible through computerized 
loan origination (CLO) systems. 
These systems enable the real estate 
broker to offer information on fi­
nancing options and move the mort­
gage loan application through its 
initial processing. They provide in­
stant affordability analysis, loan 
comparison and loan tracking serv­
ices. 

"The thing buyers hate worse than 
anything is getting sent to six differ­
ent places and six different personal i­
ties just to get a loan," says Link 
Summers, president of Link Sum­
mers Realty and Taos Mortgage, Inc, 
inTaos,NM. 

Besides reducing the hassle, real 
estate brokers may eventually be able 
to reduce the cost of loan origination, 
which now averages about $2,600 
per loan, according to the Mortgage 
Bankers Association of America. 
"Fannie Mae (Federal National 
Mortgage Association) and Freddie 

Mac (Federal Home Loan Mortgage 
Corp.) agree that this is the way to 
deliver loans in the future, because 
the traditional way is too costly," 
says Rick Adams, a licensed real 
estate broker who's president of The 
Allied Group, Inc., a mortgage bro­
kerage in San Antonio. 

While bringing CLO technology 
into the office may seem like star 
wars technology, more and more 
brokers are gaining control of their 
transactions by getting into the lend­
ing business- through either a CLO 
system or an on-site loan office, the 
article says. 

For example, three years ago, to 
capitalize on the hot market, Seattle's 
Windemere Real Estate opened an 
equity loan office, and decided to 
create a line of credit that would 
advance equity tQ people who were 
buying and selling houses through 
them. Buoyed by that success, Win­
demere is now experimenting with 
anotherinnovativeprogram-offer­
ing free space in some of its offices to 
a local mortgage bank. However, 
Windemere does not foresee going 
beyond the space-sharing arrange­
ment 

"Wedon'tseenow, norconceiva­
bly in the future, that we'd want to 
own a mortgage operation. To have a 
partners~ip with a lender or a mort­
gage broker that can provide the serv­
ices in the office so that it becomes 
easy for buyers, sellers, and agents to 
put deals together, that's what we're 
really after," says Windemere's 
Executive Vice President Maria 
Bunting. 

Coldwell Banker Home Price 
Comparison Index Survey

A 2,200 square-foot home can be 
bought in the U.S. for as little as 
$75,750inOklahomaCity,orasmuch 
as $1,184,167 in Beverly Hills. 
Coldwell Banker Residential Group 
completed its annual "Home Price 
Comparison Index" survey during the 
last quarter of 1991, which gives 
relocating homeowners an idea of 
how far their dollars stretch in differ­
ent markets across the country. 

The survey compares the average 
sales price of at least four similar 
houses sold in each of 251 markets in 
the U.S., Canada and Puerto Rico. 
The subject property is representa­
tive of a typical single-family, de­
tached home for a corporate middle­
management transferee, approxi­
mately 2,200 square feet with four 
bedrooms, two and one-half baths, 
family room or equivalent and two­
car garage. 

The survey highlights nine mar­
kets where the subject home costs 

under $100,000, including Fort Smith, 
Ark.; Kansas City and Uavenworth, 
Kan.; Oklahoma City and Tulsa, 
Okla.; Corpus Christi and San Anto­
nio, Texas; Menomonie, Wis.; and 
Winnipeg, Manitoba, Canada. 

The least expensive homes within 
a region are in the southern states, 
with a range of$95,000 to $168,750 
for a 2,200 square foot home. The 
states surveyed in the South include 
North and South Carolina, Georgia, 
Florida, Tennessee, Alabama, Mis­
sissippi, Louisiana, and Arlcansas.

According to the article, other real 
estate companies have tried getting 
into mortgage banking, but have 
encountered problems. "We sold our 
mortgage bank because it was to us, 
in a word, purgatory," says Matthew 
Broderick, executive vice president 
of HomeNet. "It was not being re­
ceived well by our agents. They es­
sentially shied away from services 
over which they had little control," 
he said. 

Another problem with the con­
cept of mortgage banking is that 
buyers may object to being steered 
-or the feeling they're being steered 
- to a single mortgage option that 
benefits the real estate company. 
Agents justifiably don't want to be 
doing that steering. "Agents are re­
ally independent, as we all know, and 
they won't recommend a service 
that's not in the best interest of their 
customer," says Terry Rowland, 
general manager of Prosperity Mort­
gage, a wholly owned subsidiary of 
Long & Foster Real Estate, Inc., in 
Fairfax, Va. 

Ifmortgagebankinghasn'tproved 
fruitful for many real estate compa­
nies, mortgage brokerage has. Row-

land says initially they kept "it a big 
secret that we were a mortgage bro­
ker, not a mortgage banker, because 
people didn't like mortgage brokers. 
The fact is, we've changed that phi­
losophy, and we've quadrupled our 
business in a year." 

For some brokers, adding mort­
gage brokerage to their business is 
simply a matter of survival, and in 
many rural communities real estate 
brokers may be forced to provide 
mortgage brokerage, because it's the 
only way they can bring financing to 
buyers. 

Most small towns around the 
country don't even have a Federal 
Housing Administration lender, and 
arc unlikely to have a Citicorp or a 
Scars, says Summers. "Those organi­
zations cherry pick their markets, and 
that leaves the rest of the country 
capital deficient. We don't have 
enough money to support our real 
estate market. So we must have a 
conduit to the secondary market."
