Despite political gerryman­
dering which has left Republi­
can Fifth District incumbent 
candidate Harold "Hal" Rogers 
with a brand new, primarily 
Democratic constituency, Ro­
gers is confident that he will be 
reelected to a sixth term. 

Rogers, 55, of Somerset, 
began his public life in 1969 
when he was elected as the Pu­
laski/Rockcastle Common­
wealth's Attorney, a capacity in 
which he served for more than 
11 years. 

He was elected to the 97th 
Congress in 1980 following an 
unsuccessful bid for the office of 
Kentucky's lieutenant governor. 
In his 11 years in the House of 
Representatives, Rogers has 
served on the House Energy and 
Commerce Committee; the 
House Appropriations Commit­
tee; the Congressional Sunbelt 
Caucus Task Force on 
Workforce Literacy; the House 
Task Force on Coal Exports, 
which he founded; the House 
Committee on Committees; and 
the Commerce, Justice, State and 
Judiciary Subcommittee, of 
which he is currently the vice 
chairman. 

In addition, Rogers served 
more than eight years in the 
National Guard; was founder and 
president of the Pulaski County 
Industrial Foundation; was the 
head of the Somerset-Pulaski 
County Chamber of Commerce; 
was a Jaycee; and is active in 
Somerset as a member of the 
First Baptist Church and the 
Somerset Rotary Club. 

Rogers has been instrumen­
tal in congress in procuring funds 
for projects in his home district, 
projects which his critics deem 
"pork barrel" legislation. Some

"Change" is the watchword 
for Fifth Congressional District 
Democratic candidate John 
Doug Hays, who, like others in 
his party, is fed up with the cur­
rent sluggish economy and ris­
ing unemployment rate.

Tem from 1978-1979; and has 
been active in such organiza­
tions as the Masonic Order, 
Thomas Cecil Lodge, York and 
Scottish Rites; the First Baptist 
Church of Pikeville; and the 
National Rifle Association. He 
has also served as district ad­
ministrator for Little League 
Baseball; a high school football

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Jones plugs prison project 
At least 85 
jobs to be 
created at 
new facil ity

Wheelwrightcitizensreceivedthe 
news they have been anxiously wait­
ing for Tuesday when Kentucky 
Governor Brereton Jones announced 
that a 300-bed minimum security 
prison will be built in their commu­
nity. 

"I'm here today to announce that 
we're going to build the prison right 
here in Wheelwright," Governor 
Jones told the several hundred that 
lined the streets Tuesday. "We've 
entered into a contract with a highly 
reputable ftrm, the U.S. Corrections 
Corporation. I will commit to you 
that we will have 100 jobs during 
construction and when construction 
is over, we'll start with 85 full-time 
jobs at that prison." 

Governor Jones and state and local 
officials lauded Floyd County Sher­
iff Paul Hunt Thompson for his ef­
forts to get the facility built in Wheel­
wright and indicated there is more in 
store, economically, for Floyd 
County. 

"Sheriff Thompson has been a 
good friend for a long time and it is 
my desire to repay that friendship," 
Jones said Tuesday. "We're just get­
ting started. I s told som ... thing on 
the way up here that meant a lot to 
me. Sheriff Thompson told me that 
I'm ftrst governor to be in Wheel­
wright since Happy Chandler. That 
means a lot to me because Happy 
Chandler was a great governor. 

"Unless you get tired of seeing 
me, this is not going to be the only 
time that I come to Wheelwright," 
Jones added. "This is the way it's 
supposed to be, this is real America 
right here. Many areas don't have the 
need that exists right here. We're not 
going to let East Kentucky be left 
out." 

A $4.5 million contract was 
awarded to U.S. Corrections Corpo­
ration Monday which will operate 
the 300-bed minimum security facil­
ity which is scheduled to be opera­
tional in eight months.

the Kentucky State Senate, where 
he served Pike, Letcher and 
Martin counties until 1984. 
While a state senator, Hays 
served on several senate com· 
mittees, including the Senate 
Program Review committee, as 
chairman; the Senate Appropria­
tions and Revenue committee, 
as vice-chairman; the Senate 

Labor and Industry committee; 
and the Senate Natural Resources 
committee. 

In 1982, Hays was named 
"Outstanding Democratic Sena­
tor" and "Senator With Best 
Floor Presentation" by his sen­
ate colleagues and "Outstanding 
Democratic Senator" by the 
working press. 

Hays has consistently repre­
sented the needs of his constitu­
ents and has refused campaign 
contributions from political ac­
tion committees and special 
interest groups, to the severe 
detriment of his campaign war 
chest. 

Hays summed up his plat­
form in three words in a tele-

ness Administration in assisting 
local businesses; support for 
continued funding of the Appa­
lachian Regiomll Commission 
and expand the ARC budget to 
its level of twenty years ago; leg­
islation to resume and complete 

construction of the ApJ>?.lachian 
Corridor Highway System; leg­
islation to fully fund the coast­
to-coastconstruction ofl -66; tax 
laws which will retain the in­
vestment tax credits allowed for 
Devonian shale and Berean tight 
sands natural gas development 
and production; restoration of 
investment tax credits for those

"This is a godsend (to this com­
munity)," Lewis said. "The prison is 
to be fully operational with 300 
inmates in eight months. I hope a 
groundbreaking (ceremony) could be 
held next week." 

Lewis said that the prison will 
house minimum security inmates that 
have 48 months remaining in their 
sentences. 

The Wheelwright facility is sched­
uled to open in late June of 1993 and 
will be the third private prison oper­
ating in Kentucky. 

The two other private facil.ities 
also operated by U.S. Corrections 
Corp. are the Marion Adjustment 
Center in Lebanon and the Lee Ad­
justment Center in Beattyville. 

Corrections officials said that 
inmates assigned to the new Wheel­
wright facili~y will be minimum se­
curity and community custody in­
mates only. The state will pay U.S. 
Corrections $23.39 per day to house 
the prisoners.

misrepresented 

Editor: 
I am contacting you in regards to 

the recent furor over comments made 
in a legislative education technology 
meeting. My remarks were not made 
in any attempt to defend the actions 

. • of the Floyd County Board of Educa­
tion but rather to express my frustra­
tion with the lack of initiative Dr. 
Thomas Boysen has shown in imple­
menting the education technology 
portion of KERA. 

For your infonnation, I have per­
sonally disagreed with the Floyd 
County Board of Education mem­
bers more often than many of my 
elected counterparts. No political 
entities ever agree or disagree consis­
tently. 

As a member of the Education 
Refonn Commission thatfonnulated 
KERA, concluded after many hours 
of testimonies that computer tech­
nology used in an elementary level 
plays a key role in encouraging 
children's ambition to learn. For 
example, I visited a classroom where 
the IBM program, "Writing to Read" 
was an overwhelming proven suc­
cess. And, I observed a KET teacher 
at Western Kentucky University teach 
an accelerated language class to stu­
dents in Glasgow and Jackson, Ken­
tucky simultaneously ,allowing small 
school systems the ability to offer a 
variety of advanced classes that would 
otherwise not he fmancially avail­
able. 

But, the state school system is two 
years into KERA and a basic admin­
istrative linkup is not even available. 
My recent exasperation regarding the 
slow implementation of education 
technology has only intensified as of 
late because Dr. Boysen continues to 
press forward at an intense rate in his 
criticisms of school boards for their 
slow implementation ofKERA while 
he apparently cannot get his own act 

~ together. 
Floyd County's problems are not 

the only unfortunate situations sur­
facing in the state; yet, we are the one 
chosen for the spotlight. Anyone who 
is following KERA's progress has to 
understand that most local boards are 
experiencing their own specific prob­
lems in implementing KERA. There 
have been news articles regarding 
troubles in which the Jefferson and 
Fayette counties' systems have been 
grappling. I believe the audit that has 
been going on in Floyd County should 
occur randomly in some other school 

4t districts across the state. And, as a 
resultofthefacl<~ gathered from these 
audits, comprehensive training pro­
grams should be developed to assist 
districts in their self management. 

In addition, I was also offended 
with the mannerin which Dr. Boysen 
handled the recent selection of the 
Floyd County Education superinten­
dent. He took the position that no one 
from Floyd County was qualified to 
make an intelligent choice. I find that 
extremely offensive in that it feeds 
the old images of East Kentuckians 
that we are so desperately trying to 
overcome. I was raised believing that 
this country does not discriminate 
againstindi viduals or groups because 
of race, sex age ... or the area of the 
state from which they come. But, Dr. 
Boysen has indicated through his 
hiring practices in Floyd County that 
Floyd Countians just aren't intelli­
gent enough to make those decisions 
for themselves. 

The effect of such thinking is that 
if Bert Combs were alive today he 
could not serve as superintendent of 
schools in his heme county. 

Aside from that, it is apparent to 
me as one who has children in the 
Floyd County school system and a 
wife who teaches there, that the con­
tinuous disruption to our school sys­
tem is psychologically damaging to 
both entities. This continuing public 
controversy is totally demoralizing 
and embarrassing. One student con­
fided to me that during the last state 
tournament he was embarrassed to 
tell people he met that he attended 
school in Floyd County. For the stu­
dents and teachers, wrongdoers need 
to be prosecuted and we need to move 
forward. 

And, Floyd County students are 
progressing in spite of the difficul­
ties. Our most recent assessment test 
scores were average compared to the 
rest of the state. Of course, we don't 
want to be average and will strive to 
raise those test scores. But, my point 
is that our students are achieving the 
nonn according to the state's own 
testing mechanism, so the local sys­
tem must be working to a certain 
degree and not in total ruin as the 
media would have readers believe. 

I feel that my criticisms of Dr. 
Boysen are totally misinterpreted. I 
was and am still totally committed to 
KERA. But, because of my recent 
frustrations over the lack of progres­
sive movement in computer technol-

1111 ogy, I felt compelled to publicly 
question Dr. Boysen's motives. As a 
primary sponsor of education ref onn, 
I and other General Assembly mem-

hers promised the taxpayers, the chil­
dren and parents that education would 
be much improved as a result of 
KERA. By getting the computer tech­
nology portion of refonn moving 
forward, we will be giving the public 
a visual reality to our promise and I 
am frustrated because it is still only a 
promise. And, until I see the realiza­
tion of this important facet of KERA, 
I will continue to publicly voice my 
concerns.

This is the system by which 
the Federal Government operates, 
with a President -appointed Secretary 
of Agriculture subject to approval by 
the U.S. Senate. 

We all know that the farmers and 
rural people do not have the votes 
anymore to elect a Commissioner of 
Agriculture-just look at the amount 
of registered voters from Louisville, 
Lexington, and Northern Kentucky. 
Providing for the Commissioner to 
be appointed will allow direct input 
from the state's agriculture commu­
nity as to who will serve in that im­
portant position.

Defense wants Johnson 
sheriff exhumed 

An attorney has asked a judge to order the ex­
humation of slain Johnson County Sheriff Cecil 
Eugene Cyrus's body for an autopsy that was 
never perfonned, although one was required by 
law. 

Ronald Rigg, an attorney for defendant Flem 
Burchett, said Monday that there is evidence 
another person's gun might have killed Cyrus. 
His motion, filed Friday in Pike Circuit Court, 
said Cyrus, 56, might have been shot "from an 
angle from which the defendant could not have 
fired." 

Burchett, 63, of Oil Springs, was charged with 
capital murder in the shooting of Cyrus on March 
18, when the sheriff went to Burchett's house to 
return him to a rape trial. 

Kentucky State Police allege Burchett shot 
Cyrus in the head with a shotgun as the sheriff 
sLood on Burchett's front porch. Burchett then 
allegedly shot himself with the same gun. 

Burchett is in the Pike County Detention cen­
ter awaiting an AprilS trial. The case was moved 
to Pike County because of possible prejudice 
against Burchett in Johnson County. -Lexing­
ton Herald-Leader 

Ky. Power settles 
case on contamination 

Kentucky Power Inc. has settled a 1985 chemi­
cal contamination case with 44 ex-salvage work-

ers and wiU offer testimony against the two other 
corporate defendants, an attorney said Monday. 

The confidential settlement, reached Friday, 
was the third in about a month. It came after out­
of-court deals with General Electric Corp. and 
Allis-Chalmers Corp. With the case scheduled 
for trial November 9, Westinghouse Corp. and 
Monsanto Company are the only remaining de­
fendants. 

Larry Webster, an attorney for the fmner 
Libby Iron & Metal Company workers, indicated 
he thought Kentucky Power settled because the 
larger companies appeared to be directing the 
blame at the utility during an October 12 hearing 
in Pike Circuit Court. 

The workers allege they were exposed to the 
PCBs- or polychlorinated biphenyls - when 
they dismanUed transfonners and capacitors to 
get at the copper inside. The suit claims the 
companies- all manufacturers and distributors 
of the components-knew about the dangers but 
failed to warn the workers. 

Attorneys for Monsanto - which manufac­
tured the PCBs - and Westinghouse argued 
during this month's hearing that they provided 
warnings to Kentucky Power. They said that 
Libby was not an intended user of the products 
and that there was no duty to warn the scrap yard.

Ex-official, wife 
plead not guilty 

Gregory Nelson Holmes, fanner assistant at­
torney general, and his wife, Kathryn Hannon, 
were arraigned Monday before Jefferson Circuit 
Judge Steve Ryan. 

Dr. Diane Elain Shafer, who has claimed that 
she is married to Holmes and was also scheduled 
to be arraigned, did not appear. 

. By agreement of the court and the prosecuting 
attorney's office, Shafer, a Paintsville orthopedic 
surgeon, will be arraigned in Jefferson Circuit 
Court Monday. She has been charged with brib­
ing a public official. 

Holmes and Harmon, who live in Jefferson­
town, entered not guilty pleas to 13 counts of theft 
by deception and one county of bribery of a public 
official. Holmes pleaded not guilty to a charge of 
bigamy. 

Holmes was fired July 24 from his job with the 
attorney general's office for allegedly having an 
affair with Shafer while he was investigating a 
compl~int against her for the state medical licens­
ing board. 

Shafer later claimed that she and Holmes were 
married December 30, 1989, just ten days before 
Holmes recommended dismissing the complaint 
against her. Holmes denies he was ever married to 
Shafer, or that he ever had an affair with her. -

ASCS announces disaster program 
and county committee election 

Farmers whose crops may have 
been adversely affected by weather 
or related conditions in crop years 
1990, 1991 and 1992, should contact 
their local ASCS Offices to fmd out if 
they may be eligible for disaster 
claims on these losses. 

Producers who bought Federal 
Crop Insurance for their crops must 
have losses greater than 35 percent to 
qualify; those who do not have FCIC 
must have 40 percent losses. The 
program provides cash payments for 
production losses on participating or 
nonparticipating com, tobacco and 
all commercial nonprogram crops. 
Signup began October 13 and will 
extend thruFebruary 12, 1993. 

Petitions for the 1992 County 
Committee election were mailed to 
all known eligible producers on 
September 30. Anyone who may be 
interested in running for the Commu­
nity Committee in Knott County or 
the County Committee in Floyd 
County must have his petition com­
plete and returned to the County of­
fice no later than close of business 
November2. 

Any person of legal voting age 
who is eligible to take part in any 

ASCS program is eligible to run for 
the county committee. Ballots will be 
mailed to all eligible voters by No­
vember 27, and must be returned by 
December 7. Anyone who feels he/ 
she is eligible to vote and does not 
receive a ballot may obtain one by 
contacting the ASCS Office. 

KNOW YOUR FARM PLAN 
If farmers want to retain eligibil­

ity for 1993 USDA benefits, it is 
important that they know before plant· 

ing whether the land has had a highly 
erodible (HEL) or wetland determi­
nation by the Soil Conservation Serv­
ice. Once a crop is planted in viola­
tion ofHELorwetland requirements, 
they will not be eligible for 1993 
benefits, therefore any fanner who is 
planning to participate in 1993 farm 
programs should contact the ASCS 
or SCS office immediately to deter­
mine if land they are intending to 
plant has had a HEL or wetland deter­
mination and whether he/she is in 
compliance with the conservation 
plan for the farm.

Coach Dewey Jamerson's Allen 
Central Rebels continue to look sharp 
in the second half of the season.

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Muscular Myths 

by Don Fields 
Pro Fitness Trainer 

For over twelve years I have been 
involved with free weight ttaining as 
a health club owner, personal ttainer, 
competitive powerlifter and body­
builder. Working with hundreds of 
men and women of all ages, I have 
witnessed nearly every possible 
combination of results that can be 
experienced with this type of resis­
tance exercise. 

During this time I have heard all of 
the common misconceptions, usu­
ally expressed as consternation or 
fear, associated with weightlifting in 
particular. As a fitness trainer, I am 
;,:onstantly confronted with these fal­
lacies and myths about weight train­
ing which I must often explain. 

The number one concern for 
women is the idea that weightlifting 
will cause a woman to develop the 
ph ysicallook of a man. In other words, 
women who lift weights may lose 
their look of femininity. 

Of all the women I have ever 
worked with, none looked more like 
a man after lifting weights that be­
fore. I believe this misconception is a 
result of the recent rise in women's 
competitive bodybuilding. 

Competitive bodybuilding form en 
and women is a sport involving years 
of incredibly hard training. Women 
who commit themselves to this sport 
have but one goal in mind: to develop 
the musculature of their body to it's 
fullest potential. Some women take 
synthetic testosterone to speed the 
process. 

Most women who are not compe­
titve bodybuilders just want to tone 
their muscles. Getting too muscular 
is not an accident that happens over­
night and should be of no concern to 
the ladies interested in weightlifting 
for fitness. 

As I tell all of my clients, the 
amount of muscle you will build is 
totally your choice. Simply decrease 
the amount of weight work for any 
area of the body if it becomes dispro­
portionate in size, and the muscles 
will atrophy or shrink to any size you 
like. Professional bodybuilders use 
this same technique to sculpt their 
bodies to asthetic proportions. The 
size of a muscle group is determined 
by the amount of work it is subjected 
to within genetic limits. 

A favorite myth concerning men 
and weight ttaining says that if you 
begin weightlifting you will have to 
keep it up for the rest of your life or 
the muscle you build will turn to fat. 
This sounds like a good argument 
against working out. Who wants to 
do all that work, building all that 
muscle only to have it tum to fat? 

This popular fallacy is a tale of the 
armchair athlete. After the high school 
or college career in spons is over, 
many athletes totally neglect their 
body, and put on a lot of weight, 
giving the appearance of muscle turn­
ing to fat. Muscle cannot turn into fat 
anymore than lead can turn into gold. 
If you don't use it, you lose it. If an 
athlete of any sport stops ttaining but 
continues to eat with the same appe­
tite, he or she will not only lose the 
muscle that was required for that 
activity, but will store the additional 
calories that are no longer being used. 

A calorie is a unit of energy. The 
body stores fat as a result of eating 
too many calories. Therefore, excess 
fat on your body can be thought of as 
stored energy. If you need 2000 calo­
ries daily to maintain your current 
weight and you change your body 
composition by adding five-pounds 
of muscle and lose five-pounds of fat, 
you will need more than 2000 calo­
ries a day to maintain the same weight 
plus a few extra to allow for the 
exercise needed to build and main­
tain a more muscular body. If you 
stop exercising. you must decrease 
your caloric intake to compensate for 
the loss of activity and the lower 
muscle to fat ratio, or you will simply 
store the excess calories as fat. 

Think of your muscle as the en­
gine in a car. The bigger the engine, 
the more horsepower it can produce 
and the more gas it requires. 

My favorite exercise myth states 
that weightlifting will cause you to 
become muscle bound. Although I 
do not know the actual definition of 
the term, I believe it suggests that 
having more than a normal amount of 
muscle will not allow you to scratch 
your back, tie your shoes or get out of 
the way of a slow moving vehicle! 

Of all the weight-trained individu­
als I have known, none were slower, 
less flexible or in any way physically 
hindered as a result of increased 
muscle mass. As a matter of fact, 
athletes who begin weight training 
do so to become bigger, stronger and 
faster - not muscle bound.

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Many athletes stretch before prac­
tice. Proper weightlifting technique 
involves just as much stretching of 
muscle fiber as contraction. Having 

more flexibility than is necessary to 
perform a certain movement or activ­
ity is not necessarily beneficial as far 
as that particular group of muscles is 
concerned. In order to lift progres­
sively heavier weights, your muscles 
will become more flexible, stronger 
and faster. 

There are many other weightlift­
ing and exercise myths, most of which 
are more specific and involve differ­
ent muscle groups. Suffice it to say 
that there is little, if any, truth to most 
of them and simple clarification is all 
that is needed. 

The fact is, weightlifting and most 
other popular forms of exercise, when 
done properly and regularly, are in no 
way harmful or detrimental to your 
present or future health. Most falla­
cies, myths and misconceptions are 
actually misunderstandings due to 
lack of knowledge and experience. 
Unfortunately, many still use these 
exercise myths as an excuse to not 
exercise. 

As a form of physical condition­
ing, resistance training has no equal. 
What other type of exercise can lower 
body fat, blood pressure, resting heart 
rate, and cholesterol while increas­
ing muscle mass, bone density, 
strength, speed and mental alertness, 
not to mention retarding the aging 
process while improving overall 
health and appearance? 

Keep in mind that all forms of 
resistance exercise are not as benefi­
cial as free weight training and may 
not be suitable for you. If you decide 
to try weight1ifting or any form of 
resistance training, see your doctor to 
determine any physical limitations. 
Then seek the advice of a qualified 
professional trainer to set up a pro­
gram that is best for you.

Fick is a 19-year veteran of the 
college and high school coaching 
ranks and certainly has brought ex· 
citement and enthusiasm back to the 
Morehead program with his run-and­
gun, shoot-the-three-pointer offense, 
pressure defense and his "Dreams 
Come True" attitude. 

Fick, along with Morehead State 
Athletic Director Steve Hamilton and 
Sports Information Director Randy 
Stacy were in Prestonsburg recently 
on a run through the state promoting 
the Eagles program. 

Coach Fick has not lost any of his 
zeal from last season and if anything, 
he is more zealous than ever. He is a 
positive thinker and more so about 
the Morehead State basketball pro­
gram. Just to listen to him talk about 
his young players coming into the 
program this year and the recruiting 
potential the Eagles have and you can 
his eyes light up as he talks about his 
club and the next two to three years. 

"We'vegotalotofyoungpeople," 
said Fick from the office ofJ effRiley. 
"We'vegotwhatalotofpeoplewould 
considerarebuildingyear. But I don't 
look at it that way. I'm not going to 
put any limitations on them (play­
ers). 

"We have four new freshmen 
coming into our program this sea­
son," explained Fick. 'We will have 
three kids who transferred in, two of 
whom will be sophomores. Theother, 
who will be a sophmore next year, is 
a transfer in from the Naval Acad­
emy and will be sitting it oul" 

The Eagles return only two start­
ers from last year's 14-15 club that 
took the University of Kentucky to 
the wire before falling. The two lone 
returning starters are Doug Bentz (6-
9, senior) and Martez Ballard (6-2, 
junior). Bentz earned second-team 
AU-Ohio Valley Conference honors 
while leading the Eagles in rebound­
ing and ranking second on the team in 
scoring with a 16 ppg average behind 
Roberts. 

"I think the freshmen kids and 
transfer students, they're so young 
-and their enthusiasm-I'm going 
to ride that as long as I can," said 
Fick. "I don't want to put any limits 
on them." 

Fick Slated that the nice thing about 
having a young ballclub this year is 
"they're going to very good over the 
next two to three years." 

"I don't know when we will be 
good - this year- but we'Jl be 
good eventually." 

The MOrehead coach said that how 
good this club becomes and how 
quickly they become a good ballclub 
will depend on them staying healthy. 

"As long as we stay healthy," Fick 
continued, "I don't know when that 
will be. I wish I knew in the begin­
ning, I can't tell you that we're com­
ing back with a lot of experience. But 
I can tell you that we are coming up 
with a lot of talent and young talent 
can surprise you on many nights." 

Once again this year, the Eagles 
will face a highly regarded Kenrucky 
Wildcat team in Rupp Arena but the 
Cats are not the only high-ranked 
team the Eagles will face.

Dame being number one. They won 
20 games last year." 

The Eagles mentor said that every 
game for his ballclub this year was 
going to be tough. "You see, with the 
young kids that's the way you get to 
test them. We're playing Michigan 
State first because I want them to see 
how far we have to go to be at that 
level. Hopefully, it's not that far but 
we'll fmd out" 

Coach Fick is quick to point out 
what playing Kentucky did for his 
program.

him. I thought that was very helpful." 
Morehead was in the game all the 

way until the latter eight minutes but 
Coach Fick believes his team could 
had taken it to the final minute had it 
not been for a three-pointer.

• in their starting five," he said. "I 
don't know much about their bench 
yet, that was the difference last year." 

Fick remembered that Eastern 
Kentucky suffered some tough losses 
last season but should help them­
selves by having brought in some 
junior college players ''that might be 
able to help them right away." 

The backcourtof Austin Peay will 
give them a boost this season and 
Southeast Missouri had some big wins 
last season, according to Fick. 

"Murray and Tennessee State are 
the teams you have to watch out for." 

Just where does Morehead fit into 
the OVC picture? 

"Well, we're going to try to win 
the OVC championship," explained 
Fick. "That's what we're there for. 
And we're going to try to do that 
every year. The way the schedule is 
set up, we've got a lot of tough early 
games. But those tough early games, 
if we can stay healthy, those fresh­
men are to be a lot older by the time 
OVC comes around. 

"And if we can get hot, the way the 
schedule is set, then we can contend 

li for the title by the end of the year." 
As usual, Morehead will be a up­

tempo team this year even though 
they are going to be a young bailclub. 

"Withoutadoubt," said the Eagles 
coach. Again,justhow up-tempo will 
depend on the Eagles staying healthy. 

"If we stay healthy we 'II be deeper 
on the bench than last year," he ex­
plained. "What we ran into last year 
was we were averaging almost 105 
points a game, but we couldn't go 
very deep into our bench. 

"I had to fmd out early which

by the end of the year and it's tough 
to keep running even though we did. 
But you wear down a little bit." 

A healthy Eagle ballclub this year 
will allow the Morehead team to goat 
least nine deep, according to their 
second year coach. Eagle fans can 
expectFick' s club to press even more 
lhis year. 

"We are going to press more this 
year of defense," he said. "We'll press 
on made baskets and we'll press on 
missed baskets," commented the 
Eagle coach. "Made baskets, missed 
baskets, everything will totally be 
up-tempo and that means that we've 
got to be able to handle the basket­
ball. We've got some good guards 
coming into our program." 

Coach Fick pointed out those 
guards will be found in JJ. Hylton 
(Belfry), Marty Cline (University 
Heights) and Joel Frakes (Ste­
vensville, Michigan). 

"We'regoingtohaveanoutstand­
ing wing player in John Branham 
from Newport Central Catholic. 
Branham was also on the Kentucky 
All-Star team." 

Coach Pick looks for Helton, who 
led the Belfry Pirates to three con­
secutive trips to the SweetSixteen,to 
step in and contribute right away. 

"That's the best thing about kids 
being freshmen on this ballclub. 
Freshmen will play a lot He doesn't 
have time to come in here and de­
velop. The developing will be on the 
floor against the Michigan State and 
Kentucky's, said Fick. "I'm expect­
ing big things from JJ. Two things 
have happened early. He was well 
coached and knows what he is doing 

• on the court- we'll see that on 
November 1 (official opening day for 
practice in college). 

"J. J. has had to go up-tempo with 
his work ethic in regard to the weight 
room and conditioning," said Fick. 
"He has made strides in those two 
areas. It was slow in the beginning 
but he has made strides with that. He 
is a very good athlete. Much more 
athletic than people think." 

Fick stated that in the up-tempo 
style of play the Eagles will run this 

year that the former Belfry all-star 
could flourish. 

"As long as he gets himself in 
shape and does better with the weights 
and he has done better," the Eagle 
coach explained.

Fick is expecting to add to the Eagles 
program is former Johnson Central 
standout. Robbie O'Bryan who came 
to the Morehead program as a walk­
on. 

"When we say 'walk-on,' people 
have to understand, hey, with 13 
scholarships instead of 15, there's a 
kid who might have been given a 
scholarship. But when you lose two 
scholarships, as the whole NCAA 
has done, being a walk -on is not a bad 
deal. 

"Robbie is on a full academic 
scholarship," said Fick. "He did so 
well in that regard. Robbie will be on 
our basketball team. He's earned a 
spot on the team. He working, again, 
with the weights. He is also working 
hard in conditioning but he just needs 
to get that body bulk up a little more. 
He certainly can shoot the basket­
ball." 

According to the Morehead coach, 
two things happen to kids when they 
come into the college level. 

"Number one, they don't under­
stand how it is on the college level," 
he explained. "No matter how well 
coached they are, the physical de­
mands are harder on them. On just 
about every high school team you 
have at least one kid who is big and 
strong. There you have 16 and 17-
yearold kids dealing with 13 and 14-
yearolds. 

"Now, in college, you're the 18-
year old who's dealing with 21, 22, 
and 23-year old players who have 
worked on the weights for four to five 
years. Physical strength and working 
with the weights on the high school 
level is a big deal," said Fick. 

"Number two: high school kids 
are not in shape for the college level. 
Everyone is pretty quick at that level," 
continued the Morehead coach. "I 
saw the 15th Region last year. Kids 
here need to know how to compete. If 
a kid wants to become an outstanding 
college basketball player, the weight 
work and what he does with condi­
tioning and strength is just as impor­
tant as shooting a basketball. You 
can~tgetopen to shoot the basketball 
if you're not quicker, stronger and in 
condition and you won't be in the 
game very long because you'll get 
tired. On the college level, it's 40 
minutes and it's up-tempo."

Coach Fick sees the inability of 
some players to move without the 
ball as a lack of conditioning. "That's 
exactly what it is," he stated. "It's 
easier to come off a pick and be 
standing there. Whereas you have to 
be in better condition to get open and 
that's not necessarily the coaches 
fault That comes with off season 

work. That's doing the extra things 
that it takes in the off season." 

"If you want 15th Region players 
to be beuer college prospects," said 
Fick, "you need to come down and 
watch us practice and then go back 
home. The coaches out there are trying 
to tell them what we are doing. The 
high school coaches know what we 
are doing. 

"Then when the players come 
down to one of our practices, they see 
that their coach was right and they 
say 'I got to work harder, run faster 
and lift more.'" 

Fick stated that his practices are 
open to the public and players who 
want to watch one of their practices 
are welcome to do so. 

''The lack of exposure to major 
college basketball would be the ma­
jor reason why kids don't understand 
what is needed on the college level," 
said Fick. "Coaches are telling them. 
Some learn by telling while others 
learn by seeing." 

Coach Fick says that he and his 
staff are targeting this year's juniors 
in their recruiting efforts ''We're 
going to be out there all over the state 
looking at this year's juniors," he 
explained. "We've tabbed ourselves 
as 'Kentucky's other team.'" We've 
got a lot of Kentucky kids and we're 
going to go after the juniors in Ken­
tucky." 

Coach Fick said that Morehead 
has already gotten two verbal com­
mitments fornextseasonandthatthe 
coaching staff is excited about that. 

"We're working the junior classes 
fust of all in the mountain areas and 
then we want to spread out to the 
Lexington area and then into Louis~ 
ville," said Fick. 

What does Fick and his staff look 
for in a player during their recruiting 
efforts? 

''That's a fair question and I ap­
preciate it," he said "First of all is 
competitiveness. Can a kid compete. 
I don'tcare how tall they are. I don't 
want to hear how good of a shooter 
they are; that's not important That's 
all secondary. I want to know can 
they compete. 

"If you're a good shooter and not 
a competitive kid, I don't want you," 
he said. "I don't want you. You can't 
play for us. 

"On the other hand if you are a 
competitive player and you have those 
other things that makes you auractive 

to us. 
"Secondly, toughness. Will he 

compete? Will he work? Will he move 
without the basketball? Will he re­
bound? Will he dive for a loose ball? 
Hthey shoot well, rebound well some 
of the time but don't compete, I don't 
recruit those kids. 

"I'd rather recruit a kid who will 
play hard with a little less ability than 
a kid with ability but won't play hard." 

The Morehead coach said that with 
the loss of the nation • s leading scorer, 
Bret Roberts, that the Eagles will be 
more of a balanced team this season. 

"Our scoring should blossom this 
year," said Fick. "It may be Kelly 
Wells one night andJ. J. Hylton the 
next night or Marty Cline the other 
night. It will be very difficult to de­
fend us if we have all of those people

.Disability Awareness Day held at PCC

The second annual Disability 
Awareness Day program held Octo­
ber 21 at Prestonsburg Community 
College was in the words of one 
participant "a real eye-opener." 

Several area school officials, 
counselors, and students gathered in 
the meeting room of the Johnson 
building for the four-hour program 
which included presentations and 
hands-on learning experiences. 

The program was put together by 
D. · needs coun­
selor at PCC who works with stu­
dents who have disabilities. 

"I setup the program basically to 
help make people more aware of the 
different types of disabilities people 
have and what accommodations we 
can make to help them be more pro­
ductive and happier in our society," 
said Beard who presided over the 
workshop. 

A major component of the work­
shop was the presentation of an Adult 
Awareness Program (AAP) con­
ducted by officials of the Department 
of Vocational Rehabilitation, Louis­
ville. The AAP presentations con­
sisted of discussions of motor im­
pairments, learning disabilities, and 
visual impairments. Hearing impair­
ment was presented by Tina McFar­
land of United Way who has experi­
ence with deaf ministries. 

Don Beckhart, rehabilitation pro­
gram administrator for the Depart­
ment of Vocational Rehabilitation 
spoke about the purpose of the AAP 
during a break in the workshop. 

"Our purpose is to acquaint indi­
viduals regarding services for voca­
tional rehabilitation and having them 
aware of the challenges involving 
people with disabilities. Hopefully, 
they will understand there are chal­
lenges, but these are challenges that 

._ can be overcome." 
The vocatiOnal rehabilitation 

department has presented the AAP to 
60 organizations - approximately 
1,500 adults - since January. A vari­
ation of the program has been pre-

sented to schools in the Louisville 
area. According to Beckhart, the 
program reaches at least 3,500 stu­
dents annually. 

Beckhart himself is living proof a 
disability can be overcome. Stricken 
with polio at age 13, Beckhan had to 
resign himself to a life with crutches. 
This turn-of -events was especially 
difficult for a youngster who was 
active in sports 

"Initially I was very depressed. 
But I'm very fortunate," he said. 

Making the best of a bad situation, 
he became team manager for his high 
school and college sports teams. For 
ten years he ran the scoreboard for 
the now defunct Louisville Colonels 
minor league baseball team. For 
several years now he has been a scout 
for the Philadelphia Phillies major 
league baseball team. 

Beckhart, 62, said being physi­
cally challenged "hasn't affected me 
professionally at all. I don'tmean to 
boast, but I hope I'm an example of 
what a person can do (who has a 
disability)." 

Beckhart was a former client of 
the rehabilitation program and he has 
been an employee of the department 
for 30 years. 

Steve Deeley, 37, has worked with 
the Department of Vocational Reha­
bilitation for the last six years. Dur­
ing the break Beckhart beamed as he 
introduced Deeley as "a ttue star of 
the program. He is an example of 
what a person (with a disability) can 
accomplish." 

Although blind, Deeley leads an 
active life. He runs in marathons, 
water skies, and "wants to jump out 
of an airplane," said Beckhart, mar­
veling at his co-worker's adventur­
ous spirit. 

A modest man who had to be 
prodded to talk about himself, Deeley 
said, "I have a fear of airplanes in 
general. I don't know if I will tty it 
(parachuting out of an airplane). I 
would be tethered to an instructor." 

Deeley said his blindness has not 
hindered him in pursuing goals. 

"I went to law school, but I didn't 
graduate. But that was my fault I 
had personal problems. Blindness 
hasn't hindered me. There are a lot of 
things rd like to read. But with 
computer technology, I can now." 

A disability that defeats one per­
son can provide the catalyst for great 

achievement in another. Attitude is 
the key, both on the part of the handi­
capped and society in general. 

"You can pass all the legislature 
and laws you want But if people 
don't have the right attitude (about 
disabilities) it won't matter," 

The morning sessions centered on 
motor impainnents and learning dis­
abilities. Volunteers had popsicle 
sticks taped to their fingers to simu­
late the stiff joints of arthritic victims 
and the physical limitations they face 
as a result, while others took turns 
maneuvering in a wheelchair in the 
hallways outside the meeting room. 

One wheelchair volunteer was 
Darrell Clark, counselor at Sheldon 
Clark High School, Inez. He com­
mented on how ill-equipped most 
school facilities are to accommodate 
the wheelchair bound. 

Of his own school he said, "We 
are making headway, but there is lots 
we can do to help someone (a student 
with a disability). Funding has to be 
increased." He added, "The handi­
capped can be as productive as any­
one else. If they have a good mind 
they can do anything. These people 
are discriminated against if they don't 
get an education." 

Edgar Craft, counselor at 
Prestonsburg High School, partici­
pated in the learning disabilities ses­
sion, which included deciphering 
paragraphs as a learning disabled 
person might see them. Hesaidofthe 
program, "I think it's fantastic. It 
introduces people to how a person 
with disabilities (sees the 
world) ... This should be an in-service 
program (at schools)." 

"I think the program was very types of disabilities and the services 
helpful for those who attended in that available for people with disabili­
it enlightened them on the different ties." 

The afternoon agenda included a 
session on visual impairment pre­
sented by Connie Latiff and Keith 'v 

Creasy of the Kentucky Department 
of the Blind, in which participants 
wore goggles to simulate different 
vision impairments, wiblessed dem­
onstrations of computer technology, 
and listened to a short presentation 
on braille. 

Tina McFarland who works with 
a deaf ministry in the five-county 
area, described her experiences work­
ing with the deaf culture in eastern 
Kentucky, and she taught the group a 
few words in sign language. 

To Beard, the Disability Aware­
ness Day agenda met all his objec­
tives.

Understanding real estate 
terminology 

by Dorothy Harris 

Purchasing a home can be a com­
plicated and confusing process, es­
pecially for first-time buyers. 
Throughout the process, ftrSt-time 
home buyers will encounter a variety 
of unfamiliar real estate terms. There 
are several key terms associated with 
purchasing real estate that are helpful 
to learn. 

referred to as APR or annual percent­
age rate. Interest is paid on the prin­
cipal, thecapitalsum the buyer owes. 
Interest payments may be disguised 
in the foflll of points. Points are an 
up-front cost which may be paid by 
either the buyer or seller or both in 
conventional loans. 

Are 'work-at-home' ads a rip-off 

For example, many buyers con­
fuse the terms broker and salesper­
son. A broker is a properly licensed 
individual,orcorporation, who serves 
as a special agent in the purchase and 
sale of real estate. A salesperson is an 
individual employed, or associated 
by written agreement, by the broker 
as an independent contractor. The 
salesperson facilitates the purchase 
or sale of real estate. 

In general, there are two types of 
·conventional loans that a buyer can 
obtain. A fixed rate loan has the same 
rate of interest for the life of the loan, 
usually 15 to 30 years. An adjustable 
rate loan or adjustable rate mortgage 
(ARM) provides a discounted initial 
rate which changes after a set period 
of time. The rate can't exceed the 
interesuatecap or ceiling allowed on 
such a loan for any one adjustment 
period. Some ARMs have a lifetime 
cap on interest. The buyer makes the 
loan and interest payments to the 
lender through amortization, the 
systematic payment and retirement 
of debt over a set period of time. DEAR BRUCE: We desperately 

have to increase our family income.

I 
am hard-pressed to leave the house 
since we have four children under the 
ageof7. 

I answered an ad that said for 
$29.95,Iwouldreceivealistofdozens 
of companies that would allow me to 
work at home. I sent my check in,and 
received the book. But every com­
pany that I have responded to wants 
me to put money up before they will 
allow me to work for them. The work 
requires stuffing envelopes, assem­
bling products, etc. 

My husband says it's nothing but 
a rip-off. How can they be allowed to 
do this? I'm not comfortable leaving 
the home, and, realistically, the cost 
of day care makes my going to work 
an impractical proposition. Before I 
spend any more money, I thought I 
would ask you what you know of

DEAR C.B.: Companies that 
place ads such as you've described, 
prey on people like you. You're des­
perate for income. The problem is 
that in almost every instance-there 
may be an exception somewhere­
the only thing that happens is that you 
become poorer because you've an­
swered their ads. 

In most every case-for research, 
we have answered dozens of these 
ads-the companies are either nearly 
illegal, or clearly illegal. Dozens of 
them have been shut down by various 
attorneys general around the coun­
try. Others stay in business by mar­
ginally adhering to the letter of the 
law, but certainly not the spirit. 

The cold hard facts are: These 
"work-at-home" companies will lead 
you on, paint a rosy picture, and sell 
you $2 worth of material for as much 
as $200. When you've completed the 
work, they return it to you, saying it 
doesn't meet company standards.

DEAR BRUCE: I am an avid 
cyclisL The problem is that when I 
ride around the neighborhood.

I purchased a can of Mace and 
have found that to be an effective 
deterrent When a dog gets too close, 
I give him the smallest dose neces­
sary, and that discourages them. I've 
also found, after one or two shots, 
those dogs don't chase me anymore. 

Can I get in trouble doing this? 
Does it have any lasting effect on the 
dog'l The dog shouldn't be out in the 
road to begin with.-G.R., Santa 
Maria. Calif. 

DEAR G.R.: You really have to 
feel sorry for the dogs because their 
owners are so lax. Those dogs should 
not be allowed to run free. Obvi­
ously, you have a right to ride down 
the street on your bicycle and not be 
harassed by an animal. 

Y ouaskedif you can get in trouble, 
and I don't know the answer to that. 
But it would seem to me that any 
owner who makesacomplaintagainst 
you sticks his or her neck out a long 
way, by acknowledging that their dog 
is running free. Clearly, if the dog 
weren 'tat large, the problem wouldn't 
exist. 

As you point out, the Mace doesn't 
have any lasting effect on the dogs, 
and most of them are smart enough to 
fmd out that maybe it's not a good 
idea to chase bicyclists. While it may 
not be legal, I personally have no 
problem with what you are doing. 

But I do feel sorry for the animals. 
I really believe that the owners who 
allow dogs to run free like this should 
be taken to task and punished. 

Once you decide to purchase, a 
salesperson will prepare a sales con­
tract or present to the seller along 
with your earnest money deposit. The 
sales contract is the document through 
which the seller agrees to give pos­
session and title of property to the 
buyer upon full payment of the pur­
chase price and performance of 
agreed-upon conditions.

Often, the earnest 
money is held in an escrow account 
Escrow is the process by which money 
is held by a disinterested party until 
the terms of the escrow instructions 
are fulfilled. 

After the buyer and seller have 
signed the contract, the buyer must 
obtain a mortgage note by presenting 
the contract to a mortgage lender. 
The note is the buyer's promise to 
pay the purchase price of the real 
estate in addition to a stated interest 
rate over a specified period of time. A 
mortgage lender places a lien on the 
property, or mortgage, and this se­
cures the mortgage note. 

The buyer pays interest money to 
the lender in exchange for the use of 
money borrowed. Interest is usually 

Once the contract has been signed 
and a mortgage note obtained, the 
buyer and seller must legally close 
the real estate transaction. The clos­
ing is a meeting where the buyer, 
seller and their attorneys review, sign 
and exchange the final documents. 
At the closing, the buyer receives the 
appraisal report, an estimate of the 
property's value with the appraiser's 
signature, certification and support­
ing documenL The buyer also re­
ceives the title and the deed. The title 
shows evidence of the buyer's own­
ership of the propeny while the deed 
legally transfers the title from the 
seller to the buyer. The final docu­
ment the buyer receives at closing is 
a title insurance policy, insurance 
against the loss of the title if it's 
found to be imperfect. 

Buyers should plan on at least four 
or twelve weeks for a typical real 
estate transaction. The process is 
difficult and, at times, intimidating. 
A general understanding of real es­
tate terminology and chronology of 
the transaction, however, will help 
any real estate novice to confidently 
buy his or her first home.
