State Board Chairman Joe Kelly 
sent a leuer Wednesday to Towler 
and board chairman Ray "Shag" 
Campbell which said, "the State 
Board is dismayed by the public re­
sponse of Dr. Towler to the Depart­
ment of Education's investigation 
report." 

Towler said Wednesday that he 
had talked with Education Commis­
sioner Thomas Boysen about the let­
ter. Towler said he was "sorry" that 
"some people had construed his 

Sites being 
reviewed for 
school offices

,Despite widespread accounts that 
the Floyd County Board of Educa­
tion will move its central offices out 
ofPrestonsburg, superintendent Steve 
Towler said Wednesday that "most 
likely" won't happen. 

Towler was directed by the board 
in August to study relocating the 
central offices. 

Office space in Prestonsburg, 
Allen and Martin is being consid­
ered, Towler said, but "most likely" 
it will remain in Prestonsburg. There 
are no plans to renovate the current 
office or build on the existing site on 
Arnold Avenue. 

"I don't think we need to spend

comments" as downplaying the se­
verity of the report. 

"By no means was I doing that," 
Towler said. "Inanyreportbyagroup 
of people you can take issue with the 
fmdings and recommendations. That 
report was made by a group of outsid­
ers who came in here for a week. 

"I offered to be at the state board 
meeting today {Wednesday) to say to 
them that I accept the report," Towler 
added. 

The report was highly critical of 
the school system and it told board 
members to develop a short-term plan 
for implementing the recommenda­
tions by September 30. 

Department of Education spokes­
manSteveSwiftsaidWednesdaythat 
the state will share the cost with the 
Floyd board to hire a facilitator to 
assist Towler in developing a short­
term plan. The state will offer 
"$10,000to$15,000"towardthecost, 
Swift said. ' 

Towler said he will seek out 
"someone familiar with the educa­
tion enterprise" to work with him to 
develop the short-term plan. He said 
that person or persons would not be 
from Floyd County and that he would 
look either "in Kentucky or outside 
Kentucky" for an individual or a 
company to provide that service. 

Chairman Campbell declined to 
comment on the state board's criti­
cism of Towler, but said the board 
had no choice but to follow the state· s 
recommendations. 

Towler was hired as superinten­
dent of the Floyd County system af­
ter Commissioner Boysen vetoed the 
board's choice, Nebraska educator 
William Zitterkopf. Boysen recom­
mended that the board hire Towler as 
theirnextsuperintendenL Boysen was 
criticized locally and statewide for 
the role he played in the selection of 
a new superintendent for the Floyd 
CoWlty system. A five-member 
search committee did not select 
Towler as a fmalist for the position. 

At the state board meeting in 
Danville Tuesday, board member 
Tom Gish told board members that 
Towler's comments "raised serious 
questions" about his intentions in 
Floyd County, Swift said Wednes­
day. 

Gish, along with State Represen­
tative Roger Noe, criticized Boysen 
for his role in Floyd County's super­
intendent search. Gish sat in on a 
public meeting in Floyd CoWlty be­
tween Towler and local citizens in 
July, before Towler was hired. 

"What I really was attending was 
a wake for the death of school reform 
in Eastern Kentucky," Gish said after 
that meeting. 

Gish's remarks were in reference 
to Towler's touting of his experience 
with Eastern Kenwcky teachers and 
school boards.

Candidates trade jabs 
in 5th district campaign

Not to be outdone by presidential 
candidates George Bush and Bill 
Clinton, 5th District Congressional 
candidates John Doug Hays and Hal 
Rogers have begun taking public 
potshots at each other. 

Last week, incumbent Rogers' re­
election headquarters issued a press 
release accusing Hays of ethical mis­
conduct and violation of the state 
constitution. 

Those charges stem from Hays' 
service as a special justice on the 
Kentucky Supreme Court in an 
August, 1991legal case that was not 
officially settled until June of this 
year. well after Hays had announced 
his candidacy for congress. 

A counter-release issued Tuesday 
by Hays' campaign camp denounced 
those charges as being "ludicrous, 
untrue and utterly ridiculous," and 
said that Hays' involvement as a spe-

cial justice was entirely legal and 
ethical. 

Hays then went on to denounce 
Rogers' record of, among other 
things, voting 14 times on bank re­
form measures in the United States 
House of Representatives while also 
serving on the board of directors of a 
bank. 

"(Rogers) has voted time and again 
on laws which could affect his pri­
vate business interests," Hays said, 
"and now he has the nerve to accuse 
me of wrongdoing for serving my 
state .... It seems my opponent is tak­
ing advice from the same attack dogs 
who are running the Bush-Quayle 
campaign." 

Neither Hays nor Rogers could be 
reached for comment Thursday. 

Hays, a former state senator, will 
challenge Rogers, currently serving 
his sixth term as the 5th Congres­
sional District Representative, in the 
November election.

Racing 
verdict 
stirs ire

The Kentucky Racing 
Commissions's decision to deny live 
racing dates to Eastern Kentucky 
Racing, Incorporated has produced a 
negative backlash thatmaycostFloyd 
County millions of dollars in poten­
tial revenue and result in criminal 
charges being brought against the 
commission's board members. 

The new Kentucky Racing Com­
mission, consisting of eight former 
Thoroughbred Racing Commission 
members and three former Harness 
Racing Commission members, has 
been accused of trying to destroy the 
harness racing industry in Kentucky. 

Adding weight to those accusa­
tions is the commission's refusal to 
allow Eastern Kentucky Racing presi­
dent Clyde Woods live racing rights 
at his proposed Kentucky Downs 
facility. The commission cited as the 
basis for the refusal that blueprints 
for the track's bathrooms and horse 
stalls were not detailed enough. The 
commission also denied live racing

State Police 
prepare for 
Labor Day

As Kentuckians gear up to cele­
brate this year's Labor Day Week­
end, the Kentucky State Police are 
gearing up to protect the celebrants. 

According to figures compiled by 
the KSP, during last year's Labor 
Day weekend, eight people were 
killed and 418 people were injured 
onKentucky'sroadways. Of the eight 
fatal accidents, five were drug or 
alcohol-related. 

Seven of the persons killed were 
notwearingsafetybeltsandtwowere 
thrown from their vehicles. 

Kentucky's highway fatality toll 
for 1992 as of August 28 was 483. 
The fatality toll on August 28 last 
year was 562. 

Kentucky State Police Commis­
sioner Billy Wellman announced on 
Wednesday that in order to combat 
highway accidents on Labor Day 
weekendthisyear,theKentuckyState 
Police force has temporarily sus­
pended its 10 percent fuel reduction

David residents 
urged to boil 
drinking water

As a precautionary measure, all 
David residents have been asked to 
boil all water to be used for drinking 
or cooking until further notice. 

Jackie Howard, superintendent for 
the district, said on Thursday· that 
water was lost out of some of the lines 
Monday and as a result, the system 
lost water pressure. The back-up sys­
tem was activated, Howard said, but 
when the main lines were put back 
into operation, settlements and de­
posits from the emptied tank shook 
loose and entered the water supply. 

Howard stressed that the boil water 
advisory was merely a safety precau­
tion and in no way meant that David's 
water supply was unsafe to drink. 

Howard said that he had sent 
samples of the water to the state 
Division of Water for testing to de­
termine whether or not the supply is 
contaminated. He added that he 
should know by today, Friday, 
whether or not the boil water advi­
sory may be lifted .

Damron said "there is no such 

corporate animal" as B & J Construc­
tion and that the company owned no 
equipment to spread gravels at the 
site and failed to provide security on 
the site, two provisions of the general 
work contract awarded to B & J. 

"B & J was paid $4,310.18 to 
spread gravel and the company owns 
no equipment," Damron said. "He 
(Music) contracts to do things that he 
cannotdo. The gravel was dumped in 
the middle of the road and either we 
spread it or shut down. We did the 
work, we deserve the money." 

Damron also said thatover$1,000 
wonh of Triple B's equipment was 
stolen because there was no security 
at the site.

rights to Riverside Downs, an estab­
lished track at Henderson. 

Ched Jennings, attorney of record 
for Eastern Kentucky Racing, said on 
Thursday that he had been contacted 
by Governor Brereton Jones' office 
to set up a meeting between the gov­
ernor, the commission, Woods and 
other leaders in the harness racing 
industry to resolve the issue. Jen­
nings said that he expected that 
meeting to take place on Thursday, 
but was not sure if all the concerned 
parties would be able to arrange it 

Jennings added that he anticipated 
the meeting with the governor would 
end with the racing commissioners 
fmding "a lot of egg on their faces." 

Floyd County Attorney Jim 
Hammond said Thursday that it was 
clear the racing commissioners' de­
cision was directly related to their 
own financial interests in the thor­
oughbred industry. 

Hammond said that the commis­
sioners' refusal constituted a direct 
violation of their respective oaths of 
office and Governor Jones' espoused 
philosophy about conflict of interest. 
He added that criminal charges could 
possibly be brought against the 
commissioners. 

'This decision shows ... that people 
in Central Kentucky consider East­
em Kentucky another Kentucky," 
Hammond said. "It was snobbish ... 
they even questioned whether or not 
we had running water down here. 

"It's just another example of the 
arroganceofthe so-called 'blue-blood' 
aristocracy (in Central Kentucky)," 
Hammond continued. "They have 
raped this region of revenues for years 
and now they want us to have these 
off track betting parlors and funnel 
20 percent of the gross into their back 
pockets." 

Hammond said the decision had 
potentially cost Floyd County thou­
sands of new jobs and several million 
dollars worth of projected revenues. 

"This is the daikest day (Eastern 
Kentucky) has seen since the late 
1950s," Hammond said. He added 
that the interlocal partnership agree­
ment between Floyd County and the 
city of Prestonsburg would probably 
fall by the wayside in the wake of the 
commission's decision, although 
plans for the official home of the 
Kentucky Opcy would not be affected. 

On Thursday, state Representa­
tive Greg Stumbo was quoted in the 
Lexington Herald-Leader as saying 
that Governor Jones "should demand 
the resignations of those commis­
sioners that voted to kill harness rac­
ing in the state. They violated their 
mandate, violated their oath of of­
fice." 

Racing commissioners could not 
be reached for comment Thursday. 

Woods refrained from further 
comment, pending the outcome of 
his meeting with the governor and 
harness racing leaders. 

Hammond, however, remains 
optimistic. 

"HI know the governor, the kind 
ofmanheis ... ,"Hammondsaid. ''I'm 
certain he will see that this situation 
is reconsidered... that he will take 
remedial steps immediately to ad­
dress this issue."

Kelly said. "The performance of the 
local board and superintendent will 
be assessed under those standards."

Who poisoned 
the potatoes?

A federal appeals cowt recently 
ordered the Environmental Protec­
tion Agency to abide by a 1958law 
forbidding the sale of food products 
containing even trace amounts of 
potentially toxic chemicals. The 
decision was an admirable blow for 
strict construction of the law. Here's 
hoping it will also end up as a blow to 
a crazy law. 

The 1958 Food, Drug and Cos­
metic Act contained a section, known 
as the Delaney Clause, which de­
clares that any food additives shown 
to cause cancer in humans or labora­
tory animals should be banned. Under 
this clause, such substances as sac­
charin and red dye No. 2 have been 
outlawed over the years. But the 
appellate court in San Francisco, by a 
vote of 3-0, greatly expanded the 
number of proscribed substances by 
declaring that Congress meant to 
include pesticide residues in its defi­
nition of "food additives." 

As a matter of law, the court ap­
pears to be right: Congress' intention 
clearly was to rid food of any foreign 
substances posing a risk of cancer. 
But whether the Delaney Clause it­
self makes any sense is another qu~­
tion. 

In 1958, it was widely assumed 
that 30 percent or more of all cancers 
were triggered by "carcinogenic" 
agents in the environment, mainly 
man-made chemicals. Nowadays it's 
understood that the vast majority of 
cancers are caused by genetic, die­
tary and lifestyle factors. Epidemi­
ologists put environmental causes at 
about l percent to 2 percent of all 
cancers. 

At the same time, however, scien­
tific ability to measure chemical resi­
dues has improved enormously. We 
can now find trace amounts as low as 
a few parts-per-billion in food prod­
ucts-levels so low that they could 
scarcely have been imagined in 1958, 
much less thought to pose a serious 
danger to humans. '· 

And indeed they don't pose a seri­
ous danger: A team at Stanford's 
Food Research Institute has shown 
that when actual exposure is consid­
ered, nota single fungicide was found 

.·::::·· 

to raise the cancer risk above one in a 
million. That's 35 times greater than 
the risk of getting killed by a bolt of 
lightning. 

Moreover, attempts to rid farming • 
of all pesticides, as many of the eco­
maniacs would like to do, carries 
risks of its own. After the Environ­
mental Protection Agency banned the 
fumigant ethyl dibromide (ED B), for 
example, natural aflatoxins were 
found to be soaring. Aflatoxin is 
judged to be 1,000 times as carcino­
genic as EDB. 

By volume, 99.9 percent of all 
"pesticides" in our diet come from 
similar "natural" sources. Potato skins 
are good for you because they con­
tain lots of vitamins, just like Mom 
always said. But they also contain 
lots of natural pesticides that ward• ' 
off bugs, molds and other predators. 

If the Delaney Clause were ap­
plied to nature, we'd all starve. Yet 
Congress and the environmental 
bureaucracy persist in the notion that 
the Nanny State can eliminate all risk 
from life. Perhaps the appeals cowt 
decision will force· them to face the 
folly of that attitude. But don't count 
on it

The thoroughbred requeslS breezed through; the har­
ness tracks were subjected to nitpicking examination 
of their finances. 

The commission denied a Prestonsburg group's 
request to operate a harness track. Cut through all the 
excuses for the decision, and the reason is clear: A 
harness track in Prestonsburg would keep off-track 
betting parlors from operating a significant portion 
of Eastern Kentucky ... 

The governor should ask the commission to re-

consider its decisions. If the commission won't, he 
should ask its members to resign. 

If the governor does anything else, he will be 
endorsing a raw abuse of power from which he and 
his industry stand to benefit. And that would tell 
Kentuckians everything they need to know about 
Jones' real agenda for racing in Kentucky. -Lex­

JOB TRANSFERS CREATE 
FAMILIAL TURMOIL

Corporations are discovering 
something they should have known 
long before this: that transferring key 
employees from city to city, from 
plant to plant, hac; a down side that 
causes turmoil and stress in a great 
many American families. 

Most workers still accept these 
promotions or sidewise locomotions, 
even if they're not crazy about the 
idea. What else can they do? Either 
they play the corporate chess game, 
or they end up at a desk' with a mag­
nificent view of the hall closet. No­
body ever climbed the corporate 
ladder by saying no to the boss. 

But grumbles are being heard 
among the troops, and some of the 
loudest grumbles are coming from 
two-worker families. The dialogue 
goes something like this: 

"Bob, I've got good news for you. 
We want you to be sales manager in 
Des Moines. It's a great opportunity. 
We'd like you to wind up your work 
here and move to Iowa by Oct. 1." 

"Thanks, J .R. I appreciate your 
confidence in me. But we like it here. 
We just bought a new house, our kids 
areinschoolandmywifehasachance 
to make panner at the law firm. She's 
not going to be happy about moving 
again." 

The same would be true of a 
woman worker asked to move to a 
new city, forcing her husband to find 
another job. It's one thing to be a 
good soldier when one job is at stake. 
It's not so easy to move when two­
worker families are involved. 

Thirty -six percent of worl<ers who 
say they're reluctant to move point to 
their mate's job as a reason, up from 
28 percent a year ago, according to a 
survey of384 companies by the busi­
ness-backed Employee Relocation 
Council in Washington, D.C. 

The council calls this career con­
flict a "growing concem," even 
though difficulties in selling and 
buying homes are cited more often 
by workers who balk at new assign­
menlo;. 

"More than half of male transfer­
ees relocated in 1991 had wives with 
careers of their own, female transfer­
ees were typically single, with only 
one-third reporting a working 
spouse," says the council's latest re­
location report. 

There is some evidence that trans­
fers are slowing down, partly to save 
money during a soft economy. The 
average cost of transferring an em­
ployee who owns a home was$46,667 
in 1991. That could include every­
thing from shipping costs to the sub­
sidies and services some companies 
offer to prevent losses on home sales. 

"In general, most employees will 
accept a transfer, even if they have 
reservations about the move," says 
the relocation report. "The typical 
transferee continues to be a 37-year­
old married male with dependent 
chiidren." 

Working for a major corporation 
with high pay and good benefits car­
ries an implied understanding that 
moving around might be pan of the 
deal. Companies tend to groom 
managers by exposing them to a 
variety of operations and situations. 
That's particularly true of fmns with 
overseas affiliates, which helps to 
explain why international relocations 
are trending up instead of down. 

But if companies are as serious 
about"familyvalues"asthetwopresi­
dential candidates seem to be, it 
doesn't make sense to uproot manag­
ers every five years just to satisfy 
some corporate game plan. 

The proportion of transferred 
workers who are married and have 
children at home declined from 64 
percent to 56 percent between 1990 
and 1991. Most of the families that 
stayed where they are probably pre­
fer it that way.

Extended unemployment 
benefits approved by Bush

About 30,000 Kentuckians who 
have or will exhaust their jobless 
benefits may be eligible for an addi­
tional 20 weeks of payments under 
the recently signed Emergency Un­
employment Compensation Act of 
1991. 

The act, signed by President 
George Bush July 3, is the third un­
employment benefits extension since 
November 1991. 

Margaret Whittet, commissioner 
of the Kentucky Department for 
Employment Services, said to qual­
ify for the extension individuals 
would have had to become unem­
ployed after July 4, 1992, and have 
exhausted their regular benefits or 
currently qualify for a new benefit 
claim or have a remaining balance on 
a previous emergency unemployment 
compensation claim. 

The new extension also gives 
claimants the option of receiving 
either regular unemployment insur­
ance benefits or emergency unem-
ploymentcompensation. Whittet said 
the amount of the weekly benefit 
may be different for the regular pay­
ment than the emergency compensa­
tion, so people can choose the most 
beneficial claim. 

"This extension is somewhat dif­
ferent from the two previous ones," 
Whittet said. "For example, most 
people who qualified for previous 
extensions will not be eligible for this 
extension because it is directed at the 
newly unemployed. 

"People who are eligible for the 
extension will receive letters from 
the Department for Employment 
Services explaining their benefits. But 
if someone thinks he is qualified he 
should contact his local employment 
services office." 

Kentuckians filing initial unem­
ploymentclaimsfromJune 14,1992, 
through July 4, 1992, may receive 20 
weeks of benefits instead of the 13 
weeks under the February 1992 ex­
tension.

continue searching for a job through 
our employment service, while some 
steady income is coming in," Whittet 
said. 

Whittet estimated that the total 
extra benefits to Kentuckians as a 
result of the third extension could 
reach $83 million. 

For the first two extensions 
(November 1991 and February 1992) 
there have been 38,592 initial claims 
ftledand$118.1 million in additional 
benefits paid through the end of June 
1992. 

The new extension does not give 
previous filers an additional20 weeks. 
New claims can be filed through 
March 6, 1993, with no benefits being 
paid after June 19, 1993.

An applicant for the scholarship 
fund must be a Kentucky resident, be 
admitted to a school in Kentucky 
with an approved program of nurs­
ing, and have obtained sponsorship 
from a Kentucky health facility. The 
sponsoring facility will match the 
scholarship awarded to the applicant. 
In exchange, the applicant will work 
one year at the sponsoring facility for 
each academic year funded. 

Preference for awards will be given 
to low-income, unemployed Ken­
tucky residents; LPNs who wish to 
attend registered nursing programs; 
and to applicants who have agreed to 
work in a sponsoring hospital, skilled 
nursing or intennediate care facility, 
or primary care center in a rural area 
of the state. 

Scholarship recipients who main­
tain at least a 2.0 grade point average 
may be eligible to receive continued 
awards as needed to complete the 
program of nursing.

With 
many more women now in the 
workforce, there was said to be more 
need for supervised care on a year­
round basis. The fact that school 
facilities sit idle so much was de­
plored. There's also increasing con­
cern over the shortness of the U.S. 
school year, compared to those in 
nations that have higher educational 
achievement than the U.S. 

However, it was acknowledged 
that the few U.S. school systems that 
now operate all year are in classes 
about the same number of days as 
students that follow the traditional 
calendar .

Country and pop music's hottest 
act, Billy Ray Cyrus, will present his 
"Achy Breaky Heart Tour" concert 
on Sunday, October 25, at 4 p.m., at 
the Russell County Fairgrounds in 
Castlewood, Virginia.

WATERFOWL HUNTERS 
ALLOWED TWO CANADAS 
IN DAILY BAG 

Limiting waterfowl hunters to two 
Canada geese in the daily bag applies 
statewide under 1992-93 Kentucky 
waterfowl hunting season regulations 
adopted by the Fish and Wildlife 
Resources Commission at its August 
18 meeting. 

The daily bag limit for geese is 
seven birds and may include no more 
than two white-fronted geese. The 
possession limit is double the daily 
bag. Last year goose hunters in the 
western zone were allowed three 
Canadas in the daily bag. The change 
was necessary to conform with fed­
eral guidelines and the reduction in 
Kentucky's harvest quota of Canada 
geese. 

The Western Goose Zone opens 
Nov. 26, followed by the December 
13 opening of the Eastern Goose 
Zone. Goose hunting in both zones 
runs through January 31,1993. 

The boundary between the goose 
zones begins at the Kentucky-Ten­
nessee border at Fulton, Ky., extends 
north along the Purchase Parkway to 
1-24, east along I-24 to US 641, north 
along US 641 to US 60, northeast 
along US 60 to the Henderson Co. 
line, then along the Henderson Co. 
line to the Indiana border. All of 
Henderson Co. and the Henderson­
Union reporting area are included in 
the western zone. Fulton County 
continues its experimental goose 
hunting season throughFeb.12, 1993. 

Duck hunters statewide may pur­
sue their sport during the four-day 
Thanksgiving. holiday, Nov. 26-
29,1992. DuckhuntingresumesDec. 
16 in the Western Duck Zone and 
continues throughJan.lO, 1993. The 
Eastern Duck Zone reopens Dec. 23 
and runs through Jan 17,1993. 

The daily bag limit is three ducks 
which may include no more than two 
mallards (no more than one female 
mallard), one black duck, two wood 
ducks, one redhead and one pintail of 
either sex. Canvasbacks may not be 
taken. In addition to the daily duck 
bag, 15 coots and five mergansers 
(only one may be a hooded mergan­
ser) may be taken per day. The pos­
session limit is double the daily bag. 

All species that may be hunted 
during the waterfowl season may be 

taken by falconry from Nov. 3, 1992 
through Jan. 31,1993. The daily bag 
limit is three birds, singly or com­
bined; the possession limit is six. 

The boundary separating the duck 
zones begins at the Kentucky-Ten­
nessee border on l-65, runs north to 
Green River Parkway at Bowling 
Green, northwest along the parkway 
to Owensboro, southwest along 
Bypass US 60, then north on US 231 
to the Indiana border. 

Shooting (and falconry) hours 
during the entire waterfowl season 
are one-half hour before sunrise until 
sunset Steel shot is required for all 
waterfowl hunting. 

Waterfowl hunters who want to 
hunt on Ballard and Henderson/ 
Sloughs wildlife management areas 
(WMAs) must apply on standardized 
forms by September 30,1992. Appli­
cation forms are available from both 
Ballard and Sloughs WMAs, most 
hunting license outlets, state conser­
vation officers and from the wildlife 
division office at #l Game Fann Rd., 
Frankfort, KY 40601. 

In adopting season framework for 
1993 turkey hunting, the commis­
sion approved separate permits for 
spring and fall turkey hunting and 
youth quota turkey hunts on Ballard 
and Grayson Lake WMAs. The youth 
hunts are scheduled the weekend 
before the 14-dayspringturkeyhunt­
ing season opens the traditional third 
Wednesday in April (April21). 

In other commission action, the 
North, South and Middle forks of the 
Kentucky River opens to ticlcling and 
noodling beginning with the 1993 
season.
