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Science 
labs are 
in "awful" 
condition

Twenty years of neglect has re­
sulted in students being unable to 
perform basic science experiments 
and it will take over $100,000 to 
bring the department up to basic stan­
dards, Prestonsburg High School prin­
cipal Karen Trivette told board mem­
bers Tuesday. 

During an unprecedented four 
hoursofpubliccommentatTuesday's 
school board meeting, Trivette was 
just one of many persons speaking to 
the school board about problems in 
Floyd County schools. 

Patty Elliott, science teacher at the 
high school, said that students are 
unable to perform lab experiments in 
chemistry and physiology and biol­
ogy lab projects are limited to dissec­
tion. 

Five science teachers share five 
science labs to teach 850 students, 
Elliott said. She added that teachers 
and students share a limited number 
of microscopes and other science 
equipment. 

Elliott said professors from 
Prestonsburg Community College 
were asked to look at the science labs 
and give an objective opinion as to 
what was needed regarding supplies 
and equipment for basic experiments 
to be performed. She said one profes­
sor estimated $100,000 per lab, but a 
second professor"brought him down 
to the high school level" and esti­
mated it will take $154,000 to equip 
the department. 

"I don't worry about asking for 
too much," Elliott said. "I know it's 
not enough, but we can get by. It's 
enough for the basics." 

Trivette said the school is not ask­
ing for "elite" science labs, only 
enough equipment to do basic ex­
periments. 

"Icandocurnentthatnonewequip­
ment has been ordered for the last 20 
years," Trivette said. "Why? I do not 
know. You can't teach science from 
a textbook anymore if we expect our 
children to compete with the rest of

lbe accident happened at 6:58 
a.m. at the intersection ofRoute 3 and 
Route 1428atLancer. Hunter appar­
ently pulled into the path of an inter­
national truck driven by Joseph 
Greenwell, 34, of Bardstown, Conn 
said. Hunter's vehicle also struck a 
car driven by Wendy Gibson, 26, of 
Langley. 

Hunter and her daughter had to be 
extricated from the vehicle by the 

Prestonsburg Fire Department using 
the jaws of life. The two were trans­
ported to Highlands Regional Medi­
cal Center and were later flown to 
Cabell-Huntington Hospital in West 
Virginia. 

Greenwell was taken to Highlands 
Regional where he was treated and 
rele<~sed. 

Conn said that Gibson later went 
to Highlands Regional Medical Cen-

ter for treatment. 
Speed and foggy conditions are 

suspected to have contributed to the 
accident, Conn said. No charges have 
been filed in connection with the 
mishap, Conn added. 

At the scene, Conn was assisted 
by Prestonsburg officers Mike Conn 
and liul Mullins, Keutucky State 
Police and a Department of Trans­
portation officer.

Some Floyd County school board 
members have expressed their opin­
ions-solicited and unsolicited­
about candidates for school jobs to 
the system's superintendent and those 
may or may not be a violation of state 
law, according to a state education 
department attorney. 

Kevin N olan,legal counsel for the 
Kentucky Department of Education, 
said Wednesday that it would depend 
on how those opinions were con­
veyed before it could be detennined 
if they were violations of Kentucky's 
Education Reform Act 

"it'spretty much whether(aboard 
member) attempted to influence the 
hiring of any school employee," 
Nolan said. "Just what constitutes 
influence is the question of fact in 
any situation .. .I don't think solicita­
tion of an opinion by a superinten­
dent is anywhere in violation of the 
law. There's nothing in the law that 
really speaks to that Without know­
ing the whole conversation, I can't 
really comment on the whole situa­
tion." 

Floyd County superintendent 
Steve Towler said after Tuesday's 
local school board meeting that he 
has asked school board members their 
opinions about job canaidates and he 
has received uninvited opinions as 
well. 

"Opinions are important to me," 
Towler said Tuesday. "If a board 
member knows someone who is ap­
plying for a job, I'll ask them for their 
opinion. I don't try to discourage or 
discredit or disallow an opinion. I 
weigh a board member's opinion 
equally with others. I haven't been 
told a board member's opinion is 
taboo." 

Towler said no board member has 
tried to influence a personnel deci­
sionand their opinions meant no more 
than any citizens'. 

Towler's comments.were in re­
sponse to questions asked relating to 

an issue.raised at Tuesday's board 
meeting by Floyd County Education 
Association president Patricia 
Murphy. 

During public comment at

Servers learn the 
tricks of the trade

There's service with a smile ... and 
then there's service with a catch. 

The latter brought about three 
dozen area alcohol servers to 
Prestonsburg's Holiday Inn Tues­
day, where tl1ey learned lessons on 
how to save lives and how to pro­
tect themselves against liability. 

Tuesday' s Alcohol Servers 
Awareness Program (ASAP), con­
ducted by the state's Department of 
Alcohol Beverage Control (ABC) 
is a new program designed to in­
fonn and teach servers of alcohol 
to observe body cues that tell when 

a person is becoming intoxicated. 
A second phase of the program, 
known as TIPS (Training for Inter­
vention Procedures) offers tech­
niques for handling intoxicated 
persons. 

The ASAP program also makes 
holders of alcoholic bevemge li­
censes aware of criminal and civil 
liabilities involved with the sale of 
alcohol by the drink. 

"There is a liability attached to 
anyonewhoservesalcohol," ASAP 
training officer Bruce Bennett said 
Tuesday. "l don't think most em­
ployeesrealizethatthey themselves

Betsy Layne citizens turned out 
en masse at Tuesday's school board 
meeting to ask board members to 
proceed with a 21-classroom addi­
tion at the grade school. 

A four-member panel of Betsy 
Layne residents made a well pre­
pared presentation to the board which 
included a videotape outlining physi­
cal deficiencies in current school 
building. 

Board members voted last month 
to abandon the classroom addition 
project and place the project lower on 
the district's school construction pri­
ority list. 

District Three board member Brent 
Clark said at the July meeting that in 
order to eliminate all mobile class­
room units in the Betsy Layne area a 
middle school should be built first. 

Dan Hall, who led off Tuesday's 
presentation, said that building a 
middle school would not eliminate 
all mobile units at Betsy Layne. Hall 
added that building the classroom 
addition would not hinder the con­
struction of a new middle school. 

Hall also asked for a valid reason 
why the project was canceled. 

"We want a logical and justifiable 
reason why this project was 
scrapped," Hall said. 

Clark responded that building a 
middle school first would be the 
quickest way to eliminate mobile 
classroom units at the school.

The Betsy Layne panel seemed 
satisfied with Billips' suggestion, but 
they asked that needed repairs be 
made to the school before classes 
begin Monday. 

Board chairman Eddie Patton 
agreed that repairs needed to be made 
at the school. 

"You've made a good case," 

Pauon said. "It will definitely be con­
sidered. But now, we need to ask 
( superintendent) Tow lerto get people 
in that school and get a move on to get 
it ready for school. From what I've 
looked at, I wouldn't want a child of 
mine in there." 

The videotape showed a down­

The board took no action on 
Clark's suggestion.

Funding for sewer repair 
to come from Martin coffers

Martin City Council and an attor­
ney for Mountain Christian Acad­
emy agreed Wednesday that the city 
will repair a sewer plant in an attempt 
to avoid being fmed by the state En­
vironmental Protection Agency. 

The two parties did not resolve a 
question of which group owns the 
sewage plant, an issue that is the 
subject of civil lawsuit filed earlier 
this month. 

Arnold Turner Jr., attorney for 
Mountain Christian Academy 
(MCA), said city leaders needed to 
join forces with the school to get the 
plant repaired. 

Turner said the school has also 
been cited by the state EPA because 
the lift station at the plant is not 
working, forcing raw sewage into 
Beaver Creek. 

State officials cited the City of 
Martin on July 29 because the lift 
station is malfunctioning. The notice 
of violation said the city could face 
fmes of $25,000 per day.

P'burg council 
cancels meeting

The August 23 meeting of the 
Prestonsburg City Council has been 
cancelled. 

Mayor Ann Latta said the meeting 
date conflicted with the final regular 
season performance by the Kentucky 
Opry and an informal poll of council 
members indicated most were plan­
ning to attend that performance. 

The next regularly scheduled meet­
ing of council will be Monday, Sep­
tember 13, at 6 p.m.

sewer problem, told council that 
10,000 gallons of raw sewage per day 
is being dumped into the creek. Patton 
suggested that council's first priority 
should be to fix the lift station. 

Council adopted a resolution of­
fered by Turner which calls for the 
city to use funds in an escrow ac­
count, which are earmarked for the 
sewer project, to repair the lift station 
without any admission of liability by 

the city. 
The resolution also calls for the 

mayor to negotiate a comprehensive 
agreement with MCA to resolve all 
issues between the two. A special 
meeting of the council is to be called 
within 14 days to review any tenta­
tive agreement. 

MCA built the sbwer plant and 
installed sewer lines as part of an 
·agreement with the city, buta written 
agreement between the two parties 
was never signed. 

City officials are contending that 
the sewer system needs to be repaired 
before the city can assume ownership 
and responsibiliry for the plant Offi­
cials also claim that MCA installed · 
the plant and sewer lines without 
obtaining permission from the city 
and affected property owners. 

MCAsuedthecity August3claim­
ing the city had failed to fulfill its 
obligation to assume responsibility 
of the plant. MCA also named four 
property owners in the lawsuit. 

The suit seeks $28,480 from the 
city as a partial reimbursement for 
thesewerprojectand claims that prop­
erty owners illegally trespassed and 
tapped into the sewer system built by 
MCA. 

Turner told the council that MCA 
had "no choice" but file the lawsuit 
so that repairs could be made on the 
lift station. He also said that the city 
is losing ~oney because property 
owners who have tapped onto the 
system are not paying monthly sew­
age bills. 

Mayor Griffith told Turner that 
the city wants to get the issue settled 
"as bad as you do."

the state in science. It's a very basic 
order." 

Board chairman Eddie Patton 
asked Elliott if she has identified a 
number of experiments that should 
be performed in those classes and 
what materials would be needed. 

"We are not required to do 'x' 
amount of labs," Elliott said. "The 
more students can do, the more they 
can learn." 

Board member Brent Clark asked 
if the board would have to provide an 
equal amount of funds to each school, 
as it did earlier this year when $10,000 
was allotted to each high school foot­
ball program. 

Trivette said that she was sure 
other schools needed science equip­
ment, but not as much to make up for 
20 years of neglect. 

Board member Eddie Billips sug­
gested that a county-wide survey of 
science labs in the schools be done to 
determine what it will take to bring 
all labs up to par. Billips suggested 
the board correct "academic neglect" 
in the system. 

Clark suggested that each school 
choose I 0 "equal experiments" to be 
done each year. 

Patton suggested that a way be 
found to do the experiments "without 
spending so much money." 

Patricia Murphy ,a teacher at Allen 
Central High School, said that ex­
periments requiring heat cannot be 
done at a science lab in that school 
because "when the school was built, 
no gas lines were installed for the 
burners." 

Gary Frazier, deputy superinten­
dent for instruction, admitted that the 
Prestonsburg science department was 
in "awful" condition and agreed that 
a needs assessment be done through­
ant the entire county. 

Board mem her Bob Isaac said that 
all labs need to be up to equal stan­
dards regardless of the cost. 

Frazier said that the assessment 
could be completed bythctimeschool 
begins. 

Among supplies needed at 
Prestonsburg High School are mod­
els of a human skull, leg, hand, foot, 
brain, spinal cord and lung; micro­
scopes; incubator; beakers; educa­
tional videotapes; petri dishes and 
lab furniture. 

The board agreed to review the 
findings of a needs assessment and 
reevaluate the situation.

Among the many new and 
improved features greeting the 
start of the '93-'94 school year in 
Floyd County, one is particu­
larly noteworthy.

NUNN-CLINTON BAD 

BLOOD POISONS 
AMERICAN POLITICS 

President Clinton finally issued 
his long-ballyhooed declaration re­
garding the rights of gays and lesbi­
ans to serve in the American military. 
Instead of liberating homosexuals 
from naked prejudice and bigotry, 
Mr. Clinton consigned them to a sec­
ond-class status where, in order to 
fight for their country, they must live 
a silent lie and pretend to remain 
celibate, even when off duty and off 
their bases. 

The president calls his surrender 
to homophobic admirals and gener­
als, and to bigots in Congress, "an 
honorable compromise." But there is 
nothing honorable about his reneg­
ing on a campaign promise to do 
justice. 

As we await the court battles, we 
must be aware that a personal war has 
emerged that could in jure the nation 
severely. 

The broader problem is that on 
this gays' issue, Sen. Sam Nunn, D., 
Ga., has disemboweled Mr. Clinton, 
morally and political! y, and has fired 
up a feud that threatens every other 
program that the president has pro­
posed. 

At first blush, it appears that N unn 

fought Clinton fiercely on the gays­
in-the-militarybanbecauseofNunn's 
personal contempt for homosexuals 
and because Nunn truly believes that 
"homosexuality is incompatible with 
military service." N unn did, in 1982, 
dismiss two of his aides for being 
open homosexuals. At the time,Nunn 
tried to blame the CIA and the De­
fense Department. He said they con­
sidered homosexuals to be security 
threats. 

It should be noted that there is no 
history of open homosexuals being 
especially vulnerable to blackmail or 
extortion, but there is a long record of 
heterosexuals in government and the 
military being compromised to the 
point where they gave U.S. secrets to 
enemy countries. The Clinton for­
mula of forcing gay military people 
to stay "in the closet" now creates a 
new potential for blackmail and ex­
tortion. 

Recently, it became clear that 
Nunn is going out of his way to em­
barrass Clinton at every chance. On 
the eve of Clinton's agonizing re­
treat, Nunn declared that no matter 
what Mr. Clinton decided, he will 
push legislation to codify a policy 
that ensures that no homosexual will 
ever serve in the American military 
with honor and respect-even though 

thousands of "secret" gays have 
served with bravery and won such 
honors as "soldier of the year." 

The talk in the Senate and the 
White House, according to sources 
that I trust, is that this issue is skewed 
by Nunn' s personal animosity toward 
Clinton-and Nunn' s belief that he, 
not a ••morally-tarnished" Ointon, 
should now be president. As chair­
man of the Senate Armed Services 
Committee, N unn had an advantage 
over a neophyte president in the 
"gays" debate, and he used it ruth­
lessly. Nunn is now giving faint ap­
proval to the Clinton compromise 
while moving to hold biased new 
hearings out of which he will pro­
duce anti-gay legislation that will 
further hwniliate Clinton. 

Senators who know Nunn tell me 
that the vendetta will not stop with 
the issue of gays in the military. They 
say that Nunn will move cleverly and 
deviously move to frustrate Clinton 
as the president pushes jobs and defi­
cit-reduction programs, his health 
care plan and other priority items on 
the Clinton agenda. 

The speculation here is that Mr. 
Clinton erred grievously in not going 
to the mat with Nunn immediately 
instead of emboldening the Georgian 
with another spineless retreat

Revised racing agenda 
Mollified a bit by the Kentucky Racing Commission, 

state House Majority Leader Greg Stumbo is talking a 
bit more sensibly about off-track betting these days. 
The Prestonsburg Democrat has said he might drop his 
proposal to repeal the OTB law. 

That's appropriate. Off-track bettingneedsachance 
to succeed in Kentucky. It shouldn't be killed in its 
infancy--despite the obnoxious attitude and high­
handed actions displayed over the last several months 
by the racing commission and Kentucky Off-Track 
Betting Inc., both of which are controlled by 
thoroughbred interests. 

It took Stumbo's threat to get these folks to abandon 
their apparent program of "breed cleansing" aimed at 
killing off standard-bred mcing as a competitor for the 
state's thoroughbred tracks. Without the prospect of 
OTB repeal, it's debatable whether the racing 
commission would have adopted, as it did recently, a 
more supportive policy toward the opening of new • 
harness tracks in Prestonsburg and Ashland. 

That's quite a change. Before they incurred the 
wrath of a powerful legislative leader, the racing 
commission and Kentucky Off-Track Betting were 
running roughshod over this state- with the blessing 
and occasional assistance of Governor Brereton Jones, 

who is himself a thoroughbred breeder and owner. 
Thus far, !his whole experience has been a disaster. 

So, altbough it's not yet time to call it quits on off-track 
betting, it is time to reassen some state control over the 
mcing industry. That can only be done by replacing this 
racing commission with a new panel composed of 
people who have no financial interest in racing. 

Stumbo has proposed such a reorganization. And 
despite the recent concessions he has won from the 
racing commission, that's one idea the majority leader 
should pursue. -Lexington Herald-Leader

But !hat's what happened last week to Brad Hughes, 
spokesman for th Cabinet for Human Resources, 
when he told a tele is ion reporter the effect Governor 

Brereton Jones' budget cuts would have on cabinet 
programs. He said the cuts would force the cabinet to 
delay the opening of a senior citizens' center, a 
juvenile center and group homes for the mentally 
retarded. 

A day later, after upsetting the chairman of the 
Senate Budget Committee and top officials in the 
Jones Administration, Hughes, a state employee for 
10 years, was asked to quit. 

"It's like hell to be fired for telling the truth, but 
that's what happened," Hughes said. 

After issuing a statement praising Hughes' tenure 
in state government, Human Resources Secretary 
Fontaine Banks wouldn't say why he asked Hughes 
to resign.

It even degenerates 
into racial stereotyping, something 
which defies comprehension given 
that the creator of this piece is an 
African-American. Why he would 
feed into these degrading images is 
beyond me. 

My only hope is that Singleton 
just had an off time with this vehicle, 
and that he'll return to his former 
brilliance with his next work.

Brian Hall wins national title in karate

Last weekend was a big one for 
Brian Hall of Martin. He came home 
with a very large trophy to prove that 
he is the national champion in the 
men's intermediate heavyweight di­
vision ofkuoshu karate. Hall won the 
tournament title last Saturday in Bal­
timore, Maryland. 

He is the son of Mr. and Mrs. 
Delmar Hall of Martin. 

"I was shock when I found that I 
had won," said Hall. "I never dreamed 
I would win. I prayed that I would 
place in the top ten. But I did promise 
my girlfriend that I would bring back 
ftrst place." 

A mistake on Hall's part at the 
beginning of the tournament turned 
out for his good. 

"I entered the wrong division," he 
said. "I was suppose to compete in 
the beginners' division, but I regis­
tered for the intermediate-my mis­
take." 

Still, Hall fought his way through 
eight opponents to capture the na­
tional championship. 

Hall, who has been actively in­
volved in karate for the past 10 
months, has been fooling around with 
the art for the past four years. 

He picked up some tips from his 
father who learned parts of the art 
while in Japan. 

"I showed him some of the things 
I knew," said Delmar Hall. "I did that 
when he was younger. I'm very proud 
of him. We all are." 

An episode of Kung-Fu on televi­
sion sparked Hall's interest in the 
sport when Hall was younger. 

"I was sitting there watching Kung­
Fu and that set me off," Hall said. 

Hall has been training under local 
instructor Jim Porter, who runs a 
school in Dwale. Hall presently holds 
a second-degree brown belt but is 
working toward a double - ftrst­
degree brown and black belt. 

"I know enough to be tested for 
not only the ftrst-degree brown, but 
the black also," said Hall who has 
visions of being part of the national 
team that will compete for a world 

championship in China next year. 
"I wanttomakethenational team," 

he said. "I would love to make the trip 
to China representing our country in 
the world championships." 

It was the ftrsttoumamentever for 
Hall who said that he was "glad that 
I entered the meet even if I did enter 
the wrong division." 

Hall stated that he credits Porter's 
expertise for getting him ready for 
the tournament. 

"I had gone to all the other classes 
around the area and I found that Jim 
is the best instructor around," said 
Hall. "He has gotten me ready for the 
meets. He called me at home one 
night and told me about the tourna­
ment and said that I should enter 

because he thought I could do well." 
The preparation aspect included 

training three hours a day and it was 
this rigorous training that got Hall 
ready. 

"There were matches all day long 
nonstop," said Hall. "I lost lOpounds 
during the two-day meet." 

The matches were determined on 
a point system with the contestants 
winning points by getting a clean 
shot on opponents from the waist up. 

"I won the title in my last match 
when I out-pointed him 2-1," said 
Hall. "It was close." 

Porter accompanied Hall on the 
trip to Baltimore. At one point Porter 
was so engrossed in the othermatches 
that he lost sight of what his student 

was doing. 
"There were six rings and matches 

going on in all six," said Porter. "I got 
caught up in watching them. I looked 
around and here came Brian holding 
up one finger and saying he won ftrst 
place. 

"It's great to have a student of 
yours to accomplish what Brian did," 
said the veteran instructor who holds 
a sixth-degree black belt that is equal 
to the master level. Porter is one of 
only three people in the USA who 
holds the sixth-degree black belt. 

Was he surprised at the result of 
the tournament? 

"No, not really," he said. "I've 
always felt that what we have could

But not only will Kelly Adam 
teach fitness classes, she also beads 
the new Wellness Center, the flrst 
step in the college's plan to become a 
regional health education center. 

Adam, originally from Michigan, 
sees her role as providing "accurate 
information not only to PCC students 
and staff, but also to the community 
on health related issues and to edu­
cate people so we can prevent health 
problems." 

Adam's presence is being imme­
diately felt in the addition of new 
aerobics classes to the college's of­
ferings in health, physical education 
and recreation. 

The classes pull double duty, serv­
ing as physical education credit for 
students who expect to transfer to a 
four-year institution and as an oppor­
tunity for college staff and commu­
nity people to shape up. 

In addition to the traditional course 
Concepts in Health and Fitness, Adam 
will teach a new academic course, 
Human Health and W ellness, that 
will focus on a total look at health, 
including not only physical, but also 
mental and emotional well-being. 

The college, which does not have 
a gym, has traditionally offered physi­
cal education classes that could be 
done with minimal or outside facili­
ties, such as bowling, archery and 
volleyball. 

The campus' new walking trail, 
made possible with community do­
nations, allows for four classes in 
walking as physical activity. 

It was Adam's idea to turn one of 
the existing volleyball courts into a 
sandlot court to require more exer­
tion and to be·more "fun," she says. 

However, the classes in physical 
education are just part of Adam's 
mission. Working with the nursing 
department, she plans to offer a series

know. we don't have a gym as of yet 
and we will have to play some games 
at McDowell and some at Wheel­
wright." 

Rose said that while game sites 
have not been determined, the school 
could play one semester at McDowell 
and the second semester at Wheel­
wright. 

"That will be up to Terry Stewart 
(new South Floyd principal). I know 
that it is going to create a transporta­
tion problem in moving players and 
equipment." 

Rose said that another problem 
area will include not really "having a 
home court advantage." 

"Not playing in the same facility 
all the time will take away the home 
court advantage for us," he explained. 
"Those are the biggest drawbacks we 
will have." 

The new Raiders coach said that 
the school should blend well because 
"the kids know each other." 

"They have played basketball to­
gether this summer," said the new 
mentor. "They know each other. My 
job is to make sure these kids do 
blend together as one team." 

Rose believes the team will be a 
competitive one once January rolls 
around. 

"We will be competitive. I've seen 
the kids play, but I haven't had a 
chance to work with them yet I have 
to wait until October 15 (the official 
date for basketball practice) to have a 
look at them. 

"I've been told by those in the 
community that these are good kids 
coming back and are coachable kids. 
There is a lot of talent there." 

South Floyd will return several 
key players from both McDowell and 
Wheelwrightand withtherightframe­
work, they could be one of the top 
teams in the region. 

Coach Rose credits the efforts of 
football coach Donnie Daniels as 
being a positive step in the consolida­
tion effort. 

"He has them in football and that 
will help a lot," he said. "I'm a sup­
porter of football and I like the idea of 
kids playing two sports." 

The returning players will once 

again be asked to embrace yet an­
other coaching philosophy with the 
advent of Rose. But, the new coach 
said that it will take time and patience 
on thepartofall in making the adjust­
ment.

We will be putting in extra 
hours of practice because I haven't 
been able to work with any of them 
yet." 

Saturday practices will be a sure 
thing for the Raiders until the coach 
feels that the team bas started to jell. 

"Yes, we will have to practice on 
Saturdays and also put some extra 
time in until I can get my offensive 
and defensive patterns in. We will 
have to do some extra work." 

Openings for two assistants at the 
new South Floyd school exist and 
Rose hopes to fill those vacancies 
with local people, but there is a prob­
lem. 

"Most of them that are coaching 
are pretty much tied up," said Rose.

Rose confessed that he is a man­
to-man defense coach and wants that 
instilled in the _grade system.

I'll play a 
little zone defense if I need to," he 
said. "But I feel that you can't win the 
big games unless you play good man­
to-man defense and I want to get that 
into the grade school system." 

The former Knott County Central 
coach realizes that the returning play­
ers will be dealing with a different 
coach who has a different coaching 
philosophy and that patience will be 
required on his part as well as the 
players' part. 

"I feel that once we get through 
the transition as quickly as possible 
we will be a good ballclub," said 
Rose. "We will probably have long 
practice sessions until they learn my 
system and then the practices will 

drop back down."

are to take care not to expect too 
much success too quickly, said Rose.
