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Board scraps 
project at

A move to cancel a controversial 
school construction project Tuesday 
pitted the two newest members of the 
Floyd County Board of Education 
against each other. 

Newly-appointed board member 
Brent Clark asked that a 21-class­
room addition project at Betsy Layne

Elementary be abandoned until anew 
middle school can be constructed in 
the Betsy Layne area 

Board member Bob Isaac dis­
agreed with abandoning the project, 
saying it would open the door for 
"politics as usual" to interfere with 
decisions to build schools. 

Isaac was a parent representative 
on the district' sLocal Planning Com­
mittee (LPC) before being named to 
the board in May. The 16-member 
LPC drew up a plan for new school 
construction in the county for the 
next four years. 

One of two public bearings on the 
plan was held Monday, July 19 and a 
second hearing, conducted by state 
officials, will be held Tuesday, July 
27. AftertheJuly27 bearing, the plan 
will be submitted to the state school 
board for approval. 

At Monday's bearing, no com­
ments were made concerning the 21-
classroom addition, but parents rep­
resenting Prater Elementary pleaded 
that their school remain open and a 
group of Mud Creek citizens asked 
that the site for a new middle school 
be more centrally located. 

At Tuesday's board meeting, Isaac 
said the LPC' s plan would have to be 
revamped if the Betsy Layne project 
is eliminated. Isaac said the commit­
tee did not "look" at that project be­
cause they assumed it would be com­
pleted. Isaacsuggesreo mauneLPC's 
plan be submitted as is and that any 
changes be made after it is approved 
by the state board. 

Clark disagreed with Isaac's con-

Grant clears way 
for jobs project

The state approved a nearly half­
million dollar grant this week, bring­
ing a proposed multi-million dollar 
manufacturing plant that will pro­
vide 300 new jobs one giant leap 
forward toward its goal of relocating 
in Floyd County. 

Darrell Gilliam, executive direc­
tor of the Floyd County Develop­
ment Authority, said Thursday that 
the Kentucky Deparunent of Local 
Government had approved a 
$492,500 Community Development 
Block Grant requested in May by the 
Floyd County Development Author­
ity in order to aid RND Design Incor­
porated move its operations from 
Mexico and Chula vista, California to 
the city of Martin. 

Under the terms of an agreement 
with RND Design, which manufac­
tures low voltage patio and deck light­
ing, the company's Martin site is ex­
pected to initially employ at least 150 
laborers and grow to employee around 
300. 

Gilliam said that $300,000 of the 

grant funds approved this week will 
be used to purchase the United Sup­
ply building and surrounding prop­
erty at Martin currently owned by the 
Big Rock, Virginia-based United 
CoalCompany;$175,000willbeused 
to purchase inventory; and $17,500 
will be used to pay the costs of ad­
ministering the grant 

Total costs for the project, Gilliam 
said, are expected to exceed 
$1,675,500. The remammg 
$1,182,500,Gilliamsaid, willbepro­
vided by the Big Sandy Revolving 
Loan Fund, which is expected to con­
tribute $75,000; and RND Design 
itself, which will invest an estimated 
$890,000. 

If all continues according to sched­
ule, Gilliam said, relocation of the 
plant should be completed by Sep­
tember 1. 

Gilliam added that RND Design 
President Ralph Bowen is in the fmal 
stages of negotiations with Wal-Mart 
Discount Stores corporate office at 
Arkansas to sign a $500,000 service 
contract that will upgrade RND' s 
employment schedule.

Combs will serve on the court 
until November, when a special elec­
tion will be held for the remainder of 
Dan Jack Combs' term, which runs 
through 1996. 

Combs, widow of former Gover­
nor and Federal Judge Bert T. Combs, 
bas ftlcd candidacy papers for the 

election to represent the 22 Eastern 
Kentucky counties in the Seventh 
Judicial District. 

She practices law at Stanton and 
also serves asS tan ton's city attorney. 
Her legal experience includes a stint 
with Wyatt, Tarrant and Combs, of 
Louisville and Lexington, where she 
gained trial experience and handled 
appellate brief writing and arguments 
in the Court of Appeals, the Supreme 
CourtofKentucky, and the U.S. Court 
of Appeals for the Sixth Circuit. She 
bas also engaged in trial work in both 
the Western and Eastern District 
Courts of Kentucky.

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Truckers 
facing ban 
on use of 
Route 23

Coal truckers traveling north on 
Route 23 between Prestonsburg and 
Paintsville will face a state-imposed 
detour in September when extended 
weight limits are removed from that 
section of the highway. 

According to a spokeswoman for 
the state Transportation Cabinet, 
Route 23 will be closed on September 
7 to loaded coal trucks from its inter­
section with Route 3 in Floyd County 
to its intersection with Route 460 in 
Paintsville, a distance of approxi­
mately 10 miles. 

Northbound coal haulers carrying 
more than 80,000 pounds will be re­
quired to use two alternate routes­
either Route 114 and Route 460 or 
Route 3 and Route 645-to bypass 
Paintsville. Route 1428 at East Point 
is not approved for extended weight 
vehicles. 

Transportation spokeswoman 
Sandra Pullen said the closure was 
approvedattherequestofPaintsville's 
City Council-to alleviate traffic con­
gestion in that city-and to allow 
repair work on deep ruts in the north­
bound lane caused by overweight 
vehicles. 

The Cabinet bas also determined 
that a bridge spanning the Big Sandy 
River at Hager Hill in Johnson County 
is unsafe for extended weight trafftc. 

Southbound traffic of unloaded 
trucks will not be affected by the new 
weight limits. 

The traffic restrictions are expected 
to remain in effect until new Route 23 
is completed through Johnson County. 
That construction work is underway 
now, but could take up to two years to 
fmish. 

Airport to be 
closed while 
repairs made 

Combs Field remains closed to air 
traffic this week following a plane 
crash Tuesday that killed a Tennes­
see man. 

Wreckage of a single-engine 
Beecbcraft Bonanza still covered part 
of the Combs Field runway Thursday 
as officials with the National Trans­
portation Safety Board searched for 
clues to the cause of the crash in 
which pilot Michael D. Cashion, 66, 
of Nashville was killed. 

The airport, which is jointly owned 
by the cities of Prestonsburg and 
Paintsville, will remain closed indefi­
nitely and until repairs can be made to 
a section of the runway damaged by 
the crash. 

Kentucky State Police offtcers 
arrested convicted killer Herbert Gene 
Salisbury last week after be allegedly 
walked into a residence and opened 
frre with a .38 revolver, killing one 
man and wounding another. 

InDecember,1975, Salisbury was 
convicted of voluntary manslaughter 
for the 1974 shooting death of 25-
year-old Crit Butler and was sen­
tenced to 13 years in the Kentucky 
State Reformatory at LaGrange, but 
was credited with time served and 
became eligible for parole in August, 
1976. Defense attorneys and then­
sheriff Joe Wheeler Lewis argued 
that Salisbury bad acted in self-de­
fense. 

Soul survivor 

Meredith Allen Conn, 29, of 
Printer, died. Jimmy Hall, 29, ofDrift, 
was shot once in the chin and once in 
the shoulder and survived, be said, 
only because he pretended be was 
dead until Salisbury fled the scene. 
Salisbury also allegedly fired at 20-
ycar-oldMichael Bryant, but missed. 

The incident bad reportedly be­
gun, Hall said, because on the day of 
the alleged attack be had asked 
Salisbury not to use vulgar language 
in front of children. However, he 
added, Salisbury bad apologized for

certified position be looked at to "see 
how important it is to the children." 

During discussions concerning a 
three percent pay raise for all certi­
fied employees, board member Eddie 
Billips questioned pay increases for 
maintenance employees. 

Bill ips cited conditions in science 

labs at Prestonsburg High School 
which have either no water or no 
plumbing and drains that are clogged 
and can't be used. Billips also asked 
why some science supplies that are 
covered with mold remain at the 
school. 

"I don't begrudge these people's 
salaries," Billips said. "Science labs 
are important and wby has it taken a 
year and it's still not done. I frnd it 
almost galling to see a salary increase 
and that kind of thing left undone." 

Frankie Francis, former director 
of buildings and grounds, told Billips 
that the labs have been in that condi­
tion "for the last 15 years." Francis 
said he bad been instructed to "hold 
up" on the repairs because the school 
is scheduled to be renovated. 

"If it has been stopped up for the 
last 15 years, somebody has been 
grossly derelict in their duty," Billips 
said. "It's called preventive mainte­
nance, I know that may be a new term 
to some." 

In other business Tuesday, the 
board held an extensive discussion 
on the school system's proposed 
1993-94 $39 million budget. 

During the budget review, board 
members asked that a proposed 
$10,000 cut in the system's writing 
program be eliminated and that the 
program be funded the same as last 
year.

Rogers, in a letter to the editor in 
today' s Floyd County Times, asks 
Betsy Layne residents to "stand up 
for what is rightfully ours" and ask 
why "$456,000 has been spent (on 
tbe project) only (for) it to be done 
away with." 

Tuesday's bearing will be con­
ducted by a hearing officer for the 
state Department of Education. The 
public hearing begins at 6 p.m. and 
will be held at Allen Elementary.

Board member Brent Clark agreed 
with Patton saying, "it's being treated 
as an elective, but we're being held 
accountable (for student's writing 
performance)." 

Deputy superintendent for instruc­
tion Gary Frazier said sludents have 
excelled in writing this past school 
year. 

Towler said that the district's test 
scores would be out this fall and 
suggested that the board wait to see 
the results to determine if tbe pro­
gram receives the same amount of 
funding as last year. Towler said if 
the writing scores are not acceptable, 
the board ought to wait until then to 
"deal with it." 

"I don't think we should wait until 
something's wrong, especially if 80 
percent (of the assessment is writ­
ing)," Patton said. 

Board member Eddie Billips asked 
Frazier about how the system is fair­
ing with math scores. 

"We need help in math," Frazier 
told Billips. "Over the long run, it 

will need attention full-time." 
Billips asked that funds be found 

to hire a full-time math coordinator. 
Also Tuesday: 
• The board rescinded a previous 

order to give $20,000 to the Allen 
Central High School football pro­
gram and instead, voted 4-1 to give 
each high school $10,000 for their 
football programs. Billips voted 
against the move, saying he wanted 
Finance Director David Johnson to 
see if the money is available. 

• The board heard from Randall 
Holbrook of Wheelwright who asked 
the superintendent to hireJ ackie Pack 
as the basketball coach at South Floyd 
High School. Holbrook claimed tbat 
central office employees were trying 
to interfere with the process and he 
asked for an unbiased committee to 
screen applicants. 

• Prestonsburg attorney Woodrow 
Burchett asked the board to investi­
gate a claim by his client Graham 
Burchett that the fence at Allen El­
ementary was encroaching on his 
property. Board attorney Cliff Latta 
said he had looked at the property and 
it appeared that the fence was on 
Graham Burchett's property. Billips 
moved that the siwation be investi­
gated and that if the fence was over 
the line, the contractor responsible 
for the error be made to pay for any 
damages. 

• Floyd County Education Asso­
ciation president Pat Murphy asked 
the board to consider a proposal to 
reward teachers for good perfor­
mance. Murphy also complained 
abOut the procedure used to create 
committees and that committee rec­
ommendations were sometimes ig­
nored. 

• The board voted 3-2 not to pur­
sue a lease proposal for offlce space 
in Prestonsburg to relocate personnel 
from the instructional department of 
the central office. Chairman Patton, 
Hattie Owens and Clark voted against 
moving the department. Billips and 
board member Bob Isaac voted in 
favor of the proposal.

The play centers on Annie Na­

tions (Lee Provda), a 79-year-old 
woman still tending the North Geor­
gia farm, called "Stony Lonesome", 
she lived on with her husband Hector 
(John Cates). At the opening of the 
play, Hector is five years dead, but 
Annie can still see and bear him. The 
two still speak as if nothing had hap­
pened. 

Enter Prince Carpenter (Bob 
Lehman), a slick real estate devel­
oper from South Carolina. He's 
bought up the neighboring land to 
build vacation homes, leaving only 
the Nations' property. Annie refuses 
to sell without Hector's permission. 

Annie is also visited by Holly 
Burrell (Erin Elizabeth Hunter), a 
teacher at a local high school, who 
brings news that Annie's son Dillard 
(Chris Petschler), who left the farm 
to pursue a career in country music 
and became quite successful, was 
returning to Rabun County with his 
"Stony Lonesome Band" to give a 
concert. 

Dillard returns to the farm and 
tries to convince Annie to leave the 
land and come with him to his home 
in Florida since she'd be safer with 
him and his family than alone on her 
hillside. 

The action flashes back often as 
Annie, Dillard and Hector reminisce 
about the history of the land. Scenes 
ranging from Annie and Hector's 
meeting to Dillard's birth, featuring 

Prestonsburg's William Francis as a 
doctor, break up the "present time" 
storyline. 

Hector and Annie entertain the 
audience with anecdotes about the 
past and the old ways of doing things 
-sowing seed "by the signs," be­
liefs about childbirth, proper dental 
care, and so on. 

The play isn't without music. The 
Stony Lonesome Band (Petschler, 
Darren Patrick, Kent Brown and Tom 
Blake) kicks up its heels on "Sweet 
Tallcer," a song about Hector's slick 
trading ability. Dillard does emotional 
solo work on "My Feet Toole to 
Walkin'" and "The Day is Done." 
Unlike most Jenny Wiley shows, the 
music is used more for interlude than 
as a centerpiece. 

The set provides a good ambience 
for the show. "Stony Lonesome" 
looks like it could be in a hollow in 
North Georgia. .. orEastemKentuclcy. 
Effort went into the details. Even the 
horseshoe above the door was hung 
the right way. 

The show takes a little while to 
pick up steam. Since the show is 
more straight drama, the characters 
take longer to develop than in most 
musicals. At the outset, the players 
seemed to lack energy, but the pace 
pickedupastheshowwentalong.By 
the second act, the show was en­
grossing, spearheaded by a sparkling 
performance by Cates. 

Except for a few small hitches­
like the Southern accents that weren't 
quite Southern and some technical 
problems with the sound system, the 
show was solid. 

Foxfrre tells a poignant, at times 
humorous, storyofafamily, its roots, 
loyalty to "the old ways" and tbe 
coming of change. The show rings 
especially true wi tb the emphasis that 
Eastern Kentuckians put on the ties 
to tradition and to home. Or, as Annie 
says, "Every family's got to have a 
place." 

The night this reviewer saw the 
show, it played to a less than half-full 
house. A show of this caliber de­
serves far fewer empty seats.

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cems and said that the plan should be 
"done right" before it is submitted to 
the state. Clark also said that it would 
be a waste of money to do anymore 
work on the project because the site is 
not suitable for building. 

Board chairman Eddie Patton 
agreed with Clark saying, "I don't 
think it's ever too late to correct some­
thing that's wrong." 

Over $400,000 bas already been 
spent on the project which includes 
site preparation and architect, engi­
neer and construction manager (CM) 
fees. No other work than site prepara­
tion has been completed. 

The validity of the architect and 
CM contracts has been questioned by 
state officials because the contracts 
reportedly were signed without the 
full board reviewing the terms and 
conditions. Theboardhasnotratifled 
those contracts. 

Earlier this year, the school board 
voted to stop all payments to the 
architect and CM on that project until 
a decision was made whether to ratify 
the contracts. 

Board member Eddie Billips rec­
ommended Tuesday that the project 
be canceled and that the LPC look at 
the condition of the school and de­
cide what priority it would be on the 
new facility plan. 

Billips also suggested that the 
board reaffrrm the LPC's four-year 
plan as is and that Betsy Layne El­
ementary be "dropped into the plan" 
where it is deemed proper by the 
LPC. 

Clark argued that building a middle 
school frrst would eliminate tbe need 
of mobile classroom units at several 
schools and would save the school 
system $1 million in rental fees over 
aftve-yearspan. He added that build­
ing a new middle school would also 
delay the closing of Prater and Harold 
elementary schools. 

The board voted 4-1 to abandon 
the project, with Isaac voting no. 

The Betsy Layne school issue now 
goes back to the LPC for evaluation.

Spending educational dollars 
for the best interests of educa­
tion has not always been a top 
priority for many local boards. 

But then, hard times call for 
hard decisions. 

It shouldn't have taken a bud­
get crunch to make these mat­
ters important and local officials 
shouldn't have to be told to spend 
taxpayer money wisely but, 
sadly, it did and they do. 
If local officials do what it 

takes to make the hard calls this 
time, though, further reminders 
should be unnecessary.

A victory for simple justice 
A sorry chapter in Kentucky's legal history ended 

last week. 
By the narrowest of margins, the Kentucky Su­

preme Court upheld the 1988 amendment outlawing 
broad-form deeds. That brings Kentucky into line with 
the rest of the nation, which had long ago abandoned 
these dubious legal insuuments. 

To understand the importance of the court's ruling, 
a bit of background is in order. In the early part of this 
century, coal buyers traveled throughout Eastern Ken­
tucky, buying mineral rights for small sums. The deeds 
they used allowed coal companies to mine coal by any 
means - thus the term "broad-form deed." 

By the 1950s, the development of strip-mining 
techniques meant that coal companies were able to 
mine at will using methods that for all practical pur­
poses destroyed the surface of the land. In other states, 
courts declared broad-form deeds to be void. But in 
Kentucky, the courts refused to do so. Time and again, 
they sided with coal companies over landowners de· 
spite the fact that the owners of the land could have no 
way of realizing the effect of selling mineral rights 

under broad-form deeds. 
The courts' position left Kentucky landowners pow­

erless to stop the destruction of their own property until 
1988. That's when voters overwhelmingly approved 
an amendment giving property owners the right to 
reject strip-mining on lands covered by broad-form 
deeds. 

That election, in which more than 80 percent of 
voters supported the amendment, was a landmark for 
simple justice in Kentucky. Now the Supreme Court's 
ruling is anothersteptowardensuring that theeraofthe 
broad-form deed and the abuses it brought are indeed 
past. - Lexington Herald-Leader

Balance and nature 
Bill Clinton's instinct for compromise is proving to 

be a boon to America's natural heritage. 
Not that he's getting much credit from the parties 

entangled in two knock-down, drag-out legal battles 
that administration initiatives appear to have resolved 
in recent weeks. Entrenched economic interests accus­
tomed to federal coddling on one side and environmen­
talists on the other profess to be appalled by govern­
ment-sponsored settlements. 

But Mr. Clinton has apparently managed to get the 
disputes out of the courtroom, where they could have 
festered for years to come. As a result, the process of 
environmental restoration and economic transforma­
tion, described in carefully balanced agreements, can 
at least get under way. 

In his plan for the ancient forests of the Northwest, 
the home of the celebrated northern spotted owl, Mr. 

Clinton succeeds in protecting much of what's left of 
a rich and wonderful ecosystem, battered by the chop­
til-you-drop philosophy of the Reagan-Bush era. 

Thanks to the intervention of a Republican judge, 
who accused the two GOP administrations of breaking 
the law, wildlife now matters as much as lumber. The 
habitat of the owl and other creatures is protected, 
along with salmon streams. Logging will continue at a 
much reduced level, though, to the disappointment of 
environmentalists, the plan allows experimental cut­
ting in certain forest reserves. Loggers displaced by the 
industry's decline will get substantial aid. 

Assuring the survival of Florida's wondrous fresh­
water marsh known as the Everglades is no less daunt­
ing a project. But Interior Secretary Bruce Babbitt 
managed to wring from sugar growers an agreement to 
help restore some of the water flow on which the 
"River of Grass" depends and to remove some of the 
farm chemicals that hasten its degradation. 

These are just beginnings. Restoring what's been 
lost during years of abuse is a vast and uncertain 
undertaking. But better to get started than to endlessly 
exchange legal briefs while the destruction of America's 
landscape continues. -Louisville Courier-Journal

-Letters to 
the editor-
Remembrances of 
James J. Carter 

Editor: 
This article may appear quite long, 

but I ask that you print it. The subject 
is about someone who not only was a 
personal friend, but also one who was 
a servant to his community and na­
tion. 

On 3 October 1988, he addressed 
a letter to me recalling the names of 
many of our mutual friends in Pre­
stonsburg-several gone and others 
yet living. He said: 

"We often reminisce about when 
you lived in Prestonsburg on Maple 
A venue you and Edgar; Frank and 
John Heinze; Louis Harlcey Mayo 
and brothers Dick Erwin and Walker 
Porter Jr.; Arthur Johns and William 
Thomas Archer; Bev, Cottrell, Estill 
and Roland Burchett; Freddie James; 
Bill and Jack Jones. Then on Graham 
StreettherewereDavidDarwinMay, 
James William and Jack Salisbury, 
Billy Callihan; Second Avenue (now 
Arnold Avenue), there were Winston 
Burke, Bill Baker, Edmond and 
Lucien; Leo, Jack and ''Muck" Carter; 
Babe and Bunk Friend; Bill Arnold 
and Jodie Spradlin, James and Billy 
Morrell; Jack and Dick and Geraldine 
Allen; Sam and Jimmy Hatcher, 
"Little Joe", Walter Scott and Monty 
Scott Harkins. Then there were: James 
and Lucien Lafferty; John Calvin 
Hopkins who lived on the hillside 
above town; Oliver Hanson Stwnbo;

''Though many have moved away, 
as you, or have since died, their memo­
ries are etched in our minds. We are 
all richer for knowing and having 
known one another. God Bless you, 
our Friend .... " 

A few weeks before his death, I 
saw him in a Lexington hospital. Al­
though his leg had been amputated, 
be still seemed as jovial as I had 
known him in childhood. He was still 
happy with those unlost days of our 
early growing-up years and said they 
were times to never be forgotten. 
Somehow, I sensed an unexpressed 
knowledge that he knew his down­
ward steps were numbered; that his 
life was ebbing slowly toward eter­
nity: "God, in his healing way, takes 
care of us." The room was still and 
we were alone. But be never knew 
that I was uttering a final muted 
prayer. And now, my eternal friend, 
God's servant and devoted patriot, 
James Joseph Carter, rests with the 
ages of time.

The superintendent and 
board attorney both advised that the 
topic at hand-" discussions or hear­
ing which might lead to the appoint­
ment, discipline or dismissal of an 
individual employee" is in fact ale­
gal exception to the open meetings 
lawthatiscoveredunderKRS61.810, 
section F. If we have interpreted the 
law incorrectly, we will stand cor­
rected. However, our best advice was 
that the closed session could be con­
ducted. 

We are doing our best to conduct 
business in Floyd County in a correct 
fashion and do not want members of 
this community to believe otherwise.

Martin coal company 
accepts union election 

A Martin County coal company has agreed to 
drop its objections to last month's union election, 
allowing the United Mine Workers to represent 
about 280 workers in the county that's considered 
a non-union stronghold. 

The union victory at Wolf Creek Collieries, a 
subsidiary of Ziegler Coal Holding Co. Inc. near 
Lovely, came during a national selective strike, 
but yesterday's agreement guarantees that the 
strike will not expand to include Wolf Creek. 

The UMW won an organizing election at 
Marrowbone in late May by a vote of256-151. In 
June, the union claimed victory at Wolf Creek on 
a 146-113 vote in which both sides challenged 
several ballots. 

As part of the agreement, Wolf Creek and 
Marrowbone will continue current wages, ben­
efits and conditions of employment until a new 
contract is drawn up between the UMW and the 
Bituminous Coal Operators Association, an in­
dustry bargaining group.

Pike County Superintendent Reo Johns can 
get paid $7,000 for worlc be did for the school 
system in June, but he can't legally·collect his 
check if called "transition superintendent," ac­
cording to a state attorney.

Last week, the board voted to pay him $7,000 
for the month of orientation. 

Kevin Noland, general counsel for the Educa­
tion Department, said it was illegal to retroac­
tively spend taxpayer money on such a contract 
and also against the law to have two superinten­
dents at the same time. 

Noland did say that, after further research, that 
the board could enter into a retroactive contract 
with Johns for consultation services. However, be 
added that the board was under no obligation to 
pay Johns after only an oral agreement.

The Shedd Dyslexia Foundation 
is now working in Kentucky, Ten­
nessee, and Illinois to help children, 
teenagers and adults with reading 
problems. These children may have 
already been tested and labeled as 
having a learning disability, atten­
tion deficit disorder, hyperactivity 
and reading problems. 

Students with dyslexia tend to have 
a pattern of characteristics. They are 
bright or smart children. Due to per­
ceptual problems they often have 
trouble with reading or comprehen­
sion. However, this is not their whole 
problem. Many dyslexics have 
trouble with reversing letters and 
nunibers. They often have problems 
with being organized, paying atten­
tion and concentrating. Frequently, 
spelling and writing skills are quite 
weak. They are often described as 
lazy, immature, unmotivated, or re­
sistant because of their problems with 
learning. Some of these students are 
overactive and are distractible. Many 
of the children with attention deficit 
disorders also have academic prob­
lems and need extra help. 

These students are often seen as 
having a hidden disability. By look­

well in school. Sometimes they are 
inconsisent One minute they are do­
ing well, and then they forget. 
Memory is often a problem. 

The Shedd Dyslexia Foundation 
has several options for programs, in­
cluding a full-time school, plus par­
ent tutoring programs in different 
communities. We often call these tu­
toring programs "Parent Programs." 
In the Parent Programs, one parent 
becomes involved by helping the stu­
dents. Through training and meeting 
one night a week, parents develop a 
variety of skills. Classes include 1-1 
reading, social skills training and a 
listening skills class. Parents are also 
given help with parenting and behav­
ior assistance. The first step is to 
identify the problem. Screening clin­
ics dates have been set up to help 
parents in the identification of their 
child's problems. If a child or student 
qualifies, based on the screening, then 
he or she would be eligible for par­
ticipation in a program in their area.

certainly opened a can of worms 
this past Sunday when she boldly 
stated that "men were the main 
cause of headaches in women." 
With all due respect to Ms. 
Davis that was a broad statement 
to make w hicb leads me to 
assume one of two things, she's 
mad at her husband or she's one 
sandwich short of a picnic. 

If I accused my husband of 
causing me to develop a 
headache, he'd laugh in my face 
because, according to him, you 
have to have a brain to get a 
headache. Of course, as any idiot 
would know, having a brain is 
not a prerequisite for getting a 
headache. That being the case, 
animals would develop 
headaches, and we'd be buying 
over-the-counter pain medication 
for them. 

I can see it all now:

My mother's cat begins 
choking on a hair ball.

As a student at Liberty-Benton, 

Heather Monday almost let stage 
fright keep her from singing at a 
ninth grade talent show.

Mon­
day, the 1991 Findlay High School 
graduate, bas been singing profes­
sionally for 4 112 years now. 

This week, Monday's flfSt 
country single, ''Too Hot to Sleep," 
was released nationally by 
Broadland Internatioal, according to 
Gary Buck, her producer. This 
single is included on a compilation 
disk with other Broadland perform­
ers. Compilation disks are sent to 
radio stations in hopes of getting the 
songs played on the air. 

The company works with 
performers such as Grammy winner 
Billy Jo Spears, Johnny Duncan and 
Jean Watson - who bas had 40 
songs on the charts, Buck said. 

Monday appeared two years ago 
on "Catch a Rising Star" on the 
Nashville Network and sang at the 
1991 opening of Gilley's in 
Nashille, where Broadland Interna­
tional spotted her. She signed her 
contract with the company on 
October 3, 1992, which also 
happened to be her wedding day. 

By early December, she was at 
Reflections Studios in Nashville, 
recording ftve songs for a mini­
album. One of the songs was written

Buck says be's "quite excited" 
about Monday's chances of hitting it 
big. She bas good songs, is a good 
stage performer and is young and 
energetic, be said. 

Several agents are working on 
getting Heather an opening spot on a 
tour, be said. Touring in Europe is a 
possibility, Monday said. "Country is 
really big over there." 

Ron Siserd, Heather's husband, 
supports her efforts 100 percent. "I'm 
proud of her," be said.

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Diving accidents can cause spinal injuries Tag title and grudge match 
highlight wrestling card As the summer months heat up, 

people search for refuge and fun in 
pools, oceans, lakes and rivers. But 
with swimming as a popular summer 
activity, the chance for diving acci­
dents and spinal cord injury increases. 

According to a spinal cord injury 
database at the University of Ala­
bama, sports injuries made up 13 
percent of all spinal cord traumas in 
1990. Of these sports-related inju­
ries, 66 percent were a result of div­
ing into surf, lakes, rivers, quarries 
and swimming pools. Spinal injury 
can happen to anyone. However, most 
victims are between the ages of 15 
and 35. 

Safe diving can significantly re­
duce the chance of head or spinal 
cord injury. Following are some rec­
ommended tips for safe diving: 

-()bey "No Diving'' signs. 
•Never dive into an above-groWld 

pool or the shallow end of any in­
groWld pool. 

•Never dive into cloudy or murky 
water. 

•Remember that the presence of 
diving boards does not necessarily 
mean it is safe to dive. 

•Swimawayfromthedivingboard 
once you have completed your dive 
to avoid collision with the next diver. 

"Sports-related spinal cord inju­
ries are not isolated to diving," said 
Paul K. Gardner . M.D., staff 
neurosurgeon at the Kenton D . 

Leatherman Spine Center in Louis­
ville. "A spinal cord trauma can re­
sult from something as simple as 
throwing a friend in the pool, playing 
tennis or cycling." 

"It's important to be aware of your 
surroWldings and know what to do in 
case an accident occurs," he said. 
"The best way to protect yourself is 
to use good judgement and know 
your limitations." 

If you are ever involved in or 
witness an accident that might in­
volve spinal cord injury, you should 
look for the following symptoms: 

•Loss of consciousness 
•Vomiting 
•Headache 
•Loss of movement or sensation 
•Deformities of the neck and back 
•Severe back pain 
If you suspect there is a head or 

spinal cord injury, you should: . 
-can 911. 
•Never leave the injured person 

alone (yell for help but stay with the 
victim). 

•Never move the victim unless he/ 
she is in danger of further trawna. 

•If you have to move the victim, 
maintain his/her body in alignment 
and support the back and bead with a 

sturdy object. such as a board.

waging unremitting warfare against 
that evil villain, lead. First, they 
wanted it out of paint. After they won 
that fight, they wanted it out of gaso­
line. 

Then they went to work on 
shotshells. Lead shot, they said, was 
responsible for countless waterfowl 
deaths due to lead poisoning. So, 
initially they banned the use of lead 
shot in a small number of select wa­
terfowl shooting areas. 

But that little list, like the Arab's 
camel, kept edging forward until fi­
nally in the late 1980s, the use of lead 
shot was forbidden altogether for any 
kind of waterfowl hunting anywhere 
in the United States. 

I'm not really against the 
government's false contention that 
the ban is a full and satisfactory solu­
tion to the problem. 

The government would like to 
sweep under the rug the fact that the 
switch from lead to far-less efficient 
steel shot cau8CQ a tremendous jump 
in the number of waterfowl lost to 
crippling. 

There's no way to measure it. but 
it wouldn't surprise me if the increased 
crippling loss didn't nearly wipe out 
any gains realized from banning the 
use oflead. Waterfowl are hard to kill 
anyway, and they become doubly so 
when shooters have to kill them with 
woefully inefficient steel shot 

Thankfully, I've never been a wa­
terfowl hWlter because I don't hunt 
anything I can't eat, and I'd just about 
as soon eat a buzzard as eat a duck or 
a goose. But if I were a waterfowl 
hunter, I think I would've quit when 
the lead shot ban took effect. 

Not only is steel shot inefficient; 
it's also terrifically hard on shotguns. 
In fact. it will ruin older guns that 
weren'tdesigned to withstand the tre­
mendous battering it inflicts on a 
barrel. 

In its vast and all-knowing wis­
dom. the federal government is now 
aiming its anti-lead artillery at a juicy 
new target -- fishermen. Yep, you 
heard right. Now that they've put 
duck hWlters in their place, the bu­
reaucrats are going to work to put 
fishermen on the straight and narrow. 

Why? Well. fishermen use lead 
sinkers, don't they? Plus all those 
lead jugheads and spinnerbaits. And 
ducks and geese and loons and her­
ons and such could die from ingest­
ing those things just the smae as they 
do from lead shot. 

Howmanyhavedied?Well, that's 
beside the point. The fact is it could 
happen, and something bas to be done 
to head it off. Therefore, the Environ­
mental Protection Agency has set a 
deadline of January 14, 1994, for 
coming up with new rules to govern 
the use of lead by fishermen. 

Fortunately, whatever the EPA 
devises in the way of regulations bas 
to be approved by Congress. If you 
think the feds are going overboard, 
you'd better write or phone your con-

gressmen -- or women -- and tell 
them so. 

Oh, and in case you're wondering 
what that strange object is that's creep­
ing into your fishing boat, can't you 
tell it's a camel's nose?
