A two-day review by state offi­
cials of a long-running school con­
struction controversy in Floyd 
County was delivered Tuesday in a 
report to the state Board for El­
ementary and Secondary Educa­
tion meeting at Barren River State 
Park. 

The report, delivered by Gary 
Griesser, associate commissioner 
for district support services, offered 
eight recommendations which arose 
from a chronological review of the 
controversial South Floyd High 
School project in Floyd County. 

"The overriding statement," 
Griesser told the state board Tues­
day, "is that this project could not 
happen today." That comment ap­
parently reflected on the cost and 
construction delays which have 
plagued the South Floyd project 
since its inception in 1986. Griesser 
said conslruction regulations were 
"much more stringent" now than 
they were when the Floyd construc­
tion project began. 

The recommendations offered by 
Griesser included: 

• That the Floyd County board 
must mobilize its staff to ensure 
occupancy of the academic portion 

of the new school by August of 
1993. 

·That the local board should take 
legal action against former South 
Floyd architect James Ellis to de­
termine if any funds were recover­
able. 

• That the local board should 
appeal a local court decision in 
favor of Triple B Construction, 
concerning a suit over a site prepa­
ration contract. 

• That state Department of Edu­
cation staff be assigned to conduct 
monthly or semi-monthly monitor­
ing visits to the South Floyd con­
struction site to ensure a timely 
conclusion of the academic build­
ing and monitor monthly the con­
struction of the new gymnasium 
untiltt is completed. 

• That the state Department of 
Education should conduct work­
shops for local board members and 
the appropriate school staff on the 
process and management of plan­
ning and constructing school fa­
cilities. 

• That the state Department of 
Education should conduct construc­
tion audits on all other active 
projects in the district to ensure 
proper procedures are being fol­
lowed. 

• That the state board should adopt 
a new regulation that tightens con­
trols on architect and construction 
management contracts and fees. 
That regulation will be presented 
for state board action in July. 

• That the Floyd County board 
needs to move with haste to fill the 
current vacancy fora deputy super­
intendent for operations and that 
this person must be knowledgable 
oftheconslruction process and have 
significant skills in managing con­
tractors, architects and construc­
tion managers to expedite quality 
work. 

State board chainnan Joe Kelly 
said the state board could not re­
quire the local board to follow 
through on the recommendations.

Due process hearings scheduled 
on Monday for four Floyd County 
school administrators whose jobs 
were eliminated under a reorganiza­
tion were canceled on the advice of 
the board's attorney. 

Board attorney Cliff Latta recom­
mended on Monday that the hearings 
be canceled because, in his opinion, 
the administrators did not comply 
with a provision of state law regard­
ing demotion hearings. 

Under state law, upon the receipt 
of the statement of grounds for de­
motion, theadministratorshall, within 
lO days, file a written answer. 

Under a central office reorganiza­
tion plan a.dopted by the board in 
April, the jobs of assistant supcrin­
tendentsPete Grigsby Jr.and Tommy 
Thompson and co-food service di-

rectors Wayne Ratliff and Sharon 
Newsome were eliminated. The four 
asked for due process hearings to 
challenge the plan. 

Latta claims the administrators 
failed to answer the reasons for pos­
sible demotion in their response to 
superintendent Steve Towler. 

E. Mickey McGuire, an attorney 
representing three of the administra­
tors is alleging that board members 
voted by phone to cancel the hearings 
and the move was a violation of the 
state's Open Meeting laws. 

Acting board chairman Eddie Pat­
ton denied McGuire's claim, saying 
Monday that board members were 
telephoned Monday and "informed" 
that the hearings had been canceled. 
Patton said Monday that no votes 
were taken during the phone conver­
sations.

Hale is 
nabbed in 
London 
as fugitive

Just one week before the one-year 
anniversary ofthedatea young Swiss 
traveler disappeared, a Floyd County 
man who is wanted for questioning in 
the disappearance was arrested by 
Kentucky State Police Friday in Lau­
rel County. 

Harry Eugene Hale, 46, of Martin 
is being held at the Laurel County Jail 
on a bail jumping charge from 
Carrollton, Georgia. Hale was ar­
rested in Georgia lac;t year on a theft 
charge involving the use of a credit 
card belonging to Chris Zahn from 
Bolligen, Switzerland, who has been 
missing from Deltona, Florida since 
May 21,1992. 

A spokesman for the Laurel 
County jail said Monday that it was 
noted on Hale's admittance record 
that he was a possible serial killer and 
that he was also being held on a 
warrant from Floyd County charging 
him with receiving stolen property. 

KSP detective Ed Pierce with the 
London Police Post and a CSX Rail­
road detective arrested Hale at noon 
Friday at the Levi Jackson State Park 
about two miles from London, a KSP 
dispatcher said Monday. 

Hale is also wanted in Floyd 
County for questioning by police and 
FBI officers about the death of a Carl 
D. Perkins Job Corps student and 
sheriff's deputies want to ask Hale 
about the March 1990 disappearance 
of 39-year-old Mitchell Manns of 
Martin. Manns was last seen in Mar­
tin en route to McDowell Appala­
chian Hospital on March 16, 1990. 
He disappeared around 3 p.m. and 
has never been seen again. 

Prestonsburg City Police and the 
FBiwanttoquestion Hale in connec­
tion with the September 1992 death 
of 21-year-old Carl D. Perkins Job 
Corps student Walter Cropper. 
Cropper's body was found in Octo­
ber in a wooded field off 1-75 in 
Adairsville, Georgia.

Floyd crash survivo and 
pilot in critical condition

Pilot error was lhe probable cause 
of a plane crash last Thursday evening 
that left two men critically burned 
and injured, officials say. 

Miraculously, however, Terry D. 
Hall and Larry K. Williamson sur­
vived when the single-engine aircraft 
slammed into a mountainside and 
burst into flames moments after take­
off from Bert Combs Field. 

It was only the second crash in the 
30-year history of the airstrip. 

"It looks like, without a doubt, the 
pilot stalled the airplane," said Larry 
Short, the airport manager. The Fed­
eral Aviation Administration visited 
the crash site last Friday and agreed, 
he said. 

A nursing supervisor at Cabeii­
Huntington Hospital in Huntington, 
West Virginia, said Tuesday after-

noon that Hall, 26, of Dana in Floyd 
County, remained in critical condi­
tion in the bum unit 

Williamson, 34, of Frankfort, was 
listed in fair condition, she said. Both 
are being treated for severe bums, 
lacerations and fractures. 

Williamson was the pilot and Hall 
a passenger in the Piper Cherokee 
140 that went down at 7:15 p.m. 
about a half-mile from the airport, 
officials said. Williamson was the 
owner of the plane, according to the 
FAA. 

There was no flight plan filed cr 
radio contact with anyone at Combs, 
but officials believe Williamson 
picked up Hall at the airport. Hall is 
the store manager at the Prestonsburg 
Wal-Mart. A relative of Williamson 
works at the Federal Express hangar 
at CombS Field. 

The problem began, Short said, 
when the small plane attempted to fly 

directly over the mountain instead of 
banking to the right or left, which is 
the proper procedure. 

An eyewitness to the crash was 
Gene Tackett, also a pilot, who was at 
the airport cutting grass. Tackett said 
the plane aborted its ftrst takeoff at­
tempt to the southeast (away from 
Paintsville). 

"The second takeoff was r1orth-· 
west, which was proper because of 
the tailwind," Short said. "Initially 
the plane was climbing very well, but 
(Williamson) continued straight out 
instead of turning right." 

Shon speculaled the pilot, when 
realizing the plane was in danger of 
not clearing the mountain, pulled back 
on the controls in order to lift the nose 
of the aircraft.

"Mter serving for over 20 years, 
Pete Grigsby and Wayne Ratliffhave 
always received excellent job evalu­
ations," McGuire's statement said. 
"Tommy Thompson was prepared to 
prove that as financial officer he has 
balanced the budget and kept the 
schools in the black every year. He 
has saved the system thousands of 
dollars and passed every audit" 

In a letter to Floyd superintendent 
Towler and board members, Latta 

complaint against the board claiming 
that the board violated the law by 
discussing the reorganization plan in 
closed session on March 30 and April 
2. 

Under the Open Meetings Law, 
board members are prohibited from 
discussing general personnel matters 
in secret session. McGuire claims 
that the board is prohibited from dis­
cussing specific individuals because 
of provisions in Kentucky's Educa­
tion Reform Act 

Latta responded to McGuire in a 
letter dated May 14 defending the 
board's actions. 

"The reason why these matters 
required executive session consider­
ation was outlined to each of your 
clients and Mrs. Newsome by letters 
dated April 5 . . .from Dr. Towler to 
those individuals," Latta said. "Those 

letters informed the affected indi­
viduals that ac; a result of the newly 
adopted organizational structure in 
the central office that the position 
that they then held had either been 
abolished or that dual positions were 
to be combined into one position, 
specifically with reference to food 
service director." 

Latta added that McGuire's pro­
posed federal lawsuit released in 
March against board member Eddie 
Billips, which has not been filed, and 
a letter to board members Hattie 
Owens and acting chairman Patton 
on behalf of the Floyd County Ad­
ministrators' Association further ne­
cessitated the need to discuss the is­
sue in closed session. 

"(The letter to Patton and Owens) 
contained a strong implication that 
unless the plan proposed by your 

clients was adopted that legal action 
would be eminent," Latta said. "Un­
der this veiled threat of potential liti­
gation regarding central office reor­
ganization, and on that basis alone, 
the board would have been justified 
in considering the entire subject of 
reorganization in executive session." 

McGuire said Monday that the 
board again failed to comply with the 
Open Meetings Law because the 
board attorney responded to his frrst 
claim that an Open Meetings viola­
tion occurred, not the entire board. 

Under state law, a public agency 
has three working days to respond to 
an allegation that an Open Meetings 
or Open Records Law has been vio­
lated. Also under the law, a public 
agency can discuss proposed or pend­
ing litigation in closed session.

If you had to pick a single 
element of Kentucky's Educa­
tion Reform Act that has had the 
greatest impact on the way we 
educate our children, which 
would it be? 

Site-based decision making? 
Ungraded primary? 
How about performance test­

ing? 
Those are certainly some con­

siderable changes. 
But from our vantage point, 

the single most influential as­
pect of KERA to date was the 
creation of the Office of Educa­
tional Accountability. 

Here's why. 
For as long as we can remem­

ber, education in Kentucky has 
been the abused stepchild of 
politics. 

In areas where the schools are 
the top employers, we've tended 
to either ignore that abuse or 
become a party to it. 

Not everyone caught up in the 
system is bad. Some are like 

If 700 or so people are scientifically represen­
tative of public opinion in Kentucky, our state's 
General Assembly needs to have its ears 
cleaned. 

The leadership of the legislature has deemed 
unacceptable a proposal to enact a payroll tax 
to fund health care reform, suggesting that 
Kentuckians aren't willing to walk that path. 

When you mix politicians with tax proposals, 
that's the typical result. Everyone assumes that 
Kentuckians would rather take a stick to a 
hornet's nest than pay more taxes. 

According to results of a poll released this 
weekend, that assumption and most of the 
state's legislative leadership are wrong. 

The poll, conducted by the Lexington Herald­
Leader et al, suggests that a majority of Ken­
tuckians would, in fact, pay higher taxes to 
resolve the state's health care crisis. 

Hmmm. 
Makes you wonder just who our state repre­

sentatives are representing. 

If you can't answer that question, here's 
some more help.

The primary program: focus on the basics

If you would like to see Kentucky • s 
vision for all students' working to 
achieve world-class standards, call 
your local school district office to ask 
for the schools that have its top pri­
mary classrooms. These classrooms 
represent the prototype for KERA 
classrooms. 

Teachers have been hard at work 
for the past two school years in all 
176 districts moving toward full 
implementation of the non-graded 
primary program this fall. 

When you visit, be prepared to see 
activity quite different from what you 
experienced as a student. Students no 
longer sit in straight rows, and stu­
dents in one classroom aren't all the 
same age. either. In today's primary 
classes, you will see students of dif­
ferent ages and abilities working in 
cooperative groups sitting at tables 
called learning centers. 

The students will be concentrat­
ing on learning the basics. Their fo­
cus is on: 

"'Writing and reading. Students 
strengthen their reading skills by read­
ing their own writing to various audi­
ences. 

"'Mathematics. Beginning stu­
dents use dominoes. popcorn or other 
everyday objects to help them get the 

feel of real mathematics. Then they 
use their arithmetic on what adults 
call statistics and probability. 

*Cooperation. Students work in 
groups with their peers to solve prob­
lems and complete lessons. Learning 
experts tell us that such collaboration 
stimulates thinking and expands ca­
pacity. 

Why have we changed the way the 
early grades used to be? For two 
reasons. mainly. Before the imple­
mentation of the non-graded primary 
program. 25 percent of students were 
failing one grade before reaching 4th 
grade. Primary school ensures that 
students move at their pace and really 
learn the basics. Research shows that 
continuous progress for primary stu-~ 
dents is a better way for students to 
learn. 

In the primary classrooms you 
visit. you may see two teachers work­
ing together with the same group of 
students. and you may notice stu­
dents with physical disabilities join­
ing in learning activities. 

The challenge to teachers in this 
new environment is to meet all stu­
dents' needs in a classroom where 
students are different ages and have a 
range of abilities. This is best done by 
providing for each student the least 
restrictive environment for learning 
and by continually asking them to 
demonstrate what they are learning. 
Young childreo 'Silow different rates 
of social interaction. activity and aca­
demic pursuit. Multi-age primary 

classrooms respond to individual dif­
ferences by adjusting curriculum to 
meet student needs. Teacher-made 
units and materials supplement text­
books so that all students are learning 
at levels appropriate to them indi­
vidually. providing each student with 
a solid foundation for always moving 
forward. 

Writing is one of the most impor­
tant activities in the primary class­
room. Students write about what they 
are learning. This helps teachers know 
how much they are really learning. 
Through infonnal. continuous assess­
ment. teachers are able to take stu­
dents where they are and work with 
them at their individual skill levels to 
help them succeed. 

Reading. writing and mathemat­
ics become practical life skills for 
which students see an immediate 
"real" purpose. They find an audi­
ence for their writing in their class­
mates. They practice their reading 
skills by reading what they have writ­
ten to the "live" audience in their 
classrooms. They learn to apply the 
basics of mathematics by doing ap­
plication activities such as graphing 
the numberofbooks they have read. 

· You probably will be surprised at 
how much the earliest years of school­
ing have changed since you were a 
student We're sure you will see stu­
dents taking advantage of the oppor­
tunity to be successful. They are 
making a good start toward becom­
ing lifelong learners.

Research projects are 
~devouring funds 

A trained scientist with a Quaker 
upbringing. Rep. George Brown, D­
Calif., has spent much of a 20-year 
House career making cerebral argu­
ments for arms control. Now Brown 
himself has gone ballistic. His targets 
are colleges that receive millions of 
taxpayer dollars for dubious scien­
tific projects, courtesy of a few well­
placed congressmen. 

Brown, who chairs the House Sci­
ence Committee. has written 50 uni-

~ versities. demanding that they justify 
continued funding of "earmarked re­
search projects .. -grants slipped into 
legislation by senior members of Sen­
ate and House appropriations com­
mittees. Neither reviewed by scien­
tific committees nor debated by the 
full Congress, such projects last year 
cost the public $707 million. 

About $39 million of that was the 
gift of Senate Appropriations Chair­
man Roben Byrd to Wheeling Jesuit 
College in Byrd•s West Virginia. 
Wheeling Jesuit. not usually thought 
of as an astrophysics powerhouse, is 
now the proud owner of NASA•s 
National Technology Research Cen-

~ ter. Before retiring, Rep. Robert 
Traxler, D-Mich., bestowed a $42 
million cl.iJnate-change research cen­
ter on Sa2inaw Vallev State Univer-

sity in his district. That Saginaw Val­
ley is a teachers college without re­
search facilities did not deter the true­
blue Traxler. 

Scientific pork offends, not least 
because it diverts money from pro­
posals that. having withstood peer 
review, might better serve the na­
tional interest. Unfonunately, citi­
zens can no longer assume that just 
any project undertaken by a college 
contains merit. Promotions in a aca­
deme often hinge on sheer output of 
research, however trivial. Stanford 
president Donald Kennedy calls this 
"one of the most egregious aspects of 
modem academic life ... 

With their slipping research stan­
dards. colleges apparently are a 
growth market for the porkmeisters 
by the Potomac: Nearly half of the 
$2.5 billion in earmarked research 
projects since 1980 was dished out in 
1991 and 1992, reports the Congres­
sional Research Service. 

Rep. Brown can't singlehandedly 
kill any misbegotten scientific 
projects, but he is laudably trying to 
embarrass the Congress-campus con­
nivers. Whether they are capable of 
embarrassment is a subject for fur­
ther research.

State targets Magoflin 
schools chief 

Magoffin County's Carter Whitaker yesterday 
became the fifth Eastern Kentucky school super­
intendent to be targeted for removal by state 
officials.

Beyond that, Parker said, "I think 
the citizens of this community can 
take any action they want." 

Commissioners said Monday that 
they would speak with construction 
foreman Darrell Fife on Tuesday to 
discuss the possibility of hiring more 
local people at the facility. Johnson 
said Tuesday that Fife assured com­
missioners that Frederick May Con­
struction would continue to hire local 
workers.

At least 85 
jobs to be 
created at 
new facility

Wheelwright citizens received the 
news they have been anxiously wait­
ing for Tuesday when Kentucky 
Governor Brereton Jones announced 
that a 300-bed minimum security 
prison will be built in their commu­
nity. 

"''m here today to announce that 
we're going to build the prison right 
here in Wheelwright," Governor 
Jones told the several hundred that 
lined the streets Tuesday. "We've 
entered into a contract with a highly 
reputable firm, the U.S. Corrections 
Corporation. I will commit to you 
that we will have 100 jobs during 
construction and when construction 
is over, we'll stan with 85 full-time 
jobs at that prison." 

Governor Jones and state and local 
officials lauded Floyd County Sher­
iff Paul Hunt Thompson for his ef­
forts to get the facility built in Wheel­
wright and indicated there is more in 
store, economically, for Floyd 
County. 

"S~riff Thompson has been a 
good friend for a long time and it is 
my desire to repay that friendship," 
Jones said Tuesday. "We're just get­
ting started. I wat told IIOIMthing on 
the way up here that meant a lot to 
me. Sheriff Thompson told me that 
I'm ftrSt governor to be in Wheel­
wright since Happy Chandler. That 
means a lot to me because Happy 
Chandler was a great governor. 

"Unless you get tired of seeing 
me, this is not going to be the only 
time that I come to Wheelwright," 
Jones added. "This is the way it's 
supposed to be, this is real America 
right here. Many areas don't have the 
need that exists right here. We're not 
going to let East Kentucky be left 
ouL" 

A $4.5 million contract was 
awarded to U.S. Corrections Corpo­
ration Monday which will operate 
the 300-bed minimum security facil­
ity which is scheduled to be opera­
tional in eight monlhs.

Follow the rules of safety: 
plan fire escape routes 

Seconds can make the difference 
between llfe and death ,should rll'C 
break outln your home. Mount two 
ex-more smoke detectorS in your home 
(consult the rtre deparunent for best 
locations) and make sure they're al­
ways in working order. 

"Smoke detectors provide an all­
important signal to alert you if there 
is a flre," says William Griswold, 
vice president of the Property Insur­
ance Center at Government Employ­
ees Insurance Company (GEICO). 
"But beyond an alann, it's essential 
to have planned escape routes to get 
yourfamilyoutofthehouseasquickly 
as possible." 

Griswold offers the following tips 
on planning escape routes. 

• Plan at least two escape routes 
from every room. For one plan, as­
sume the door to the room will be 
blocked by flre or smoke. On upper 
floors, plan a route assuming stair­
ways will be blocked. Consult a ftre 
prevention professional to help you 
plan escape routes and handle special 
situations, such as a disabled family 
member. 

• Designate windows to use as 
escapes. When possible, choose win-

dows that are low, can be easily 
opened, and have screens or stonn 
windows that can be removed quickly. 
Make sure the window is not blocked 
by hard-to-move furniture. 

• On upper floors, pick windows 
that open on the roof of a flrst-floor 
wing, a porch or a garage. If this is not 
possible, consider using an approved 
frre escape ladder. Remember that an 
individual must be fairly agile to use 
a ladder, and that if the ladder passes 
lower floors from which smoke or 
flames are pouring, it cannot be used 
safely. 

• Make a habit of sleeping with 
bedroom doors closed. In a fire, this 
might slow the spread of flames or 
smoke for a few critical second~. 

• All family members should prac­
tice getting out of the house by these 
escape routes. Also practice staying 
close to the floor-heat and gasses 
rise, so the air near the floor is besL 

• Pick a spot outside where all 
family members will assemble so that 
you will know everyone is out safely. 

• Once out, stay out! Always fol­
low this rule in the event of a flre. Do 
not stop to call the flre department 
before getting out. Call from a 
neighbor's house or a call box.

Grave robbing 
or archaeology? 
KET examines W. 
Kentucky incident 

In December 1987, ten men were 
arrested at a fann near Uniontown. 
Ky. and charged with "desecration of 
a venerated object" -or grave rob­
bing. Littered among the 450 craters 
left from the digging were the skel­
etal remains of more than 1,200 Na­
tive Americans. The site was both the 
largest Native American burial 
ground uncovered to date and the 
largest incidence of grave looting in 
U.S. history. The diggers had paid 
$10,000 to lease the site to search for 
artifacts. 

Incident at Uniontown, encoring 
on KET at 11 p.m. Saturday, May 29 
as part of the Kentucky Independents 
Present series, fully covers the story 
which unfolded around the event. 
Ernest Marcum, with support from 
the KET Fund for Independent Pro­
duction, produced the documentary 
with exclusive footage of the key 
pointsofthestory,includingthevari­
ous Indian delegations who came to 
the state; the subsequent town meet­
ings and lobbying efforts to upgrade 
the criminal charge from a misde­
meanor to a felony; and the Native 
American pwification, reburial, and 
mourning ceremonies. 

"My initial desire was to produce 
a documentary about the events that 
occurred, but this changed as I saw 
the story unfold," said Marcum. "The 
deeper stories were behind the 
scenes." 

A thriving market in Indian ani­
facts results in a clash between dig­
gers who consider themselves pre­
servers of an ancient culture and Na­
tive Americans who consider such 
trafficking racist and a desecration of 
their ancestors' graves. 

"[Grave desecration] reinforces 
the concept that's been going on for 
500 years," said college professor 
and Native American rights activist 
David Hilligos. "Manifest Destiny 
gives white people the right to eradi­
cate indigenous people's culture and 
put it in museums." 

Uniontown residents overwhelm­
ingly supported the Native American 
position, and many participated in a 
pre-reburial purification ceremony. 

"I thought it was awful," said 
Uniontown resident Margaret 
Howard. "I wouldn't want someone 
to dig up my people's graves."

language. It could be telling you that 
a stroke is on its way. 

Stroke, the third leading cause of 
death in the United States, kills about 
150,000 Americans a year, the Ameri­
can Heart Association says. It claimed 
the lives of2,342 people in Kentucky 
during 1991. 

May is National High Blood Pres­
sure Month, and since stroke risk 
varies directly with blood pressure, 
now is a good time to have yours 
checked. 

"People in Kentucky can reduce 
their risk of stroke by taking some 
preventive measures now," says Sam 
H. Traughber MD., president of the 
American Heart Association, Ken· 
tucky Affiliate. 

You can reduce yourriskofstroke 
by controlling your blood pressure 
and cholesterol levels, exercising, 
eating a proper diet. and not smoking. 

Stroke is a form of heart and blood 
vessel disease. It's a sudden and of­
ten severe attack caused when a blood 
vessel bringing oxygen and nutrients 
to the brain either bursts or is clogged 
by a clot or another particle. This 
prevents blood from flowing to the 
brain, killing brain cells. 

Brain damage from a stroke can 
affect the senses, speech and the abil­
ity to understand speech, behavioral 
patterns, lhought patterns and 

memory. Paralysis on one side of the 
body is common. 

Here's bow your body may tell 
you about an impending stroke: 

• Sudden weakness or numbness 
of the face, arm or leg on one side. 

• Loss of speech or trouble talking 
or understanding speech. 

• Dinmess or loss of vision, par­
ticularly in one eye, or double vision. 

• Sudden severe headaches, or a 
change in the pattern of your head­
aches. 

• Unexplained dizziness, unsteadi­
ness or sudden falls . 

"If you have any of these signals, 
get to a doctor immediately," 
Traughber says. "Remember, your 
best weapon against stroke is detec­
tion." 

About 10 percent of strokes are 
preceded by "little strokes" or tran­
sient ischemic aaacks, the AHA says. 
"'TIAs can happen days, weeks or 
months before a major stroke," 
Trau~ber says.

VA announces national 
survey of veterans 

The Department of Veterans Af­
fairs (VA) receutly announced ana­
tional survey of veterans to obtain 
data on characteristics of the veteran 
population and their use of VA ben­
efits. The information will assist the 
department in planning for veterans 
bealthcareneedsandchangesin VA's 
medical system. 

Indepth telephone surveys will be 
conducted, beginning in June through 
October, by Klemm Analysis Group 
and Westat under a $2.3 million con­
tract. The survey will involve a sample 
of 10,600 veterans. Some 5,000 will 
be selected by a random digit tele­
phone dialing procedure. Selection 
of the remaining 5,600 will be ob­
tained from threesetsof VAflles: the 
Compensation and Pension File, the 
Patient Treatment File and tbe Out­
patient Clinic File. The sample of 
5,600 bas been designed to address 
health-care reform issues that VA is 
reviewing and will reflect use of VA 
and non-VA medical care by service­
connected and nonservice-connected 
veterans. Veterans' participation is 
voluntary, and the confidentiality of 
all responses will be strictly main­
tained by the contractor. 

The data will allow VA to follow 
changing trends in the veteran popu­
lation, make comparisons of charac­
teristics of veterans who use VA pro-

grams with those who do not, and 
provide a current resource of data for 
continuing analysis. 

The study is the fourth in a series 
of national surveys of veterans. VA 
also has conducted a survey of medi­
cal system users and a survey of dis­
abled veterans. A report on the re­
sults of this year's survey is expected 
in 1994.

Floyd County Sheriff Paul Hunt Thompson said he answered 
a domestic dispute call at Water Gap. 

Thompson contends Gregory A. Little did not know the gun 
was empty. "He was trying to kill me," the Sheriff said. After 
what the local paper tenned a "Somewhat brief, but physical 
struggle," Little was handcuffed and taken to the third floor jail 
at the Floyd County Courthouse. 

From his hospital bed at Highlands Regional Medical Center, 
however, Little told a different story. His allegations are that 
after being handcuffed, Thompson or one of his deputies kicked 
him between the legs. Later in the courthouse hall, Little said 
Thompson struck him in the groin about a dozen times with a 
policeman's flashlight. 

Little was hospitalized Jan. 30th with groin injuries. 
The Sheriff declined to discuss Little's allegations of physical 

abuse. Thompson said he did not shoot Little because Little's 
wife told police when she called for help that she had unloaded 
the gun. Little, however, asked why the Sheriff became upset if 
he knew the shotgun was not loaded. The results of the FBI 
investigation have not been released. 

If Little's allegations are true, how would you like to be treated 
that way, after being handcuffed? 

My question is, why was Little hospitalized if there isn't any 
truth to his allegations?

It's been awhile.

Floyd County high school baseball 
has accomplished what 
Prestonsburg's Aaron Tucker did 
Monday evening at the Don Daniels 
Athletic Complex on the campus of 
Allen Central High School.

Kevin J obnson had a solo shot for 
Wheelwright leading off the second 
inning. Tim Johnson bit a towering 
drive over the left center field fence 
that traveled at an estimated 345-feet 
from home plate. Johnson blast came 
in the seventh inning. 

Prestonsburg jumped on Allen 
quickly in lhe ftrst inning on a leadoff 
single by Seth Hyden who scored on 
Tucker's one-out triple. Anthony 
Howell lined a double to left center, 
scoring the B Iackcats' catcher.

Tucker collected his double in the 
second inning but the two-bagger 
came with two out and he was left 
stranded.

Seth Hyden walked, stole second 
and third before coming home on 
Sean Damron's sacrifice fly.

Hughes early pioneer of track and field

While track and field is a fast 
growing sport in Floyd County now, 
there was a time when it was non ex­
istent. 

When Forrest Hughes journeyed 
into the county from Alice Lloyd 
College to do his student teaching, 
the sport was not to be found any­
where. 

"There was no track and field when 
IcametoFloydCounty," said Hughes, 
who assists Dewey Jamerson with 
the Allen Central program. "I came to 
Prestonsburg to do my student teach­
ing in 1976. There was no program at 
all. " 

Hughes said that he, along with 
Sharon Sammons, began the program 
at Prestonsburg with Sammons coach­
ing the girls and Hughes the boys. 

"I ran track when I was at Alice 
Lloyd," be said. "The only thing that 
resembled track was for the football 
players to get in shape for football." 

A football coach encouraged 
Hughes to begin the track program at 
Prestonsburg. 

"Phillip Haywood, who then was 
football coach, encouraged me get 
the program started," explained 
Hughes. "He then encouraged, if not 
demanded, the football players to 
come for the sport." 

While the initial turnout was good, 
the ending was not. 

"We started with about 50 kids 
coming out for the events," said 
Hughes. "By the end of the year, it 
was half that." 

Hughes enjoys pointing back to 
two athletes that went to state compe­
tition that ftrst year. 

"Bridget Clay won lhe regionals 
that year in the high jump and Jack 
Carter Wells won in the 400 meters. 
I believe also that Richard Burchett 
and James Brown went The ftrst 
year, we had a good group of kids." 

With his student teaching fmished, 
Hughes moved to Morgan County 
where be was instrumental in starting 
the Morgan County program. 

"I kept my eye on the program at 
Morgan County," recalled Hughes, 

"and it is still going strong today. I 
believe they were regional champs 
last year." 

It was on to Johnson Central after 
Morgan County and, while teaching 
in Johnson Comtty, Hughes returned 
to Prestonsburg. 

"I worked with the Prestonsburg 
teamforthree years while teaching at 
Johnson Central," he stated. "Then 
Dewey, Big D (principal Don 
Daniels) and I hooked up at Allen 
Central. Dewey came to Maytown 
where I was teaching and said 'Let's 
get a track program started at Allen 
Central'. We talked about it and we 
became close friends." 

While starting the program at the 
Right Beaver school, there weren't 

many athletes involved in the pu­
gram but, according to Hughes, they 
had one certain state contender. 
"Basically, all we had was Brian 
(Wallen)," said Hughes. "He started 
when he was in the seventh grade 
throwing the discus. Dewey then went 
to Betsy Layne but I continued to 
coach Brian." 

All Wallen did was win several 
regional titles, place second in the 
state and win the Kentucky Junior 
Olympic title as a discus thrower. 

Like others connected with track 
and field, Hughes believes that Floyd 
CoWlty needs coaches on the middle 
school and grade school level tbal

At the Pikeville track meets, as 
well as other places, Hughes will be 
found involved as an official of the 
meets, especially in the discus pit. 

While working with kids collec­
tively, Hughes also does private 
coaching but it has to be the right 
individual. 

"They have to be able to both 
physically and mentally compete," 
he said. "I've worked with Todd 
Howard, Jessica Wade, Shawn 
Robinson, Chris Bailey and Levi 
Wells on an individual basis." 

Hughes takes no pay for what he 
does and "never will take any pay for 
iL" 

He enjoys working with kids and 
gets his reward when they advance to 
state competition, knowing that he 
had a little part in their success story. 

"As long as a kid is willing to do as 
they are told and keep their grades up, 
all will go to college somewhere." 

One discus thrower that Hughes 
views as a shoo-in for college is Levi 
Wells, an eighth grader at Maytown 
Elementary. 

"I really see him, when he is a 
senior in high school, breaking Brian 
Wallen's record in discus," said 
Hughes. "He is a good student and 
will be a strong discus thrower. 

"With throwers like Levi, Shawn 
Robinson and Chris Bailey coming 
on, Wallen's record will not stand. 
Chris has a world of potential. He is 
built for discus. He could be scary. 
He is built for football and discus." 

While Hughes enjoys preparing 
kids for track and field, be also likes 
to have a part in helping to prepare for 
life in another way -- college. 

"I like to help kids get into school 
somewhere," Hughes said. "I have 
gotten some in at Morehead State 
with the help of Gary Frazier. He 

helps get aid for college for some of 
the students." 

One such student/athlete will ven­
ture to Morehead State University, 
according to Hughes. 

"Jessica (Wade) will got to 
Morehead and she will take part in 
track there as well as cross country. 
The head coach at Morehead is high 
on her." 

What would Hughes like to see as 
far as the future for track and field in 
the county? 

"I would like to see every school 
get a program started," he said. "There 
is too much talent in Aoyd County 
not to be used. Track and field also 
teaches physical fitness and it fits in 
with the new standards of getting in 
shape. 

"It is something the whole family 
·can take part in," Hughes continued. 
"I would like to see a track facility, 
but open to the public. There is a 
great need for people to exercise. It 
would be a sin to build new schools in 
the county and not have a track and 
field facility . 

"It gets more kids involved than 
any other sport. You may have 15 
play baseball but you will have over 

50 taking part in track and field. It 
creates fe llowship among athletes 
from other schools. At the Johnson 
Central meet three weeks ago, Allen 
Central was rooting for Wheelwright 
runners and Wheelwright was root­
ing for Allen Central runners. 

"Prestonsburg needs a full track 
and field squad. They have a runner 
down there that is unbelieveable, 
Stewart Robertson. He has great po­
tential as a runner." 

Hughes says that he is getting old 
and would love to see some of the 
younger kids come back and work 
with other kids in the program. 

"I know that Brian wants to come 
back and work in the county," Hughes 
said. 

This marks Hughes' 20th year in 
the sport and he loves it just as much 
today as he did when he started 20 
years ago. 

Floyd County is fortunate to have 
a Forrest Hughes who cares for kids 
and is willing to help them achieve 
their goals.

BASS MOVE TIGHTER TO 
COVER ON SUNNY DAYS 
Most bass fiShermen enjoy fiSh-

ing on warm, swmy days, but often, 
these can be the toughest of all fiSh­

~ ing conditions. 
"Bright sun, especially on clear 

days immediately following several 
cloudy or stormy days, pushes bass 
into shady areas and thick cover," 
says veteran tournament angler Jerry 
Rhyne. 'The only way to catch them 
is by putting a lure down where they 
are, and that isn't always easy." 

Rhyne, a member of the Johnson 
Outboards Pro Staff and the orga­
nizer of his own tournament circuit 
throughout the Southeast, says the 
basic rule anglers need to remember 
about sunshine is that bass don't re­
ally like it. 

"Bass like shade because when 
they look out into brighter water they 
can see better to ambush they prey," 
Rhyne explains, "but sometimes on 
bright days you can't entice them out 
to hit a lure. 

'That means you have to use lures 
that penetrate the cover, like plastic 
worms and jigs. You have to flip or 
pitch lures right into the darkest part 
of the cover. What you get when you 
do this, I believe, is a reflex strike. 

bridges. Both offer abundant shade 
to sun-wary bass. 

''One of the most effective lures 
you can use under these circumstances 
is a tube jig," says Rhyne, "one of 
those hollow, soft plastic lures with 
the squid-like tails that falls so errati­
cally. 

"I like to fiSh these lures on six or 
eight pound test line with a 1/8 or 
possibly even a 1/16 ounce leadbead 
with the hook exposed. You just cast 
into the shadows and let the lure fall. 
It doesn'tdrop straight down at all. It 
goes in one direction, then turns and 
goes in another direction. Then you 
can either swim it or hop it back to 
you." 

Rhyne will also use spinnerbaits 
if the cover is thick enough, but the 
key with these lures, be says, is work­
ing them slower than normal and 
bumping cover with each retrieve. 
He also reels the lure right up to an 
object. then lets it fall down beside it. 

"You just have to see bow active 
the bass really are," he says. "Nor-

mally, on bright, sunny days, the fish 
are not as active and you have to work 
a lot harder and use different lure 
tricks to catch them." 

It may be spring in some states but 
in others it's still winter and the water 
is cold. That means bass are sluggish 
and tough to catch. 

One possible solution? Fish cur­
rent. 

"Fishing cunent when the water is 
still cold offers several advantages," 
notes bass tournament angler Guy 
Eaker of the Evinrude Outboards Pro 
Staff, "especially now when the wa­
ter may not only still be cold but also 
muddy. 

"Moving water is always colder 
than calm water, so bass living in 
current are already acclimated to the 
lower temperature. If a sudden cold 
front hits later in the spring, those 
bass in the current will not be af­
fected nearly as much as those in 
other parts of a lake. 

"There are always late spring cold 
fronts that bit and j ustabsolutely stop 
the fishing for several days, but if you 
can find and fiSh current, you'll have 
bass that are still fairly active." 

The second thing current does, 
explains Eaker, is position bass so 
they're easier to locate. 

"Bass won't be out in the current 
itself," says theEvinrude pro. "They'll 
be in the little eddy pockets behind 

rocks and logs where they simply 
wait for the cunent to wash food 
down to them. Practically anything 
that provides some shelter from the 
current is a potential biding spot for a 
bass." 

Eaker and other tournament pros 
recently fished a national tournament 
on Alabama's Lake Eufaula, during 
which a sudden cold front dropped 
water temperatures as much as 12 
degrees during the week-long event. 

"Anyone who fished down in the 
main lake basically went fisbless, 
because the bass became totally inac­
tive,'.' explains Eaker, "but those who 
made the long run up the 
Chattahoochee River to work current 
did fine. The winnercaught38 pounds 
of fish in 51 degree water." 

Eaker says jigs, plastic worms, 
spinnerbaits and possibly even 
crankbaits can auoe usea wnen tl.S.b­
ing current Themostimportantthing 
to remember is to cast upstream so 
the retrieve brings the lure down­
stream with the current. 

"One way to do this, if the current 
is not too strong, is by keeping your 
boat pointed upstream and using the 
trolling motor to offset the force oi 

the cunent This allows you to guide 
your lures into the eddy pockets much 
easier. 

"Some fishermen float down­
stream witb the current and drop their 
lures into each eddy as they go past it, 
but this may not give you enough 
time to really work each spot effi­
ciently." 

Spring isn • t the only time to work 
current, adds Eaker. Moving water is 
also an excellent place to look for 
bass in the summer when main lake 
temperatures may be extremely bot, 
and also in winter because the bass 
will not be nearly as deep.

In addition to 
the good bass fishing that occurs in 
Kentucky's 18 major reservoirs, 
largemouth are also abundant and 
readily caught in rivers, streams and 
farm ponds during this period. 

Among the top tactics knowledge­
able anglers use in late May is fishing 
a medium-running crankbait along 
creek banks that have both visible 
and submerged cover. Largemouth 
congregate close to almost any type 
of woody structure such as stumps, 
tree stick-ups, fallen logs and tree 
tops or man-made brushpiles lying in 
water up to 10 feet deep. 

When fishing this kind of cover, 
either casting and retrieving the 
crank bait parallel and as close as pos­
sible to the cover or lightly bumping 
the bait into or against the edge of the 
structure often ignites a bass to strike. 
Baits that resemble shad or crawfish 
in shape and color are good choices. 

Spinnerbait fishermen can be suc­
cessful as well in these kinds of areas, 
or simply by casting along rocky 
banks that have irregular formations. 
Fishing around partially submerged 
bushes is also a good bet. 

One other excellent choice is to 
fish around or in vegetation like weed 
beds or milfoil stands. Often, large­
moulh can be caught on crankbaits 
such as a Rat-L-Trap or Shad Rap by 
working along the outside edge of the 
vegetation.Iffishcan'tbefoundthere, 
consider either probing the pockets 
and openings in the weeds using a 
plastic worm, or even a topwater 
minnow-type lure early and late. 

Vegetation tends to attract baitfisb, 
which in turn keeps predators like 
largemouth close by. It also provides 
shade and cover for bass, and makes 
it easier for bass to ambush unsus­
pecting shad or small bluegill. 

Stream or river anglers should also 
concentrate on shoreline cover, or

spots where the bank has tree roots or 
other debris located in shallow water. 
Many times, live bait such as min­
nows or worms drifted near bank 
cover entices bass from their hiding 

places. 
AnglerswboenjoyflShingforbass 

in farm ponds in late spring or early 
summer should try spinnerbaits, small 
crankbaits, topwater buzzbaits and 
plastic worms. One key in catching 
pond bass is keeping noise and mo­
tion to a minimum as you move 
around the pond to different fishing 
spots. Bass, and other fish as well, are 
very much aware of their surround­
ings. And since bass, especially, are 
staying closer to the bank this time of 
year, it is easier to spook ftsb by 
being too noisy. 

While fish can be caught any time 
during the day, generally anglers are 
more successful the first couple of 
hours of daylight and the last couple 
of hours before dusk. Topwater baits 
and other lures designed to be fished 
very shallow usually produce better 
when there is less sunlight. As the sun 
rises, fishing in progressively deeper 
water, or close to thicker cover gen­
erally means catching more bass.

Stories from "Grandma" 
Edith Mae Stanley enthralls her young listeners at Betsy Layne Elemen­
tary with readings of timeless classics. She encourages other grandmas 
and grandpas to volunteer at area schools. 

Stanley volunteers at school 
Before Edith Mae Stanley started 

volunteering at Betsy Layne Elemen­
tary School, she had only two grand­
children. 

Now she has a whole classroom of 
children who call her Grandmommy 
or Grandma "I want to help children 
because I love them," Stanley said of 
the time she spends in her 
granddaughter's first grade class. 

It all began with the 66-year-old 
Stan ley taking her granddaughter to 
school each morning. Soon, she was 
staying every Wednesday morning 
to read the children a story. She chose 
the timeless classics, many of which 
were new to the students in teacher 
Sheila Hall's room. 

"I realized she needed some help," 
Stanley said of Mrs. Hall. Stanley 
now volunteers at least three morn­
ings a week. She helps in a reading 
and writing center. She may read to 
the children or she may listen to them 
read. 

There was a time when the stu­
dents all read from the same textbook 
and teaching on an individual basis 
was not so important, Hall said. The 
Kentucky Education Reform Act 
changed that, and with the imple­
mentation of such innovative teach­
ing ideas as the whole language con­
cept of reading and writing, teachers 
have found themselves, at times, with­
out the time they need to spend with 
each student 

"She's been a tremendous help to 
me," Hall said of Stanley. "I cannot 
do it all myself." 

Hall bas a paid aide for only an 
hour and forty-five minutes a day. 

Hall said Stanley's help bas been 
"wonderful for the students. she is a· 
very warm and relaxing person.'' 

Hall added that Stanley "shares 
her wisdom with the children and 
they often share personal stories with 
her." She said that the children really 
look forward to the time spent in the 
center with Stanley. The center is a 
place "where the children can feel 
comfortable," she said. 

But Stanley feels she has gotten as 
much from the children as she has 
given to them. "It's a real joy," she 
said. Often, too, it has been a chal­
lenge. "I think they need the influ­
ence of and the values of older 
people," Stanley said. "I value the 
intangibles more than the tangibles, 
and I have never been motivated by 
any monetary tQings." 

Stanley bas taught Sunday School 
for 42 years. She began as a kinder­
garten teacher and, over the years, 
bas taught nearly every age group. "I 
never stopped learning, I guess," 
Stanley said of her own love of learn­
ing. "The only education I have right 
now is, that I know how little I know." 

Stanley encourages other older 
adults to become involved in the 
schools. In today' s world, many times 
both parents of a child will have to 
work outside the home, she said. But 
older adults may have a little more 
time to give. Giving that time to a 
child will prove rewarding, she said. 
"The main reason I do anything I do 
is, because I love God and I love 
people." 

As for those children who may 
prove to be challenging: "It just takes 
more love," Stanley said.

Some of the Big Buddy-Little 
Buddy relationships have extended 
to all phases of school including Big 
Buddies greeting Little Ones getting 
off the bus in the morning and check­
ing on their progress in their school 
work.

NAR's composite ·Housing 
Affordability Index, which measures 
affordability factors for all home buy­
ers, was 131.7 in the first quarter of 
1993. compared to 120.2 in last year's 
ftrst quarter. In addition, the ftrst· 
quarter index was the highest posted 
since the frrst quarter of 1974 when it 
measured 131.8. 

When the index measures 100, a 
family earning the median income 
has exactly the amount needed to 
purchase a median-priced resale 
home, using conventional fmancing 
anda20percentdownpaymentSince 
the median price is the midpoint, the 
composite index shows that half the 
families in the nation had at least 
131.1 percent of the income needed 
to qualify for the purchase of a home 
with a median priceof$104,200, and 
half did not 

In comparison, NAR's first-time 
home buyer index shows the ability 
of renters who are prime potential 
ftrst-time buyers to qualify for a mort­
gage on a starter home. When this 
index equals 100, the typical first­
time buyer can afford the typical 
starter home under existing financial 
conditions. The first-time buyer me­
dian income represents the typical 
income of a renter family with wage 
earners between the ages of25 and44 
years. 

The affordability index for first­
time buyers, which also posted a gain 
for the fust quarter of 1993, mea­
sured 86.2, compared to 79.6 during 
the same period the previous year. 

"While more first-time buyers are

The average effective rate forloans 
closed on existing homes, as reported 
by the Federal Housing Finance Board 
was 7.55 percent the frrst quarter of 
1993, down from 8.36 percent in the 
ftrstquarter of 1992. Mortgage inter­
est rates so far this year are the lowest 
since 1972, when they averaged 7.52 
for the year. 

Under current affordability con­
ditions for all buyers during the frrst 
quarter of 1993, a family earning 
$20,000 per year would have suffi­
cient income to qualify for a $74,000 
home with a $59,200 loan. A family 
earning $30,000 would qualify for a 
$111,000homeusinga$88,800loan. 
For a family earning $40,000, quali­
fying for a loan of $118,400 would 
enable them to purchase a $148,000 
home. Finally, a family earning 
$50,000 annually would be able to 
buy a $185,000 home after qualify­
ing for a $148,000 loan.

Sign up for that Archeology 101 night 
class or plan to take your next vacation on a 
trip to the Inca ruins or to the local Indian 
mound. Hey, why not? It may not be formal 
career and life planning but it is far better than 
what you are probably doing now.

For years, I helped people figure out what 
sort of jobs they wanted. And I have written 
books on the same topic. Yet, if you asked me 
what I want to be doing five years from now, 
I couldn't give you an ab­
solutely clear response. 
Who knows') 

My own career evolv­
ed in ways I could never 
have predicted. I didn't 
grow up wanting to be a 
career counselor or the 
writer and publisher that 
r am now. Some people 
DO have a firm sense of 
what they want to become and. if you arc one 
of those people. I wish you the very best. In 
fact. I wish that I were more like you. But I 
also suspect that most people are more like me 
- we have a GENERAL idea of the sorts of 
things that we like and want to do, but feel that 
we could do it m a variety of situations. We 
just aren't sure about the best thing to do and 
we respond to what happens, constantly chang­
ing our plans to accommodate this. So, what 
do people like us do? 

I do think that too many people make impor­
tant career and life decisions without thoroughly 
enough exploring the alternatives. So DO con­
sider reading about various career or education 
options. There are some excellent books that 
will help you learn more about your career op­
tions and some have self-exploration activities 
to help you identifY your skills, interests, values 
and other factors and find careers that relate to 
them. And there are career planning tests and 
even courses and workshops that are available 
in most communities through local colleges and 
other sources. But, if you can't figure out just 
what you really want to do when you grow up, 
consider what is the best thing for you to do 
next. It will probably lead you in a good 
direction. 

I have observed that I am most comfortable 
in defining what I want to do NEXT as a basis 
for my own career and life planning. This ap­
proach will probably make sense to many of 
you as well. It allows us to develop a sensible 
objective based on what we know about 
ourselves no\\- and, if followed. it often will 
put us in a better position to take advantage of 
opportunities that come along later. For exam­
ple. if you want to go to school but aren't sure 
where it leads, do it anyway. The learning you 
get will invariably help you later in some way . 
And going to school is, for most of us. a better 
thmg than, say, watching television -yet both 
are things we can do with our ''spare'' time.

Don't Be Fooled.By The 
Touch Test 
Drafty windows. higher heating bills 
as the heat goes out the windows and 
condensation problems mean it's time 
for replacement windows. 

Don't be fooled by the touch test. 
Know your window facts. 

Some sales people will ask you to 
touch pieces of aluminum, vinyl and 
wood at room temperature. Then 
they'll ask you which one feels cooler. 
The answer will be the aluminum one, 
and you'll be right. 

This is to imply that aluminum win­
dows won't keep out the cold, but 
that's wrong. Aluminum will always 
feel cooler than vinyl or wood at room 
temperature because the metal is an 
excellent conductor, and allows heat 
to flow rapidly from your hand to the 
metal. 

This doesn't mean that aluminum 
windows won't keep the cold outside 
and the heat inside your home. Actu­
ally, aluminum window manufactur­
ers minimize aluminum's thermal con­
ductivity by separating the frame and 
sash and rejoining the two parts with 
an insulated material. 

This insulated material is called a 
thermal barrier. It's made of high or 
low density polyurethane, or rigid 
vinyl (PVC). In the winter, the cold 
temperature from the outside and the 
heat from the inside (the exact oppo-

site in the summer) don 't pass through 
the frame and this makes the alu­
minum window frame an excellent 
framing material. 

Aluminum won't swell, shrink , 
split, crack or check over the years, 
rust, get soft in the sunlight and dete­
riorate from ultra-violet rays. 

Aluminum is more than 3 to 43 
times stronger than other window 
framing materials.
