
On new US 23: 

Adkins 
third 
fatality

A Perry County woman was killed 
and a Floyd County couple were se­
riously injured in two separate acci­
dents Wednesday, less than an hour 
and a mile apart on new US 23. 

At 11:45 a.m. Wednesday Elaine 
S. Adkins, 63, of Hazard was killed 
when she apparently drove her ve­
hicle into the path of a truck driven by 
Stephen Salyer, 23, of Stambough, a 
state police report said. 

Salyer was driving north on US 23 
when Adkins failed to yield the right 
of way as she entered US 23. 

Adkins was pronounced dead at 
Highlands Regional Medical Center. 

Salyer and Joey Kimbler, 23, a 
passenger in Salyer's vehicle, were 
taken to Highlands and are listed in 
satisfactory condition. 

Police said no seat belts were in 
use and the accident is under investi­
gation by trooper Bobby Day. 

Less than an hour later, Charles

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Deal hinges on financing : 

Floyd eyed as 
site for factory

With a little luck and some sup­
port from state legislators, Floyd 
County Development Authority Ex­
ecutive Director Darrell Gilliam said 
Wednesday, Floyd County could as 
early as September be the site of a 
new manufacturing plant that will 
create up to 300 jobs. 

Gilliam and l.he Development 
Authority received a letter of com­
mitment l.his week from Ralph L. 
Bowen, president of l.he Chula Vista, 
California-based RND Design Incor­
porated, to relocate the corporation 
to Martin in the old United Supply 
building, currently owned by the Big 
Rock, Virginia-based United Coal 
Company. 

Floyd County Judge/Executive 
John M. Stumbo said Wednesday 
that he and l.he Development Author­
ity had been attempting to pers~ade 
RND Design to relocate its facilities 
in Floyd County since last August, 
when Gilliam met wil.h Bowen at a 
business seminar. 

Initially, Gilliam said, the new 
RND Design, which will manufac­
ture outdoor lighting equipment, will 
employ approximately 150 laborers 
and plans to expand in excess of 300 
employees wil.hin its first l.hree years 
of operations. 

According to Bowen's letter, un­
der the terms of l.he agreement, the 
building will be purchased by the 
Development Authority and leased 
to RND Design for one dollar per 
year. Also according to the agree­
ment, theDevelopmentAuthoritywill 
provide, through state and local loans 
and grants, $600,000 for operating 
capital and payment to the former 
owners of the site; grade the property 
surrounding the building; and seek to 
have the present owners renovate the 
building offices. 

RND Design will provide approxi­
mately one million dollars' worth of 
existing inventory and $650,000 in 
company assets as collateral, Bowen 
said.

"They explained to us what the 
hold up was and that they're ready to 
start hiring local people for the con­
struction of the jail," Johnson said 
Thursday.

School project awry from start 
"I would like to note that the re­

quest by Mr. Billips to meet wit.'t 
(Commissioner Thomas Boysen)and 
myself was to discuss progress on the 
district's short-term and long-term 
plan," Kelly said. "It has been mis­
construed that he asked the South 
Floyd project to be put on hold. He 
did not do that. We did not discuss 
anything that has not been mentioned 
publicly." 

Commissioners said at Tuesday's 
meeting that they were concerned 
about the lack of local people being 
hired to construct the 300-bed mini­
mum security facility. The prison is 
expected to generate 85 jobs in Floyd 
County. 

Johnson said that "the misunder­
standing" had been worked out and 
the construction company will begin 
hiring local people within the next 
several weeks . Johnson added that 
he also met with officials of l.he con-

Local supporters come home empty : 

Jo s supports track 
b t won't enter fray

Combining '60s activism with 
good old fashioned Eastern Kentucky 
pride, a small group of concerned 
citizens converged on Governor 
Brereton Jones' Frankfort offices 
Thursday in an attempt to air their 
grievances with l.he Kentucky Rac­
ing CommissiOn. 

The protest group organized last 
week after the racing commission 
apparently reneged on its original 
commitment to Eastern Kentucky 
Racing Incorporated by refusing to 
allow t11c group to operate the pro­
posed Kentucky Downs harness track 
with temporary facilities. 

"I'm very much in favor of (the 
project)," Jones told the group Thurs-

day. "I would very much like to sec a 
harness track in Floyd County." 

However, Jones said, his hands 
are tied in the matter by Kentucky 
state law. 

"(F)rom a legal standpoint," Jones 
said, "a governor cannot regulate a 
regulatory body .... I l.hink you need 
to go back to the racing commission 
and give a good sales pitch as to how 
you can make (the project) happen .... 
If you feel that the racing commis·· 
sion has acted in an inappropriate 
manner ... I suggest you file suit" 

The biggest problem, Prestons­
burg business-owner Denzil Allen 
told the governor, is that the current 
racing commission appointed by the 
governor is made up of nine repre­
sentatives from l.he thoroughbred rac-

teet James Ellis for failing to prop­
erly oversee the project. 

Also the project is not over origi­
nal cost estimates, Griesser told l.he 
state board, because the original BG-
1 for$4.4millionwasonlytheamount 
of School Facility Construction Com­
mission funds available, not an esti­
mated cost of the project. 

Griesser's report also disputed 
claims that the construction manager 
was overpaid on the project and that 
numerous change orders were exces­
sive. 

"The building itself has incurred 
approximately $71,000 worth of 
change orders at the current time," 
Griesser's repon said. "This repre­
sents less l.han one percentofthe total 
project. The site has incurred signifi­
cant change orders. Approximately 

25 percent of l.hc site, coupled wil.h a 
questionable site development con­
tractor who did not perform well, 
complicated this project enormously. 

"The construction manager has 
been perceived to have been com­
pensated beyond the scope of his 
contract, "l.he report said. "Our anal y­
sis of his payments compared to his 
contract indicate that payments have 
been made to him appropriately, that 
no overpayment of his contract has 
occurred." 

Thereportsaidthatformerproject 
architect James Ellis recommended 
to the local board that they choose 
one of 12 alternate sites, but l.he board 
declined to accept his suggestion.

Stumbo 
vows to 
disband

Fed up with what he called the 
Kentucky Racing Commission' s"bi­
ased and capricious actions," House 
Majority Leader Greg Stumbo told 
Eastern Kentuckians visiting the state 
capital Thursday, he has begun tak­
ing measures that could spell that 
commission's ultimate demise. 

The group went to Frankfort 
Thursday in an effort to persuade 
Governor Brereton Jones that the rac­
ing commission had illegally and 
unethically hampered the efforts to 
bring live harness racing to Eastern 
Kentucky so that members of l.he

chosen because of a connection be­
tween the landowner and someone 
with the local board of education. 

Sandy Gubser, director of man­
agement assistance, told state board 
members that there are allegations 
that the land was purchased from 
someone connected to the site and 
the local board. 

Gubser added that there had been 
some misunderstanding that the 
project was $7 million over cost esti­
mates, but that the original BG-1 for 
$4.4 million could lead people to 
believe that costs had "run wild" on 
the project 

State school board chainnan Joe 
Kelly said that the project came across 
as being estimated at $4.4 million. 

"The bouom line is that the project 
only numbered $4.4 million on the 
BG -1," Kelly said. "Everybody 
agrees that (a BG-1) is a relatively 
useless document. We have a project 
approaching $12 million with no gym 
or football field and parking is greatly 
reduced. 

"As someone said to me, ' the pyra­
mids were built quicker than this 
project and probably cost a lot less,'" 
Kelly added. "It is desirable to get the 
students out of the Wheelwright fa­
cility we visited (in September 1991 ). 
It is deplorable." 

The buildingprojectisin Phase III 
of construction which is the gymna­
sium and the total project cost is 
estimated at $12 million. The aca­
detnic building is expected to be com-

pleted by July 1. 
The chronological report of the 

South Floyd project was put together 
after a two-day visit to the district 
during the frrst week of May in which 
state officials talked to various people 
in the district Griesser said he and 
Mike Luscher, director of facilities 
management, met with the staff of 
Martin Engineering, construction 
manager on the project, architect Paul 
Hoffman, superintendent Steve 
Towler, finance officer David 
Johnson and Frankie Francis, direc­
tor of buildings and grounds. The two 
also spoke with fonner board mem­
ber Dr. Mary Hall and acting board 
chairman Eddie Patton, Griesser said.

company's relocation hinges solely 
ontheabilitytosecurefunding, which 
must be in place by July 1.

The Development Authority ap­
proved a 60-day purchase option on 
the property Wednesday. 

Representatives of RND Design 
will conduct an exhibit this Friday 
and next Monday, Tuesday and 
Wednesday at the Floyd County 
Courthouse to display their products 
and provide further information. 

thoroughbred industry could install 
in its place a number of off-track 
betting facilities. 

Stumbo, D-Prestonsburg, said he 
planned to introduce legislation at 
the next regular meeting of the Gen­
eral Assembly that would "abolish 
the Kentucky Racing Commission 
and create the six-member Kentucky 
Council on Pari-mutuel Wagering to 
regulate horse racing and wagering 
in the Commonwealth of Kentucky." 

"The racing commission effec­
tivelyapproved(theKentuckyDowns 
project) last year," Stumbo said 
Thursday, "and then came back in 
April and said 'No, you have to have 
a convention center built by July,' 
which is impossible." 

"There is a body of law," Stumbo 
continued, "that says the state can't 
take something from you without due 
process of law ... and the racing com­
mission didn 'tgive Eastern Kentucky 
Racing due process of law." 

UnderStumbo'sbill,theKentucky 
Council on Pari-mutuel Wagering 
would consist of six independent 
board members with no ties to the 
horse racing industry, and would rec­
reate the Kentucky State Racing Com­
mission and the Kentucky Harness 
Racing Commission to serve in advi­
sory capacities to the council. 

Stumbo's bill would also do away

were traveling south on new US 23 
when their vehicle was apparently 
struck by a van driven by Kathy Lowe 
of Prestonsburg.

The Woodys were returning from 
a dentist appointment in Paintsville 
and had stopped at Highlands Re­
gional Medical Center to visit a pa­
tient, a member of the family said 
Thursday. 

Adkins was the third person killed 
at the intersection of new US 23 and 
US 460, which officials have dubbed 
"the wall." 

which "act like a vacuum cleaner, 
sucking up your money" because the 
vast majority of proceeds from OTBs 
go directly back to the thoroughbred 
industry rather than staying in the 
local community.

Unfor­
tunately, he added, the racing com­
mission seems to have failed to live 
up to both the governor's and the 
state's expectations. 

"The governor is technically not 
supposed to intervene with his advi­
sory boards ... ," Stumbo said. "On the 
other hand, generally commissions 
are smart enough to know that 1) 
you're supposed to do what's right; 
and 2) you're supposed to do what 
the boss tells you."

ing industry and only two representa­
tives from its economic rival, the 
harness racing industry. 

"With the composure of that com­
mission," Allen said, "itkindoflooks 
like the cards are stacked against 
Eastern Kentucky, governor." 

Jones explained that he had ap­
pointed the commissioners fairly, 
representing the contribution each 
industry makes to the state's coffers. 

"If you have an industry that .. is 
bringing in a hundred dollars of tax 
revenue to the state and another in­
dustry that's bringing in five dollars 
to the state," Jones said, "you don't 
give them equal representation and 
let the tail wag lhe dog. 

Jones did agree, however, that the 
off-track betting parlors seemingly 
favored by the thoroughbred indus­
try do not serve Kentuckians at either 
the state or local level as well as 
intertrackracing and wagering facili-

ties.

ated, "and I want to see it built in 
Prestonsburg •... That's why you 
should sit down again with the com­
mission and ask them for the specific 
answers to the specific questions.

Speak no evil

Last week a photographer for 
The Floyd County Times was 
dispatched to East Point where a 
small aircraft had just crashed. 

At the scene, the photogra­
pher was confronted by a Ken­
tucky State Police trooper who 
threatened to confiscate our film 
and camera if any pictures were 
taken of the crash. 

We might have understood 
that attitude had our photogra­
pher been interfering with res­
cue efforts. 

He was not and the trooper 
made no claims that he was. 

We might have understood 
that attitude had this paper a 
reputation of sensationalism. 

It does not. We don't splash 
photos of bodies across our 
pages for the sake of selling 
newspapers. 

The trooper told our photog­
_rapher that he would not permit 
any photos of the crash before 
Federal Aviation Administration 
investigators viewed the scene, 
despite the fact that our photog­
rapher was the first at the scene 
and could possibly have re­
corded some critical evidence 
that might have been destroyed 
as the plane burned. 

Besides, the KSP has no legal 
authority to decide what can or 
cannot be photographed by a 
newspaper or to decide when 
photos of breaking news events 
may be taken. 

Certainly police may restrict 

access to an investigation scene, 
but that was not the case this 
time. 

Our photographer was invited 
onto the scene by a rescue offi­
cial and was not confronted by 
the trooper until he attempted to 
photograph the wreck. 

We've always cooperated with 
authorities in the past, provid­
ing photos in some cases that 
have been used as evidence. 

It would appear that our coop­
eration is a one-way street. 

We know why. 
Some. time ago we had the 

audacity to criticize the KSP 
over an issue concerning a traf­
fic fatality involving a KSP 
trooper. 

That criticism earned us a visit 
from two KSP officials who 
claimed we had committed a 
grave disservice to the boys in 
blue. 

It also apparently earned us 
the cold shoulder from the KSP. 

For most of the past two years 
we have been routinely put off 
by Post Nine in Pikeville on 
requests for specific infonna­
tion on various KSP investiga­
tions.

IT'S TOUGH TO RUN A 
SMALL NEWSPAPER

One of the perverse pleasures of 

the news business is being told by a 
corporate chief executive, or a col­
lege president ora$300-an-hourlaw­
yer thatjournalism isagreatoccupa­
tion. 

"I always wanted to be a newspa­
pennan myself," they say, buzzing 
for a faithful secretary to bring coffee 
and croissants. 

Many of us tend to be romanticists 
about the world of work. We usually 
end up doing something dull, secure 
and remunerative, but we like to think 
we could have done exciting things­
played for the Yankees, written a 
novel, located the Holy Grail. 

Most of all, we like to think we 
could run a business. Not a big busi­
ness. Just a little business, like a res­
taurant, or a gift shop or maybe a 
small farm with a few head of cattle 
and a horse or two. 

Journalists may be the worst of the 
romantics because they have this 
yearning, deep in their typographical 
souls, to be the editor and publisher 
of a weekly newspaper. 

They'veseenNonnanRockwell's 
painting of a small-town newspaper 
office and they say: "There I am. I'm 
the guy in the green eyeshade, getting 
ready to offer advice to the mayor. 
I'll go fish in' every Friday, join Ro­
tary and crack wise with the locals, 
buy that big white house on the hill 
for a song and live happily ever af­
ter." 

Those who wonder what it might 
be like to own a small business should 
read "The Hard Way: The Odyssey 
of a Weekly Newspaper Editor," by 
Alexander Brook, a Yale graduate 
and fanner Navy fighter pilot who 
hated working in Manhattan, hated 
commuting 90 minutes from New 
Jersey and decided, at age 35 and 
with a family of five, to get away 
from it all and buy a weekly newspa­
per in Kennebunk, Maine. 

Brook rejuvenates the broken­
down newspaper he buys in 1958 for 
$30,000. He hires good people. He 
expands. He afflicts the comfortable 
and comforts the afflicted. He pre­
serves the coastline. He exposes a 
phony college and a sleazy district 
attorney. He wins prizes for journal­
istic excellence. 

Of his early days, he writes: "I 
worked from 7 in the morning to 
between 11 p.m. and 3 a.m. every 
weekday. from 8 a.m. till 10 at night 
every Saturday, and 1 0-hour Sun­
days, every single one, with half a 
day off at Christmas, no others. 

"I never stopped for lunch, taking 
a single sandwich to work and eating 
it standing up, when I remembered to 
eat at all. For two years, I was so 
wound up and worried that I couldn't 
sleep when I went to bed. 

"For II years, I never took so 
much as a single two-day weekend 
off or a vacation of a single day." 

His tale ends well. Brook and two 
partners, who never paid themselves 
more than $15,000 a year, sold the 
York County Coast Star and its print­
ing business in 1 978 for $1.65 mil­
lion to billionaire Joe Albritton, who 
then sold it to a Virginia publisher, 
who then sold it to the New York 
Times. 

There are two ways to interpret 
the Brook story. Brook himself often 
ponders why he did iL "It seems 
ridiculous as I look back, demented," 
he says. 

· A more generous interpretation is 
that running your own business can 
be an exhilarating, terrifying, grati­
fying adventure. Just don't try it if 
you plan to go fishin' every Friday.

Supreme Court Justice Dan Jack Combs, 68. 
announced his retirement from the bench effec­
tive June 30. Justice Combs serves the Seventh 
Appellate District which is comprised of 23 east­
em Kentucky counties. 

JusticeCombssaidWednesdaythattwostrokes 
he suffered are forcing him from the Kentucky 
Supreme Court. 

He also said he recommended to Governor 
Brereton Jones that Richard Hunt, his longtime 
law clerk, be appointed to replace him. 

Two physicians advised him to retire, Combs 
said. The doctors did not blame the strokes on the 
pressures of court work, "but one may infer that 
from their recommendations," he said. 

He also said he was bothered by memory loss. 
Jones will appoint Combs' successor from a 

list of three prospects nominated by a special 
commission to complete Combs' term, the new 
officerbolder will have to stand for election in 
November. 

Combs said he introduced Hunt to the gover­
nor Tuesday and recOOllllended Hunt's appoint­
ment Hunt, 45, is a "brilliant man, a marvelous 
writer,'' Combs said. But, "I'm sure there will be 
no shortage" of candidates for the seat, he said. 

Combs is a resident of Betsy Layne He said he 
planned to take a month off, tmvel in a motor 
home with his 12- and 14-year-old sons, and 
volunteer for court-appointed work in Eastern 
Kentucky. 

Born in 1924 in Betsy Layne, Justice Combs 
earned his law degree from Cumberland School 
of Law in Lebaoon, Tennessee and his J.D. from 
the Cumberland School of Law. Samford Univer­
sity. 

Admitted to the Kentucky Bar in 1951, he 
practiced law before the U.S. District Court, East­
ern District of Kentucky; the U.S. Sixth Circuit 
Court of Appeals in 1983. He was elected to the

Prestonsburg and Paintsville pro­
posed closing the facility for use as 
an industrial site. Others contested 
that the airport was far too valuable to 
lhe Big Sandy region's economy to 
shut down just because the site had 
development-potential. The matter 
remains wtresolved pending further 
investigation by an advisory panel 
created by the two cities. 

However, Floyd County Devel­
opment Authority Executive Direc­
tor Darrell Gilliam said Wednesday, 
an informal consortium including the 
governmental bodies ofPrestonsburg 
and Paintsville and Floyd, Martin 
and Lawrence counties have sug­
gested offering the site as the poten­
tial home for the new nursing home 
facility, which is expected to create 
an estimated 350 jobs with a four­
million dollar annual payroll. 

"The down-side is that (a similar 
facility) in Wilmore has not been 

very successful," Development Au­
thority board member H.D. 
Fitzpatrick said Wednesday. On the 
other hand, Fitzpatrick said, "if 
they're going to spend the money 
anyway, I' drather have them spend it 
here than in Hazard." 

Big Sandy Area Development 
District director Roger Recktenwald 
said Wednesday that although the 
project is still in the planning phase, 
in his estimation, the nursing home 
facility would "not be compatible" 
with the airport strip. 

Gilliam said that other sites had 
been considered for the proposal, but 
added that the airport property seemed 
the best possibility. 

Acting Chairman Burl Wells 
Spurlock said Wednesday that he had 
received word from the pilot's asso­
ciation that the group would not fight 
efforts to close the airport if the nurs­
ing home proposal were viable.

(2) No officer of election shall do any electioneering on election day. 
• (3) No person shall do any electioneering at the polling place or within a 

distance of five hundred (500) feet of any entrance to a building in which a 
voting machine is located if that entrance is unlocked and is used by votell! 
on election day, unless the fiscal court or legislative body of an urban­
county government specifically authorizes by ordinance on a county wide 
basis a greater distance from the polling place within which electioneering 
may be pennitted, but in no case shall electioneering be allowed within five · 
hundred (500) feet of any entrance to a building in which a voting machine 
is located if that entrance is unlocked and is used by voters. Electioneering 
shall include the displaying of signs, the distribution of campaign litera· 
ture, cards or handbills, the soliciting of signatures to any petition, or the 
solicitation of votes for or against any candidate or question on the ballot in 
any manner, but shall not include exit polling. Nothing contained in this 
section shall prohibit electioneering conducted within a private residence 
or e~tablishment other than that in which the polling place is located by 
perMns having en ownership interest in such property. 

(4) No voter shall be permitted to converse with others while in the 
voting room concerning their support or nonsupport or any candidate, party 
or i811ue to be voted on, except as provided in KRS 117.255. 

It is a generally accepted be­
lief among intelligent voters 
everywhere, that the "election 
deck," at all levels, has be­
come stacked in favor of those 
already in office and seeking 
re-election; when you add to 
this, the apparent flagrant dis­
regard for fair play, if not the 
law itself, as shown. above, cur-

--In September, New York City 

police charged a Wall Street invest­
ment banker and an honors student at 
Yale Law School with tossing huge 
chunks of concrete off a 45-story 
luxury apartment building. One 
woman was p:utly paralyzed after 
being hit with a 75-pound slab. Ac­
cording to police, one of the men 
said, "We had so much fun throwing 
that (stuff).

Different sized bass require 
different tisbing tactics 

Even though there may be only 
two inches of difference between a 
12-inch bass and a 14-inch bass, it 
Lakes vastly different techniques to 
catch them. 

That's the opinion of professional 
tournament fisherman Larry Nixon, 
winner of more than $1 million in 
prize money and an active member of 
the Evinrude Outboards Pro Staff. 

''The 14-inch bassaremuchharder 
to catch," explains Nixon, "and in 
many cases, you don't even fmd them 
in the same places you find the smaller 
fish. When you're trying to catch a 
limit of 14-inch bass, it usually takes 
a lot longer than for alimitofl2-inch 
bass." 

These lengths are the two most 
common minimum size regulations 
the pros encounter on the different 
lakes where they compete. States most 
often impose the larger 14-inch size 
limit to protect bass for one addi­
tional year, which usually allows them 
to grow to maturity and spawn. 

"When I'm on a lake with the 
larger size limit, I usually change to 
larger lures," continues Nixon, "and 
I'll start fishing the same water I 
would for smaller bass, and just see 
what I catch. 

"If I catch nothing but undersized 
bass, I have to assume the larger bass 
are not using the same cover or struc­
ture, so I change tactics. I'll either 
start fishing deeper water, or, at times, 
even fish more shallow." 

The larger bass grow, says 
Evinrude pro, the closer they seem to 
stay to dropoffs and breaklines. Even 
though the larger bass may actually 
be in very shallow water, they are 
usually closer to deeper water than 
are the smaller bass. 

"It may take a day or more to 
completely determine this," acknowl­
edges Nixon, ~'which is why it really 
is important to study not only the size 
of the bass you're catching, but the 
type of water they're using. 

"A lot of tournament fisherman 
keep catching smaller 12-inch bass 
hour after hour, believing a larger

Stick it to bass coming out of 

postspawn this spring, and you'll catch a 
lot of them. Fishing stickbait5 is deadly 
this time of year. Just find some shallow 
flats adjacent to creek channels and ~tart 
fishing. 

You may have to vary your retrieve 
to find out exacdy what the fish want 
that day. In general, fish coming out of 
postspawn are aggressive and will 
resJXJnd well to a fast, twitching retrieve. 
But if that doesn't work, slow the bait 
down. 

Jerk it a couple of times and let it 
float back to the surface, then move it 
again. Just be prepared for a big one to 
attack it bccau.-.e tlli, retrieve really lets 
the lure simulate a wounded baitfish.

wasting your time in a tournament. 

"You can't take those little fish to 
the weigh-in scales." 

The larger lures Nixon uses in­
clude heavierspinnerbaits with larger 
blades, jigs with bulkier trailers, 
longer plastic worms, and topwater 
lures that create a lot of water move­
ment 

"Big bass hit by reflex just like 
smaller bass do," says Nixon, "but it 
often takes more action and commo­
tion to generate that strike. The 
smaller bass just don't hit the larger 
lures, either, so sometimes it's a long 
time between strikes. 

"Most fishermen don't realize 
there is so much difference between 
bass just two inches apart in size, but 
there is. ·
