Hale opts out 
early; Webb 
to take over

Come September 30, one of the 
longest political careers in Floyd 
County will draw to a close when 
Jailer Lawrence Hale reti1es from his 
post 

Facility Construction Commission 
(SFCC) if monies offered by SFCC 
in 1988 and 1990 are not used by 
September 1994. 

Mike Luscher, with the state Of­
fice of Facilities Management, said 
Monday that the Floyd County school 
system must obligate the existing 
SFCC funds before next September 
or lose them. 

One catch to using the SFCC mon­
ies, Luscher said, is that the funds 
must go toward projects which were 
on the original facility plan, adopted 
at the time the SFCC funds were 
awarded to Floyd County. 

Floyd County's predicament came 
to light last week during a state com­
mittee meeting called to discuss the 
local school system's new four-year 
facility plan, developed by the 
district's Local Planning Committee 
(LPC) in February. 

The local board disagreed with 
theLPC' s recommendation that work 
continue on a classroom addition at 
Betsy Layne Elementary which the 
board stopped in July. The Betsy 
Layne addition and a new 
Prestonsburg High School were both 
on the current building plan. 

The local school board abandoned 
the plan for a new Prestonsburg High 
School last year. The board, instead, 
decided Prestonsburg High School 
should be renovated. 

SFCC monies cannot be used to 
pay for the renovation at Prestonsburg 
High School, Luscher said Monday, 
because a new facility was proposed 
when the SFCC funds were awarded 
for the project

Cable television 
choices subject 
of negotiations

Fears among some local cable tele­
vision subscribers that they may soon 
be unable to tune in to some of their 
favorite channels may or may not 
prove real, depending on the outcome 
of negotiations during the next few 
weeks between cable operators and 
area broadcast stations. 

Undernew federal guidelines, tele­
vision broadcast stations have an op­
tion now to determine if cable sys­
tems may carry their signals and they 
may, under a procedure known as 
"retransmission consent" require 
some form of compensation for pro­
viding that signal. 

Last week, customers of Prestons­
burg's Cable Vision system were no­
tified that consent agreements had 
not been reached with three area tele­
vision stations and customers were 
warned that those station~ might be 
removed from the channel offerings 
if retransmission pacts weren't 
reached by an October 6 deadline. 

One of the stations, regional CBS 
affiliate WYMT in Hazard, was sur­
prised to be among those which might 
be removed from the CableVision 
lineup. 

Ernestine Cornett, station manager 
for WYMJ;, said Monday that every 
cable system in the Hazard station's 
Area of Dominant Influence (ADO 
had been notified that the station 
would authorize retransmission agree­
ments "free of charge." No formal 
agreements have been signed, Cornett 
added, but she saw no possibilities 
that WYMT would be removed from

year we had voting machines. I lost 
by five absentee votes and I con­
tested (the outcome). I lost in the 
courts here and I took it to the Court 
of Appeals. 

"I won the machine total by 85· 
votes, but I lost with the absentees," 
Hale continued. "I was able to prove 
in court that absentee ballots were 
being sold out of the clerk's office for 
$10 apiece. Two days before the 
November election, the Court of 
Appeals ruled and threw away all of 
the absentee ballots. From then on, I 
didn' t have no problems." 

In the old jail facility, Hale said 
that they had "a lot of breaks" (es­
capes), but that changed when the 
new jail was bui It several years later. 

With the jailer's position being a 
difficult one, because it deals with 
people who are accused of crimes, 
Hale said the only threat he received 
was many years go from an alleged 
murderer. 

"I was only threatened one time 
and that was from a man who was in 
jail for murder," Hale said. "I got a 
phone call that a posse was coming to 
break. him out, but they never fol­
lowed through on it." 

Hale is somewhat pleased with 
the fact that he only "lost two people" 
who were in jail during his tenure. 
Hale said that two prisoners hanged 
themselves while in his jail. 

'"That's a pretty good record," Hale 
said. "You hear a lot about that these 
days. I never did get any of my tum­
keys hurt and that's lucky. It was my 
job to help the people in jail and I did. 
It' s a young man's job." 

Retirement for the jailer doesn't 
sound like the life of leisure, though. 
Hale plans to go to his fann and "take 
care of cattle and run the bulldozer." 

"I can work when I want to and be 
my own boss," Hale said.

Deputy Commissioner 
Lois Adams Rogers and State Board 
Member Tom Gish will be featured 
speakers at the Perry County show­
case. A steering committee composed 
of local administrators and teachers 
have taken part in the planning for the 
regional showcases and they are en­
thusiastic about the concept.

The showcases will allow 
us to do that It's another way that we 
can continue to learn. It's exciting." 

The showcases are part of a series 
of meetings being sponsored by the 
Regional Service Centers this fall.

Seven million dollars have been 

lost in three years of political 
powerplays and misinformation by 
your elected officials. Yes, $7 mil­
lion was allotted for a new 
Prestonsburg High on a fee simple 
title to 100 acres of land on Middle 
Creek, a site approved by the stale, 
cleared and core-drilled.

Vice president's proposal 
may halt roadwork 

The completion of U.S. 23 between Paintsville 
and Prestonsburg would be to jeopardy under a 
proposal by Vice President AI Gore. 

Unveiled last week, Gore's plan to eliminate 
government waste would effectively eliminate high­
way demonstration projects such as the four-laning 
of U.S. 23. The vice president said his proposal 
would save the federal government about $108 bil­
lion. 

Tony Williams, press secretary for U.S. Rep. Hal 
Rogers, said Tuesday that while Rogers is "support­
ive" of cutting government waste, he is "vigoro!-)sly 
opposed" to Gore's efforts to stop the highways 
projects. 

"He bas concerns about that," Williams said. 
"Why would you cut funding for projects that are 
already underway?" 

The U.S. 23 project, a portion of which is already 
opened in Floyd County, is one of two in Roger's 5th 
District that would be on the chopping block under 
Gore's plan, Williams said. The other is the 
Cumberland Gap tunnel. 

Cutting funding for the projects would require 
congressional approval, something Gore would have 
difficulty achieving, Williams said. 

"They would have a difficult time before them if 
they try to do that," Williams said. ''These are projects 
that members of Congress have worked hard to get."

The children were NOT required 
to take orders for the fund-raiser. 
They were specifically told NOT to 
go house-to-house. They could take 
orders from family members, pro­
viding moms and dads approved. 
They were instructed NEVER to sell 
to anyone other than those people 
preapproved by their parents. They 
were toid they had ten days in which 
to take orders, (again, completely 

voluntary on the partofparenL~). and 
all that remained was distribution (by 
parem). 

Thisdoesn'tseem likesuchacrime 
to me. In fact, it seems to me to be 
reminiscentofthe free enterprise sys­
tem we so abundantly enjoy in our 
country. It's not about money to the 
children. It's not about money to me. 

I have ordered from children at 
my own request, because I love to 
have them tell me all the attributes of 
the products they have. How many 
people do you think grew up to be 
entrepreneurs because of something 
(in such a protected setting as this), 
having occurred when they were 
young? Ask around. I'll bet you'll 
find more than you think. 

Then, we must not forget the Girl 
Scout cookies. Shall we just do away 
with the Girl Scouts because ... oh, 
woe upon us ... here the little darlings 
come ... selling AGAIN! 

I can remember the time, as a 
young student at Prestonsburg El­
ementary, when the Girl Scouts were 
allowed to go alone, through town, 
selling these good-tasting morsels. I 
won an award for being the youngest 
Girl Scout in the state of Kentucky, 
who sold the most cookies. I'm still 
proud of that. And I can remember 
the look in the eyes of the people to 
whom I sold. It IS sheer joy to recall. 

Then, my daughter, who also at­
tended Prestonsburg Elementary, 
won a Bible for selling the most reli­
gious pictures. She's married now, 
with a child of her own, and she 
counts that Bible as one of her most 
valued possessions. (My, times have 

changed, haven't they?) But the chil­
dren haven't. If you haven't had an 
opportunity to listen to our childrens' 
little sales pitches, you have missed a 
real treat. 

You sent a reporter to our school, 
to supposedly clarify a claim (a false 
one, I might add), that we were buy­
ing instructional supplies with the 
proceeds from this fundraiser. In­
stead of coming out with clarity, it 
seems to me that the whole situation 
was blown way out of proportion. 
Mrs. Harmon wa~ quoted as making 
an accusation against the administra­
tion. She never made that statement. 
I really don't understand how 39 
teachers can hear one thing, and one 
reporter hears something unspoken. I 
guess the lesson here is to "never 
send a boy to do a man's job." 

In conclusion, I would like to re­
mind our citizens that things could be 
much worse in our fair city; and then 
everyone would be entertained. Whlle 
visitingmydaughterin Seattle, Wash­
ington, this summer, a young 
woman's headless body was thrown 
out at a red light in a major intersec­
tion. They found themurderer ... a U.S. 
Postal worker. .. but they never found 
the young woman's head or left ann, 
even after searching through land­
fills. 

It seems to me that life should be 
a little boring sometimes. Let's just 
not make criminals out of honest 
people.

Notices to the delinquent corpora­
tions were mailed September 3. The 
notice allows corporations 60 days 
from Ule date it is mailed to file an­
nual reports with the Secretary of 
State. 

Corporations which fail to com­
ply by the filing deadline will be 
administratively dissolved Novem­
ber l, 1993, Babbage said. 

The 60-day notice may be used for 
filing of the annual report or corpora­
tion officials may contact the Secre­
tary of State for a duplicate report 
form. · 

Corporations which are adminis­
tratively dissolved may apply for re- , 
instatement to the Secretary of State.

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Breast cancer seminar to 
target the Tamoxifen study 

A seminar related to the study of 
the drug Tamoxifen and its use in the 
prevention of breast cancer will be 
held at I p.m. on Saturday, October9, 
in the Pike Auditorium at Prestons­
burg Community College. The semi­
nar is sponsored by Highlands Re­
gional Medical Center and the Uni­
versity of Kentucky Markey Cancer 
Center. Featured speaker for the semi­
nar will be Dr. Edward Romond, 
chairman of the Markey Cancer 
Center's clinical research program 
on the Tamoxifen study. 

Tamoxifen, currently the most 
widely prescribed cancer drug in the 
world, has been used for almost 20 
years to treat patients with adv~ced 
breast cancer. Since 1985 it has been 
used after radiation and/or surgery as 
a means of preventing breast cancer 
from spreading to other parts of the 
body. In addition, for women who 
have had cancer in one breast, 
Tamoxifen has been shown to help 
prevent the development of new can­
cers in the opposite breast. More­
over, most women who take 
Tamoxifen experience little, if any, 
side effects. 

This study is one of the largest of 
its kind and will determine if taking 
Tamoxifen (a estrogen tablet) can 
prevent breast cancer from develop­
ing in women who are at increased 
risk of developing breast cancer in 
the next five years. Tamoxifen has 
been successfully used to treat pa­
tients with advanced breast cancer. 
Research has shown that when given 
as additional therapy for early breast 
cancerTamoxifen appears to prevent 
the recurrence of the cancer and also 
appears to prevent new cancers in the 
opposite breast. 

Eligibility for the study includes: 
• Never having had breast cancer 
• 60 years of age or older 
• 35 to 59 years of age with one or 

more of the following: Mother, sister 
or daughter with breast cancer, one or 
more breast biopsies, first menstrual 
period before age 13, never been preg-

nant, or 30 years or older when frrst 
child was born. 

"This study begins a new era in 
the fight against breast cancer which 
this year alone will claim almost as 
many American lives as the entire 
Vietnam War," said Dr. Edward H. 
Romond, associate professor of medi­
cine, and a principal investigator of 
the study. "I encourage all eligible 
women to learn about this important 
trial and to consider participating." 

Women attending the meeting will 
be asked to fill out a risk assessment 
to detennine whether they are eli­
gible for the study. Afler the seminar, 
those interested will schedule two 
appointments to process paper work 
and have laboratory tests completed 
(including up-to-date mammogram 
and pelvic examination). These pa­
pers and laboratory test results will 
be sent to the National Cancer Insti­
tute who will notify the women of 
acceptance into the study. After ac­
ceptance, special laboratory work will 
be done before starting the medica­
tion. Half of the study participants, 
chosen randomly, will take 
Tamoxifen for five years; half will 
takeaplacebo(apill withoutmedica­
tion) for five years. Regularly sched­
uled examinations will be done at 3 
months (after starting the medica­
tion) and every 6 months thereafter. 

The Markey Cancer Center is one 
of the approved coordinating breast 
cancer prevention trial centers in 
Kentucky. The Lexington Clinic will 
be participating with the Markey 
Cancer Center in this study along 
with several members of the UK Cen­
ter Treatment Consortium including: 
King's Daughter's Hospital, Ashland; 
Graves-Gilbert Clinic, Bowling 
Green; The Christ Hospital, Cincin­
nati; St. Elizabeth Hospital, 
Edgewood Hills; Highlands Regional 
Medical Center, Prestonsburg.

STUDY WATER CLARITY 
WHEN LOOKING FOR BASS 

'The bass pros say finding bass is 
usually more difficult than catching 
them, and one of the keys they use to 
locate fish is studying water clarity. 

"I believe water clarity is really 
the number one factor in determining 
where bass are located," says Denny 
Brauer of the Evinrude Outboards 
Pro Staff. "Water clarity can tell you 
how deep bass will be located, 
whether they're active or tight to 
cover, and even lure choice and 
color." 

Surprisingly, he adds, water clar­
ity is often overlooked by bass fisher­
men when they're hunting fish. 

"The basic rule is the more dingy 
or off-colored the water, the more 
shallow bass will be," explained 
Brauer, "while the more clear the 
water is, the deeper the fish will be. 

"At the same time, bass in dingy 
water tend to be more active, while 
those in clear water hold tighter to 
cover. 

"'Ibat' s why, on some of the clear 
lakes we fish, we'll run great dis­
tances just to find off-colored water. 
We know those bass will usually be 
more active and aggressive." 

A hard worker! 

Studying water clarity can also 
help a fisherman determine lure 
choice and color, adds the Evinrude 
pro. 

"In dingy, off -colored water where 
the bass are going to be more shal­
low, a lure like a spinnerbait or 
crankbait that makes a lot of vibra­
tion normally brings the best results," 
says Brauer. "In that type of water, 
gold and chartreuse are usually better 
colors, too.

One of the easiest ways you can 
improve your fishing success is to let the 
lake pick your baits. More precisely, 
you'll catch more bass more often if you 
wait to hit the water to decide what to 
throw and where. 

Anglers sometimes make the 
mistake of settling on a specific bait or 
approach to fishing before they ever 
leave home. More often than not, 
they're disappointed because they 
encounter conditions that would have 
favored another lure or another style of 
fishing. 

Wait until you get to the lake to 
figure out your plan for the day. Check 
water clarity, temperature and weather 
conditions, then choose the lures and 
techniques that will put the odds in 
your favor. 
The 1993 Classic is Stacey King's 
faurth Bass Master Classic. 

Cloud cover and wind can occa­
sionally have the same effect on fish 
as water clarity, notes Brauer. 

"In clear water, wind really helps 
bring the bass shallow and make them 
more active," he says. "The ripple on 
the water cuts down on light penetra­
tion and the bass leave the heavy 
cover and start roaming more. 

"Cloud cove~ can also be a plus in 
clear water, because it seems to give 
the bass a sense of security. They 
move about more and become more 
active." 

Dingy, off-colored water should 
not be confused with muddy water, 
cautions Brauer. Extremely muddy 
water, in which a lure cannot be seen 
a foot below the surface, frequently 
has the opposite effect and makes 
bass extremely inactive. 

"When you have to fish really 
muddy water,lookforvegetation such 
as moss, milfoil, hydrilla, or even 
shoreline brush, and fish very shal­
low," he advises. 

The service experts at OMC rec­
ommend bass boaters and other high 
performance enthusiasts install a 
water pressure gauge on their boa.t. 
Outboards can lose water pr~scre if 
the motor is trimmed or raised too 
high, or if the water intake is covered 
with weeds or mud, and this can lead 
to overheating .• A water pressure 
gauge also gives earlier warning of 
trouble than an engine temperature 
gauge. 

NIGHT FISHING SHOULD BE 
PRODUCfiVE NOW 

If things that go "thump!" in the 
middle of the night don • t bother you, 
then perhaps fishing after dark is 
something you should consider now 
and in the weeks ahead. 

"Night fishing from early spring 
throughout the summer and into the 
fall months is one of the best ways I 
know to catch some huge stringers of 
bags," says Johnson Outboards Pro, 
Staff angler Ron Shuffield, a long­
time fan of after-dark fishing. 

"Bass move shallow to feed after 
the sun goes down and the lake traffic 
ends," he says. "You can fish the very 
same places you worked during the 
day without a strike and have excel­
lent action."

He adds a 
black or black/blue pork trailer, and 
casts to any type of cover he can find 
along the shoreline. 

"I think one of the keys is casting 
and retrieving parallel to the shore 
rather than casting straight toward 
the bank," he explains.

WE DID 

Perhaps it's a sad commen­
tary on my youth, but when I was 
growing up in Muddy Branch, 
before there were plazas to cruise 
or 24-hour-a-day rock videos on 
MTV, the only two reasons I 
was ever allowed to stay up late 
was when mom and dad would 
let me go to Bill Hampton's on 
Saturday night to watch wres­
tling on TV, or when they'd let 
me, especially in summertime, 
sit up with somebody dead. 

In those days it was ahso­
lutely unheard of - and proh­
ably even considered un-Chris­
tian - to leave a body at the 
funeral home, and the boys in 
the community would really feel 
important when we'd (usually 
uninvited) jump in and help the 
funeral-home man unload those 
battle-scared, wooden fold-up 
chairs from the hack of his pkk up 
and set them around the walls 111 

a neighbor' s living room. 
Looking back, I can't imag­

ine why our parents let us do it. 
I don't know if they actually 
thought we wanted to sit up out 
of respect for the deceased's fam­
ily, or if they really knew that we 
were just looking for an excuse 
to stay up late. For whatever 
reason, though, they'd let us, and 
along about dark, we'd (both 
boys and girls) start gathering in 
at the borne where the body had 
been carried for viewing. 

Talking about it now, nearly 
50 years later, it really sounds 
bad - even disrespectful. But it 
wasn't. Sitting with the dead was 
simply something we did when 
somebody died, and there were 
probably as many reasons for 
doing it as there were kids who 
did it. 

Now, I can't speak for the 
motives of the others, and per­
haps it may attest to the shape 
I'm in now, but one thing I al­
ways looked forward to was the 
food. 

Extra tables would have to be 
setup in the kitchen to hold it all, 
and women from as far away as 
around . on Number Three and 
Greentown would bring in 
chocolate pies and cakes and tons 
of fried chicken and nearly al­
ways a baked ham. Sometimes 
they'd even bring something sort 
of exotic. As a matter of fact, it 
was on such an occasion that I 
ate my flfStpimento-cheese sand­
wich. 

Anyway, while the adults 
would sit around in the front 
room (or some other room adja­
cent to where the body was), we 
younger folks would congregate 
outside on the porch and steps. 
We knew enough not to make 
much noise, so while the folks 
inside would sing hymns, -and 
even sometimes have a complete 
church service- we'd quietly 
catch lightning bugs or play a 
subdued version ofkick-the-can 
(between, of course, our visits to 
the kitchen via the back door). 

By about eleven, or so, most 
of the grown-ups, except for the 
two or three men who'd planned 
to stay the night, would have all 
gone home. If we were really 
lucky, there'd be a good story­
teller or two among the grown­
ups who'd stayed, and we'd­
between visits to the kitchen via 
the back door - sit on the porch 
and listen through the screen door 
as they'd smoke and drink black 
coffee and tell tales of how it 
used to be before John L. Lewis. 

Bymidnight,ourranks, which 
at one time bad swollen to a 
dozen or more, would have di­
minished to a mere three or four 
boys who lived real close, and 
we'd - between visits to the 
kitchen via the back door- sit 
and doze and wait for morning. 

It wao;n' t something we talked 
about much, and it certainly 
wasn't something we'd plan nor 
look forward to, but sitting up 
with the dead was just simply 
something we did back then.

When Jane Wallace goes out 
in town, she is greeted like an 
old friend by virtual strangers.

"A nice woman at the store 
said, 'You don't know me, but 
let me hug you,'" Jane recalled, 
her eyes sparkling at the recol­
lection.

Although she 
retired in 1976, she has not 
been forgotten. 

Former patients usually

shone through, and she smiled and 
laughed a lot. 

A native of Stanton, Jane believes 
she was destined to become a 
nurse. "My grandfather was a doctor 
at Campton and Hazel Green. It was 
in my blood." 

While a nursing student at Berea 
College in the 1930s, she met her 
future husband, Robert Wallace, a 
student from Floyd County. They 
married in 1934. That same year 
she graduated as a registered nurse 
and became a nursing supervisor at 

every baby delivery, did blood trans­
fusions and ordered supplies for the 
hospital. I worked there three years, 
16 hours a day. I had to quit. You 
can just stand so much." 

Also, she wanted to spend more 
time with her family, which by now 
included a son, Gabriel, and a 
daughter, Zelia. During an interview at her home 

on Riverside Drive in Prestonsburg, 
she brought out pictures taken 
during her days as a public health 
nurse. As she talked about her 
experiences, her sunny disposition 

But she didn't stop working as a 
nurse. For a while she worked at the 
health department and then as a 
private duty nurse at area hospitals. 

In 1957, she joined ranks with the 
U.S. Public Health Service as a 
supervising nurse on a special 
health project in Floyd and part of 
Letcher County. 

Berea Hospital. This 
was the first of her 
many supervisory 
positions that capital­
ized on one of her chief 
assets- organizational 
skills. "I always loved to 
organize," she said. 

Two years later, the 
Wallaces moved to 
Floyd County. Robert 
had a teaching position 
at Wayland and Jane 
was· drafted by Dr. 
Daniel into working as 
supervisory nurse at the 
old Prestonsburg Gen­
eral Hospital in West 
Prestonsburg. 

"The Public Health Service had 
heard through the Central Division 
for Infectious Diseases that there 
was a problem of diarrhea in the 
county," she recalled. 

Health officials thought the prob­
lem was caused by shigella, a micro­
organism that causes acute diar­
rhea. To be certain, public health 
service workers surveyed the popu­
lation for intestinal parasites. 

"My job was to schedule the 
visits," Jane said. "I had a map and 
made dates on it for where workers 
were to go."

one or two workers with me and the 
doctor would have a car and take two 
or three with him. I learned to get 
around the county. It wasn'tanyprob­
lem." 

Initial tests revealed that the ill­
ness was not caused by shigella but 
by intestinal parasites. Unsanitary 
privies and polluted wells were the 
major culprits. 

The parasite infestation was not a 
new public health problem. A 1937 
health department survey found that 
65 percent of rural children were in­
fested with one or more types of 
intestinal parasites. 

The treatment program consisted 
of two rounds of medication, which 
the workers administered to patients 
in their homes. 

While making the rounds to the 
homes, Jane got to know the families 
she treated. 

"The people were the sweetest, so 
nice. They made me feel real 
welcome .. .! would have felt at home 
to stay all night anywhere. 

worked other areas as well. We helped 
each other. . .I worked out of Dr. 
Osborne's office at Bypro. I gave 
shots and did home visits. We had a 
baby clinic and mothers brought thetr 
children in. They knew everyone. I 
learned who was sick and I'd go visit 
them. I drove an average of ninety to 
a hundred miles a day. 

"Tuberculosis was one of the dis­
eases we had to fight the hardest," she 
recalled. "In the area, there was not a 
home that didn't have tuberculosis. 
The people tried so hard and we 
whipped it." 

In addition to treating outbreaks 
of disea<;e, much of her work was 
preventive. She gave vaccinations 
against typhoid, smallpox and 
dip theria at the clinic and at schools. 

She also worked at special emer­
gency clinics. "Typhoid fever- we 
had to watch that. After floods we 
had to give typhoid shots. We would 
set up a special clinic for them." 

Although she was fearless when it 
came to traveling alone, two inci­
dents stuck in her mind.

When Jack Frost hits, as he surely 
will each fall, many vacationers and 
residents will take to the hills of Ken­
tucky to soak up the beauty of the red 
and yellow, the orange and amber 
forest leaves. 

The beauty's there all right, said 
Doug McLaren, Extension forestry 
specialist witb the University ofKen­
tucky College of Agriculture. 

It's just that Jack Frost has noth­
ing to do witb it Chemicals do. 

"Itlookslikesomeonetookapaint­
brush and painted the forest," 
McLaren said. "That's a quotation 
we bear a lot each fall as visitors 
marvel at the range of different col­
ors in the hardwood forests of Ken­
tucky." 

He added, "Although people may 
creditJack Frost for the autumn color 
change, actually the weather has noth­
ing to do with it" 

Instead, he said, trees change col­
ors according to complex chemical 
formulas. Each tree has its own fall 
color bound up in the chemicals in its 
sap which determines what color the 
leaves will tum.

GINSENG HUNTING IN 
EASTERN KENTUCKY 

It's that time of year when Eastern 
Kentuckians take to the woods in 
search of the elusive Ginseng. The 
plant is easily reqognized in tbe fall 
by it's bright red berries sitting above 
a stalk of 5 large, tbin and pointed 
oblong leaves. The word Ginseng 
comes from the Greek words pas and 
akos, which means "all healing." 
Ginseng grows in rich and cool woods 
from Quebec, Canada, to Florida and 
as far west as Oklahoma. The root of 
tbe Ginseng plant is purchased by tbe 
Chinese and is used extensively by 
them in tbeir medicine. 

Ginseng hunters are reminded tbat 
digging Ginseng is prohibited on all 
Federal Lands and is a violation of 
Federal Law. Maximum fines of not 
more than $500 or imprisonment for 

.. ______________________ _. not more than 6 months, orbotb may 

be imposed on violators. Visitors are 
reminded that all U.S. Army Corps of 
Engineer lands, as well as the Jenny 
Wiley State Park, at Dewey Lake are 
federal property. 

Black shank explosion 
valuable teaching tool 

The recent explosion of black 
shank is a valuable teaching tool for 
next year's tobacco crop. 

"It's not too soon for growers to 
use tbis experience as tbey begin to 
prepare for tbe '94 tobacco crop," 
said Bill Maksymowicz, Extension 
tobacco specialist at the University 
of Kentucky's Research and Educa­
tion Center in Princeton. "Keep tbe 
disease as isolated as possible and 
use varieties witb resistance to the 
specific black shank race present in 
your fields." 

To isolate the disease, spray, cul­
tivate, chop, and harvest fields with 
known black shank last. Always sani­
tize clothing and equipment with a 
high pressure wash, followed by a 10 
percent chlorine bleach solution soak. 
Burn stalks or return to infested fields 
at stripping time; scattering black­
shank-infected stalks on the farm will 
spread the disease. 

"The ciock has run out for L8 
hybrids used in fields where Race I 
black shank is present; these hybrids 
just don't work," he said. "Other va­
rieties have resistance to both races 
and have as good if not better yield 

ana quality potential than older vari­
eties. Check variety trials in your 
area and visit oilier producers who 
are growing some of the newer vari­
eties." 

Black shank has hit tbe dark to­
baccos particularly hard, according 
to Maksymowicz. 

"If a grower is not able to rotate 
and is unwilling to switch to black 
shank resistant varieties, it might be 
worthwhile to rent land to raise tbe 
crop," he said. "Another prospect is 
to explore the possibility of buying. 
As disease activity increases in an 
area, growers need to learn how to 
handle resistant cultivars so future 
productivity is not hurt." 

Maksyrnowicz gave these recom­
mendations for optimum productiv­
ity with resistant dark types: 

* Let the tobacco ripen as fully as 
possible before cutting. 

* Do not mix varieties in the barn 
or shed. 

* It might be necessary to almost 
"sweat" the tobacco to bring the color 
through; so growers will have to work 
the barn more closely. 

* When the color comes through, 
a harder fire is required to bring sterris 
down.

Nearly perfect weather last spring 
bas resulted in a bumper crop of apples 
for Kentucky producers. 

"This year's crop is of good qual­
ity and quantity. Those who love 
apples need to make sure they visit 
tbeir local orchard for the freshest, 
best tasting apples," said Jerry Brown, 
Extension horticulturist with the Uni­
versity of Kentucky College of Agri­
culture. 

The Gala variety is now ready and 
other varieties will be maturing in the 
coming weeks, he said. 

Brown gave these tips for buying 
local apples. 

Pick your favorite type; take good 
care of them by handling them gen­
tly; and keep them cool. Depending 
on variety, apples may be stored 
through Thanksgiving and Christmas.

acidity of the chemicals in t11e leaves, 
cause the leaves to turn am her, gold, 
red, orange or maybe just fade from 
green to brown," McLaren said. 
"Scarlet oaks, red maples and sumacs 
haveaslightly acidic sap which causes 
leaves to tum bright red." 

The leaves of some ac;h tree vari­
eties which thrive in tl1c limestone 
areas of central Kentucky tum a 
royal purple-blue, he said. 

What causes the color changes if 
the weather doesn't? 

McLaren said a chemical clock 
inside the tree starts up when the days 
grow shorter and the nights longer. 
This "clock" releases a hormone 
which restricts the flow of sap to each 
leaf. As the sap slows, chlorophyll, 
the chemical which gives leaves their 
green color in spring and summer, 
disappears which creates the bright 
fall colors. 

As the sap continues to slow, the 
leaf will soon die and fall to eartb, 
McLaren said. But their job is not yet 
over. As the forest begins its long 
winter slumber, those leaves begin to 
enrich the soil and provide nutrients 
for future generations of trees.
